The Russian cruiser Jemtchug 
was a boat of about 3,100 tons 
and was laid down in 1902. Her 
main battery consisted of six 4.7 
inch guns, and she had a speed of 
24 knots. She carried a crew of 
334 men. After the battle of the 
Sea of Japan, during the Russian- 
Japanese war in 1905, the Jemt- 
chug was interned at Manila.

Tne- German cruiser Embden, 
after her exploits in the Indian 
Ocean, around India, where she 
sank a score or more of British 
steamers, has apparently shifted 
her scene of operations more to

EXPERT OPINIONy!
The superior efficiency of the 

German system is stül more 
clearly shown by comparing the 
populations and resources of the 
contending countries. In Europe 
alone the Germanic Empires have 
g total population of 116,500,000, 
while that of the five allied na­
tions is 232,000,000, practically 
twice as large. The true relative 
resources are more nearly shown 
by the total world population of 
the various states. On this basis 
the 132,000,000 Germans are con­
tending against 722,000,000 allies. 
After ninety days of war the Ger­
mans are still spared the ravages 
and the burdens consequent upon 
a hostile invasion. They are free 
to devote all of their resources to 
the maintenance of their offensive 
campaign. The over-running of 
the North of France and of all 
Belgium has gained for them the 
supplies and other resources of 
these districts and has inflicted a 
corresponding loss upon the al­
lies. In the eastern campaign the 
occupation of' westefti Poland has 
gained for the Germans a like 
advantage and has offset the re­
verses of their Austrian confédéré 
a tes in Galicia.

There is every evidence that the 
fighting will be kept up through 
the winter with unabated fury. 
The German troops that started 
for the front in the last week of 
September were already going out 
completely equipped with fur 
gloves and sheepskin coats. They 
evidently intended no let-up in 
their campaign, 
hardships of battle and disease, 
are added the sufferings due to" 
the rigors of winter, the serious­
ness of the business of fighting 
will be still more impressive. It 
is a queer physiological situation 
that the starving of a few non- 
combatants or the hardships of 
suffering cold can do more than 
the killing of thousands of men 
to make us stop to think of the 
terrible costs of war.

THE SITUATION.
It is very evident that the crest of 

the onrushing German wave, as re­
gards both Belgium and France, has 
been broken in the dash against the 
rock front of the Allies.

If it's a 
lop g way to- Tipperary, it <is a jpliy 
sight. longer way to the three places 
named. The German hosts., primed to 
the minute and outfitted in all depart­
ments tq the utmost fraction of effici­
ency, started on this war cocksure of 
speedy victory. Didn’t they, in 1870 
get away with the game inside of a 
few weeks? Why not in 1914, with a 
far larger army and a line fleet? The 
thing through the spectacles of the 
Kaiser and his war lords looked al­
most too easy. It hasn’t turned out 
that way, not by a long shot. In the 
first place the spunky little Belgians" 
refused to be trampled on and dis­
membered and ravished without put­
ting up a corking fight, and by the

. PARIS, Oct. 29.—The pause in 
the German attacks on the left 
wing of the allies, where the Ger- 

have fought furiously in 
their efforts to march on the 
French ports of Dunkirk and, 
Calais, < is considered here to be 
only momentary.

Reliable reports are to the effect 
that heavy reinforcements arc on 
the way, and that when the Ger­
man lines are strengthened by 
these forces, which are said to 
aggregate more than 200,000 men, 
the fighting will go on with re­
newed fierceness. The reinforce­
ments, it is declared have been 
drawn from all the other battle 
'lines, both in the east and west, 
in pursuance of the order of Em­
peror William to his officers that 
the French ports must be taken 
at all costs.

Reports say that the next Ger­
man onslaught will be made fur­
ther away from the coast, in order 
to avoid the devastating fire of 
British and French warships, 
which hgve thus far taken a prom­
inent part in the battle of Flaiid-
^Vhile the operations in Flan­

ders have been at a standstill, the 
allies on the center and in the 
south have, according to official 
communications, not only resisted 
the Germans, but have made 
slight gains.

There was a resumption to-day 
of interest in the operations in 
the Woevre, at least in the vicin­
ity of St. Mihiel, where the French 
offensive is said to have met with 
fresh successes.

WHAT THE GERMANS 
THOUGHT.

