BRITISH TROOPS GAIN GROUND IN DELVILLE WOOD AND LONGUEVAL VILLAGE

From the Carpathians to the Riga Area, Russians Driving at the Enemy

Last Night Attacks Were Delivered

on Both Sides of

Paris, July 20.—Noon—French at-
tacks in the Somme region were de-
livered last night on both sides of
the River. On the north bank,
trenches in the Hardecourt sector
were taken, while south of the river
all the German second line trenches
between Barleux and Soyecourt fell
in French hands. it

Announcement of the French!
successes is made in this afternoon’s
war office bulletin.

The treaches captured on the north
bank run from Halecourt-Mamelon
to the east of Hardecourt, along the
railway from Combles to Clery. Four
hundred prisoners were captured in
this operation.

In the Verdun region there was

on the left bank of the Meuse, with
a grenade engagement to the north-
east of Hill 304.

On the east bank of the meuse the
French progressed west of the Thia-

down in the Somme region east of
Peronne.

The text of the communication fol-
lows:

“On both sides of the Somme our
infantry this morning attacked Ger-
man positions and gained notable
advantages. To the north of the Som-
me we captured enemy trenches
from Mamelon-Hardecourt as far
as the river, and carried our line
clear to the east of Hardecourt along
the railroad to the mnarrow road
which runs from Combles to Clery.
In this part of the battlefield, we
have thus far made 400 prisoners.

“South of the Somme, between
Barleux and Soyecourt, all the first
line of ememy~trenches fell into our
hands.

“In the Champagne we pemetrated
into a German trench' to
of A1rberiit e Zuok a namber of
prisoners.

Since last week, preliminary ar-
rangements have been made for the
inclusion of the securities of Sask-
stchewan province in the plan. The
total debt of Manitoba, Saskatchewan
and Winnipeg in the the United
Kingdom is 58,000,000 of which it i8
hopéd to purchase at least $33,000,-
000 in Great Britain, re-financing
that amount in New York. The pro-
position may be tabulated as fol-
lows:

‘The British Treasury officials have
been consulted during the two
months the negotiations have been
proceeding, the matter having been
taken up with the treasury by Mor-
gan’s London house. The result is
that the Manitoba, Saskatchewan
and Winnipeg securities are on the
treasury’s list for mobilization. The
holders have not yet been subjected
to the penalty ciause. This clause, it
will be recalled, operates when hold-
ers persist in refusing to sell after
the British treasury’s mtimation that
the surrender of certain securities is
desired.

A creature, the penguin, by Dr.

Dr. Karl Helfferich Eulo-
gizes German Rule There,
Forgetting Belgium.

By Special erem Courier.

Berlin, July 20, via wireless to
Sayville-——Warm commendation of
the work done in Russian Poland by
the Germans during the period of oc-
cupation, was given by Dr. Karl

terior and imperial vice-chancellor,
yesterday on his return froml a visit
to that country.
Dr. Helfferich, who recounted the
impressions of his visit to a member
of the Overseas News Agency stalif,
contrasted the condition of the coun-
try under Russian rule with the
state of affairs there to-day. In the
time of peace before the outbreak
of the present war, the Russians had
neglected the country, said Dr. Helf-
ferich, Then came the period of hos-
tlities which had devastated the land.
Under these conditions the Germans
took up their work, which the vice-
chancellor insisted had been accom-
plished with a success which could
find few parallels in history.
The retreating Russians, Dr. Helf-
ferich pointed out, had burned vil-
lages and towns and destroyed the
harvests. The Germans first built
roads through the devastated terri-
tory and supplied cattle and seeds to
the inhabitants, with the result that
now one frequently could see herds
of a hundred or more cattle, while
fields of standing grain were on all
sides. He cited an instance of aid
given the inhabitants by the Ger-
mans, the farmers of one district be-
ing left the horses of two regiments
for field work on orders given by
General Ludendorff.
Dr. Helfferich said he found
schools everywhere now, even at
places where none were maintained
when the Russians ruled the coun-
try. The University of Warsaw,
where lectures were given in the
Polish tongue, had a large number
of students. All nationalities, Dr.
Helfferich said, were given equal re-
cognition with the white Russians
and Lithuanians. Terrible suffering
existed among the  Jews when the
Germans arrived, the vice-chancel-
lor declared, and in most towns they
had been exclided from the schools
by the Russians. The Germans, he
added, introduced self-government in
the country for the first time, and
admitted Jewish representatives to
the governmental bodies.
Dr. Helfferich pointed to what he
characterized as absolute neglect of
hygiene by the Russians, instancing
the conditions at Lodz, where there
were virtually no sanitary conveni-
ences, no sewerage system, and no
water works, although the city was
one of 500,000 inhabitants. The
Germans, on the other hand, had
given the population instructions
regarding the value of hygienic and
sanitary measures, and with the as-
sistance of the clergy, has established
isolation ''barracks for contagious
diseases, especially for cases of spot-
ted typhoid, which disease was now
decreasing in frequency of appear-
ance. _German physicians, who had
died as a result of these epidemics,
had not lost their lives in vain, Dr.
Helfferich declared. Another disease,
cholera, has been completely stamp-
ed out.

The Irishman lacks reasoning power,
perseverance, and self-control. He
possesses a poetical faculty and a
taste for art, music and rhetoric. He
is keen for knowledge, cunning,
clever and witty, although for the
sake of deception he often pretends
to be stupid naive. But with all
his intellectual powers he lacks pro-
fundity. Superficial in his actions
and thoughts, untrustworthy as a
worker, lacking perseverance, aad
fickle, he is not equal to the por
formance of any great task in life,
and is incapable of attaining results
commensurate with his spasmodic
activity. Those who are not his rela-
tions or friends dare not trust him
The proverb seems true that when an
Irishman is stabbed, another Irish-
man is always found to drive the
dagger in. Treason has always been
a prominent feature in all Irish ris-
ings. Conscientiousness is conspicu-
ously lacking in the Irishman, and he
is not distinguished for his love of
truth. Irritable as he is and in-
clined to quarrels and violence, he
is fond, too, of amysement. Hos-
pitable and extravagant, he forgets
to provide for the future. Though
often a victim of intemperance, ne
can put up with dearth when ne-
cessary, and is quite contented if be
only has enough potatoes to eke out
his life.”
