HOW ARE THE MIGHTY FALLEN

Interesting details of the life now be­
ing led by M. Nicholas Romanoff, some­
time Czar of all the Russians, have been 
reprinted in English from the Bourse 
Gazette. The former Emperor and his 
family arc still held as prisoners in the 
palace of Tsarskoe Selo. Husband and 
wife are not permitted to see each other, 
but are allowed, separately, to see their 
children, three of whom are, or have 
been rather seriously ill, two of the 
daughters with inflammation <jf the 
lungs, and the unfortunate young Alex­
is from bronchitis, all following upon 
measles.

M. Romanoff is described as giving 
friendly greetings to his guards, who 
address him as “Mister .Colonel" in 
cordancc with an order from the Coun­
cil of Workmen’s and Soldier’s Deput­
ies. He spends much of his time in the 
park, being a lover of open air. 
man, who a few weeks ago was absolute 
ruler over one hundred and sixty mil­
lions of people, has been employing 
himself while the snow lasted, in clear­
ing paths with a large wooden shovel, 
and when there was no snow to shovel 
he turned his attention to breaking ice 
on the lake. Aside from these aimless 
exertions, M. Romanloff appears to lead 
a quietlife enough. He is provided with 
newspapers, if he pays for them, and 
he reads them carefully. He Is permit- 
ted to use the telephone in the presence 
of ope of his guards, and, under the 
circumstances doesn’t use it. All cor­
respondence is opened and a previous 
commandant of the Palace Guards who 
didn’t attend strictly to this branch of 
the routine was promptly succeeded by 
another. Fifty of the palace servants 
have been discharged, the flowers from 
the Imperial hot-houses have' been sold 
to commercial florists, and the old hor­
ses which have been living in affluent 
retirement in the Imperial stables, are 
under sentences of death To this simple 
life, to this restraint and these 
les, has come the man whose title was 
a catchword for autocracy, and whose 
Empire extended over one-sixth of the 
territorial surface of the globe.

In order to maintain that so limited 
ration that has been doled out in the 
past it will be necessary to encroach up­

We are glad to notice of late that sev- Returned Pound Cake With Poison In ItWASHINGTON, June 2—Representa­
tive Tilson of Connecticut exhibited in 
the House today a bomb, which it is 
claimed, will explode six feet above 
the surface of the earth, no matter 
from what height it is dropped, and 
destroy everything with in 300 years 
or even further.

The device is the invention of Les­
ter P. Barlow, thirty years old and a 
native of Pennsylvania, who has serv­
ed as a coal passer in the navy and 
had charge of aerolanes for Villa in 
Mexico, at the time of the border diffi-

The bomb weighs 100 pounds and is 
about six feet long with a diameter of 
five inches at the base. It tapers to one 
inch in the other end. A rod six feet 
long is thrown out when the bomb is 
fired and this rod upon striking the 
ground cause the explosion. The trouble 
heretofore has been that bombs bury 
themselves in the earth, the explosion 
causing a crater which prevent effective 
fragmentation.

The bomb has not yet been tested 
wit h a full charge, but in an experiment 
with a partial charge it threw missiles 
everywhere 300 yards around.

The United States army may place a 
large contract fo rthe bombs. Mr. Til- 
son today said that a bomb is being 
planned on the same principle for at­
tacks on submarines.

Barlow enlisted in the army as a 
coal passer and left it a first class el­
ectrician. On being discharged he went 
to California, and while at the ' San 
Diego training camp he conceived the 
idea of a bomb to be dropped from the 
aeroplane. When trouble on the border 
broke out he went to the ordnance de­
partment with the invention and was 
sent from there to New Haven, Conn., 
where the Malin Arms Company he says 
gave him $900,000 for his invention with 
the stipulation that he remain at the 
experimental laboratory of the corpor-

The report for the week 
is meal gratifying, following, as it does 
upon the announcement made a few 
days ago by Kennedy Jones, Director 
of Food Economy, that Britain’s losses 
in cereal ships has been only 6 per 
cent, against an estimated loss of 23 
per cent of this kind of shipping. The 
French officially report only ten ships 
sunk during May out of twenty-eight 
attacked by the submarines, the other 
eighteen making good their escape. 
German authorities and commentators 
will have a considerable amount of ex­
plaining to do In the face of the Allied 
showing. Having formerly fixed June 1 
as the time by which their “U” boats 
were to bring Britain to her knees, the 
decrease in victims will give them some 
food for thought, even if It does not 
satisfy -their physical hunger. There is 
no inkling from any authoritative Brit­
ish quarter as to whether an increasing 
number of “U” boats have been dis­
posed of or whether any of the many 
reported new devices have given ef­
fectual aid in the fight against 
For the present it is sufficient to know 
that the war of the submarine is not 
so one sided as it was in the days when 
the enemy was able to boast of 40,50 and 
once 60 ships sunk in a week. A signi­
ficant item of news in this field of war­
fare is that more than 100,000 tons of 
Teuton shipping seized by the United 
States will be repaired and available 
for the service of the Allies by July 1. 
The shipbuilding program of the Unit­
ed States and Britain, the addition of 
Interned ships, with the decreasing loss­
es of vesssels already in service, make it 
reasonably certan that Germany's plan 
of starving Britain and thus ending the 
war is already beyond hope of success.

This she did, and thought no more about 
it until the next morning, when, upon 
going out to i the hen house, she dis­
covered that hll the fowl were dead.

Mrs. Norman could not account for 
this strange occurance, until she re­
membered the stories that have been 
circulated in the press about the diab­
olism of the Huns. For the sake of as­
certaining what had actually caused the 
deatr of the fowl, an autopsy was per­
formed upon one of the hens and it 
was discovered that death had been 
caused by hydrocyanic acid, more com­
monly known as prussic acid. The rem­
nants of the cake were also examined, 
and found to contain a large percent­
age of the deadly poison.

« SWEET PEAS

tl The Time to Fiant Them Has Arrived
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t< Soaking theHasten Germination by 
Seeds In Warm Water and Try Put­
ting the Seeds in à Pit That Has Been 
Well Fertilised.

(Preparer by Kansas State Agricultural 
College)

Now is the time to plant the sweet 
peas. These flowers are easily grown if 
the soil is properly prepared and good 
seed is used, according to M. F. Abeam, 
professor of landscape gardening in 
the Kansas State Agricultural College.

“Germination may be hastened by 
soaking the seeds in warm water be­
fore planting," said Professor A beam. 
“The trench method is considered the 
most sucessful way of planting. The 
trench should be from six to eight inch­
es deep and a foot wide. The bottom 
of the trench should be turned and 
well rotted manure worked into it. 
Flm the soil and plant the seeds in 
the bottom of the trench in two rows 
six inches apart, and seed to an inch 
in the row.
“The pit «should be left open until the 

plants appear and filled gradually as 
they grow. This encourages the de­
velopment of long roots and gives thè 
plant the ability to withstand the hot 
summer months.

pit should be partly filled with dry 
leaves to protect them until the warm 
weather. Thin thR plants to a dis­
tance of three inches.
