Governor of Judea—Judea was a Roman
province, and tontius Lilate had been
made governor, or procurator, after the
bamishment of Arehelaus, a son of Herod
the Great.

SHE'LL BE WITH US SOON, SAYS POULTRY EXPERT; CLUCKING

What is this chicken raising busi-
ness; its extent and possibilities?
What kind of a poultry plant is a
paying one? How does Queen Am-
erican Hen compare with King Cot-
ton and King Corn? Is the raising
of chickens and the selling of eggs
just a pin-money proposition, or can
it be made to take -tank with other
great rural pursuits? Those and
many other questions arise in many
minds just about the time they get
the “chicken bug.” The Daily Times
asked them of J. F. Schureman, ae-
sociate editor of American Poultry
Joural, and a noted writer on
poualtry eubjects. This is his answer.
—Editor.

(By J. F. Bchureman.)

Twenty-one years ago thé total
value of American poultry products
was only $290,000,000, and that was
considered a splendid ehowing. For
i0 years the business grew e&lowly;
{L was then regard as a “pin-money”’
occupation for women and children.
In 1900 the industry started upwards
with leaps and bounds, keeping up
ace that today only
corn, hay and cotton eurpass it in
ralue -of all farm products,

The year of the greatest growth in
value of the poultry products was
1907, when & jump was made from
$500,000,700 to $600,000,000. Again in
1908 the gain was nearly $100,000,000,
and the three following years have
chowed gains of over half the amount

annually. The day is not far distant
when the poultry” industry will
the billion-dollar industry, the leader
aming all the live steck and grain
growing industries of the country.

One mighty factor has been the
awakening of farmers to the 82i-
bilities of intelligent poultry culture.
Until within recent vears the aver-
age farmer paid very little attention
to his poultry and his flock was made
made up of a heterogeneous conglom-
eration of nondeccript fowls, inbred,
emaciated, non-productive birds that,
instead of paying a profit, were o=n ab-
solute expence.

Instead of having warm' quarters
in which to roost, they were compelled
to roost in the trees, on the fence,
in the pig pen or the cow stable, or
wherever they could find it and to
eat enow when thty were thirsty in
the winter time. They were exposed
to all kinds of weather and etood
around on one foot half the time,
hungry and cold and not ecaring
whether they lived or died. Under
such conditions winter eggs were out
of the question, and in the spring
the hens stole away under the barn
or out in the weeds and laid a clutch
of eggs in obedience to the material
desire to bring forth their young,
though it would eeem that the treat-
ment they had received would have
annihilated all the maternal desire
and instinet they ever possessed.

But to-day ine farmer has awaken-

ed to the possibilities of poultry cul-
turc and is giving this branch of his
business.the same care and attention
that he gives to other branches. He
hag discovered that instead of being
a nuisance, as he formerly consid-
ered the chickens, they are a source
of profit—in fact, the most profitable
live stock on the farm when properly
taken care of.

He has also learned that there is
something in blood and breeding as
well as in care and feeding; that
there is all the difference in the world
between the nondescript, emaciated
hen and the pure-bred, vigorous hen
that has by careful breeding Leen
perfected as an egg producer and the
producer of strong, vigorous progeny.
On the average farm nowadays we
find flocks of purc-bred fowls, full
of vigoer and stamina and bred to the
highest degree of productiveness,
which means profit. And they are
lioused in warm, sanitary houses and
properly fed and cared for. The
natural result is an enormous “in-
crease in eggs and fowls for market.

The incubator, or modern artificial
hatcher, has played a most import-
ant part in the development of the
poultry industry. There are poultry
farms in thiz country where from
50,000 to 100,000 chicks are hatched
annually. The town lot poultryman
and farmer are also using the arti-
ficial hatchers and brooders with the
best of success.

MONTREAL LIVE STOCK.

Montreal—At the Canadian Paclifie Live
Stock Market the recelpts of live stock
for the week ending February 3rd were
1,159 cattle, 2i5 sheep and lambs, 1250
hugs and 360 calves, while the ofterimgs
this morning amounted to 450 cattle, 100
sheep and lambs, 1,100 hogs and 80
calves. Although the supply of cattle
was very small a weaker feeling devel-
oped in the market and prices ruled about
25c per 100 pounds lower than on Mon-
day. The demand was limited, owing
to the fact that buyers were generally
well supplied with the .class of beef of-
fercd and were not disposed to load up
with any more for the time being, con-
sequrently the trade was slow throughout
the day and the market was dull.

