Governor of Gold Coast Colony Says
Negroes Outnumber Whites in Africa
5,000,000 to 1,000—Manual Labor
Their Salvation.

Philadelphia, Dec. 12. “The gravity of
the negro problem is not confined to the
United States, but England faces it in
her colonies. The whole workld faces it.
The problem of the future of that race is
one of the greatest and gravest confront-
ing civilization.”

Sir John Roger, Governor of the Eng-
lish Gold Coast Colony, Southwestern
Africa, expressed these views last night
in an address at the Bercan Presbyterian
Church.

“In Airica,” he said, “the negroes out-
number the whites in the proportion of
5,000,000 to 1,000. How to educate them
is as grave a question there as in Amer-
ica. Our greatest trouble is to induce
them to work with their hands in the
trades. The hope of the negro race lies
in manual Jabor,

“I have little doubt that the colored
race in America will soon realize this,
and will really take their place among
the other races here.”

WANTS HIS CHILD.

Mr. Marion Asks Help of the
Attorney-General.

Toronto, Ont., Dee. 12.—(Special.)
Mr. J. B. Marion, of Lindsay, whose 8-
year-old adopted daughter, Dorothy, was
kidnapped on Nov. 21, interviewed the
Attorney-General’s Department  this
morning in connection with the case.
The child, it is alleged, was taken from
the home of its foster pavents by its
mother, Mrs. Eva Marus, whose maiden
name was Neeland, and who had been
living in Montreal. Mr. Marion was
desirous that the Provincial authorities
should give their assistance in the search
for the woman and child, which has al-
ready cost him $350, and in which he
has met with a number of obstacles, He
also wished to see if something could
not be done in regard to the prosecution
of the kidnapper, if found in the Pro-
vince of Quebec or in the United States.
The child had been in the possession of
Mr. Marion and his wife for three years,
when she was stolen away, and had been
legally adopted.

All trace of her and her companion
was lost at Montreal Junction, whither
they*were followed. They left the train
at that point, whence it was possible
to travel to the United States or into
Montreal by street car, without entering
the Windsor station, where the police
were waiting.

THE EMORY CARE.

Principal Thompson Entirely Free
From Blame.

In connection with the rather strange

experience of V. H. Emory, of Water-

down, who after trying the matricula-
tion examinations in 1902, returned to
farm life, under the impression that he
had failed, and only recently discovered
that he had passed, the young man's fa-
ther, Mr. W, A. Emory, called at the
Times office to-day and made an explan-
ation, which he considers, in Justice, due
Mr. R. A, Thowpson, Prinei of the
Collegiate Institute. ory, when
he had his attention called to letters
appearing in the paper in connection
with the case, the publication of which
he had nothing to do with, began an in-
vestigation, which showed that \r.
Thompson was in no way to blame.
When Mr. Emory’s son tried the exams.
in 1902 he secured more than the re-
quired number of marks on every sub-
ject except English composition, falling
three short on this subject. In 1904, by
a change in regulations only a third of
the total was required, permitting the
subjects to be grouped. This meant a
pass for Mr. Emory’s son, and was ac-
cepted as such in 1907,

The blame, if any, is attached to the
department at Toronto for not notify
ing students who tried the examinations
before and failed by only a few marks of
the change in the regulations. Mr, Em-
ory’s case was discovered by an accident,
a cousin from Toronto persuading him to
take up the course in the School of
Practical Science. Enquiries as to what
subjects he had failed in at the matricu-
lation examinations revealed the fact
that he had passed.
