BLEW SIDE OUT
OF LITTLE HOME.

Felix O’Neil Escaped With a Singe—Rubber
Tube Said to be Cause.

With a crash that could be hear(l‘
blocks away, natural gas exploded early |
this morning in the home of Felix O'Neil,
Hunter street east, blowing the side out |
of his story-and-a-half brick house.

Mr. O’Neil' came within an ace of be-
ing seriously injured, if not killed. For-
tunately, he escaped with a severe shnl«—;
ing up and a hair singe. He is an elderly
man, well-to-do and lives by himself. His
snug little home is on the north side of |
Hunter street, near John and facing
Hughson street.

When a reporter called there  this
morning he was sitting on his verandah,
laughing and chatting with friends. i
“You ought to be thankful you are |
alive,” they told him, as they surveyed
the south side of the house, where half,
of the wall was blown out. The front:
of the house was cracked by the force
of the explosion. :

“No, I had no time to be afraid,” said
Mr. O'Neil. “It happened so fast. I got

up this mogning to take a bath and
struck a match. That was all there was
to it.”

‘T'he explosion occurred in the kitchen,
where the gas heater is.

Manager Richter, of the Ontario Pipe
Line Company, says the accident was
the result of the use of a rubber tube.
“You can not say too plainly that rub-
ber tubes are a source of great danger.

They should never be used,” said Mr.
Richter. He produced a little folder
published by the company, entitled:

“Kules for Natural Gas Fitters,” and
pointed to a rule which reads: “All
stover or appliances must be connected
solid, as no rubber hose will be allowed.”
The use of the little rubber tube, al-
though under the ban, is very common.
It ia introduced by gas users frequently,
always after the inspector has
passed the job.

| OLD SCOTT.

Fu'l Particulars of the Tragedy in
Nissouri.

laquest Was Opéed Yesterday
and Adjoursed to Friday.

Mrs. Scott Arrested and Lodged in
the County Jail.

Thorndale, Sept. 13.—Harvey  Scott,
aged 76 years, of the fifth concession of
Nissouri, was shot and killed by his
daughter-in-law, Mrs. Wesley Scott, at
7.30 this morning. Mrs. Scott is now
lodged in the county jail charged with
murder.

An inquest was opened at the Scott
home this morning before Coroner
Hughes aud the jury sworn in. The hear-
ing of the evidence will take place on
Fiuday evening.

The first news of the tragedy to reach
here was received by Di. Avinstrong.
Joseph Vining, a neighbor of the Scotts,
phoned to him, telling' him that the old
man, Harvey Scott, had been shot. He
in turn notified Constable Gumb, of Nis-
souri, and then hurried to the scene.

When he arrived at the house he was
met by Alfred Scott, another son of the
deceased, his son Arthur and Joseph
Vining. Mrs. Scott was sitting in the
house. He found the body of Harvey
Scott on the ground just in front of the
one door of the house. The head was
resting on the ground in a pool of blood,
which covered the ground for about a
yard distant. Upon examination he found
that the bullet was just behind the right
ear. Scott was quite dead.

The doctor then went into the house
and found Mrs. Scott sitting at a table.
She admitted to the doctor that she had
shot her father-in-law

‘‘She told me,”’ said the doctor, ‘‘that
she could no longer stand his threats
and tortures, which had been going on
for years back. She went to her
and brought the revolver to me that she
had shot him with. It was a 32-calibre
seven-shooter Only one chamber was
empty.”’

The doctor took charge of the revolver i

and handed it over to
when they arrived.
Two large fence rails were procured
and propped over the body and a large
rubber laid over these in the form of a
canopy to keep the intense heat from
the body till the coroner arrived, when
he released the body
CHIEF CONSTABLE NOTIFIED.
On his return to Thorndale Dr. Arm-
strong notified High Constables Hughes

the constables

at London, who is the coroner of Thorn- |

dale, and he at once hurried to the
scene, arriving there at 4 o'clock.
During this time farmers for miles

around had gathered at the Scott home,
where the tragedy had occurred.

