THE IRISH ANTI-RENT APPEAL.

The address and appeal by Mr. Parnell 
and the Home Rulers to the American- 
Irish people, says that apart from the ef­
fect of American competition with rent-tied 
Ireland, all the Irish evils are preferable to 
the barbarous land system. It is that 
system which has reduced the people to 
such desperate circumstances. It is that 
system which has compelled them to 
proclaim the ownership of the soil by 
the- people and not by the landlords. 
No confiscation of property or rights is 
demanded. Societies most be organized 
in every county. Assistance must be 
rendered the tenants against the land­
lords.

IRELAND’S DISTRESS.

DEMONSTRATION AT BELFAST.

Beselatioa» Paused In Favear of a Native
Parliament and Ike Establishment ef a
Peasant Proprietary.
London, Oct. 15.—At the anti-rent de- 

monstration at Belfast this evening, Messrs. 
Parnell and Biggar spoke, and resolutions 
were passed declaring that at no time of 
history was Ireland’s want of a native Par­
liament more dearly demonstrated than by 
the present alarming distress and by the 
con tinned and deliberate hostility of the 
English Government to Irish prosperity, 
and that the establishment of a peasant 
proprietory was the only practical and final 
solution of the land question. Disturb­
ances were expected at the meeting in con­
sequence of the strong feeling of the Orange­
men against Parnell, but no trouble is re­
ported.

Later—A well informed correspondent 
estimates there were 1,500 persons at the 
Belfast meeting. Parnell’s speech was of 
the usual violent character. He said the 
English Government had remained in­
different, though it knew the distress ap­
proaching would be as bad as that of the 
famine in the year 1847.

Vienna, Oct. 8.—The Emperor in open­

ing the Reichsrath to-day said delibera­
tions over the military bills must be guided 
by patriotic cossiderations. The monarchy 
mast be enabled to assert its influence 
fully whenever events required it to pro­
tect its interests. The equilibrium of the 
budget will be established not by recourse 
to the credit of the State, but by economies 
in administration.

IRELAND FOR THE IRISH.
An Appeal to the Semi of the Emerald

London, Oct. 9. —A committee, consist- 

ing of Messrs. Parnell, O'Connor Power 
and Finegan, Home Role members 
of Parliament, and others, haa been 
formed for the purpose of conducting the 
anti-rent agitation in Ireland. They have 
agreed upon an appeal to the Irish race in 
the Colonies and the United States, to pro­
mote the ownership of the soil by occu­
piers instead of landlords, who, the appeal 
declares, should, however, be fully com.

Barrie, Oct. 13.—The death sentence 
passed upon Cheater Monro at the late 
Assizes for the murder of Thomas Cook in 
June last, has been commuted to imprison­
ment in the Kingston Penitentiary for 
seven years. Great satisfaction is generally 
felt at the result of the many petitions sent 
to the Minister of Justice.

London, Oct. 13.—A despatch from 
Gen. Roberts states that the Afghans are

their military organization and return- 
fcig home ; also that heavy batteries of 
Bnglish artillery have received orders to 
return at once to India. This news is 
commented upon here as too good and too 
sweeping to be true. Why Gen. Roberta 
should telegraph to this effect is not 
clearly apparent, as the facts have not up 
to the present time afforded ground for so 
roseate a view of the situation as the com­
mander at Cabal now appears to take. 
Much discussion has arisen upon this 
news, and varions conflicting opinions are 
expressed. No enthusiasm is yet mani­
fested on account of the distrust every- 
where felt as to the complete troth of Gen. 
Roberts’ despatch. Fuller details are 
anxiously awaited by the Foreign Office 
officials and by the people.

A despatch from Simla states that the 
Afghan regiments which escaped during 
the night last Wednesday, after the battle 
before Cabal, and which resulted in a 
victory for Generals Roberts and Baker, 
are hurrying to join the Afghan regiments 
at Ghunzai, the principal fortress of the 
country, situated on a high plateau, 70 
miles south of Cabul. General Mc­
Pherson is reported to be in hot pur­
suit, bat it is not believed the 
British troops will be able to overtake 
any of the fugitives, who can readily 
secrete themselves among the inaccessible 
fastnesses of the mountains in caverns 
known only to native Afghans. The 
villagers in the vicinity of the capital are 
intensely hostile, and do everything in 
their power to annoy and retard theBrit- 
iah troops. Gen. Roberts has issued an 
order that no quarter is to be given any 
one firing upon the British columns. 
An indiscriminate slaughter of all who 
resist his advance has been threat­
ened by Gen. Roberts, and is regarded 
in military circles here as indicating the 
desperate position in whioh the British 
feel themselves notwithstanding their 
temporary aucoesaes. It is held that the 
most difficult and dangerous part of the 
campaign is yet to come. The probabili­
ties are that the Afghans who were dis­
persed before Cabul will hurry to reinforce 
the forces under Yakoob Khan in the 
neighbourhood of Herat. Afghanistan is 
full of tribes who had arisen against 
the. English, and chiefs hitherto neutral 
or quiet, are arming and organizing bands 
for common defence. All prisoners taken 
with arms in their hands are to be shot by 
the British. This order has stirred np an 
indescribably bitter and vindictive feeling 
among the entire Afghan population. The 
most sincere and intimate friends of the 
Ameer were seen at the head of the regi­
ments and banda of the Afghans in recent 
engagements, and the Ameer himself is 
suspected of sympathising with them, 
Rhushbeal Khan, who commanded the 
escort of Major Cavagnari, is the chief 
among these.

A later despatch from Simla says Gene­
ral McPherson continued the pursuit of 
the flying Afghans for 15 miles, capturing 
twelve of their number and some military 
stores. It is reported that the cavalry on 
their return marched through Cabal, al­
though no significance is attached to this. 
The Afghan troops were mostly among the 
hills, and the city is now walled. It ia 
not expected there will be any more imme­
diate fighting, but it is not assumed, 
even at the Foreign Office, that 
the present inaction is more than a lull 
in the struggle for possession of the coun­
try. The war will now probably be con­
tinued in the vicinity of Herat, at which 
point the Afghans expect more important 
assistance from their Russian allies. The 
question of the occupation of Herat is 
looked upon by the Foreign Office as one 
of the greatest importance, and there are 
grave doubts as to whether the British 
troops will be able to reach and hold that 
place in advance of the Russian expedition. 
The chances of war with the Russians are 
growing more serions. Another despatch 
from Simla states that the Ameer is 
strictly watched to guard against treachery, 
which it ia not doubted he will manifest 
at the earliest opportunity. The troops on 
their march to Cabul were obliged to carry 
their owa provisions in transportation and 
were several days without tents.

A later despatch from Simla says that 
Gen. Roberts made a triumphant entry 
into Cabffi on Sunday. This is a most 
magnificent denouement to the English cam­
paign, and is hailed with great rejoicing 
by the officials at the Foreign Office. 
It is further stated in official advioee that 
Gen. Roberta and his advance corps were 
accompanied by the Ameer and hu staff, 
and tnnt the entrance was made with 
great eclat. As the forces entered the 
city limits, the Royal Horne Artillery fired 
a feu de joie in honour of the occasion.

THE BRITISH AT CABUL.

London, Oct. 14.—A despatch from 
Simla states that after the British column 
had entered Cabul a detachment of its 
officers and men went to the scene of the 
tragedy in which Major Cavagnari and his 
associates lost their fives. The Residency 
of Balahissar is still standing bnt it has 
been completely looted, every article of 
value within it having been taken away. 
The embassy building has been partly 
destroyed by fire, the flames having 
burned all that portion of it extend­
ing from the roof of the high building 
at the northern end of the court yard of 
the Plaza. Beneath the debris in front of 
the Embassy was a heap of charred, half- 
consumed logs of wood, underneath whioh 
the bodies of Major Cavagnari and hi« 
staff were boned. The soldiers dug away 
these piles, and finally discovered the 
bodies of Major Cavagnari, and of Captain 
Kelly. The visiting diary of Major Cav- 
agnari was afterwards found in the Ameer’s 
palace, a circumstance which tends to

A Peath despatch says that the Prime 
Minister, referring to the distress threaten­
ing some parte of the country, informed 
the Hungarian Diet that apprehensions of 
famine were unfounded, and the Govern­
ment would distribute seed among the rural 
population.

Donnvillb, Oct. 8.—About three o’clock 
this afternoon the woollen factory of the 
Messrs. Waltho was discovered to be on 
fire.

The decorations were evidently the work 
of «killed hands, so artistic and beautiful 
was the effect beheld on entering the room.

On 
the tables were placed alternately fruit and 
flowers, “ trophies,” and pots of plants 
provided by Col. Rhodes, who also fur­
nished the strips of evergreen festooned 
sround the pillars and mottoes and along 
the tables. The floral “ trophy” in front 
of the chairman was the work of a French 
Canadian girl, and was the subject of 
universal admiration for its simplicity of 
design and artistic effect. The corners of 
the galleries were relieved by shields and 
bannerets, and hot-house plants in pots 
were placed at even distances along the 
balustrades of the gallery, whioh was Ut up 
by gas jets, shaded by alternate rose and 
white globes. Every care was taken to 
ensure the comfort of the ladies who 
arrived at 9 30, and were received 
by the gentlemen with enthusiastic 
cheers, and whose presence, enhanced 
by their rich and varied cos­
tumes, completed the beauty of the scene, 
unsurpassed in the annals of Quebec.

A Queer Way of Escaping 
Matrimony.

A Promise le Marry Settled far 866 i bat 
a farther Demand of 81,666 am «he part 
of the lady—The Plaintiff Non-Suited.
Al the Assizes on Thursday morning, the 

case of Roberts v. Booth was the first to 
be called. Messrs. Rose & Blacks took an- 
nounced that they were ready to go on on 
behalf of the plaintiff, and Mr. Fullarton 
sai 1 that he was prepared with the de­
fence. The case was one involving a 
breach of promise of marriage. The plain­
tiff, who claimed to have been a lady’s 
companion, is a Miss Selina Roberts. She 
has been in Canada about ten years, 
and has resided for a considerable 
portion of her time with her 
niece and niece’s husband—Mr. and Mrs. 
Frank Anderson—at Leslieville. At the 
house of her relatives she met with a 
widower, Mr. Samuel Booth, a builder, 
doing a good business in the eastern part of 
the oity, and a resident of the vicinity of 
Leslieville. Mr. Booth, the plaintiff’s case 
sets out, courted her for some considerable 
time, and finally—a few months before the 
buth of their child—promised to marry 
her. This promise he had failed to carry 
out, henoe the suit for damages. For the 
defence, the pleas put in were, first, that 
no promise had been given ; and, secondly, 
that all liabilities for damages were settled, 
by agreement, between toe parties con­
cerned for the sum of $60.

The case was opened by 
Mr. Blackstock, who detailed at some 

length the various attentions which the de­
fendant had paid to the plaintiff and al­
leged promisee which he had made to her, 
which had resulted in her making prepara­
tions for marriage, which marriage defend­
ant had failed to carry out. Besides all 
this, defendant had seduced the plaintiff, 
which fact should weigh with the jury in 
considering the extent of the damages to 
be assessed.

The first witness called was 
Frank Anderson, of Leslieville. He 

said defendant is a builder in the east end 
of the city. At his own request he was 
during last August twelvemonth introduced 
to the plaintiff, who was then companion to a 
lady, and a frequent visitor at my house. She 
is my wife’s aunt. Plaintiff paid his atten­
tions to her. One night in November last, 
defendant came to my house with Miss 
Roberts and introduced her as his wife. Sub­
sequently and soon after Christmas, plain­
tiff told my wife, and afterwards 
myself, that Mr. Booth had se­
duced her. After she had told me 
this I went to see Mr. Booth, who 
seemed very much excited about it. He 
said he would rather do anything than ba 
married to her. I saw him again on March 
27th, when, after a trip to Suspension 
Bridge, he came to the office in which I am 
employed, and said he had come back to 
marry her. He had gone away with the 
intention of not marrying her, but his 
heart misgave him, and he had now re­
turned with a view to marrying her on the 
following Sunday. He went away to get a 
licence, and told me to bring plaintiff to 
his house on Sunday, and Rev. Mr. Car- 
roll would marry her to him. He after­
wards came back to me, and said he could 
not marry her. ”

“ Did he give any reason?”
" Yes ; he said that to marry her would 

be a bitter dose.’’
** Did he turn up on the Sunday to get 

married ?”
“No.”
“ When next did you see him ?”
“ I think Miss Roberts went to see him 

next, but he put the marriage off again.
I know Mr. Booth’s handwriting. The 
signatures on letters produced are Mr. 
Booth’s. ”

“ I will read the letters,” remarked Mr. 
Rose, who was conducting the examina­

” On consideration of receiving the sum of K0, 
850 of which is now paid,” end for which this Is the 
receipt, I renounce all and every further claim I 
have or rosy here, in connection and on account of 
having carnal connection with Samuel Booth, 
builder, of the County of York. A receipt from Mr. 
Frank Anderson for the balance of $10 will be ac­
cepted by me as my agent

To Mr. Rose—I never asked Mr. Booth 

for money on account of Mias Roberts ; I 
only asked him for money because I had 
some trouble and she had lived at my 
house ; I understood that defendant's chil­
dren objected to the young woman.

Mrs. Sarah Anderson, wife of the last 
witness and nieoe of the plaintiff, called. 
She said:—I waa present in November last 
when Mr. Booth introduced Mies Roberts 
as his wife. I said, “Oh, nonsense.” The 
second day after Christmas I knew that 
Mias Roberts was in a critical condition. I 
introduced the defendant to Miss Roberts 
st his request.

To Mr. FulkRton—Plaintiff had not been 
living at my place until some time last 
fall. She srae lady companion to Mrs. 
MacAllieter, receiving remuneration and 
assisting at the house Work. Mr. Booth 
came to hear of Miss Roberts through con­
versations at onr house ; and he would 
often ask when she would be down, so that 
he might meet her. I introduced him to 
her. When she was in a critical condition 
«he told me not to mention it to my hus­
band then, and stated also that she was to 
be married in January. I have heard that 
there wae a settlement for $60. In fact, 
Miss Roberts told me so.

'1 When did you hear that she was not 
going to abide by the Settlement ?”

“Shortly after the trouble.”
To Mr. Blackstock— A hen she told me 

ehe was in trouble she told me not to men­
tion it, as it' would be all right, as she 
would be married. She told me this at 
the end of last year,

“ May I be allowed to say something?” 
interrupted the plaintiff, who, with her 
baby, was occupying a seat in a jury box, 
unoccupied by jurymen,

“Oh, no,” replied hie Lordship.
Continuing his examination Mr. Black - 

stock asked—“ Did she tell yon anything 
of the oiroumstsnoes under which the 
seduction took place ?”

“ She did not ; she only said it would be 
all right, aa she was to lie married. De­
fendant brought Misa Roberta to our house 
one day in the spring and introdnoed her ae 
hia wife. I did not have an opportunity of 
saying anything to them about their mar- 
riage as they only stayed at the house five 
minutes, and Mr. and Mrs. Hopkins and 
the Misses McFadden were there. I partly 
believed that they were married. ’’

Mr. Roes said this was the extent of 
the plaintiff’s case.

Mr. Fullerton submitted that there 
waa no case, for the reason that the plain- 
tiff had accepted a sum of money from de­
fendant, and had released him from all 
claims.

Mr. Rose contended that the words of 
the receipt given by the plaintiff had te be 
read in connection with the promise made 
by defendant in hia paper, “to assist her 
to the best of my ability to get over her 
difficulties.” These words, inserted in the 
document written by the defendant, were 
evidence that the snm of $60 was not to be 
tsken in full of all claims. They admitted 
the existence of a further liability, which 
liability he (Mr. Rose) suggested the jury 
should be allowed to assess.

His Lordship was of opinion that the 
money and the agreement were the con­
sideration of the release.

Mr. Ross thought the jury might be al­
lowed to lay whether the document, in 
their opinion, wae intended for a release.

Hia Lordship did not think he would 
be pursuing a prudent course in leaving 
the case open to the jury ; he thought the 
better way would be for him to rule on the 
documents.

The ruling was accordingly riven by his 
Lordship and in favour of the aefendant.

THE LUOAN POISONING CASE.
Huai Disposition ef the ■aster.

London, Oct. 8.—James Hoge, who was 
aoensed jointly with hia mother of causing 
the death of hia stepfather John Regan in 
Lucan, wae arraigned at the assizes and 
dismissed without a trial. His mother 
was tried a year ago and the jury returned 
a verdict of “ not guilty.” She waa the 
woman burned to death at Lucan a few 
days ago. The evidence in Hoge’s case 
wonld have been the eame as in hers.

OTTAWA ASSIZES.
8transe Cendnet ef n Jury.

Ottawa, Oct. 9.—The case of Kennedy 
V. Rooney occupied the afternoon of the 
Aaaize Court a good portion of yesterday. 
The action waa to settle the ownership of 
a stallion, which was in possession of the 
defendant, who claimed that he had leased 
the animal, and the term had not expired. 
The jury, after a long absence from court, 
brought in a verdict in favour of the plain­
tiff, each party to pay his own costs. Mr. 
Justice Cameron informed the jury that 
such a finding wonld not be received, that 
costs always followed the verdict. The 
jury were sent back to their room with in­
structions to find s dear verdict. Strange 
to say, after another abeence of an hour or 
so, they came in and returned a verdict ia 
favour of the defendant, thus entirely re­
versing their former decision.

Killed Through Paillas nut ef a Wagsea.
Edwardsbdro, Ont., Oct 9.—A very 

sad and probably fatal accident occurred 
in this village at 1.30 this afternoon. One 
John Roach, a hotel-keeper, in the village 
of Johnstown, came to this village this 
forenoon for a load of feed, which he got 
at the Starch Company’s works. After 
getting the feed, he drove te MoGannon’e 
store, and tied his team np. He, with two 
other partie» named Wm. Reid and O’Neill, 
commonoed drinking, and all. became 
drunk. At 1.30, the three got into Roach’s 
waggon and started for home. They had 
only proceeded a few hundred feet from 
MoQannon’e store, and were just opposite 
the residence of Dr, Williams, when Roach 
fell out of the waggon, and the wheel ran 
over his head, cutting a deep gash under 
hie right ear, and smashing hie head in. 
Dr. Williams, who happened to be in hie 
office at the time, was quickly on the spot, 
aud did everything possible that could be 
done, but the man died this evening at 
seven o’clock.

ronto specimens of Manitoba's prodnota. 
The products he had shown were fair spe­
cimens of the growth of the Province. 
They had been well selected and admirably 
displayed. Into no more efficient 
hands could they have fallen than into 
those of Mr. That gentleman 
had worked energetically and well for hie 
Previnoe ; and it wae pleasing to know 
that next year he would exhibit at the 
Toronto Industrial Exhibition. (Ap­
plause.) He (the chairman) oould not 
overlook the fact that Manitoba would 
take from Ontario some of its beet 
farmers. This he regretted to a certain 
extent. The Province wonld alio, in 
taking away our farmers, become a great 
wheat-growing district. That being the 
case, our farmers bid good-bye to wheat­
growing, and take to stock-raising. He 
concluded by calling on the company to 
drink to Mr. Begg.

