A column from Delhi, under Col. Seaton, at-
tacked a body of insurgents at Genigre Genouree
at Neescnddy River, and defeated them, killing
150, and taking 3 guns out of 4. Three officers
were killad and one wounded on our side.

Brigadier Whitelock’s column had arrived at
Recunderabad on Décember 14th, en rouie for
