PILED GOLD ON THE ALTAR.

Miss Louise Shepard, who strip-
ped off her Diamonds at
Round Lake,

Set the Epidemic Going in the
Gospel Tabernacle,

At a meeting the other night, in the
Eighth Avenue Gospel Tabernacle of the
Christian and missionary Alliance, at New
York, something unusual happened. It
was at the heighth of the meeting, when
Miss Louise Shepard, an evangelist, pro-
posed that there should be an offering of
gold and silver for the work of the Alli-
ance. In a whirl of religious fervor, men
women marched up the aisles to the altar
and left gold and silver watches, diamond
pins and rings, and jewellry of all forms,
to besold in the interest of missionary
work. The programme of the meeting
was stopped, and was not resumed until
the altar of the tabernacle was

PILED HIGH WITH THE OFFERINGS.

On Sunday morning, at one of the three
great meetings at the American Theatre,
more jewellry was given. One man’s
generogity reached such a pitch, that he
gave away a deed for a farm ; others gave
sums of money ranging from $6,000 to one
dollar. More than $20,000 was sub-
scribed during the day.

The convention of the Alliance began
on October 8th. Delegates were present
from all parts of the United States and
Canada. Among the leading pfeachers
of this organifation, which includes all
creeds, were the Rev. A. B. Simpson, of
the Gospel tabernacle, Rev. Dr. Arthur T.
Pierson, Rev. Walter Russell of Canada,
Rev. Dr. Nathaniel West, of Syracuse, and
Rev. Dr. A. J. Gordon. Theére were miss-
ionaries who had seen setvice in all parts
of the globe. The programmes were in-
teresting, and the meetings were attended
by very large audiences. Each night dur-
ing the convention, the Gospel Taber-
nacle was packed with people. The en-
thusiasm reached a culminating pitch on
Friday night, when Miss Louise Shepaid
broke up the meeting with her
PROPOSITION FOR OFFERINGS.

Miss Shepard is a wealthy New York
woman. A few years ago she was con-
verted at a convention of the Missionary
and Christian Alliance at Round Lake.
At that time she took diamond rings from
her fingers and earings from her ears,
and laid them on the altar as an offering
to the cause. Since that time she has
been a most earnest and devoted worker
for the Alliance.

The programme on Friday evening was
to inclide a series of short addresses on
missionary topics. When it came Miss
Shepard’s turn to speak, she arose and
showed a small watch, with cases, which
she said, were made of iron. She ex-
plained that not long ago, she saw iron
watches advertised in a Broadway win-
dow. She determined to sell her gold
watch and give the proceeds to the Alli-
ance, and use a cheap iron watch instead.
Then she told a little story about the
Order of the Iron Cross. This society was
formed by women dufing the Prussian
war, when the Emperor called upon all
of his subjects for assistance. The Prus-
sian women

for the benefit of the government and
wore iron crosses.

“ Now,” said Miss. Shepard, with an ap-
pealing gesture, “if these women were
willing to give up their jewelry beeause
of their loyalty to their native land, sure-
ly we ought to do as much for the love
of Jess. Fof gold we wiil give iron to
you.”

The Rev. Stephen Merritt, the under-
taker and preacher, sat on the first row.
When Miss Shepard stopped and looked
about for a response to her appeal, Mr.
Merritt arose and after turning towards
the audience pulled a fine gold watch
from his vest pocket and laid it oh the
altar. Miss Bhepard rewarded Mr. Mer-
ritt with ah encoutaging shiile,

“Who it the next?” she asked.

A man took a diamohd piti from his
geraf ahd laid it by Mr. Merritt’s watch.
Women began to arise in the audience
and began to pull rings from their fingers
and jewelled pins from their dresses.
Mr. Simpson tried to resume the pro-
gramme of the meeting, but gave up
when he Baw the excitement growing
and the disles flling with people march-
ing toward the altar and leaving watches,
rings, /pins, and money. Some of them
made brief speeches. One women pulled
a little band of gold from her finger and
eaid that it was

HER WEDDING RING,

Her volce broke when she said that it
was very ptecious to hef, bt she was
very glad to give it to the cause of Christ.
Watches of all kinds were carried for-
ward by the owners,and either handed to
Mr. Simpson or laid pon the altar,and
whenevet ah attempt was made to resurne
the services there were half a dozen peo-
ple pushing their way along the seats to
the aisles, and carrying their offérings of
Jewelry aloft, so thut all conld see. Each
givery ufter a brief speech, was awarded
with cries of “ Amen!”
“Bless the Lord!”
name!”

