Roman Intelligence
Rome, Sept. 12.

An Encyclical Letter of tliv Holy 
Fathe/ Ljt{ XI11., utltlrcvod to all 
the Patruirvlw*, Primait», Arch 
bishop# and Bi>hop< of the Catholic 
Chureh, in grace and vommtmion 
with the Apostolic .See, ap|icarod on 
the evening of the 1st SepU mlwr. 
It is dated 301 h of August. The 
Sovereign Pontiff reeommends, a> 
he did last year, the recitation of the 
Holy Rotary of the Blessed Virgin 
during the month of October. His 
will was everywhere obeyed last 
year with such ardor ami concord 
as to display an admirable spirit of 
the fervent religion and piety with 
which the Christian jn-ople is uni 
mated, and how great in the univer 
sal confidence in the heavenly pat­
ronage of the Virgin Mary. The 
Holy Father, overwhelmed with the 
burden of no many trials und evils, 
felt a great consolation at the spec­
tacle of faith and piety, and his 
courage was renewed to support, il 
God wills it so, trials still more 
severe. .So great is the spirit of 
prayer spread in the hou-e of David 
and the inhabitants of Jerusalem, 
that he firmly hope* Gol will at 
length he moved and will have pity 
on the condition of His Church, ami 
that He will hear the prayers pre­
sented by her whom lie has made 
the dispenser of heavenly graces. 
His Holiness thinks, therefore, that 
it is his duty to enkindle again pub 
lie pioty and to exhort this year the 
Christian people to pereervere in the 
form of prayer known under the 
name of the Rosary, in order to 
merit the efficacious patronage of 
the Mother of God. After consider­
ing the various motives which sug 
gest the necessity of prayer, the 
Sovereign pontiff refers to what con­
cerns Italy, where it is especially 
necessary at the present moment to 
implore by the prayers of the Rosary 
the |M>worful assistance of the Blessed 
Virgin, for this country i« not only 
menaced, but tried by an unexpect­
ed calamity. The Asiatic epidemic, 
passing the boundaries which nature 
seemed to have placed it, has invad­
ed the most imjxirtant ports of 
France, and from lhence to the 
neighboring lands of Italy. It is 
thou necessary to recur to Mary, to 
her who has been truly ami justly 
called the dispenser of safety and 
of heavenly consolation, in order 
that, receiving propitiously the 
prayers specially agreeable to her, 
she may drive far a wav from Italy 
the impure seougc. Therefore, dur­
ing the month of October, in which 
the Catholic world celebrates the 
Feast of Our Lady of the Rosary, 
His Holiness has resolved to renew 
the same proscriptions made last 
year. He then establishes and or-1 
dains that, from the 1st of October 
till the 2nd of November following, 
five decades at least of the Rosary/ 
with the Litanies bo recited every 
day in all parish churches and pub­
lic sanctuaries dedicated to the 
Mother ol G-h1, a» also in other 
churches to l»c designated by the 
Ordinary. The lloly Father then 
continues to lay down the conditions 
of prayer ami those by which par­
tial or plenary indulgences may In- 
gained, with the dispensations 
which may be granted under certain 
circumstances mentioned, according 
to the prudent judgment of the Or­
dinaries. In conclusion ho hopes 
that Our Blessed Lady, invoked by 
the prayers of the Rosary, may 
come to his assistance, and that dis­
cords being calmed and the rights ol 
the Church respected over the whole 
earth, yiu wished-for tranquility 
may be obtained from God.

The few ca>cs of cholera, or what 
was supposed to be such, which 
were reported from Naples Iasi 
week, have been followed by a very 
serious outbreak of that epidemic.
On «Sunday night, 31st August, there 
was but one certain case oi* the dis­
ease reported from Naples, and one 
from the neighboring district of 
Resina. The news then showed 
general decrease throughout the 
various infecte l districts. On Mon­
day the news became most serious.
Xl five in the morning the malady 
had acquired a certain violence, and 
was spread over a considerable area, 
the first report announcing 37 cases 
with 18 deaths. The following day 
the number of new cases reached 
I0(i, und the deaths 40. It was ro- 
portod besides that the city was 
tranquil, and that no disorders, such 
us those reported during the past 
week, had occurred. The immediate 
cause of this remarkable spread of 
the malady, as given by the hicaf 
journal**, is to the following effect 
During the week ending Saturday, 
30th, the people who are devoted 
players in the Governmental lottery 

