No person is 
to be compelled to stay on* the market 
after 9 a.m., between the 1st of April 
and the 1st of November, or after 10 a.m 
during the other months. The scale of 
maximum fees for markets and weighing 
machines, hereafter to be taken, is set­
tled.

ANNUA! REPORT.
Inspector Miller's ninth annual report 

was read. The number enrolled during 
1881 was 967; boys, 530; girls, 437; be­
ing 13 less than in 1880. Twenty-one 
pupils were taught book-keeping. The 
receipts were: Government grant $562, 
Municipal $4,481.55, balance from last 
year $154.28, other sources $111.78, 
total $5,309.57. Expenditure for 
teachers’ salaries wai $3,070, other 
salaries $629. S2, for repairs, elections, 
stationery, insurance, etc., $525,31; 
fuel $184.34. The cost to the town for 
each pupil is $4.90, of which $.4.101 is 
paid to teachers. This amount is below 
the average cost in Ontario, and shows 
that the Goderich schools are worked 
economically.

The Committee having charge of 
school premises have attended to their 
duties in a satisfactory manner. The 
work of the teachers has been satisfac­
tory, the results being above the aver­
age. It was moved, seconded and car­
ried, that Inspector Miller’s Report be 
received and hied, and that a vote of 
thanks be tendered him for the able 
manner in which it was gotten up.

The following is a full report of the 
reply ot Sir Richard Cartwright to the 
Budget speech of Sir Leonard Tilley. 
The Mail and the other leading Tory 
papers were afraid to publish it. Its 
perusal will well repay any one anxious 
to get at tho true inwardness of protec­
tion:

Mr. Speaker, it is my pleasing duty 
on the present occasion to compliment 
the Hon. Minister of Finance^m one im­
portant improvement on his previous 
practice. Until now, Sir, wo have not, 
although we cann t say we have not 
urged and spurred him on—we have 
never been able to induce that hon. 
gentleman to bring down his Budget to 
Parliament in a reasonable time after 
the opening of the Legislature, and much 
valuable time lias thereby been 1< at, 
Wasted I might say, to very little pur­
pose. Now, Sir, although the lmn. 
gentleman has been very slow and very- 
long in following the good example set 
under the Administration of my hon. 
friend—-still even at this the eleventh, 
or it may be the t welfth, hour of this 
Parliament, wc rejoice to hail even so 
slight an improvement in this matter. 
I only wish I coula push my congratu­
lations further, and that the same im­
provement which has been manifested in 
the expedition with which he has brought 
down his Estimates had been displayed 
in the preparation of those estimates; I 
would that besides copying us in the 
speed with which they were produced, 
he had also copied us in the economy 
with which they were framed. I would 
that he had produced a policy that might 
in some small degree justify the vaunts 
witli which he has just concluded his ex­
position of that policy. Now, sir, it is 
not always particularly easy to follow 
the hon. gentleman. What between 
the subtlety of tin- hon. gentleman’s 
logic and the remarkable complexity of 
the hon, gentleman s grammar, what be­
tween the curious convolutions of his 
sentences now and then, if I should 
make a mistake and sometimes not clear­
ly understand what lie means, I must say 
I am not entirely to blame, and although 
he may not have any very great consid­
eration for us oil this side of the House 
— we do not generally receive it from 
that side of the House—he ought, * 1 
think, to have some little consideration 
for those willing and faithful followers 
who are so ready to accept and receive

short while ago—a very few years ago — 
that he, an old Minister of Finance, had

THE SURPLUS.

glories in the surplus he lias got and 
calls upon us to admire him because, 
owing to circumstances over which he 
has no control, we have a surplus of 
$4,000,000 or thereabouts to-day ; I, in 
turn, ask him how that was got ( Of 
that, $1,100,000 is derived from those 
two most odious and oppressive taxes, 
which were never imposed in any civil­
ized country before, I belieye, under 
similar circumstances at least—the taxes 
on breadstuff's and on fuel in a country 
like this.

This was at a time when tie value of 
imports was $80,030,000. I look upon 
large imports ever since the Dominion 
was organized, showing a large balance 
of trade against us, as one of the causes 
of the troubles with which wo have to 
dbntend, one of the difficulties that it is 
our duty to remedy. Imports have 
been decreasing to a certain extent, but 
are still very large, showing distinctly 
and clearly in my judgment that they 
ought to be still further diminished. It 
appears to me that we should turn our 
attention to the best means of reducing 
the volume of our imports from all parts 
of the world. That is his policy expound­
ed in 1879, when our imports amounted 
to nearly $80,000,000; but we find that 
now our imports, exclusive of bullion, 
amount to $90,488,000, the hon. gentle­
man h<as not a word to say about the 
duty of the Government to remedy this 
state of things of possible. About it 
being apparent to him that we ought to 
turn our attention to the best means of 
reducing the volume of our imports 
from all parts of the world, it may be 
news, or it may not be news, to the hon.

Now 
I am in no respect concerned about this 
same disastrous balance of trade, but I 
do subnfit, sir, that unless there has 
been a total reversal of the laws which,, 
according to the hon. gentleman, ought 
to govern our conduct in these matters 
then i suppose that this $10,000,000 
against us is a most deplorable fact, and 
the hon. gentleman ought, as he said he 
would, to turn his bestatrentionto remedy 
this terrible How of imports from all parts 
of the world.

the facts which he ought te know, and 
some of which at least I hope to bring 
to his attention to-night.

The hon. gentleman 
cannot understand how he has added to 
the cost of living when on every yard <■£ 
coarse cotton the man who consumes it 
is obliged to pay one-third more at the 
fair market price than if there were no 
tax and no tariff to pay. He cannot un­
derstand how the man who purchases a 
pair of coarse blankets finds the cost ot 
living increased, when he is compelled 
to pay GO per cent, more than,the «ar­
ticle would cost could be purchase it in 
bond without the duty paid. He can­
not understand how the cost of living is 
increased, when on every gallon of 
oil the poorest man consumes he lias to 
pay from 15 to 20 cents more than it 
could be obtained for but for his tariff, 
and but for the absurd and mischievous 
regulations which in the interest of a 
monopoly he has imposed on it. He 
cannot understand how it comes to pass 
that the cost of living has increased, 
though-he knows that on every barrel of 
sugar weighing 300 lbs., the public have 
to pay $9 more than they would pay if 
there were no taxes at all. The hon. 
gentleman cannot see this, he cannot 
understand it, he merely denies the 
fact. I venture to say that if in the 
course of his peregrinations through 
the country he will call on my lion, 
friend beside me (Mr. Mackenzie,) when 
he happens to be in Sarnia, anil if he 
will go across the river to Port Huron, 
my hon. friend will be «able to show him 
in the course of li.alf an hour s walk

He said, and said truly, that 
“you can get coal at tho pit’s mouth for 
fifty or sixty cents a ton while they have 
to pay $4.50 or $5 a ton, and wo have 
given you people of Nova Scotia an ad­
ditional protection of 50 or 60 cents 
in addition to the natural produc­
tion at $4.50 to enable you to deal, 
with these million and a half of cum ber- 
ers of the earth of the Province of On­
tario. ’ Other gentlemen who are de­
serving of the notice of this House have 
a still different story to tell with respect 
to tliis coal duty. Here is what the 
President of the largest railway at pre­
sent existing in Canada has to say: — 
“Materials of all kinds,” says Sir Henry 
Tyler, “are dearer than they were ever 
before, and in particular the price uf 
coal has snereased to the extent of the 
duty imposed. He could hardly con­
ceive of anything more injurious in a 
nation like Canada than to place a duty 
on coal.” That was tho opinion of the 
president of the Grand Trunk Railway— 
slightly different from the Minister of 
Finance—and as his company pays some 
$50,000 or $60,000 of that impost, he 
may bo supposed t«> know something, at 
all events, of what he was talking about.
I would like to know what those shiver­
ing wretches who have to experience the 
extremity of our cold winter weather, 
when the thermometer is twenty degrees 
below zero', have to say with regard to 
to the benevolence which adds fifty or 
sixty cents to the price of each ton of 
coal they purchase.

