The Change.
The complete change of front with 

regard to Selective Conscription, 
which has been brought about in Gov­
ernment circles and particularly in 
the case of the Governenmt papers, 
must be regarded, not as a willing­
ness to accept it, but as an indication 
that the force of popular opinion 
made it incumbent on them to make 
provision for such a measure. No 
person who has closely, or even su 
perficially, followed the various poses 
of the National (?) Administration 
during the six months preceding the 
opening of the House on Tuesday, 
could have failed to notice the utter 
unwillingness of the members to move 
In any way toward a set policy until 
a declaration was imposed upon them 
and no credit is due them for any­
thing that has been done by the 
Soldiers, who have succeeded in rais­
ing by voluntary enlistment the 300 
men asked for in the Colonial Office 
dispatch of April 9th. But, as point­
ed out many times, that number is 
not sufficient, and the alarming news 
has reached us that over five hundred 
are needed at once. It is alarming 
because of the high casualty list 
which we must now expect, and it is 
the duty of the Legislature to hasten 
the passage of the Selective Draft 
Bill, and for the Military authorities 
to immediately take the necessary 
steps to have a further contingent 
sent over. The presence of five hun­
dred men in England, trained or un­
trained, will tend to put new life in­
to the residue of the battalion in 
France, and will prevent its being 
Split up and divided amongst other 
regiments, thus losing its identity. 
Prompt action alone will obviate such 
a course. The realisation that the 
situation is serious is communicating 
itself to all parts of the Empire and 
Canada is taking extreme measures 
to reinforce her fighting men at the 
front. Newfoundland’s duty also lies 
in that direction. It is not enough to 
make speeches praising the Regiment 
for its gallantry. The whole world 
knows of the heroism of the Royal 
Newfoundlands to-day. Neither is it 
sufficient to address laudatory sen­
tences and eloquent periods to large 
and distinguished audiences. Quit 
talking and send men! It is good to 
have them ready, but it is better to 
send them, and best of all to know 
that by their going new heart will be 
put into the breasts of those who are 
bearing the burden of the battle.

Thé member for Port de 
Grave, in moving the address 
in reply, has certainly opened 
the eyes of the people to the huge 
rates of interest which is being paid 
by the country on the foreign loans 
raised by the Government since 1913.
In that he has done more service than 
he wots of. He showed that the tax­
payers are being mulcted of 7% per 
centum interest, while millions of 
dollars are lying inactive in the Sav­
ings Banks drawing the paltry rate 
of 3 per centum: thus making, or 
helping to make, increases in the divi­
dends of Bank stockholders. No bet­
ter reason than this can be urged in 
favor of a local loan for strictly war 
purposes, and notwithstanding any 
opposition the floating of a such a 
loan may meet in certain quarters, 
it must be put on the market It 
would be criminal to go outside the 
Dominion to borrow money with so 
much at our disposal, and we trust 
that the proposed Victory Loan will 
be made so attractive and issued in 
such denominations as to make the 
purchase within the reach of every 
person who has so small a sum as 
twenty dollars to invest. Make the 
issue a popular one and let every 
man, woman and child in Newfound­
land have an opportunity to do some­
thing toward helping win the war for 
democracy.

Selective Conscription
ENDORSED BY ST. GEORGE’S ANG­

LICAN POPULATION.

