Japs Indignant.
NEVER HAD ANT IDEA OF JOIN- 

ING HUNS.

Tokio, July.—(By the Associated 
Press)—“I declare once more with a 
clean conscience that Japan never'act­
ed to breach her plighted faith in her 
allies and associates in the war.” This 

| statement was made to-day by Vis­
count Yasuya Uchida, the foreign min­
ister, to the Kokusai news agency, re­
garding the reports that Germany had 
entered into secret negotiations for 
an alliance during the war.

“The first story that secret negoti­
ations were being conducted during 
the course of the war between Japan 
and Germany,” said Viscount Uchida, 
“seems to be again attracting public 
attention in the United States. That 
such a report is persistently circulat­
ed despite the categorical denial re­
peatedly made by the ministry at 
Tokio and by the Japanese represen­
tatives at Pekin, Washington, Paris 
and elsewhere, apparently indicates 
that certain quarters interested at the 
present moment in the estrangement 
of Japan from her friends have been 
desperately at work with this ill-ad­
vised object in view.”

And he wants a peep behind the 
face masks of the men who ran John’s 
empire, and with it a fore glimpse of 
the policies coming forward in Parlia­
ment and country. Uncle Sam is strong 
on personality.

But being a high pressure person, 
he wants all this each week in a news­
paper column. The British Empire 
in a column Of The Sun. Well—go to 
it.

John Is a one idea man these days. 
He is puzzling where Demos’s big 
stick is going to hit him next. No 
wonder he asks in his chief Sunday 
paper: “What’s wrong with the 
world?”

As I write 500,000 cotton operatives 
have walked out, leaving loomland a 
graveyard. The vanmen tell us if we 
want bread we must fetch it. The 
London electricians have temporarily 
deferred shocking us. The miners’ 
clerks have thrown down the pen and 
have started a dogfight of their own 
with the miners. And the Labor 
party congress, kaleidoscopic and in­
coherent, is about to decide whether 
labor’s official weapon is to be the 
fist or the tongue. And the fist gets 
harder and ’ornier for every day that 
goes.

John is scared to death. He thinks 
the strike is going to hobble him in 
the war after the war. John knows 
he’ll want both hands free in the 
ight that is coming—for the heavy­

weight dollar championships of the 
world. He believes Sam has his hands 
free. He believes Sam has been able 
to make the war-peace quick change 
In record time. He has appealed to 
Demos’s better feelings, and finding 
nothing doing may use the big stick. 
(He has got a flash from New York’s 
anti-strike mobilization.) But John Is 
soft. He hates big sticking.

Yet thé pendulum swings ever to 
the left. Political labor is ae dead 
as that Foo Hoy Dun omelet my friend 
Charlie Wong served me last March 
in the East Side chop suey. The swing 
is toward—not Bolshevism—the Brit­
isher is no Bolshevik even when he 
calls himself one—but toward a nebul­
ous guild socialism. The miners are 
to control the mines—the railway 
men the railways. And so on. The

Cabinet maker, as the most powerful 
man In England—after him Lloyd 
George. To-day I write Bob Smillie. 
For this man has caught the slow 
tinder that is the imagination of the 
British workman.

He leads England’s key union—the 
miners. But he also leads the mil­
lions of the triple alliance of the 
railway men, transport workers and 
miners who to-day are England’s dic­
tators. He is the sea green incor- 
cruptible who succumbs neither to 
cajolery nor power lust. Even Lloyd 
George could not tempt him with the 
food controllership. And "Bob” Is out 
for blood.

