The Reserve
Electric Power.

The argument submitted in 
the House, by Mr. Higgins, 
Leader of the Opposition, to 
have a clause inserted in the 
Humber Agreement whereby 
the surplus electric power, gen­
erated at the Armstrong Power 
Plant, may be secured by the 
Government for the possible fu­
ture contingency of electrifying 
the railroad system for the run­
ning of the trains, and the sug­
gestion of Sir Michael Cashin 
that the Reid Nfld. Co. or the 
Armstrong-Whitworth Co. may 
have in mind the possibility of 
the Government being compell­
ed before many years to ask 
one of these companies to take 
over the operation of the rail­
way system, opens up a new 
vista as to the value of this sur­
plus water power. The com­
pany professed to be able to 
generate 240,000 h.p. and all 
that they will require to run 
their own plant is 90,000 h.p. 
There will therefore be 150,000 
h.p. left in reserve for other 
utilities that require electric 
power. This should be suffi­
cient to electrify all the road 
between the Topsails and Port 
aux Basques, and would make 
such a saving on coal as would 
convert the operating of the 
railway into a paying instead of 
a losing proposition. The east- 
ém end of the road this side of 
the Topsails would supply suffi­
cient water power to complete 
the electrification of the entire 
line and the use of coal would 
be entirely eliminated. This 
would mean a saving of 190,000 
tons of coal which would cost 
at least $1,400.00. The saving 
of this would make the railway 
pay. The electrification of rail­
ways in the United States is 
steadily going on, and coal is 
being dispensed with. There is 
one road 500 miles long which 
is run entirely by electricity. It 
is evidently the power of the 
future, and it is only a question 
of time when Newfoundland, 
having the water power, will be 
compelled to fall into, the pro­
cession of progress. The con­
sideration of this possible con­
tingency shows the importance 
of the Government securing the 
right to the surplus water pow­
er. It is to be hoped, therefore, 
that the timely and prudent 
suggestion of the Leader of the 
Opposition to have a clause in­
serted in the Armstrong-Whit- 
worth Agreement, reserving the 
surplus electric power for the 
use of the Government in run­
ning the railway will be con­
sidered. The Nfld. Government 
should have the first right of 
purchase reserved.

He referred 
to the original contract in 1915 which 
he likewise supported. We cannot de­
pend upon the project for everything. 
The fishery is yet our great Industry. 
He made Interesting comparisons 
with the present deal and the one of 
1915 also with the Harmsworth Ag­
reement and the one now before the 
chair. The Harmsworth Agreement 
called for no guarantee from the 
Newfoundland Government a*'the one 
now under discussion did. Mr. Walsh 
eloquently recited the existing con­
ditions In this country at present 
when the best bleed of the country 
was compelled to seek a living in for­
eign countries. The fishery this year 
is almost totally ignored and neglec­
ted. Fully 25,060 men in the outport 
districts are now waiting for employ­
ment and are seeking the promised 
passes to the Humber. So tar he had 
not received one pass for any of his 
constituents and it is quite evident 
discrimination in this respect is being 
practised. He hoped the clause deal­
ing with Labor would be kindly con­
sidered by the Interested parties so 
as to ensure natives an opportunity 
to get work and grow up with the in­
dustry. He referred to the personal 
attacks made upon him by the Daily 
Mail, who tried to belittle his attempt 
to help the fishermen in the district 
of Placentia and St. Mary’s, who are 
without 'salt and supplies to engage 
in the fishery. He said it was parish 
politics they were playing.

At 5.46 the Committee rose till 8 
o’clock.

lieve them since. He urged the Gov­
ernment to immediately put forth 
every effort to proceed with the prom­
ised employment which they were as­
sured If the present Government was 
sustained. It Is not necessary to 
wait the passage of the Bill; we are 
committed to the project and for the 
sake of a few days that will Intervene 
before the BUI Is ratified let us get 
on with the greet amount of prelimin­
ary work that must he done. In fact 

■it the Government Is willing, a thous­
and men could be sent out by next 
Sunday’s train.

He rediculed the manner 
in which prohibition is carried out 
and the hypocrocy practised by the 
Premier and the Government. When 
prohibition was first enforced, he 
pointed out the Impossibility to keep 
out llicit drink from coming into this 
country at that time, he did not think 
it would be as easy as it is at present 
when anyone and everyone can get all 
the liquor they wanted. He. said 
Quebec has derived a harvest from 
proper regulation of the traffic. A 
few days ago a large section of Canada 
veted against prohibition. He thought 
the time was opportune when the gov­
ernment should adopt some sane 
measures respecting this traffic and 
in the main consider some measures 
that will encourage tourist traffic. 
Quebec in one year secured six mil­
lion dollars by thus catering to for­
eign visitors. He believed a change 
with this in view would be a happy one, 
prohibitionists themselves must be dis­
gusted with the way in which the law 
is carried out. He returned to his 
original remarks in supporting the 
Humber proposition. He trusted the 
amendments would he acceptable to 
the Government He asked for fair 
treatment in employment and prayed 
that the opposition districts would not 
be discriminated against.

