One Hundred Thousand
Cases a Month

SMUGGLED INTO THE TUNITED
« STATES BY RUM RUNNERS.

WASHINGTON, March 2.—One
hundred thousand cases of liquor a
month are smuggled into the United

' States by rum runners, off the Atlan-

tic and Gulf coasts, according to
coastguard officials charged with pre-
venting the traffic. This estimate was
given to the House appropriations
sub-committee which drafted the de-
ficiency bill reported yesterday allot-

1ing an additional $13,853,989 for the

coastguard servige. In testimony be-
fore the sub-committee February 26

{ Commander Root, who had made a

special investigation of rum running
activities, said: =

“The smugglers’ high sea forces
at present consists of 234 steamers
and ‘123 sailing vessels  ranging in
size from 35 to 85,000 tons. Some
of these vessels are capable of speeds
up to 19 knots. The majority fly for-
eign flags. The auxiliary crafts for
making shore contact c¢onsist of sev-
eral hundred gasoline driven - craft,
about 30 per cent. of which are cap-
able of 15 knots.

“We have captured the equlvalent
of 31,000 cases of liquor and caused to
be jettisoned under fire an amount
estimated at 20,000 cases. The so-
called “rum row” off New York is
maintained ostensibly as a good busi-
ness proposition but principally as a
diversion to hold to that point the at-
tention of as many coastguard ves-
sels as possible.”

Commander Root said  the smug-] i

glers maintained advance stations
at St. John’s, Nfid, St. Pierre, Miqg-
uelon, the Azores, Bermuda and the
Bahamas.,

“The  smugglers mdintalned a
bribery fund,” he added, “and have
shore organizations for obtaining
supplies and making contacts.”

These agents sold in one year wmearly
five million copies of the Bible or por-
tions of the Bible.

The extent of the Society’s opera-
tions may be judged by the fact that
during the year two million copies
of the Bible or New Testament were
issued, and over six and a half mil-
lions of portions of the Scripture.

Such a colossal enterprise involved
an expenditure of £200,000 stg., for
translating, printing, and publishing,
and £150,000 in administration, and

i two or three times more to produce
a book now, than it did before the
war, it will be seen how greatly the
Society- stands in need of increased
support. The fact, too, that apart
from its free gifts, the Society only
receives back one third of production
from its sales, means that the more
books it sells, the more it loses, The
more extensive therefore the Society’s
| operations become, the more it stands
in need of help.

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Lawlessness Must
be Suppressed

‘Where law ends. Tyranny begins.’

Recently not a few robberies
have oeccurred in the ecity. In
some cases the perpetrators
have been brought to justice,
and in others they have suec-
ceeded in evading arrest. We
have no doubt that the authori-
ties are fully alive to the moral
effect in such instances of fail-
ure’ to lay the offenders
promptly by the heels and to
have them receive their just
deserts. By Qg;e shady mem-
bers of the community the law
is respected just so long and to
such an extent as it is effective
and retribution inevitable.
There are those who advance
the theory that the criminally
inclined are mentally defective. |
In a measure that may be true,
but it is foolish to apply the
theory to all ‘cases. Such un-
fortunates must be placed un-
der control out of consideration
for themselves as well as to
prevent them from becoming a
public danger.”

On the other hand
they are encouraged to further
lawlessness by every case which
slips through the hands of the
police.

Leniency in " treating those
who are caught and convicted
is mistaken kindness, and the
shielding of an offender by of-
ficial or private citizen, what-
ever the motive which prompts
the action, is to confound a fel-
ony, to make the individual
concerned an accessory, and
tends to lower respect for the
law.

The police force is the Arm
of the Service to which we
look for protection of our pro-
perty and for the safeguarding
of our lives. We believe that
it is an efficient body, and that
individually they are conscien-
tious. in the performance of
their duties; but in these days
in particular we would urge up-
on them the necessity of being
still more vigilant and particu-
lar, even though they may give
offence to some people or be
considered too officious by oth-
ers.

We are naturally and by in-
clination law abiding, and we
expect those in authority to see
to it that our wishes are Te-
spected.

