Anniversary of 8t. George.—-This 
evening the St. George’s Society of this 
town will celebrate the birthday of Eng­
land’s patron saint, by a dinner in the 
Town Hall. It is very probable that the 
saints possessed all the likes and dislikes 
inherent in their countrymen. For in­
stance, it is said that St. Patrick had a 
strong weakness for good potheen, and St. 
Andrew, we have every reason to believe, 
relished haggis. The name of the Ger­
man saint has escaped our memory, but 
we can easily picture to ourselves a pious 
looking man, with mild blue eyes, eating 
Bologna sausage with every visible mani­
festation of satisfaction, and occasionally 
indulging in a mouthful of lager. Every 
man to his fancy, but we think that St. 
George showed excellent powers of dis­
criminating edibles, and evinced good 
taste when he declared his preference for 
roast beef and plum pudding, although 
the feeding of cattle had not been brought 
to such perfection in his day as it is now, 
so that it is not probable he ever tasted 
anything equal to a slice of ‘Abe Lincoln.’ 
Well, well, if the good man could only 
look in to-night upon the descendants of 
those Englishmen who lived at the time 
he was taking exercise on a high-bred 
horse, and making his living by killing 
dragons, he would find they were no dis­
grace to their ancestors. In this connec­
tion we may remind our readers that the 
23rd of April is a day important in the 
history of Guelph. Forty-one years ago 
the first tree of the wilderness, which then 
stood in solemn silence where we now 
behold daily symbols of the highest civil­
ization, was cut down. It is but a short 
period, not much more than half a life­
time, yet its lapse has witnessed wonders. 
A forest converted into a busy mart, 
thronged with human beings, hurrying, 
bustling, trading ; locomotives thunder­
ing along hourly where aforetime men 
were obliged to trudge on foot ; the hum 
of commerce for the lonely sighing of the 
the wind. Forty-one years from now 
those who take note of the 23rd of April 
will perhaps be able to record as great 
changes, as many improvements since 
the year 1868 as have taken place since 
the axe first woke the slumbering echoes 
of the woods hero in 1827.

hrough the medium of the “Mercury.”
This year, as usual, the TownshipCouncil 

granted money to purchase prizes—books to 
be given to the successful candidates at the 
competitive examination ; leaving the pro­
gramme thereof to be got up by the Superin­
tendent and teachers. The Superintendent 
sent notices to the teachers to meet on a clay 
specified, for that purpose, but unfortunate­
ly some of these did not reach their destina­
tion in time, hence but few teachers attc ld- 
ed. Hut those who did attend made uo a 
programme and selected an efficient staff of 
examiners, viz : Messrs. McMillan of Rock- 
wood, Little of Acton, Campbell of Milton, 
McPhee of Kilbride, and McLellan of Pus­
linch—experienced teachers and gentlemen 
of high standing in their profession—but, (I 
presume from the state of the roads, which 
were almost impassable) none of whom at­
tended except the last named gentleman, Mr 
McLellan ; so that the Council nad to engage 
the services of Mr. McLaren of Puslinch, a 
thorough and impartial examiner. The Rev. 
Mr. Little, Superintendent, condescended to 
act as the third examiner ; who by his urbane 
manners, tact, and patience in eliciting the 
respective merits of the youthful candidates, 
gained their affection and confidence. At the 
commencement of the examination the Chair­
man, Arch’d Campbell, Esq., Reeve of the 
Township, in his address made use of the fol­
lowing language : “That equal justice would 
be extended to each scholar, irrespective of 
school sections, and that neither partiality, 
favouritism, nor interference on tne part of 
teachers with the examiners would be toler­
ated," and I am happy to have to record that 
the conduct and actions of the other mem­
bers of the Council throughout the proceed­
ings verified the words of the chairman, 
proving to the most jealous, that so far as 
they were concerned, no cause for complaint 
would be given.

Such being the case, it is ungetttlemguly to 
malign the Council even indirectly on this 
occasion ; who, instead of being censured, 
are justly entitled to our approbation ana 
gratitude. The writers of the correspondence 
in their affixing fictitious initials to it, act in- 
justly towards the other teachers of the town­
ship ; as by this means persons ho way con­
nected with it may be suspected of being the 
authors—an honor few would covet.

