DOMINION PARLIAMENT.
OrrAwa, April 23,

The whole of the afternoon sitting was’
devoted to a discussion raised by Mr.
Charlton, the member for North Norfolk,
upon & resolution in favour of a more
thorough eurvey of the Dominion lands
and the distribution of information likely
to promote immigration from Europe,
Mr. Charlton, in a very able and exhaus-
tive speech, showed the necessity for
more vigorous efforts in favour of the
free settlement of the North-west. He
remarked that in the seven years ending
January  1st, 1873, the inflax of emi-
grants into Canada had amounted to
only . 145,209 persons, or 20,744 per
annum, while the United States had mr °
the last seven years received 2,300,000
immigrants, or at the rate of 825,000 per
annum, 50 per cent. more in proportion
t gcheir populat on than Canada. Hethen
went on to argue that the care taken by
the United States Government to ex-
plore and survey all mew territories, and
to. make their resources and attractions
known far and wide was one great.cause
of their success in attracting immigrants.
He commented at length on their exten-
sive organization for this purpose,and on
the beneficial effect in encouraging the
settlement of free grants combined with
a liberal homestead law. He deprecated
the policy of granting large blocks of
land to the Railway Companies, and
then at some length eriticised the pro-
posed arrangemente with respeet to the
land subsidy to the Pacific Railroad and
a proposal to alienate so enormous a
tract of fertile land from free settlement,
or discourage its early oceupation by im-
posing a high upset price of $2 50 per
acre.

Mr. Grant fellowed and energetically
supported the views of Mr. Charlton, al-
luding to the deposits of coal, till lately
unknown in Nova Scotia, and as recent
enquiries he believed had proved of iron
in the Ottawa Valley.

Mr. D. A. Smith gave some interesting
information as to the Fertile Belt and
North-west generally. Healluded to the
large deposits of coal and iron, and the
large supply of timber, the favorable cli-
mate, and the facilities of access to the
region by water communication. He be-
lieved that a steamboat would ina few
menths be able to reach a point not more
than 200 miles distant from the Rocky
Mountains, He was assured the No-thern
Pacific would connect with Pembina dur-
ing the eoming summer, and did not
despair of the Fort Garry branch of the
Canadian road being completed by the
end of the year. - A homestead law, he
explained, was already in force, and land
was being granted for free settlement.
