Alberta’'s Mutton Cofes From

Far Away New Zealand
and Australia

Marks thé Beginning of a New
and Important Industry
in This Province

South Americans Purpose Em-
barking in the Business
on Big Scale

Acquire Several Sections of
Land in the Rocky.Ford
District

ROM far off South America
three sheepmen have come
within the past week and

purchased more than 3,000 acres
of land in Alberta to be used for
flock-raising purposes. This
marks the‘beginning of a new and
important industry in this pro-
vince.

The South Americans who have

come to Alberta to inaugurate the
sheep industry on a lazge: scale
are: W. G. Rudd, of Argentine
Republic; Charles P. Hustock, of
Rio Gallegos, Patagonia, and H.
Calcutt, of Patagonia. Messrs.
Rudd and Hustock arrived more
than a week ago and Calcutt
reached Calgary yesterday.
Rudd and Hustock
have purchased four sections of
non-irrigated land and two sec-
tions of irrigated ground in_ the
Rocky Ford district. The non-ir-
rigated tract will be used for sum-
mer range and the other two sec-
tions will be utilized in raising
winter feed for the flocks. Sev-
eral thousand head of sheep will
be installed upon the ranches as
soon as they can be shipped here.
Calcutt, will spend the next few
days in loking over the territory
and will then purchase a thousand
or more acres for himself.

The iand was purchased by Rudd
and Hustock from the Canadian Pacif-
ic company and lies in the central sec-
tion of the irrigation block east
Calgary. All three of the men were
prosperous sheepmen of South Amer-
ica, but the wonderfyl possibilities of
Alberta, the excellent transportation
facilities and easy approach to markets
appealed to them so strongly that hey
sold out their holdings in the southern
hemispher® and came here to locate,

The importance of the new {ndustry
—for it practically a new industry in
Alberta—should not be underestimat-
ed, This province has long been a
big cattle and hog country, but prac-
tically all of the mutton consumed in
British Columbia and Alberta comes
from New Zealand and Australia.

Objections to Canadian Way of

Giving Schooel Holidays on
National Days

Speaking about patriotism taught in
the city schools, it has in<Calgary béen

{
! a most important subject. There are

few school-rooms in the city that
flags do not form a part of tHe dec-
orations.

Every heliday brings with it its

special work. With special talk of

its significance Empire Day (May 28),
is observed by speakeérs going to each
large school, or by the Daughters of

the Empire essay contest, or in some

befitting way. Patriotic songs are
taught throughout the schools. Even
the smallest childrén are busy cut-
ing out flags and learning patriotic
songs and memory gems.

In the more advanced grades, be-
ginning at Grade IIT, the great men
of Canadian history are taught. In
Grades IV., the great mién ‘of both

English and Canadian history are
| taught, at least the curriculum of Al-

berta states that it should be done. In
the Calgary public schools, every book
that has every kind of an interesting
history story is used in the schools.
There are sets of supplementary read-

ers such as ‘“‘Stories of the Land of

the Maple,” etc.

Civil government ig taught in the
high school, and in the highest grades
the coemparison of our own.-form of
government with that of other coun-

I have met Mrs. Mills in Chicago and
heard her tell the story herself of how
she vame to do*iti In your artlglé
the romantic part &f the story as she
tells it was left out. She did net tell
us about having brother i the Roch-
ester school where she taught, but
she did tell us that Mr. Mills. the mis-
slonary who was then in China, had a
son in the school, and it was through
correspondénce with him copcerning
the weélfare and progrees of his son
that the friendship began which after-
ward terminated . in marriage.

And her adwice to us was, that
shmg_ﬂ,ﬂwe ever ibe placed in similar
circuthgtances, we should exercise
care-not to writé too interesting let-
ters to ‘the father uniéss we were
prepared to abide by the consequences
as she-had done. Shesald there were
very many deaf mutes in China, and
Mr. Mi{l's first request was that she
try to do something for them—which
she did as soon as shg had sufficient
command of the ‘language.

Patriotism in the Scheols.

The other idea I wished to suggest
was suggested to me by something
that was sald to us as to the futuré
of our own fair Dominion resting with
the children of today, their loyalty
and patriotism governing their use-
fulness to thg country.

