RUSSIAN AMERICA:
Its Climate, Resources and History.

During our four days’ stay at Sitka the
thermometer in the open air ranged from 48 to
62; the temperature of the sea was 51 and the
weather mild and genial. We were told these
were the first fine days they had experienc-
ed and were Jooked upon as the commence-
ment of summer. The climate, although
somewhat &n extreme one, .is however much
milder than on the same parallel of the

east coast of America, there being a differ-
ence of at least 8 degrees in favor of the
Paeific coast, the winters being milder but
the summers shorter and less warm. This
may be accounted for by the prevailing south

Y | westerly winds of winter and the S E and N

W of summer, which are tempered, ‘in the
one case by passing over a large extent of
ocean, and in the other, by the snowy ranges,
and to the existence of a warm current equive
alent to the Gulf Stream in the Atlantie,
impinging on this coast from Japan, and
which, according to SirJ. Herschell, “ has its
focus in latitude 56 N, iongitude 141 W, not
far from Sitka in Russian Ameriea. Its ex-
cess of temperature being 9 degrees, sufficient
toafford the whole coast from Vancouver
Island northward to the Aliaskan Pepinsula,
a chimate 7 degrees warmer than the normal
one, an advantage equivalent to that of a
transfer from North Iceland to New

and magoetic observatory exists on an island
oppoeite the town of Sitka, where observations
have been carefully taken for many years.
The results of last year furnish a pretty good
general idea of the climate.

It will be seen from the table that there
is a considerable amount of raiofall, indeed
along the whole of the coast from Metlakath~
la northward it rains six days out of the
seven throughont the yesr, and in conse-
quence of the high temperature of the sea,
fogs are of very frequent occurrence. The
winter may be said to ccmmence at the end
of September and last until the middle of
April. Residents all concur in saying that
the climate of Sitka is every year becoming
milder, and that 8 or 9 years ago, where
blocks of ice were dug out of the har~
bor, now it barely freezes to a depth of more
than 4 or 5 inches, and severe frost does not
last for more than threa or four weeks at a
stretch. The Isothermal line of 41 cuts the
west coast near Si‘ka and passing across the
cootinent emerges on the opposite side at
Halifax, the difference of climate in favor of
the Pacific side almost amounting to a dim-
inution of 4 or 5 degrees of latitude on the
¢éame meridian. A comparison bstween
Sitka and other places on the Pacific coast,
and one on the same parallel on the Atlantic,
will give the best idea of the nature.of the
climate.

But although the climate is not so cold as
in a similar latitude on the east coast, it is
yet too cold to admit of agricultural opera-
tions and we believe it will be found that
the extreme end of Queen Charlotte Island
forms the northern limit of the zone of ce~
real cultivation on this coast ; whether from
the coldness of the spring or lateness of the
summer, the amount of heat necessary for
growth and fructification ts mot afforded,
added to which the extreme moisture is such
that even at Metlakathla the cultivation of
grein has been a failure. Potatoes, tnrnirﬂ,
carrots, lettuge and other hardy vegetables
thrive in the gardens about Sitka, but nothing
beyond this has been attempted or is likely
to be successful if it were; The various
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wild berries and fruit found in Van»oonver

front forming a natural breakwater. Sonie of
these .no doubt will at a futare day be the
site of docks and wharves, aod adapted for

the fitting out of whalers, sitnated as they

are in the peighborhood of valuablg fishing
grounds, The rise and fall of the tides also will
conduce very materially to the future mari-
time importance of the place, the rise and fall
of the tide being much more extensive than
given on the ehart, where it is stated at from
5 to 7 feet, but in reality ranges from 15 to
25, and sometimes as high ag 31 feet, Daring
Juneand July the tides are low, and in April
high, more especially with a S, W. wind,
A great variety of fish are to be cauoght all
along’ the coast, including cod, halibat, sal-
mon, herring, different varieties of rogck fish,
stargeon, &e., and at present a oo’siderablo
amount of dried halibut, cod and salmon are
exported by the Company. Of course, the
whaling grcunds also are to be taken into
account, the warm currents bringing meduse,
the food of the whale, and attracting them to
this coast in great numbers, Toe most
valuable product, however, at present is the
furs, many of them from this coast beinag of a
superior quality, and others not found at all
elsewhere; such as the sea otter, the far of
which is of a beantiful texture and much
prized in China and Japan. These skins are
principally procared by Alentian Islanders,
who go out in ‘their small skin canoes
(Baidars), and either net or spear them.
The value of agood skin in England is abount
£40. The next in value are the black and
silver fox, a good specimen fetching from £10
to £12. The far seal is also found on the
Island of 8¢: Panl’s,the fuf of which is of a
thick, waolly texture and highlyvalued, and
formerly much used for making caps and
waisteoats, - They are polygamouns in their

