Convention at Baltimore in

Qctober.

The Question of Liturgical Bivlsign,
and the Proposed New :
* Hymnal.

On the ﬁratTWednaday in’ October a
triennial Council of the Episcopal Church
of thé United States will be held at Bal-
timore, Md. The work of thig Conven-
tion will be watched with keen interest
by Churchmen all over the world, and
more particalarly by those living in the
United States, who will be more directly
affected by any changes to be made.

In the United States, numerically the
Protestant Episcopal chtirch is behind the
Catholie, Methodist and Baptist bodies,
but it is, in proportion, by far the wealth-
iest of all the religious organizations of
that country, and is growing in member-
ship and influence faster than any other
of them. The chief gf ll:ll;efl)i_vilion; of
Religious Statistics of the fo )
United States Census estimates the total
church membership of that country at.
about 20,000,000, with propertg‘ amount-
ing to $646,125,704. In reund numbers;
the Episcopal Church has 500,000 com-
municants and property amounting to
$73,000,000, or $146 per capita. Before
the Revolution the clergy received orders
in England ; after the Revolution certain
American clergymen were consecrated
Bishops by the English Church. The
Church of England and the Protestant
Episcopal Church are alike as constitut-
ing branches of the Angliun communion,
and the eloquence of Phillips Brooks is
as much at home 1n Westminster Abbe
as in Trinity Church, Boston. -

The triennial counmcil, to be held in
Baltimore in October, will be known as
the General Convention of 1892. It will
consist, as its predecessors consisted, of
two houses, the House of Bishops and
the House of Deputies. The concurrence
of both houses is n ary to the validity
of decisions governing and binding on the
Church, but legislation may be originated
in either ome of them. ' Sixty-seven
Bishops will constitute the ““upper house”’;
each of the fifty-two dioceses of the
Church will be represented by four clergy-
men and fourlaymen, making the House
of Deputies, which is known eolloquiall
as the “‘lower house,” to consist of 416
members.

LITURGICAL REVISION,

A matter of great importance to chiurch
people, which will come up for final ac-
tion at Baltimore, is liturgical revision.
At the Convention of twelve years ago,
acting upon a resolution moved by the
Rev. William R. Huntington, 8. T. D.,
LL. D., now rector of Grace Church,
New York, a committee was appointed to
report at the Convention of 1883 on litur-
gical chan%es deemed desirable to pro-
mote greater flexibility in the services of
the Church. - Their ‘report was received
and continued in di ion until the)
Convention of 1889, when it was approy-
ed and left to be passed upon by the Con-
vention of this year. The proposed
changes having been upon as thus
provided, a standard prayerbook of the
Church will be issued, it is* hoped,
promptly after the Convention, to the
gratification of both ministers and people;
and leaflets bound up with the ** Stan-
dard Prayer-Book of 1789,” to be used
optionally d the recent years of
transition, will be among the afflictions of
the past. Changes are chiefly, as was Dr.
Huntington’s wish, in the direction of
giving a greater d -of discretion to
tie miniaba]:' in the conduct of public wor-
ship. Both morning and evening prayer
are considerably shortened at the will of
the clergyman. = A few changes are re-

Here ' ws
have the leading feature . of George’s
system condemned by its zealous
advocate.

INDUSTRIAL PEACE.

The British Labor Commission is nearing
the end of its labors. It has enquired into
every branch of industry excepting agri-
culture. More than 430 witnesses have
been examined and the mass of evidence
" which it has accumulated must be of the
greatest nse to those who take an interest
in the welfare ot the working classes and

~ are in search of means to elevate them and
in other respects to ameliorate their con-
dition.

‘The Commission, among other things, has
enquired into the working. of the tribunals
$hat have been devised for the settlement of
labor disputes and for enabling workingnién
and their employers ‘to live together in

~ peace and harmony. It\has found that
considerable progress has been made
in  England and Scotland = towards
the promotion of industrial peace ; and
tHat the efforts of the men, both employers
and working men, who have tried to find
some way to make the relations between
-capital and labor friendly and mutually pro-
~fitable, have been attended by a greater de-
gree of success than is generally supposed.