A journalist who is particularly well 
informed with regard to naval affairs 
is Mr. Hector C. Bywater, who for 
some time was the Berlin correspond­
ent of the Navy, the organ of the 
Navy League, and of the Naval and 
Military Record. In the latter paper 
he not long ago made some interest­
ing remarks lipon the German atti­
tude towards the British Navy. He 
first commented upon the exploit of 
the British submarine E9 in sinking 
the German destroyer SI26, and con­
tinued:

The German papers . recently to 
hand have contained allusions to the 
British navy which read somewhat 
strangely when contrasted with Ger- 

,man press utterances on the same, 
subject before the war. We arc now 
given to understand that the enemy 
entertains a wholesome respect for/ 
our fleet. The events of the last two 
months appear 
them that there may, after all, he 
something, in the fighting traditions 
of the British sea service, which they 
had been assured by, their “experts” 
were' largely based on legend and 
myth. A great change in the tone of 
their press comment set in after the 
fight off Heligoland. The consum­
mate skill, dash, and courage which 
distinguished the conduct of that en­
gagement obviously came as an eye- 
opener to the Germans. We may be 
sure that later events at sea, including 
the dual exploit of E 9, hs deepened 
the same salutary /impression. Even 
the leading German papers now ad­
mit that the Fatherland must look 
to the land campaign both for its 
laurels and substantial successes, as 
the prospect at sea is not encourag­
ing. In a word, they are beginning 
to realize that the British fleet is a 
factor whose power had been grossly 
underrated, and it is clear from their 
guarded admissions that they have 
no great confidence in the ability of 
the German navy to fulfil its much- 
advertised mission of protecting the 
commerce and thtf colonies of the 
Fatherland. Ft may he remarked, in

LONDON, Oct 29—A campaign 

to raise British pensions and se- 
pration allowances has been 
started by G. N. Barnes, M. P., ’ 
who proposes a minimum of one 
pound sterling a week for the 
widow of every soldier and sailor 
killed, for the wife of every sol­
dier and sailor now in the fighting 
line and also for every soldier and 
sailor permanently maimed by 
fighting.

Such an increase would mean a 
fourfold raise in most instances, 
from $1.25 a week the widow’s 
pension would be raised to $5.00. 
Mothers dependent for support on 
men who in active service are now 
unprovided for. The wives of 
men at the front at present get 
only $1.85 a week, while 
imum weekly pension allowed to 
disabled soldiers is 85 cents. Mr 
Barnes also proposes to double 
the present allowance of 28 cents 
a week for each dependent child.

It is pointed out that the nation 
has to support these dependents 
in any case, and to shrow the 
main burden on private charity 
does not relieve the country of the 
cost. An adequate separation al­
lowance and pension would relieve 
the men who are offering their 
lives for their country from the 
stigma of being objects of char­
ity.

But as the proposed increase is 
likely to take the form 6f a super 
tax on incomes, it is not popular 
with the wealthy classes.

But such scraps of reliable informa­
tion as reach London are taken by 
British observers to indicate that the 
advantage at this stage rests with the 
allied troops. ,

The German assent to this Is, of 
course, only negative in character and 
takes the shape of a confession of 
failure ■ to achieve their object to 
break through the defence of their 
opponents. That the reported lull in 
the fighting in this Region is only 
momentary is taken for granted, but 
up to the present time no news of a 
renewal of the German offensive has 
come to hand. Both sides seem to be. 
endeavoring to line up afresh.

In the meanwhile the allied cofn- 
manders. both individually and collec­
tively, claim that their forces are al­
ways taking a little more* the offen­
sive,» and they intimate that it won’t 
be'long before they substitute an at­
tack on the German positions in Bel­
gium for the German attack on the 
allied positions in the north of France.

When this occurs there will recom­
mence a series of siege battles for the 
German entrenchments, which grid­
iron Belgium from its southern bound­
ary to the Luxembourg frontier.