Canada to Put Up the Bars
Against This Pest.

Washington, Feb. 12.- Canada is about
to put up the bars against potatoes
from the United States, fearing the
dread black wart, according to Depart-
ment of agriculture officials. The “wart”
does not exist here, but there is no
quarantine law which would keep in-
fected potatoes from Europe out of Am-
erican ports whence they might make
their way into Canada.

For this reason the Department of Ag-
viculture is particularly anxious to have
Congress pasa at its next session a bill
already introduced which would regulatoe
the importation of nursery stock and
establish a strict quaraniine against
plant discases and insect pests. Similar
Lills have heen defeated a number of
times, but Government ofificials said to-
J.’}\* that they thought the measure
would pass this vear. Nursery men, it
is saild, have withdrawn their onposition,
several slight changes in the bill having
madae it mant {heir ideas,

The head of the Emperor who
gave the order and the lop heads
of the counterfeiters have long since
mouldered into impalpable dust, the
rroperty of the criminal vanished and
eft not so much as a shade but the
faded old bank-note, pressed between
sheets of glass and framed in carven
teak, still croaks its harsh warning
to him who can understand it.

The governments of continental
Europe depend exclusively upon col-
or-work, to protect their paper cur-
rency, and several of the large banks
of issue have civil engineers in charge
of their bureau of engraving and
printing — though what connection
there may be between engineering and
engraving is a my ‘ery. Many Italian
bank-notes are easy to counterfeit.
The Bank of Spain has of late aban-
doned its own plant, because its notes
were imitated so successfully that
counterfeits were accepted by the bank
without question. A private concern
now does the work.

The Bank of England notes, accord-
ing to a myth that probably will never
die, cannot be counterfeited. As a
matter of fact, they can be imitated
readily enough, for little attempt is
made to protect the notes beyond the
use of a water-mark paper. The wat-
er-mark can be easily copied. A sen-
gitized gelatine film, soaked in cold
water, aiter eontact with an original
water-mark, will show every detail in
clear relief. A thin film of copper
deposited upon this forms the basis
upon which a matrix in celluloid is
made. If a sheet of paper is pasted
upon this matrix and rubbed with
gﬁ;ssmaper the exact water-mark is
produced.

One practical safeguard of great ef-
fectiveness is the custom of the Bank
of England to cancel every note that
is returned to the bank and issue
another in its place. This, and the
practice of keeping a record of the
numbers of all bank-notes used in
every business establishment, keep
alive a keen sense of responsibility,
which adds to security. The custom
of circulating soiled bank-notes, of
course, gives the counterfeiter his best
opportunity. Forgery is much more
readily detected in a crisp, stiff, new
bill than in a rumpled and dirty one.

The First Turkey.

Of all the people who ate turkey at
Christmas, few, probably, know that
it was first introduced into England
in Henry VIIL.’s time, and that the
expedition which brought the bird to
“England cost that parsimonious mon-
arch £14,000.

The royal treasure vaults are fire
and damp proof, and are now lighted
with electric light. Each is entered
b{ a double door, each door consists
of a slab of solid steel three inches
thick, the are set on steel rails
and open in the centre; when unlock-
ed they can be glided eapily and noise-
ight or left.

e vaults are held by
rivate secretary. In one

are stored large pieces
of old furniture, some of which is of
immense value, such, for example, as
a huge old Sheraton sidebonr‘r with
the royal arms inlaid in the centre
which is one of the most perfect ex-
amples of inlay work extant. The
sideboard if sold in thie open market
would fetch certainly not less than
$50,000.

There are many large statues, a
number of enormous pictures, and a
great deal of big bronze work in the
vaults, but none of these are of es-

ecislfy high value. They are largely

e works of modern artists, many of
them Germans of but mediocre .repu-
tation from whom the late King con-
sented to receive examples of their
work, and they would be out of place
among the fine works of art to be seen
in the various apartments about the
royal residence, even if there was
room for them.