About 2 o'clock High Constable Hugh-
es and Constable Corsaut, of London,
arrived at the Scott home. After enquir-
ing into the details of the case Constable
Hughes gave Constable Gumb instruc-
tions to keep Mrs. Scott under surveil-
lance. He accordingly went into the
house and stayed with Mrs. Scott till the
coroner arrived.

So many of the farmers from the near-
by country were at the house when the
coroner arrived that the constables had
no trouble in selecting a jurs. Twelve
men were soon secured and called into
the house. Mrs. Scott had been sitting
in the room, but she was< asked to go
into the other room. Her daughter went
with her. The viewing of the remains
followed .

At the request of the coroner the doc-
tor showed the jury just where the bullet
had entered.

ADJOURNED TO FRIDAY

The jury were then called into the
ht}uu and the coroner, after conferring
with the high constable, notified the
Jurors that he would adjourn the hear-
Ing of the evidence till Fridar evening,
when ther will meet in the Orange Hall
at Thorndale at 6 o'clock

As soon as a permit was given Albert |
Scott sent one of his sons for a door, |

and on this the hody was placed and
taken to his own home.
ordered the body taken into the drive
shed at the deceased's own home. and
horln he performed the post-mortem ex
amination.

About 5 e'clock in the afternoon (‘on
stable Hughes came out accompanied
by Mrs. Seott. She was assisted into the
buggy and the constable got in and they
started for London, arriving here about
7 o'clock. Arriving at the county jail
Myrs. Scott was locked up on a charge of
murder.

Mr. Joseph Vining, who was the first

to hear of the tragedy, stated that he |
had been to the cheese factory and was |

returning home. This was ahout 7.30 a.
m. When he was nearing the Scott
home and had just passed John Gour-
ley’s residence he saw Mrs. Scott coming

down the road and waving her arms. |

Wahen he got nearer to her he saw that
she was crying.

As soon as he got within hailing dis
tance he stopped his team and asked her
what was the matter.

GO IN AND SEE.

“She told me,” said Mr. Vining, “to
g0 up to the house and T would see what
she had done.”

Mr. Vining at once started his team |8

on, and when he had gone a few feet
looked back and saw that Mrs. Scott
was following. He was driving a rather
wild team, and as he could not stop at
the house or get near the fence on ac
count of the ditch he started on past the
house. As soon as Mrs. Scott gaw that
he was going past the house he said she
began to ery and shout and wave her
arms for him to stop.

“1 kept on,” said Mr. Vining, “and |

when I got to the gate.at the other
Bcott home I tied my horses. Just as I
was starting back for the house T saw
Albert Seott and his son Arthur driving
along some distance down the road. 1
called to them and the three of us went
to the house.

“When we got there Mrs. Scott was
not around, and we saw that Mr. Seott
was lying at the foot of the steps. Mrs.
Scott was sitting inside the house at a
table. I went into the house accompanied
by Albert, but did not talk to her, and
later telephoned to the doctor.

HUSBAND AWAY.

At the time of the tragedy Wesley
Seott, the husband of the woman now
charged with murder, was assisting with
the threshing at the farm of Albert Mir-
rell, on the sixth concession, which can
be from the Scott home. The daugh-
ter, Wlara, 16 years of age, was not at
home. She was working at the home of
E. Vining, about a quarter of a mile
from her home.

ing the death of the man who was found
on the G. T. R. tracks on September
5th was practically ¢ ared up to-night
at the adjourned inquest held by Coron
er Dr. E. E. Latta, of Colborne. It was
established that the deceased was Alex-
ander Bunyan, formerly of Guelph, who
for a few days previous to his death had
been working at the Prévinenal Steel
Company’s works at Cobourg. When the
body was first discovered it was sup
lmn;d. from the appearance of the head,
that death was due to a bullet wound
in the base of the skull. A post-mor-
tem examination was made by Drs. J. C.
Hutchison and 7T. B. Hewson, but no
trace of a bullet could be found. )
The investigation of Detective Miller
led to the identification of the body as
that of Alexander Bunyan, who had the
physical peculiarity of having been born
with a hole in his skull. The medical
evidence was to the effect that the
cause of death was a broken neck. The
skull was also fractured, and among the
wounds was one which penetrated to
the brain and might have been inflicted
by some blunt instrument, such as a
bolt. The injuries, the doctors explain-
ed, were in all probability caused by a
fall from a train. Ernest Fresch, whe
was employed at the Cobourg railway
restaurant, stated that he saw Bunyan
at the Cobourg railway station under
the influence of liquor and with a bottle
of whiskey in his possession. Two other
witnesses, Miss M. Andrews and Mrs.