Mr. Bigg, in reply, laid—Since I have 
visited Ontario on this occasion, I have 
been the recipient of many marks of kind- 
nese,. consideration and attention. All 
these 1 value very much, indeed ; hut 
when to-day I received an invitation to be 
here this evening, and when this evening 
I looked round and saw so many influential 
men assembled to do honour to the repre­
sentative ef Manitoba, I felt that a very 
high compliment, which will not soon- 
be forgotten, was being paid to our 
Prairie Province. A great deal has 
been said about me and about my display 
of Manitoban products ; but I am simply 
the agent of others, who deserve the credit 
for what has been sent down and shown in 
Ontario. In the first place, Hon. Mr. 
Norquay, our premier, wae the first to in­
augurate the matter. In doing so he tele­
graphed to Hon. Mr. Pope at Ottawa, ask­
ing Kim whether the Dominion Government 
would aairt—because, as you understand, 
our revenue is limited. Mr. Pope, very 
generously replied that he would, and I 
was asked to take charge of the matter, 
which I did. Bat it is to the fanners of 
Manitoba that the sneoess of the thing it 
due, because they went a great deal out of 
their way to assist me in the collection of 
the products. They were before, somewhat 
adverse to showing, beoause the season wss 
too early, but ultimately they oame to my 

and we got the exhibit I have 
brought down. The merohanta of Winni­
peg also assisted me, so that I was simply 
the agent entrusted with the bringing 
down of the exhibit, whioh means toe ex­
tension of the hand of friendship and 
alliance of Manitoba and Ontario. (Hear, 
hear.) 1 will take time by the forelock 
next year and will endeavour to make a 
good exhibit in Toronto. (Applause. ) This 
year it was impossible ; it was hard work 
to get the exhibits ready in time for Ot­
tawa, and yonr exhibition wae a week or 
so earlier. The notice yon have taken of 
onr exhibits I am sure will tend to bind 
the two Province» more closely together. 
Why, I am going back to Manitoba with, I 
think, 175 diplomas and two gold medals ; 
so that the people of the Province will feel 
that their efforts are appreciated here. In 
the course of my visit 1 have had occasion 
to speak to a very great number of people 
who have said that they intend, now that 
they have seen what Manitoba can do, to 
go up there. I do not think you need re­
gret their departure, because the places left 
by Ontario farmers will soon be refilled. 
Delegates from England have been here. 
Some of them have gone to Manitoba to 
spy ont the land, and I have no doubt but 
that, like the spies of old, they will come 
back, saying it I» a land flowing with milk 
and honey. Bat they have been through 
Ontario, and I believe it is the opinion of 
some of them, that some of the 
English farmers would prefer settling 
here to going ont to a pioneer life 
in the west. The men we want in Mani­
toba are Ontario farmers, beoause they 
have roughed it already, and because they 
will not be easily disappointed. But, 
after all, we have not ao much roughing 
aa you may imagine. A man can go up 
there and get a crop almost the first year, 
instead of having to chop wood half hie 
lifetime. The English fanners can come 
here, for I have uo doubt those who do 
oome will have the means to pay good 
prioee for cleared farms, and they, with 
the rest of the Ontario farmers, need not 
devote themselves exclusively to stock 
raising, for you will always be able to 
raise good erope here, and there will always 
be plenty of willing hands to till the eoiL 
When I went to Winnipeg in 1867, there 
were about eix or seven houses there, and 
about fifty people. There were no farms 
on the prairie, sway from the river banks, 
sa it was thought foolishness to settle on 
toe prairie. Now, what do you eee ? You 
can drive through almost any part of Mani­
toba, and see cultivated fields of 
grain, farm house», and every sign 
of a well peopled country. And 
it wee Ontario farmers who first went 
out to settle np end oultivate the country. 
(Applause.) In the course of a visit to the 
different districts from which I collected 
the exhibits, I had the pleasure of being 
accompanied by Mr. Connolly of the Lon­
don Times. Going out in the direction of 
Springfield and Sunnyside, north of Win­
nipeg, we drove to the top of Bird’s Hill, 
and there we eaw to the north of us a belt 
of wooded land, and the long-settled 
parishes of St. Andrew’s and St. Paul's ; 
to the east, a fine rolling prairie, dotted 
with farm houses ; to the south, the thick­
ly-settled parish of Kiidonan and the 
smokestacks of the city of Winnipeg, giv­
ing evidence» that the manufacturing in­
terests were not forgotten, and to the west, 
ae far ae the eye oould reach, a boundless 
prairie, with here and there, like » ship of 
the desert, a settler’s house, Mr. Connol­
ly took in toil picture, and, turning te me, 
said, “ This country is the salvation of the 
Dominion.” There is a good deal of truth 
in what he laid. In this connection, I may 
say that yon are ae much interested in the 
development of the North-West as we are. 
For years to oome it will Dot be a great 
manufacturing oountry, gr._e._rery great 
grain producer. We will to consumers, and, 
to wards you in the east, we will to what the 
Western States are to the American Union. 
You will to the manufacturers for us, and 
the more the country occupied by your 
consumers, is developed, the totter it will 
to for you. (Hear, hear.) And as your 
manufactures increase they will cause a 
very large home demand for your farmers 
here, (Applause.) There is a great deal 
said about American land, and about the 
United States taking settlers from us. 
There is no donbt that they do take some 
farmers from us. They employ agents 
along the road and, sparing no expense,

interior there is not toe fine land we have, 
good for cattle raising, but plains of rook 
and sand. I do not wish to decry Dakota 
and Minnesota. They are fine States, but 
their yield ie only half to the acre 
that ours is. In Minnesota the yield 
ia only twenty bushels—and that is a 
high estimate for Minnesota -while ours 
runs away np to beyond thirty and forty. 
We have land in Kiidonan that has grown 
wheat for fifty year» without one particle 
of manure having been put on it. So that 
I don’t think we need to afraid of the 
United States ; and ae to the men who will 
leave the British flag to live in the Union 
because they can get land a dollar an acre 
cheaper there—well, well not mill them 
very much if they do go. During the last 
five yean there is no doubt onr country 
has improved. When I first went there 
far means of travel was the ox 
ert. That has been superseded by 
toe stage coach, the stage by the 
steamer, and now we have a railway. The 
Government is now dioing a thing that is 
going to eettle our oountry up very fast ; 
they are extending the road weet from Bed 
River. This is one of the greatest moves 
that has been made yet, and when the line 
to Lake Superior is completed we will have 
opened up a line of communication whioh 
toe great North-West will readily feed in 
such a way as to make it pay. (Applause.) 
Some reference has been made here to our 
Indians. I should like to say a word about 
them. The United States have a great 
deal of trouble with thein, and you nave 
heard that we were likely to have trouble 
with cure. The cause of this has beer the 
•caroity of the buffalo on the plains. The 
buffalo have gone eonth, and when they 
are away the Indians starve. By rea­
son of this there hie no doubt been a 
little grumbling, but I do not believe onr 
Government were totolame i» the matter. 
Our Indiane are good Indians ; and for that 
we have to thank the Hudson’s Bay Com­
pany, who have educated them np 
to behave themselves, who have 
been kind to them, who have always 
kept their promises to them ; and 
have taught them to respect the “ Great 
Mother” across the ocean, or any one re­
presenting them. All the Dominion 
Government has to do is to let them under­
stand that they represent the Great 
Mother and to fulfill their promises, in 
which case there will never to any Indian 
troubles. The Government are aware of 
toil, and I do not believe there will to 
any troubles, notwithstanding despatches 
whioh may come to the contrary. In this 
connection, I wonld like to make one 
statement. We have a population of half- 
breeds there, who were the pioneers of 
the country. I would like to see them 
recognized, and employed as much as pos­
sible in dealing with toe Indian», because 
they understand the Indians, their lan­
guage and manners, end know how to 
calm and satisfy them, and to carry out 
the desires of the Government as well as 
any white men. The speaker concluded 
by again thanking his bearers for their 
kindness to him.

BLOCKED BY EELS.

Ottawa, Oct 8.—The turbine water- 

wheel at forty-horae power furnishing the 
motive power for Patteraon A Lew’s 
foundry, at New Edinburgh, has been 
stopped by eel» during the paet two day».

The plaintiff was a young lady 
of good repaie and gentle birth, weU edu­
cated, and in every respect the equal of de­
fendant. In March, 1876, defendant visited 
the farm of the plaintiff’s fsther and there 
made the acquaintance of plaintiff, then 
about nineteen years of age. He visited 
the house on business with the plaintiff’s 
father. He appears to have been smitten 
at first sight. After having inspected the 
farm, it was about twelve o’clock, ânfl 
with the usual generosity of oountry people, 
he was invited to take dinner, which he 
accepted, and during the meal he evinced 
signs of admiration with the family, but 
which of the daughters he was enamoured 
of did not become quite apparent. He 
left, taking the names and addressee of 
both daughters, and about a week after­
wards he sent plaintiff a book of “ Moore’s 
Melodies,” as a slight token of his esteem. 
The young lady politely wrote him a note 
of thanks, and that drew from him 
a letter full of love and sweetness. 
He also sent several pieces of mnaio, 
and in one letter he said he felt like em­
bracing her in an “ eoetaey of joy.” He 
aleo sent her a pair of glovee in a letter, 
accompanying which, he expressed him­
self in endearing terms. In the month of 
June he wrote to say that he wss coming 
to visit the family, and need in his letter, 
among other terms: “I am often persuaded, 
my wants will to administered to by my 
Sweet Minnie, and that my aching head 
will to allowed to rest upon the sweet in­
nocent bosom of my Sweet Minnie.” 
Plaintiff met defendant on the bridge at 
the entrance to the town of Goderich, when 
a poetical effusion was presented by him 
to the plaintiff, entitled, “ The meeting on 
the bridge.” In April, 1877, defendant 
oame up to plaintiff’s house, atout 9 o’clock 
on a Sunday morning, giving her the ma­
terials fer a handsome drees. He could 
not suoeeed in getting hie letters back, but 
at a second visit, he induced plaintiff in 
her mother’s absence, to burn the letters 
in a stove, upon the promise that he wonld 
send her one more letter, which wonld 
amply recompense her for the loss of all 
the rest. After the letters were burnt, de- 
fendant commenced to cool off. The jury 
returned a verdict for the plaintiff and

MIDDLESEX ASSIZES.
Conviction of a Whiskey Informer for 

Per| ary—SedneUon Case.
London, Ont., Oct. 10.—Wm. Donaldson, the 

whiskey informer, wm to-day placed on trial at the 
Assizer, charged with perjury. The basis of the 
charge was that he had brought up one Hodgins, of 
the village of Birr, for selling liquor on Sunday, 
aud that he had purchased liquor there on the day 
in question. Hodgins, on the other hand, testified 
that he was away from home, and that hia bar was 
never opened that day. After hearing the evidence 
of Hodgins, and several corroborative witnesses, the 
iury ieturned a verdict of “ Guilty.” Sentence will 
be given to-morrow.

The seduction case of Freel v. Carley also came 
up tc-day. The parties are residents of the Town­
ship of Caradoc. It appeared from the evidence 
that defendant had been paying court to plaintiff’s 
daughter for six years, and that in July of last year 
he had seduced her, the result being the birth of a 
child in April.

Fredericton Mking that an appeal might be made to 
the Supreme Court of Canada, at the expense of 
tre Dominion Government in order that a final 
decision m to the constitutionality ol the Act 
might be obtained. A reply wm received from the 
Under Secretary of State bearing date Sept 80th, of 
which the following ip an extract

11 His Excellency, the Governor-General-in- 
Council, deeming it highly necessary that an au­
thoritative decision m to the constitutionality of 
the Act in question should be obtained, which 
would be binding in all the Provinces of the Do­
minion, is pleased to order by order-in-Council, 
dated the 22nd inst, that the necessary steps to 
have the case in question appealed to the Supreme 
Court be taken at the expense of this Government, 
and that counsel be retained by this Government 
to argue the case on each side.”

A long discussion ensued on the question of the 
counsel to be employed by the Government, and 
finally it wm resolved to appoint a committee, to 
consist of the Hon. Mr. Ferrier, the Rev. T. Gales, 
and the Rev. Mr. L. Pearson, with power to add to 
their number, to represent to the Minister of Jus­
tice that it would meet the wishes of the temper­
ance people of the Dominion, and would be very 
gratifying if the Hon. Mr. Scott could be associated 
with such couneel aa may be appointed to conduct 
the case before the Supreme Court.

Besides 
the bones of the redskin, the grave con­
tained a pair of earrings, a common case 
knife, a clay pipe, two pieces of flint, a 
steel, a metal button, two kinds of shot, 
what appeared to be a tinder box, and 
several pieces of a substance resembling 
brimstone.

The Halifax Herald records the death of 
Mrs. Mary Urquhart, in her 100th year. 
The deceased lady had the pleasure of 
seeing around her her children grown up 
to the fourth generation. Her parents 
emigrated to New York from the north of 
Scotland, and after the revolutionary war 
wae over they came to Halifax. Here the 
deceased was bom. Some years tgo the 
family removed to Elmsdsle, and have re­
sided there since.

A person calling himself R. W. Chute 
has lately been duping the hotel-keepers 
of New Brunswick, fie pretends to to 
travelling for a crockery warehouse, bnt 
while visiting Fredericton, Richibncto, 
and other places, he has been “ waiting 
for samples, "and the samples not coming 
to hand, he has departed leaving board 
bill» unpaid. Chute was last heard of in 
Sack ville.

A party of deer-hnntere returned home 
to Campbellford on Saturday night last, 
being nnsnooeeefnl in getting a single deer. 
One of their number, Mr. E. Nan narrow, 
wounded a bald-headed eagle near Round 
Lake, and suoeeeded in capturing his 
eagleship, whioh he brought to Gamptoll- 
ford. It is a very large one, being seven 
ftet eight inches across the wingi from tip 
$o tip.

Mr. David Briteam’s store, Somerset, 
King’s county, N.8., wee entered on Friday 
night last week, hia eafe opened and a cash 
box containing about $1,400 in promissory 
notes and $60 in cash taken. On Sunday 
night the store was again entered, the 
cash box returned and placed in a drawer 
containing all the notes and $12 in cash. 
Besides the cash taken a lot of jewellery, 
tweeds and other dry goods are missing.

Malachlan 4 Pen hale, with their steam 
threaher, threshed 1,060 bushels of grain 
and moved the machine from one bam to 
another in ten hours. The work was done 
on the farm of Mr. Simon Jory, Thames 
road, Ueboroe. 875 bushels of wheat were 
threshed in 71 hours. The remainder of 
the 1,160 bushels was barley. 175 bnahels 
of wheat were threshed the first hour the 
machine was running. This is the biggest 
day’s threshing ever done in that section

A singular suit was recently brought in 
the St. John City Court. A party who 
had in his possession a Bank of New 
Brunswick five dollar note placed it for 
safe keeping in one of hia boots. Having 
got his feet wet the note was stained and 
damaged, and he could not paea it off. He 
then presented it at the bank counter, but 
payment waa refused. He next appealed 
to the President, who laid the matter be­
fore the Directors, who decided not to re­
deem it. The holder sued the Bank in the 
City Court, the Bank defended, and the 
Court gave judgment in favour of the 
holder.

In the vicinity of Midland City are nu­
merous Indian graves. Recently Mr. Jaa. 
Thornton, of Omemee, was visiting Mid­
land, and in company with a friend pro­
ceeded to examine one of these graves, in 
which was found fifteen skeletons. These 
were evidently the remains of some who 
had fallen in a fight The bodies had all 
been buried in the one position—on the left 
side with the heads towards the cast. One 
of the skulls, which Mr. Thornton brought 
home with him and presented to Mr. Shaw 
for his school muséum, bears mark» of 
having received rough usage, having had a 
tomahawk driven into it five times.

Mr. Patrick Walah, of toe Townehip of 
Peel, met with an aooident on the 17th 
Sept, which earned his death. He and 
Mrs. Walsh went to Guelph for the pur­
pose of seeing the Prince* and the Mar­
quis of Lome. On returning to Alma they 
were thrown from the train. Mrs. Walsh 
was reeoned by the etation master, bnt the 
old man was not ao fortunate. One of the 
wheels passed over his foot crashing it ao 
badly that it had to to amoutated. He 
lingered in great agony till the 2nd inst., 
when death put an end to his sufferings. 
Mr. Walsh was a native of the County of 
Kerry, Ireland, and was ninety years of 
»ge.

Mr. J. Fletcher, curator of the Ottawa 
Literary and Soientifio Society’s Museum, 
has received from Mr. Alexander Begg, of 
Beggiboro’, three Canada turtle’s eggs, 
which are placed in the museum as toe 
only specimens as yet presented to the So­
ciety. The eggs were found on the margin 
of a small lake, about fifteen mil* from 
Orillia, by one of Mr. Begg’s sona in the 
beginning* of September last. The latter’s 
attention was drawn to the neat in the land 
by the track of the turtle and some freshly 
tamed sand, where the eggs, eix in num­
ber, were slightly covered. They are 
about en inch in diameter ; round, not 
oval, like an ordinary egg.

There are 30,000 deaf mutes in the 
United States, and fifty places of worship 
where services are conducted in the sign 
language.

Bev. John Burton, pastor of the Presby­
terian church, has accepted the repeated 
call of the Northern Congregational church 
of this city.

The Free Church of Scotland proposes 
to observe this year as a missionary jubi­
lee. as it is fifty years since Dr. Duff was 
ordained the first Scotch missionary to 
India.

Some 3,000 pilgrims set ont the other 
day from Paria for Lourdes, many of them 
being pauper invalid» who are toing taken 
to the miraculous grotto by charitable per- 
ions.

Rev. John Brown, past* of the Lansrk 
Congregational church, hae tendered his 
resignation, whioh has been accepted, to 
take effect on the first of January, nine 
years from the time of settlement.

Bev. W. 8. Gray, of Annapolis, after a 
ministry of 20 years, hae intimated his in­
tention of resigning, chiefly on account of 
ill-health, hut mainly through a recent mis­
understanding with the congregation.

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THIRTY-SEVEN HOSTILES KILLED.

General Merritt’s Clever and 
Successful Ruse.

THE ROUT OF THORNBURGH'S COUARD

Chbybxnb, OcL 8.—A courier from the 
front brings the following :—

Baitlk Field, Milk River, Oct. 3, 6
p. m,—The Indians still surround us, and 
pour in an effective fire from the command­
ing bluffs, distant five or six hundred 
yards, having a cross fire upon our position, 
which was chosen hastily. All our horses, 
and all but twelve mules, are killed. We 
sheltered them as best we could with wag­
gons, but to no purpose. Captain Dodge 
and Lieut. Hughes, with Company D of 
the 9th cavalry, came to our assistance yes­
terday morning at daybreak, after a forced 
night's march of 35 miles from Bear river. 
A lull in the firing enabled them to come 
in and shelter the horses as well as possible, 
taking them to the fortifications quickly, 
when the attack redoubled its fmy. Had 
the heights been accessible, Captain Dodge 
would have charged them with his com­
pany, while we covered him from our rifle 
pits ; but this being utterly impossible, 
the ascent being nearly perpendicular, Ml 
we could do during the day wee to keep a 
good look-out from loop holes and return 
the fire when an Indian showed his head. 
This was rare, as the Indians have rifle pits 
and loop holes. Before dark every horse 
but throe of Dodge’s command was diet 
down. It has been very fortunate that the 
Indians have left us unmolested at night, 
except an occasional shot to make us scat­
ter to our pits. We have been able, at 
great risk, to haul off the dead animal» 
every night, otherwise the stench would 
have been intolerable. A sally is made 
every night for water,’ two hundred yards 
from our entrenchment. The night before 
laat Private Erser, Company F, u 
«hot in the face while out with a party 
after water. The Indians were only a few 
yards away, and were driven off by 
volley from the guard and trenches.