“The spirit of the Lord is with you!”
Men and women Were shouting and weep-
ing.

There was an incident that bore the ap-
pearance of a practical joke and served to
cool tho fervor fora time. When Mr.
Simpson arose to putan end to the strange
scene, a big broad shouldered, middle
aged man arose in the audience and
showed an old fashioned gold watch
hanging to a heavy gold chain. His voice

“Praise his holy

&8 he explained the history of the watch.
It had been given to him by his mother
who was dead and be had guatded it as
he had guarded hislife, It had been with
him through fire and water, in all parts

| of the world where he had travelled. He

bad never missed it foraday. The man’s
voice arose as he told a story that produc-
ed a visible effect upon the audience. All
eyes were turned upon him, there wag
more weeping and more cries of religious
encouragement,

“I love that watch,” the man continued
a8 he gazed at the timepiece for a moment
in silence, “and I am going to keep it.”
He put it back in his pocket and sat down,
There were no more offerings until the
audience recovered from the shock. The
Rev. Dr. Nathaniel West took out his
watch and started for the altar.

“I’ll redeem that watch- for you, Dr.
West,” said a voice from the gallery.

“If youdoI will offer it up again,”
answered the doctor,

1894.

Mrs. Walter Russell, who assists her
husband in evangelistic work, laid her
| watch on the altar. It was sent back to
her by a friend who bought it yesterday.
Finally Dr. Simpson said that like Moses
when ‘the offerings were made for the
tabernacle, he could say “This is enough.”
The meeting was then resumed.

On Sunday morning at the meeting in
the American Theatre, Mrs. Dr. Moon, a
delegate to the convention, laid a diamond
ring worth $150 on the altar. Dr. Simp-
son followed by waving a sheet of paper
in the air, saying that it was a

TITLE DEED OF A FARM

that had been given to the Alliance. He
withheld the name of the giver. It was
also announced that one woman had given
$15 which she would have spent for but-
ter in the past year if she hadn’t gone
without butter, and that another woman
(who had died) had saved $5 by refrain-
ing from the ice cream habit.

Subscriptions to be paid within the
year were made with great enthusiasm.
When the figures reached $46,000, one
man who would not give his name, said
that he would make up the $50,000. More
than $50,000 was subscribed.

Miss Shepard will arrange to exchange
iron watches, as they are called, for the
thirty-two watches that were given on
Friday night. So far as is possible the
works of these watches will be put in iron
cases, which will be furnished by Miss
Shepard. Thoge who gave stem winding
watches will get the worst of this deal.
They will be compelled to take the iron
watches as they stand. Those who gave
the forty rings and the other jewelry will
receive iron croeses appropriately engrav-
ed.

UNITED STATES CONSTITUTION.

Features of American Government Ex-
plained.

The government of the United States is
a federation which i§ the most compli-
cated form of government kinown to
civilized communities. Its essence lies in
the fact that in every part of the country
two governments and two sovereignties
rule. There is a complete central govern-
ment with certain powers over the States
which comprise the federation, while
each separate state is supreme over its
own affairs within certain limits. The
United States then to-day is a re-
public itself composed of forty-five re-
publics. According to the constitution
the functions of the national government
fall under three departments, legislative,
judicial, executive. These departments
are co-ordinate, acting as far as possible
independent of one another. It is the
legislative department that

ENACTS THE LAWS,

the judicial which administers them, and
the executive that enforces the laws after
they hdave been made and interpreted.
The legislative department consists of a
congress in which there are two bodies,

“the senate and the house of representa-

tives. The senate represents the States
as states, each state, whether large or
small, sending two members. The house
of representatives represents the citizens
of the nation. Senators are elected for a
term of six yeats, one-third being re-
newed every two years, The vice-presid-
ent i the chairman of the senate. Its
work ie latgely done by standing com-
mittees. 1Its legislative functions ate
exercised together with the house of
representatives. It has, howevyer, also
judiclal functions, suchi a8 the tiial of im-
peachments, and executive functions such
as the approval of presidential appoint-
ments and the rectifying of treaties. The
house of representatives is renewed in
toto every two years. The present house
contains three hundred and sixty-five
members, or about one to every 175,000
inhabitants, Laws are made by joint
action of senate aiid hdigs. The signa-
ture of the President

IS ALSO REQUIRED.