a most shameful institution—had 
been exceedingly successful in their 
choice of numbers that brought them 
prizes. They gained largely. The 
Ministry of Finance, which directs 
this gigantic gambling, has had to 
jmy out ns much as six millions of 
franca ! The lottery is drawn upon 
Saturday. On Sunday, the numerous 
winners, rejoicing at their good 
fortune, indulged in eating and 
drinking nt an extent that, to say 
the least of it, was unusual. The 
most unwholesome and cheapest 
fruits which, though abundant in 
this country, are scarcely ever seen 
in ripe condition, or in a state fit to 
be eaten, were consumed in enor­
mous quantities. On Monday die 
malady, which hod already made its 
appearance at Naples, burst forth 
with particular violence in the poor 
and populous quarters in the dis­
tricts where the excesses of the 

revious day had been most marked, 
'.enco it spread into the better and 

more healthy quarters of the city, 
in the district of Fernando, whore 
the royal palace stands, and oven in 
Capodimontc. where there is another 
royal palace. On Wednesday 97 
now cases wore recorded, with 43 
deaths, and 9 deaths of previous 

The disease had then ap­
peared at Portici, Somma, and Pro- 
cida, hot with very few cases. The 
Ministers Brin and Grimaldi visited 
the infected districts, accompanied

each district for the Itendit of the 
sufferers. < >u that day flif llolinc-s 
Luo XIII. sent 10,00(1 francs, out «>1 
hi# poverty, to the Canliual-An-h 
bishop of Naples be distribute*! 
in charity to the tamilie-» of those 
suffering f.ntii cholera. When the 
news ol the II >ly Father's gill 
reached Naples, the |>opulatioii were 
deeply uffucicd by this act of charity. 
The devote lacs* of Caidmal S.m- 
telice, Archbishop of Naples, and. 
indeed, of all the clergy, forms the 
theme of highest laudation on the 
|»urt of all the journals, even those 
m*»t inimical to the clergy. It is 
almost need levs to say that the 
Cardinal and his clergy ara un 
wearied in their visits to the hos­
pitals, in administration of the 
Sacraments, and in temporal as well 
as spiritual assistance to the |k*>. 
sufferers.

Ml RAC L LOLS CVRKS KKKKi'TED AT 

sT. ANNE'S SIIRIXE. — A PILE OF 

CRUrt'llES TWENTY FEET HIGH.

.Standing upon Dulferin Terrace, 
tjaebec, the in »>t magnificent pro­
menade of its kind in the world, and 
casting the eye northward, to the 
beautiful Lie of Orleans, and over 
the extensive bay formed by the 
oituary of (he St. Charles, the vision 
is arrested by the pale blue outline 
of the Laurentian Mountains—those 
“ everlasting hills, " |K>ssessing so 
much significance lor scientists, and 
declared by geologists to Ik; tlie 
oldest known lorni of nx'k forma­
tion. Let the eye run down the 
slowly ascending range seaward 
until it rests upon the promontory, 
which, jutting out into the north 
channel of the St. Lawrence, bounds 
the vision, and you have Iwfore you 
St. Anne's Mountain. The con­
fidence of the geologist in the pre- 
cam brian origin of those crystalline 
rocks, as, armed with microscope 
and hammer, he pronounces upon 
their azoic or laurentian or liuIonian 
formation, is not one whit stronger, 
dogmatic though lie lx% not ono-ha'f 
so touching as the simple faith of 
thousands of Canadian and Ameri­
can pilgrims in the efficacy of in- 
teivess^pn with “ La Bonne «St. 
Aune, at her shrine at the fool of 
yonder mountain, in the production 
of such superhuman results as the 
miraculous euro of all those ills to 
which flush is heir. There are 
several parishes in Canada called 
alter the good mother of the Virgin 
Mary, but this one is officially 
known as “ St. Aune de Beaupré." 
“Fie," in French, signifies 14 mea­
dow," and all who have visited the 
land of Kvangolino will readily trace, 
in the extensive grass plain sur­
rounding the Bay of Minas, the 
derivation of the name of the village 
of Grand Pre. The name “ Cote do 
Beaupré," or “ the beautiful mea­
dowy side of the river," aptly dc- 
scripos the sloj>o of the country 
between the «St. Lawrence and be­
yond, and marks the contrast ex- 