Sir, that is the exact fact. The lion, 
gentleman did not and does not intend 
it. I dare say; but the effect of such tax­
ation as I have depicted on such incomes 
as those I have referred to has been most 
undoubtedly to interfere, first of all, with 
the comfort of the working classes, and 
then with their power to bettor their 
condition. There can be no doubt that 
this heavy taxation deprives these classes 
to a great extent of the power of making 
a home for themselves; that it greatly 
impedes the education of their children; 
that it deprives them of obtaining lux­
uries which they are entitled to as much 
as the lion, gentleman or anybody else; 
and that it distinctly lowers the stan 
dard of comfort. Although I do not 
mean to say that the tariff is wholly re­
sponsible —because I believe the price of 
provisions, which forms the largest por­
tion of a labouring man’s expenditure, 
has gone up—yet there can be no doubt 
that there has been a marked and sensi­
ble degradation in the standard of com­
fort enjoyed by these men. Now, sir, 
there are important questions under­
lying this whole subject, to which the 
hon. gentlemen would do well to attend. 
There is evidence in such statements as 
I have made—and that evidence comes 
to us from every quarter of the country 
—which goes to show that the hon. 
gentleman has done two things likely to 
be attended in the future with great mis­
chief for this country. He has sensibly 
lowered the standard of comfort among 
the working people, and he has to a very 
large extent, by artificial legislation, in­
terfered with .the distribution of pro­
perty, without adding one farthing to 
the national wealth collectively.

DESPOILING THE POOR MAN.
Sir, the hon. gentleman knows, or the 
hon. gentleman ought to know, that all 
over the world at this moment thought- 
ul men, men of the highest possible 

,tion, of the highest possible intellectu­
al attainments, are most desirous to see 
how, if it be possible by law, groat for­
tunes may not be artificially created, or 
the proper distribution of great fortunes 
may be ensured, and he might, if he 
chose, learn from the straits to which 
our friends in the mother country are re­
duced, the risk of artificially creating 
great fortunes by operation of law. 
Now, sir, I have no objection whatever 
to any man accumulating as large a for­
tune as he can by any honest and legiti­
mate means. I do not mean to say that 
I regard it as the highest aim and ob­
ject of life, and 1 may say this, and 
most of us are likely actuated by the 
same sentiments, that if that be regarded 
as the highest end and object of life we 
would not be engaged in politics, for my 
experience in politics is this, that al­
though many men hare entered office 
rich and left it poor, no honest and hon­
ourable man ever entered office poor and 
left it rich. But, sir, be that as it may, 
my objection to his whole policy lies 
here, that what he has been doing is, as 
I said, to take many millions from the 
great mass of the people, and to divide 
it among a very si.i .,1 and favoured few.
I do not men to say that there is not 
something in a political sense to be said 
for this policy. The men among whom 
you are distributing the millions are 
likely to help you at election times. 
They may control votes, very likely, and 
\ ry often they do, and no doubt, sir, as 
in old times, the public may be de­
bauched by the free use ol the money 
which has been previously taken from 
them. But I do not regard that as 
statesmanship. I do not regard that as 
an honest policy, nor do I believe, what­
ever the hon. Minister may say, that 
that is a policy which is likely to be at­
tended with any great ultimate ad­
vantage to the country.

THE FARMERS DECEIVED.
Now, the hon. gentleman was extremely 
anxious to have us show what ground we 
had for our allegation that ho was unjust 
to the farmers of Canada. Sir, I might 
remind him of the promises made, if 
not by him, at any rate by his followers 
and friends, that these farmers should 
most undoubtedly obtain better prices 
than would bo paid in the United States. 
The hon. gentleman himself must know 
that that is not the case, because he de­
voted a long and laboured argument to 
show why it was that to-day prices 
are lower in Toronto than they are in 
Chicago. Well, sir, I think the farm­
ers of Canada will require some better 
explanation than the hon. gentleman 
has given to satisfy them that there can 
be any just cause for the condition of 
things which I find recorded at present 
as existing between these plans. Or­
dinarily speaking, sir, in the days when 
my lion, friend was Premier there was a 
yery material difference in favor of To­
ronto markets as against the Chicago 
markets. I take the date of the 11th 
September, 1878, and I find there, sir, 
that in Toronto wheat stood higher than 
in Chicago from 10 to 13 cents, that the 
market stood higher for oats about 8 
cents and for rye 11 cents. I turn to 
the date of January, 1882, and I find 
that the 13 cents advance have shrunk 
to 4 cents, that oats are positively 3 
cents lower in Toronto than in Chicago, 
and I find that rye is 10 cents lower, and 
barley is 27 cents lower. Now, sir, I 
would not say—1 never have said—that 
the hon. gentleman's policy was solely 
responsible for that; but I do say, that 
the onus lies on these gentlemen, who 
promised farmers better terms, promis­
ed them very much better prices, that 
the onus lies on them to show how it is 
that tho promises were so completely 
and totally reversed, and why after three 

^^ears, experience of the N. P. prices of 
^•Wreals are absolutoly lower in our own 

markets than in the markets of tho Jink­
ed States. Now, the hon. gentleman 
has one advantage, and he talks of 
the way which taxes affect farmers.

statement in detail from an extremely 
respectable farmer of my own acquaint­
ance, having a family of nine, in which 
he states that he has expended in the 
last year for clothing, dry-goods, and 
millinery of all kinds about $180; for 
hardware, $58; for a variety of agricul­
tural articles, $180; harness, $40; for 
tea and sugar,$53; and for miscellaneous 
dutiable goods about $60, makiug in all 
about $571. 1 do not mean to say that
this man is an ordinary example; he is 
a farmer of more than the ordinary in­
telligence and of more than ordinary in­
come; but I say this,that it is quite clear 
applying the tariff to the various classes 
of articles I have enumerated, that this 
man is contr.bu'ing fir more than his 
fail proportion of duties to the revenue.
I should estimate the taxes which that 
man has to pay, at certainly not less a 
$150 a year, and tam quite well aware 
that there ate a great many farmers, at 
any rate in that part of the world where 
he resides, who are obliged to pay quite 
as much, and some even a larger sum to 
our revenue. Sir, when I listen to the 
hon. gentleman's enumeration of hie 
gifts by. the tariff to the farmer, and 
when I remember what the cost is that 
these farmers had to pay, iny mind 
reverts to a certain story of a famous 
American, which the hon. gentleman 
may perhaps have heard of. I will take 
the liberty, sir, of calling his attention 
to the anecdote in question: Once upon 
a time, so Mr. Bamum relates, he found 
himself in desperate straits; he had no 
money, no credit, his character even was 
under a cloud, some petty difficulty 
about a contract I believe, I don’t knew 
what; at any rate Mr. Barnum was mor­
ally and financially nearly dead beat. 
Well, sir, he goes on to narrate how in 
this hour of extremest need a brilliant 
inspiration, a flash of genius, struck 
across him, and he determined to start a 
lottery on an entirely new principle. 
His lottery was to have no blanks, all 
were to be prizes. All classes—farmers, 
mechanics, merchants, importers, and 
manufacturers—all were to have prizes 
in Mr. Bamunga lottery, and he 
relates how after several years had 
elapsed gentlemen who obtained 
prizes in this lottery discovered that 
the prizes on the average were worth 
abiut one-tenth of the cost of the lottery 
ticket. Well, sir, I do not know 
whether the hon. gentlemen or his chief 
has ever heard the story. If they did 
nut copy Mr. Bamum ill this particular 
it would only be one of the numerous in­
stances with which history is studded, 
and will show us how great minds, when 
they find themselves in similar difficul­
ties, are apt to resort to similar exped­
ients in order to get out of them.

class privileges'.