SANDY POINT, To-day.
Let the Government only have the 

courage of their convictions and pass 
a Selective Conscription Bill as 
quickly as possible, for that is the 
oiily sure way of getting men for our 
Regiment They will find all loyal 
Newfoundlanders ready to support 
them in carrying out such a measure, 
if the trumpet gives no uncertain 
sound. Who will prepare himself for 
the battle? The Government must be 
the trumpet in this case. Away with 
uncertainty, and do what the whole 
country recognizes must be done, and 
that quickly. My parishioners in Bay 
St. George only number 1,400, and al­
ready 70 of our lads have been ac­
cepted for the army and navy. Just 
5 per cent Of these 15 have been 
killed and wounded, and one is a pris­
oner in Germany. We bave others 
ready to go, but our people feel it is 
most unjust that all our lads should 
be sacrificed, while certain places in 
this district, not^to speak of others 
with a far greater population, have 
hardly sent a man yet To my mind 
the principle of any law Is to teach a 
man his duty to the State, and insist 
on his doing it There are some who 
will never recognize their duty, as 
far as the Royal Nfld. Regiment is 
concerned, and in justice to all, a law 
should be passed as has been done in 
other parts of the Empire, insisting 
that every man who enjoys the priv­
ilege of British rule shall do his duty 
when called upon. Go ahead, Mr. 
Premier, give us Selective Conscrip­
tion, and you will find the people at 
your back in all parts of the Domin­
ion. I can answer for my people in 
this respect, and although they have 
done perhaps as well as the best, they 
are ready to do still more, when those 
who hang back are ordered to the 
front to bear their portion of the sac­
rifice, and not enjoy privileges at the 
expense of others.

scriptlon and the floating of a Victory 
War Loan, as foreshadchved in the 
Speech from the Throne, will be wel­
comed by every patriotic and right- 
thinking man In the Dominion.

Hatch Now for
Early Pullets.

Farmers having broody hens should 
set them, and those who have none 
should buy or borrow from their 
neighbors. Each winter the import­
ance of early pullets is brought home 
to us, but in the spring, when there is 
a rush of work, we are liable to for­
get.

Set your hens in a warm place, a 
box in the cow stable, high enough up 
that the dog or calves cannot reach 
it, makes a suitable location. The 
number of eggs given depends upon 
the size of the hen. but err on the 
side of too few this cool weather. 
Avoid the round, long, or abnorm­
ally large eggs for setting. The mod­

Really Rich Rubbish.
A New British Industry.

Valuable discoveries are being made 
almost every week by the organization 
for utilizing Army waste.

Two of the latest concern cotton 
cuttings and old boots.

Makers of cotton goods for the Ar­
my send their cuttings to central de­
pots. The first consignment of these 
cuttings has produced lift tons of ma­
terial for explosives.

From old army boots unfit for wear 
by anybody suphate of ammonia is ob­
tained and used as a fertilizer of 
land. Grease, animal charcoal, and 
metal 'are also recovered.

Dust from shoddy mills is another 
fertilizer; the wool contains 14 per 
cent of nitrogen. Fanners in Kent 
give a price which leave a profit after 
paying the carriage from Yorkshire.

All used-up woollen goods—left-off 
tunics and other articles—are put 
through the shoddy mills. Already 
£2,000,000 worth of wool has been re­
covered and divided between the Ar­
my and the public for remaking into 
cloth.

Owing to the collapse in Russia, 

which allowed Germany to remove 
the main part of her Army from the 
Eastern to the Western front, the Al­
lies have been severely handicapped 
in meeting the greatest offensive of 
the war.

There is an urgent call to all parts 
of the Empire for men.

In the United Kingdom steps are 
being taken to conscript all men up 
to the age of 51 years.

As a self-governing Dominion New­
foundland has been called upon to do 
her part in filling the gaps. We have 
been specially called upon by the 
Secretary of State for the Colonies to 
keep the Royal Newfoundland Regi­
ment at Its full war strength. Three 
hundred men (300) are required Im­
mediately and sixty (60) men addi­
tional per month. The need for these 
men is set forth in the despatch re­
ceived Tuesday. April 9th, from the 
Secretary of State for the Colonies, 
which reads as follows :—

“April 9th.—Statement has been 
received from Army Council to the 
effect that the Newfoundland Regi­
ment In France is now short of the 
authorized War Establishment by 
170 men, and that the number of 
men under training in England Is 
not sufficient to make up this de­
ficit. Since very heavy fighting must 
be anticipated, at least 300 men will 
be required from Newfoundland as 
early as possible in order to bring 
the Battalion up to strength and an 
additional sixty men per month will 
be required to maintain it in the 
field.