Unless that general election, which, 
I venture to predict, comes w.ithin the 
next few months. If it does we may 
see a queer volte face by John Bull, 
voler. If political labor comes back in 
force—with the seepage of the Coali­
tion Liberals and the defection of the 
Lloyd Georgians at the polls we may 
before many elections see a labor Gov­
ernment at Westminster—it may act 
as a stanch to the blood drench. But 
whatever happens Bob Smillie is the 
man to watch—I have watched him 
for thirteen years—Smillie, the Low­
land Scot with the slow smile, the 
narrowing green eyes and the black 
clay pipe.
” But always the war after the war. 
First we hear of the adjournment of 
the House being moved. Reason— 
lack of national economic policy and 
absence of steps for prevention of 
dumping and protection of key indus­
tries. This brings up Hurley’s six­
teen million ton sea gun. The Minis­
try of Shipping admits only being able 
to launch one million tons this year 
instead of the two promised. Cause—■ 
strikes. Lurid tongue picture painted 
by M. P. of United States’ proposal to 
withdraw from the Supreme Economic 
Council, meaning new campaign by 
Uncle Sam for world’s markets and 
dumping like the devil. Then Geddes 
—Capable fellow, Geddes, Board of 
Trade President—pleads in mitigation 
that England stands between two 
worlds or two devils—bankrupt Old 
and prosperous New. Policy not yet 
fixed, but one in pocket, waiting— 
waiting for Uncle Sam.

John Bull is under no illusions. He 
is not a sufferer that way. For him 
there is only one man In the trade 
ring and his name is Sam. It's a 
friendly scrap of course. But it is a 
scrap. And John is taking no chances. 
“The White House Will O’ the Wisp.”

The way that President Wilson is 
being battledored and shuttlecocked 
is fearsome. He has been used by 
every party, as by every politician. 
First he was the savior of democracy 
—then its assassin. Now one of 
those demagogic figures who have 
always got the ear of the man In the 
street, whether in old Rome or New 
York, splashes London with “Wilson 
toying with treason” In the posters 
of that popular penn’orth John Bull, 
which is the Bible of some four mil­
lions weekly.

Horatio Bottomley is a sort of un­
crowned king of the lower middle 
class. Financier, editor, patriot and 
political free lance, to-day he shares 
a throne with what he calls "my 
friend George.” He alleges lack of 
cordiality between England and Am­
erica and attributes this to “the 
White House will-o’-the-wisp.” He 
says his “preposterous” League of 
Nations “has set the two great Eng- i 
lish speaking nations by the ears.” j 
It menaces the Monroe Doctrine of 
"hands off the Americas,” and he 
appeals to his friend George "to break ! 
away from the fatal hypnotism of the 
United States President.”

He finishes: "We know what Wil­
son is playing for. He is out to make < 
sure of the Irish-American vote.”

Nobody seems to love Woodrow < 
Wilson. The pacifists suspect him. 1 
The Bottomleys call him treason- 
monger. The militants doubt him. 
Poor Woodrow!

But the man in the street is not 
bothering about the league. He is in 
mourning. He just dotes on the ! 
American movies and Charlie of the , 
funny feet. Now the annual confer- , 
ence of the British cinema trade de- ! 
Clares war to the knife against their * 
American brethren. This means the 
banning and the damning of the 
American film—and Charlie. And 
then there is his beer.

Wherever I go I am told that Uncle 
Sam’s going dry is all nonsense. 
Even my Europeanized American 
friends don’t believe it. America 
wants no beer. England wants more 
beer. The Daily Express gives its 
chief leader to beer and demands 
“real beer, not the eyewash of war,” 
and with a full realization of its na­
tional import finishes: "Only Minis­
ters fail to grasp these clear facts. 
Their failure is a peril to them and 
to the country,” Beer, it seems, is a 
panacea for labor unrest.

On the other hand, the news that 
America has a drug bill of $20,000,000 
is used as an example of the horrible 
depravity of Uncle. He gives up 
beer—but slugs dope. Oh Uncle!

To crown all, the average man is 
being told that he lives in an “orgy 
of extravagance,” or, as the Presi­
dent of the Board of Trade puts it 
nicely: “A poor nation living as if 
it were wealthy.” A famous banker 
says his bank is impregnated with 
checks from clients who waste their 
substance in all sorts of fripperies 
and fooleries, one man paying £100 
for cut flowers in a week. Well, I 
don’t know. I’ve had a month at the 1 
Plaza.