Mr. Woodford endorsed the Humber 
project like other members in the Op­
position.

It seems to me that the season Is 
slipping away and this is the time now 
when the Contractors should have ev­
ery man available working on the job.

My estimate of the amount that will 
be collected In duty on materials that 
are used in connection with the man­
ufacture of paper has been arrived at 
by taking the average duties collected 
at Grand Falls, Bishop's Falls and 
Botwood from 1909-10 to 1921-22, 
which figure out at $163,312 annually, 
as the Humber Mills will have twice 
the capacity of the Grand Falls, It Is 
fairly safe to assume that there will 
be twice the amount of duty collected 
which should be In the vicinity of 
$326,000 annually. This does not take 
Into account considerable duty that 
must have been collected at Miller- 
town as this will probably effect 
duties collected at Bishop’s Falls, 
which were paid in connection with 
A. E. Read Company Plant.

Now let udook at the other side of 
the picture. Why should the Govern­
ment of Newfoundland ever be called 
upon to pay interest and Principal on 
$9000.00? Personally I do not antici­
pate such an event, why? Because I 
have faith in the sound commercial 
possibilities of this enterprise—you 
may ask what makes me so optimistic? 
I will tell you: We can make Paper 
in Newfoundland as cheap as any­
where else In the world, In fact we 
have to make it cheaper because we 
have to compete with Canadian and 
American Mills, who have practically 
no duties to pay on material used In 
manufacturing paper. On the other 
hand Paper Manufacturers In this 
country have to pay duties equivalent 
to $3.00 per ton on every ton manu­
factured, this should not be.

Accepting the figures quoted by the 
Prime Minister the promoters of this 
big paper making plant figure they 
can make paper at a cost of $40.00 
per short ton, and that they can sell 
same for $66.00 per short ton F.O.B. 
the Mill. This gives a profit of $26.00 
per short ton, which on an output of 
120,000 tons per year Is a clean profit 
of $3,000,000 annually; assuming that 
the maximum and sinking fund 
charges tor Newfoundland and the 
British Government amount to $2,- 
000,000, the company should show 
even then a profit of $1,000,000 after 
providing for all Interest and sinking 
fund chargee.

In the first place we must bear in 
mind, so far as the Newfoundland 
Government Is concerned, It is only 
necessary that they should have an 
absolute assurance, that there is suffi­
cient pulpwood on the timber prop­
erties controlled, to keep the mills op­
erating for twenty years after the 
mill is completed; this means that an 
assured pulpwood supply of at least 
3,600,000 cords is on the land, because 
the sinking fund will reduce the bonds 
In 20 years and this country will he 
free from any other obligations of In­
terest and sinking fund charges.

No sane business men would go 
ahead with a development scheme of 
such magnitude unless they knew 
tliey had or could acquire sufficient 
timber for from seventy to one hun­
dred years. By reference to the map 
tabled one can easily see the holdings 
controlled and under option and also 
the large areas that can be acquired 
by the company.

I have spent sixteen years In the 
Interior of Newfoundland. I know our 
timber resources I think as well y 
any man In the country, and I am 
absolutely certain that the timber 
limits controlled by the company will 
give them sufficient pulpwood If 
never another tree grew tor fifty 
years. I have been over several large 
tracks of this area, and while I have 
not cruised nearly all, still I am 
convinced that some of the very best 
timber areas in the country are in­
cluded In this scheme.

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Gibbons or Fftui enters tae ring 
at Shelby, Mont., July K, to meet Jack 
Dempsey in a IB-round decision con­
test, he will carry with him a rare 
boost tor a lighter of hie experience 
—he has never been knocked off his 
feet.

In ten years of his professional ca­
reer, the St. Paul challenger has suc­
cessfully withstood all efforts to 
knock him out, or even down, while 
he in turn has counted 80 knockouts 
in his last 34 bouts.

It was back in 1918 that Tommy 
counted his first knockout, fiooring 
Johnny Shaw in the third round.

For several years, Gibbons was 
merely a successful boxer, and it was 
not until 1911 that he began to show 
a punch that sent opponent after op­
ponent down for the count. It was the 
start of his successful march toward 
a championship bout.

Gibbons won 26 straight contests 
via the knockout route, then was out­
pointed by Harry Greb in a 16-round 
bout in New. York, in March, 1912, 
which went to Greb on the referee's 
decision 'and with it the lightheavy- 
weiffht title Gibbons was striving for.

In the list of knockouts that pre­
ceded the Greb affair, there were such 
names as A1 Reich, Tony Melcher, 
Clay Turner, Jack Herman, Willie 
Meehan, and others who lasted less 
than one rognd. Paul Sampson, Jack 
Clifford, and others succumbed to his 
driving punch in a few rounds.

Since the Greb bout. Gibbons has 
come along again with more knock­
outs and decision victories. In his last 
encounter ho met Chuck Wiggins, no 
mean portion in the lightheavyweight 
division, and Gibbons floored hips six 
times before the referee stopped it in 
thé tenth round.