“Veteran sermon-tasters Ilike the
late Lord Fisher would often con-
trive to hear all three of them in
one day. In their several ways, they
were probably greater masters of their
craft than any three men who have
filled the pulpits of London since their
time, but it may be doubted whether,
if their equivalents were to appear
among us, they would attract the ex-
tracrdinarily popular attentjon which
the originals commanded. Something
of the decline in the appeal of the
pulpit is no doubt due to the failure
of personality, but more of it is due
to the enormous growth of indiffer-
ence in the mind of the public to
what the pulpit stands for.

“The two causes react on each
other. The changed outlook In regard
to orthodoxy has diverted from the
pulpit much of the most spirirual and
intellectual elements that in other
days would have given it fame and
distinction, They have been with-
drawn into other channels of activi-
ty, worldly channels or social chan-
nels. And the consequent impoverish-
ment has, in turn, diminished the ap-
peal of the pulpit to the general pub-
lic. The sermon can only flourish
in a society that has faith and that
is profoundly concerned with spirit-
ual things,

“Its golden age was the seventeenth
century ,when men got as excited
about predestination as we get to-day
about the capital levy or a fight be-
tween Carpentier and ’Dempsey, and
when they were ready to slay or be
glain for a comma in a creed. The
gorgeous pulpit eloquence of those
days, of Donne, Jeremy Taylor, Bax-
ter, and . the rest, comes down to me
like music from another sphere, Ser-
mons ¢ould not then be too long. John
Howe won Cromwell’s heart by turn-
ing the hour-glass in the pulpit and

_ going bravely on to the second hour,
and the records of the mere physical
feats of the Puritan preachers read
like the achievements of another order
of creation.

“Is the pulpit doomed to extinction?
Have the printing press, with its tor-
rent of books and newspapers, the
cinema, the broadcasting agency and
. other appeals to the popular mind, dis-
establshed the preacher and reduced
the sermon to obsolescence? I do not
think so, We are in the trough of a
great wave of reattion, but there will
be a revival of interest in the things
of the spirit, and the preacher will
come back on the flow of the tide.

“He will not charm us with the old
merial music, nor will he lash us into
frenzy over the dead dogmas that kept
the Puritans enthralled by the hour. It
is significant of the preaching of the
future and of the response that awaits
it that the most conspiclous figure in
the London pulpit to-day is 2 man who
faces the problems of Ilife with a
freshness and intrepidity that give re-
ligion a vital relation to everyday ex-
istence. The great preacher of other
days ‘raised a mortal to the skies’; the
preacher of the future will ‘draw an
angel down.’

“In the revival of the pulpit the ap-
peals to mere emotions will not serve.
‘Every attempt in a sermon,’” said Col-
eridge, ‘to cause emotion, except as the
consequpence of an impression made
on the reason or the understanding or
the will, I hold to be fanatical and
sectarian.’ And for this reason he
expressed his preference for the ser-
mon that was honestly read rather
than for the extemporised sermon. ‘I
never yet heard,’ he said, ‘more than
one preacher without a book who did
not forget his argument in three min-
utes time and fall into vague and un-
profitable declamation.’

The career of Edward L. Doheny, oil
operator, dates back to the days of

actual ploneering. . He swung a pick |

in the old days. The present finds
him a multi-millionaire whose influ-

ence is the subject of an' investiga- |

tion by the Semate of the United
States. Doheny’s parents were Irish-
Canadian ploneers who settled In
Fond du Lac, Wisconsin. It was
there that young Doheny graduated
from high school in 1872 at the age
of sixteen. His rise to wealth has
been spectacular and he has been in
the public eye a number of times. The
beginning of his career can be trac-
ed to his first prospecting expedition
{n 1876, an unlucky ome, into the
Black Hills. - Nothing of value was
discovered and Doheny's few hun-
dreds of dollars of savings vanished.
The experience taught him the value
of a technical education and in ‘line
with his ambitfons as a prospector
he bought books and studied metal-
lurgy, geology and chemistry. Soon
thereafter he discovered the Black
Range miners belt in Sierra County,
N.M., and the news of his find brought
thousands of .eager fortune hunters.
Doheny, still young, not much over
twenty, and bitten by the wanderlust,
gold his interest and turned away
from the discovery with a profit of
$30,000 to mark his first step up-
ward. Had he remained his discov-
ery would have netted him a large
fortune. He sought wilder country
and & quicker road to fortune and
found the Silver Placer mine at King-
ston, N.M., where it {s said he picked
chunks of pure silver from the
ground. His discovery started an-
other stampede.
age of twenty-four with a reputation
ag a “comer.”