I admit that where so many classes were 
to be examined, the examiners so few, and 
tiie time allotted to each class necessarily so 
short, a mistake may have occurred, but that 
is no reason why men, teachers of youths, 
should so far forget their position in society, 
so demean themselves, as to vilify each other 
through the public press. Trusting that we 
have seen the end of a discussion which is 
nowise edi* "

The Great Western and the Govern­
ment.

Papers containing the case of the Great 
Western Railway, as presented before 
the Privy Council on the 8th of April, 
wèrô brought down to the House on 
Tuesday. It appears that the Great 
Western desires the Government to as­
sent to one of the three following pro­
positions :—

1st. That they should be placed as to 
their shareholders in the same position as 
the Grand Trunk as to their stock, and 
the Northern as their bonds; and their 
shareholders should be allowed a divid­
end of 6 per cent, per annum before any 
payment of interest to the Province; or 
second, not all the payments they have 
made on account of either interest or 
principal, and the credits they have been 
allowed for postal or military service, 
amounting in the whole to £463,457 
sterling should be accepted by the Gov­
ernment on account of principal. That 
the Provinces should receive all in­
terest on the loan from its commencement 
and the Company should pay the bal 
ance of the principal, £306,525, on or be­
fore the first day of January next, in full 
discharge of their Government debt; or, 
thirdly, that the Company should mem­
orialise Parliament for relief in the prom­
ises; that the Government should assent 
to the reference of their memorial to a 
Special committee, and allow the report 
of such committee to receive the consid- 
ation of the House.

A Queer Incident. — The following 
queer incident in connection with the 
late Mr. McGee’s funeral is worth men­
tioning, if it is not a breach of good taste 
to make merry over so sad a subject.

militia and defence of the Dominion of 
Cana la. He went into detail on the ex­
pense to be incurred knder it, and the 
sum which he proposed to expend on for­
tifications. For that purpose he proposed 
to borrow annually for five years, under 
the Imperial guarantee, at four per cent, 
and one per cent sinking fund, the sum of 
£20,000 sterling, and the annual charge 
on the amount would be—1st year, $53,- 
533 ; 2nd year, $107,066 ; 3rd year, $160,- 
601 ; 4th year, $214,133 ; 5th year, $57,- 
666. From this it would be seen that 
the maximum would be $07,000. By this 
measure which he brought down, he 
would satisfy the house that the ordinary 
expenditure to maintain the militia force 
efficient would be only $900,000—say 
$1,000,000—then, with the highest ex­
penditure on fortifications it would only 
amount to $1,267,000 ; whereas during 
the last four years there had been roent 
on an average something like $500,080 a

Îear. U nder the new system they would 
ave fortifications and better Military or­
ganization at a cost of at the most $1,- 

267,000 a rear, and the cost would not 
even reach that amount during the first 
four years. After the fifth year the an­
nual rate would remain the same for. 28 
or 32 years according as the sinking fund 
was invested, at 5 or 6 per cent ; then the 
charge would diminish as the sinking 
fund increased. The annual payment 
would diminish for five years In the re­
verse order in which it increased during 
the first five years, so that the entire debt 
would be extinguished in 38* or 42 years 
just as the sinking fund was invested at 
5 or 6 per cent. In a few days he might 
bring before the house a resolution to 
appropriate the necessary amount under 
the Imperial guarantee. With regard to 
the expenditure of $1,000,000, he would 
explain that the sum of $190,000 or $200,- 
000 would be spent in New Brunswick ; 
$420,000 in Montreal, and the remainder 
in Ontario between Kingston, Toronto,' 
Hamilton and Paris or London.

Mr. Chamberlain introduced a Bill to 
amend Act of present Session entitled an 
Act relating to the indemnity to Members 
and Salaries of the Speakers of both 
Houses of Parliament. (Cries of “ Ex­
plain, Explain.”) He stated that by this 
bill he proposed to fix the indemnity of 
members after the present session at 
$450 for a session of 60 days, and at $5 a 
day if the session should fall short of 60

A smart discussion took place which 
ended in a personal squabble between 
Mr. Cartwright and Mr. Jones.