We observe so many holidays in
commemoration of important histori-
cal events, but how many of our child-
ren kpow why we do this? For ins~
tance, hoy many children know much
if anything about the beautiful life
of Queen Victoria, or the significance
of the flag on the early history and
organization aof the Dominion, or of
its government, etc.? Now, I believe
if instead of giving Victoria Day, Dom-
njon Day, and a long list of other
recognz®d holiddys to the chlldren,
as school holidays, that if the schools
were held in session at léast half of
the da¥ and special exercises and pro-
grams prepared, and the parents in-
vited in to hear their .own children
tell-in verse and song the méaning. of
these holidays and celebrations, that
it would go far toward engendering
patriotism and implanting a deep and
abliding love both in the children and
“grown ups” for our own falr coun-
try. ’

In our nelghboring country to the
south this is done. Washington's and
Lincoln’s birthdays are always cele-
brated by speéclal exercises, and all the
children understand the significance
of Georg® Washington's hatchet, and
the expressiop, “Hormest old Abe, the
rall splitter,”” and they strive to imit-
ate these heroes and dosomething
worth while for their country as they
did. I think in most of the States the
observation of flag day is now com-
pulsery.

Another thing I should like to see
Plackd In our school clrriculum s
what they call acrass the line “Civil
Government,” 'a study of the funda-
mental laws and principles of which
our proylnce and country are govern-
ed. It seems to me that these things
when 80 many are coming to us from
across the line, filled with patrjotism
and their ideas of greatness and im-
portance of the country they are leav-
ing, and its gréat historiegl characters
and eyents. Have we not just as high
{deals and just ds inspiring events to

" offer them from the pages of our

histery? I have taught in the public

. schools on both sides of the line, and

while they may have no more of the
dry historical facts in mind than Can-
adian children, I do believe that they
have in some wgy Iimbibed Breater
patriotism and love for their country,

"and 1 belleve it hag come about not

through the study of the bare facts
80 set down in the school history, but
through the way in which thege $#pec-
fal days ére observed. Shall wé not
do as much for our country and far
bér children?

Washington, July 17.—When the
senate took up the Panama canal bill
Senator Lodge, at the opening
of the debate, declared the United
Stateés has retained full rights under
the Hay-Pauncefote treaty to form its
own policy toward American vessels,
The provision for free tolls for Am-
erican ships, against which England
made formal protest, was defended by
Mr. Lodge. He said he had, as a
member of the foreign rel:\tions com-

| mittee, repdrted on the Hay-Paunce-

fote treaty {n+1800.

“I was of the opinion at.the time I
brought {n the report that it left us
in complete control in determining the
position of our own vessels’ sald Mr.
Lodge. “I didn't suppose any Ilimita-
tion was proposed. Nor did I believe
the United States was included among
the nations to be treated with equality
under the treaty terms.”

Senator Lodge admitted that the
Question of the free passage of Amer-
fcan ships probably would bs sent ¥in-
ally to The Hague. He suggested that
such a courge could be Avoided by the
T'nited States government paying the
tolls of American-owned shipe, He
contended that no foreign gov ernment
could object to that,

“We would never permit any foreign
power to interfere with our disposition
of our ‘own mone,y in connection with
‘our own property.” he sald.

Says That There Should l;e no

London, July 17—Mr. H. H. As-
quith, prime minister of England, re-
ceived this week a deputation from the
associated chambers of commerce oOn
the question of labor unrest, The
remedies suggested by different speak-
ers were the throwing of financial re-
sponsibility on trades unlons, the pre-
vention of intimidation, and compul-
sory arbitration. Stress was laid on
violence resulting from peaceful pick-
eting.

Mr. Asquith, ‘interposing, said there
was now less violence in labor disputes
than there was 20 years ago

Replying on the main question, the
premier said he entirely subscribed to
the view that it was undesirable the
government should concern itself in
industrial disputes. It ought not te
be part of the function of a govern-
ment to assume the post of concllia-
tors when these disputes occurred, He
and his colleagues had never accepted
such duty, except as a last resort, and
when the interests of the nation were
involved, That had happened In the
coal strike.

Unrest was in some part due to a
rise in the price of food.
afraid they must put aside compulsory
arbitration, as it wae not favored by
either masters or men. The Canadian
act provided for an impartial investi-
gation before the men were locked out
or entered upon a strike, and Sir
George Askwith had agreed that that
act had worked well

The government would carefully in-
quire as to how far the Canadlan ma-
chinery would be adopted to the state
of industrial affairs {n Great Britain.