-babits, one male jealously. gua:ding 40 to 50
females, They mak 1

otherwise if thé slaughter was indise mifiate
tha animals would entirely disappear. The
skins are all prepared previous to being ex-
ported, the laborers employed in this being
Aleutians. The furs are beaten with twigs,
washed, pressed, stretched on frames, trimmed
and sewn together and made ready for the
warket. They are then packed in large hogs«
heads, being previouely sprinkled with a
strong infusion of tobacco in rum to act as a
preventive from insects.

The mineral resources it is impossible -to
estimate’at present ; very little of the covn-
try bas ever been explored, even two miles
outside the town of Sitka is quite as much a
lerra incognita as it was in the days of Cook
or Vancouver, ard indeed generally very
little more is known of even the coast line
since those times;  Coal exists of an anthra-
cite nature in the Sitka Archipelago, bat of
such a shattered and slatey character as
practically to be of no aceount, the geological
formaticn being of a metamorphic character
and Sillorian age. Silver basalso been found
within about five miles of Sitka, but I met no
one who bad ever seen the place, and ‘heard
it spoken, of as a vague myth.  Virgio
copper also has been wrought by the Indians
ot the Sticken, some of them baving eopper
crests formed by hammering out the metal
into the form of a plate For some years
past about a dozen men have eked out a
wretched existence by washing on the
bars of the Sticken for gold, byt the pre-
cions metal bas only been bitberto found
Within the British lines. The proper mining
season does not last more than four months
—winter begins in October and ends in April
—but in the winter they go higher up the
river, and arriving st a gulch they light fires
and melt the snow down, which is of an
average depth of 7 or 8 feet, and -then en-
deavor t0.“ pan out.” They are entirely de-
pendent for supplies on the H. B, Compl RDny's
steamer Otler, goiog down to the mouth of
the river to await her arrival. The river is
about balf a mile broad, and is navigable to
river steamers about 150 miles,and as it pur~
Sues a very wioding coarse, about 1C0 miles
of this are in the 30-mile strip belonging to
Russian America, Nearly at the boundary line
a canyon of about 1, a mile in length occurs.
The volume of water thig river discharges
is considerable, as in passing about ten miles
off from the mouth the sea was discolored,
and the specific gravity of the water fell
from 1:026 10 1:014, and the temperature from
51 to 47, the latter, no doubt, caused by the
melting of the suow, The country at the
mouth consists of low islands, with wooded
scrubby pine, while behind rise masses of
srappean rock, bald, serrated and covered with
snow and banked by fog, baving no agficul-
tural land and valueless except for its
peltry. The Sticken Indians (sea
coast) now only muster about 300, living in
& village at the mouth, while the Stick (in
terior) do not reckon more than 150, and are
fast dying out from disease, infanticide, vio-
lence and exposure. The Indlans occupying
the islands and_coast line from Sticken up
to Mount St. Elias, from lat. 55 to 59,
speak the same language and bhave similar
traditions and castoms. They all more or less
oarry out heraldic devices (crests),.burn their
dead, hold numerous slaves, and are equally

the banks of tne Youcon, perhaps the largast
river of efther the two continents on the Pas
cific coast, and which is said to be navigable
for upwards of 1200 miles, having an
average breadth of abouta mile. The In-
dians of the coast and islands north to Mount
St. Elias have never been thoroughly sub-
jected to the Russians, but have remained
independent and from time to time given
them a good deal of trouble, The inhabi=
taots of the Aleutian Islands, Kodiak and
Kurile bave been regarded as subjects, and
all the adult males between the ages of 18
and 50 are liable to be compelled to serve the
Company, while those of Cook’s Inlet and
Kiog William Sound have paid a yearly tax
in fars,

The rise and progress of the Russian Com-
pany is rather ioteresting, In the early part
oi 1700, although the Russians had a rich
fur trade on the opposite Asiatic side, notbing
was known of the American coast until 1742,
when Bebriog discovered the Aleutian archi-
pelago, and made the coast under. Mount St.
Elias, and after enduring great privations
died on the eve of the return voyage. The
accoant of the voyage was written by Steller,
the surgeon, whose name is now associated
80 intimately with the patural history of the
coast and become familiar to naturalistsalmost
as a ‘household word.” His parration had
the effect on its publication of indoecing numer-
ous private adventurers to collect furs on this
coast, which were taken to Siberia and found
their way into China through the frontier,
being there exchanged for tea, silks, &c. The
great impetus, however, 10 this trade was
given by the account of Cook’s Discoveries,
made known in 1780, where for the first time
correct hydrographie details, combined with
scigntific information, -were - given and the