An article on the *“ Growth of Industrial
Peace,” by Mr. John Rae, in the September
Contemporary, gives a very interesting ac-
count of what has been done, chiefly in
Hogland, in this direction. What the
writer ealls the organizations of 'peace are
not very old, The first Board of Concilia-

sion was started by Mr. Mundella twenty-
six years ago, and”Sir Rupert Kettle
$wenty-three years ago established the first
Board of Arbitration. The age of thesliding
scale, the other means of keeping the peace
between employers: and 'employed, is not
given. .

None of these institutions has been gen-
erally established, but they have all been
at work in different parts of the Kingdom,
with results that lead one to hope thas it is
possible to find a modus vivendi for em-!
ployers and employed, under which they

_* can both live peaceably and happily.

Mr. Rae gives an account of the fate of
Mr. Mundella’s Board of Conciliation,
which most people will look upon as in-
oredible. That Board, after having lived
eighteen years, died because the employers
on the Hosiery Board of Conciliation would
not agree toa strike when 'the operatives
demanded, not a rise of wages, but a de-
arease. Circumstances were such that the
men employed in the' hosiery factories be-.
lieved that it would be to ‘their interest to
work  for lower wages. Their employers
oould not agree with them. ' They said that
they could afford the high rate which they
had been paying, ani they were not dis-
posed to lower it to please anyone. The
upshot of the dispute, as we have already

. indicated, was the dissolution of the
* Board. P

distrust of their employers and their
unreasonable. suspicions. One of the
witnesses, # Mr.  Hingley, & member
of  Parliament, struck the. nail on
the head when he said: ‘It is not more
force but more: reasonableness that is
effectual here, and these Boards themselves
have been a liberal education in reasonable-
ness to the trade in which they exiat.” Mr.
Whitwell’s testimony was equally favorable
and perhaps more emphatic. He said:
¢ The effect of the Board of Arbitration has
been . most satisfactory. The relations of
workmen and their employers seem to be
entirely changed. There is much more
feeling of sympathy and respect than ever
existed before, and this feeling has ex-
tended from the works of members of the
Board to other works. There is, very much
more reason than there ever used to be for- |
merly.” This is the result that might be
expected when men meet not to fight and
wrangle with each other, but to come to'a
good understanding with the determination
to do what is fair and honest.

The Boilermakers and Iron and Steel Ship-
building Society, which has a membership
of 37,000 in the United Kingdom, has gone
further in the dfrestion of indusurial peace
than any other. This society, being. rich,
engages with the employers for the fulfil-
ment of the labor contract by its members,
and for compensation in case of violence.
And it carries out its obligations. An in-

ration.
in the north of

which we cannot help reproducing :

At Hartlepool a vessel was lately built in
a hurry, and the men employed upon her
thought it a ¥ood opgortunity to strike for
an advance of two shillings, in the teeth of
the agreement under which they were.
working. The shipbuilding firm immedi-
ately wired the executive council of the
union an account of the sitmation. The
council wired back at once, asking them to
pay the advance in the meantime, and pro-
ceed m"t.:l'the work, because they knew the
vessel was needed in & hurry, and they did4
not wish to eanse any delay ; but when the
vessel was finished the council compelled the’
men who struck to refund the money, and
then sent a ue for the amount. to the
firm that paid it: WA
Other inastances are given: where this
society made up theloss to employers caused
by negleet or bad workmanship. This shows
that employers and workingmen sre not
everywhere antagonistic, and that thers is
r";irblpect of industrial peace.

A DUTY WELL DONE.