. t.It is generally recognized as a sound 

principle of international law that an 
enemy's vessel Is liable to capture 
either in territorial waters or on the 
high seas. It has been pointed out 
by a learned writer on the subject 
that in face of the results maritime 
capturé hap often produced it is idle 
to pretend that it is not among the 
most formidable of belligerent wea­
pons ; one cogent reason; being that 
by rendering sailors prisoners of war 
It saps the offensive maritime strength 
of the belligerent to which the vessu, 
belongs. It has been said that this 
principle has been weakened in 
modem times. - In 1865 Italy adopted 
a marine code by which the captirsc 
of mercantile vessels of a hostile 
nation by Italian vessels of war was 
forbidden in. all cases where reciproc­
ity “was observed, and a similar 
course was followed by Austria and 
Prussia in 1866. In 1870 Prussia ex­
empted French vessels from capture 
without insisting on reciprocity. But 
special reasons may be assigned for 
the departure from old methods in 
those Instances, an important con­
sideration being the .comparative mari­
time weakness of the powers con­
cerned at that time. When we come 
to more recent times, we find that 
Count Caprivi. Chancellor of the Ger­
man Empire, in 1892 pointed out that 
the changes which had come about 
in the methods of conducting a mari­
time war did not tend to favor the 
protection of private property .at sea. 
He haid in substance that not naval 
battles but either invasion or the de­
struction cf the enemy’s commerce 
would in future bring, a war to.an end. 
Invasion was often impracticable, and 
thus the destruction of «trade was the 
one and only method to attain the 
object of the belligerent power.

Marine insurance is nowadays of an 
international character; and it is sig­
nificant that English underwriters de­
posited some time ago at the Chamber 
of Commerce in Hamburg an under­
taking ip writing to fulfil their obli­
gations to German creditors at the 
due date, war or no war. Such an 
undertaking could not be enforced at 
law in the courts of either country 
either during or at the conclusion of 
war, at any rate in respect of lossbs 
occurring while war was In progress. 
The courts do not recognize an alien 
enemy as having any legal standing 
whatever.

BERLIN, Oct. 28, via London, Oct. 
29.—3.07 a.m.—TheBundesrath met 
to-day (Wednesday) to discuss ways 
and means of conserving the food 
supply for the people during the com­
ing year, and decided that with cer­
tain expedients the grain' supply would 
be ample until the 1915 crop had been 
harvested. The mills will be allowed 
to convert larger percentages of grain 
into flour; ten per cent of rye may be 
added to wheat flour, and twenty per 
cent of potato flpur, added to rye.

It was also dgcidqd to prohibit the 
feeding of what and rye to live stock, 
vyhereas heretofore one-fourth of the 
rye yield was consumed in this man­
ner. , It was further decided to res­
trict the amount of rye used for dis­
tilling spirits to sixty per cent. of . the 
normal consumption. The hoarding 
of grain for speculative purposes is 
prohibited and compulsory selling un­
der expropriation proceedings pro­
vided for. The Bundersrath adopted -a 
scale of maximutn prices for grain. 
The maximum price for rye is 220 
lharks ($55) a ton for Berlin, with a 
proportional difference for other 
cities. The price of wheat remains 
40 marks higher than rye.

«6African Colony Taken by Great 
Britain Is Healthy Spot

Togoland, the fourth and smallest of 
German protectorates on the West 
Coast of Africa, which was taken by 
Britain by an expeditionary force of- 
Gold Coast troops, ' has a coast, llhe 
of about thirty miles only, but the 
strip of territory extends inland tor 
about 350 miles. Whilst narrowing 
on the northern frontier to about 
thirtÿrtwo miles, It widens in the cen­
tre to frilly 100 miles. It Is calculated 
that Tqgoland comprises an area of 
nearly 34,000 square miles, and there 
is a population of fully 1,000,000.

There are fewer than 400 Germans 
In the colony. Most of these are at 
Lome, the chief town, and they con­
sist of officials and traders. Togo­
land, like the other German "West 
African colonies, suffered from the 
methods adopted In developing the 
territory ; but It is a rich country, 
producing palm oil and palm nut ker­
nels, cocoa, kola nuts, rubber, and 
the many fibres yielded by tropical 
forests.

Not yet had the first shadow of fell 
disease come to poison his nature ere 
it struck at his life, as he rode that 
spring day, light and debonair, upon 
the heath of Crookebury.

No hardier soldier 
could Edward have at his side, if, 
was always possible in those lawless 
times, sudden danger was to threaten, 
for this was the famous knight of 
Hainault, now naturalized as an Eng­
lishman, Sir Walter Manny, who bore 
as high a reputation for chivalrous 
valor and for gallant temerity as 
Chandos himself.

Behind the knights; who were for­
bidden to scatter and must always 
follow the King's person, there was a 
body of twenty or thirty hobblers or 

- mounted bowmen, together witlf 
eral squires, unarmed themselves but 
leading sparq horses upon which the 
heavier part of their’knights’ equip­
ment was carried. A straggling tail 
Of falconers, harbingers,- varlets, body- 
servants and huntsmen holding 
hounds in leash completed the long 
and many-colored train which rose and 
dipped on the low undulations of 
tile moor.