The smaller of the two treasure
vaults which has a floor space of
about twenty. feet square is several
times smaller than the larger one, but
its contents are infinitely more valu-
able. Here are stored thousands of
pounds’ ‘worth of old gold and silver,
ornaments of all sorts. There are
hundred of chains, watches, grotes-
que figures, ‘models of animals and
birds of many kinds, and models of
ships. This wealth of gold and silver
is arranged on shelves covered with
Purple velvet with which the vault is
ined. Many ot these valuables are
presents to the late King and Queen
or to their present Majesties from
various foreign royalties or from In-
dian princes, and from time-to time
some of them are placed in the royal
apartments to take the place of simi-
lar ornaments which are then remov-
ed to the treasure vaults.

The treasures are all most carefully
catalogued, and the catalogue is from
time to time checked over by an offi-
cial in the secretarial department. In
the smaller vault is: also stored the
collection of tapestries which the
ngen specially values and which Her
Majesty has brought together. There
are over two hundred of these tapes-
tries, some of which are worth thou-
sands of pounds. One of the pieats
was purchased by Queen M in a
Paris _saleroom when Her nﬁa'esty
and King George, as Prince and Prin-
cess of Wales, were visiting Paris
some years ago. Her Majesty secured
the piece for $500, at which price it
was a rare bargain, for it subsequent-
ly turned out to be a genuine example
of fifteenth century work and was
worth certainly $5,000.

In the room at Buckingham Palace
known as the Bow Room there was a
secret passage leading to the treasure
vaults, but this passage was closed
up in the reign of Queen Victoria.

AT THE BRITISH MUSEUM.
Strange People Are To -Be Met Day
After Day In the Reading-Reem.
Of all the places where queer vro
of people can be stu probably
none is more varied and interestiag
gnn_ great reading room of the

rxi:ulh useum.

It is an interesting place in itself,
with its long rows of elaborately-fit-
ted desks radiating out like spokes
from the central ring of cata
desks. It gives one a queer sensation
to realize that one is in the centre
of the biggest collection of books ever
made — a collection running to over
two million volumes.

Even the catalogue alone runs to
over a thousand volumes and the
whole vast room resounds eerily all
day, by some peculiar echoing effect
of the great domed roof, to the rustl-
ing of catalogue leaves. But it is in
the occupation of the seats themselves
that the main interest lies. An ex-
perienced attendant can tell queer
tales of eccentricity—and of tragedy.

One frequent visitor in recent years
was an old Cambridge scholar whose
name is still famous in the world of
learning. He had a harmless habit
of sauntering abstractedly round va-
cant desks collecting the paper-knives.
His work over, a courteous attendant
would help to relieve him of the con-
tents of his stuffed pockets at the
door, and he would go cheerfully

ome.

Of “plotters” the reading room has
scores — old men who have always
been about to do great things, and
are still thinking about starting. They
will talk for hours of the mighty his-
tories of civilization for which they are
collecting material. They were collect-
ing material half a century ago,.and
death will find them still collecting.
The atmosphere of books is a neces-
sity «f tneir lives. They are hopeful
failures.

Ilut the atmosphere of the reading
rocm not all tragic. There are
brisk journalists, skimming half a
dozen books to make one article;
scores of pallid young women—the
reading: room headache is one of its
distinetions—steadily earning bread-
and-butter by doing translation or
researcii w:rk at so much an hour;
well-dressed women, too, indulging in
orgies of nevel-reading: The present
craze in th2» literary world for me-
moirs is the reason why anaemic
vouths sit doggedly compiling ac-
counts of the love affairs of numer-
ous vanished queens and empresses.

In the summer there is a steady
stream of American inquirers. The
attendants almost utomatically di-
rect them to the genealogical indexes.
It is a curiosity about family trees
that brings them.

The reading room has its innocent
eccentrics, but it has also its danger-
ous nuisances. There is the *‘plate-
thief,”” who comes armed with a piece
of thread and tries to saw valuable
plates out of the museum’s most
treasured books without catching the
keen eyes of roving attendants, or of
watchers on the narrow gallery that
sweeps round the high outer walls.

A police inspector is not an un-
known figure here, incongruous as he
may seem in this hushed world of
books.

“Alice In Wonderland.”