Niles, saw Bunyan climb on a freight |

train as it was leaving Cobourg. It was
also shown that deceased was trespass-
ing on the railway.

Radial Fre ght Question Present-
ed No Difficulty At All

When Approached by Parties In
a Friendly Way.

Company to R esume the Handling
of Packages at Once.

The storm over the Radial Railway
refusing to carry freight to Burling-
ton and other points along its line
appears to have been nothing more
than a tempest in a tea-pot for the
company and the city got together
yesterday afternoon and quickly ad-
. Justed the matter, without the help
of the Dominion Railway Commission.
Mayor McLaren called an informal
Council meeting to discuss the situ-
ation and agree upon some course of
action. Manager Coleman attended
and after threshing the matter out for
over an hdur with the aldermen the
following tacit understanding was
reached :

“That the city has no objection to
the Radial Company carrying bag-
gage, packages, household furniture
or provisions such as would be car-
ried in any ordinary construction car
to and from Oakville and intermed-
late points over the street railway
lines on Sanford avenue, between Wii-
son and King streets, and on King
street as far west as the Terminal
station, provided the same is carried
In a passenger car prepared for the
purpose, and approved of by the City
Council for the time being, but the
right to carry through freight or mer-
chandise is not conceded to the com-
pany beyond the rights now possess-
ed by them.”

After Mayor MclLaren had read the
corresponderce that passed between him
and the company, and explained the com-
pany’s rights as defined in the by-law,
Manager Coleman said there appeared to
be a misunderstanding about the entire
matter. The company was anxious to do
what was fair and at the same time not
clash with the city.

The city aid not propose, the Mayor
said, to permit the Radial to haul freight
cars or carry through freight over King
street, where it had no rights, but he did
not know of anyone objecting to the
company carryving the kind of freight
that could be earriad in express cars.

It was impossible, Mr. Coleman ex
plained, for the company to carry freight
on passenger cars, because the company
had all it could do to handle its passen-
ger traffic. He said the company would
take the seats out of one of the passen
ger cars and have it make two or three
vrips a day. In that way it was hoped
to solve the problem.

The company, Ald. Allan suggest
thould be given the right to connect wit],
Main street at the corner of Sanford ave-
nue to prevent the hauling of freight
cars through the city. Ald. Crerar and
Peregrine approved of this; bu> Ald Coo-
per thought the company should cormect
with the H., G. & B. tracks east of the
city. ,

Replying to Ald. Ellis, who wanted to
know why the company couid not use
Gore street to get its freight to the cen-
tre of the city, Mr. Coleman said this
wonld not be convenmient for ‘ustomers
of the road. The company, hL> explair-
ed, in deciding not to accept any freight
to the Bearh did not act in a spiteful
way. It simply intended carrying into
effect what it supposed to be the wishes
of the Mayor. It did not wi<h to appear
to be acting in defiance of the city. The
company, he said, would not only handle
the package freight under the scheme
outlined, but wonld accept «ir lots, and
try and handle them the way it
oould.

WHEN THE “MARATHON” RACE
LASTED FOR A WHOLE WEEK.

Charles Rowell, the runner, who died
recently in England, was a popular idol
thirty years ago, winning & fortune in
America when six-day go-as-you-please
was in vogue.