THE FIELD OF BATTLE
waa admirably chosen for defence by the 
Indians, and had it not been for Major 
Thornburgh’s advance guard, commanded 
by Lieut Cherry, discovering an ambus­
cade, it is believed the entire command 
would have been annihilated. He saw a 
email party of Indians disappear over the 
hill half a mile in front, and at once di­
vided his party to reconnoitre, and only 
discovered them when he had flanked 
their position by about 200 yards. Cherry 
rode back at full speed, with two or three 
men who were with him, and notified Thom- 
burgh, who had already begun the descent 
into the deep ravine, which was intended to 
engulf the command. The Indians were dis­
mounted, lying down along the cregt of a 
high ridge for a hundred yards from the 
point where a deadly assault would have 
commenced. The troops were withdrawn a 
short distance, dismounted, and deployed in 
line of battle, with orders to await the at­
tack. Cherry was here ordered by Thorn­
burgh to take fifteen picked men and make 
a reconnoisanoe. and communicate, if 
possible, with the Indians, as it was 
thought they only desired to oppose his ap­
proach to their agency, and would parley 
or have a big talk if they could be com­
municated with.

COMMENCEMENT OF THE ENGAGEMENT.
Cherry moved out at the gallop with his 

men from the right flank, and noticed a 
like movement of twenty Indians from the 
left of the Indian position. He approached 
to within two hundred yards of the Indians, 
and took off hie hat and waved it, but the 
response was a shot fired at him, wound­
ing a man of his party and killing his 
horse. This was the first shot, and was 
instantly followed by a volley from the 
Indians. Work had now begun in real 
earnest ; and seeing the advantage of the 
position he held. Cherry dismounted and 
deployed along the crest of the hill to pre­
vent the Indians flanking his position, or 
to cover the retreat, if it was found neces­
sary to retire upon the waggon train which 
was then coming up slowly, guarded by 
Lieut. Paddock, Company D, of the 9th 
cavalry. Orders were sent to pack the 
waggons and cover them. The two com­
panies in advance were Capt. Payne’s com­
pany of the 5th cavalry, and Capt. Laron- 
son’s company, E, of the 3rd cavalry, 
which waa dismounted and deployed as 
skirmishers, Payne on the left and Laronson 
on the right. From Cherry’s position he 
could see that the Indians were trying to 
cut him off from the waggons, and at once 
sent word to Thornburgh, who withdrew 
his line slowly,

KEEPING THE INDIANS IN CHECK 
until the opposite point, which his men 
held, was reached, when, seeing the In­
dians were concentrating to cut oft his re­
treat, Payne, with F company of the 5th 
Cavalry, was ordered to charge, which he 
did in gallant style, his horse being shot 
down under him, and several of his men 
wounded. The Indians having been driven 
from this point, the company was rallied 
on the waggon train. Thornburgh then 
gave orders to Cherry to hold his position 
and cover Laronson’s retreat, who was 
ordered to fall back slowly with his led 
horses. Cherry called for volunteers. Of 
twenty men who responded promptly and 
fought with desperation, nearly every man 
was wounded before he reached camp, and 
two were killed. Cherry brought in every 
wounded man with him. Capt. Laronson, 
a brave old veteran, displayed the greatest 
coolness and courage daring the retreat, 
sending up ammunition to Cherry’s men 
when once they were nearly without it. 
Thornburgh started back to the waggon 
train after giving his final orders to Payne 
to charge the hill, and to Laronson and 
Cheng to hover the retreat. He must 
have been shot dead when barely half way 
there, as his body was seen by one of 
Laroneon’s men, life extinct ond lying on 
its face. Payne,- then in oommand, at 
once set about having the wounded

HOUSES SHOT FOB BREASTWORKS, 
with dismounted waggons, boxes, bundles 
of bedding, corn and flour sacks, which 
were quickly piled up for fortifications. 
Picks and shovels were used vigorously for 
digging entrenchments. Meantime a gall­
ing fire was concentrated upon the com­
mand from all the surrounding bluffs 
which oommanded the position. Not an 
Indian could be seen, but the incessant 
cracks of their Sharpe and Winchester 
rifles dealt fearful destruction among the 
horses and men. The groans of the dying 
and the agonizing cries of the wounded 
told what fearful havoc was being made 
among the determined and desperate com­
mand. Every man was bound to sell his 
life as dearly as possible. About this time 
great danger was approaching at a fright­
fully rapid pace. The red denis at the be- 
ginning of the fight had set fire to the dry 
grass and sage brush to windward of our 
position, and it now cams sweeping down 
towards us, the flames leaping high into 
the air, and immense volumee of smoke 
rolling on to engulf us. It was

and the fiends were waiting reedy to give us 
» volley as soon as we were driven from 
°ur shelter. Now it reaches the flank. 
Blankets, blouses, empty sacks are freely 
used to extinguish the flames. A waggon 
u set on fire, which requires all our force 
possible to smother the flames. No water 
“to be obtained and the smoke is eaffoeat-
ag, but the fire passes and we still hold 
°ur position. Meantime a constant volley 
“ poured upon os. Payne being wounded 
i”, the second time, and let Sergeant 
~J°**n, of company F, killed instantly. 
Corpml McKee was killed, md many

other» were wounded. The greatest dan-
8®r waa nqw past. Just about sundown a 
charge was attempted, but repulsed, the 
Indians trying to drive off some of our 
“°rsee, which had broken loose. The at­
tack ceased at dark, and soon every man 
waa at work enlarging the trenches, haul'

THE UTES DEFEATED.
Rawlins, Oct. 8.—General Merritt on 

hie approach to Capt. Payne’s camp, dis­
covered the hostile Utee. The Indians 
discovered Merritt at the same moment. 
The General ordered the men to fell back 
in rapid retreat. The Indians were en­
couraged to rush from their hiding place, 
and Merritt, pushing his troops to a run, 
drew them out on the open plain. He 
then gave the order to wheel. In less than 
two minutes higmen poured into the Utee 
a fire which forced them to seek every 
available cover. The battle began on 
Monday afternoon and lasted s few hours, 
during which the Indians suffered e loss of 
37 killed. Merritt did not lose a man. 
The Utee threw up a white flag for s 
parley. This was granted by Merritt. 
Several chiefs entered hie camp, willing to 
surrender. Merritt told them if they would 
give up their arms and ponies, he would do 
nothing more for the present. After a 
brief oonsultetion pU the chiefs agreed that 
if the soldiers invaded their reservation, 
they would fight them to the last. They 
left Merritt’s camp and returned to the 
canyons. Merritt pushed forward with all 
haste and joined Payne.

AN EYE WITNESS’ WTORY.
Chicago, Oct. 9. — The Chicago and

railway witness received in » special by 
the Daily News “ After we left 
Independence, the engineer palled ont 
lively, as it wee not the intention to 
make any more «tope until we met the west 
bound train, where a car is switched off 
and attached to a train coming weet. We 
were running very rapidly when the en­
gineer saw a green light ahead and re­
marked :—“ What’» the matter, now. 
Will we have to stop here in this ont of 
the way place to night ?" As the 
train stopped at the station, there waa 
no one in eight at first, bnt sud­
denly, as if by magic a crowd 
of armed men sprang up from both sides of 
the track, covering the engineers with their 
guns and revolvers They told him not to 
move an inch. Half a dozen then went for 
the express car. The car was chopped end 
knocked all to pieces inside and the safe 
broken open. The messenger said he loot 
$4,000 or $5,000, bat I think he did not 
care to tell just how much he did loee. I 
heard him say, *• Well, boy», you have got 
me this time.” The robbers numbered 
twenty in all, and ell were armed with 
shot guns, carbines, end three revolvers 
to each man. They kept shooting all the 
time they were there. They were masked 
except two and the leader, who was not 
maeked. He was » tell men with red 
whiskers. After they rifled the safe, they 
mounted horeee end rode off to the south­
west. The peeaengers were all badly 
frightened, aa they expected the robber» to 
go through the train, but no one was hurt; 
except the express messenger. He was 
struck on the heed with » revolver. He 
attempted to escape with a revolver. The 
feet that they did not stop to rob the pas­
sengers lends me to think they mast heve 
got a pretty good pile out of the safe.”

NORDENSKJOLD'S SUCCESS.
Trlwaaphant Faaiaee ef Behring's Straits 

—The Curse efClvlUsailem at the North 
Pole—Beeeptlen ef the Explorers in 
Japan.
San Francisco, Oct. 8.—The captain of 

a schooner from the Arctic Ocean re­
ports that he saw the triumphant passage 
of Nordenskjold through Behring’s Straits 
with colours flying and guns firing. The 
captain also reports frightful starvation at 
St. Lawrence Island. 250 corpses were 
found in one field. The living had carried 
the detwl away from their huts until over­
come themselves, they died. Nearly every 
trader goes to the Arctic loaded with rum. 
So long as the liquor lasts the natives will 
not go fishing. Then it is too late, rod 
starvation follows.

Intelligence from Yokohama states that 
the steamer Vega, of the Swedish Arctic 
Expedition, has arrived at that port. Pro­
fessor Nordenejold, with his officers and 
crew, is receiving great attention from the 
Japan Government. On landing they were 
met with genuine ovations. It is reported 
the Emperor and Empress of Japan intend* 
inviting Prof. Nordensjold to visit the 
palace and to give an account of his voy­
age, their Majesties having expressed in­
terest in the character and objects of the 
expedition. The expedition made the 
north-east passage without experiencing 
perplexing delays, to the extent that was 
expected, and is regarded as a perfect 
scientific triumph. Daring the trip no one 
on board the Vega was afflicted with 
scurvy or any other illness.

THE LATE DR. TOPP.

Fuaeral Eersmea by fbe Bev. Dr. Bela I» 
Emsx Church.

On Sunday morning, in Knox church, the 
Rev. Dr. Reid preached a sermon having 
special reference- to the death of the late 
pastor, Dr. Topp. The text selected 
Zephaniah iii„ 17. The rev. gentleman 
pointed ont that the text set forth three 
very precious truths, precious especially in 
eeaeons of trouble end affliction. In the 
first place our attention was direqted to 
God’s presence with Hie people—“the 
Lord is in the midst of Hie people at all 
time».” Secondly, to God’s power in be­
half of Hie people—” our Goa ie a mighty 
God." Thirdly, to the pleasure and de­
light God takes in Hie people. Having en­
larged on each of these point», the 
rev. gentleman proceeded aa follow» : — 
These, my dear brethern, are glorious 
truth». Amidst the separations, the be­
reavement», the changes which we are 
called on to experience, it is a eouroe of 
comfort end support to turn to Him, who 
ie the same yesterday, to-day, end for­
ever, whose constant presence, whose al­
mighty power, whose gracious favour are 
blessings of which we cannot be deprived, 
and from whose love neither life nor death 
can ever separate ne. We may be sepa­
rated from friends, we ipsy loee the com 
pany end oounael of those upon whom we 
have placed reliance, we may be deprived 
of faithful end devoted pastors, but the 
Saviour Himself ever lives, and Hie every 
care will be exercised over ell who trust in 
Him. You have to mourn the removal of 
e pastor whose faithful teaching», whose 
loving pastoral supervision you have long 
enjoyed. You mourn hie removal, and we 
unite with you in your sorrow. It has 
been my privilege to know your late pas­
tor for a longer period perhaps than sny 
of you. A fall half century has passed 
since I first met him. In the beginning of 
October, 1829, I proceeded when still al­
most a boy to King’» College, Aberdeen. 
Your pastor bed entered two years before. 
My acquaintance with him was compara­
tively slight during the first year* 
of college life, but I became more 
intimately acquainted with him at the 
Divinity Hall, and etill more intimately 
when he began his labour» in Elgin, at 
which time I succeeded him in • position 
which he had previously held. During 
the first two veers of his labours In Elgin, 
I frequently heard him in the Urge parieh 
church of that town. He was called at a 
very early ua to assume pert of the work 
in that ooUegiate charge. The position 
wee not without difficulties, but the ac­
ceptable character of hie ministration» com­
bined with hU rare prudence and hie con­
ciliatory spirit, soon gained him the confi­
dence and affection of the congregation and 
the high respect of the community at large. 
Hie earnest evangelical preaching, such as 
wsa not very common in thst part of Scot­
land at the time, attracted crowd» to the 
church, and no doubt many were led to a 
saving knowledge of the troth aa it U in 
Jesui. The strength of the attachment of 
the flock to the faithful paator wee shewn 
by the large numbers that followed him 
when in 1843 he left the Establishment and 
identified himself with the Free Church. 
From Elgin he wsa transUted, in 1852, to 
Roxburgh church, Edinburgh. During the 
years of hie ministry there, the congrega­
tion waa largely increased end consolidated. 
In the summer ef 1858, the call 
from Knox church, Toronto, waa addressed 
to him—he had been invited before to 
accept the charge of the congregation— 
and in the beginning of September, 1868, 
he arrived with hie family in our city. I 
need not goon srith the particulars of hu 
personal history, for youraelvee know it, 
end ye know what manner of person he 
wee among you ia hie going out and com­
ing in, in the pulpit, m hie family visita­
tion», in ell the varied duties of » city 
pastor. Hie pulpit sddreeeee were always 
carefully prepared, and were ever 
thoroughly evaogelical in their tone, end 
delivered with earnestness and impreesive- 

of manner. The addressee which he 
for the young each New Yeer’e 

were simple, but yet fraught with the 
troths of the Gospel. In his visita­

tion of the flock, and especially of the eiok 
and afflicted, he wee moat faithful and 
laborious, while hie oourteoua, sympathiz­
ing, kind manner opened every heart and 
gained him the confidence and love of all 
to whom he ministered. Aa a ruler ia the 
church he wsa prudent and caution», with 
strong oonvictions, firm in the expression of 
hie opinions, but at the seme time concilia­
tory, candid, honeat and honourable. To 
hie influence and counsels the happy issue 
of tbe negotiations for Union, both in 
1861, and still more in 1875, were largely 
owing. Hie voice was always listened to 
with attention, and whatever he said car­
ried weight with hie brethren. The esti­
mate formed by hie brethren of hie high 
qualification wee evidenced by the una­
nimity and cordiality with which he waa 
placed in the Moderator’s chair in 1868, 
and again after the Union in 1876. On 
the Utter occasion the General Assembly 
met in this edifice, subjects of a difficult 
end exciting nature occupied much of the 
time end attention of the Court, but all 
noticed end admired the rare wisdom and 
•trict impartiality with which Dr. Topp 
presided over the deliberations of the 
Assembly. Dr. Topp took a deep interest 
in all that concerned the real good of his 
fellow citizens, end gave much vain- 
able time to the affairs of the 
House of Industry and the Hospital 
for Incurable». Indeed he may be 
regarded aa one of the principal 
promoter» of the Utter institution, the 
friends of which will always look back 
with melancholy interest to the Uying of 
the corner stone of the new building, the 
Uat public sot in connection with which 
Dr. Topp was engaged. At a friend, Dr. 
Topp was thoroughly relUble, faithful 
and true, tbe more trusted and loved 
the more that he was known. Into 
the inner circle of hie domestic end private 
life we do not enter. We only remark 
that it was peculiarly happy. All that 
sanctified affection, kindness and cheerful- 
neeecould make himaeahuaband and father, 
he waa to wife end children. May the 
balm of heavenly ■conaoUtion be poured 
into their hearts, now ’wounded end bleed­
ing. My deer friend», your paator wee one 
worthy of your respect end reverence and 
affection. You know how thoroughly he 
gave himielf to the work of the ministry 
among you, and you know, too, how much 
he contributed to the growth and prosperity 
of this flock; how well hie labours and 
measure» were blessed in the more thorough 
organization of the congregation and in the 
development of a missionary and liberal 
spirit in oonneotion with the schemes of 
the church. You may well mourn the Ices 
of your paator. Take him all in all, he 
was indeed a Prince and a great man in 
our Israel You will see him no more in 
the fleeh. That well proportioned and 
manly form which you have seen so often 
aeoending these steps and filling this pul- 
pit you will not again behold. That 
kindly, courteous greeting which he wee eo 
ready to extend we shall no more receive. 
But our low ia hie gain, for he ie present 
with the Lord. Hie work hie done. He 
ia now enjoying the rest which remaineth 
for the people of God. But let us thank 
God for having spared him eo long to the 
ohureh end hie family, and for having ao 
oompliahed eo much in him and byhim. 
Let ne rejoice in the easuraooe that 
death has been to him great gain, that 
sudden dentil has been sudden glory. 
There are some dronmetanow in owmexion 
with the time of hie death to which we 
cannot emit to refer. Hie last sermon on 
tiie words "His name shell endure for 
ever," wee preached to the people among 
whom Me youthful day» in the ministry 
were ipent.

THE CANADIAN TARIFF.

il English waa’» View.
A Yorkshire correspondent of the Shef­

field Telegraph writes from Toronto : — 
“The new tariff, now six month» in 
operation, hee practically closed the mar­
kets of the Dominion to the Americans, 
end the Canadian manufacturer has once 
more the control of the home market for 
such goods as he ie capable of «applying. 
Factories and workshops which had " 
closed for years have been re-opened, 
industries hitherto unknown in these Pro­
vince» have taken root on Canadian soil, 
capital that hee long lain idle ie again be­
coming remunerative, and foreign capital ie 
already finding employment here in » dozen 
different ways. This influx of capital, 
with the development of the natural re­
sources of the Dominion which may be ex­
pected to follow, cannot fail to increase 
the Canadian demand for the higher 
gradee of British manufacture». A second 
influence tending in the same direction 
ie to be found in the recent advance 
of priera for almoet ell descriptions of 
manufactured goods in tbe United States. 
Cheapnew ie the one quality ia which 
the American manufacturer has for some 
years peut had the advantage on this con­
tinent of hie Européen rivale, end that 
mint once loet trade ie free to resume ita 
termer channel». The recent rapid growth 
of Canada's export trade of livwtock end 
dairy produce to the United Kingdom 
should eleo tend to promote the return 
trade in British manufactures. Canadian 
shippers of such produce are continually 
crossing and recroiaing the Atlantic, end 
can scarcely fail to become profitable cue- 
tomers of English manufacturers if the 
latter will only take tbe trouble to adapt 
their goods to the special requirement» of 
their wee tern customers, and take prompt 
action to bring under their notice the moet 
recent improvements in machinery and 
goods that can serve their purpose. It 
muet be understood, however, that in very 
many linw Canadian manufacturer» have 
attained a high degree of euooeea, enabling 
them to undersell all competitors, now that 
the unfair and discreditable methods of 
choking off Canadian indnstriw formerly 
practised bv American ’ ring» ’ have been 
cheeked. In the list of articles manufac­
tured in the Dominion wMoh in quality 
and in price render impossible any profit­
able outside competition, there will be 
found much to instruct the British manu­
facturer in hie efforts to promote trade 
with this portion of the empire. For ex­
ample, in machinery of many descriptions, 
including steam-engines (stationary, loco­
motive, and marine), steam fire-engines, 
turbines, pumping engines, end wwing ma­
chinée of all kinds, Canadian manufactur­
er» are perfectly competent to meet the 
local demand ; and although the machinery 
which they turn out is in many oaaee open 
to the charge of being somewhat clumsy 
and old-fashioned when compared with the 
latwt European model», yet there will be 
few oom plainte as to its efficiency end 
euitability for the special purpoew for 
which it ie designed. Railway carriages 
and track» of Canadian make are now in 
high favour with the local railway compan­
ies and appear to give good satisfaction. 
In agricultural implements Canadian manu­
facturers show marked originality and 
ingenuity of design, coupled with very 
excellent workmanship ; indeed, not 
content with abeolute control of the 
home demand, manufacturers are laying 
their plena for future exporte in thie line 
on a large scale. But it ia in the manufac­
ture of etovee that the Dominion really ex­
cel». There are half a dozen factorise in 
Ontario and Quebec that turn out each 
season e moet bewildering variety of etovee 
of every imaginable shape end size, and at 
prices to euit every olsae of buyer. There 
are few dwelling-houses in Canada that 
have leea than three etovee ; in very many, 
indeed, one finds a stove in each room ; 
and the immense demand time arising haa, 
of eonree, created a corresponding supply. 
Household furniture and wooden ware of 
all descriptions moat also be mentioned »s 

rominent among Canadian manufactures, 
very creditable specimens of bridge build­
ing, from local workshops, are to be met 
with, especially in the Provint* of Ontario. 
I recently had an opportunity of inspect­
ing a railway swing bridge, having two 
clear spans of 150ft, each, turning by steam 
power, which haa satisfactorily stood the 
teet of tiro years of tolerably heavy traf­
fic. Shipbuilding, I need hardly add, ie 
an art in which Canada ranke very highly 
among the nation» of the world. ’’