If this be retused, a bill can become a law
without presidential approval by a two-
thirds vote of both houses. If the senate
and the house disagree and both insist, a
comptomise is usually effected by means
of a joint cominittes. The judicial de-
partment, as we have said, interprets and
applies the lawe which the nation has
made. It consists of one supreme court,
hine cifcuit courts and sixty-four distFict
courts. Its jurisdiction extends only to
questions arising in regard to the federal
laws, questions between states, etc. The
United States laws are the federal consti-
tution, the federal statutes and treaties,
the state constitutions, and the state
statutes, In case of conflict between
them, they fatik ih impottance in the
order named. The executive department
applies and enforces laws as enacted and
interpreted. The president is the chief
executive officer. He is elected once in
four years, by means of the electoral col-
lege. His chief duty is to see that the
laws of the nation

ARE FAITHFULLY RXERCUTED,

to act as cominahder of thé army and
navy, to represent the hition ih foreigi
aHfaits, to appoint all officers of the federal
govetnitient, and e iay from time to
time recommend certain coutses of actiod
to congress by means of 4 rieddag8. The
executive linctions of the federal govern-
ment are committed tc nine departments
and three commissions. The heads of
eight of the most important departments
form the President’s cabinet, are ap-
pointed by him, and are responsible to
him alone. Each department is divided
into bureaus, each bureau into divisions,
each division into rooms.

The nation performs only such functions
of government as relate to the collective
interests of the people. All other func-
tions are performed by the state. The
states are divided into administrative
divisions, counties, townships, cities and
towns. Hach state has its own consti-
tution, its executive, consisting of govet-
nor and officials; ity legislatite made up
of tolidle and assembly, its system of
local government and of state and local
taxation; its state debt, it body of private
1aw, its ourts without federal appeal, and
the qualification for citizenship differs
with the states,

'HER BLOOMERS DIDNT FIT,

Tailor Clarke Altered Them in
Vain and Now Sues For
Eleven Dollars.

Miss Bogert Says They Were Not Prop~
erly Constructed ‘“ Where the Chief
Wear and Tear Takes Place.”

Exhibit A in Justice John Petterson’s
court, in Brooklyn, next week will show
why Miss Sylvia Bogert quit the dress re-
formers, and why tailor Ralph A. Clarke
has made his last pair of bicycle bloomers.
It will show in detail the trouble between
two long-suffering people—trouble that
caused an eleven-dollar lawsuit,which has
Miss Bogert says she will carry to the
United States Supreme Court if necessary.
“IfI can’t have bloomers as I want
them, I won’t have any at all, and no
tailor can make me take them,” is Miss
Bogert’s ultimatum.

Miss Sylvia Bogert is 20 years old. She
is a pretty brunette, short but graceful,
with large brown eyes, which shone with
anger as she explained her trialsasa dress
reformer. She lives at the Sonora flats,203
West Fourteenth street. She belongs to a
family well-known in theatrical and mus-
ical circles. When she came out on a
wheel she found herself embarrassed by
flowing skirts. When her dress got en«
tangled with the spokes of her wheel, her
attention was turned to dress reform. One
day last summer, while whirling up Flat-
bush avenue, in Brooklyn, she saw this
sign:

LADIES' BICYCLE BLOOMERS. ;
A SPECIALTY. :

Miss Bogert stooped the wheel in front
of the sign and told Ralph A. Clarke, tail-
or, that she wanted some bloomers.

*“All right,” said Mr. Clarke, that is
our specialty, and we can fit you out.”
“But I want them different from t'.e
bloomers worn by other girls,” said .iss
Bogert, and then she proceeded to explain
that she wanted these queer garments
made of navy blue extra heavy storm
serge., She insisted that, for satisfactory
reasons, the bloomers should be lined
with chamois leather, and that, in place
of buttons and hooks, there should be
laces on each gide to hold the bloomers
to her body. She wanted long strips of
black braid on the sides and four pockets,
including one on each hip. Finally, she
was very particular in explaining that
there should be an extra heavy lining of
chamois leather in that part of the bloom-
ers where the exigencies of wheeling de-
manded extra strength.