ting between it and the character 
if the land at the opposite side of 
the mouth of the St. Charles, the 
site of the rock-girt city of Quebec. 
Twenty miles or so of a pleasant 
drive along the Cote de Beaupré 
brings the tourist to St. Anne de 
Beau pro—commonly called here, in 
the language of affect ion, 44 Lit lîuiute 
Stf. Ahiu." Pilgrims general}' g<> 
from Quebec by steamer, but some 
times on foot. On «Sundays the 
pilgrims visiting St. Anne's fre­
quently till five or six steamboats. 
Two boats .inake daily trips to the 
shrine, and frequently there are 
others from différent points on the 
river. It is usual for almost every 
Roman Catholic congregation and 
religious society in the Province of 
Quebec to make its annual pilgrim­
age to «St. Anne's. Then there arc 
frequently pilgrimages from Ottawa 
and other jKirls of Ontario, und from 
the Freneh-Canadian districts of the 
New Fug I a nd States.

radiant with joy laid aside his 
crutches and walked vigorously 
hack to his seat und subsequently 
out of tbu church. On the *unic 
day a little child named Welch was 
similarly cured ol I a in une ts, after 
prostrating himself for twelve days 
in succession before the shrine of St. 
Anne with his mother, who had 
brought him for the pumosc all the 
way from Michigan. Tourists as 
well as pilgrims arc flocking to 
the shrine of the saint, where, if 
they do not become witnesses of 
miracles, they may at least feast 
their eyes U|K>n a scene that will re­
pay the journey.—Boston (ilohe.

Cure far Diphtheria.

A French physician has discovered 
that vapors ol liquid tar an 1 turpen­
tine dissolve the till, inous exudations 
which choka up the throat iu croup 
and diphtheria. Dr. Delthil's pro­
cess is thus described : He pours 
equal parts of turjientine and liquid 
tar into a tin pan or cup and sets lire 
to the mixture. A ,do;ise, resinous 
smoke arises, which obscures the air 
of the room. “The patient," Dr. 
Delthil says, “ immediately seems to 
experience relief ; the chokiug and 
rattle stop ; the patient falls into a 
slumber and seems to inhale the 
smoke with pleasure. The fibrinous 
membrane soon becomes detached, 
and the patient coughs up micro- 
bit-ides. These, when caught in a 
glass, may be seen to dissolve in the 
smoke. In the course of three days 
afterwards the patient entirely re­
covers.” The treatment was recently 
tried in New York. The patient, a 
little girl, was lying gasping for 
breath when the doctor visited her. 
First pouring about two tableepoon- 
fuD of liquified tar on an iron pan 
lie poured as much turpentine over 
it and set it on tire. The rich resi­
nous smoke which roso to the ceiling 
was by no means unpleasant. As it 
tilled the room the child's breathing 
Ijccame natural, and as the smoke 
grew dense she fell asleep.

Scarlet Fever
It is as unnecessary for a child 

to die ol the scarlet fever as that it 
should be blind with a cataract. Lot 
us see. At any time before the 
body hits finished its effectual 
struggle wo are able to help it, not 
by wonderful medicines, but by the 
knowledge of anatomy and the ap­
plication of common sense. Me 
consult the sympathetic nerve, mid 
do what it commands us to do. We 
must give this child salt when it 
wants it, we must give it aei 1 when 
it has fever an l anxiously craves it, 
not vinegar but lemon juice, I wean sc 
the former coagulate' albumen and 
the other does not, on account ofthc 
surplus oxygen which it contains. 
To imitate tiie soothing mucus in the 
intestines, which is now wasting, 
and to give some respiratory food at 
the same time, we add some gum 
arabic. To restore and relieve the 
injured nerve, we apply moist 
xvnrinth. In practice wo cm fulfil 
all, this with the following simple 
manipulations: Undress the chil«l 
and bring it to boil at the very first 
sign of sickness. Give it, if it has 
already fever, nothing but sourish 
warm lemonade with some gum 
arabic in it. Then cover its abdo­
men with some dry flannel. Take a 
well folded bod sheet and pnt in 
boiling hot water, wring it out dry 
by means of dry towels, and put this 
over the flannel on the child s uh lu­
men. Then cover the wh >!e, and 
wait. The hot cloths will, perhaps 
require repeated heat. According to 
the severity of the case, and its state 
of progress, perspiration will com­
mence in the child from ten minutes 
to two hours. The child is then