The hon. gentlemen to-day informed us 
that he was almut to make a new depar­
ture in political economy, in this country 
at least. He is going to give, so he tells 
us, a bounty of considerable amount to 
the fishermen of the Maritime Provinces 
Now, sir, knowing how greviously op­
pressive his tariff' has been to that most 
deserving class of the community, know­
ing how much they have suffered under 
it, knowing how utterly impossible it is 
for him to help them, I do not know,sir, 
that I should feel disposed to criticise 
him so much for relieving them to some 
extent, although his is a very curious ar­
gument in favour of a policy to take 
money out of one pocket and put it into 
another, and calling that granting relief 
to the people. But, sir, I submit that 
if he bo right in redressihg the injustice 
which he has laid upon the fishermen by 
his tariff, there are other classes in this 
community who have a right to the same 
justice at his hands. If tne fisheimen 
are to have bounties, other classes of the 
community have a right to the boun­
ties too. The lumberman has a right 
to be indemnified for the increased 
cost to which this tariff has put 
him. Why should one man receive 
^privilege more than another i Why 
should the maker of cotton clothing 
or the maker of woolen clothing be al­
lowed to receive from one-third to one- 
half more than the fair market value of 
his article when he comes into compe­
tition with other goods made in other 
markets I And why should my agricul­
tural friends not be allowed to receive 
one-third to one-half, on whatever pro­
port ion may be, more than the absolute 
market value of every bushel of grain 
and every pound of beef, cheese, and 
butter that he may bring to market ?
I would like to know what reason the 
hon. gentleman can advance why he 
should uut give bounties to that and the 
other classes I have enumerated. Does 
he dare to say that the farmers 
are less deserving l Does he not know 
that on our farmers more than on any 
other class the whole prosperity of this 
Dominion depends; that above all other 
classes, except possibly, the one class of 
fishermen, farmers have to dread and 
have to contend with foreign competi­
tion. And how does he propose to help 
them in their fight with foreign compe­
titors ? He has weighed them down in 
every possible way. He has added to 
the price of every article that they re­
quire to use. He has incressed the cost 
of production of their articles, aud has 
done nothing whatever to advantage 
them in any all'll pe or way. Sir, I say 
that whatever the lion, gentleman may 
think, he will find that farmers know as 
well as I do—I was going to say as well 
as he does—that the price of all the great 
staples which they produce has "been, is, 
and will be, for many years to come, 
ruled by the price in the English and 
European markets, and that their other1 
competitor is the American producer, 
against whom this tariff puts him at the 
highest disadvantage. Then, sir, I pro­
ceed to ask, following the line of the 
hon gentleman's argument, what has he 
done for the lumberman f To whom 
does ho owe the surplus of which he 
boasts t The lumber industry has in­
creased its exports to $12,030,000. It 
has enabled us to buy $12,000,000 more 
of imports. Upon those imports he has 
raised those four millions To whom

doee he owe mi re than he does to the 
lumbermen f Here, again, I prefer'fo 
go tikthe fountain head. I have tried 
to find out for myself what the opinion 
of the lumbermen of Canada may hap­
pen to be as to the merits of the hon.i 
gentleman’s tariff, add I received but 
one week ago a letter from the head of 
a leading lumbering fifni, which I shall 
take the liberty of reading to this 
House. This gentleman says:—
—ffl know—that. our timber costs us 
from $1 to $1.50 per thousand more 
than it did four years ago. The larger 
portion of this may lie attributed to in­
crease of duties, yet some unquestion­
ably, is duo to the increased demand for 
labour, owing to the return of activity 
in the lumber business in the United 
States. During the past summer wages 
were about $2 pur month higher, owing 
partly to thalDncreased expenditure of 
the men irpoh—themselves and their 
families, owing to the extra price of 
clothing, etc. The expenditure in the 
woods has been considerably higher, 
partly owing to the same cause, partly 
owing to the advance in standing tim­
ber. That the present tariff presses 
very heavily upon the lumber trade is s 
fact beyond dispute, while the profits 
derived from it are on an average of 
years much below a fair return on the 
capital invested. Everything the lum­
berman uses in his business, iron, steel 
saws, woollens, cotton, pork, flour, oats, 
corn, and lots of other things, are sub­
ject to an almost prohibitive tax, al­
though in many cases you caanot ob­
tain in Canada articles of the quality 
yen want. For instance, I sent the 
other day an order for a few hundred 
dollars worth of saws, on which I shall 
have to pay 36 per cent, duty in order 
to build up one or two factories in Cana­
da who cannot make the quality of saws 
I require. ”

Sir, I deem it unnecessary to add bno 
word to that statement. It is made by 
a man ot many years’ experience in the 
trade, thoroughly familiar with its 
working. and’to my certain knowledge, 
eminently capable of calculating what 
the tariff actually does cost the lumber 
trade, and I ask again what will the 
hon. gentleman do to protect and en­
courage the lumberman, to whom more 
than to any other class he owes the sur­
plus of which he and his friends boast 
so readily.

PROTElTION TO THE WORKINGMAN.
Then, sir, what has the hon. gentle­

man done for the workingman ! Hie 
vaunts are loud enough, but let me ask, 
has the hon. gentleman taken any steps 
to protect the workingman I Has he 
tried to secure them frein foreign com­
petition ? Are they less worthy, the 
workingmen of Canada, of being secur­
ed against foreign competition I Are 
Canadian men less worthy of protection 
than Canadian cotton and woollen 
goods ? Why, sir, these gentlemen will 
not condescend to take the ordinary 
precaution to secure the health and 
safety of the workingman. Sir, that 
was a most suggestive paragraph in the 
Speech from the Throne:—

“The report of a Royal Commission 
issued to enquire into the question of 
factor)- labour, and the best means of 
promoting the comfort and well-being of 
the workingman and his family, without 
undue interference with the develop­
ment of our manufacturing industries, 
will be laid before you.”
The paternal Government are to take 
pains to secure the comfort and happi­
ness of the workingman and his family, 
always provided that it is not to be done 
by interfering with the profits of their 
masters, the manufacturers. Sir, one 
good thing these hon. gentlemen have 
done—late in the day, and I do not hold 
it by any means-an excuse for their pre­
vious neglect—they did issue a com­
mission to enquire into the condition of 
factory children in the factories he has 
alluded to, and I am bound to say that, 
so far as I am able to perceive, the gen 
tlemen to whom the work was entrusted 
have done it honestly and well. But, 
sir, what do these gentlemen report to 
us 1 They tell us in tho first place that 
they have found much inconvenience and 
delay in obtaining information; that in 
some instances they were told by manu­
facturers that they knew their own busi­
ness, and that the Government should 
not dictate whom they should employ, 
or interfere in matters of trade.