H. M. Government trust that your 
Government will be able to supply 
these men.

(Signed) LONG.”
Conscription prevails throughout 

Canada and the United States, and 
Newfoundlande-s In Canada are be­
ing conscripted.

Under the War Measures Act the 
Newfoundland Government have or­
dered:—

That no unmarried man between 
the ages of twenty and thirty-five, 
who is eligible for the Army or 
Navy, shall be permitted to leave 
the Dominion.

That no person whosoever shall 
be allowed to leave the Dominion 
without a Passport.
Newfoundland must do its part, and 

cost what it will, the Regiment must 
be maintained. Our Regiment has 
performed deeds of valor equal to any 
In the history of the British Army.

Its gallantry in the field has won 
the recognition of the King by the 
bestowal of the glorious prefix 
“ROYAL”.

It has earned so many encomiums 
from the Commander in Chief, the 
Divisional and Brigade Generals, that 
we cannot allow it to be withdrawn 
from the scene of conflict 

It has placed the name of New­
foundland on the Honour Roll of the 
nations. It would be an eternal dis­
grace to the eligible men of Newfound­
land to allow the name to be erased 
from that Honour Roll by falling to 
keep the Regiment up to its full fight­
ing strength.

An opportunity Is now afforded the 
young men of the country to Join the 
ranks.

On St. George’s Day, the 23rd April, 
the Legislature will be convened, and 
immediate attention will be given to 
the consideration of. the steps to be 
taken to maintain the Royal New­
foundland Regiment at full war 
strength.

In the meantime the need is urgent, 
and every effort should be made to 
answer the call from His Excellency 
the Governor and from the War Coun­
cil, to enlist as many men as possible.

GREAT FLYING ACTIVITY.

NOTHING DOING.
BUENOS AIRES, To-day. 
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STORMING THE MOLE.
LONDON, To-day.

An officer of one of the motor boats 
has given the Daily Mail a story of 
the blowing up of the Mole at Zee­
brugge. “The submarine which did it” 
says this officer “went at it from the 
outer side. The German star shells 
helped very greatly in showing the 
way. We could see about two hun­
dred Germans on the bridge loading 
from the Mole to the shore. They 
apparently thought that the submarine 
had lost her way and were rejoicing 
in the belief that they were going to 
trap her. But the submarine pushed 
under the bridge and when her cargo 
of explosives was touched off, it blew 
the bridge, and all standing on it, into 
the air. “For a little time afterwards 
fragments of Germans and wreckage 
of the bridge were falling all around 
us. By the blowing up of the bridge, 
the Mole was isolated, and it was on 
this island that the Vindictive’s men 
were landed and the fighting occur­
red.” British marines who landed on 
the Mole at Zeebrugge, according to 
a narrative printed in the Daily Mail, 
says that when the cruiser Vindictive 
got alongside the Mole, it was, found 
that of the fourteen gangways aboard 
all had been shot to pieces, except two 
which were damaged and shaky. 
Nevertheless the men, headed by Capt. 
Edward Bamford and Lieut G. G. 
Cooker, dashed over and landed on 
the first edge of the Mole, but lost 
severely from the terrible shell fire. 
From the ledge there was a wall to 
be climbed and then a drop twenty 
feet which was negotiated by ropes 
and rope ladders. “They tried to take 
our ladders,” said a marine, “but we 
let them come within ten yards, and 
then blew up a way with grenades. 
Everyone of us had grenades and we 
made the place lively with them for 
an hour. Wo chased the Germans 
through sliding doors and under­
ground passages. Some of them ran,