Not that anybody is shocked. The 
war has made John Bull shock proof. 
But he got a mild nerve jolt by the 
report of the British Rate Commis 
sion, which is now considering “the 
more equable distribution of the 
sexes through the empire.” It seems 
that unemployment and hard times 
are making for low population, while 
emigration is rising, “and the dispro­
portion of the sexes is assuming 
disquieting aspect.” Instead of being 
a 50|50 it looks more like a 2%|2 
proposition.

The First Menu Card
In the Same Plight,The origin of the written or printed 

menu, or bill of fare, is 421 years old. 
The idea was developed by a Duke of 
Brunswick. He did not intend it for 
general use, but while at a banquet 
given in honor of the Diet of Reb- 
genseiwg the Count Hugo de Mount- 
ford noticed a piece of parchment near 
the duke’s plate, to which the duke 
referred frequently. When asked 
about it, he said it was a list of the 
dishes to be served, in the order they 
would arrive, which he had secured 
from the cook, in order that he might 
save his appetite for those dishes he 
liked best. Gourmands soon imitated 
the bright idea and later it appeared 
at banquets. From this the modern 
menu was gradually developed.

The menu, in the sense of details 
of the dinner, is as old as the art of 
cooking. Aristophanes, in his com­
edy “The Assembly of Women,” wrote 
one of the most curious menus extant.

THE THUNDERER’S OPINION.

LONDON, Aug. 9.
(Reuter’s Ottawa Agency) — The 

Times, In an editorial, states: “The 
election of Hon. W. L. Mackenzie King, 
as the successor of Sir Wilfred Laur­
ier, is an event of great importance to 
the Dominion, and is also of great im­
perial Interest. Canadian politics are 
no longer a matter of indifference in 
this country. That is part of our 
heritage of the deeds of the Canadian 
troops in Europe, from their showing 
on the battle fields. An abundant 
political harvest already begins to ap­
pear, and Premier Borden prepared 
the way for the reaping by his emin­
ent representation of Canada in the 
Council Chamber of the Allied nations. 
So secure is his position in the Eng­
lish mind, as representative of Can­
ada, that it is not always easy to re­
member here that at home he is the 
leader of a political party, against 
which established opposition may be 
gathering strength. We shall not 
speculate on the probable duration of 
the combination under his leadership, 
but certainly it will be Influenced by 
the election of a successor to Laurier. 
It will be Influenced, for instance^ by 
the personality of the new liberal ler-i- 
er and by Ills political record, con­
sequently, Interest in these points j 
here is not only legitimate, but the oh- j 
ligation of intelligent, citizenship.” j 
The Times then sketches the career 
of the new leader and concludes : 
“With the Hon. W. L. Mackenzie King 
at the Liberal helm, there 'can be little 
risk that the position of Canada in ■ 
the Empire and before the world J 
should be treated as a pawn in the 
contest of local politics. We may be 
sure that his insight and lofty politi- j 
cal ideals will keep before his eyes, 
and before the eyes of his party, the 
immense present influence, and the 
even greater future of Canada, as a 
Dominion of the Empire.

They do not charge him with 
making money out of timber deals 
or in other ways open to criticism, 
but in the salving of property in 
which employment was given to hun­
dreds of people who benefitted by 
Cashin’s energy and enterprise. The 
writer of those attacks is a well- 
known individual who should keep 
in hiding, and his friends, if he has 
any, should attempt to silence him 
to save him from public exposure 
which is sure to come if he contin­
ues his attacks in this way.

Boxing Freak.

The career of the Welsh fighter, 
Jimmy Wilde, who weighs 105 pounds, 
yet knocks out champions 20 pounds 
heavier, has aroused great, curiosity 
among the boxing element in the Un­
ited States. Referee Eugene Corri, of 
the National Sporting Club, visualizes 
Wilde in the following description;

Picture, if you can, a child-man 
dressed as a sergeant-major. Then 
you have Jimmy Wilde, the greatest 
boxer of all countries, the pugilistic 
puzzle of all the ages.