Twenty years followed In
Doheny experienced many ‘ups and
downs. Then his prospector’s spirit
responded to the call of oil. He had
about $10,000 when he and his partner
dscovered and opened the West Lake
Park oll flelds. The first well was a
trench which he and his partner dug |
themselves. They caused the oil to
gush out by jabbing a log through the ‘3
goil. The oil was just under the sur- |
face and they worked in constant |
danger for if the crust had given way
the partners would have been likely |
to die from drowning in the oil or
suffocation from the fumes.

Doheny survived this experience to |
find himself in the midst of the bitter |
competition brought on by other oil |
discoveries. He proved it and was
several times a millionaire when he |

which

| turned his attention to Mexico, where

he was sure he would find oil. He fol- |
lowed Indian guides through desert- |
ed country and finally found a well of
flowing oil. Doheny and his partner |
first bought 500 acres surrounding
this and expanded their holdings un- |
til finally they ranm into millions of
acres. That was in the year 1900. The |
Mexican Petroleum Company was
formed.

Mr. Doheny has been before the |
public on a number of occasions. At
one time he was the influential back- |
er behind the boom for Leonard Wood |
for the Presidential nomination. At |
another time he offered to place his |
ten tank steamers at the disposal of
the government in time of war. Dur-
icg the war he bought $100,000,000 of |
liberty bonds; charges of a gpec-
tacular eorner were brought against
his Mexican Petroleum Company, but |
he was exonerated after a Stock Ex- ‘
change fnvestigation. In 1921 he |
headed the Soclety for the Recogni ‘
tion of the Irish Republic.

“By comparing the time marks on
the chart the intervals at which these
varlous disturbances reached the ob-
gervatory are worked out and (since
the relations between their speeds is
known) thé distance at which the
earthquake occurred can be calcula-
ted. But its direction has still to bé
discovered. For this it is necessary
to have three seismographs together
~—two facing In different ways hor-
izontally and the third in a vertical
position.

“Suppose, for instance, that two in-
struments are arranged at right an-
gles, and are sengitive respectively in
a north-south and in an. east-west
direction. Then an earthquake  due
east would only affect one of them.
But {n practice such an extreme case
is very unlikely to happen; instead,
the covidence of the several instru-
ments a&s to the danger point of tha
compass combined with a know-
ledge of the distance. allows a pretty
close estimate to be made.

BUENOS AIRES, Feb. 25.—“Before!
long I am to be saluted as the world’s
heavyweight champion,” Luis Angel|
Firpo said to-day.

Firpo said he found himself last
night-when he battered Farmer Lodge
the ponderous American third-rater |
to the floor for the count in the fifth
round of the bout which was to have
gone fifteen rounds.

“I have learned the left hand con-
trol now and with that I can beats
Jack Dempsey,” Firpo said after the
fight when he was being saluted by
a crowd of 50,000, of which 10,000 or
more had been unable to see the fight.

Firpo floored Lodge with a left to
the jaw in the first round, and it was
a . terrific left-hander that opened
Lodge up for the left-hand punch that
finished him in the fifth round.

Although the crowd was wildly en-
thusiastic, it was a poor contest from
a technical standpoint. Lodge never
had a chance, and he fought that way.
He landed several hard rights to Firs
po’s jaw, one of which sent Firpo in
a half slip to his knees; but the fight,
for the most part, found Lodge hold-
ing on degsperately, and several times
he omitted a pained “Oh!” when he
was punched in the body.

Firpo's weight “was announced as
218 pounds and Lodge’s as 231.

Ergophobia has presumably been In

time. However, it is-up to Dr. 1. L.
Nascher to call it to. our attention in
“The Medical Times.” In this day and
generation ergophobia appears to be
one of our chief difficulties in the way
of getting “back to normalcy,” as the
late President Harding would have
said.

Dr. Nascher, it may be explained,
is the physican to the New York Mun-
icipal Lodging House, a huge refuge
for the homeless, and therefore has
largely to do with those who either
cannot or will not work.