The bill was ordered to be read a se­
cond time on Monday.

Mr. McFarlane, from the Berthier elec­
tion committee, reported the following as 
their unanimous determination and final 
report that the sitting member, Mr. Pa­
quet, has been duly elected. That the 
petition against him was frivolous and 
vexatious. That the defence of the sit­
ting member was neither frivolous nor 
vexatious.

Mr. McCallum inquired whether it is 
the intention of Government to man the 
Provincial Gunboats with men from the 
Royal Navy as formerly, or with men 
from the Volunteer Naval Companies.

Sir G. E. Cartier said the Government 
intended to have the Provincial Gunboats 
manned as formerly. There had been a 
gunboat chartered by the Government, 
however, the Hercules, which would 
not be manned as formerly.

Mr. Oliver inquired whether the Go­
vernment had decided to press for pay­
ment of claims due by the Great Western 
Railway Company to Government,

Hon. Mr. Rose said the Government 
would in this as in other matters, take 
every reasonable and proper means for 
the preservation and protection of the 
public interests. The House was in pos­
session of the correspondence which had 
taken place on the subject.

In reply to Mr. Radford, Hon. Mr. 
Rose said it had been the desire of the 
Government in the past, and was their 
intention in future to make all arrange­
ments in their power to lessen the incon­
venience which had hitherto resulted to 
the public from the excess of silver cur-

Mr. O’Connor moved that a special 
committee be appointed to inquire into 
the desirableness and practicability of 
cultivating the vine and making wine in 
Canada, and that the petition of D. W. 
Beadle, President of the Canada Vine 
Growers Association, be referred to the 
said committee. The committee to be 
composed of Messrs. Rose, Howland, 
Chauveau, Anglin, Carling, Holton, Mc­
Clelland, Stephenson, Macfarlane, Morris, 
Pope, McMonnies, D. A. McDonald and 
the mover.—Carried.

The adjourned debate on the motion of 
the Hon. Mr. Cartier for the second read­
ing of the Militia Bill was then resumed.

Hon. Mr. Dorion objected to the mea­
sure introduced by the Minister of Militia 
as one which was anything but an im­
provement on previous measures in Can­
ada and other countries. Here we had a 
substitute for our volunteer system, under 
which, when wanted, they had raised 
from 30,000 to 33,000 men, who volun­
tarily turned out alter being well drilled 
for months. This was a force in every 
way far superior to the 40,000 men who 
were under the new system to be drilled 
only 15 or 16 days in the year. Their 
former force, he believed, would have 
been more efficient for military purpoeee 
in one year than their present force would 
be in ten years. It was absurd to think 
that eight days’ drill for a couple of years 
in succession would give them a body of 
men efficiently trained in the arte of war.
A system which would compel 40,000 
uen to exercise for only eight days yearly, 
whenever the Commander-in-chief chose, 
would be found a miserable failure. It 
had been said by the Minister of Militia 
that the expenses of the militia organiza­
tion for the last five years had been at the 
rate of $1,500,000 a year. Now what 
were the facts—in 1803 the expenses of 
organizing the militia were some $400,- 
OOO. Next year about $500,000. In 1865 
$750,000, in 1806 $1,640,000, out of which 
the frontier service cost $1,123,000, leav­
ing less than half a million for the ordi­
nary service of the militia. In 1867 the 
expenditure was $1,412,000 of which 
$016,000 only were paid out for the ordi­
nary militia service, so that in reality for 
the last five years the expenses connected 
with the organization of the militia had 
never exceeded half a million yearly. 
Now it was proposed to double the ex­
pense and give them a force far less effi­
cient. The system of conscription to ‘

enforced would not only offer no induce­
ment to the young men of the country to 
join the force ; but would act as a positive 
drawback. In his opinion, one of the great 
aims of the Government should be to en- 
courage the military spirit abroad in the 
Dominion, and in this respect he complain­
ed that the measure before the house was 
deficient.