¢ompany was got up in Siberia whioh, in
1783, bad Kodiak for its bead-quarters, and
1798 the Government endowed them with
cousiderable privileges and gave them a
lease of Russian America north of lat. 55,
In 1799 Sitka was made the capital, the first
Goveroor of which was Barnoff, after whom
the island is pamed. No important change
took place up to 1821, the Russians oecupy-
ing undisputed possession of the coast north
of 55, ihe English forming settlements in the
country drained by the Fraser, while the
Americans were doing the same in the regions
of the Columbia. In 1821, however, in con~
sequerce it was stated of American and
other adventurers distributing anmns, spirit
aous liquors to the Indians and otherwise
interfering in the mocopoly of the trade, a
ukase was issued by the Emperor prohibiting
toreigners from approaching within 100 miles
of the coast north of 51. This led to a long
diplomatic correspondence with America and
England, which terminated by a treaty with
America in 1824, and with England in 1825,
by which it was establisbed “that the
line of demarcation upon the coast of
the continent and islands of America to
the northwest should be drewn from ' the
southermost point ot Prince of Wales Island
in the latitude of 54 deg 40 min to the great
inlet in the esntinent called Portland Canal,
and alopg the middle of that iniet to the
56th degree of latitude, thence following the
summit of the morntains bordering the
coast within ten leagues north-westward to
Mount St Eiias and therce north in the
couree of the 141st meridian west from
Greenwich to the Frozen Ocean, which line,
8ays the treaty, shall fcrm the limit between
the Russian and the British Possessions on
the continent of America 10 the northwest:
It being also agreed that ““the British should
for ever bave the right to navigate any
Stream flowing into the Pacific from the
interior across the line of demarcation,”
Nothing forther occurred until 1834 when
Baron Wrangell, the governor of Russian
America forcibly opposed the Hudson Bay
Company’s vessels going up the _Sncken to
erect a fort in the interior.  This led to a
long. litigation and was at last compromised
by an agreement between the two companies
by which it was agreed that the Hudson
Bay Company were to have the monqpoly.ot
supplyiog the forts in Russian America with
butter, flour, and other articles of produce
from their farms in Oregon, and also that
for the consideration of an annual payment
of 2000 land otter sktns the coast extend~
ing from the parallel of 54 deg 40 min
northward to. Cape Spencer was leased to the
Hudson Bay Company for ten years from the
1st of June, 1840, the Hudson Bay Com.

A most
remarkable circumstance connected with the
accident that is the boilers of the steamer
were tested at New Westminster, on Saturs
day morning, and withstood a pressure of
110 pounds, wkile at the time of the explow
sion there was a pressure of only 80 pounds.

The damage wrought
by the Alabama to American shipping
is estimaced at $32,000,000; and bhad
not a lucky broadside from an Ameris
can oruiser sent her to the bottom, it
is probable she would have inflicted
still greater injury to the commerce
of a friendly power. The Palmerston
Ministry sympathised with the Con~
federate States in their struggle for
liberty ; but they did not manifest
their sympathy in the manly, straights
forward manner that the Derby Minis-
try would have done. They would
not see the infractions of the law until
it was too late'to prevent them. Then
they opened their eyes, and set about
soking the doorofghemtable after the
steed had been ridden off. For its
wiltul shortsightedness the British Gov-
ernment has got to pay, and the illness
of the Attorney General has cost the
nation $32,000,000! The whole mats
ter has been laid before Parliament
for its decision, and we -believe the
balance remaining after deducting a
few million dollars of loss inflicted
by Fenians on Canadians, will be paid.
Policy (to say nothing of the dictates
of common justice) demands that a
precedent which may come home to
us with startling earnestness ere long
should not be established when it is
within the power of the Lmperial Gov+
ernment to prevent it.

No effort was made by
either the Commissioner or the Gov-
ernor to enforce the sentence ; but at
last the refractory seven were induced
10 enter the cells, with tho understand-
ing that their cases would be sub-
mitted to His Excellency for the ex-
ercise of his clemency. In reality, they
were cosxed into jail ; and then the
Governor was ‘graciously pleased,”
upon the petition of the inhabitants
of Richfield, to remit the term of the
sentence to two days’ confinement, Tne
claim has been placed in the hands of
the Government officers, pending the
result of the new trial. . But what has
become of the gold already taken out
is not stated. Governor Seymour’s
visit has resulted in a miserable mocks
ery of justice.