The Provincial Government when it does
all in its power to put this city in a good
sanitary condition does no more than its
duty. It is responsible for the preservation
of the public health not in*  Victoria alone,
but in the whole province, as far as it can-
be preserved by ‘foresight And precaution.
If for want of a timely use of the means
which are now known to be an effective
guard against the cholera that dreadful dis-
ease got a foothold in this city the Pro-
vincial Government as well as the Corpora-
tion would be held responsible by the peo-
ple of the whole Dominion for the neglect.
It would not do for the members of the
Local Government in such an event to
plead that the preservation of the health of
Victoria was not within the range of their
duties, that it was the business of the corpo-
ration to put the city in a good sanitary
condition. = The reply would be, the preser-
vation of the health of every part of the
province iz within the sphere of the
duty ' of the Provincial Government.
This the law of the province recognizes, for
it in certain contingencies, gives it power
to supersede the municipalities. and ~com-
pel them to take such ~ precautionary
meagures a8 it prescribes. It will be seen,
then, that the Government was strictly in
the line of its duty when it conferred with
the Committee of the City Council in order
to devise ways and means to put the city
in & good state of preparation if it should,
unhappily, be visited by the cholera; and
in carrying out the suggestions made by the
Preniier, it would not, in our opinion, be
the slightest degree overstepping = the
bounds of its lawful authority.

The object of those suggestions was to
make the town clean—to provide means of
removing from within she city’s bounds,
everything ~ calculated td develop the
disease. It is now known that cholera
cannot do much 'harm to a people who
drink pure water and whose surroundings
are free from filth. That disease has
its home amid the perennial squa-
lor and festering dirt of East-
ern cities. =~ When the conditions
are favorable |it travels east and west, but
commits ravages only in those places where
the. condition and ' habits of the people re-
semble those of the inhabitants of the cities
in which it' had its origin. The cholera
found a good feeding ground among the
debilitated Russians, who live in the midst
of snrroundings the reverse of pure and
sweet. It effected a lodgment in Hamburg
because the inhabitants of that city drank
polluted water, and because its government
was not carefnl to enforce cleanliness in all
parts of the city. Hamburg is described as
being a very dirty city, and its inhabitants
are paying the penalty which Nature
attaches to persistent violation of her laws.
The 'cholera reached France, ‘but did not
stay there, becanse the authorjties had
taken the precaution to cleanse all the
towns on the seaboard. Italso visited Eng-
land, but could .mot get a foot-
hold there, as the enforcement of stringent
health regulations had placed the towns in
such a condition that it was impossible for
the disease to commit ‘any ravages within
their borders. The cholera crossed the
Atlantic and entered: New York harbor,
There it found that the conditions were un-
favorable to its development. The'health
authorities were on the watch, and they
took the means known to be effective in
warding off the 'disease. So New York
escaped a visitation, and the prospect is
that the cholera will do very little harm on

A FALSE ALARM.

A Groundless Rumor as to an Outbreak of
Cholera on the Empress of India.

A special telegraph from Tacoma to the
Seattle Telegram, bearing Monday’s date,
says :

1t is reported that the steamer Empress of

India left Yokohama September 19 for Van-
couver with cholera aboard, and that the auth-
orities at Yokohama: refused to allow the
steamer to touch there, The Canadian bealth
officer at Victor'a refuses to subject passengers
fo 11 days’ quarantine unless on orders fiom
Ottawa. The Empress of India has 275 steer
age passengers,

I was reading
the evidence as given in the CoOLONIST to-
day by one of the city aldermen, who is re-
ported to have said to Col. Baker that cer-
tain open drains existed for a couple of
months, What nongense ! The old citi-
zens know that these drains have been
tolerated for years, and that they area
danger to the health of the city no one
will pretend to deny. No steps ap-
pear ‘to have been taken to abate the
puisance, and the sooner something
is done in the matter the better. Why,
the city is in a stinking condition. They
talk about establishing a erematory, and
because people in any district in which it is
proposed to erect it object, nothing more is
done.

I do not
believe the report in that paper to be cor-
rect. If there was an outbreak of cholera
on the Empress, we would certainly have
heard of it here.”

Ridden Over a Cobble
Road.

; Captain H. 8. Sieward, of the schoonep
Dora Sieward, gives the following cleay
account of the sub-agueous eruption which

occurred on his voyage from Copper Islang,
Says he :—

‘¢ The schooner gﬂw” ripping along undep
full sail, except the main topsail ang main
staysail, which were furled. The wind
was from the north and abeam, and we
were. making about 11 knots. The mate
‘was at the wheel, and I was below, making
a eoJ)y' of the chart for some of the boys to
send home.