A quarter of a century ago “Alice
in Wonderland,” the nursery classic
which has delighted millions of peo-
ple, was dramatized, and there is
shortly to take place at the Empire,
Liverpool, a celebration of this event;
for “Alice” iz simply worshipped in
the North.

The history of “Alice in Wonder-
land” is one of peculiar interest. It
originally consisted of a ‘collection of
verbal stories with which the author,
the late Rev. Charles Dodgson (‘‘Lewis
Carroll”), was wont to delight his
child friends.

He was subsequently persuaded to
publish them in book form, and the
work at once leapt into widespread

pu]arity, and is now recognized as
ggmg one of the finest works in the
English language. ~

1t seems almost impossible that the
writer of a book of such pure imagin-
ation should at the same time dis-
tinguish him:cif in the higher mathe-
matics, and »roduce such  works as
“The Form: .e of Plane Trigonome-
try,” *“A MNcw Theory of Parallels,”
ete. Yet so it was, and this apparent
anomaly is responsible for an amus
ing incident at court.

When “Alice in Wonderland” was
exciting enthusiastic criticism
throughout the length and breadth of
the land, Queen Victoria, who had
heard of Lewis Carroll’s success, ask-
ed that an,  other books written by
the same author might be sent to her.
You may imagine the royal surprise
when au abstruse mathematical vol-
ume was placed in her hands!

The loyalest of dogs was pmhﬂblivl
the little Scotch terrier to whiec
Edinburgh some years ago erected a
statue.

Fate of Sone Sent Here
From England.

Lerndon Truth, the editor of which died.y
the other day, has made severai attacks
on the Colonian Intelligence Leazue, a s0-
ciety for promoting emigration of girls
of the educated classes, In connection
with the experiences of five ladies, as
fruit-pickers at Lorne Park and Grimsby.
It should be pointed out, says the Lon-
don  Star, that the - gravamen ot
“Treth's complaint is that some ladies
were Insufficiently informed, if not de-
ceived, before they left England, as to
the nature of the work, the rate of thelr
pay, and the provision for their housing.

Another party of seven young ladiés
were also despatched to Lorne Park un-
der the auspices of the IL.eague by the
same Dboat. These seven were sent in
one party to another farm. Says
“Truth”: “Frrom what I can gather
tha experience of the members of the
larger party of seven were not very muep
better. They found that the conditions
of life had not been made clear to them,
that there was not the slightest possibil-
ity of their earning the wages which had
been promi and they were forced to
taka whatever situations were forthcom-
ing."” What eventually happened to them
does not transpire, but the original party
of five is thus accounted for; *Three of
tliem have now returaed to this country.
The dairy expert, who threw up a posi-
tion worth §00 a year, has taken a situa-
tiom as cook, while the lady with the
medlcal training is practisiLg as a mas-
seuse In Hamilton.”

Tne League's Secretary, in a letter to
“Truth.” makes a point of the fact that
“all these t.ve ladies had, at their own
reguest, received loans from the league
t0 detray the whole of their expenses to
Canada, and one, the “masseuse’” spoken
0f, hae since received a turthier loan to
pay her fare from Ontario to Britisy Co-
lumbia, where she hdd a prumise of pro-
fegeicnal employment. DMany pousis were
open to themn, haa they been willing to

aceept them.

Some citizen discerning a want has in-
vented a wagon for distributing sand on
ice-coverad streety; the municipal au-
thorities have made a start, in a small
way, In providing additional security for
1ife and lmb.

Buffalo's winter ‘climate s
pecrliarly fruitful of danger to pedes-
trienism. Icy sidewalks are unavoid-
ab’e. Some hundreds of miles of walks
are at this momnet under a coating
whieh hammers and cold chisels could
hradly remove. Many people have been
crippfed for life by faling—the city has
in the aggregate paid a great sum for
danages in personal fnjury cases.

Therefore, plainly a requirement that
slippery sidewalks be sanded would be
in the Interest of public economy as well
A3 humanitartan.

NAnLS FOR FARMS.
\~ondon Iree Press.)

A farm in Wellington County, On-
tario, was sold the other day for thirty
thousand dcllare. The purchaser bought
with the farm the farm’s name. The
name was upon the gate post at the en-
trance to the driveway leading to the
farmhouse. It was a name that stood
for something. It.stood, in fact, for a
fine farm. By this name the farm was
Kknown the countryside over.