Rowell won the go-as-you-please six
day race in Madison Square Garden in
1676, To those who followed the con-
tests which attained such popularity
from thirty to twenty-five years ago,
Rowell was a notable figure. Besides
the admiration which his feats drew
from lovers of sport the public liked him
for the pluck and good humor which al-
ways characterized him.

Rowell ranked with Edward Payson
Weston—still alive, by the way—and
Dan O’Leary, both of whom were com-
r:litors of his. He was a little Eng-
ishman, who could wear his adversar-
ies down with a steady dog trot, and it
was that which won him the great race
in 1870,

Sir John Astley
presented a belt to be held by the vic-
tors in such contests and Rowell won it.
It was in March, 1879, that he went
to the States and astonished every one
by the way in which he captured the
great race in the garden. The popular
ity of these contests had then reached
its height, and for six days the old gar
den was packed practically all the time.
With his wonderful dog trot Rowell
gradually passed all his opponents, and
his share of the gate receipts was $I8,
208.31. He at once became a popular
idol. Six months later in the same place
ha won another such race before even
larger crowds, this time taking away
$£19,500 as his share and returning to
London. He did not come over again un-
til 1884, This time he was beaten by
Patrick Fitzgegld. and then Rowell
gave up such contests, taking up shorter
distances instead. In 1884 in London he
made the record for 450 miles, which
stands to-day. At one time Rowell held
the records for ten to twenty-six hours
and from twenty-seven to seventy-nine
hours, and the distance, records from
282 to 383 miles, but Littlewood took
most of them away from him.

LABOR

Partly as a result of the unfavorable |
business conditions referred to labor |
troubles of a serious character have of |
late been conspicuous by their absence |
in so far at least as our manufacturing |
industries are concerncd Production
has been below normal, employment has
been less pientiful, and even though
everything may not have been exactly
te their liking, factory employees have
hesitated to create disturbances lest by
so doing they find themselves indefinite-
ly out of work. Far be it from us as
employers of labor to take advantage
of a situation of this kind tp re * un-
duly the wages of our working men or
to impose upon them conditions that are
burdensome. I believe I voice the atti-
tude of ev manufacturer here pre
ent when I say that in times of business
adversity we exhaust every other means
of economy before attempting to econo-
mize on productive labor.

In the industrial disputes investiga-
tion act the Government have shown a
commendable desire to prevent strikes
without undue interference with the
rights of either side, and in the admin-
istration of the act they have made an
konest effort to carry this desire into
effect. The act of course is only an old
friend under a new name-—conciliation
under the guise of compulsory investi-
gation. Compulsory investigation in it-
self is very good so far as it goes, but
unless it is undertaken by tactful con-
ciliators it may easily be barren of re-
sults.

Bearing this fact in mind, and remem-
bering also that the Department of La-
bor does not fail to take credit to itself
* for differences that are satisfactorily
adjusted through the operation of the
act, I am constrained by certain events
that have recently taken place in Nova
Seotia to suggest that the Government
should go a step further, for, if they
are really simcere in their desire to pre-
vent strikes, and believe as we all do
that an ounce of prevention is better
than a pound of cure, would it not be
the part of wisdom for them to enact
legislation that would free us from the
jinterference of those foreign profes-
sional agitators who warp the minds and
inflame the passions of our working peo-
to such an extent that they imagine
bles and grievances where no trou-
ble or where no grievance exists.

our Association is now more fully justi
fied than ever before by the I'nited
States’ continued adherence to high tar
iff principles, we wondd be blind to our
own interests if we failed to take rote
of the fact that the new American
gives no evidenee of a desire to cultiv
closer trade relations with Canada. Som.
of the échedules have been levelled down,
others have been levelled up, but the
average of protection is fully equal if not
higher than that accordesd under
Dingley tariff. For years we have been
able to sell them prectically nothing in
f manufactured goods, so that

we can afford to regard the
ure with indifference. But we
not overlook the fact that hereto
fore the Canadian farmer has found
profitable market for a portion of his
produce across the border. As matters
now stand, that market is being disturb
ed very little, {f any, but if. on March
31st next, the maximum tariff is put into
effect inst Canada (and the wording
of the Act seems to point clearly to that
intention), the farmer will find himself
in exactly the same position that the
manufacturer has so long occupied. that
is to say, he will be almost entirely de-
pendent upon the home market and the
markets of the Empire.