One interested in rifle shooting writes 
ne respecting the lete rifle matches of the 
Dominion Bifle Association at Ottawa.

of fault-finding, but in order that the next 
annual meeting might be more successful, 
than the one just past. In the first place 
I think there are altogether too many offi­
cers employed, and certainly they have 
very little to do. In the matter of range 
officers I fell certain that two would be 
quite sufficient, and if the register keepere 
were non-commissioned officers, as in the 
Ontario Rifle Association, there is very 
little doubt but that more regularity could 
be obtained, whioh is now conspicuous by 
the almoet entire absence of order. An­
other matter which needs to be looked 
after is the way in whioh competitors 
dress. Although in militia matches those 
competing are required to appear in pro­
per dress, yet this regulation is never 
carried out, for you may see com­
petitors shooting with rowdy hats and 
in almost every case without 
wearing any belt, and officers of artillery, 
cavalry, and rifle regiments without cross 
belts. This I take iL ie not as it ought 
to be. If rifle shooting is to be encouraged, 
it should be in order that the active militia

Mr. Forbes as a Lecturer.
SL James’ Hall last night waa not over­

crowded to hear Mr. Archibald Forbes, the 
famous newspaper correspondent, lecture 
on the Zulu war ; but there was, neverthe­
less, a numerous audience, and in the stalls 
were many distinguished journalists, men 
of letters, and military men. Close by my 
seat I noticed Sala, of the Telegraph, Rob­
inson, of the News, Edwards (author of 
“Fernande"), of the PaU Mall, Lord Rene 
lagh, Miss Braddon, Mr». Buxton, author 
of “ Jennie of the Princes, ” and there were, 
no doubt, in the crowd, many other equally 
notable persons. Mr. Forbes’ popularity 
was proved by the reception which the audi­
ence gave him, the galleries and “ popular 
price»” at the btok being particularly demon­
strative. The lecture waaaatrikingpictnreof 
the war from the point where Forbes, or­
dered to Africa from Afghanistan, took it 
up ; but there was nothing new in the 
story, nothing more graphic than the fine 
descriptive features of his letters ; added to 
which Mr. Forbes’ maimer is not impres­
sive, nor his delivery oratorical. He reels 
out his yarn with proeaic formality, he has 
little or no action, he drops his voice at 
the end of every sentence, and the general 
effect ia that of hearing the secretary of a 
public institution reading the animal report 
at the annual meeting. Now and then his 
facte and figures, his bite of personal de­
scription, and his daahe» of criticism wake 
you up, and now and then yon feel that 
the little war is hardly worth eo much talk, 
and that the more Forbes «ays about 
the British operation» and the un­
availing bravery of toe Zulus, the 
more sorry yon become for the poor 
black wretches who have gone to the wall, 
and for their captive and heroic King. 
Bnt apart from all thie there i» a special 
attraction in Forbes’ lecture ; it is worth 
time and money to era the press hero, to 
see the brave, handsome fellow who haa 
eclipsed all hii confrères, in the field and 
out of iL who proved himself hardier and 
swifter than the best-appointed messengers 
of the Czar during the Turkish war, and 
whose ride from Ulundi te the African 
telegraph station ia worthy of the heroic 
muse of the Laureate. If in the early part 
of his lecture there was a certain amount 
of arrogance and ostentation, it waa amply 
atoned for by the finish, where he refrained 
from saying more about his great and gal­
lant ride than just this :—“ And then I 
rode off to the nearest telegraph station.” 
—Cor. N. T. Times.

4 FRIGHTFUL DISASTER.
’n Pxpms Train Collides with a 

Switch Engine.

FIFTEEN PEOPLE KILLED.

A Number of Canadians Among the 
Sufferers.

Detroit, Oct. 10.—On the Michigan Central rail- 
road a short distance east of Jackson, about cne thia 
morning, the Pacific express train bound west col­
lided with a switch engine, telescoping the baggage 
and express cars, and piling the remaining eleven 
coaches on top of the others. The first coach waa 
filled with emigrante, moet of whom were killed op 
seriously injured. Many of the occupants of the 
other coaches were killed or injured. It is sup­
posed 20 or 25 passengers were killed and 20 to 30 
wounded. The majority of the number are thought 
to be emigrants and second-class passengers. Phys­
icians were at once summoned from Jackson. A 
special train, carrying physicians left Detroit at 6 
o clock. A large force of employees of the railroad, 
with a number of citizens of J*ackson, are on the 
ground extricating the bodies. The engineer and 
fireman of the express train were literally torn to 
pieces. The «-ngineer and fireman of the switch en­
gine escaped by jumping. Following is a list of

HOW AND WHERE THE DISASTER OCCURRED

The Pacific express was due at the Air Line junc­
tion, one mile east of Jackson, at '2 35. and wae 
about twenty-five minutes late, and upon rounding 
the curve just cast of the last switch at Big Bridge, 
Engineer Gilbert saw through the fog an eLgine und 
traan but a few rode ahead on the main track. Tne 
engine waa reversed and all efforts made by the 
engineer and flreman to save their own Uvea and 
those of the maaa of living freight behind them, 
bnt the brave enginemen do not Uve to toll the 
tale. The engineer and firemen upon the ewitch 
engine, which wae upon the track at the time the 
expreea might be expected, jumped and saved their 
UT“: ,Th«y had jut pulled out of the ewitch, 
which forms the approach to the Jackson yards, to 
back up on the aide track, and were preparing to 
back when the express appeared, coming at 
full speed around the curve. The express train 
waa composed of the engine, express car, baggage 
car, smoking car, in which were about twenty pas­
sengers. two second-class cars, filled with emigrants, 
mostly French Canadians, going up to the lumber 
woods of Northern Michigan, two first-class cars, 
and seven sleepers—fourteen can in all. Ttie two 
engines grappled like

TWO GREAT LIVING MONSTERS

and piled one over the other. The lighter switch 
engine waa uppermost and both fell to the north 
side of the track, a mountain of iron, burving 
haBeafch.it the crushed bodies of Gilbert and Smith. 
Tho b*f?gRge car, smoking car and engine tender 
were broken to splinters, yet, moet miraculously, 
both the express messenger and baggageman es­
caped with their lives, though badly injured. The 
next cars to the smoking car were two second-class 
eye, andthcre wae where the terrible carnage took 
place. The rear one telescoped through the first 
one, and the car behind went through both, killing 
and mangling the occupante. It is, however, 
miraculous that only fifteen deaths are known to 
have resulted. There were none in that car that 
escaped death or serious injury. Back of this there 
were none hurt, aa the force of the collision carried 
the entire wreck along several rods, and the long 
line of rear cars lost the greater force of the shock 
and^kept on the track. Nobody in the sleepers was 
hurt. Indeed, there were many in the sleeping 
coaches who did not even wake up and knew noth­
ing of it until this morning The wreck of the five 
cars occupied a space along the track of less than 
two cars' lengths. The work of

waa at once commenced by railroad employes and 
others, and continued through the night. Nearly 
aU the wounded had friends among rhe killed, and 
the moans of anguish from the poor sufferers were 
agonizing beyond description. The full corp^ of 
physicians and surgeons and many noble ladies 
were busy in the night and to-day making the 
wounded ae comfortable aa possible, while the 
work of clearance was witnessed by several thou­
sand people.

INDIAN RIGHTS»
Severe Re flee tie ma si the Fatted State# 

Cevernment
New York, Oct. 10.—The Tribune to-day prints 

two letters upon the treatment of Indians by the 
United States Government. The first is a letter 
from Omaha, Neb., October 4th, to the edi­
tor from T. H. Tibbies, the X)maha edi­
tor, whose recent endeavours to have jus­
tice done to the Poncse Indians has brought 
him into prominence. The second is a letter 
dated Omaha Barracks, June, 1879, written to 
Tibbies by General Crook, the veteran Indian fighter 
now commander of the Department of the Platte. 
Tibbies makes a strong plea for the Indians, charges 
the Government with injustice to them, and says 
the record of the Government in its dealings with 
the Indians is one of broken faith. Crook says 
that justice to the Indians is all that is needed to 
make them obedient and insure their gradual civil­
ization. It is a hard thing to be forced to fight or 
kill the Indians, when it is known they are clearly 
in the right.

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“ CHIELS AMANG US."
The arrival in this country of two 

members of the English House of Com­
mons, followed after a few weeks by the 
visit of a considerable number of Scotch 
and English representative farmers, 
marks, it is to be hoped, a new de­
parture in Canadian farming. Both depu­
tations will return to the Old Country 
impressed with the capabilities of this 
Province, if the remarks that have fallen 
from them have been uttered, as we be­
lieve they have been, in honest sincerity. 
Their reports will have much to do with 
next year’s emigration, and may impart 
to it a colouring that has hitherto been 
wanting. Emigrants with small capital 
have, it is true, constantly come 
to this Province, and have adopted 
agricultural pursuits here. Vixere fortes 
ente Agatnemnona ; but the Agamemnons 
whom we are now trying to attract are 
of a different type. We know all about 
the young man who comes out here with 
just sufficient capital to buy a small 
farm, and who goes to farming because 
he knows nothing else, not because he 
knows farming. We know that the last 
state of that man is too often worse than 
the first. An imprudent marriage, im­
provident habits, or a lack of business 
capacity, land him in the hands of the 
inevitable mortgagee, and he becomes 
the object of private charity, of Govern­
ment patronage—or of delirium tremens. 
The picture is not overdrawn. It has 
been seen to the life—and death— 
in every community in Ontario. 
It is, of course, indisputable that some 
of these gentlemen-farmers have man­
aged to live. They have been hard­
working, industrious, self-denying per­
sons, ready to live on what they have 
been unable to sell. Most of their 
species have proposed to themselves ex­
actly the opposite principle of existence, 
and have come to grief. The real Brit­
ish farmer, a man from his youth up ac­
customed to the possession of capital 
and to work land on his own account, 
has been a very rare importation. The 
sons of English and Scotch tenant- 
farmers have come here young,1 
and the Scotch especially have effected 
the vast improvements visible in oui; 
system of agriculture as the traveller 
is carried along the chief lines of rail­
way, and remembers the slovenly po­
tato patch style of doing things in 
vogue twenty-five or thirty years ago. 
But the fathers have stayed at home 
part and parcel of the soil, and immov­
able as their own landmarks. It is this 
that we hope to see altered. It Is 1he 
head of the family we want here, and 
he must bring his capital with him. 
Where he will find it most to his ad­
vantage to settle, it were invidious for 
us to say. This one may prefer the 
scale of operations practicable in Mani­
toba, acres of wheat by the thousand, 
and flocks and herds in like num­
ber. Another may see in comparative 
nearness to Great Britain, in compara­
tive similarity of society and surround­
ings, and in those adjuncts of old settle­
ments to the loss of which it is so hard 
for the middle-aged emigrant to recon­
cile himself, an advantage on the side of 
Ontario ; while the cheapness of farms 
and the goodness of their1 pasture may 
induce others to fancy tile Eastern 
Townships.

From remarks that have come to 
our knowledge, it would appear that 
the British tenant farmers now with 
us have been rather misled as to the 
price of farming lands in the best 
counties of Ontario. A few years 
ago land in these was frequent­
ly being transfegpd at a rate 
exceeding one hundred dollars an acre, 
the fences and buildings in such cases 
being something better than those or­
dinarily serving the purpose of what the 
English papers call our peasant proprie­
tary. There has been since a slight de­
cline in prices, and less demand ; but 
to-day no really good farm in Ontario, 
provided with buildings and convenien­
ces such as first-class farmers in 
England consider indispensable, can 
be ’’got for less than eighty dollars 
an acre. Cheap land may be pick­
ed up here and there in small 
lots, but it is not the sort 
of property that these gentlemen are in 
search of ; though admirably suited to 
the requirements of emigrant labourers 
who may have saved money in their ser­
vice. If persons possessed of homes ih 
Scotland and England are desirous of 
transplanting themselves and their be­
longings to this country they must ex­
pect to pay the worth of homes in Can­
ada. If they would have good land near 
a railway and market town, miles of 
board fence, good stables, implement 
cheds, feeding houses, bams, root-cellars, 
dairies, poultry houses, piggeries, ice­
houses, field hovels, gates, cottages, wells, 
cisterns, nicely laid out grounds, kitchen 
gardens, paddocks, and good brick houses 
with all convenient outhouses, laun­
dries, larders, cellars, &c., they must 
pay something in the neighbourhood of 
cost, or buy lands without any such lux­
uries on them, and go to the expense of 
creating them. It would be folly to as­
sert that ready-made establishments of 
the sort are going begging and to be 
picked up for a mere song. Were such 
the case, could we expect sensible men 
to come in and buy a wreck which men 
of longer experience in the country 
have been unable to navigate 1 Those 
who would undervalue farming land and 
its accessories to our visitors are really 
crying stinking fish, and on every 
account such a course is to be 
seriously deprecated. It is, perhaps, 
inevitable under the early circumstances 
ef a colony that few capitalists embark in 
farming. The owner is generally a man 
gnidiug his own plough. But time, 
which has already wrought great 
changes in the average standing of our 
leading agriculturists and stock raisers, 
will rapidly cure that complaint. There 
is no doubt that farming will eventually 
be followed by men of means and edu­
cation, and as a dvwnright prac­
tical business, to be made in its 
way as exact and profitable as the 
manufacture of boots and shoes or 
the administration of a wholesale 
grocery. Very little thought will suffice 
to show that it is not the fool of the 
family that should be put to farming. 
He has to compete with a larger number 
of rivals than any other tradesman. 
Early and late he has to watch the signs 
of the times in the sky and in the mar­
ket reports. When Opie was asked by 
an ambitious pupil with what he mixed 
his colours, he replied, “ with brains, 
“ sir and everything that the success­
ful farmer does is done with brains, 
from the moment that he gets in the 
plough to prepare a field for winter 
wheat till the day he drives home from 
market with the price of his grain in his 
pocket. The foot and eye of the farm­
er are the life of the farm. He must be 
everywhere and see everything. He 
must buy well and sell to advantage ; 
and to do all these things must be a man

who would have succeeded in any other 
state of life to which it might have 
pleased God to call him. As the years 
go on recruits of this class will be con­
stantly added to our farming population 
from our own native supply ; Dut we are 
not insensible to the advantage of en­
listing them also in foreign countries. 
A middle-aged man settling on such 
farm as we have sketched might 
at once to take a leading part in 
county affairs, and eventually to repre­
sent it in Parliament, where we have 
now too few members largely interested 
in practical agriculture. His and his 
family’s position would be improved 
in every way by his change of 
country. The yield of his capital trans­
ferred to this colony would not be im­
paired by the purchase of a farm in fee 
simple, for having regard to the rate 
of interest here he would have the same 
income he had at home and the farm 
into the bargain, while the purchasing 
power of his income, so far as the neces­
saries of life are concerned, would be 
nearly doubled. These are the reflec­
tions which we are sure have impressed 
themselves on the minds of our visitors, 
and there is no reason to doubt they 
will carry back home with them and 
disseminate for the use of their neigh­
bours some such views as those we have 
presented.

INCREASED PRICES UNDER 
AGRICULTURAL PROTECTION.

Our facts and figures respecting the 
increased prices received by Ontario 
farmers for their cereals since the Na­
tional Policy camè'tnto operation have 
received no refutation from Grit jour­
nals. The Globe, having been convicted 
by us of wilfully misquoting commer­
cial statistics, especially in regard to the 
price of barley, does not attempt to 
further argue the subject and support 
its position by figures, but falls back on 
its stale practice of vituperation. The 
position we have taken is invulnerable, 
and its strength will more clearly appear 
with increased and closer study of the 
prices during Free Trade and Protection 
periods. Several points are clearly es­
tablished. (1.) From the day the tariff 
went into operation farmers’ prices have 
steadily advanced, and are still ad­
vancing. (2.) Besides receiving bet­
ter prices for their produce, Ontario 
farmers have the advantage of a steady 
market, American cereals being no longer 
permitted to flood the local markets, as 
was the case under the Mackenzie- 
Brown rule. (3.) The average price 
received during, say, four months after 
the tariff went into operation, was far in 
excess of that obtained during the pre­
ceding four months under Free Trade. 
(4.) The prices paid to farmers at pre­
sent, and during several months past, 
are far in excess of those paid during 
the corresponding period last year. 
These facts are emphatically proved by 
the following statistics, which cannot be 
gainsayed.

AN ATTEMPT TO DISTURB THE 
PUBLIC MIND.

A very noticeable attempt is being 
made just now to disturb the public 
mind in regard to the permanence of the 
tariff. We take the earliest oppor­
tunity of pointing out the fact and of 
supplying the necessary correction. In 
several Opposition papers we have of 
late noticed references to Sir Leonard 
Tilley’s visit to Washington. It is 
suggested that he has gone there in re­
gard to a new Reciprocity Treaty, and 
that he is likely to make proposals to the 
American Government, with the consent 
of England, for a reorganization of the 
tariff relations between the three 
countries. The confident tone in which 
this is announced to the public might 
lead people to believe that the Opposi­
tion organs know something about the 
Finance Minister’s visit and policy.— 
which would be quite a mistake. 
Another suggestion made in these same 
organs is in regard to Sir Alexander 
Galt’s address in Belfast. It is 
suggested that his speech was but the 
forerunner of considerable changes in 
the tariff by which English goods will 
be lightened of the duties they now pay 
in our markets. Time after time these 
ideas crop up in the Opposition press ; 
and we deem it our duty to refer to 
them. They are probably intended to 
unsettle the public mind, to check in­
vestment, to make manufacturers hesi­
tate about going into business, and thus 
to defer for a longer period the full tide 
of public prosperity.

We beg to offer a warning to the pub­
lic against being deceived by such re­
presentations or suggestions. Our 
present relations with the United States 
are not such as would render a new 
Reciprocity Treaty either right to ask 
for or prudent to accept ; and we feel 
quite safe in saying that the 
Finance Minister’s visit to Washington 
has no more to do with a Reciprocity 
Treaty than it has to do with the war ; 
and that new trade relations with that 
country are as unlikely, say, as minority 
representation. In like manner, in re­
gard to Sir Alex. Gam’s speech, we 
may quite safely say that no changes 
will be made in the tariff that our own 
industries need be alarmed at Changes 
may be made in the tariff ; indeed we 
trust that some few changes may be 
made ; but if so, the changes will be 
each as to give greater aid and . fair 
play to our own industries. Nevertheless 
the promise of Sir Alex. Galt is a fair 
promise and may fairly be carried out 
If any English indusfa^ is treated with 
manifest unfairness by our tariff, no 
doubt such unfairness will be re­
medied ; but we fancy that such 
cases will be found to be singularly 
few. Our own manufacturers and busi­
ness men need have no fear that there 
will be any changes in the tariff that 
will operate against their interests. The 
Government that was placed in power 
to protect Canadian industries is fully 
aware of the imperative nature of its 
task ; and is not so unwise as to avoid 
any portion of its duty. The applause 
of English traders would be dearly wou 
at the cost of the condemnation of the 
Canadian public ; and we assure our 
readers that they need not be in the 
least disturbed by any nonsense they 
may see in the Opposition papers on 
this subject. It is the object of the Op­
position press to disturb the public 
mind. The public mind is, we trust, 
too stable to be moved by so light and 
feeble a motive-power.