Tailor Clarke thought that the contract
was an easy one, and he told Miss Bogert
that the bloomers could be make for $11.
“Now the next step isto get a correct
measurement,” he said :

Wete returned with another note:

Dear Mr. Clarke: I am afraid that
you will think that I am hard to please,
but the bloomers are somewhat tight
where they should be loose, and absardly
loose where no fullness is needed. I am
tired of complaining, and unless you can
make them to my satisfaction I shall not
take them. Please look up my measure-
ments once more. Sincerely,

Mr. Clarke is a patient man, and, al-
though quite as tired of hearing Miss
Bogert’s complaints as she was tired of
complaining, he made more changes and
asked Miss Bogert to measure the bloom-
ers for the purpose of unifying her meas-
urements. She replied by returning the
bloomers again, and writing a lot of
ctiticisms about pleats, gores, darts and
go forth. Then tailor Clarke got angry.
He had lost several pounds and aged so
rapidly that his friends became alarmed.
He threw the bloomers in a corner of his
store and took down the sign from the
window. There would be no specialties
in the line of bloomers at his place.

He then notified Miss Bogert that she
would have to pay for the bloomers
whether she liked them or not. Miss
Bogert wrote back that Mr. Clarke could
give them to some one else ; she would
not have them. MTr. Clarke consulted his
lawyer, John A. Anderson, and began a
suit against Miss Bogert to recover $11,
the price of the bloomers. The papers
were served yesterday.

Miss Bogert told a Sun reporter last
evening that the bloomers were all Wrong.
«1n the first place,” she said, “ they did
not fit. They were too tight where—
well, they do not fit at allL. I suppose Mr.

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CONSERVATIVE ACTIVITY.

The Conservatives are on the move in
almost every province of Canada, in prep-
aration for the approaching general elect-
ion. All summer in Quebec, there has
been a succession of political meetings,
addressed by members of the cabinet, and
many gatherings of the same kind have
been held in Ontario.

In Nova Scotia, Thompson and” Tupper
have spoke in Antigonish and recently,the
latter addressed half a dozen meetings in
Pictou, which he represents. The agi-
tation is soon to commence in New Bruns-
wick. Tuapper, Costigan, Wallace and
Ouimet are to speak at Moncton, Nov. 6th,
and they will also be heard in Nova
Scotia towns. What are the Liberals do-
ing to counteract these efforts of the Tory
ministers?- In the Maritime provinces,
simply nothing. It is true, Mr. Laurier
has been doing excellent work in the
Western provinces, but there is plenty of
room for Liberal missionary work down
here. The government majority obtained
in Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, in
the last general election, kept the ad-
ministration in power. Are the Liberals
content that the thing shall happen again ?
Where is Davies, the recognized leader of
the Maritime contingent in Parliament,
Why does he not organize a series of
meetings for Nova Scotia and New Bruns-
wick. The farmers are about through
the busy season and would like to hear
from the politicians. Davies, Blair, D.
C. Fraser, Fielding and others would fur-
nish an array of debating talent,which the
Conservatives in these provinces could
scarcely match. The Liberalsshould not be
caught napping, as they were in 1891.

MR. LAURIER’S PLAN.

Conservatives pretend to discount the
statement made on behalf of the Liberals
that if Mr. Laurier and his party came
into power they would be able to reduce
taxation, as the whole of the sum raised
now is necessary for the public service.
Laurier’s speech at Brandon, Manitoba,
the other day, shows that the Opposition
leader has a well defined plan — a feasible,
practicable plan to suit the case.

Mr. Laurier pointed out that without
impairing the revenue, great savings could
be ‘effected. How much do coal oil,
barbed wire and binder twine produce
annually? Out of a total of $36,000,000
of revenue, barbed wire produced last
year but $5,215. This was an amount not
difficult to replace, making it free, and
would materially assist the whole body
of farmers. On binder twine the revenue
last year was not $14,000. The high duty
maintained on this article was not for
purposes of revenue, but for the enrich-
ment of the cordage combine. He advo-
cated the removal of all taxes which do
not produce revenue. Then he would
materially reduce the national expendi-
ture. How? Well, first he would abolish
the franchise act, and he was sure every
Conservative would rejoice as much as
any Liberal at its removal. This would
save about $200,000 per year. Then the
amount that could be saved simply by
honest administration is immense. Then
he would extend our markets. To the
south of us were 65 millions of the same
race as ourselves, from whom we are de-
barred from trading by injudicious legis-
lation. The United States government
had expressed themselves as willing to
trade reciprocally in barley, hay, eggs and
some other things. He would take ad-