Tradition relates a
her of miracles said to have been 
wrought during the construction of 
the building, of which the foundation 
stone was laid by the French Gov 
ernor, D'Argonson. A devout resi­
dent, who had been lame for years, 
was instantly cured upon laying 
throe of the foundation stones ; and 
so was a woman who had been bent 
double for three m >nths. The whole 
country soon resounded with the 
praises of St. Anno, and it was for a 
long time customary for vessels 
passing up the river to tiro a salute 
when passing her shrine. Occasional 
miracles have over since been re­
ported ; hut this year scaroely a day. 
certainly not a week, passes without 
reports of further manifvUations o! 
her power. The miracles are in­
variably wrought in the church, and 
generally during the veneration of 
the saint's relics, or while the subject 
of the euro is engaged in prayer, or 
in receiving communion. The ex­
isting church is of modern date, und 
is erected on the site of that which 
was built two and a quarter centuries 
ago. Neither in exterior nor interior 
does it differ much from the average can novcr 
Canadian parish chpreh. The most 
striking object inside is the pyramid 
of crutches, over twenty feet hi 
heighh left in thanksgiving to the 
saint by the lame and the halt, who 
have been cured of their infirmities.
Those curious mementoes are of 
every sizo and stylo. The church 
also possesses a much prized relic in 
the anaiie of a broken and 
decayed hone in a small glass case, 
aaid to ho the bone of a forefinger 
of St. Anno. As the pilgrims kneel 
nt the altar railings of the church, 
the relic is hold by the officiating 
priest for each of them to kiss in 
turn, and it is not infrequently that, 
at the hour of venerating the relic, 
miraculous cures are effected. Of 
the numerous miracles reported, the 
following, all of which date within 
a week may be cited. A thirteen-

In 
order that there may be no mistake, 
we repent what we eakl last week, 
that, personally, we consider the use 
of intoxicating liquors unnecessary, 
if not absolutely hurtful—that we 
would willingly support a law to 
prohibit their importation, manu­
facture and sale—but that, in the 
present stale ot public opinion, the 
most that we can do is to regu­
late the traffic so that it shall do 
the least possible injury.

Were the question before the 
citixens on the 16th instant, the 
adoption of the Scott Act for the 
first time, it is very possible that we 
might he found among its support 
ere, anxious to try any measure 
designed to reduce the consumption 
ot' liquors amongst us. But having 
had three years’, experience of its 
operation, the question is—are wv 
desirous for its continuance ? The 
friends of the .Act say that, although 
it is not so |iertect as they coffid 
desire, yet it ;s a step in the right 
direction, and that many advantages 
have favsulted from its adoption. 
We are concerned only for Char­
lottetown at present, anti we un­
hesitatingly state that the evils 
which have arisen from its operation 
in this city largely outweigh all the 
advantages, if any there have been 
at all. JWe asserted last week, and 
we repeat it now, that there are 
more places today where liquor 
can he obtained than there were 
under the license system—that 
there is as much liquor drunk now 
as there was then, and that it is 
mostly ol a vile and poisonous 
quality. Will any of the champions 
ol the Scott Act refute these staL- 
mente, for we shall be glad, for the 
credit of our town, to have it proved 
that we are astray. What benefits, 
then, have accrued from its opera 
tioo, we ask ? We are told that wc 
do not now, as formerly, see scores 
of farmers’ wagons or sleighs in 
front of the tavcm-kec|>ciV doors, 
and that quarrels are not so common 
there as they used to be. Wo 
acknowledge all this. The liquor 
sellers are too wide-awake to 
allow of people remaining around 
their shops, or doing anything to 
attract attention thereto, but we do 
not believe the amount sold is any 
the less, the only difference being 
that the sales are in larger quantities 
by the flask, and not by the glass. 
This may be an advantage, and we 
freely grant the admirers of the 
Scott Act all the consolation they 
can draw therefrom. Are there 
any other advantages ? Yes; we 
are told that it is a splendid 
thing to have the traffic placed under 
the ban of the law. and to have it 
to boast that, although liquor is sold 
in Charlottetown, it is in defiance of 
the law. But we submit that the 
traffic is not under the ban of the 
law. It is illegal, under the Scott 
Act, to sell liquors a» a beverage, 
but it is no breach of the law, as 
administered, to pun hase them for 
such a purpose, it takes two parties 
to make a bargain or effect a sale. 
Why, then, is only ohe ot the guilty 
persons punished ? If both persons 
who traded unlawfully were pun­
ished, there would be some reason in 
it The receiver, we are taught to 
believe, is as bad as the thief. Then 
we argue that the purvhaaer of a con 
traband article should be treated as is 
the aeUer. If this were the prac­
tice, there would be less drink­
ing and fewer breaches of the 
Act But the traffic is not under 
the ban of the law, for, while it may 
ho unlawftil to purchase liquor in 
Charlottetown, it is allowable for 
s citixen to send his money to Halifax 
or St. John, and there procure and 
import it so that the law is broken 
in spirit if not in letter. It is against 
the use of intoxicating liquors that