THE COMMISSIONERS’ REPORT.
“The employment of children and 

young persons in mills and factories is 
extensive and largely on the increase, 
the supply being unequal to the demand, 
particularly in some localities, which 
may partially explain why those of such 
tender years are engaged. As to obtain 
ing with accuracy the ages of the child­
ren employed we found some difficulty, 
inasmuch as the employer has no record 
thereof, having no interest or obligation 
in so doing. Consequently, in order to 
ascertain their ages they were interro­
gated either by one of the Commissioners 
or some one in the factory. We are 
sorry t > report that in very many in­
stances the children—having no educa­
tion whatever—could nut tell their ages; 
this applies more particularly to those 
from twelve years downward, some 
being found as yo .ig as eight and nine 
years.”

The Commissioners go on tô describe 
a state of things in which,

“The children invariably work as 
many hours as adults, and if not com­
pelled are requested to work overtime 
when circumstances so demand which 
has not been unusual of late in most 
lines of manufactures. The appearance 
and condition of the children in the af­
ter part of the day, much as may bo wit­
nessed in the months of July and Au­
gust, was anything butrinviting or de­
sirable.” Now, 1 say this, the Govern­
ment has committed a great and grave 
fault, that they have been guilty of a 
very serious cache 1 ill allowing such a 
state of things to exist without, till now, 
hayjng made the faintest or remotest 
attempt to remedy it. They knew right 
well, because some of them at least are 
not ignorant of what has transpired in 
other countries, that when factor)- la­
bor has been stimulated, as they propose 
themselyes to stimulate it under this 
tariff, the greed of parents and em­
ployees has always resulted in cases of 
the grossest tyranny and oppressive to 
the unfortunate young children employ­
ed in those factories; and yet knowing 
that, they have allowed three years and 
a-half to elapse since they undertook to 
inaugurate this policy before they have 
taken the smallest or slightest pains to

protect the family of the workingman, 
guard his safety and protect him against 
dangers which the framer» of this report 
say, and say justly, at present exist in a 
great many factories ill the Dominion. 
And let me tell the hon. gentleman this, 
that they are doubly bound to see that 
these children are well taken care of, 
that they are not oppressed and ill-treat­
ed in the case of specially protected 
manufacturers, because the specially 
protected manufacturers are neither 
more or less than subsidized pensioner 
of the State, and the State which pen­
sions them ought to look to them and 
see that such grevious wrongs and op­
pressions as this report reveals are not 
permitted to be exercised on 2,000 or 
3,000 children in Canada. I will take 
'.he case, as the hen. gentleman desires, 
of the
OREAT Bl’LK OE THE MANUFACTURES OF 

CANADA.
Those ot which 1-have just spoken were 
specially protected, but I cerne now to 
the great bulk of the manufacturers. I 
repudiate entirely the attacks which the 
hon. Minister and his friends have from 
time to time made on us. I say they 
have no right whatever, from any utter­
ances of mine or any hon. gentlemen on 
this side of the House, to say we enter­
tain the faintest or slightest feeling of 
hostility towards the manufacturers of 
of Canada. Sir, the causes of their pros­
perity, notwithstanding what the hon. 
gentlemen has done for them, lie in the 
profits of our great industries have im­
proved and increased to a very large ex­
tent, and when the great bulk *f our 
people become better able to purchase 
their products they in turn receive a con­
siderable share of- prosperity ; but as tar 
as this Tariff is concerned the fact of the 
matter is simple this, that with respect 
to most of the manufacturers the Tariff 
has either directly injured them, or it 
has left them exactly where they were. 
What interest have these manufacturers 
in seeing that wages are raised, (and un­
der this Tariff wages must be raised all 
over or elae the condition of the work­
ing men must be sensibly deteriorated, 
because in spite of the ’•"inanoe Minis­
ter’s statement, it is a well-known fact 
that a dollar to-day will not purchase 
within 10 or 15 per cent, as much as a 
dollar would purchase to years ago) what 
interest have the manufacturers in there 
being dearer freights, or duties 
on raw material in the shape of iron, or 
motive power in the shape of coal. Sir, 
the hon. Minister spoke just now of the 
increase in tho production ot coal. That 
may be, or it may not be. It would be 
very natural and very reasonable t hat, 
when tile general prosperity of the ■ un- 
try increases, the consumption of any 
one of the leading articles should in­
crease; but I find that a large portion of 
the increased production is due to causes 
with which the hon. gentlemen cannot 
pretend to have had anything to do. I 
am informed by hon. gentlemen conver­
sant with the trade, that a very large 
proportion of the increased production 
of which the hon. gentlemen boasts, par­
ticularly in Cape Breton, arises from Hie 
fact that it has now become the custom 
for vessels from NewOrleans and otherAt- 
lantic ports to take a very considerable 
quantity if coal on board at that point to 
enable them to prosecute their voyage. If 
that be the case, it is a very desirable trade, 
and wh ich should be fostered,if theGovern- 
one ment could foster it,but I have yet to 
learn in what way the Government can 
cause ocean going steamers to visit Cape 
Breton. There is another case in which 
a valuable trade is springing up, which 
would spring up more rapidly if it were 
not hampered by the Tariff. It is an ex­
port trade in

such as doors and window sashes. 
There is a trade which I conceive is to 
be exceedingly desirable to cultivate, as 
it is one which would give employment 
to many hundreds, perhaps thousands, 
of people here; and how did the Govern­
ment help this trade I This is an export 
trade, one subject to severe foreign com 
petition, and the Government helped it 
by imposing additional taxes, which 
amounted to about $1 per thousand on 
the productien of the lumber, which is 
the raw material entering into this kind 
of manufactured goods All the hon. 
Minister can say is, that he had not in­
jured the trade to quite that extent, but 
only to the extent of about one-half of 
$1 per thousand. Speaking for myself, 
and in no way for anybody elsif on this 
side of the House, I may say this with 
respect to manufactures, that I have al­
ways, when I was Minister of Finance, 
recognized as I do now, the plain and 
self-evident fact, that there must he 
heavy indirect taxation to produce a 
revenue; that while we are burdened 
with the obligations we are now bur­
dened with, we cannot pretend to obtain 
that revenue without indirect taxation, 
but our policy was tliit : We desired to 
distribute that taxation justly. We held 
that that was best for the great bulk of 
the manufacturers that they had nothing 
then, as they have nothing now, to fear 
from us; that they are far more likely to 
be injured by the passing of the tariff 
exactions of the hon. gentlemen, 
and the domestic competition which, 
he says rightly, is the result in a great 
many cases. Our policy is to tax the 
people as lightly as we can, and 
when we are compelled to add to 
the taxes, to add to them justly and 
equally, avoiding all taxes which may 
press unduly on the poorer classes of 
the community, whom every statesman 
ought to guard, and from whom, especi­
ally when tlieir incomes are small, you 
ought to avoid taking away any portion 
of that small wage they possess. Now, 
to follow the hon. gentleman in his ac­
count of his expenditure and adminis­
tration. we find that, practically, he has 
doubled our taxes. We know that 

HE HAS DOUBLED OUR EXPENDITURE 
since Confederation was inaugurated. 
We begin with 13( millions of dollars, 
and find ourselves to-day with 273 mil­
lions dollars demanded for the service of 
the coming year. Allow me to recall his 
statement that 22 i million dollars were 
sufficient for. all reasonable purposes. 
Allow me to recall to your mind the in­
numerable denunciations with which this 
country rang, of the intolerable extrava­
gances of my lion, friend, when he asked 
for $23,500,000 for the public service.
I do not know whether it was from ig­
norance of the facts, which he ought to 
have known, ir from a not unnatural de­
sire to diminish the weight of the enor

incurred, that the hon. gentleman oppo­
site was so anxious to make it appear 
that Shis expenditure of $27,750,000, 
was really very little more than the ex- 