but others got into comers, and snip­
ed at us with riles and machine guns. 
Evidently they were prepared for a 
possible attack for the place was staff­
ed with machine guns. “How the Vin­
dictive went in, is described by an of­
ficer of the marines, “all the ships 
used the smoke cloud device, the 
smallest emitting as much as the larg- , 
est, until there was an Impenetrable 
smoke wall all the .way from Zee­
brugge to Ostend. This deceived the 
defenders for a while, but when they 
found us out and sent us star shells 
we steamed through and got hell, “all 
our men were cn deck and we were 
shelled unceasingly for 20 minutes. 
The Vindictive had three howitzers 
aboard, and before we left the crew 
of the foremost gun had been wiped 
out three times by the guns ashore; 
but our gunners did remarkable work 
and pumped lyddite into the German 
gunners 'on the beach. Several Ger­
man destroyers were alongside the 
Mole and three of them kept firing at | 
the Vindictive at close range. We 
charged one and threw in fifty bombs. 
A loud explosion folowed and we saw 
that she was afire and sinking. We 
could not roach the others and we do 
not know what became of them. Af­
ter sinking the destroyer, we forced 
our way ashore at the point of the 
bayonet, and charged a gun crew 
which had been giving much trouble, 
killing many and dispersing the rest 
and caoturcd the gun. When we got 
back the Vindictive presented a sad 
sight. The upper decks were slippery 
with blood. The cries and moans 
were hezrt-rendering. All around lay 
dead and dying and wounded.

GERMANS STEAL FOOD PARCELS.
GENEVA, To-day.

Two French prisoners, who escaped 
from a Bavarian Camp, arrived here 
yesterday, and declare that the camp 
is swarming with vermin, as their 
bodies showed. They said that the 
hungry German guards constantly 
stole food parcels sent from France to 
the prisoners. A, few British and 
American prisoners in the same camp, 
they added, were in the same state.

ANOTHER STORY.
LONDON, To-day.

Stoker Bendall, of the submarine 
which blew up the Zeebrugge Mole, is 
quoted as saying that the explosion of 
the submarine caused much concrete 
to fall from the Mole. Bendall said 
“it was silent and nervy business. We 
were going full tilt when we hit the , 
viaduct. It was a good jolt, and we ; 
ran right In the middle of the viaduct : 
and struck there as we intended to do. i 
I don’t think anybody said anything , 
except “well, we are here all right.” 
“We lowered a skiff and stood by, 1 
while the commander touched off the 
fuse and then tumbled into the skiff 
and pushed off. By bad luck the pro­
peller fouled some obstacle, and left 
us with only two oars and two minutes 
to get away. The enemy lights wore 
on us, and the machine guns were 
firing from the shore. Before we 
made two hundred yards the submar­
ine went up and there was a tremen­
dous flash and roar and lots of con- j 
Crete from the Mole fell around us. i 
Luckily we were not struck. Bendall j 
described how one afteranother the 
rowers were hit by enemy bullets, but 
in the nick of time a picket boat found 
the skiff and took the crew aboard. . 
Lieut. Stanford, who commanded the | 
submarine, pays tribute to the gal-1 
lantry of his crew which numbered 
five and speaks modestly of his 
achievements. The ' lieutenant said, | 
there is no doubt about our getting 1 
there. I set the fuse myself, and X 
think it was done all right. We were 
lucky in being picked up by the picket 
boat. The firing from the shore was 
severe and only the fact that the sea 
was rough, and pumped us up and | 
down, saved us. An officer of one of 
the motor boats claimed it destroy­
ed a destroyer alongside the Mole. 
He also says that a second destroyer 
was torpedoed by another motor boat 
and that a third was rammed. "My 
boat,” he said, “torpedoed and abso­
lutely destroyed the old British rail­
way steamer Brussels, which was ly­
ing just inside the Mole, it had been 
used by the Germans as a torpedo 
training ship.” It is recalled that the 
Brussels was the last vessel com­
manded by CapL' Fryatt, who was ex­
ecuted In July, 1916, after conviction 
by a German court martial for at­
tempting to ram a submarine.