He stands a few inches more than 
five feet, his face is hairless, he has 
little, dull, sleep eyes; his voice pipes; 
it is a baby squeak. Fully dressed, 
he weighs a mere trifle more than 
seven stone (98 pounds). This is the 
atom who in more than 100 fights has 
pounded, pummelled and literally mes­
merized men in a way that has left 
us all gasping. •

fistic pigmy.

HARD FIGHTING IN RUSSIA.
ARCHANGEL, Aug. 9.

(Reuter’s.)—There has been hard 
and intermittent fighting between the 
Russian and Bolshevik forces, since 
the mutiny at Onega. Russian forces 
who had supported the British gun­
ners in an attempt to recapture Onega 
were attacked by the Bolshevists,

Charleston, South Carolina.—The 
great race riot in Chicago has arous­
ed the nation to the great peril which j 
faces it as a result of the new spirit 
animating the American negroes. They 
are making a stand for equaL. rights 
with the whites and everything that 
is meant b the phrase. The sending 
to Europe of thousands of black sold- | 
iers has not helped the situation, but 
has given the. negro an exaggerated 
opinion of his importance in the, 
scheme of things. He was feted and 
lionized in France to such an -extent J 
that he feels he is entitled to the same 
treatment in this country.

It is a difficult problem with which j 
the United States has to deal. It is 
all very well to waste reams of good . 
white paper in sympathizing with the j 
poor negro, but there is quite another j 
side to the question. The black no 
matter how well educated he may be 
is still what Kipling calls “half devil 
and half child” and to give this race 
the same privileges which the whites 
possess is out of the question. Great 
Britain does not do it in Africa and ■ 
a great proportion of the blacks in j 
the United States are not any farther j 
advanced morally or intellectually ; 
than are the savage races of the dark 
continent.

We must take into consideration also, 
j what would follow social equality of 
the two races. The negro would de-j 
mand the right to inter-marry with the 
white race, and all that such a privil- ; 
ege implies. No white man worthy 
of the name would agree to such an 
unthinkable proposal and no self- 
respecting white woman could be 
otherwise than repelled by such a 
suggestion.

It is of course uneccessary to saÿ 
that the negro should be accorded de­
cent and honorable treatment by the 
whites, but such treatment should not 
consist of a course of action which 
places the half savage black on an 
equality with the whites.

It is difficult for the person who is 
not living in localities which have a 
negro problem on their hands to quite 
grasp the view-point of the whites. 
Many of the greatest advocates of 
negro equality have had their views 
changed by a few months residence in 
the South. They have been able to 
study conditions at first hand and 
were compelled to admit that they had 
been mistaken. The negro when elev­
ated to a high position becomes the 
pliant tool of all the evil forces of 
graft and greed.

In the reconstruction period follow­
ing the Civil War negroes were placed 
in the legislatures of the Southern 
states, with the result that they voted 
away the valuable franchises of the 
people at the behest of unscrupulous 
exploiters. Their procedure as parlia­
mentarians was the laughing stock of 
the world. On one occasion a negro 
statesman tried to have a bill passed 
and was told it was unconstitutional. 
He thereupon requested that the con­
stitution be suspended.

In many ways the negro is an 
anomaly. That he can never measure 
up to the standard of the whites must 
be admitted by all thoughtful obser- 
versn. The black has never succeed- 
in governing himslf. He has màde a 
failure in Hayti and Liberia just as he 
made a failure in the American south 
in the days of reconstruction.

The problem of the negro cannot be 
solved by trouble making publicists 
and platform orators who simply 
cause the negro’s head to swell with 
an exaggerated sense of his ability 
and who influence him into taking 
steps which only result in the further 
persecutidn of his race. Something - 
must be done to solve the great pro­
blem but not in the way the negro de­
sires. White supremacy must be safe­
guarded if the world is to continue to 
be the abiding place of those ideals 
which every man or woman of the 
Caucasian race regards as part of their 
religion.