Mr. Stirton said this was perhaps the 
most important question which could en­
gage the attention of Parliament. The 
measure before the House had been in­
troduced with a great flourish of trumpets, 
but how was it received ? One gentleman 
of experience after another had arisen to 
express dissatisfaction with the scheme 
and denounce it. The people of the 
country were undoubtedly loyal and de­
sired to see a sound militia system adopt; 
ed. They had past experience in this- 
direction, and found in the volunteer sys­
tem one which was most effective in every 
respect. It was then most unfortunate 
that that system should be done away 
with and that a compulsory system should 
be covertly introduced as was proposed to 
be done in the Bill before the House. It 
was very clear that with a force compul­
sorily brought together, there would not 
be the same proficiency in the men called 
out as under the volunteer system, and, 
in fact, there was no comparison between 
the two systems here. If there was one 
idea more general than another in the 
country it was that every encouragement 
should be given by the Government to 
drill associations, that great care be token 
to provide for the service of these citizen 
soldiers the newest and best weapons of 
war, and that in every respect their young 
men should be got to take an interest in 
military matters. A military organiza­
tion got up upon such principles on the 
volunteer system would be infinitely 
preferred to the compulsory system. 
(Cheers.)

Other members followed* and spoke in 
opposition to the bill.

Mr. Drew, after a close study of the 
Bill, had come to the conclusion that we 
were to have very few advantages for the 
money to be expended, all that the bill 
was to yield was eight days drill for 40,- 
000 men. He considered its effect would 
be to destroy the volunteer force ; if 
that were to be the effect he thought the 
Minister of Militia should reconsider it. 
As regarded the 50c allowance to qfficers 
he had letters from all parts of the 
country, saying they would rather have 
nothing than accept 50c.

Mr. Mackenzie moved the adjournment 
of the debate. In doing so he asked if it 
was the intention of the Government to 
introduce a Bill. to provide for the fortifi­
cations.

BY ATLANTIC CABLE.
Florence, April 22.—Prince Humbert 

was married to the Princess Margaret,hie 
cousin, to^iay.

Madrid, April 22—Narvaez, President 
of the Council and Minister of War is 
dying.

London, April 22—Sir Morton Peto and 
Mr Lawrence Oliphant have resigned 
their seats in the House of Commons.

Barry and Keefe are the names of the 
supposed Fenian incendiaries who were 
arrested at Buckingham palace last night. 
They were brought up before a poliw 
magistrate this morning, and after a brief 
examination, remanded to jail until a 
chemical analysis is made of the combus­
tible fluid found in their possession.

Dublin, April 22—The Prince of Wales 
accompanied by the principal officers of 
State and a large and brilliant suite, visit­
ed the Roman Catholic university at May- 
nooth to-day. Mr Johnston, the Orange 
Secretary, has been released from con­
finement at Belfast.

Berlin, April 22—Count Von Bismarck 
has withdrawn from the North German 
Parliament. He takes this action in con­
sequence of amendments made by the Op­
position party to the Federal Debt BUI 
introduced by the Government.

Paris, April 22—The Moniteur, in an 
editorial to-day, says that through the 
good sense of the people the baseless ap- 
prehension of an approaching war was 
subdued, and the public mind is now 
tranquil. This result is in part due to 
efforts made by foreign powers to sustain 
the pacific policy of France.

London, April 22nd—The trial erf the 
Fenians charged with causing the Clerk- 
enwell explosion was resumed this a. m.

Ladies and Gentlemen : The sha­
dow of one word has impended over me 
all the evening, and the time has come 
at last when the shadowjmust fall.