LETTER II.

MEgssrs EpiTors :—In my last communi-
_cation addressed to you upon this subject, k
“my letter with the observation
s b dltrootian und fo favor. of
eroment of Canads, p
the demerits of or'r present Government than
from any inherent advantages of Contedera=~
tion. From the disposition to acquiesce in
the remark that any change frem our present
position would be for the better—that we
could not be worse governed—that Confeder~
acy may be an improvement, and that at any
rate it would be well to try the experiment,
There canpot be a question but that this
loose style of reasoning amongst & commun-
ity fall of doabts and uncertainties as to their
stay amongst us, has by many been consid~
ered sufficiently near the mark to warrant de-
cision upon this matter ; and that from such
an imperfect, thoughtless and illogical way
of thinking is largely built up the feeling in
favor of Confederation. I feel that in notic-
ing the exigtence of this kind of feeling in
vor of Confederation ENoUGH is doue, and
that I need not humiliate myself by stopping
to deal with such fallacious and flimay argu-
meotation, If it is desirable for us to be a
p rtion of the Canadian Confederacy, the ad-
vantages must be pased upon its own merits,
that for us must be the test of its excel-
lence ; the worthlessness of our own arrange-
ments being in the meantime put altogether
out of consideration. If Confederation is not
good in itgelf no bad government of ours will
make it such, At this stage of my observa-
tions I take .the opportunity of obscrving
that had we been satisfactorily governed,
this proposed alliance with the remote Gov-
ernment of Canada would never have been
dreampt of. That the expression of feeling wn
favor of it arises from the Canadian element
being active, and -from other portions of the
communily beinge passive and mot takiny
the trouble to offer opposilien.gg One of the
first temptiog inducements in this Capadian
Confedaration programme is the boon of
cheap or cheaper government, that we are to
get a first-rate business man from Canada,
one who koows how to govern a uew coun-
tty, ‘at abont a quarter of the salary
. 10 our prebedit Goveraor. That our
present amount of indebtedness is to be
taken over by the Confederate Government,
aod that potwithstanding our large obliga-
tiens and their supposed small indébtedness,
a geperal average would be made, and that
we of British Columbia should be governed
at the same cheap rate per head as the Can-

adian community. Qur attention is glow~[

ingly directed to what a fine thing it would
be for us to discover that with Coofederation
our Fourteen Hundred Thousand amount of
indebtedness was swept away and the repay =
ment of it by absorption with Capada so
spread over that we should never feel it.
These are some of the tempting arguments
put forward in favor of Confederacy and as
iaducements for us to join it. Though upon
what grounds those » ho thus address us, and
how tar they are justified in doing so, we
are kept in the dark [ think it just possible
that the only fonundation for these impressions
s tbat the ‘‘wish iz fatber to the thought.”
For my part I am illoatured enough to in-
dulge in wholesale scepticism upon the whole
of the averments. What I tind fault with
in regard to this Confederate tusiness is that
there has been a prima facie feeling in favor
of Union—a disposition to entertaia a mos.
tavorable cpinion of the terms of admission
and the advantages that ,would flow from it
without any reality to warraot it. That we
have jumped at conclusions—that our con~
duct in regard to this matter bas been puerile
and voworthy of us—aund that we have laid
oarselves out as a butt for ridicule to anyone
o disposed to take advantage of us. Why
there should for one moment be entertained
the opinion that we could make so good a
bargain, financially, in eatering into partrer-
ship with our Canadian brethren, I am ata
loss to conceive. Why they should receive
us upon equal terms of partnership whean
our indebtedness per head is so much
greater, and then afterwards sit at the same
gasy rate of taxation as -their own people, is
_beyond -my comprehension.. I should be
very distrustful there was something coming
afterwards that would well recompense them
for such a:parent liberality. I think the
Canadians, with their well known shrewd-
ness, wculd be the last people on earth that
would make such a one-sided bargain, The
next thing figuring on the Confederation pro-
gramme is the great financial advantage re~
sulting from the difference of salary paid to a
Conféderate Governor in contrast to the
salary now paid. But then if we save in the
one way we lose in the other, for Confedera-
tion would saddle us with the cost of main-
taiging our representatives in the Federal
Parliament, and with it the charge of mileage
for travelling expenses for these geuntlemen,
and, of all things in connection with this
Confederate proposition I know of nothing
moreé repugnant to my feelings than this
feature of the Coofederacy. I should always
feel that the $12,000 or $15,000 cost in the
payment of these representatives was paid for
the parpose of providing easy, comfortable
berths for scheming’ politicians, and would be
mach better spent in' local improvements,
In fine,; I dipose of all the supposed benefits
resulting from Confederacy in the establish-
meut of cheap government, and tne facility of