Senator Burd, of New York State, has
introduced a farm-naming bill -into his
Legislature. At first thought it would
6eem that the bill was framed in senti-
mentalism, The real object is material-
istic. As the senator himself says, it
should turn sentimentalism to practical
account, The material side appears in
the stimulation given to the owner to
improve his farm with all that im-
provement means to himself, to his
farm, to the comunity and to the coun-
try at large.

Now, the Wc!lington County farm not
only had a name, but lived up to it. It
wag famous as a farm of superior ex-
celence. Its owner took pride in keep-
ing the farm up to a high degree of cul-
tivation, He Lad to, or else the name
on the gatepost would lose its sense of
pride. and instead become an object of
derision. Senator Burd believes with the
owner of this Puslinch farm that there
is much in a name, and conscquently
he proposes that any owner of a farm
may register a name for it with the
countv clerk of his county, from whom
he will receive a certificate. The name
will be as permanent as the farm and
may be transferred with the land by
deed. The idea of a pleasantly named
homestead is certain to find favor, the
senator belicves, with almost any in-
telligent farmer and his farm. The name
will be a standing incentive to keeping
the premises in fine order. As the sen-
ator says, the proprietor of Myrtle
Lawn Farm or Hyacinthe Manor will
bardly let Canadn thistles overrun it.

PRUSSIA'S BUDGET.

. A printed statement has been issued
in Berlin of the Prussian estimates for
the new fiscal year. The budget is made
to balance at $1,075,360,560, an increase
over the last budget of $53,751,815.
There is a deficiency in the estimated
revenue of about $4,750,000, which, how-
ever, is a reduction from last year, when
t.hg Income was $9,975,000 short. The de-

NOT REBEL

Winston Churchill’s Speech
Was Well Received.

Mach Excitement and So,
oa But No Trouble.

Churehill Hit in Face With
Suffragette Flag.

Winston  Churchill
las come and gone with every bone
iu his body intact after making his
advortised Home Rule speech in a tent
on the football field to an ecnthusiastic
crowd. There were no hostile eclements
in this assemblage except a few suf-
iragettes, whose interruptions were
made on account of their personal dis-
like of Mr. Churchill, and were sup-
jressed by the police.

The predictions ot bdloodshed, which
had eaused the Govermment to quarter

five thousand troops in Belfast, werc
not falfilled. The Orange workmen par-
aded the streets in front of the hotel
where Mr. and Mrs. Churchill were atop-
ping, both before and after the delivery
of his speech, carrying an effigy of the
I'irst Lord of the Admiralty and singing
lritish songs, but they did not come in
contaet with the Nationalists. Thesc
algo paraded and cheered enthusiastical-
ly and sang “The Boys of Wexford” and
other Nationalist songs.

There were some hostile demonstra-
tions at Larne when Mr. Churchill ar-
rived there in the morning, and again
when he left that place on the steamer
‘o-night, but no scrious trouble. The
I'irst Lord of (he Admiralty and his
wife were booed on several occasions,
but when a mob attempted to overturn
his motor ear, in which Mr. Churehill
amd his wife were going to Celtic Park,
thie police and dctectives, who accom-
janied the Cabinet member in other
sutomobiles, rushed up and quickly dis-
jpersed the rioters.

A drenching rain fell througiout the
lag, and this and presence .of troops
anil police to the uumber of over five
thousand, and the disposition of the
jcople to heed the advice of the Pro-
testant and Catholic clergy and refrain
from any hostile acts, prevented any
iiisorder, much to.the relief of the Gov-
ernment and the Unionists, who were
Ladly frightened over the prospects of
« fragic outcome of the affair.

Mr. Churchill was again hooted by a )
lig erowd at Larne to-night, and there
were yells of “You are worse than
Pedmond!” The steamer was sent off
with a tumult of groans and hisses.
\fter Mr. Churchill landed in Stranraer,
in Secotland, o suffragette whacked him
in the face with a flag of her organiza-
tion, saying as she did so, “Take that,
vou cur.”  The crowd roughed the
woman, but Mr. Churchill shouted out
not Lo hurt her.

ALL QUIET IN BELFAST.