Whatever view may be taken of the
matter at Ottawa, I believe T am cor-
rect in stating that the answer of Cana-
dian prmluf‘ing interests to the new A
erican tariff 1s summed up in the two
words, “No surrender.” Our friends
across the border have always said to
our manufacturers, “We do not want
your goods”; they now say to our fanmn-
ers, “We do not want your produce.”
In Heavew’s name, then, let us take them
at their word. Let us answer in kind
that we do not want their goods.
Strengthen our owm position, and in
April next let the Government put into
effect the prowisions of the Surtax Act
of 1903. And then let our farmers and
our manufacturers, our lumbermen, our
miners and our fishermen, all join hands
in developing our own Canadian re-
sources, in perfecting our avenues of
communication and in building up a
strong home market that will make us
independent for all time to come of the
meager market the United States has
hitherto afforded us.

TRANSPORTATION.

Transportation, to my mind, has long
been one of the biggest problems before
the Canadian public. To-day it takes a
new significance in view of the hostile
tariff enactments of the United States.
Foreign markets are always an uncer-
tain quantity, because we may be legis-
lated out of them at a moment’s notice.
Unless we anticipate and prepare for
such action on the part of other coun-
tries we are not true’to our own best

A glance at the map will show that
rature has provided us with three great
Waterways extending far into the heart
of the continent, and all but tapping the
wheat lands of our middle west— the
Mississippi River, Hudson’s Bay and the
St. Lawrence River with the great lakes.
I'he Mississippi River is navigable for
2,000 miles from the Gulf of Mexico, but
its value as an outlet for grain consign
ed to Europe must always be impaired
because of the indirectness of the route.

The difficulties incidental to
navigation via Hudson's Bay are such
that we cannot cxpect to utilize that
highway for more than a portion of each
season.

The St. Lawrence route to Montreal is
shorter than the American route to New
York by 110 miles; the number of miles
of slow speed canal navigation by wav
of the Canadian route as (-nmpnr(\d' with
the American route is less by 242 miles; |
the Canadian water route furnishes more
draft than the American by 8 feet; a
boat using the Canadian water route can
carry in cargo more than a boat using
the American water route each trip 72,-
000 bushels; the time consumed each
trip by the Canadian route is less than
that by the American route by 40
hours; it takes a tow of ten boats on
the American route to carry what may
be carried by the Canadian route in one;
one boat by the Canadian route will in
a season carry 3,544,000 bushels  of
grain more than can be carried by one
boat using the American route

The improvements recently effected in
the terminal facilities at Montreal have
had a wonderful éffect in populanzing
the Canadian route, so much so that a
large portion of the business that used
to go to New York is now coming to us.
The increase alone in the exports of Am-
erican grain via Montreal for the six
months ending June last, amounted to
over 1,000,000 bushels.

Lo otisel advantages the State
of New York has voted an appropria-
tion of $110,000000 to deepen the Erie
Canal to |2 feet. This work when com-
pleted will materially reduce the cost of
grain transportation by the American
route, though the relative superiority of
the Canadian route wiil still compel the
bulk of the traffic to move via Montreal,
providing always that the terminal facil
ities are adequate to the traffic oftering.
But the point of peculiar significance to
us Canadians is that if, without the ex
penditure of ancther dollar on our wat-
erways, we will still be in a better com
petitive position than the Americans af
ter they have spent so enormous a sum
on their Erie Canal, what overwhelming
advantages would be ours if we deepened
our Welland and St. Lawrence Canals
to a uniform depth of 24 feet, or if we
cut 400 miles off the route by the con
struction of the Georgian Bay Canal,
and so provided ourseives with a water-
way stretching in a straight line nearly
half way across the continent, far re-
moved from the attack of foreign foes,
and opening up for development a terri-
tory “of untold wealth in minerals, in
timber and in power.