Increased prices having been obtained 
ever since the National Policy became 
law, the case might rest here. But 
some trumpery side issues have been 
raised by the Globe to divert attention 
from the main question, and they may 
be briefly disposed of.

On every hand the Canadian farmer oc­

RECREATION FUR WINTER 
EVENINGS.

We have received a pithy and inter­
esting communication from * ‘ A Day 
“ Labourer,” upon a subject which 
might fitly occupy a greater share of the 
attention of our public instructors and 
those interested in the welfare of the 
poorer classes than it has hitherto done. 
The writer states that he is the father 
of a family of grown girls and boys, 
and finds it hard to know what amuse­
ment to give them during the evenings. 
He- sensibly objects to young people 
being out in the streets after dark, but 
realizes the necessity of some relaxation 
for young people, his only care being 
that it shall be of a harmless character. 
He recognizes the partial supply of this 
obvious want in the entertainments got 
up in connection with the various 
churches at an admission fee 
of ten cents, but observes that where 
there are five or six of a fam­
ily, the aggregate, even at this 
low figure, is more than 
workingman likes to pay. “ Perhaps 
“ the city,” he goes on to say, not with­
out a slight touch of sarcasm, “ as it did 
“ so much for the grand folks will kindly 
“ do something for the evening enter- 
“ tainment of us poor ones during this 
“ coming winter. It might help keep 
“ many a working girl from being e 
“ ticed to places which have brought a 
“ good many of them to ruin.” That is 
a very big “ perhaps.” Abstractly con­
sidered we do not know that the pro­
position is untenable ; but as there is no 
likelihood of anything being done in the 
direction of gratis municipal entertain­
ments, beyond occasional scenes in the 
City Council, which are never adver­
tized in advance, we are afraid that 
“ Day labourer,” and others similarly 
situated will be obliged to fall 
back on their own resources. 
This brings us to the ques­
tion whether these are altogether 
so narrow intellectually, or so inferior 
to those of the cheap concert and the 
“ penny ” readings as his letter seems to 
suggest. It is a great truth in every 
day life, as well as in philosophy, that 
the best things often lie closest at hand. 
The amount of pleasure in life is by no 
means proportionate to its cost or the 
difficulty of its attainment. We are so 

I much accustomed to judge everything

by the world’s false balances and de: 
captive standard, that the amusement 
of the many is determined not by the 
amount of personal satisfaction afforded, 
but by the test of the amount spent, 
the style of the company present, the 
glare and glitter, the fuss and feathers 
of the occasion. Whether our corres­
pondent believes it or not, the simple 
joys of the home circle may be 
more really conducive to happi­
ness and mental improvement than 
all the costly pleasures of the “ grand 
“ folks,” which are often undertaken by 
the members of that charmed circle in a 
spirit of weariness and from a sense of 
obligation. “ Life,” said the late Sir 
George Cornwall Lewis, “ would be 
“ very tolerable but for its amuse- 
“ mente.”

But with respect to the limited field 
of relaxation open to our correspondent 
and his growing family, we have a sug­
gestion or two to make. Why should 
they not dispel the ennui of the long 
winter evenings by reading aloud ( 
Probably one or more of the family is a 
good reader, not merely in the sense of 
being able to get through an ordinary 
book without inconvenient pauses at 
the six-syllabled words, but possessing 
some idea of emphasis and inflection. 
Then why not improve and utilize this 
talent for the amusement and instruc­
tion of the family ? There is no 
more delightful means of passing 
the time, and at the same time 
contributing to the intellectual improve­
ment of the circle. Only it must not 
be done in a drawling, monotonous, 
erfunctory manner, but with a keen, 
vely interest, and with an effort to 

call forth and improve the best elocu­
tionary powers of the reader. The best 
class of books only should be selected, 
and fortunately in these days the best 
are as cheap as the worst. Avoid trashy 
novels, goody-goody literature, and dull, 
heavy, prosy works, always remember­
ing that in order to compete with the 
outside temptations the light and cheer­
ful element must be in the ascendant. 
How few of our youncr people of the 
class for whom “A Day Labourer” speaks 
know anything more of Shakespeare, 
Milton and Burns than the names, or are 
familiar with Scott or Dickens, Thack­
eray, Macaulay or Longfellow. Grant­
ed that the two first mentioned might be 
rather strong meat for the intellectual 
palate of the junior members of our 
friend’s family circle, why not begin, say, 
on “ David Copperfield ” or “ Ivanhoe,” 
or, if poetry be preferred, “ The Lays 
” of Ancient Rome ” or some of Long­
fellow’s more popular poems—some­
thing which all can understand and ap­
preciate 1 Let the work be read aloud 
with as much expression and dramatic 
effect as the reader is capable of giving 
it, and unless our correspondent’s 
children are considerably duller and less 
appreciative than the average, he will 
be surprised at the interest developed 
and the eagerness with which they will 
look forward to ‘the evening relaxa­
tion. It will be a means of cul­
ture as well as of simple, inexpen­
sive pleasure worth a great deal more 
than the usual run of entertainments. 
It will be well, of course, to vary the 
programme, giving, perhaps, a few chap­
ters of a good novel one night, and poe­
try the next, in order to prevent mono­
tony. There are few more delightful 
methods of passing an evening, and 
many others besides the families of 
workingmen might advantageously sub­
stitute it for some of the senseless and 
costly dissipations now in vogue. It 
may be that none of our correspondent’s 
family know how to read in the true sense 
of the word—there are comparatively 
few who do, even among well-educated 
people. U so, the exercise will be of 
benefit in teaching them. It is no wonder 
that good readers are so rare, when the 
art of reading aloud is so little practised. 
A course of private readings carried on 
in the line we have indicated would go 
far towards solving the amusement 
question for many families, rich and poor 
alike, and would tend to the cultivation 
of literary tastes which will be a price­
less possession in mature life.

RUSSIAN AGGRESSION.
By a combination of events, Russia 

has been checkmated in her recent at­
tempts at aggrandisement. The reso­
lute stand taken by Lords Beacons- 
field and Salisbury at the Berlin Con­
gress compelled the great northern auto­
cracy to loose its hold upon some por­
tions of Turkey which it had overr 
with its military hordes. The opinions 
of leading European statesmen have 
steadily come to support the position 
assumed by England. The phrase, 
“ peace with honour,” used by the Brit­
ish Premier, truly represents the posi­
tion to-day. Bismarck and Andrassy 
have taken counsel respecting the Berlin 
treaty, the consequences by which its 
execution is being attended and the 
possible dangers with which Austria and 
Germany are threatened. The old triple 
alliance has broken down, and the 
declaration has been authoritatively 
made that the interests of these two 
nations, as regards Russian aggression 
in Eastern Europe, are identical, and 
opposed to those of their old ally. The 
Czar is thus left to face the combined 
Western nations alone. His long- 
desired object of capturing Constanti­
nople is further from being realized than 
at any previous period for many years 
past. Great Britain, France, Austria, 
Germany and Turkey are prepared to 
resist any further encroachments. 
Servis, Roumanie and Bulgaria are now 
independent, and the Porte has no 
longer a right of control in Eastern 
Roumelia. Herzegovina and Bosnia 
are also outside of Russian influences. 
Austria, supported by Germany, is, 
moreover, competing with Russia for 
influence in the border states, and 
is negotiating a defensive treaty 
with Turkey. The situation in Eastern 
Europe has, indeed, mightily changed 
since the day when the Czar dictated to 
the Sultan terms which, if accepted by 
the European Powers, would have prac­
tically wiped the Porte from the roll of 
nations. That such result was averted 
was due solely to the action of Britain’s 
representatives, who are now commend­
ed by European statesmen, with the ex­
ception of such as belong to the English 
Liberali

to have been furnished by England— 
they will be able to-still further check 
Russian progress over the sandy wastes. 
Nevertheless, the Czar’s armies steadily

gursue their southern progress. The 
Russian forts on the Caspian are not 
ten years old, Khiva was engulphed 

subsequent to that date, and the inva­
sion of Turcoman territory is a recent 
event. Russia marches with an iron 
tread, and her advance southward will 
doubtless onljr be permanently checked 
by the frowning front of the mountain 
ranges of Afghanistan, defended by Brit­
ish soldiers.

THE EXODUS.
A good deal of nonsense is being writ­

ten in the Opposition papers about the 
“exodus” from the Lower Provinces to 
the United States. A number of quota­
tions from papers of notoriously un­
scrupulous character, such as the Patriot, 
the Halifax Chronicle, and the Telegraph, 
and all of them deeply interested in ex­
aggerating the alleged “ exodus,” have 
been quoted for our edification ; and a 
good deal of natural curiosity has been 
manifested to know what The Mail has 
to say on the subject. We can quite 
pardon the expression of this flattering 
anxiety, and will gratify it to the best of 
our power. In the first place we assert 
without fear of contradiction that the 
“ exodus” is greatly exaggerated ; and 
ftint no public man, with any regard 

character, would make such 
the

for his
statements as are
Grit papers, over his own name. 
In the second place, we venture to state, 
without fear of contradiction, that a 
large percentage of the “ exodus” con­
sists of women in search of service 
places, servants returning after the sum­
mer’s vacation, and young men doing 
the same thing. In the early and mid­
dle summer the lists of passengers iothe 
Lower Provinces from the States were 
equally full. These people were coming 
on a visit, or for a holiday ; now they 
are going home. The thing is well 
known ; it is so common an incident 
that no one is ever disturbed by it very 
greatly in the Lower Provinces We 
will at once confess here that this does 
not account few the full extent of the 
exodus, exaggerated as it is, which 
brings us to another point. In the third 
place, the present flush times in 
the United States are quite enough 
to account for a very extensive rush to 
the United States, particularly among 
a people who for thirty years at least 
have been in the habit of making the 
States their temporary or permanent 
home, and who have relatives in every 
State in the American Union. A man 
from St. John or Halifax is at home in 
Boston ; he meets old acquaintances by 
the score ; he meets his business connec­
tions ; he is as much at home as if he 
were in the Provinces. It is no wonder, 
therefore, that the exodus is great—even 
though,’ as we contend, it is exaggerated 
in the papers. In the fourth place it 
would not be a very singular thing if 
people who have been suffering from bad 
times for five years should make haste 
to seek out the places where good times 
are prevailing, and should not have 
patience to wait for the slower develop­
ment of good times at home. 
Perhaps the race of young people who 
in the five years past have grown from 
youth into manhood have learned to 
distrust their own country as a perma­
nent home ; if so, they had good rea­
sons for doing so when they were told 
that Government did not exist to pro­
tect industries, and that Ministers were 
only *• flies on the wheel. ” Finally, 
we may say that the “ exodus,” even as 
stated by the Opposition papers, does 
not at all alarm us except, perhaps, for 
those who are making the rush. All 
“ rushes” have their dangers ; and the 
present rush is no' exception to the gen­
eral rule. We prefer the conservative, 
slow growing prosperity of Canada to the 
feverish excitements of the “ flush” 
times in the United States ; and 
we feel assured that our stead­
fast population will reap a fuller 
measure of benefit than those who have 
gone away, and that by-and-bye the 
exodus will turn this way, and our own 
young people will prefer to come back 
to us rather than live in a foreign land. 
We probably have not quite satisfied 
our Opposition friends with our observa­
tions ; but as to give them full satisfac­
tion is impossible, we shall be content 
if we have given a reasonable degree of 
satisfaction to reasonable people whether 
in or out of Op osition.

tion raised that the Government's regu­
lations divide the responsibility is, there­
fore, absurd.

Advocates of the National Policy con­
tended that under it Ontario millers 
would secure the markets of the Mari­
time Province», that, in fact, the dwellers 
by the sea would become consumers of 
grain raised by our own farmers instead 
of that of American growth. This pre­
diction has been fulfilled to the letter. 
Every practical miller well knows that 
with the exception of a few barrels pur­
chased by fishing vessels and odd cargoes 
carried as ballast by schooners trading 
between Halifax or St. John and Bos­
ton, all the flour imported into the 
Maritime Provinces is drawn from On­
tario. American agents in Boston are 
now purchasing Canadian instead of 
American flour to meet the requirements 
of those markets. What does this in­
creased demand for Ontario flour mean 
to Ontario farmer ? Why, it repre­
sents increased prices and an im­
proved demand. Under the one-sided 
Free Trade policy of Mr. Mackenzie 
a rise in the price of flour was followed 
by increased importations of American 
wheat, and the Canadian farmer was 
thereby prevented from realizing a fair 
price for his grain. But now that 
Canadian farmers have control of their 
home markets, the millers are always 
ready to anticipate a rise. Even at 
mills at Duffin’s Creek and localities 
outside of the city, the price paid to the 
farmers for their wheat is within half a 
cent per bushel of that received 
at Toronto. We congratulate the 
farmers on their prosperity under 
a truly national policy. It is, indeed, 
fortunate that they are now receiving 
$1.23 per bushel, instead of the low 
prices which prevailed under Free 
Trade. The markets of our western 
peninsula are no longer glutted with 
American oats, and, to manifest their 
independence of American cereals, 
our farmers are largely using coarse 
grains and roots in the place of Indian 
com. That the National Policy is 
benefitting millers and agriculturists, is 
conceded by all practical men, irrespec­
tive of their oolitical opinions.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

The Foreign Times says “the policy 0f 
the Canadian Government is not injurious 
but beneficial to the inhabitant» of the Do- 
minion, and, if continued, it will be bene, 
ficial to the Mother Country,”

The Russian harvest, according to an 
official circular just issued by the Govern, 
ment, has turned out a good deal better 
than was anticipated. The continrnous rains 
and cold weather, and in some districts 
high winds and heat, have had an injurious 
effect on the different crops, bat on the 
whole the situation is much better than 
previous reports had indicated.

Humane officers of the American army 
fleel deeply the cruelly false position in 
which they are placed in being competed 
to fight the Indians who have been drive» 
to desperation by the ill-treatment of the 
frontiersmen and the agents. Genera* 
Crooks in a letter to the New York Tribune 
says that justice to the Indians is all that 
is needed to make them obedient and in. 
sure their gradual civilization. It is a hard 
thing, he says, to be forced to fight or kill 
Indians when it is known that they are 
clearly in the right.

It is enrious that nobody has drawn a 
parallel between the fate of Captain Cook, 
the famous explorer of the 18th century, 
and that of the young Prince Imperial. 
They were both unexpectedly attacked by 
savages and killed in the presence of a 
small number of followers, who in neither 

i tried to do more than save them­
selves. But nobody wae court-martialed 
for escaping and leaving Captain Cook to 
his fate, thoegh he was the only man left 
ashore when the Sandwich Islanders came 
up with him and killed him with weapons 
not unlike those need by Cetewayo’e Zulus.

Foiled in Europe, Russia is energetic­
ally pursuing its policy of annexation in 
Central Asia. The expedition against 
Merv has, however, met with as many 
reverses as successes. The column un­
der General Lomakine recently sustain­
ed a crushing defeat from the Teke Tur­
comans with the loss of seven hundred 
men. It is somewhat singular that 
this column was not originally part 
of the present expedition, but was 
organized by Kaufmann to advance 
on Afghanistan and threaten India. 
This occurred at the time when war be­
tween Russia and Great Britain was 
considered inevitable ; but after the 
Berlin treaty the project of disputing 
British power in Hindoostan collapsed. 
The Turcomans are disputing every 
foot of territory with the invaders, and 
being armed with breach-loading rifles— 
which the Russians persistently declare

ONTARIO MILLERS.
The so-called Reform press having 

failed to refute our facts and statistics 
regarding the increased prices received 
by Canadian farmers under the National 
Policy as compared with the Free 
Trade regime, rapidly executed a change 
of front. Our opponents raised the cry 
of dear bread with as much vehemence 
as they had previously clamoured for 
increased prices for farmers’ produce. 
But the general improvement in taade, 
and the fact that workingmen are more 
generally employed, and therefore bet­
ter able to provide for their families, 
combined to render this kick at the 
National Policy abortive. In sheer 
desperation, the party preaa have now 
fallen back upon the worn-out 
cry regarding grinding wheat in bond. 
The cause of complaint appears to be 
that some millers were caught sending 
to Halifax as Canadian flour, flour 
ground from American wheat in bond, 
thus evading payment of the duty. The 
writer is sadly ignorant of the wily ways 
of the Grits and of even ex-members of 
Parliament belonging to that ilk, or 
such a statement would not have been 
published. The announcement of the 
names of the offenders would kill any 
reputation remaining to the Reform 
party. We take it, however, that the 
reference was made in sheer ignorance, 
and that the writer was unaware that 
in slashing indiscriminately he stabbed 
one of the beat friends of the 
party in its days of need, pecuniary and 
otherwise.

APFAIRS IN IRELAND.
Fifty years ago O’Connell began the 

anti-tithe agitation in Ireland. At that 
time the Roman Catholic taxpayer had 
to provide for the maintenance of the 
Protestant clergyman, whose services he 
never asked for and whose ministrations 
it would have been a mortal sin for him 
to attend. The movement, it need 
hardly be said, was a popular one in the 
Provinces of Connaught and Munster 
where the Catholics are in the majority ; 
and from it sprung Mr. Gladstone’s 
Disestablishment Act which placed the 
people of Ireland upon an equal footing, 
so far as religion was concerned. The 
land question, of which Mr. Parnell is 
the champion in and out of Parliament, 
is perhaps a more complicated matter 
than that with which Mr. Gladstone 
had to deal when he undertook to estab­
lish religious equality before the 
law. The Land Act of 1868 
was in its general features a 
good one ; but no Act of Parliament 
could persuade the Roman Catholic 
tenantry and peasantry that the right 
to the soil was vested in some twenty 
thousand landlords, the majority of 
whom acquired their title either during 
the campaign of William of Orange, 
or during the rebellion of ’98, when 
by the process of attaindure the 
loyal man could by affidavit swear into 
his possession the acres of the rebel. In 
the North where the Ulster Plantations 
Act had been long in force, by which 
the occupier was secured fixity of tenure 
and compensation for his improvements, 
the tenant was naturally more content­
ed than his brother by the Lee or the 
Shannon. Mr. Gladstone s Act gave 
to the occupier in Connaught and Mun­
ster almost similar rights and privileges; 
but when it once enters into the soul of 
a peasantry that their masters hold the 
land by fraud, it is difficult to drive out 
that conviction. Absenteeism aggra­
vated the evil If a man owning fifty 
thousand acres in the County of York, 
took his rents and spent them in New 
Orleans or St. Louis, the farmers under 
his yoke, alike with the tradesmen of 
the neighbourhood, would feel the pinch 
keenly. And if he continued that 
course for years, it is very probable that 
York would become comparatively im 
poverished, and it is absolutely certain 
that the farmers would protest against 
so unneighbourly a proprietor. More­
over if this suppositious absentee had 
acquired his fifty thousand acres by vir 
tue of the will of an ancestor who had 
obtained, the estate by confiscation dur­
ing the rebellion of 1837, it is quite safe 
to say that public opinion, even if it did 
not go to the length of shooting him, 
would be decidedly hostile to him. The 
difficulty is to know where to step in 
between landlord and tenant and sidju- 
dicate. The landlord has, of course, 
his right at law, and the tenant 
has the ancient claim of settlement ; but 
how to umpire between their respective 
sides, even on the broad basis of human 
ity, is a problem «of no little difficulty. 
Mr. Gladstone’s Act affords but 
little relief ; and the clause by 
which, virtually, a committee of land­
lords is empowered to give the tenant 
compensation for improvements, is about 
as effectual a mode of obtaining satis­
faction as that of going below to sue 
Satan. The tenant wants fixity of ten­
ure ; the landlord demands the rent in 
full ; and how to suit both, in these 
days when the tenant is harassed 
by American competition not only in 
cereals but in cattle, is the question of 
the day in Ireland.