" vantage of this disposition to the mutunal
benefit of both ceuntries. The cry that
Canadians could not compete with
Americans was a bugaboo. Gurney, of
Hamilton, and Waterous, of Brantford,
have for years had branch establishments
successfully operating in Boston and St.
Paul. At the present time the Massey-
Harris company are talking of taking
their factories to the south of the line.
This proves the fallacy of this argument.
But, then, we are told that reciprocity is
not loyal to Great Britain. Dr. Johnson
once said that “Patriotism was the last
refuge of a scoundrel.” Tory loyalty!
We know it well. Look at it in history;
how quickly their slavish notions of
divine right were changed when the king
commenced to persecute them; while
they were regarded with favor and given
all they desired, none were louder in
their professions of attachment, but when
their privileges were invaded, their pro-
fessions proved but hypocritical mocker-
ies. It was Tory loyalists who pelted
Lord Elgin with stones and rotten eggs.
In ’79, when measures were advocated
by them which it was supposed might
injure trade and British connection, their
reply was, “So much the worse for
British connection.” When their own
interests are at stake down goes the scale
of Tory interest and up goes the scale of
Tory loyalty.

THE QUESTION OF COAL OIL.

The tax on coal oil is one of the most
iniquitous features of the Tory tariff, and
it affects the masses of the people all over
Canada. During the year which ended
on June 30, 1893, Canada paid $480,564,
into the public treasury on an importation
of 5,980,153 gallons of oil, while on the
10,000, 000 gallons produced in this country
the consumers paid to the refiners $720,000
making a total impost of $1,150,000. Thus
the people at large were assessed $720,000
to maintain the men employed in the oil
industry. All that the government did
last session in deference to the universal
demand for cheaper coal oil was to take
1 1-5 cents from the duty, a relief so im-
perceptible as to be no relief atall. Now,
if the duty on coal oil were reduced 23}
cents a gallon, an importation equal to
the present consumption, would produce
a revenue of $440,000, and the consumers
would be saved the payment of $710,000
annually. This is one example, says Mr.
Laurier, of how it might be possible to
relieve the people, and at the same time,
raise sufficient revenue to meet the require-
ments of economical government.

Tur Baptists of this city are to be con-
gratulated on securing the services of Rev.

M‘CARTHY CONFESSES.
Dalton McCarthy M. P. in days that are
gone, was one of the stontest defenders of
the Conservative party and principles, but
his eyes have been opened to the dishon-
esty of his former couse and he is making
a confession. Since breaking with the
conservatives he has made three import-
ant admissions. One was that the gerry-
mander of 1882 was scandalously unjust,
and another that the Conservatives took
up the protection cry in 1878, not because
they believed in it particularly, but be-
cause they saw it would be popular. His
third confession was made at Walkerton
last week, when, in, an address he said
that he had been among those who had
charged on the Mackenzie government
the responsibility of the hard times of
1875, ’79, and that he was now free to say
that in that he had done injustice and
wrong to Mr. Mackenzie, who was in no
way to blame.

Mr. McCarthy is evidently a full convert
to the liberal platform, although he has
not yet cast in his lot with the party led
by Mr. Laurier. He is doing well, how-
ever. He ison the penitent bench, and
the rest ought to be easy enough.

THE 8t. John Record in discussing 1ib-
eral prospects in New Brunswick says
“there isone man in this province to
whom young men are turning with unre-
served confidence, and about whom they
will rally with unquestioning loyalty if he
will enter the field of Dominion politics,
and take up for them the battle they fain
would wage for freedom of trade. There
is no other man in sight, and if he fails
them a supreme hour in the history of
the Province is tolled off with barren re-
sults. To them the leadership of Andrew
G. Blair is demanded as a political and
patriotic necessity.”

Tre Conservatives of Sunbury and
Queens are to meet in convention at Gage-
town, November 8th, probably to nomin-
ate a candidate for the House of Commons,
the two counties now forming one constitu-
ency. It is understood that Geo. F. Baird
M. P. will not see re-election, and that R.
D. Wilmot will be the party candidate in
the general election.

Hon. Mr. Laurier’s great political cam-
paign in the West wound up Thursday
evening by an immense banquet at Win-
nipeg, tendered by his admirers in that
city. Three hundred gentlemen sat down
with the chieftain whose address in re-
sponse to the toast of his health was
cheered to the echo.

TeE Conservative opposition of On-
tario have selected G. F. Marter of
Toronto as their leader in the legislature.
He is quite a common place politician,but
is the best they had. Mr. Meredith’s
resignation has greatly crippled the party
both in the legislature and in the country.