be made to apply without the will 
of the people so expressed.

We submit to the friends of tem 
pc ranee among us that no better re­
sults van be expected from the Scott 
Act than we have already had, and 
that it would he wiser for them to 
abandon it entirely and seek for the 
enactment of a more comprehensive 
and restrictive measure—one that 
would go to the seat of the di<eax- 
at once. The friends of the Scott 
Act sav that its adoption i* a step 
forward in the cause of prohibition, 
did we believe so we would support 
it. But we are of the opinion that 
it is idle to look tor a decrease in. 
the use of intoxicating liquors undei 
its operation, and our opinion L 
confirmed by three years' experience.

A question was put at the meeting 
in the Market Hall the other evening 
by one of the siseakers—if the Scott 
Act be repealed what are wo to have 
in its place ? If the Scott Act should 
be voted down upon the ltith Oct., 
no proclamation repealing its appli 
cation to Charlottetow'n could be 
made until after the expiration of 
sixty days which would bring 
to the middle of December. The 
arguments upon the constitution 
ality of the License Act are now 
being heard by the Supreme Court 
of Cumula, and it is very probable 
that a decision will be arrived at be 
fore the date we have mentioned, 
and that we shall by that time know 
the fate ol that Act. But should the 
question not then be decided, the 
Governor-General is not bound to 
issue his proclamation at the end ot 
the sixty «lays, and it would very 
likely meet with the approval of all 
parties that the Scott Act should 
continue in operation among us until 
the Supreme Court do pronounce 
their judgment. Then ii it be in 
favor of the Act wv shall have it in 
force, and its provisions are excel 
lent ; but should it be against the 
Act we shall revert to our City 
License Law, which was also a capi­
tal measure, and might still further 
be improved. There is no sense in 
attempting to frighten the people 
with the bugbear that if the Scott 
Act be repealed, wo shall have free 
rum—we have that to all intents 
anil purposes at present. The ques­
tion is asked also if a license law 
he adopted who is going to enforce 
its provisions ? Wc reply the very 
officers who are now endeavoring to 
enforce the Scott Act but who, under 
a license law, woultl, be armed with 
much greater powers than now they 
possess. There would also be the 
licensed dealers who, under a high 
fee, would be compelled to protect 
themselves against unlicensed re­
tailers. There would also be the 
force of public opinion, which w^-.id 
discountenance illicit selling, it tor 
no other reason than from a desir 
to shew fair play to the man who 
paid his license dujy.

The Scott Act a«l vocales regard 
it as an ominous sign that the |»eti 
lions praying for the repeal of the 
Act were chiefly circulated by men 
interested in the liquor traffic, and 
they ask is this not u proof that the 
existence of the Scott Act interferes 
with their business. We are not in 
the confidenc of the liquor dealoi-s, 
and accordingly cannot answer the 
question, but this much we can safe­
ly' say, that the efforts to repeal the 
Scott Act meet with little sympathy 
from many who are now fingaged iu 
the traffic but who, under astringent 
license law, would have their 
business speedily broken up. It may 
be that the liquor dealers are at the 
bottom of the agitation to repeal the 
Scott Act ; the citizens are not 
called upon to inquire into that mat­
ter. All .that we know is that an 
election is at hand to decide whether 
for the next three years we shall 
have the control of the liquor traffic 
in our own hands, or whether wo 
shall have a repetition of the series of 
farces which have characterized the 
operation of the Scott Act for the 
last three years, and which have 
contributed so largely to bring law 
and order into contempt among us.