I penditure of $23,500,000. But I will 
explain to that hon. gentleman that the 

! only reason why my hon. friend beside 
me was compelled, in the first two years 
of the term of his office, to expend some­
what more than he did in 1878, was this 
that when that hon. gentleman left of­
fice he left behind him a legacy of three 
or four million of dollars to be expended 
in the various public works which hehad 
put under construction in 1873-74 ; and 
that of our total expenditure in 1876-6 
chargeable to income at least $1,260,000 
is due to the works which had been put 
under contract, and for which votes had 
been taken by that hon gentleman in 
1873. That, and that only, is the rea­
son why the expenditure of those two 
years was increased beyond the expendi­
ture in 1878. The hon. gentleman will 
have to display a great deal more ingen 
uity than he has yet displayed before he 
will convince the people of Canada that 
an expenditure that has increased from 
$23,500,000 in 1878 to $27,760,000 in 
1882, is an expenditurethat can be justi­
fied, or which can be made consistent 
with hie own declarations in 1878, before 
he obtained office. But the hon. gentle­
man talks of the percentage of taxes. I 
would like to call his attention to a few 
simple facts on that subject. I find that 
in 1867, with a population of 3,250,000, 
we had a total taxation of $11,700,000, 
and thoaverageperheadwas about$3.60; 
in 1878, when our population was about 
4,000,000, $17,841,000, consequently an 
average per head of $4.46. And even if 
he adds the $1,000,000 deficit which 
then existed, he cannot bring it beyond 
$4.71 per head ; and I find now, with a 
population of 4,250,000, we have a taxa­
tion of $23,942,000, in other words, 
$6,61 per head ; and if you take into 
consideration the enormous addition to 
the public burden caused by the oppres­
sive character of his Tariff, we would 
pay $7.00 per head instead of $5.61. I 
doubt that this is even too favorable a„ 
view to take of the case, as there is too 
good reason to think, that when we take 
the census as our guide—we are resting 
on a very uncertain basis. Canada, I 
think, of all civilized countries, possesses 
alone

A CENSUS,

as to which only one certain fact is 
known, and that is, that it is utterly un­
reliable, that it is not an enumeration 
of the people, that it does not give the 
number of Canadians in Canada, but 
the number that are in Canada, and a 
certain number of Canadians outside 
Canada as to whom no one can aay one- 
tenth or one-twentieth will return. 1 
fear that the mode that census was 
taken in was with a deliberate fraudu­
lent intent. I fear it was taken for the 
purpose of eluding the terms of the Con­
federation Act and depriving the Pro­
vince of Ontario and the Province of 
Nova Scotia of a large part of the re­
presentation to which they are justly 
entitled. It is a very extraordinary 
fact that the Province of Quebec, a pro­
vince which was alleged to have been 
depopulated under my hon. friend's 
(Mr. Mackenzie's) administration has in­
creased under this census twice as much 
as it had between 1861 and 1871,and the 
distribution of the population involves 
other circumstances whidh give the cen­
sus a suspicious character. If that 
suspicion be unfounded, the hon. gen­
tlemen have, at any rate, deliberately 
invited it by. their barbarous manner of 
taking the census—a system which I 
do not believe would have been tolerated 
by any other country calling itself civil­
ized. Apart from the enormous amount 
to which tho total expenditure has been 
swollen, we find on looking on the esti­
mated returns, a number of items enor­
mously in excess of the sums exjiended 
by us in 1878; and what is very remark­
able is this, that the items in which the 
largest figures apiiear are precisely those 
with respect to which these hon. gentle­
men were wont to denounce my hon. 
friend and his colleagues for the display 
of the greatest extravagance. We find 
for civil government that in 1878 we ex­
pended $823,000; in 1883 the expendi­
ture is estimated to be $973,000. We 
find that in the superannuated grants, 
which were also most vehemently de­
nounced, while we spent $103,000 these 
gentlemen a^k for $155,000 and if the 
return lately laid on the table be an in­
dex, they are likely to spend $170,000 
in the year 1883. We find that in the 
Post Office—WllllB'WéP I pent $1,724,000, 
they demand $2,018,000. Wo find that 
in immigration we spent $180,000 and 
they demand $378,000, and that the 
total result is, as 1 said, that against 
our annual expenditure of $23,500,000, 
they demand $27,750,000 in 1883. Sir, 
although these cases are bad enough, 
there are worse cases yet behind. When 
I come to consider the expenditure in 
some of the other departments, notably 
when I come to consider the expendi­
ture in the Department of the Interior,
I am, to quote a phrase from a colleague 
of tho lion, gentleman, appalled at the 
extravagance and mismanagement which 
it discloses. Sir, within a few years,

that this has become to all intents and 
purposes the chief spending department

r

has become a great spending department 
perhaps the very greatest spending dc 
pertinent in the hands of any Minister 
of the Government. We find that for 
the service of the future year, $909,000 
are demanded for Indians: $413,000 for 
Mounted Police; $99,000 chargeable to 
income for Dominion lands; $450,000 
chargeable to capital for the same pur­
pose ;and for the office at Ottawh,$$6,000 
Now it will be interesting to compara 
these expenditures with those for the 
same purpose in 1878. Then the In 
dians cost us $421,000; our Mounted Po­
lice $334,000; Dominion Lands, $87,000; 
and tho expenditure for tho department 
here amounted to 844,000, without 
counting in either case the salary of the 
Minister. Our expenditure in 1878, un­
der the administration of my hon. friend 
from Buthwell, for all these purposes, 
amounted to $888,000. The expenditure 
under the Minister of the Interior for 
same purposes amounts to $1,957,000, 
being an excess of just $1,069,000. Now, 
Sir, this is virtually the largest spending 
department of tho Government. It is 
true that nominally the Department of 
the Minister of Railways, and perhaps 
}he Department of the Post-Office, spend 

(larger sums; but, as is well known to the 
House, so much of the expenditure :“

inous expenditure wltich he confessed he | these departments is absolutely fixed

Here you haVe an enormous increase,and 
that is not the worst of it. To a very- 
large extent, practically, these charge* 
are fixed charges, are the increase of fix­
ed charges; and when we find that from 
$400,000 the expenditure for Indian* 
alone risen to something like $1,000- 
000, and that when 'capitalized at 4 per 
cent, is eqr lient to an addition of 
$16,000,W>> to tip* national debt, we 
may well nak tlier are we drifting.
1 jotP a4r r-^r in- to stop! All that I 
can say is, 1 tear n.stead of stopping it 
will increase. Now, this ie the depart­
ment which of all the dejmrments un­
der the control of the Government 
needs the very closest supervision, 
needs the very closest perxoual at­
tention. The difficulties of adminis­
tering this department are no doubt 
very groat; the temptations to which 
they are exposed are enormous, and, 
as everybody who has ever sat in 
the Cabinet knows, there is and always 
will be, under the best circumstances, » 
very great difficulty indeed in efficiently 
supervising it. It is incomparably the 
most important department of the Gov­
ernment at this moment, and I do not 
hesitate to say that it is