BUENOS AIRES, To-day.

The Argentinian Cabinet held a 
special meeting last night, to consid­
er curtailing, and probably prohibit­
ing the export of all foodstuffs, in 
consequence of the increased cost of 
living in Argentina. It was decided 
to make no final decision in the mat­
ter, until Finance Minister Salaberry 
has submitted a report which he was 
requested to make.

LOMA, Ohio, To-day.

Railroad Pay.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—-Please allow me space 
In your paper to expose a grave in­
justice enacted on a certain class of 
workmen, viz., those men who work 
on the sections of the railway in this 
country. They get the magnificent 
sum of one dollar and fifty cents for a 
ten-hour day, the same as was given 
for railroad labor five years ago. Just 
think, it’s about equal to seventy 
cents In the then purchasing value 
of a dollar fifty.

It would take-too much space for 
me to comment on the labor problem 
of this country, but I may, In the near 
future, point out that the labor prob­
lem of this country Is totally unlike 
that of any other.

It is but very few places In the out- 
ports, that a union can' be of any real 
help to its members, and If the un­
skilled laborers are not protected by 
the State, there is nothing for them 
but starvation.

The National Government claims to 
be the poor man’s friend. Let It prove 
its assertion and see that no company 
takes a man's labor without giving 
him in return a living wage.

I claim that a man in these days of 
high prices, cannot feed, clothe, and 
educate a family on less than two 
dollars and fifty cents a day,

I know it Is not easy for any Gov­
ernment to solve the labor question, 
but owing to men having to earn a 
year’s living in a few months, and for 
other reasons too numerous to men­
tion with regard to làbor in New­
foundland, it is the duty of the Govern­
ment to see what It can do to protect 
the men who have to work with pick 
and shovel.

LONDON, April 25th (via Reuter’s 
Ottawa Agency)—Naval authorities 
emphasize the fact that the raid on 
Zeebrugge and Ostend was not a 
dangerous adventure, but a deliber­
ately planned action. It was built on 
strategy of the highest quality, and 
if the German fleet, it is stated, con­
templates another sally out from 
there, it will be powerless of effec­
tive action without its support from 
the left wing or the rear. It was a 
splendid intimation to Germany that 
the British fleet Is ready.

ENEMY CAPTURES HANGARD.
PARIS, To-day.

(Bulletin.)—The Germans have cap­
tured the village of Hangard, on the 
front southeast of Amiens, the War 
Office announces to-day. The bat­
tle continued with violence through 
the night in this sector. The French 
lost Hangard but recaptured it, and 
finally were again forced out of the 
town, but are holding the ground im­
mediately around it. The statement 
follows : Tho battle continued with 
violence around the village of Han­
gard, on which the Germans concen­
trated their efforts during the night- 
Frcnch troops resisted valiantly and 
counter attacked several times with 
success. The village was lost, then 
retaken hy the French, and finally re­
mained in the hands of the Germans, 
at the cost of heavy losses. The 
French are holding the Immediate out­
skirts of Hangard, and the Germans 
have not been able to debouch from 
the town despite repeated efforts. On 
both banks of the Avre, the artillery 
fighting continued with violence. The 
French made several successful raids, 
especially west of Lasslgny, south of 
Coucy lc Chateau, and in Lorraine. 
We took a certain number of prison­
ers. The artillery fighting was very 
active In tho Woevre in the region of 
Flirey and Regneville. Elsewhere 
there is nothing to report.

MAKING REPEATED ATTACKS.
LONDON, To-day.

Three attacks, made by the Germans 
on British positions east of Amiens, 
have been repulsed, It is announced of­
ficially. On the Flanders front late 
yesterday, the Germans attacked 
French positions northeast of Bailleul, 
and were repulsed. Early this morn­
ing, after an Intense bombardment, 
they renewed their- attacks in this sec­
tor, and against the British positions. 
Further east, the British regained 
ground around Villers Brettonneux 
by counter attacks and took prisoners.