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Butter or Cheese.
The London Free Press says : The 

great rush that was made to erect 
cheese factories has left the market 
bare ef butter, so that, in many places 
that necessary has gone up to over 30 
cents per pound—a vrioe almost un­
precedented in Western Canada. In 
the meantime, cheese has become a 
glut, and is neglected at low and unre- 
munerativc figures. The question na­
turally arises, why some of the cheese 
factories cannot be adapted for butter 
making ? That article requires even 
more cleanliness, sweetness and care 
than does cheese, yet in how many 
farm-houses are not those conditions 
greatly neglected ? The consequence 
is that Canadian butter is in ill odor 
on the Liverpool market, while it 
might be ranging with the best. What­
ever plan of butter making may do for 
the home market, where each house­
wife can taste the rolls, and judge for 
herself according to the sensitiveness 
of her tongue and palate, all butter 
destined for export should be manu­
factured rather than made. That is, 
it should bo got up in large quantities, 
of even and assured quality. At pres­
ent, top or bottom layers may be good 
enough, but in the middle ! What 
wretched stuff is oftentimes to be 
found there. Western Canada is emi­
nently fitted for butter and cheese- 
making. The market for both articles 
and especially the former, is constant, 
and generally very remunerative, and 
might be made so always, if the pro­
per means of association were employ­
ed. In the case of cheese, Canada is 
taking a front rank, and it might be 
90 in the article of butter, if its rank­
ness was modified by a slight regard 
to dairy chemistry.

THE LATE ASSASSINATION.
The Government has acted prompt­

ly in making provision for the widow 
and children of the late Hon. Mr» 
McGee. A bill was introduced on 
Monday settling $1200 per annum on 
Mrs. McGee during her life time, and 
appropriating at once the sum of $4.- 
000 to each of his two children, both 
girls. The last two grants arc to be 
expended in such a manner as the 
Governor in Council may deem best.

As will be seen by our dispatches 
from Ottawa, the evidence against 
Whelan has within the past week been 

-very much strengthened, and is quite 
.-strong enough to send the accused to 
trial- In addition to the evidence 
given in the public court, testimony of 
a most important and startling charac­
ter has been elicited in the course of 
the private examination of witnesses. 
It has been shown almost beyond a 
doubt that there had been a conspiracy 
to take the life of Mr. MeGee, that 
tic headquarters of the conspirators 
were at Montreal, that Mr. McGee 
was cognizant of the existence of a 
Fenian organization in that city, and 
of its movements, that it is very pro­
bable he knew more of the matter 
than he chose to tell, and that the 
knowledge of this fact by those most 
deeply involved was one of the strong­
est reasons that existed why he should 
be made away with. It is said that a 

number of those in Montreal likely to 
be involved in this conspiracy have 
already left for the States, which if 
true goes to show that they arc in 
mortal terror ç*f any revelations being 
made. But whether this be so or not, 

xwe trust the government will, now 
Jbat they have obtained a sufficient 
clue, prosecute the investigation with 
the utmost rigour, in orde»* that every 
member of this trof^onable association 
in Montreal, or in any other part of 
Canada, may be unearthed and 
brought to justice.

The suspicions of Patrick Buckley's 
connection with, or previous know 
ledge of the assassination grows 
str< i_or ev y day. The fact that 
Whelan was seen that night with 
Buckley in earnesu conversation in the 
lobby of the House, the contradictory 
evidence which lie gave when ques­
tioned at different times, the clear 
intention to keep back some of that 
evidence at the Police Court examina­
tion, besides other suspicious circum­
stances, not dn themselves of great 
importance, but still showing that 
Buckley knew more of Whelan 's move­
ments than he cared to tell—all these 
we say have aroused a suspicion that 
he was in some way implicated in the 
crime, and he has accordingly been 
again arrested.

The evidence of Lacroix, which we 
publish to-day, if it can be fully es­
tablished, furnishes a very strong 
testimony against Whelan. But whe­
ther reliable or not we have scarce­
ly a doubt but that the prosecu­
tion will be prepared to furnish evi­
dence sufficient to convict Whelan, if 
^iot others who were aware of his pur­
pose, and to make revelations in con­
nection with the Fenian movement in 
Canada of a most startling character-

Business at tiie West.—-The 
Chicago Post says business has started 
up with remarkable vigor, both in city 
and country. The sales of the job­
bing houses on the last day of March 
were very heavy, one dry goods house 
alone selling $80,000 worth of merch­
andise. There is an impression among 
buyers that prices are to be higher, 
which has stimulated buying. The 
farmers are making the most of the 
favourable weather, and preparing an 
immense breadth of ground for seed. 
Hardware firms are selling an unusual 
amount of fence wire—much of it