payiog off our present ‘obligations as entirely
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within our power, and our present relations
with Great Britain, if there was only mabi-
tested a disposition to put our shoulders to
the .wheel and be determined to accomplish
it. If we are goicg to wake up and go in
for such a radical change as Confedeération
implies, let us be well assured that all the
advantages arigsing from cheap and efficient
Government can be quite as well secared to
us from the old country, if we are in earnest,
and will take the trouble to ccovey in clear
and. explicit terms the arrangements we de~
sire, and that we need not trouble our Cana~
dian friends upon the matter, But there are
other advantages which Confederation would
confer upon us, which |1 am bound to take
notice off. In the event of our alliance with
Canada the Red River settlement is to be-
come portion of the new Dominion of
Capada, and communication by rail or wagon
road is to bring us of British_Columbia in
comparatively close proximity to our new
Government, and the imagination is filled
with raptures of admiration at the wonderful
benefits that will be showered down in con-
gequence. Where the money is toc come
from to accomplish all these wonderful
thiogs, nothing is said. -Oune would imagine
that a population of four miliions, with - in—
debtedness approximatiog to one hundred
;;ﬂiuqq:ofi.dollara.hwould in the meantime
‘have ample enough to eagege their atleotion

¢racy, when these gizant.e schemes were
consummated. It these great undertakings
were begun to-morrow, what benefit woald. it
be to thig distant part from the scene ot
action. All the money circulated in the
colonization of the Red River settlement and
the opening up of communication,with us, of
British Columbia, would be rpent amongst
our new Confederate connections. The only
part reserved for us in the transaction would
be the proud gratification of contributing,
through the medium ot Federal taxation, to-
wards the expenses incurred. The people of
CUanada, in the meantime, are in no position
to ask ‘us to be one of them, and we are in
no position to accept it, the proposition is
altogether premature. ~ Many years must
pass ‘away, and much must be accom-
plished before we can profitably entertain
the projest of Union in Governm:nt
with Canada. The house, so to speak, is not
ready for our reception. Nay, even the road
to it in the meantime is inaccessible. If the
vision of a magnificent and glerious iuture
would be enough for us, this Confederate
project would amply satisfy and meet our re-
quirements; but, unfortunately, men.are too
praciical to be satisfied with aoything so
etherial. To give consent now for Con-
federation, and to be extatic over the forth-
coming glories of it, to hear the busy tramp
of men marching from Canada westward,
filling up the tremendous chasm between
them and us with towns and villages, and
caltivation, and a teeming population, witn
a great tropk railroad, diffasing all the
benefits of cultivation, and we of British
Columbia sharing in the advantages of it, is
what I should denominate as a * Fool’s
Paradise.” Until better intormed, I am dis-
tinetly opposed to our forming part of the
new dominion of Canada.

Sax Francisco, Aug 5.—From Satur-
day night at 10 o’clock, to the same hour
last night, 31 sailing vessels of different
classes came into the harbor.

He was picked up and taken
on board the steamer, but died of exhaus-
tion before he reached the town.

San Francisco, Augest 6.—The nom-
ination for Governor to fill the place
made vacant by the declination of Gen.
Bidwell ou the Republican State ticket,
bas been tendered to Caleb T. Fay, and
by him accepted.

Yesterday afternoon a suit was com-
menced in the District Court by the
county of Santa Clara against Peter
Donohue, C. B. Polhemus and H. E.
Newhall, to recover the sum of $231,746.
Plaintiff alleges that it was permitted by
an Act of the Legislature to subscribe for
2,000 shares stock in the San Francisco
and San Jose Railroad Company ; that it
sold & portion of the stock to Defendents,
who agreed to redeem $200,000 of its
bonds and pay the interest thereon, the
county retaining a lien upon it for secur-
ity, and that the defendents have -wholly
failed to falfil the contract.