Belfast is quiet to-might. The streets
of the rival erganizations, the National-
i=ts and the Orangemen, are  crowded
with the respective partisans, who are
lniving a high jubilation. The Orange.
men are burning effigies of Churchill,
while the Nationalists are doing similar
work to representations of the Marquis
of Londonderry and Sir Bdward Carson,
Neither gide has invaded the distriet of
the other.

Sir Edward Carzon, who is the head
o[ the Ulster Unionists, addressed an
assemblage of thousands from the
~teps of the Unionist. Club. He con-
vratulated the people upon their order-
v conduct, and declared  that the peo-
ple of Uleter will never accept  Home
Itule.

SPOILED FALL FAIRS

SeptemberElec ionsCaused
Many Changes in Dates.

—

Conditions Last Year Were

the Worst Ever.

Toronto despateh: Ten thousand dol-
lars were distributed among 106 agri-
cultural societies in Ontario, as wet
weather insurance, last fall, which
was a record season for poor attend-
ance. Mr. J. Lockie Wilson, Superin-
tendent of Faire, put the matter thus
before the Ontario Association of Faire
and wuxhibitions a} the opening ses-
aion of the association’s twelfth an-
nual convention yesterday afternoon:
“Nineteen hundred and eleven will
be noted in the history of agricul-
tural eocieties as being the most dis-
astrous in the hundred years of their
existence, o far as bad weather con-
ditions were concerned.”

One cause for the bad conditions
was tha holding vf the Dominion elec-
tions in September. Nearly fifty so-
cieties had fixed the date of their an-
nual fall fair on Soptember 21, but
owing to the elections the date was
changed and loss resulted, as bad
weather was encountered. Reference
was made by the Superintendent to
the promise of Hon. Martin Burrell,
Dominion Minister of Agriculture, to
make a grant of $10,000 toward the
field crop competitions. The Ontario
Government grants $8,000. One hun-
dred and four cocieties took part in
the competition,

Dr. J. U. Simmone, Frankford, Pre-
sident of the Ontario Association of
Fairs and Exhibitions, was very o
timistic im his annual address. l-{:
commended specially the field crop
competitions, and Mr. T. G. Raynor,
QM:awa, gave an addrees on this sub-
ject.

Mr. John Farrell, Forest, Vice-Pre-
sident, gave an address entitled, “Has
the time arrived for largely increased
g&:me from Federal and Provincial

rovernments to  agricultural eo-
cieties?”” Mr. Farrell thought it ha.
He claimed that theProvincial Gov-
ernment should increase its grant of
$62,% to $100,000, and he spoke
hu]gefgllly of the prospects of the as-
eociation securing this for the various
societies under its jurisdiction.

_The attendance at the opening ses-
sion, over 400, was the largest in the
acsociation’s history.

GOOD ROADS

Big Deputation See Govern-
me.t on the dubjeet.

Ottawa, Ont., despatch: A delegation
almost as big as Coxey’s army pieaded
the cause of good roads with the Gov-
ernment in the House of Commons cham-
ber at mid-day, over three hundred per-
sons who want better highways or rep-
resenting organizations which do, com- *
ing from botn east and west. The Com-
mons looked like the scene when the
grain growers were there. The Quebec
Main Highway Association and the On-
tario Good Roads Association were rep-
resented, as were the Toronto, Ottawa
and other Boards of Trade.

Premier Borden and most of the mem-
bers of the Government were present.
M. Johnson, secretary of the Ontario
Motor League, declared for that organ-
izatiop that the need for improved high-
ways had now become as great as the
need for railroads. - All the delegates
urged active co-operation of the Federal
Government in the promotion of good
roads and that co-operation was want-
ed on bebalf of the Government. Premier
Borden and Hon. Mr. Cochrane stated
that the Government had a bill now be-
fore Parliament giving them authority
to do the thing which was being asked.

Premier Borden stated that the Gov-
ernment had announced a policy of aid-
ing the movement for the advancement
of highways and the improvement of
agriculture.  The Dominion Government,
in both was inclined to deal with the
Provincial Government and let the Pro-
vincial Government deal with the muni-
cipalities. In the case of roads the Fed-
eral Government might make financial
advances to the provinces which the
local Governments could advance to
counties, but tlie Dominion Government
was not at all indined to undertake the
building and construction of highways