It stands to sense that in this unequal 
conflict the American—and by that is 
meant the cis-Atlantic—farmer, must 
win ; and then what ? There are in 
Ireland nearly five millions of acres of 
uncultivated land, bog, morass, moun­
tain and moor land ; and it has been 
suggested that the tenant farmer should 
either emigrate or cultivate. When a 
bread famine was raging in Paris, a 
Princess suggested as a specific that 
the people should eat cake ; and 
it is just as reasonable to prescribe emi­
gration or cultivation to the Irish tenant 
The small farmer cannot emigrate, for 
he hasn’t the money ; nor is it possible 
without money to bring under subjec­
tion the bogs and mountains which cover 
a vast proportion of the area of the 
land rated as “ not under cultivation. ” 
A farmer cannot drain a bog nor plough 
a mountain on which nothing but heather 
grows without a liberal expenditure ; 
and as a general rule the Irish tenant 
farmer has not the money to waste on 
any such experiments. The only feasi­
ble way out of the difficulty, outside of 
a revolution, which would be ruinous, is 
for the landlords to cut down their rents. 
They will-plead, to be sure, that they 
cannot afford it, but the answer that it 
didn’t cost their forefathers much to 
get the land, is, if not strictly logical, at 
least justified by the facts of history.

During the present sea­
son, it is estimated that eleven thousand 
have been taken, and from thirty to forty 
thousand destroyed. But the destruction 
of the walrus means death to the native 
Esquimaux in some portions of the north­
ern regions. Fully one-third of the popu­
lation south of St. Lawrence Bay are re­
ported to have perished during the past 
winter for want of food, and half the na­
tives of St. Lawrence Island died. One 
village of two hundred inhabitants all died, 
extept one man. Mothers took their starv- 
f children to the burying grounds, 

stripped the clothing from their emaciated 
bodies, and then either strangled them or 
let the intense cold end their misery. It 
is estimated that for every one hundred 
walrus taken a family is starved. An ex­
pedition to relieve the necessities of these 
innocent natives should be as popular as 
one to discover the north pole.

The dreaded cattle disease known ts 
plenro-pneumonia has made its appearance 
in Putnam county, N.Y., a noted grazing 
region from which a considerable portion 
of the milk and batter supply of New 
York city is obtained. The character of 
the disease was ascertained about three 
weeks ago by a thorough investigation 
after the farmers had stoutly persisted thst 
it could not be the terrible cattle plague. 
A panic on the subject has resulted, as the 
milk of infected cows is declared to be 
dangerous. Thirty-three animals hsve 
already died of the disease or been slaugh­
tered, and there are probably fifty in ven­
ons stages of the complaint among infected 
herds, while it is believed that about 15# 
or 200 have been exposed to the contagion. 
The disease appears to have radiated from 
three centres in as many different towns. 
The mode of ita introduction is not posi­
tively known, but it is stated that it w*8 
communicated by some western csttls 
which had been herded at Buffalo and ar­
rived in the vicinity by way of Albany. 
Vigorous measures have been mstitntea 
with a view of preventing the spread o:

The Committee on Pacific 
Railways of the United States Senate re­
ported in 1869 in favour of subsidizing the 
Northern Pacific, on the ground that, if 
made, it would drain the agricultural pro­
ducts of the rich Saskatchewan and Red 
River districts to the east, and the gold 
country on the Fraser, Thompson, and 
Kootanie rivers to the west of the Rooky 
Mountains. Moreover, it was said 
in the report—and this argument 
had great weight in deciding Con­
gress to make a grant of land to the 
promoters—‘The opening by us first of a 
Northern Pacific railroad seals the destiny 
of the British possessions west of the 91st 
meridian. They will become so Ameri­
canized in interests and feeling that they 
will be in effect severed from the new Do­
minion, and the question of their annexa­
tion will be but a question of time. ’ 
Though this railway is slowly creeping 
westward,and may yet span the continent, 
the grand future anticipated for it will not 
be realized. Its competitor to the north 
will prove a formidable rival. The Ameri­
can line runs through a barren tract for 
many miles, and its construction will not 
only be very costly, but the prospect of its 
ever yielding a profit is very slight. The 
Canadian line, on the other hand, runs for 
the most part through a country which is 
unequalled for fertility on the North 
American continent ; and, if it be con­
structed as economically as there is reason 
to expect, it ought to prove highly remun­
erative.”

THE REVENUE.
Sir Stafford Northcote is s man of cour­

age and ability ; but all his resolution will 
be wanted to cope with the augmenting 
deficiencies of the Exchequer in the man­
ner in which they should be dealt with. 
He foresaw, when he introduced his Budget 
in the first week of April, a declining 
revenue, and he made allowances in his esti­
mates for diminished receipts ; but the fall­
ing off in the main stays of his finance has 
already been more than he anticipated as 
the result of a twelvemonth. The Customs 
brought in last year £20,316,000. So Sir 
Stafford Northcote modestly estimated the 
receipt of this year at £20,000,000, thus 
anticipating a decline of £316,000. The 
falling off in the half-year that has expired 
has been £438,000. He thought the Ex. 
cise duties might yield him £27,270,000, 
instead of £27,400,000, showing an esti­
mated decline of £130,000. The actual de­
cline already realized has been £593,000. 
So, again, the produce of the land tax and 
house duty has fallen off in six months 
more than he thought it would fall off in 
twelve. The only item in which he has 
been fortunate has been that of stamps, 
and this, as he himself explained in his 
budget, is due to accidental variations in 
legacy and succession duty receipts.
FORBES’ EXPERIENCE AS A PRIVATE SOL­

DIER.
In his article on this subject in the new 

number of the Nineteenth Century, Mr.
Archibald Forbes, writing with reference 
to the contention that the consciousness of 
a liability to be flogged does not >ct as a 
deterrent, reluctantly adduces his own ex- 

irience “ Twenty years ago I enlisted 
a cavalry regiment. Young, full of 

spirits and vigour, not destitute of money, 
and having no experience of discipline, it 
must be said that not in every respect was 
I s model soldier. For offences of light­
heartedness I was somewhat scandalously 
often in trouble. At length, for an 
escapade on the line of inarch from Liver­
pool to Sheffield, I was tried by a regi­
mental court-martial, and underwent 
twenty-eight days’ imprisonment, on the 
most strictly farinaceous food, in the Shef­
field ‘garrison provost.’ Emerging from 
confinement, with a head shorn so bare 
that it resembled an affable turnip, my 
light-heartedness was not long in re-assert­
ing itself. Brought as a prisoner before 
my commanding officer, I stood at attention 
in the orderly-room before him, when he 
asked me the question, ‘ Do you know, sir, 
that you ore now n second-class man ?’ I 
had not studied those niceties of military 
grades, and failing te see the drift of the 
question, I simply replied, ‘No, sir.’ The 
manner in which he pursued the subject 
was not wholly agreeable. ‘ Well,’ said he 
‘ you are, and as such liable to be flogged ; 
and by----- , the next time you come be­
fore me I’ll flog you.’ I did not want any 
more of that topic. He never saw me 
again as a prisoner, and when I left the 
regiment it was with a good character. I 
simply adduce this personal example to 
demonstrate how effectual a deterrent from 
military crime it is to be brought in this 
unpleasant manner face to face, as it were, 
with the lash."
MR. GUILDFORD ONSLOW ON “ THE 

CLAIMANT.”
Mr. Guildford Onslow writes to the 

Daily Chronicle :—“ Dr. Kenealy, myself, 
and Mr. John Helsby (the brother of Mr. 
Helsby, of Santiago, who made the cele­
brated portrait of Mr. Roger Tich borne in 
South America in 1853) visited the unfor­
tunate prisoner yesterday, September 25th, 
in Forties Convict Prison, who has com­
pleted his first sentence of seven years for 
swearing he was Roger Tichbome, and who 
is now undergoing his second sentence of 
an additional seven years for swearing he 
ls not Arthur Orton, rod I have pleasure 
in recording the fact, for the benefit of 
your numerous readers, who believe, as I 
do, that an innocent man is suffering un­
justly in penal servitude, that the 
Claimant, as he is so called, is in the enjoy­
ment of good health, and is certainly more 
robust and brown in his complexion than 
formerly, and looks somewhat heavier in 
frame. He says he is in good health, and 
eeems less careworn rod more resigned rod 
oslm ; bnt what astonished me meet was the 
wonderful change in his mental ca­
pacity, both in language, pronuncia-

tion rod intelligence. The fearful 
effect of the loss of memory from his sun­
stroke after his escape (ran the Bella, and 
tne rough edge of low life in the buah rod 
the shop, is gone. Quiet, thought, study, 
rod the blessing of health, free from the 
oares of the world, have had their benefi­
cial effect on his entire system, rod have 
been the means of putting the sundial of 
his life back to the degrees of former days. 
Never was the poor man more like the 
young Roger Tichbome, Lady Tiohbome’s 
favourite rod devoted son, thro he is at 
the present moment ; the brown dark hair 
mingled with the gray of sorrow was seen 
when he took off hie cap at the request of 
Dr. Kenealy, and he showed us the muti­
lated thumb which James Collins, of 
Bishops Sutton, the carriage builder, swore 
that he saw young Roger do to his thumb 
in 1836, rod which said mark was visible 
not only on Mr. Helsby‘s photograph, but 
also in the Peris portrait of 1866. At our 
interview. Dr. Kenealy prevailed on 
the Claimant to allow himself to 
be nominated as a candidate for 
the city of Nottingham, but he 
replied that he did not seek the suffrages of 
any constituency in his present degraded

Ction ; but if the electors of Notting- 
i did him the honour of returning him 

they might rely on his serving them faith­
fully when he regained his freedom, on the 
condition that he was returned as an inde­
pendent candidate to vote only in accord­
ance with what he considered would be to 
the benefit of the people. Dr. Kenenly 
hinted that I was also requested to stand 
for the representation with him of the same 
city, but I could give no opinion to such a 
proposal, as I had never been asked. In 
the course of our conversation I ventured 
to ask the poor prisoner to read the last 
chapter of Job, eepeotielT the 10th verse, 
rod take it to his comfort rod trust in God 
bnt subsequently I was pained and grieved 
to hear from him that the Bible was 
denied to him, so that the consolation 
that blessed book affords is kept 
back, rod in fact tabooed to convicts. 
Well, indeed, may penal servitude be 
called worse thro death when a man is de­
prived of the Word of God in direct op­
position to the command of Him who says 
‘ Search the Scriptures.’ The poor pris 
oner bitterly complained of this, and told 
us he had petitioned to read the Bible the 
1 History of England,’ by Maosulay, rod 
Gibbon’s ‘ History of the Decline rod 
Fall of the Roman Empire.’ A thought 
flashed across my mind, when the poor 
fellow said his petition had been refused, 
rod the thought was this : Would Arthur 
Orton, the drunken, swearing bushranger, 
ask for these books ! I read his daughter’s 
letter to him, at which he seemed deeply 
affected, and begged me to keep her let­
ters every one of them, to read in future 
days in remembrance of one he loves so much. 
He requested us to remember him to all 
his friends, especially to those who provid­
ed for his daughter’s schooling, and to 
thank them tor all their kindness to him 
and his.

“ Whilst in Portsmouth I was provided 
with the original photograph, taken in the 
Paramatta Asylum, of the alleged Ores well, 
and I showed it to the Claimant, who| in­
stantly declared he was as sure it was 
Arthur Orton as he was of hie own exist­
ence, and glad I am he did so emphatically 
declare it, as Dr. Kenealy had doubts as 
to the truth of his identification of it. All 
doubts are now removed. Arthur Orton, 
the real man, is found in a lunatic asylum 
in Australia, as sure as the real Roger 
Tichbome is found in a convict prison in 
England.

“ We received the greatest kindness from 
the gentlemen of the Portsmouth Tich­
bome Release Committee, who provided 
carriages for our conveyance, and for whicn 
we felt deeply indebted, ns well as for the 
cordial and enthusiastic reception we had 
from all during our short visit to Portae*. ” 

CANADIAN CATTLE TRADE.
On the arrival of the Dominion steam­

ship Quebec, from Canada, at Liverpool, 
on the 29th alt. with a consignment of 
cattle, sheep rod pigs, the animals were 
seized and quarantined by Mr. Moore, the 
local inspector of the Privy Council, on 
suspicion of being effected by foot-rod- 
mouth disease, three of the pigs having 
sores on them. Professor Duguid, of the 
Privy Council Office, was' sent from Lon­
don, and on Tuesday he made s careful ex­
amination of the suspected animals in the

Çreaence of several veterinary surgeons.
’he cattle and sheep were promptly pro­

nounced healthy. Then the pigs were 
minutely examined, and some were found 
to be suffering from bruises received dur­
ing transit, but there was no trace of 
disease. The investigation was watched 
with considerable interest, a large trade 
depending upon the result.

The House of Lords—Its In­
crease.

We are constantly being told that the 
House of Lords has largely increased in 
numbers, which is true. But we are also 
told that it has increased in proportion to 
the population, which is not so certain. 
At the beginning of the fourteenth century 
Edward I. summoned 109 lay peers, be­
sides bishops and abbots. The population 
of England was then a little over 2,000,- 
000. The roll before us enumerates 500 
separate peerages, of which 44 are Scotch 
or Irish representatives. So that we have 
now 456 peers to a population of about 22, • 
000.000. If to the 109 lay Lords of Edward 
I, we add the spiritual peers—including be­
sides thé 21 bishops,the mitered abbots—it is 
obvious that the Upper House was, in pro­
portion to the population, more than three 
times as large in 1300 as in 1879. As in the 
beginning of the reign of Henry VIII, 
there were only 49 peers of all kinds, the 
population being then about 4,500,000» the 
proportion was about half what it is at 
present. At the beginning of the reign of 
Queen Elizabeth, the number of peers was 
89, the population a little above 5,000,000; 
so that the proportion was somewhat less 
thro st present. Mr. Stubbs has made 
some interesting notes on the subject, 
from which it appears that daring the 
reign of Henry IV. the number of tem­
poral lords never exoeeded 50, under 
Henry V. 40, rod under Henry 
VI. 55. Small as these numbers are, 
even when increaed by the addition of 
the Bishops rod Abbots, they still, 
in proportion to the population, make the 
House of Lords very much as it is now. 
The actual numbers have varied very much. 
In the reign of Charles II. the temporal 
peers were seldom more thro 150 ; but 
under his successor they increased to 176. 
This figure had doubled at the death of 
George IIL, and in the short reign of 
George IV. the House received an increase 
of 60 new peers. At the beginning of the 
present reign the number of peers of all 
degrees and kinds, including Scotch rod 
Irieh, stood at 456, so that—setting new 
creations on the one hand against extinc­
tions on the other—nearly 50 peerages 
have been added since. In the same period 
the population has increased by a third, 
and if the number of the peers had 
been increased in proportion, it would 
now stand not at 500, but at 750.—The 
Saturday Review.

YORK AUTUMN ASSIZES.
Robert W. Be Courtier Arraigned 

Plead* -lot Guilty.”

On the opening of the Court of Oyer and 
Terminer on Tuesday morning, Robert W. 
De Courtier was arraigned on a charge of 
having murdered his brother, Edward De 
Courmer. The indictment having been 
toad, the prisoner, in a calm, clear voice 
entered a plea of “ not guilty. "

Mr. D’Alton McCarthy, Q.C., for the 
prisoner, asked for a postponement of the 
trial till the January Assizes. He read an 
application from Mr. James Pearson, pris­
oner’s attorney, setting forth, in the first 
clause, that the case had been prejudiced 
by accounts of the murder which appeared 
in the city papers. Copies of The Mail 
(daily rod weekly) were filed with the ap­
plication. The second clause in the ap­
plication stated that as the crime had been 
committed on the 26th September, suffi- 
citnt time had not been allowed the de­
fence to properly prepare for trial.

Mr. Irving, Q.C., opposed the applica­
tion for postponement. The counsel for 
the prisoner, he said, had ths privilege of 
challenging any juror presenting himself, 
who, he thought, would be influenced by 
the statements appearing in the news­
papers. In replying to the seoond clause, 
Mr. Irving said that an investigation had 
been made immediately after the deed was 
committed, and the evidence had been 
spread out for their inspection. Had the 
application been based on the absence of 
some important or particular witness, it 
would, no doubt, have received his contid-

Mr. McCarthy said that it would be 
simply impossible to enquire of jurors as 
they oame forward to be sworn, whether or 
not their minds had been influenced by the 

wspsper reports. The prisoner, who 
d taken prussic acid after the commit­

ment of the deed, was not in a fit condition 
for several deys afterwards to instruct 
counsel, and it was only on Thursday last 
that he (Mr. McCarthy) had been retained.

Mr. Justice Burton thought it was a 
pity that the newspapers did not confine 
themselves to the publication of evidence 
only. He was confident that the accounts 
would in no way influence the minds 
of the jurors, who would decide upon 
the evidence brought forward. In his 
opinion no case had been made 
out for postponing the trial till the next 
Assizes, but an enlargement would be 
granted for a few days, rod if a further 
application for an adjournment should be 
made at that time, it would be considered.

The prisoner was then removed from the 
dock.

Before the rising of the Court true bills 

were returned agamst Thomas Rosa Deal 
and John Deal, for having forged the 
name of Hon. Adam Wilson to a written 
document. A true bill was also returned 
against the brothers for having, on the 
20th day of August, kidnapped one Robert 
Jeffrey.

Their counsel, Mr. Murphy, asked to be 
allowed time to consider the various counts 
in the indictments before entering a plea, 
some of the counts being new to him.

To this Mr. Irving raised no objection, 
the understanding arrived at being that 
the prisoners be brought to trial on Thurs­
day morning.

The 
greatest width is about 245 feet. The di­
rectors have decided to go to work at 
once and prepare for the erection of suit­
able buildings in the spring. The en 
gineers are at work surveying the ground, 
and it is probable that before the cold 
weather sets in the walls that will be ne­
cessary will be completed, and other pre­
liminaries arranged for the rapid comple­
tion of the work in the spring.

The deceased was the youngest 
son of Mr. G. B. Cowper, of the Crown 
Lands Department of this city, rod was s 
very promising young man. At the time 
of his unfortunate death deceased occupied 
a position with the Georgian Bay Lumber 
Co. Of unfailing courtesy, combined with 
a particularly genial disposition, the de­
ceased whs generally a favourite with all 
with whom he oame into contact. Hi* 
numerous friends throughout the country 
will monm his untimely end.

The much spoken of revival of buainees 
being tolerably certain, if it existed at all, 
to have an effect on correspondence, we 
made enquiries at the Toronto post office, 
rod find that upwards of fifty-five thousand 
letters were delivered last week by the 
letter carriers. This is altogether ex­
clusive of the large number delivered 
through the boxes rod general delivery, 
rod is in excess of any previous number on 
record since the establishment of free de­
livery, excepting the week in which St. 
Valentine’s Day falls, when, of course, the 
sum total is abnormally swollen. Statis­
ticians of great experience assert that there 
iano healthier sign of prosperity than the 
resultant increase in the number of letters 
passing through the post office.