SpeAkING of the probable death of the
Czar of Russia, Lord Rosebery, in an ad-
dress at Sheffield, Thursday, said that it
would mean the removal of one of the
greatest, perhaps the greatest, guarantee
of peace in the world.

A CANADIAN SOLDIER.

Major Buchan returns home after slnnd?
ing Three Months at Aldershot.

[Montreal Btar.]

Major Buchan, of the School of Infantry
Toronto, formerly of the R. R.C. L. in Fred-
erieton, arrived in Montreal on Sunday
morning, and accorded an interview to a
reporter. The gallant Major has been five
months away. He went for a three months
special course of work with the Imperial
troops stationed at the great military camp
at Aldershot. The course he took was a
mixed one. He spent one month with the
Rifle brigade, one month with the Scots
Grays and one month with the Horse Ar-
tillery. On all these branches of the ser-
vice, he had to pass an examination in or-
der to get, when the time comes, the rank
of lieut-colonel. One practical test is. given
in that examination, and that is to handle
a brigade in the field, some 1,500 to 3,000
men of infantry, cavalry and artillery. This
test Major Buchan came through creditab-
ly and honorably, for he not only handled
his troops, but beat the foe. Of course he
passed the examination with high com-
mendation. He also went for a course at
the Hythe School of Musketry, and was
equally successful there, getting an ‘extra’
certificate. While there he had the oppor-
tunity of becoming thoroughly familiarized
with the Nordenfelt Maxim gun, and at
Aldershot, the honor of riding on the Duke
of Cennaught's relief staff. During the
summer manceuvres he was attached to the
staff of General Sir William Butler, who
commanded the first field column. It was a
pretty hard piece of soldiering; they had a
fight ever day, and three night engagemonts.
Major Buchan says he has greatly benefited
by his going to Aldershot, and he is strong-
ly in favor of not only the Canadian officers
but also the soldiers being sent over
to some of the military centres of England.
He says that he was everywhere welcomed
as an officer of the Canadian Army, and he
took it as a special compliment to the
Dominion.

THE BAPTISTS HAPPY

Rev. John D. Freeman, late
of Guelph, formally in-
stalled as Pastor.

A Round of Pleasant Speeches
by Prominent Clergymen.

The Baptists of Fredericton have been
without a regularly settled pastor ever since
Rev. F. D. Crawley left here, over a year
ago. During that time, however, they have
enjoyed the services of Rev.E. M. Saunders,
D. D, of Halifax, and strong interest in
church work has been kept up through that
gentleman’s earnest efforts, while the con-
gregation looked around them for a minister
suitable to take their spiritual oversight.
They did not adopt the usual plan of in-
viting candidates to preaeh before them, but
waited for the right man to turn up. The
Baptists are strong believers in Providence,
and now they are agreed that that benign
Sovereign has answered their prayers and
sent them a suitable pastor, Rev. John D.
Freeman is the new man, and he comes from
Trinity church, Guelph, Ontario, where he
has had a successful and useful career. He
was recommended by Dr. T. H. Rand,
Chancellor of McMaster college, Toronto, a
former prominent member of the Baptist
church here, Rev. Dr. S8aunders was sent up
to Toronto to talk the matter over with Dr.
Rand, and when he returned the call was
at once

Unanimously Extended to Mr. Freeman.

The Baptists relied on Dr. Rand’s judgment,
and THE HerALD thinks they will not be
disappointed. Mr. Freeman, much to the
disappointment of his charge at Guelph,
accepted the Fredericton call, and he is
here, the settled Baptist pastor of Fred-
ericton.

The induction exercises Thursday evening
were simple but very interesting. The
pretty stone church was filled to the doors.
Rev. Dr. Saunders presided, and seatcd be-
side him on the platform were Rev. J. D.
Freeman, the pastor elect; Rev. W. W.
Weeks, of Moncton; Rev. F. D. Davidson,
of Gibson; Rev. Augustus Freeman, of
Maugeryille; Rev, Mr. Manzer, of St.
Marys; Rev. P. O. Rees, of Keswick; Rev.
H. B. Warden, of Newcastle; Rev. Dr.
McLeod, Rev. Geo. B. Payson and Rev. F.
C. Hartley, of this city.