INCOMPARABLY THE WORST MANAGED.
Now, I am perfectly well aware that the 
gentleman who is its present head, is, in 
some respects, an able man. He is an 
able lawyer, he is an able politician, but 
I am bound to say—and it is the opinion 
which I and nany of the older member» 
of the House have always entertained of 
him—that when we come to the practi­
cal working of a department, the hon. 
gentleman will be found to be a very in­
different administrator; and here we 
have a proof, Sir. It was a very great 
mistake for the hon. gentleman to as­
sume this important department in ad­
dition to the onerous functions devol­
ving upon him as Premier. If the hon. 
gentleman had been all he is not and 
all he ought to be, had he possessed the 
uhtiring zeal for the Public Sirvice, had 
he possessed the rigid integrity, had he 
possessed the powers of industry which 
my hon. friend beside me (Mr. Macken­
zie) possessed, even still I would say 
that the task would have been too 
much for his strength or the strength of 
any man. As it is, Sir, there has been 
a most complete failure in the adminis­
tration of this department. We have 
seen the most enormous increase in the 
expenditure to which I have called at­
tention. Sir, the state of that depart­
ment is a by-word on the streets of Ot­
tawa; it is a by-word all through the 
North-West Territory, from one end of 
the North-West to the other you hear 
one chorus of discontent at the inefficien­
cy, at the difficulty of obtaining informa­
tion, at the lack of courtesy on the part 
of the officials of the Canadian Govern­
ment in all matters respecting the settle­
ment of that country. I speak of what 
I have known. There is not a day that 

do not receive communications from 
many of my own constituents, either in 
Huron or who have gone to Manitoba, 
all saying the same thing, all repeating 
the same charges, the same complainte 
against the administration ; all giving in­
formation as to how -the officers have 
abused their positions ; all repeating that 
;p>u cannot obtain, in Canada, proper in- 
iurination as to the ordinary items of in­
formation tliat are supposed to be given, 
and which ought to be given, to settler* 
seeking their fortunes in the North 
West. I will give you, out of a score of 
letters, an extract from a letter I receiv­
ed but four days ago, and the letter is to 
this effect ;

I am unable to obtain maps here of 
any practical use, and I have already ap­
plied to the Dominion Lands Office at 
Ottawa, nut with very poor results, as 
they appear there to have very little in­
formation to give to parties seeking it, 
or they are very careless about giving 
what they do possess. There are large 
numbers of others involved in the same 
difficulty. We can procure any number 
of maps of Dakota, but we are unable to 
obtain even a fairly good map of our own 
North West.”
What tlmt man writes to me, I have 
heaid from hundreds of other quarters 
within the past eighteen months. The 
contrast with the United States in that 
particular is most lamentable, most dis­
tressing. Whatever other faults the 
United States officers may have, they 
are zealous and most active in giving all 
possible information with respect to 
the lands and tho opi>ortunity offered 
for settlement in the'r own territory.
It is to be very much regretted that a 
similar state of things cannot be made 
to prevail in the department which is 
nominally administered by the Minister 
of the Interior. Sir, these things arc 
known to all. We know from day to 
day, from quarter to quarter, and from 
half-year to half-year, that there has 
been one continuous

CHANGE IN THE REGULATIONS 
affecting the important interests over 
which that hon. gentleman presides. 
First of all we have squatters warned off 
with the result, as I found when I was 
in that region, that aoout 1,000 Cana­
dians made homestead entries in the ad 
joining Land Office of Dakota. Then 
there came a ukase limiting the settler 
to 80 acres, but that was repealed owing 
to the universal discontent which it 
aroused. Then terms under which the 
right of pre-emption might be obtained 
were altered, and next we had an 
arrangement that the land should be 
sold at one-tenth of the nominal value 
paid down, and then, but not till after 
the mischief was done, no land is to be 
gold except for cash in full, ana then to 
we have a budget of so-called coloniz­
ation schemes with all the clauses in tho 
regulations compelling actual settlement 
carefully struck out. Then we had an 
arrangement that the settler should 
have each alternate section. Now,
I see that whole counties will be sold 
i'll bloc without any furfeture clauses al 
lowing any person to purchase who 
may choose to do so. Had these things 
occurred under the1 administration of my 
hon. friend, the member for Bothwell 
(Mr. Mills) lean well understand how 
the House and tho whole country woifld 
have rung with donounciations if his ig­
norance, his incompetence and his extra­
vagance; and with the most unbridled 
accusations against him from one end of 
the Dominion to the other. 1 suppose, 
seeing that it is the hon. Minister of the 
Interior, who is responsible for the ad 
ministration of the department, that it 

i is all right But, l tell him if he con
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tmues to be the he id of the department 
that he cannot pretend to eay from Otta­
wa what is best to be done in that cotin- 
try for the settlers of the North-West, 
that neither he nor any other man who 
has never visited the country nor has 
personal knowledge of it, can pretend to 
administer these important atiairt in the 

.interests of the people whe are to settle 
it There are departments and depart­
ments, Mr. Speaker, and I say that this 
is one of the departments which cannot 
be worked by shelving every trouble­
some question in pigeon-holes marked 
“masterly inactivity* nor by telling 
good stories to people who come to in­
terview the Minister on important mat­
ters of business. The proper adminis­
tration requires more than that; and it 
is a misfortune of ho ordinary character 
that its administration passed from the 
able and competent hands of the hon. 
ntember for Bothwell (Mr. Mills), into 
the hands of the right hon. Minister of 
the Interior. We see the result of the 
change in an expenditure double or 
nearly treble what it was; in turning the 
North-West into a gambling table; in 
the tens of thousands of honest settlers 
who have been driven away from the 
North-West to seek for homes on the 
American side of the border. If ever an 
impudent assertion was madeon the floor 
of this House, if ever there was a case 
of effrontery in the world it - as when 
that holt gentleman rose in hie place 
and dared to say that the Opposition 
were responsible for the fact that so

and before all to his own gross blunder­
ing.

he might to-day, with infinitely greater 
reason, make the same declaration, so 
far as the Department of the Interior is 
concerned. The plain fact of the mat­
ter is this, that the hon. gentleman has 
shown himself utterly unable to grasp the 
magnitude of the great interests involv­
ed in the present administration of this 
department. There is no one thing up­
on which the future of the Dominion 
more depends than upon the right con­
duct of that department, and the right 
administration of the gieat territory we 
have acquired; but the course of affairs 
since the right hon. gentleman under­
took the charge of that department,shows 
that he is treating it as nothing but a 
vast engine of political influence, and, I 
fear, a vast engine of political corrup­
tion. Now, Sir, although this is a sub­
ject on which, if time permitted, I 
c mid find a great deal more to say, I 
must pass on to the details of the Ad­
ministration of the h in. Minister of Fi­
nance; and I am hound to say his admin­
istration will compare well with that of 
the colleague beside him, though even so 
for I find it far fromsatisr»ctoiy. He laid 
great stress on the fact that large sums 
of money were coining into our hands on _
savings bank accounts, bit he forgot to tell j that was when the honorable gentleman 
the country what the savings bank depo- I in the plenitude of his good nature en 
sits cost, and how ho turned them to ac-

inforuiction which he thought of vs'ue, 
and perhaps to check some practices 
which might have led to mischief. But 
the hon. gentleman resorted to a most 
extraordinary mode of obtaining it. 
One would have thought that he would 
have communicated in the first instance 
to one or more banking authorities be 
fore he issued a circular which threw the 
banka of the country into a state of con­
fusion, well nigh of panic, aa that circu­
lar did. The hon. gentleman makes it 
his boast that when he interferes with 
manufacturers, he ie very particular to 
consult the manufacturers themselves. 
I do not suppose the hon. gentleman had 
any interest in promoting the ojieniiioii 
of a few bears on the Montreal Stock 
Exchange; but the result of this act of 
his was to cause tile stocks to fall in 
value in one day from three to twenty 
per cent. It was s mere accident that 
the hon. gentleman's action did not pro­
duce a serious panic, because if there 
had been at the same time any great dis­
turbance in the markets of the world— 
and a serious disturbance did 'iccur 
shortly afterwards—the hon. gentleman 
might have seen most unfortunate re­
sults from that step of hie. I think hon. 
members aught to consider well whether 
they should entrust that hon. gentleman 
with powers which he has shown himself 
to be very little capable of using with 
discretion. Then, Sir, the hon. gentle­
man has adopted, I am told, a rather 
extraordinary course, with respect to 
promotions in his department. Well, 
we have all heard in the good old days, 
about a hundred years ago, that accord­
ing to the renowned Sheridan—
It s a mighty fine thing to be a father-in-law. 