A Warning Against False Perspective.
The man, the central figure in this

We Under-Estimate the Value of Small 

Ganses.
The clashing of mighty world 

forces: the moving of armed men In 
millions—mere pawns upon the blood- 
soaked, shell-seared chess board of 
Picardy and Flanders—at the behest 
of the human intellects of allied and 
enemy commanders have given many 
the idea that it is only mighty, ma­
terial forces that count. The world­
wide ramifications of a highly or­
ganized Society strike the imagination 
of the ordinary man who, if he be­
longs to an Order Inefficiently or­
ganized, whose habitation is only 
local, is liable to minimise the power 
of influence wielded by his compara­
tively insignificant band. Every of­
ficer and every delegate of this Grand 
Lodge, every member of the Society 
which it represents, needs to watch 
against temptation to under-estimate 
the “one talent” power. Permit me to 
emphasize as strongly as possible the 
fact that it is not 200 pounds avoirdu­
pois which make the man, but the 
mind. It is not always the Lodge with 
its long membership roll, its heap of 
dollars in the funds, its opportunities 
of meeting other Lodges that is the 
strongest, not unfrequently it is the 
Lodge in an isolated settlement, with 
its small membership, poverty of re­
sources, but rich in its hold on the 
principles of its Order, the deep 
loyalty and rare enthusiasm of its 
members, using its one talent power 
of influence to the full. When Stanley 
crossed the African Continent with its 
7,000 miles of mountain, forest, table­
land, morass and rivers in 999 days he 
did not find one Christian. To-day 
here and there like beacon lights in 
the surrounding gloom are to be found 
tiny Mission stations whose influence 
is not to be measured by their insig­
nificance compared with the powerful 
forces' of Mohammedanism, Paganism 
and Heathenism. I would fain use 
this opportunity to impress upon 
every Officer and Delegate of this 
Grand Lodge the danger of under­
estimating the power of influence 
possessed by your Order. Let not the 
fact that by comparison with other 
organizations you possess only the 
“one talent” depress you, above all let 
it not lead you to despise the “one 
talent” power given you so that you 
may bury it out of sight, and thus miss 
the opportunity of uplifting others by 
serving them. More than we need in 
this Dominion of ours, to have our in­
dividual, family and community life 
leavened by the one talent men who 
have nailed to the mast-head of their 
craft the principles of “Love: Purity; 
Fidelity”, and are determined to 
“carry on” to the end of the voyage.
Use of Tour One Talent Power of 

Influence,
Delegates! return to your Lodges 

with a strong purpose controlling you, 
determined to enthuse your brethren. 
Be possessed of great ideals. Keep up 
the character of the Order. Guard its 
principles. Defend its integrity. Ex­
tend its usefulness. Strengthen its 
authority. Be possessed by great 
ideals, but do not despair it you tail 
in attaining them. King David was 
possessed by a great ideal. He desired 
with a strong desire to build a house, 
exceeding magnificent, for his Lord, 
but it was left to his son to realize it 
Have your great ideal. Let it be the 
saturating of Family, Society and 
Community life with your Principles 
of Love: Purity; Fidelity, then I can 
hold out this hope that it you do not 
succeed yon will fill your sons with 
the spirit of your ideal and they will 
'build the house.”