Yesterday we gave the evidence of the

Frenchman Lacroix whose evidence goes
; jo show that he saw Whalen Are at Mc-

J'Qee. The following is his testimony in 
a more amplified form:

On my home to the lower town I pass­
ed the Parliament Buildings. After pass; 
ing these, and having crossed the corner 
I heard the footstep of a person coming 
down the other side. I saw a man 
coming down the other side, walking 
near the house and going west. He was 
dressed in black and had on a beaver 
hat. He appeared to have something in 
one hand. He stopped at a telegraph 
post which is opposite the door. He 
went to the door and stretched ont his 
hand, as if to open the door. I could not 
see if to open the door or put in his key.
I raw another man twenty or twent-four 
feet behind the first man on the side­
walk. The first man was then four or 
five feet from the door. The second 
man made a circle across the sidewalk 
and a portion of the street and advanced 
behind the first man. He stretched out 
his hand and fired at the first man, 
preaching him with a quick step to wi 
in four or five feet of him. I did not 
see the door open, being in front of the 
brick building then. I showed the 
place to Constable Pinard. I was near 
the second door of the brick building 
when the second man ran back. He got 
on the sidewalk where there was a post 
which he appeared to have struck him­
self against and cried “Jesus.” The se­
cond man ran in the gateway. He appear­
ed to have a little cap on his head, a long 
black coat and light pants. He was not as 
tall as lam. I saw the side of his face. 
He appeared to have whiskers. I did 
not see him again till to-day when there 
were fourteen or fifteen people together. 
After examining them all, recognized the 
man I saw that night fire the shot. I 
would not like to swear for certain that 
he is,the person. His appearance to day 
and that night was the same. I recog­
nize him by his walk. I had not much 
trouble in picking him out. When the 
shot was fired the first man had his right 
hand stretched towards the door, with 
something in it. The first man did not 
look round when the shot was fired. 
The first man fell down against the jam, 
his knees gave way and he fell back; did 
not speak to any person about it till next 
day that I remember, I might have ; Con­
stable Pinard called on me about it; I was 
in bed- he asked me if I knew anything 
about the man who was dead: I said I 
knew a little; the constable said he heard 
it from my brother; I told Pinard that 
night: did not wish to tell lest I might 
get into trouble: told it only whçn I had 
to.

Sheriff Powell was examined and said : 
To-day I made Whalen dress himself in 
the clothes which he was supposed to 
have worn on the night of the murder.— 
Also made Kinsella dress himself. I call­
ed in J. W. O’Brien, Serjeant-Major Cum­
mins, Wm. McKenna, and several others 
who were all together before last witness 
saw them ; I asked him to look at them 
and examine them well ; he looked well 
at them. After he had examined their 
faces I made him turn their b&cks to him 
and asked him if he recognized any one 
of them, he said he did, the one who fired 
the shot on Monday night. He then 
went and put his hand on Whelan as the 
person. He said, I think this is the one 
who fired the shot. I recognize him by 
his size and way of acting. Whelan 
seemed agitated by the declaration and 
attempted to look over my shoulder to see 
what was being worn by O’Brien. Whe­
lan wanted to know where De Lacroix 
saw him. This is all the evidence for­
mally communicated to the press, the ex­
amination being still conducted with 
closed doors. Several other wit 
were examined, amongst them Lacroix’s 
uncle, Marquette, who fully corroborates 
his evidence relative to meeting him on 
the night in question, and so forth. Mar­
quette's wife also corroborates his state­
ment as to his having been out on the 
night in question at the hour mentioned.1

I Another witness testifies that Marquette 
told him on the following day of the oc­
currence, and of bis having witnessed the

| firing of the shot, at the same time ex­
pressing his fears to relate the occurrence 
lest he should get into trouble. These 
facts would seem to dispose of the suspi­
cion that De Lacroix had manufactured