steamer Montana, Capt. Sutton, passed
the Monterey lighthouse about 4:15 this
afternoon. A dense fog was then settling.
At 9 o'clock commenced sounding and
blew the steam whistle from that time
every five minates, and continued to take
soundings and blow the steam whistle
during the night, going about six or seven
knots. At three o’clock this morning the
Captain judged that he was between the
Farrallones and the bar. The sounding
and courses agreeing, the Captain then
changed the ship’s course and made direct,
as he supposed, for the bar. The sound—
ing gave 22 fathoms at 3:10, and the
course was continued N.N.E., supposing
himself to be about 14 miles from land,
At 3:40, without any intimation of danger,
the vessel struck. The fog at this time
was so dense that the officers could not
see the ship’s length. All the officers were
on deck, and most of them forward on the
lookous. The vessel was going about six
knots when. she struck, and there was no
violent shock. The engines were imme-
diately reversed and ported at full speed,
but without effect, as her nose was about
two feet higher than it should have been,
the tide gradually fell away, leaving her
lying easily ; water borne aft, though fast
forward. Capt. Sutton immediately gave
orders to clear the boats, ready for lower-
ing. The crew behaved with the utmost
coolness, and the passengers and troops
showed no unnecessary alarm, and offered
their assistance. The pumps were imme-
diately tried, and it was found that the
ship was making no water. Repeated
trials were made until she arrived at the
wharf, and ,always with the same result. At
5. o’clock. the weather cleared a little, suffi-
cient to ' allow the captain to discover his
position, and he immediately sent away the
gig, in charge of the 20d officer, accompanied
by the baggage-master and a boat’s crew of
four men, to San Francisco for assistance,
He also got out a heavy stream anchor
astern, with a ten inch hawser, to keep the
ship from swinging broadsidz on the reef and
to assist in drawing off the vessel as the tide
rose. Shortly after five the captain discov-
ered the schuoner Go.den Rule, and sent a
boat to ber to request the captain to-anchor
close to the ship, and to carry, out acnchor
and orders necessary. About 8 o’clock, the
tide having risen, the captain took a heavy
strain on the hawser, sent all the passengers
and.droops aft, and put on full steam. The
ship got off gradually, the operation taking
about 20 minutes. She was afloat at 8:15
a.m., carrying away the hawser at the mo»
ment she cleared the rock. She arrived af
the wharf at 11 o’clock.

Important Movement by American
Shipbuilders,

¢’Tis an ill wind that blows no
good ;” and British Columbia and the
Maritime Provinces appear destined
at no distant day to reap substantial
benefits from the heavy weight of taxe
ation that has been thrown upon the
American shipbuilder. The shipbuild-
ers of Maine, in convention, have ap»
pointed a commission to urge upon
Congress at its next session two reso—
lutions, one enabling American ship-
builders to build ships out of the couna
try, the same to be admitted to regis-
try as United States vessels and be
free of Custom-house and internal tax
duties; and the other ropealing the
‘Bavigation laws so far as to allow,
mitting them-to registry, thus enabling
the country to keep up its supply of
tonnage. Inasmuch as the taritt legis-
lation of Congress has killed the ships
building trade, it would seem reason=
able that the Americans should get
theirshipsfromabroad. Any ignoramus
who conceivis the idea of making
anything out of iron can get a tariff
Passed high enough to cover all the
natural disadvantages of his experi~
ment and his own incapacity besides,
saddling the expense on the people—
all under the pretence of protecting
Awerican industry and creating a home
markei. But a branch of industry
which has grown up itself and ob.
tained mammoth proportions without
protection, and which has alreaay
created a home market, is deliberately
tariffed to death by bigh duties on
iron, steel, copper, hemp and lumber.
American shipbuilders prospered in
former years by reason of their skill,
They have been crushed by a system
which takes away the earnings of
skill in shipbuilding to reward clumsi-
ness in other trades, The enterpris-
ing shipbuilder is compelled, for in~
stance, to pay Rige. per lb. extra for
his chain cables 1n order to give a
market to some inexperienced manu-
facturer, who has not the genius to
command a market without the aid
of a prohibitory tariff. The debate on
the Tariff Bill in Congress developed
the fact thas there was only one maker
of chain cables in the couniry, and no
one c¢ould tell where his manufactory
was situated. How is American in~
dustry profited by a law which enables
one chain maker, who is confessedly
carrying on a losing business, to drive
all the shipbuilders away from the
Actlantic coast ?

SKIDEGATE BAY COPPER MINING CO. (LIMITED.)