Mr. Johnstone, of the Inland Revenue 
Department, has been here since Wednes­
day last instructing Mr. Bolster, the re­
cently appointed Inspector of Weights and 
Measures for this city and surrounding 
counties, and hie assistants, in the duties 
appertaining to their offices, especially ia 
refererce to the use of the standards in the 
verification of weights rod measures, in 
the use rod proper method of keeping the 
books, and generally as to the administra­
tion of the law rod the application of the 
instructions issued by the Department. 
The Weights rod Measure office in this city 
is now open for business. Mr. Johnstone 
left yesterday for London, where, rod in all 
the other W eights and Measures divisions, he 
will impart the same instructions to inspec­
tors and assistants, thus injuring uniform­
ity in the systam of inspection throughout 
the Dominion, the lack of which in the ad­
ministration of the law by the deputy 
Inspectors appointed by the late Ministry 
wee the principal cause of its becoming so 
obnoxious to the public.

A Lucky Strike —Mr. Robert Clark, 
of the 4th concession of West York, commenced 
boring on his farm a few days ago for water. Yes­
terday morning the 2j Inch pipe need had reached 
the depth of 110 feet, when a gas or petroleum vein 
waa struck. To test the quality of the gas, a match 
was applied to it, emitting » bluish Maze, which 
projected nearly two feet above the month of the 
pipe. The flame burned brightly during the greater 
part of the day, and towards night waa eerily ex­
tinguished by covering the exit This the third at­
tempt made by Mr. dark to End water on hie fares, 
the first time 176 feet being reached, and the 
second, 14Î feet.

Russian Students In Revolt.
The continual feud between the Govern­

ment and the whole student class in Rus- 
sia and the severity which the officials have 
displayed in dealing with the difficulties at 
the universities are, says the St. Peters­
burg correspondent of the Daily Telegraph, 
now producing their natural results. The 
students being the weaker party are suc­
cumbing, but their submission is under 
protest and takes the only possible legal 
form of retiring from the establishments 
the system of management of which 
meets with their strong disapproval. 
They claim a certain freedom in 
education, the right of making com­
plaints and petitioning the authoritie, and 
in certain instances they have clamoured for 
the dismissal of professors whom they de­
clare to be thoroughly incompetent, and 
who, belonging to the old conservative 
school, have received and maintained their 
appointments through favouritism and pro­
tection. These demands on the part of the 
students, and their occasional active de­
monstrations against the authorities, have 
been met by wholesale expulsions from the 
universities, imprisonment and exile, and, 
finally, by the proclamation of new 
academical regulations, whereby any faint 
appearances of liberty which previously ex­
isted have been completely swept away. 
Besides the discontent produced by these 
measures among the present students, 
they have not been without their effect in 
preventing the appearance of fresh candi- 
dates for entrance into the universi­
ties. Youths of independent spirit, who 
are in a position to decide on tne matter 
for themselves, will not enter the estab­
lishments where the course of instruction 
is so limited and hampered, where personal 
liberty is interfered with, and where the 
smallest display of liberal tendencies will 
bring down upon the student the dis­
pleasure of the authorities, even if it does 
not lead to much more^serious results. On 
the other hud, the continued disturbances 
at the universities and the sad fate which 
has befallen so many of the students have 
excited the fears of all anxious parents, 
and to permit the entrance of a eon into a 
university is now considered a dangerous 
experiment. Thus the whole system of 
university education in Russia has reoeiued 
a check from which it will not readily re­
cover, and as a striking example it is an­
nounced that only thirty-six youths have 
entered for the next term at Odessa, 
where formerly the number always ex­
ceeded two hundred,

AN EXTRAORDINARY SUICIDE.
A Traveller Eveils HU Beck Over a Mew 

Fire, ut Describee Bis experience.
The St. Petersburg Zeitung publishes the 

following account of a suicide recently com­
mitted m the town of Jhitomir, under 
exceptionally appalling oircumstanoes. A 
few days sgo, a well-dressed traveller ar­
rived at the Hotel de Prance of that city,
stating that he was Mr. Joseph O----- , a
colonial agent, and that he wished to stay 
a short time in Jhitomir upon business. 
A room on the second floor of the hotel was 
assigned to him, and ho spent two or three 
days in walking about the street», although 
the weather wee unusually wet and stormy. 
On the fourth evening he retired to Ms 
room early and looked Mmeelf in. Next 
morning he was called at his usual hour, 
but returned no answer to the summons. 
After a good deal of futile knocking 
and shonting, the hotel proprietor be­
came alarmed at Mis tenant’s pro­
tracted silence, and caused the door of 
the room to be broken open. A terrible 
spectacle presented itself to the assembled
household. Mr. O----- ’s body was lying
on the bare bedstead, from which the mat­
tress and bed-clothe» had been removed ; 
one of the sheets partly covered the legs of 
the corpse, wMch wss otherwise in a state 
of nudity, its left hand pressed tightly upon 
the region of the heart, and its right hand 
convulsively clutching the hair. The eyes 
were wide open, fixed in a glassy death- 
stare, and the features distorted with 
sgony. An oppressive odour, as of scorched 
fat, pervaded the room. No wound was 
perceptible upon the body, but the chest 
was transversely barred in several places 
by dull red stripes. As soon as the Police, 
accompanied by the local medical effic&r, 
had made its appearance on the scene of 
tbit horrible tragedy, the corpse was 
turned over upon its face, when the 

cause of death became for the first 
time apparent to the terror-stricken 
spectators.

A deep and broad bum was exhibited 
in the middle of the back, and the 
spine was found to be completely car­
bonized. Upon the floor underneath 
the bedstead were discovered the wicks, 
embedded in a little blotch of cold 
stearine, of three eandlea, wMoh had 
been taken ont of the candle-sticks 
and fixed upon the planking upon a 
layer of melted grease. Over the flame 
of these candles Mr. 0-----had lain up­
on the skeleton frame-work of his bed­
stead, and suffered bis spice to be 
slowly consumed until he died. A 
manuscript, placed upon the table close 
to the bed, contained not only a 
résumé of the reasons which prompted 
this unfortunate man to undergo 
self-inflicted martyrdom, but minute 
details of the torturing process by 
which he had chosen to destroy his 
life. It was written in four languages 
—German, Russian, Polish and Czechish 
—and commenced in a firm, bold hand- 
writing, the last few pages, however, 
being scarcely legible, having evidently 
been penned in dire agony. The first 
paragraph, in German, ran as follows : 
“ I thought it would cease, but it 
ceaees not 1 So be it, then. Hereby 
I propose to solve an important question 
—namely, are suioides in their right 
senses, or are they the victims of 
mental aberration ? Thus the ques­
tion is commonly put ; but I fancy that 
it does not touch the real point at issue. 
A man makes up his mind to putan end 
to hie life when he finds that he takee 
no interest in it ; when he cannot dis- 
oover in the whole wide world the least 
tMng which awake ns sympathy in his 
breast The question, therefore, b, 
not whether the suicide be mad or 
•ane, but whether or not he have any­
thing to hope for from life. I hope for 
nothing in life ; but my intellect is 
perfectly clear. (In Russian.) There 
is ‘still another question to eolve. (In 
German.) Are suioidea cowards ? 
That lover who allowed himself to be 
dragged to death by a horse before 
the eyes of hb betrothed, affords 
no proof to tl • contrary. Per­

haps he would have cast himself
loose from the cords that bound
him had it been in his power to do 
so. That other fellow, who burned him­
self to death in Odessa, was probably no 
coward, for he might have thrown away 
the petroleum lamp and thus saved 
hb life. Yet hie clothes were already on 
fire, and the straw he was lying upon was 
smouldering ; and he may have wished to 
escape death, had it been feasible. Now, 
a burning candle, to the flame of which 
the backbone and spinal marrow are ex­
posed, must certainly make an end of life ; 
that kind of death must be attended with 
atrocious sufferings ; and the peraon in­
flicting such agony upon himself, having 
no power to contend with but his own 
proper will and pleasure, can at any mo­
ment intermpt the process by the slightest 
movement of hb body. I will submit my- 
self to this torture. (In Russian.) Should 
I not succeed in enduring the pain, 
the question will be settled, at least 
for the present, in the sense tha 
suicidee are cowards. But if my 
corpse be found, exMbiting proof that I 
have obtained death by two agencies —by 
burning candles, as ministering factors, 
and by my dominant will, which has not 
blenched before exomebting torments - 
that will be proof positive that men may 
die of their own free choice. Let me be­
gin 1” Here the writing became irregular, 
and progressively more and more illegible. 
“ I arise from my fiery couch amid Mdeous 
sufferings, but still not so terrible ss I had 
anticipated and feared. I arise, bnt not to 
save myaelf. No ! life b as obnoxious to 
me as ever. But I must send you (in 
Czechish), my mother, my father, a last 
farewell ; my last remembrance, my last 
sentiment are dedicated to yon ! I think 
also of those who are the unwitting 
cause of tMs my dreadful death. 
Unwitting—for they knew not that 
their love was indispensable to my life. 
I die without their affection, like a fish 
without water, like a creature of God 
without air. My breath fails me. Fare- 
well ! You wifi follow me soon. Con- 
«deration of your feelings—you, who alone 
love me—has prevented me for a long 
wMle from thus putting an end to myself.
I cannot do otherwise. It is so easy to 
follow the dead But it would be better 
were you to forget me ! I am djing—the 
experiment will succeed—the worst pains 
are past. I do not suffer so much now. 
Pain has at length become my friend. (In 
German.) I repeat it—I am in full pos­
session of my faculties—my heart beats as 
steadily ai usual, but my pulse seems to 
me a little deranged. Poor Werther ! the 
siar-gemmed skies still interested him ! I 
also have gazed at it—it is a desert there 
above, like here beneath, like everywhere ; 
aye, as in my heart and everywhere 
else 1 (In Polish. ) I return to my strange, 
silently burning bed. I must pat some­
thing under the candles to raise them up a 
little. Only one tMng annoys me, that 
one cannot die nobly and pjeasantly ; the 
evil smell of my own consuming body of­
fend» my nostrils. (In CzecMsh.) Mother! 
father ! forgive me ! (In German.) Per­
haps I should also set down that I forgive 
the being who has caused my death. But 
that would be a lie. I curie her ; and if 
spirits have the power to return in ghostly 
terrors, oh ! I will do so, and leave her no 
single moment's peace. It would have 
been so easy for her to make me happy, 
or at least contented. If I could remain 
alive my life should be vowed exclusively 
to vengeance on her. But I am going to 
my net. Be she accursed with my last 
breath !” Such were the last words 
scrawled on thb extraordinary document 
by an obviously dying hand.

The “Can-Can” Dance Resuscitated 

and Embellished.

i FE1ALK DISPLAYS HER SKILL.

Delighted Beolbiack and Street Arab
Spectators—Are the Feilee Antherltlea
Cognizant ef the State #1 Affair. T~ Will
They Mere In the Matter ?
A troth was written when the following 

words were penned, “ All work and no 
play make Jack a dull boy.” What is ap­
plicable to the juvenile in tMc case, is 
equally applicable to the grown man. Unre­
lieved by healthful amusements, the tedium 
and worry of every day business life would 
not alone prove injurions to the mind but 
fatal to the body. In the matter of provid­
ing legitimate amusement to its citizens, 
Toronto is not beMnd any city on the con- 
tinent. It boasts of two theatres that, for 
beauty of design and finish, are acknow­
ledged by visitors to bear comparison 
with almost any in America. On their 
boards during the season can be seen the 
leading artists of the world, both in opera, 
tragedy, the drama, and comedy. Those 
seeking relaxation from labour in 
books find it in otlr libraries— 
unfortunately too few and expensive— 
and reading-rooms. The musically-in­
clined are provided with concerte, in 
which, as a rule, local talent of no mean 
order take part. Physical amnsement 
finds its exponents on onr beautiful bay, 
the lacrosse and cricket fields, and in the 
gymnasiums and rinks. Places innumer­
able, and ways without number oould be 
enumerated wherein the seeker after plea­
sure can gratify his wish, but the present 
will suffice. To cater to the advocates 
and admirers of lighter theatrical amuse­
ments, variety halls hold their place in 
almost every city. When well conducted, 
and innocent amusement is dispensed, they 
cannot be said to be objectionable.

TORONTO HAS ITS VARIETY THEATRE,
bnt, under the present management, it is 
unquestionably one too many. The 
Lyceum Theatre—its aristocratic name— 
is situated on the north side of 
King street, midway between Bay 
and York streets. Over the entrance 
leading te the place is nightly stationed 
what is supposed to be a band of musi­
cians, who. so to speak, “make Rome 
howl ” with the unearthly music blown 
from their trumpets. The visitor makes 
MS way along an arched alleyway to the 
place of amusement (?) where an admis­
sion ticket is purchased from a masculine- 
looking female stationed at a wicket. The 
building, a very small one, ie well filled 
with spectators, foul air and tobacco 
smoke. In rear of the “pit” rises a gal- 
lery, its principal occupants being

BOOTBLACKS AND STREET ARABS.
Following the example set by their eld­

ers seated in front, the lads sit with heads 
uncovered, blowing clouds of smoke from 
cigar “ stubbs ” "or clay pipes, and ever 
and anon vigorously expectorating tobacco 
juioe. The music of the orches­
tra, consisting of a piano, violin, 
and comet, is drowned amid the noise of 
the boisterous youths, who clamour for the 
“rag" to be hoisted. In dne time the 
“rag” is rung up, and the “ beautiful 
female minstrels ” are presented to view. 
The scene that follows is almost indescrib­
able. Jokes—save the mark—of the vilest 
and most pernicious character are bandied 
between the end and middle men. These 
are received with load shouts by the 
“ gods," who "attempt to improve on them, 
“just,” as they say, “to "help the thing 
along.” Tips encourages the performers, 
and they redouble their effort! to make 
their filthy sayings, if possible, plainer. A 
female (one of the “ beautiful ”) attempts 
to sing, bnt she ie recognized by some of 
the lads, who cry out “Bella McDonald, 
go home. Your mother wants you." At 
the conclusion of the minstrel part of the 
programme, the specialty performers are 
introduced. Bad singing and worse danc­
ing appear te be the leading features of 
this portion of the entertainment. When 
the

SPARRING EXHIBITION 
between a man and wuiuau ie introduced, 
it is thought by the uuunti-ted that the 
performance has got as low down in the 
scale of morality as it is possible to descend. 
TMs is a mistake : the cm- ice morceau re­
mains to be witnessed WMle the “ only 
male and female exp -nents of artistic box­
ing in the world ” knock each other around 
the dirty-lookiug stage, the excitement 
mns high, especially among the ‘ ‘ unwash­
ed” in the gallery. The woman appears to 
be the favourite, and ehe ie encouraged by 
such remarks as “You’re a brick," “Now, 
give it Mm with your left," “That’s a 
daisy, old woman,” etc., etc. Three 
rounds are fought, lasting probably twelve 
or fifteen min r-tes, in all cf which the female 
comes off first best. On retiring they 
are greeted with loud applause, and a de­
mand is made for a further sample of their 
skill. The man, on behalf of the woman, 
pleads the heat of the room as an excuse 
for not prolonging the contest. The woman, 
however, speaks for herself, and Bays that 
“ if her opponent wishes it, she wUl give 
him another round.” Her opponent has 
no wish in that direction, and the woman 
is looked upon as a heroine, and leaves the 
stage amid cries of “ She's gritty, yon bet.” 
The performance is brought to a close 
with as

SCANDALOUS AN AFTER-PIECE 
as was ever produced in the lowest “ free 
and easy" of London or New York. “ Paris 
by Moonlight," in which “ living statuary” 
is introduced, is an appropriate finale to 
the night’s performance, and to which the 
earlier part of the entertainment appears 
tame and innocent. The “ can-can” dance, 
with all the improvements and flourishes, 
is gone through. So utterly low and de­
basing was it, that frequent cries of 
‘ * shame” were heard from different parte 
of the house during the progress of the 
dance. Amid the hooting, yells and cheers 
of the spectators, the curtain descends—it 
could be hoped for ever—on one of the 
vilest performances ever witnessed in tMs 
city.

LETHARGY OP THE POUCE AUTHORITIES.
The only thing requisite to class the en­

tertainment under the head of “ free and 
easya” was the presence of the bar-room 
and the lightly-dressed waiter-girls. The 
low sayings of the performers and their 
lower actions must and will Drove injuri­
ous to the large number of small boys who 
nightly visit the place. It la not so many 
years since the police authorities broke up 
similar places of amusement in tMs city, 
none of which equalled the present in its 
vileness and debasing tendency. It surely 
cannot be said that they are ignorant of 
the class of performance given within its 
walla. The fact is known to every detec­
tive and almost every policeman on the 
force, and they, no doubt, have reported 
the matter time and again to the primer 
authorities. Individual pohoemen or de­
tectives are not to blame for the existing 
state of affairs—their hands are fettered 
by red tape formalities, which have to be 
untied by three over and above them. Had 
any of the members of the Board of Police 
Commissioners visited the variety hall in 
question on Saturday night and witneeeed 
the performance, they, no doubt, would
have been awakened from the Lethargy_
the Rip Yen Winkle sleep—wMoh appears 
to have fastened itself upon them. The 
matter complained of requires their prompt 
attention, end if proof ie wanting, let them 
solicit facta from the members of the do- 
tecave end police force,

EDUCATIONAL NOTES.

CANADIAN.
The Lietowell High School is nearlv 

pleted and will be a very fine edifice. 3"
The new High School at Stratford will 

be formally opened, with appropriate cere 
monies, on the let November.

Dr. Herbert Bayne has removed from 
Halifax to Kingston, Ont., to enter Unon 
hie duties as Professor of Chemist™ 
the Royal Military College.

Between 30 and 40 students have re 
ported themselves at the Manitoba Colleoe" 
and it is believed many more will put in an 
appearance when the harvest ends.

The Berlin High School trustees now 
charge $6 half-yearly of all students in at- 
tendance at the school, and in consequence 
the number of pupils has fallen off greatly

The rate struck this year for the suunorf 
of the Separate Schools of Belleville is seven 
mills in the dollars, while for the Public 
Schools it is only five mills in the dollar on 
assessed valuation.

The semi-annual meeting of the Lennox 
and Addington Teachers’ Association takes 
place at Napanee 17th and 18th October 
inet. It is announced that a “ Distin- 
guiahed Educationalist ’’ will be present.

The certificate of Mr. Edward Corbeil 
as a Public School teacher of Ontario, was 
suspended by Mr. T. 0. Steele. Public 
School Inspector, on the occasion of his 
recent visit to St. Eugene, Out

Mr. Geo. W. Ross, M. P., Inspector ot 
County Model Schools, paid an official 
visit to the Berlin Model Scnool on the 1st 
inst., and found everything in a satisfactory 
condition.

The teaching of Latin has been discon, 
tinned in the public schools of Halifax, 
N.S., as it was, singularly enough, held to 
be injurious to the imparting of a sound 
English Education.

Mr. J. H. McFaul, headmaster of the 
Lindsay Model and Public Schools, is the 
secretary of the International Educational 
Association, which held its recent annual 
meeting at the Thousand Island Park.

The vacancy in the Seaforth High School 
caused by the retirement of Mr. Field, has 
been filled by the appointment of Mr. j. C 
Morgan, B.A., late of the Woodstock 
literary Institute. The attendance at the 
opening was large.

The first meeting-of the Teacher’s Asso- 
dation of Haliburton was held at Minden 
on 26th and 27th September last, and was 
certainly a great success. Dr. Chas. D 
Carry was elected President : Wm. Leith 
Vice-President, and E. S. Unger, Secre’ 
tary-Treaaurer.