The exercises opened with a voluntary by
the choir, J. W. Spurden leader, and then
Rev. H. B. Warden gave out hymn 531 :

““We bid thee welcome in the name
Of Jesus our exalted head.”
The singing was very hearty. Rev. Augus-
tus Freeman followed with the reading of
scripture from 1st Timothy 3d chapter, 1st
chapter of Titus, and Hebrews, 13th chapter
9th verse. Rev. P. O. Rees engaged in
earnest prayer and then H. C. Creed, clerk
of the church, read Rev. Mr. Freeman's
Latter of dismission from the Guelph church
and a lengthy eulogistic letter from the
clerk of the same, regarding Mr. Freeman'’s
popularity in his late field of labor. Kindly
reference was also made to Mrs. Freeman’s
efforts iﬁééupport of her husband’s work
there. Mr. Freeman was then received as a
member of ' the Fredericton church, Rev.
Dr. Saunders giving him the right hand of
fellowship, accompanying the act with a few
fitting remarks. This ended the formal
ceremony of induction, and was followed by

warnmly welcoming the..néw pastor to his
duties and responsibilities.-

The Rev. Dr. Saunders extended: the
heartiest kind of a welcome to Mr. Free-
man. He was glad to know that young
men are taking up the work of the min-
istry. He had great. respect for aged men,
but he had very great sympathy for young
men. He had, indeed, an intense rever-
ence and veneration for them. Upon their
shoulders and their hearts great respon-
sibility are rolled, and they are qualifying
for the work. He had special pleasure in
welcoming Mr. Freeman to the pastorate of
this church, and especially because he is a
young man strong in confidence in God,
strong in the assnrance of what the Saviour
said, *‘ Lo I am with you always, etc.” He
had every confidence that with God’s bless-
ing the new pastor’s work would be blessed.
He might speak of Mr. Freeman’s duties,
but after all the essential character of a min-
ister is to keep in close communion with
Jesus Christ. He could conceive of intel-
lectual gifts filling a church and apparently
doing a useful work, but without the per-
sonal communion with the Lord there must
be failure. Addressing the congregation, he
said if he had not been here a year he would
say to them be very kind and sympathetic,
but you have always been that to your
pastors; you have been kind to me. He
might say, pray for your pastor and give
him material support, but he need not say
that for that is the record of this congre-
gation. He believed the Lord had led them
in choosing Mr. Freeman. To Mr. Free-
man, he said, you will have a hearty wel-
come from your people. He had never
spent a year of his life so full of joy, so un-
qualifiedly pleasant as the past year among
this people.

Dr. Saunders closed

with more excellent advice to the congre-
gation. Hymn 518 was then announced by
Rev. Mr. Manzer, and after the singing,
Rev. F. D. Davidson of Gibson, spoke brief-
ly and well. He said it gave him great
pleasure to welcome Mr. Freeman to the
pastorate of this church. His awn charge
was connected intimately in every way
with the Fredericton church, and he wel-
comed Mr. Freeman as a fellow worker.
He, however, felt a degree cf sorrow in the
fact that while gaining Mr. Freeman, we
had to let go Dr. Saunders, whose acquaint-
ance and advice he had appreciated very
much. Speaking of the work outside the
city, Mr. Davidson said the Baptists had
only one settled pastor in Sunbury, Rev.
Aftgustus Freeman, who presides over the
congregations at Maugerville, Little River
and Lakeville Corner, and was indeed the
bishop of Sunbury. In York, while there
are thirteen churches, there are only four
regularly ordained settled pastors. This he
deplored, and urged the church to greater
missionary effort in these inviting fields.
He invited Mr. Freeman to take an interest
in the quarterly meetings, and closed with
expressing the wish that Dr. Saunders
might remain here and take the oversight of
the work in York and Sunbury.

Rev. W. W. Weeks, Moncton’s popular
pastor, was next introduced as the only
man on the platform, or in the congregat-
ion, who knew Mr. Freeman personally be-
fore the latter arrived here, Mr. Weeks is
a tall, well built, clean shaven gentleman,
with a pleasant voice and manner, and he
was not long in captivating his audience.
He said he rejoiced in having Mr. Freeman
here, and esteemed it a great honor to enjoy
his personal acquaintance and friendship.
He knew Mr. Freeman as a man

and if you touched him anywhere, you
would find him a man. He knew himas a
student, who ran away from all the rest in
the classroom ; knew him as a pastor and as
a preacher. He hoped this church would
prove worthy of its new pastor, as he was
sure Mr. Freeman would prove worthy of
his new charge. He spoke of the need of
missionary work among the Baptists in
this province. The ratio of settled pastors
in Westmorland, he did not think was
greater than in York. Speaking to the con-
gregation, he said we need consecration, an
intelligent understanding of the Christian
mission, and concentration. These were
the great essentials in our work.