To a mighty magnificent three tailed bashaw."
But in Canada, at any rate, it is a much 
finer thing to be a brother-in-law to a 
Minister of Finance. I would like to 
know how tnvny pensioners this hon. 
gentleman is going to put on the country. 
My hon. friend from Middlesex (Mr. 
Ross) made a remarkable statement the 
other day as to the number ol pension­
ers one of the ministers had put on the 
country, and I forget whether he fol­
lowed it up with a statement as to 
those belonging to the Minister of Fi­
nance. Then, the hon. gentleman, not 
content with meddling with the banks, 
must address a rather remarkable letter, 
and here, too, he lias not favored-us with 
a full correspondence between himself 
and the importers of tea and coffee. 
My object is not to discuss the principle 
of the remission of those duties, but to 
call attention to the very remarkable 
statement he made in explanation of his 
proposed remission. 1 find, Sir, in a 
letter signed S. L. Tilley, and addressed 
to one James H. Read, of Montreal, in 
which the hon. gentleman states that if 
it is the wish of the trade, the change 
will be delayed for a couple of months 
to enable parties to dispose of stock out 
of leind. It seems to me that it is a re­
markable view of public duty for a Min­
ister of Finance to propound. I had 
always supposed that when a tax was 
remitted, that it wes done ill the

but, apparently, in the eyes of the Min­
ister of Finance, the interest of the con­
sumer has very little to do with it—it is 
only the convenience of the importer 
that is to he consulted. I remember 
on!v one similar instance of a Minister 
of Finance acting an the same plan, and

abled the importers of Canada to obtain 
money from the hanks in ordetv to en­
able them to import goods in advance of 
his own Tariff. I recommend him to 
peruse the ieinarks made by various 
newspapers of note at the time, on that 
remarkable feat of his. Now, Sir, it

COTTONS AND WOOLENS, 
end a variety of other articles, were sell­
ing as cheaply now at in 1878. Let me 
tell the hon. gentlemen that if that were 
true it would prove nothing. The quee- 
r.ian is not, are these goods wild cheaper 
to-day than they were in 1878, but are 
these goods sold chuiqicr, or *e cheaply 
now as they can be obtained in other 
quarters. That is the true question, not 
as he put it. I have reason to believe 
the hon. gentleman is grevirusly misin­
formed as to the prices of goods in 1878. 
I have here, taken from inyqioe* of a 
large dealer, the following statements, 
and I will give them in detail not as he 
does as mere vague general assertions, 
but I will give the actual facta and prices. 
Speaking of grey and unbleached cottons 
of a class largely used by the working 
c’asses, that gentleman tells me that in 
1878 the prime cost was fije., while the 
selling price was 7|c-, that in 1881 the 
prime cost was 7fc. .and the selling price 
lOjc. ,or in other words, whereas under 
the old Tariff there was Iff. difference 
between the cost and selling price, or 28 
percent, under the present Tariff the 
difference is 2jc., or as nearly as possible 
3!) per cent.,making 11 per cent, differ­
ence in the prices of this article, caused 
directly by the hon. gentleman s Tariff. 
Take the case nf flannels, which the hon. 
gentleman knows are largely consumed 
by the masses of the people. They cost 
about 19c in 1878, and were sold over 
the counter fpr 28a ; they cost now 18c. 
and sell for 90., being a difference of 10 
per cent, on that article, as against the 
present Tariff. As regards the heavy 
cloth used for overcoats by the working 
classes, and for warm winter clothes for 
women these were bought for 2s. fid. 
sterling in 1878, while the selling price 
was 92c., it now costs the same 2s. fid., 
but the selling price is $1.07, being an 
increase of 16c. per yard, caused directly 
by the hon. gentleman’s Tariff. And, 
Sir, I also have letters from men who 
are largely engaged in trade in this coun­
try, and this is what one of them writes 
under date no longer ago than 20th Jan- 
nary, 1882. He is talking about the rel­
ative prices of American and Canadian 
cottons:—

One of the best known and most 
saleable American cottons is branded 
Atlantic A. Its width is 38 inches. It 
sold in New York formerly fo»8c., now 
for 8|c. Canadian cotton of similar 
width and weight, but not quite so good, 
is sold at wholesale for 104c.”
Are we to understand from the hon. 
gentleman that that extra two cents will 
form no tax upon the purchaser or pro­
ducer of that cotton. The writer goes 
on to say :—

Lower priced cottons are sold in New 
York for 44c. per yard, a similar quality 
of goods in Canada cost file. ; stripe l 
shirtings, largely used by workingmen, 
the price in New York is 81c., but this 
class of goods being very heavily -taxed 
under the hon. gentleman's Tariff it is 
sold over the counter here for 16c. per 
yard, and even at that price is largely 
used and preferred by our own people. ” 
It stands to reason, and I canr.ot see 
how the hon. gentleman can deem it 
worth his while to raise the question, 
where you have the same specific duties 
to pay on articles in cottons ranging from 
4 cents or 6 cents a yard to 18 cents or 
19 cents. The cheap goods must pay an 
enormously heavy tax compared wi’h 
the more expensive ones, and in the case 
of woolens where you have the same 
specific duty on those costing 40 cents,as 
on those costing $2, the proportionate 
tax upon the poorer class of articles must 
of necessity be enormously heavy. Now, 
Sir, the hon. gentleman has certainly in 
the course of his four or five hour speech 
travelled over a great deal of ground, 
and I do not know that I would be jus­
tified in following him all through, hut I 
would like. Sir, to say a few wortls on a

better off they will undoubtedly buy 
more sugar, and consume more than 
when they are not so well off No 
thanks to the him. gentleman or his 
policy for that. Had my Tariff bet» in 
existence we would have had three and 
a quarter millions in the Treasury instead 
I.f two and a-half millions, as the hi n. 
gentleman or any ui hi» c erke could 
easily have ascerlaiiied/by a very simple 
computation. The amount of sugar con­
sumed in Cansda when refined is equiva­
lent Ui about 126,000,000 tbs., and on 
that I say that the old Tariff would have 
produced three and a quarter millions. 
The people of Canada, I repeat, have 
paid three and three-quarter millions. 
Now, in the ngitter of ship-building, the 
hon. gentleman might have told us that 
the