Delegates! Go back to your Lodges 
determined to use your one talent of 
service in the interests of the Empire 
and the cause of Liberty and Free­
dom for which the Empire stands. In 
this grave hour of peril despise not 

one talent power of Influence. I *1 
pray you not to bury it away out of 
sight Use it Use it persistently. 
Use it faithfully. It has long been 
evident that) the volunteer system of J i

recruiting will not keep our gallant 
Regiment at full strength. You must 
tell the fathers in your Lodges that 
the seriousness of the situation makes 
necessary the conscripting of their 
sons. Personal, no less than Empire, 
Interests demand the sacrifice. “Why 
should we send our boys like lambs to 
this horrible slaughter?” The answer 
Is "Why should we keep them back?” 
“Our Father—the Father of our Lord 
Jesus Christ—sent His only Son as 
a lamb to the slaughter. "He was led 
as a lamb to the slaughter.” The sav­
ing of a world of human beings was 
the Moving Cause of Christ’s Sacrifice. 
A world to-day needs saving. If it Is 
to be saved it can only be by fathers 
sacrificing their sons, by sons sacri­
ficing themselves. One occasionally 
hears the fool talking according to his 
folly. You must answer the fool ac­
cording to his folly. There are those 
who say “’Tis better to be a living 
dog than a dead hero." Had our Mak­
er intended men to be curs He would 
have given them four legs, a tail, and 
a yellow streak. He meant them to be 
men. Delegates! Go back to your 
Lodges, your homes, your communi­
ties and use that one talent of in­
fluence you possess in strengthening 
the manhood of your settlements. Let 
your message be, and let your prayer 
be that of the Bishop of Exeter:

“Give us Men!
Men from every rank,
Fresh and free and frank;
Men of thought and reading.
Men of royal breeding,
The Empire’s welfare speeding;
Men of faith and not of faction.
Men of lofty aim and action;
Give us men—I say again,
Give ua Men!

Dear Mr. Editor,—Please Insert the 
tew following lines In your valnabU 
paper.

As present times seem rather seri­
ous tor the British Nation we musi 
feel that we have a real foe In th, 
German soldier; It has been plainly 
shown that he Is a desperate flghtei 
and we will have to persevere with all 
our power and might to down him. 
There has been too much talk about 
the halt-starved, half-clothed, brutal, 
cowardly soldiers and that we can 
easily beat them. Yes, tar too much 
of this talk, especially by some of ui 
who understand very little about war­
fare. My opinion is that most of ui 
should say less on matters that we dfl 
not understand.

Even In these critical times we are 
constantly hearing people say how 
easily the Allies can win.the war, 
That we need not worry, our armies 
are strong enough to beat Germany. 
We have lots of men. Germany can’t 
win.

This sort of talk will never win the 
war for us. We must realize that we 
have a relen ess foe to face and that 
we must down him or he will conquer 
us. We should see the facts as they 
really are. Our side of the picture is 
not a bit too bright at present, but let 
us hope it will soon be repainted.

In my opinion to win this war It 
will be the question of which side can 
hold out longest. I mean which side 
can be strongest in man-power and 
has the best means. It may yet be a 
bard fight, but Right will win in the 
end.

Lately recruiting has fallen oil 
somewhat, and there is much talk of 
Conscription.

It has been plainly shown that we 
have the men and now they are 
wanted; still they won’t volunteer. 
What is to be done? Why, conscrip­
tion we must expect in some form 
very soon. But, now, I wish to say that 
If every other place in Newfoundland 
would do as well as Chance Cove we 
would never have conscription men­
tioned amongst us. Even now con­
scription won’t affect us for some 
time yet, as every available man here, 
of age, has offered his services long 
ago.

This little hamlet, in the bottom 
of Trinity Bay, has a population of 200 
all told—men, women and children— 
out of that number 20 have offered 
for King and Country. Is there an­
other place that can make such a 
proud boast for so small a population? 
If there is we wish to hear from them. 
Out of this twenty, twelve passed for 
active service; two brothers, Albert 
and William Brace, have paid the su­
preme sacrifice; while some others 
have been in hospital and have had 
narrow escapes. Below I give the 
names of those who have offered to 
keep the old flag flying:—

George Brace, Jacob Smith, of Hez., 
Archibald Brace, Noah Rowe, Albert 
Brace, William Brace, Arthur C.