In this matter application was renewed
by the Solicitor-General, instructed by
Messrs. Drake & Jackson, for an order
to declare a call of §1 55 per share on
the contributions, for the purpose of meet-
ing further expenses in winding up the
company. It was urged on behalf of the
official liquidator that on the previous
estimate of probable expenses of winding
up the company an allowance was made
for the value of the mine, plant and lease
of the land, but the result had shown that
these were valueless. The lease had run
out by effluxion of time ; the quartz from
the mine had been tested, and was worth-
less; and the plant, which consisted of
tools, wheelbarrows, &c., on the groung,
was not worth the price of removal to a
market; besides which, there were several
defaulters among the contributors liable
to pay the former call.

The original debts of the Company
amounted to $2831 54, and it was finally
estimated that by raising an amount of
$4000 by the former call, the debts and
expenses of winding up would be satisfied.

Letter from New Westminster,

(From our own Correspondent )

Nxw WEsTMINSTER, August 5, 1867

Mgzssrs Epitors :—When I left Victoria
about a month sgo to take up my residence
here I promised to write you soon after my
arrival, but the mosquitoes sa dammed my
eyes that my “ flood of light”” was for some
time quite stopped, and I was unablg to dis-
tioguish a sheet of writing paper from Mr
Holbrock’s wharf, ;

Before 1 came bere I must confess that
like all Victorians I was prejodiced against
Queensborough, and, being an American,
was opposed to aristocratic institutions gen-
erally. I bad an idea tbat British officials
were all ¢ high«toned cusses,’ I was wrong
and take this opportunity of apologizing. I
saw the Governor one day walking down the
street ; he appeared to be the finest kind of
gentleman and bade me good morning, just
the same as you or Mr Smith might. As for
the ¢ Chiets, Firsts, Heads, Assistants, Act=
ings, &ec., &c.,’ they all sesm ,very elegant
men and attend to their duties first-rate:
Tue public offices are at the Colonial Hotel,
where any of these gentlemen can be found
between the hours of 10 a. m. and 2 follow~
iog a. m. Some of them are suhjected to
great bardships and have to sleep on or under
billiard tables, It struck me au first that
there were more of them than are actually ne-
cessary, but I was informed that it required
a great many officers to carry on the British
form of Government.

I caonot give you the exact amount of
population here; an attempt was made the
other day to take the census, but the object
was frustrated by a certain merchant who
was afterwards found to have disguised him-
sell two or three times and was registered
under two or three different names. Of
oourse the object was to ‘ swell the stream ’ of
population. ( You've heard of streams and
old brooks ©swelling.’) The cxact number
of white people could not, therefore, be as-
certai:ed. 1t is either 17 or 18. I should
think there must be double that number of
Indians and Chinese.

A bandsome church is in the course of
erection, dedicated to * Saint Burdett) It
promises to be a very handsome, spacious
edifice. It was originally intended fur the
wliite inbabitants, but as it is expected that
there will be no such thing left by the time

Tae HEADWATERS OF THE AMAZON.—
An English traveler, W. Chandless, gives
an account of his exploration of ' the
Purus river, one of the affluents of the
Amazon, which we find in the London
Times, as follows :

He was incited to the exploration of
the steam by the importance attached to
it by the people of Soathern Peru and
Brazil, as well as by European geogra~
phers, who supposed it would form an
uninterrupted water communication ‘be-
tween the rice provinces of Southera Pern
and the Atlantic, via the Amazon, All
previous attempts to ascend had been
frustrated, not by difficulties in its. naviga-
tion, but by lack of perseveranes and
enterprise. In 1864 Mr. Chandless en-

Indians, and ascended the river nearly to
1ts _sources, a distance of 1866 miles,
finding a good depth of water and no
obstacles to mavigation for the greater
part of the way. It is peopled only by a
few tribes of lndians, each 'speaking a
distinct language. The banks are formed
of alluyial soil, and are covered through-
out with dense forest, rich in india rabber
trees and other vegetable products of

tricts of Southern Peru, as had been sup-
posed. “‘The Indians met with near the
sources had never had communication
with white men or civilized tribes, and

In 1865, Mr Cbandless undertook a
second journey, with the view of ascending
the Aquiry, the most important southern
affluent of the Purus, which he thought
might possibly be the navigable river
known as the Madre di Dios, flowing from
the Andes, east of Cusco. He ascended
this stream also nearly to its source, find-
ing it to terminate like the main river, ' in
the midst of trackless forests, He then
attempted to cross by land, and hewed
a way through the forest for wuine
days, but was obliged finally to
abandon the attempt. Both the Purus
and the Aquiry were carefully mapped
during both journeys, and Mr Chand-
less was 8o determined to lose no op-
portunity of fixing his position by as.
tronomical observation that on one
occasion, when surprised by & rising
of the water flooding the sandbanks,
the only places on which he could find
a tract of open- ground, he set off
down the stream with all the speed
the paddlers could muster, in order to
beat the stream and reach a place
where the banks were yet uncovered.