The semi-annual meeting of the Fron- 
tenac Teachers’ Association will be held at 
Kingston on 6th and 7th November. Prof. 
Depuis and Inspector Buchan are expected 
to be present The meeting of the Kings­
ton Association will be held on 30th and 
31st October.

Dr. Hodgins, Deputy Minister of Eduoa. 
tion, and Inspector Barrows have com­
pleted the investigation into certain irregu­
larities in connection with the July exam­
ination in Belleville and have convicted 
tliree or four teachers of copying or other 
improper practices.

The deaths of Prof. Howe, of Kings 
College, Windsor, and L. R. Bartley, 
Professor of Civil Engineering in Albert 
University, Belleville, are announced. 
Mr. Howe was Professor of Chemistry and 
Natural History in King's College for 
many years.

The report of the Committee on School 
Management of the Ottawa Separate School 
Board, in reference to the assuming of the 
management by the Board of the Simmer- 
rial Academy, was ruled out of order at 
the last meeting. The report recommended 
that the Board take over the academy and 
pay the teachers employed.

The solicitors of the Ottawa Public 
School Board has, in the face of the recent 
statute, advised the Board that all panics 
paying taxe» on city property have a right 
to send their children to the Public Schools 
even though non-residents. The opinion 
was referred to the Minister of Education 
with a request that he would say whether 
it was in accord with the views of the Edn- , 
national Department.

The students of the Elora High School 
have recently revived the literary society 
wMch waa a pleasing feature in connection 
with that institution in times past. They 
intend to put into practical use the lessons 
taught in the class-rooms, and readings and 
recitations in French and German will be 
made a feature of their meetings on every 
Friday afternoon. The officers are 
President, Mr. Field ; Secretary, Miss 
Kirkman ; Treasurer, Miss Foote.

Mr. John Lovell’s Intermediate Geo­
graphy, wMch has been authorized by the 
Minister of Education, is a moet excellent 
work, apart from the fact that Mr. Lowell 
haa in the past done great service in this 
very direction ; the work itself cannot fail 
on account of ita intrinsic merits to become 
very popular. The paper, the type, and 
the printing cannot be surpassed, while the 
maps, large and small, are of the most ac- 
curate and pleasing description.

The discontent felt by the Lindsay people 
over the failure of their High School at the 
recent examinations has culminated in the 
dismissal of Mr. Dobson, the head master. 
Mr. Dobson stated to the Board that al­
though he personally made great exertions, 
the school, with its 73 pupils, was rendered 
inefficient by its want of teachers, he 
only having one assistant. As the schools, 
quoted by the Board—the Port Perry, 
Whitby and Port Hope—have all four 
teachers, with much the same attendance, 
there would seem to be some force in Mr. 
Dobson’s argument ; but it did But prevail.

The Minister of Education haa revised 
the regulations regarding candidates pass­
ing the intermediate examinations. In fu­
ture, if a candidate obtain only 30 per 
cent, of the marks-on each subject and 40 
per cent, on the group, he or she will be 
entitled to a non-professionai third-class 
teachers’ certificate ; if 50 per cent, of the 
whole number be obtained, a second B 
will be granted ; while 30 per cent, on 
each subject, 40 per cent, on each group 
aod 60 per cent, of the whole will entitle 
the candidate to a second-class grade A 
certificate. The standard is not to be 
raised.

FOREIGN.
The schools at Jackson, Mich., are to be 

furnished with electric signals.
The cost of elementary education in 

Prussia amounts to $3,100,000 annually.
Matthew Vaesar and John Guy Vassal 

have decided to erect for Vassar College a 
new laboratory at a coat of $10,000.

The Boston Board of Education are talk­
ing ef introducing elocution as a regular 
study in the public schools of that city.

Alvan Clark 4 Sons, of Cambridge, 
Mass., have received the order from the 
Russian Government for the object glass of 
the new telescope of the Pulkowa Observa- 
tory. The object glass is to be 40 inches in 
diameter, which ie considerably larger than 
any now in existence, and the Washington 
and McCormick glasses, of 26 inches, in 
this country, now stand at the head ; the 
Vienna telescope, at present building by 
Grubb of Dublin, is to be 28 inches. For 
the glass, without tubes or appliances of 
any kind, the Clarks are to receive $32,- 
000 ; and a time of three and a half years 
ie to be allowed for the manufacture.

The new Bulgarian educational project, 
which ie to be discussed by the legislators 
in November, provides that elementary in- 
straction shall be obligatory and gratuitous 
for every child, the echool course to ex­
tend over six years in the country and eight 
in the towns. Every country commune is 
to provide at least one echool for the three 
classes, and to pay at least one teacher »t 
its own oosti The Government is to bnild 
middle-class schools in all the larger towns 
—a gymnasium, a pro-gymnasium, what 
tile Germans call real-schule, and a com­
mercial echool. It will sleo establish a 
university, two lyceums, four training 
schools for teachers, and four theological 
seminaries. The towns will be invited to 
establish teohnologioal schools. It is be 
tiered the scheme will be adopted.

WIND-GALLS.
Dear Sib, —I have a horse lame with 

wind-galla. Could you, through the 
columns of your valuable newspaper, in­
form me of the best mode of treatment !

Prof. Law, in the Veterinary Adviser, 

■peaks about wind-galls as follows :— 
“ This is the result of sprains or severe 
exertions, and is always associated with 
round elastic synovial swellings on each 
side of the tendons, familiarly known as 
puff» or mnd-gali». Similar swellings 
arise, independent of sprains, as the result 
of over-exertion or dropsy of the part. The 
swellings may become solid by coagulation 
of the lymph and may be absorbed or or­
ganised, or the inflammation may attack 
the bone, leading to ulcerations or stony 
deposits. Similar stony deposit», with or 
without ulceration, may take place on these 
small bones in connection with injuries of 
the suspensory ligament.

“ Treatment—Simple wind-gall», drop, 
sical or from over-exertion, may bo made 
to disappear by persistent pressure with a 
bandage and pads applied at first two 
hours twice a day, and two hours more 
twice » day thereafter, until they can be 
kept on all the time. It may, however, 
require five or six weeks, and should be 
stopped if it causes inflammation in the 
sac. Another plan is to draw off the liquid 
through the nossle of a hypodermic syringe 
and apply » firm wet bandage. In some 
quiet animal» a weak solution of iodine 
may be injected, but this is too often in­
jurious, or at least fruitless, from the irri­
tability of the horse. Recent puffs will 
sometimes disappear under strong astrin­
gent lotions (oak bark and alum) of under 
an active blister, or after firing, the con­
traction of the skin during healing appear­
ing to be a principal cause of their absorp­
tion.

“ Where there is sprain with much heat, 
tenderness and tension, treat by rest, pur­
gative; a high-heeled shoe, and fomenta­
tions or cooling astringent lotions, to be 
followed by blutera when the tenderness 
subsides.

“ Disease of the bones (Setamoiditit) 
must be treated with severe blisters and 

en firing, with long continued rest, but 
if ulcers already exist on the gliding sur- 
face ef the bones, a complete recovery need 
scarcely be looked for.”

LARGE FARMING A PRECARIOUS 
BUSINESS.

The following figures are given by a San 
Francisco correspondent of a Philadelphia 
paper, as evidence that farming on a gigan­
tic scale is profitable neither to the coun­
try nor te the fanner. He says :—“ The 
largest wheat producer in California, or in 
the world, is Dr. J. Glenn. He was for­
merly from Monroe county, Missouri. He 
is a man of great enterprise and energy. 
His ranch lies in Colusa county, and com­
prises 60,000 acres, nearly all arable land. 
He has this year 45,000 acres in wheat, 
which, at a low calculation, will produce 
900,000 bushels. His wheat will sell for 85 
cents per bushel, or $765,000. Dr. Glenn has 
been fanning ten years, and one would sup 
pose he ought to have a handsome sum to 
his credit in bank ; but what with a failure 
of crops—which occurs two years in every 
five - and the enormous interest he pays on 
his loans, he is said to owe a round million 
of dollars. Last year hi» credit was bad, 
as he had no crop. Now, with his splendid 
crop in prospect, he will probable get out. 
The Dalrimplee of St. Paul, who, ten years 
ago, were the largest farmers of wheat in 
Minnesota, raising as much as 40,000 
bushels in a single year, went to the wall. 
Another large wheat raiser is D. M. Reavis, 
whoee land Lies on the border» of Colma and 
Butte counties. He is also from Monroe 
county, Missouri, and has an unpretending 
little estate of 15,000 acre», 13,000 of 
which are in wheat, which, he thinks, will 
average this year 30 buanels. or 390,000 

shels. He also is hafd pressed, and I 
am told is paying 9 per cent, on a oouple 
of hundred thousand dollars of borrowed 
money. If farmers raising half a million to 
a million bushels of wheat cannot get out 
of debt, it might be well to enquire what 
is the nee of having so much land ? The 
truth ia that -from the frequent failure of 
crops in California and the waste that at­
tends on large operations of that kind, 
farming on a gigantic sole in this portion 
of the Pacific coast must be considered a 
failure. North of this, in Oregon and 
Washington territory, there is no failure of 
the harvest ; farming operations are car­
ried on on a smaller scale, and consequently 
the farmers, while not rolling in wealth, are 
all well to-do. ”

THE USES OF THE POTATO.
In France the farina is largely need for 

culinary purposes. The famed gravies, 
sauces, and soups of France are largely in­
debted for their excellence to that source, 
and in its bread and pastry equally so ; 
while a great deal of the so-called cognac, 
imported into England from France, is the 
produce et the potato. Throughout Ger­
many the same usee are common. In 
Poland the manufacture of spirits from the 
potato ia a moat extensive trade. “Stet­
tin brandy,” well known in commerce, ia 
largely imported into England, and ia sent 
from thence to many of her foreign posses­
sions as the produce of the grape, and is 
placed on many a table in England as the 
same ; while the fair ladies of onr country 
perfume themselves with the spirit of po­
tato under the designation of eau de Co­
logne. But there are other usee that this 
esculent is turned to abroad. After ex­
tracting the farina, the pulp is manufac­
tured into ornamental articles, such as 
picture frames, snuff boxai, and several 
descriptions of toys, and toe water that 
runs from it in the process of manufacture 
ia a moat valuable scourer. For perfectly 
cleansing woollens, and such like articles, 
it ia the housewife’» panacea ; and if the 
washer-woman happens to have chilblain», 
she becomes cured fey the operation.

It has seemed to us that tile word 
“ catch,” as applied to clever seed germina­
tion, is unfortunate, because misleading, 
since it justifies the impression that a good

deal rests upon chance. It may be observed 
that if the seed ia good, and properly 
sown, there is no ohanoe about the 
“ catch” if the soil is in a proper condition 
to insure it. If the soil ia too dry, it may 
germinate, but the young plants may dry 
up and die for want of moisture. If the 
soil ia too poor, they may germinate all the 
earns but starve to death. It may be 
safely acted upon that if the soil is mellow 
and rich, olover sown either in fall or 
spring will prove a ‘ * good catch, ” the same 
aa any other seeds, and that when it fails, 
the cause, except it may be excessively dry 
weather, ia within toe control of the 
farmer.—Rural New Yorker.

A German gardener reports remarkably 
successful experience in destroying green­
fly and other insects with a decoction made 
by boiling tomato stems and foliage in 
water. In one instance a house of camé­
lias which by neglect, had become almost 
hopelessly infested with black lice waa 
thoroughly cleansed by two syringing», and 
in all cases the application leaves behind 
“a peculiar odour which prevent» insects 
coming near for a long time.”

THE FAIR SEASON.

County and Township Exhibitions.
NORTH YORK.

Newmarket, Oct. 8.—The experiment 
of lighting and opening up the building to 
visitera last night proved a groat auooeea, 
about three hundred persons being in at­
tendance. The village band was stationed 
at one end of the hall, and greatly en­
livened the proceedings. The second and 
last day is always looked upon as the beat 
day of the fair, aa the hones are then ex­
hibited. This morning the streets were 
crowded with visitors from the surrounding 
country, who came in in all manner of 
vehicles to revel in the attractions of the 
exhibition. The morning was olondy and 
sultry, but a alight shower of rain which 
fell during the afternoon served to oool 
the heated atmosphere. At three o’clock 
there were about 3,500 people on the 
grounds.

AGRICULTURAL IMPLEMENTS.
About fifty different machines for farm, 

ing purposes were exhibited on the green 
in front of the main building. The ma­
chines have been so often described in re­
ports of fairs this season that nothing more 
remains to be said about them. The male 
visitera seemed to take great pleasure in 
inspecting and working them, and agents 
took many orders.

R. A A. Wells, of Aurora, exhibited 
a roadster, over 154 hands high, and was 
awarded the first prize over a great number 
of competitors. In the competition for 
roadster» under 154 hands, Mr. Hogan, of 
Spring Hill, won first prize.

The principal exhibitors in Durham cat­
tle were Messrs Davis Stoddard, of West 
Gwillimbnry ; Seth Heaoock, of King, and 
Henry Playter, of Whitchurch. A very 
fine heifer calf owned by Capt. Tyrwhitt, 
of West Gwillimbnry, and bred by Mr.

THE FINE ARTS AND AGRICULTU­
RAL SHOWS.

To the Editor of The Mail
Sir,—At thil season of shows and fairs 

throughout the country it may not be 
deemed inopportune to make a few remarks 
upon the position the “Fine Arts” hold 
among the exhibits therein.

It appears to me that this branch of in­
dustry is treated by the directors of these 
institutions in a way which, apparently, if 
not unmiatakeably, expreeaes their want of 
a real consideration for it—nay, in a man­
ner which, I think, is not only not en­
couraging, but, positively more repressive 
to its progress than if they ignored it al­
together. For, though it continues to be 
recognized by these gentlemen as a depart­
ment, professedly worthy of their interest 
and that of the country, how is it that it is, 
really, so contemptuously regarded, and its 
value so sordidly estimated ’ I would 
respectfully ask :—How is it that 
what is justly acknowledged as one of the 
highest achievements of human genius, 
that of a well-conceived and masterly-exe­
cuted historical picture, or, even one of the 
claes called genre, is held in such small and 
inappreciative esteem 7 Why, the me­
chanical construction of an ornamental 
stool, or the bucolic cunning by which a 
pig is fed up to an abnormal condition of 
lard and adipose matter, have much higher 
prizes awarded them than any such effort 
of intellect or manual skill. The answer 
to this query I can anticipate, and it is 
this :—44 These articles of exhibition con­
tribute to the essential requirements of life 
and are of the claae ‘useful,’ those only 
pander to the luxury of a high 
civilization.” Very well, we shall accept 
that so far; yet, be it observed 
that the lass who sat on her 44 creepy ” and 
spun at her wheel had all the demands of a 
seat that she required. A gorgeously up­
holstered fauteuil is, therefore, as much a 
luxury in the sense of its not being neces­
sary as the luxury of a painting which may 
address itself to the mental intelligence as 
well as satisfy, soothe and please the visual 
sense. It is a hard matter, and futile, to 
attempt in most cases, to draw lines of dis­
tinction between necessaries and luxuries. 
The utile cum dulce—the useful and the 
graceful—is a good combination, and worthy 
of being on all occasions followed and imi­
tated.

It ia a doctrine proclaimed by all those 
who have discussed the subject of aesthet­
ics that the higher departments of the fine 
arts have much to do in producing good 
taste in what are called the useful arts — 
that, besides the pleasure they yield in 
themselves, they extend a humanizing in­
fluence all around. Let the directors, then, 
of our agricultural associations, central and 
county fairs, do, in the future, more justice 
to this department of industry and make 
it keep pace with, and be worthy of, 
the progress of the Dominion. Let there 
be prizes offered to the artist somewhat 
commensurate with the labeur and efforts 
of those who show superior ability in those 
essential elements of art, viz., conception, 
composition, knowledge of anatomy, cor­
rect and graceful drawing and colouring, of 
course.

PRODUCE.
The market has manifested increased activity 

* nee our last ; but business has continued to be 
cbeetred by insufficient oNcrli»»., and some partie.
alleged that Toronto prices have been higher than 
thev ought to be. Prices have continued to ad­
visee and the feeling of the market to-day was de­
cidedly excited ; prices paid show ao advance of 
five to six cents on wheat during the week, and we 
are not by any means sure that there is any more to 
be had at so small an advance. Holders are cer­
tainly asking much more as we write ; but values 
are so decidedly unsettled that it is difficult to 
quote with confidence. Stocks have continued 
to increase during the week, and stood 
on Monday morning as follows :—Flour, 
4,300 bble ; fall wheat, 110,660 bushels 
ipring wheat, 93,346 bushels ; oats, 900 bushels ; 
barley, 181,683 bushels ; peas, 8,065 bushels 
rye, 9,597 ; corn, nil bushels, against corresponding 
date, last year Flour, 2,600 bbls ; fail wheat, 
57,832 bushels ; spring wheat, 67,901 bushels ; 
eats, 15,240 bushels ; barley, 181,758 bushels ; peas 
3,393 bushels ; rye, nil ; corn, 300 bushels. Out­
side markets hare continued to advance ; and 
English quotations show an advance 
2d on all sorte of wheat, but Id de­
cline on corn during the week ; and mar­
kets to-day seemed to he still tending upwards. 
Markets during last week seam to have been com­
paratively quiet, with high prices checking the de­
mand in the country, offerings of home-grown 
wheat.amall and of the very poorest quality ; but 
floating cargoes firm with a good business. The 
total supply of wheat and flour from all sources in 
the week ending on the 4th inst. seem to have 
been from 20,000 to 30,000 quarters in excess of the 
average consumption. The great mass of this sup­
ply, however, consists of imports ; home deliveries 
in the first six weeks of the season seem to have 
been only 362,000 quarters against 1,376,000 quar­
ters in the first six weeks last year. There can be 
no doubt, however, that home deliveries must in­
crease very soon, and when they do a reaction on 
the late advance seems by no means improbable, par­
ticularly as the supplies in traçait are large and 
increasing. The quantity of wheat and flour in 
transit for the United Kingdom on the 9th inat., 
usd risen to 1,950,000 quarters, against 1,. 
826,000 on the 26th ult., and 1,572,000 
quarters at the corresponding date last year. The 
.pproximate quantity of grain on passage for the 
United Kingdom for orders, expected to arrive 
luring the four weeks from Sept. 25 to Oct 23, 
ss Wheat, 334,000 quarters, comprising 18,000 
quarters from the Danube and Black Sea ; 126,000 
(uarters from Atlantia porta ; 100,000 quartan from 
Talifornia, and 90,000 quarters from Chill and Am­
iral!», along with 161,000 quartern of com, all from 
American Atlantic ports. Farther cable advices 
state that in the week ending on the 6th . inat, 
harvesting had been carried on in a very 
ieeultiry manner, in consequence of continued 
r»ins ; much of the grain in various parts of the 
iingdom remained nnstacked, the greater part of 
-he wheat and barley recently cut being in such a 
lamp state that sprouting or heating in the stack- 
would inevitably ensue. In the South 'of England 
many fields were cleared, but the résulta upon 
-.raehing were moat disappointing as to the con 
iition, quality and yield. Judging from the few 
-amples shown, the wheat was thought to be light, 
lamp and sprouted ; the barley was in many in­
stances discoloured and unfit for malting. Trade 
was firm but with diminished excitement. Con­
tinental advice# to the 29th nit. are rather meagre. 
France ss well «’England complained of nneeaeonabie 
raina, desultory harvesting, bad results on thresh, 
ing and new grain selling at lower prices than last 
year.