Rev. Dr. Saunders introdnced Rev. Dr.
McLeod, to welcome Mr. Freeman on be-
balf of the city clergyman. Dr. McLeod
might incidentally mention temperance; it
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was a way of his.
here, said Dr. Saunders, but if Dr. McLeod
is satisfied with its' enforcement, he was not
hard to please in that respect.

Dr. McLeod welcomed Mr. Freeman very
cordially to the church, and to the citizen-
ship in Fredericton. The pastors of the
various churches here live on good terms,
and one of the very best revival meetings
he ever knew in Fredericton, was the re=
sult ‘'of union services by three congre-
gations. He was glad the way Mr. Free-
man came here. He had a profound con-
tempt for candidating. He knew this church
well, and recalled the names of Dr. Hurd,
Dr. Spurden and Mr. Porter, the pious
pastor, whose memory is precious to you
all. Brother Goodspeed, a Baptist all over,
Brother Stevens and then Brother Crawley,
the patient, toiling, faithful Crawley." The
treatment of this church’s pastors has
always been a credit to it. You have come
to a good town Brother Freeman, not an
ideal town, but if there was an ideal town
Fredericton would be that town. He
spoke of the pastor's work outside his
church, to be a good citizen, to lead in
everything for the betterment of the city,
for its moral uplifting. "In closing, ‘Dr.
McLeod dramatically clasped both Mr.
Freeman’s hands, uttering words of wel-
come.

A selection by the choir followed, and
then the anxious congregation for the first
time heard the voice of their new pastor.

Rev. Mr. Freeman

was introduced briefly by the chairman
and made a splendid address. He is a
slightly built, well proportioned gentle-
man, probably about 35 years old, very
dark hair and dark eyes, moustache and
mutton-chop whiskers, speaks rapidly yet
fluently, and at once gives the impression
of great energy, ability and geniality. He
is, indeed, an attractive man, both in per-
sonality and speech, and won the hearts of
his people before he had been on his feet
ten minutes. It may be added here before
noticing Mr. Freeman’s address, that he is
a native of Milton, Queens connty, Nova
Scotia, and a graduate of Acadia College.
He has a wife and three boys, the eldest
nine years old and the youngest a baby in
arms. Mrs. Freeman was not present at
Tuesday evening’s meeting. She was rest-
ing after her long journey from the West.

But to Mr. Freeman’s speech in reply to
the words of welcome he had received] 7 ity
the outset he thanked all for the cordial
greetings extended to him. He was glad to
come to Fredericton, such a beautiful city.
He took a walk this afternoon and saw
for the first time the beautiful church edi-
fices, the elegant residences, the enterpris-
ing mercantile establishments, the grand
educational institutions, the government
buildings and the beautiful St. John river.
Fredericton, he could very truthfully say,
was the handsomest little city he had ever
seen. He could readily pictare the trees
clothed in their summer verdure adding
beauty to the scene, and with further elo-
quent word painting he tickled the
local pride of his audience. When he
looked out on the majestic river he thought
that Fredericton was foreordained to be a

He would try to do his duty in his new
field of labor.

Fredericton itself was an educational centre
and a credit to the country in that respect.
He promised his co-operation and assist-
ance in home and foreign missionary work,
and asked his congregation to open their
hearts to him and Mrs. Freman. They did
not wish to drive out the blessed memories
of former pastors, but there was room for
all. Regretting the absence of Mrs. Free-
man he spoke modestly and kindly of her.
She had never written a book, did not
preach nor lecture, but knew how to hold
her tongue in seven languages. He paid
a just tribute to Rev. Dr.Saunders, who had
won the affection and esteem of this congre-
gation, and in closing asked the audience
to give the veteran clergyman the Chauta-
qua salute, Handkerchiefs fluttered

sponse, and Mr, Freman resumed his seat,
havifig' held the marked attention of the
audience throughout his eloquent and im.
preésive address.

Rev. Dr. Saunders expressed his satisfac-
tion and pleasure at the proceedings of the
evening, the choir sang ‘“Blest be the
tie that binds,” Rev. Mr. Payson pro-
nounted the benediction, and the meeting
closed.