QUANTITY or SHIP-BUILDING 
that is going on has been very consider­
ably reduced under his tariff. He might 
have told us that these direct imports of 
tea, these ships from China and Japan 
which were to couie into the Dominion 
have been conspicuous by their absence 
during the whole time of the hon. gentle­
man’s administration. Now, Sir, as to 
diminishing our exjKirta from Montreal, 
I think the Montreal Corn Exchange are 
likely to be quite as well informed as 
the hon. gentleman as to its causes, and 
I observe in a recent report of theirs, 
they advocate strongly the abolition of 
duty on breadstuff's, and they do not 
hesitate to hint that there has been a 
great dial of fraud in connection with 
the alleged exportation of American 
flour ground in bond, to replace the 
American wheat brought into tile coun­
try by certain millers. When we get 
down certain returns that have been 
moved for, we will be in a position to 
ascertain for ourselves more accurately 
how far the suspicions of that body are 
justified. Until then I do not propose 
to enlarge on that particnlar question. 
Now, the hon. gentleman, in the course 
of his argument, advanced three claims 
in favor of the National Policy, which 
appear to me to be specially deserving 
of attention. He has, first of all, 
claimed credit for the foreign demand 
which existed fer our foreign exports as 
a result of that policy. Well, Sir, I fail 
to see how by any possibility the hon. 
gentleman can maintain that this policy 
could in the slightest degree ever contri­
bute to the increase of exports of the 
articles I have referred to. Then, I al­
leged he is wrong when he claims that his 
policy has created an improved home 
market, that the men who produced 
these articles have obtained more money 
for all these manufactures through the 
operation of his policy and not through 
their own exertions or the prosperity of 
the farmers, the fisherman and the lum­
bermen of the country. Those have not 
been benefitted; in many cases they 
have been seriously injured. Through 
looking at the general increase of our 
exports, there is 110 wonder that the 
great improvement in the home market, 
of which he speaks has taken place. 
But, Sir, last of all, in talking of the 
cheapness of articles, the hon. gentle­
man has chosen to compare—whether 
correctly or not, I am not in a position to 
say in all cases—the prices ill 1878 
and 1882. Now, Sir, that is whol­
ly and entirely a false contention.

1. A postmaster required to give 
notice hi/ left r (returning a paper does 
not answer the law) when a subscriber 
does not take his paper out of the office, 
and state the reasons for its not being 
taken. Any neglect to do so makes the 
postmaster responsible* to the publishers 
for payment.

2. If any person orders his paper dis­
continued, ne must pay all arrearages, 
or the publisher may continue to send- it 
until payment is made, and collect the 
whole amount, whether it be taken from 
the office or not. There can be no legal 
discontinuance until the payment is 
made.

3. Any person who takes a paper from 
flic post-office, whether directed to his 
name or another, or whether he has sub­
scribed or not, is responsible for the pay.

4. If a subscriber orders his paper to 
be stopped at fa certain time, and the 
publisher commues to send, the sul>- 
scrib’er is bound to pay for it if he takes 
it out of the post-office. This proceeds 
upon the ground that a man must pay for 
what he uses.

North Street Methodist Church 

Celebrates Its "Birthday.”
Hermine by lire. l»r. Poole, of Detroit 

Monday Evening'* Tea-meelIng—Tfce 
h. Norlal.

On Sunday last the 22nd anniversary 
of North street Methodist church was 
duly observed by the members and ad­
herents connected therewith. Anniver­
sary sermons were preached morning and 
evening by Rev. Dr. Poole, of Detroit, 
who had some twelve years ago minister­
ed to the spiritual wants of the congre­
gation. For the

MORNING SERMON 
the rev. gentleman took his text from 
Eph. iii, 14-1!». After reading tl * 
verses, the speaker proceeded to state 
that the prayer contained therein was 
second only to the Lord’s Prayer,for ful­
ness of power and depth of feeling. The 
experience of the people to whom Paul 
wrote had been a glorious one. They 
had once been strangers to God’s grace, 
—aliens—dead in trespasses and in sin, 
but had been redeemed from that state; 
ncverless they were still far from being 

satisfactory condition. They

all knew that he was honorable in his 
dealings.—“on the square;" but when a 
man was referred to as being a 'crook­
ed stick," the opposite was meant, and 
he wTas not to be trusted. Nevertheless 
it was quite possible for a man to be 
honest to the state and dishonest to the 
church, and also to be honest to bis em­
ployer or his neighbor and dishonest to 
himself. The str light thing is the 
everyday line of righteousness in a Chris­
tian man. The American word “crank” 
was the opposite. The true man will 
do the straight thing, for he is upright, 
honest and true, but it is difficult for a 
warped nature to do the right thing. A 
western preacher used to allude to one 
of his congregation who had some 
excellent traits mixed with crooked 
dealings, as a brother, “sanctified 
spot**” The old Methodist doctrine of 
holinesâ embraced 36 inches to the yard, 
16 ounces to the pound, and the whole 
heart cfevoted to God. The heart 
should Eeigiven to God, not by mere 
outwartfobiervance, but by the regene 
ration of ^Je spirit, just as had been 
the case with David when he said, 
“Wash me and I shall be whiter than 
snow," and “create in me a clean heart, 
and renew a right spirit within me.” 
The spirit must be made pure. Some 
have had great work wrought upon the 
heart, but do not possess that purity of 
spirit which should characterize the true 
servant of God, when he has renounced 
the flesh. In the words of Paul, we 
shoAld^ mortify the flesh, and keep it 
under. Why should the old nature be 
allowed to tyrannize over us / He re 
membered hearing of a gentleman 
whose temper occasionally got the better 
of him, who used afterward to apologize 
fvr getting angry, ana then promise to 
endeavor to keep his temper un­
der in the future. Was that the way 
to act ? No. Could the burning, 
and smoke and lava of the volcano be

An eye witness <>f the shooting states 
MacLean was observed fumbling in his 
pocket while the Queen was being helped 
into the carriage, but the pressure of 
the crowd prevented him raising his arm 
until the carriage was in motion. The 
same cause made him aim very wide. 
The bullet found in the ôtation yard 
weighs about a third of an ounce, and 
corresponds with that found on Mac" 
Lean. Before the revolver was seized, 
the prisoner brought another loaded 
chamber opposite the hammer.

MacLean was charged at the Police 
Station with shooting at the Queen, with 
intent t6 do grevious bodily harm. He 
asked whether any one was hurt, but 
the police refused to give him any in­
formation. After searching the yard at 
the railway station, the police found a 
small bullet embedded in the ground.
It bore marks of having first struck 
some other object. It wras right in the 
direction of the spot over which the 
Queen’s carriage was passing, having 
probably passed over the horses’ heads.

MacLean passed a restless night. 
From latest accounts it appears he tired 
the shot after the carriage was in motion. 
Princess Beatrice and John Brown, the 
coachman, saw him point the pistol at 
the carriage. He was exactly thirty 
paces distant when he tired. Two of 
the four loaded chambers in the revolver 
contained only blank cartridges.

MacLean walked from Portsmouth to 
London a week age. Upon his person 
was found a purse containing a penny 
and three farthings, and a pock et book 
containing the following entries: 
“Fourth Path," novel by MacLean,” 
and “Reynold's Newspaper gives as cor­
rect an idea of the wide difference that 
divides the people of England as any 
newspaper in the world. I venture the 
free outspoken principles of an unbiased 
thinker.’’

The evidence which the prisoner tried 
to shake by cross-examination went to 
prove that he tired straight at the car­
riage and not at the wheels.

The police have ascertained that Mac- 
Lean was formerly in the Wells Lunatic 
Asylum, and was only discharged last 
September. A solicitor has w ritten to 
the Mayor of Windsor stating that he 
defended a man named Roderick Mac- 
Lean at Maidstone in 1874,charged with 
attempting to upset a train.

The Snus says it may lie pretty safely 
blivious j concluded that MacLean is insane. Since 

his discharge from the Wells Asylum he 
has been confined in the Western Su- 
permore Asylum. The police have re­
ceived information also that he was in- 
caicevated in the Dublin Asylum many 
months.