Letter from Legh Harnett,

BarkEerviLLE, CaRIBOO, July 31, 1867.

In my letter last week to the , I had
Do lime o say anythiog about the country,
uor have I time this week to do more than
glance at it casually. British Columbia,
proper, appears to me to begin at the mouth
of the Thompson river, and thence to Cari-
boo, is one vast repository of mineral wealth,
Foremost in reliability, though not for im-
mediate use, is the copper formation, pre-
cisely the same in extent, east and west,
for twenty-five miles, as in California, while
the veins generally are better developed here
than there. Following these veins in a
linear course, a little east of sonth, they will
be found to intersect Hope district. I am
inclined, therefore, to the opinion, as silver is
generally found in connection with copper at
first, that no silver will be found at Hope,
more particularly. If Irightly understand the
position of the tunnel commenced there for
silver, it would be impossible to bring Hope
within the linear course of the Cherry ‘ Creek
veins. So far as I bave seen, the different

divisions agree exactly with the same in Cala
-ifornia. Hence the best gold and silver veins
will be found east of the copper system,
commencing a few miles above the mouth of
the Thompson and extending east beyond the
Cornwall ‘ranch. From that line I should
travel east for good gold and silver veins.
Of their existence in this country precisely
as they are found in Calitornia I have now
oo doubt at all. If one division of the great
California mineral formation is found correct,
ard the copper formation is most unquestion~
ably, then it is not unreasonable to conclnde
the others will be found equally correct, for
their -creation and continuity are governed
by eternal laws that know no change and no
chance. - Such were my observations as I
traveled so far through the mineral regions.
My observations since assure me that my
labors will be both successful and useful,
and that within a very short period the gold
veins on Canyon Creek, and the silver veins
on Cherry Creek, will be as valuable and
distingnished as any California or Nevada
can boast.
AURIFEROUS LODES.

The deposits of gold formed and governed
by the action of the water, instead of elec~
tricity as in veins, are, of coure, more diffi-
eult to find, and afterwards to follow, than
all others. There is, however, but oue safe
theory by which to determine their course,
and that is to judge of the past by the
present water channels. The miners here
are now directing their attention to this
matter and making the most correct observa-
tions; Henee many new deposits are being
discovered in their search for old ones, which,
though they may not enrich the individual to
the same extent as formerly, yet the com-
manity will be infinitely more prosperous ;
because when men are satisfied with and able
to work $10 groand, ‘there will be much
more gold taken ont than ever. This happy
pericd is rapidly approaching ; and from it,
in my opinion, the same effect will be seen
in Bﬁﬁ&*ﬁclnmb‘m as was seen il California
—4 new era of unthought of and lasting
prosperity. These auriferous leads in this
country are, I think, more determined in
their eourse than in many parts of Califor-
nia, and in & short time will not be more ex-
pensive to work. From Lytton to Cariboo
you hear men every day talking of ground
that will pay with a proper hydrauhc_ appar-
awus ; and I cannot for a moment, judging
from the general formation, hesitate to con-
firm their statements. I know no part of
Qalifornia which contains so extensive and
uniform gravel formations as I find here, of
which nothing is yet known. When we re.
member that much of the dirt washed in
Qalifornia by bydraulic methods, take for in«
stance the' great ‘ blue lead,’ only pays water
money or thereabout, and that gold is only
found in ?nnntity as the bed rock is ap~
proached, 1 cannot but be assured that the
application of the ‘great system’ of gold min.
ing will produce the same results here as
elsewhere. Neither is there a greater diffix
culty in obtaining a sufficient supply of
water, if competent men are employed to ine

I have only to look
round a radius of ten miles from Barkerville
to feel satisfied that the spirit which has
done sach wonders already and done them so
well ‘without outside aid, will be true to
itself and . finish nobby what it has com-
menced nobly. The miners of Cariboo de~
gerve all praise, encouragement, and support,
I am amazed at the extent acnd. character of
their past labors; aod I am glad to be able
to say I am equaily amazed at the extent
and characier of their future prospeets. You
veed have no' doubt of the gold fields of
Cariboo. The richest barvest has yet to be
gathered.
