The shock of the
explosion was felt all over the town,
rocking buildings so violenily that
their occupants ran outdoors. Nearly
the whole population of Diamondville
flocked to the mine shaft.

In an explosion in the same mine on
October 26, 1901, 32 miners perished.
On account of the after effects of the
explosion, Superintendent Snedding in-
sisted that precautions against fire
should be taken, and it was almost
noon before the first

Rescue Part} Entered the Mine

The explosion occurred 110 feet under-
ground and 3,000 feet from the mouth
of the shaft. It wrecked the brattices
and blocked the entrances to the lower
Jlevels of the mine, compelling the
removal of much debris before the
miners could be reached. - 'When the
rescuers finally went into the mine,
none could remain Igng. Crowds
eagerly watched as car after car came
up from below, -only to see réscuers
who had been overcome by fire damp.
It wds several hours before the first
body was brought up.

The 800 coal diggers of the Diamond
mines were assisted in the rescue work
by many miners who came from Kem-
merer.

Every man in the mine at the time
of the explosion perished. It is be-
lieved that most of the dead are Eng-
lishmen.

Figures for First Three Months Mar-

Winnipeg, Dec. 1.—The close of No-
vember has brought the results of the
first three months of the crop year and
has alse brought aithin sight the close
of navigation, so that grdin figures are
becoming meore and more interesting.
Marketing at interior elevators has now
reached the 50,000,000 bushel mark for
two roads, and of this amount 32,061,250
bushels have passed inspection at Win-
ppeg, and possibly some 100,000 bushels
have been marketed on the American
side and have gone out from the port of
Duluth under Minnesota inspection. The
amonnt marketed is nearly double that
upeto the same date last year and in-
spections exceed those ‘of last year by
10,933,000 bushels.  These figures are
all based on an allowance of 1,050 bush-
els per car, which. upon inquiries from
both railways, seems to ‘be about the av-
erage.

End of Mutiny
Is Announced

Officlal Dispatches From Sebas-
topol Tell of Capture of
All Mutineers.

Teegraph Strike an Even More
Ominous Event Than the
Sallors’ Qutbreak,

5t Petersburg, Dec. 1—(3:20 a. m.)—
The official despatches announcing the
decisive crushing of the.great mutiny
at Sebastopol and the capture of all
the mutineers, including the fanatical
commander, Lieut. Schmidt, has raised
a great load from the hearts of Count
Witte and his associates in the gov-
ernment. At a protracted cabinet
council yesterday long an dserious con-
sideration was given to an even graver
problem, the general strike of the tele-
graph and postal employees, which has
completely paralyzed the interior com-
munication of th¢ empire and which if
continued will mean nothing else than
the economic and .industrial death of
Russia. Rumors were flying thick and
fast late last night that Count Witte
had decided to sacrifice M. Duraove,
the acting minister of the interior, be-
cause of his action in discharging the
leaders of these employees on .account
of the strike. It is believed, however,
that M. Durnove will be given a final
opportunity to rectify his error.

Overtures to Renew Work

According to. telephonic information
from ~Moscow, the telegraphers there
approached Baron Midem, the prefect,
who promised- to' present a petition
for the re-employment of those who
had been discharged if work was im-
mediately recommenced. The govern-
ment perhaps will accept this egress
from its difficulty in this regard.

The interruption of telegraphic com-
munication with the interior is com-
plete, and the Associated Press is able

The situation here was tense yester-
day. In the absence of definite in-
formation from Sebastopol the wildest
rumors were in circulation.

Rumored Attack on the Czar

by ‘a member of the imperial entourage
at Tsarskoe Selo that this is untrue.

Prisoners in Warsaw

Advices by telephone from Moscow
declare that the city is in a state of
panic, and that the better classes are
‘hurrying abroad.

ROOSEVELT AFTER BEAR.

“Outdoor Pastimes of an American
Hunter,” Chas. Scribner’s Sons, by
Theodore Roosevelt, is to be had
at- the hook stores. Enough said,
Everybody knows the man, his books,
and what the book is about. It need only
be remarked in passing that the volume
is sumptuously printéd and ‘bound, with
an amazing lot of illustrations from pho-
tographs, when we drop into quotation
with the account of the killing of the
bear whose picture, together with that
of President Roosevelt, appears on one
of these pages.

Opposite us was a high and a very
rugged, mountain-side covered with a
giowth of pinyon—never a close-growing
tree—its precipitous flanks broken' by
ledges and scored by gullies and ravines.

Witte’s Unstable Position

comment has been caused by the Em-
peror’s summons to Count Pahlen, a
member of the council of the empire and
one of the oldest and most trusted counts
of the house of Romanoff, who partici-
pated in the session, presumably to
i Though the
step undoubtedly was taken with the full
approval of Count Witte, it gave rise
to a report that the Emperor was los-
ing confidence in. the premier, which was
eagerly spread by the latter’s enemies
in the court party.

Martial Law Revoked

After the close of the session of the
council--of ministers an official communi-
eation was issue:l explaining that' mar-
tial law in Pola having produced the
desired effect on the extremists, it had
been revoked at the request of Gen.
Staalon, governor-general of Poland,
who was now holding out the hope that
the Poles would participate in the elec-
tions for the douma.

Czar’s Physical Condition

Lewis Reinst of New York was re-
deived in audience by Emperor Nicholas
today. The audience took place in
the palace at Tsarskoe Selo and was un-
usuyally long for an audience of a pri-
trate character, lasting over half an
“hour. Vice-Admiral Biriloff, minister
of marine, was present. His majesty
displayed not the slightest trace of the
igloomy dejection in which he is pictured
as being plunged, but on the contrary
showed. peither physical nor mental
traces- of the great strain he is undergo-
ing. Such references as he made to-
wards Russin indicate that his majesty
had a complete grasp of the situation.

A state - of minor siege has been de-
clared in Transcaspia and Saratoff. It
develops that during the mutiny at
Sebastopol the sailors of the volunteer
fleet at Odessa and the engineers of the
Southwestern railway refused to trans-
port troops and artillery to Sebastopol.

Dragoons Were Mutinous

Berlin, Dec. .—A despatch to the
Lokal Anzeiger from Eydkuhnen (on the
eastern froutier of Bast Prussia) says
that the eight regiment of Russian dra-
goons in the adjacent town of Welko-
wesk (Russian’ Poland) has been in a
state of mutiny since yesterday.

Glenfarg Leaves Yéko'hima To-
day to Establish Setvice
to Callao,

Empress of India Is Due From
the Orient—Roanoke Safe
in Port.

The new Japanese steamship service
between China and Japan and South
America will be established today, when
the steamer Glenfarg sails from Yoko-
hama for Callao. ‘The Nippon Yusen
Kaisha line, whose steamers are.plying
between Yokohama and Vietoria and Se-
attle, have organized the new line with a
fleet of five chartered steamers, which
avill be used until such time as the Jap-
anese government releases the company’s
steamers now in the transport servicé.
The steamers chartered, all of which
are of about 4,000 tons burden, will ply
between Hongkong, Moii, Kobe, Yoko-
hama, Callao and lquique. They will
carry to South America Chinese coolies
and Oriental goods, and on the trip home
will carry saltpetre from Chile and cot-
ton and wool particularly from Peru.
This movement is interesting, from the
fact that it is made in the face of fail-
ure. The Compania Maritima Occiden-
tal did all<it could to build up just such
trade, but failed. In fact its boat, the
Kensington, made but two trips. It is
a question whether the new line will be
backed by the Japanese, Chinese and
Peruvian governments. That the Jap-
anese are destined some day to have
extensive dealings with South America
is as certain as anything connected with
that progressive people. If subsidies
will secure the lines until trade develops
far enough to put the steamship com-
pany beyond the need of subsidies they
iwill doubtless be forthcoming.

Peru is undoubtedly interested in ev-
erything that goes on in the Pacific; 8o
is Chile, so is Japan and China. No
one who has watched the work of Japan
in recent years will"be surprised to s:ﬁ
her seek and get a good hold on Sou
American trade. It is only natural that

Tacoma Surprised With Lime Cargo

From British Columbia Quarry.

As far back as the memory of the old-
est waterfront habitue can delve into
the past, not until yesterday was lime
received in Tacoma from British Colum-
bia, says the Tacoma Ledger of Sun-
day. During the day the tug Hilda,
towing a scow, came in with 1,000 bar-
rels of lime from the Texada quarries.
Thé shipment is consigned to the Tacoma
Steel Company, and, it is understood,
will be shipped to Portland. Tacoma
receives regular shipments of lime, but
heretofore it has all come from the Roche
harbor kilns. Yesterday’s consignment,
so far as known, was the first from the
‘Canadian side.

ROANOKE IN PORT.

Disabled Steamer Makes Port After an
Exciting Voyage to ’Frisco.

The steamer Roanoke, disabled some
days ago on the Humboldt bar, has ar-
rived safely at San Francisco with her
passengers. ‘There was some alarm for
the steamer because she lost her steer-
ing post and rudder when she struck on
the bar. Wihen the steamer was eross-
ing the bar a huge sea swept across her
stern and carried away rudder and rud-
der post. Fortunately the tide was
ebbing, and by judicious use of the head
sails Capt. Dunham was able to work
his vessel out through the south chan-
nel ‘into the open sea. The sea which
smashed the rudder was followed by
others which swept the vessel’s decks.

The passengers were herded in the
saloon, where Purser M. B. Behrens de-
voted himself to allaying their fears. The
!Roanoke was drawing nineteen feet of
water. ‘There was but twenty feet of
depth in the south channel and several
times the, steamer bumped the bottom,
But she got clear all right and stood off
shore, where she was joined later by
the tug Ranger from Eureka. pe

Capt. Dunham_decided that he could
make San Francisco under jury rudder
and the next morning a temporary steer-
ing apparatus was rigged. It served
until evening, when a heavy southeaster
came along. One of the first seas put
the jury rudder out of commission, but
with foresail, jib and staysail the ecap-
tain managed to keep the Roanoke from
wallowing too deeply in the trough eof
the sea. }

LEGAL INTELLIGENCE.

December 4, 1905.
(Before Hon. Mr. Justice Duff.)

Esquimalt Water Works Co. vs. Vie-
toria.,—The trial of this action commenc-
ed today, when Mr., Peters, K. C. (Mr.
A. P, Luxton, K. C,, with him), opened
the case for the plaintiff company, giv-
ing a comprehensive outline of the claim
set up. e said that all the land held
by the company outside of the E. & N.
railway belt was crown granted prior
to 1892, and the waterdprivlleges act of
that year, he contended, could not, un-
less expressly set forth, take away any
rights which the company had previous-
iy acquired. @ The plaintiffs. owned all
the lands constituting the watershed of
the Goldstream river, and the grant{ une
der which thertitle to this land was de-
rived or obtained carried with them all
the riparian rights which are now be-
ing, contended for by the company. As
to that portion of the company’s Iand
obtained from the E. & N. Railway Com-
pany, Mr, Peters submitted that the
rights in the E. & N, lands were the full
riparian rights of the common law, and
as there were im the act of 1892 no spe-
cific terms taking away those rights, the
rights now" involved were outside the
provisions of the water clauses consolida-
tion act of 1897. Further, the rights
in question were expressly confined to
the company by the statute of 1885, Mr.
Pe‘ters reviweed the course of legislation
on 'the subject, which he will deal with
at greater length in his argument at the
close of the evidence, to show that the
city, not having exercised its privileges
under the act of 1873, had never ac-
quired the rights contended for, where-
as the company had eontinued. to ex-
ercise its statutory powers and had pur-
sued all proper steps to obtain the rights
which they now hold and are contending
for,

Mr. Lutbbe, secretary of the plaintiff
company, was the first witness called,
his evidence being directed mainly to the
production of documents and statutes
bearing on the company’s rights.

The evidenee in the case is very short,
but it is likely that the arguments on the
legal questions arising will be long
and strongly contested on all sides.

It is evident that there is going to
be reform in the Dominion House of
Commons as well as in the Provincial
Legislature. The latter is, called for
the 11th of January.

The coun-
try is fairly prosperous, and, there-
‘fore, better able to stand the increase
of té.;lo.tlon that has been rendered
necessary to bring about stability and
equilibrium between revenue and ex-
penditure. Tt is a wise policy to store
up a.Jittie against the day of possible
adversity, when the people will be less
able and less willing to pay taxes than
they are now. 'It is wiser to pursue
such a policy than to clap on all sail
with a maximum of expenditure for
public works and a minimum of rev-
enue, a courserrecommended by many.
‘We know how hard it is in bad times
tq pay taxes to meet interest on liabili-
ties coatracted during good times.

There are rumors of the usual num-

ber of railway projects to come before
the government for its consideration.
The safeguard of the country in that
respect will probably  be the number
and extent of the assistance asked.
Any number of first-class schemes can
be formulated, which with reasonable
assistance from the two governments

could now, in the state of the money | hool

market, be successfully financed; but
the liabilities which such assistance
would  involve render it impossible
that all can reeeive consideration. 1If
any at all are to be considered it be-
comes a question of discrimination, at
which point the danger-ling is reached.
Railway policies are the rocks upon
which several governments have
stranded, and wisdom, acquired by ex-
perience in the past, would almost
seem to suggest that provincial gov-
ernments are better without that
particular kind of policy. = The experi-
ence of this year might even go to
show that the country can save money
by withholding assistance altogether.
The Similkameen is the argument upon
which the opponents to provincial
subsidies now base their faith,

New and main lines “of railway
through the province, if assisted at all,
it is held, "should be assisted by* the
Dominion government. If the prov-
ince is called upon, it should be in
connection with supplying the local
links. In other words, that con-
structing the arterial system of rail-
ways of the Dominion should be the
work of the Dominion. The arterial
system in British Columbia, by reason
of the irregular contour of the country,
would be a complicated one, involving
several main lines east and west and
& number in northerly and southerly
directions. As a complementary sys-
tem the provincial government might
wisely cousider the problem of oi)emng

leading to the arterial lings, so as to
afford traffic for them, and at the
same time add to the wealth of the
country.

If we regard the railways built by
the Dominion government, or wunder
its jurisdiction and control, as a system
of -arteries, we could then fittingly
compare the provincial system pro-
posed to g; network of veins feeding
them and distributing local traffic.
Through lines of railway or their
main tributaries have sources of traffic
not immediately depending upon
localities through which they pass in
order to make any particular portion
pay and, therefore, do not require pro-
vincial assistance; but local ° short
lines depend upon. local traffic to be
remunerative, and traffic has to come
as the result of the development of
the district served by them, which is
usually a matter of some time. Cap-
ital for such lines is not usually forth-
coming without financial , encourage-
ment. These are viewd—of the
@ituation that are expressed as one
phase of a possible railway policy
suggested by the peculiar conditions
existing in British Columbia. In other
words, those who take this view hold
that it is nbt the business of the
province to assist the building of rail-
ways that are, or may become, parts of
main lines; but to.devote itself ex-
clusively to the development of a
system of communication to meet local
requirements,

There is no prospect of a general
election before the expiry of the full
term of the present 7legislature, and
there will mot be the excuse of con-
suming the. ticie of the House by
making ante-election speeches. In
ordinary, circumstances, therefore, we
should have a brief, business-like
session.

MORE ABOUT INSURANCE. .

Few people of this country are aware
tl.mt the paternal government of Bel-
gium does a general ‘life insurance bus-
iness, issuing straight life policies as well
ag term or endowment policies. 1t goes
father and contracts to pay annuities to
such of its citizens as desire them. This
life insurance and annuity business is
grafted upon the governmental postal
savings bank system. Almost identical-
ly the same machinety operates all three.
Under this singular financial system the
poorest individual in the . little kingdom
can secure a moderate life insurance pol-
icy or annuity by the payment of tritfing
annual premiums, or derive interest on
his small deposits in the postal savings
bank. The system, paternal to an ex-
treme, was adopted to encourage nation-
al thrift, and has fully vindicated its
purﬁose. There are few or no beggars
in Belgium. It works smoothly and is
apparently ' without a flaw. No fiscal
corruption has developed in connection
with the system, complex and peculiar
ws it is. It has been in practice upward
of half'a century. The balance sheet
of the Belgian National Bank on  Dec.
131, 1908, the last report within reach,
ghowed;deﬁosits <o the -eredit of the
three institutions of $45/092,768, approx-
imately $7 a head of the total popula-
tion of Belgium. - The aggregate is much
greajer now. 2
. The most important Rjranch of course,
is the postal savings system, well worth
a study. Every possible facility to make
deposits is afforded the public. They are
made in the post offices and bank agen-
cies in sums as low as twenty cents.
More than $965 cannot be deposited in
any period of two weeks without special
authorization. The interest rate is fixed
periodically by the government. At the
close of the year the interest is added
to the principal and begins to draw in-
terest itself. . Eacu depositor receives a
bank book free of charge. Special ad-
hesive deposit stamps ate used, which are
receipts for money paid in, and are past-
ed in this bank book. In it, also, are en-
tered calculations of interest, and all
other transactions between the postal
savings bank and the depositor. These
books are called in for the annual cal-
culgtion of interest. To prevent individ-
ual extravagance, depositors are prohib-
ited from hypothecating these bank
books - without a  special permit.
After receiving his book the new deposi-
tor can have entries made at any post
office in the kingdom. Deposits may also
be made by postage stanips up to $1.95
a month. o encourage deposits by chil-
dren and the very poor, postmen in the
rural districts carry with them the fac-
ilities for ,the purpose. ‘To get a book
the depositor signs an agreement that
he understands the rules, that he will
accept no receipt for deposits except the
adhesive stamps, ete. When a book is
lost a duplicate is furnished under cer-
tain formalities. . All postal officials are
instructed - to: encourage postal savings
deposits.

Withdrawgls of funds may be made at
any post. office on application within fif-
teen days after the last deposit. The
k must be produced and, the transac-
tion recorded over the signatures of the
‘postmaster.. The depositor must be iden-
‘tified, if at -a postoffice otlier than the
one issuing the book. For withdrawing
sums between $96.50 and $193; one
month’s notice must be given; for $193
to $579, two months, and for sums above
$597 six months. There are other min-
ate rules, but'on the whole the system
is simple. The depositor can have his
deposits converted ingo Belgium bonds,
and on notice to him “the postal savings
bank’ can convert all sums - more than
$679 into such bonds. The management
is a general council of twenty-four mem-
bers and a president, a board of six di-
rectors' and a general .manager. All are
appointed by the king for six years. The
generals manager is subject to dismissal,
and may not be a member of either
house of parliament. Th esystem is con-
stantly growing in favor.

The Belgium life annuity and life in-
surance adjuncts are something unique.
Yet they are apparently successfully “con-
ducted to the entire satisfaction of King
Leéopold's subjects, ere are no data,
however, showing the extent of their
operations. By the required payments
into the government annunity fund per-
sons can secure for themselves or the
‘benefit of others life annuities that can-
not 'be seized for debt, and, moreover,
sécure the payment of the capital paid
in for the annuity to the beneficiaries’
heirs after death. Payments for annui-
ties can be made at all postoffices, na-
tional bank aggpcies and branches of the
savings bank.’ The largest deposits is
$221.60 per annum; the = smallest one
franc (9.3 cents). Annuities do ot be-
gin until the age of fifty, and .are pay-
able annually. Annuitjes to bégin im-
mediately ,on the payment of the nec-
essary . capital gmay be arranged for, It
can be arrangeéd so that the whole tap-
ital goes to thei fund after death, which
gives the annuitant a larger annuity.
A person depositing $193 at the age of
twenty-five would receive annually aft-
er fifty $38.30; if contracted to begin at

fitty-five, $560.90; at sixty, $89.10; at six~

ty-five, $149.80. g

In connection with this annuity fund
Is an insurance fund. Both straight life
and the endowment policy may be con-
tractéd for. Endowment can be made
payable at the end of ten, fifteen, twenr
ty or twenty-five years of age. The con-
tractor must be twenty-one, and the ben:
eficiary at least twenty-one and not over
fifty-five. The largest sum to be paid
any. one person on a policy is $1,000. An
aiunu»al premium of $19.30 from a persou
thirty-five, years, old - leaves his heirs as
follows: If contracted to pay until fif-
ty-five, $556.82; sixty, $639.57; sixty-
five, $683.63. X person of thirty-five
paying annually $19.30 for an endow-
meng, receives at certain ages these
sums: At fifty-five, $418.26; at sixty,
$518.55; at sixty-five, $605.86. 'This is
apparently simple, cheap and reliable in-
surance. There is doubtless a small pro-
fit aceruing to the govemm%nt. for, do-
ing the business, but it must be infinites-
imal. It is/palpably arranged in the in-
terest of the policyholders, and not of the
officials.

TO SHOOT OR NOT TO SHOOT.

Sporting circles have been agitated
for some time, and are more particu-
larly at. the present time, about many
matters “connected with the killing of
game. Everybody coincides in the de-
sirability of preserying the-game from
destruction, but no two agree as to
the  means that should be adopted
towards that end. Nobody apparently
has discerned the curious anomaly of
a large number of ardent sportsmen,
each keen upon individually killing as
many birds as possible, by which his
prowess is determined and his enjoy-
ment increaged, at.the same time ex-
pecting the community as a whole to
devise ways and means of continuing
that sport undiminished. There is a
certain number of legitimate sparts-
men, who temper their energies in this
direction, because they know that in-
discriminate and unnecessary slaughter
means extinction, but the great major-
ity of people are hopelessly predatory
in. their instincts,” and any code of
rules for the regulation of their con-
duct is bound to be violated with more
or less impunity. It is complained
now that a great many hen pheasants
have been killed, but so long as the
temptation exists to shoot when a hen
pheasant is flushed, so long will the
practice continue.. The imposition of
a gun licence has been proposed; but
that is obviously a “footling” device,
with but one result and that of creat-
ing a grievance on the' part of the
poor man, who enjoys the sport of
killing as well a8 the more well-to-do.
The revenue available frem that source
would pay for the services of two or
three men at the most. Scatter that
number ‘of men throughout the dis-
tricts covered by the sportsmen, and
to what extent can they police a couple
of hundred™sportsmen miles apart from
each other? The logical result of
killing is depletion, anrd unless all the
people interested in preserving game
voluntarily restrain themselves, deple-
tion miMt result. = Is that too much
to hope for? = One man returned from
Shawnigan Lake this season with 90
grouse as the result ot three days
shooting. -
fess freely to fishing with salmon roe
and using ground bait. . What hope of
“legitimacy” -accomplishing its ends
when at 1least a percentage of those
who fish and shoot do so with the
avowed object of ‘an énd regardless of
means. The  truth is, a great many
persons, who would neither steal nor
tell a lie ordinarily, havé no conscience
when it comes to robbing' from thé
public domain by smuggling or shoot-
ing ‘iiHcitly. The - question is most
difficult to deal with, and we believe
it is hopeless to look for any game
law or set of regulations which will
have anything like perfect results.

SOME SURPRISING, FIGURES.

It is assumed by free traders that
as a matter of course combines, of
which we hear so much complaint, are
the result of protection.. In this con-
nection the United States is held up
as an example of the evils which flow
from high tariffs. ' Watson Griffin, a’
writer to whom we have had occasion
to -refer before, . explodes this theory
in a timely and very conclusive letter
to the Toronto Globe. He takes Great
Britain as a concrete instance for the
purpose of comparison with industrial
conditions in the United States. He
does not theorize on the question, but
gives a long list of firms, with their
capitalization, and the particulars of
immense combinations which ' have
been effected. Whatever may be the
cause, the fact is that combinations
to maintain pricess are much more
general . in free trade Great Britain
than in high protection United States.
It may be that in certain ingtances
the tariff assists in forming the trusts,
but the experience of England goes to
show that whatever influence it has
in that direction must be offset by
some  other factor that has not been
taken into consideration.

Facts, however, speak louder than
words, and we have tle facts pre-
sented to us incontestably in black
and white. Mr. Griffin, after an al-
most "“Interminable list of names and
businesses, which few would have the
patience to wade through, points out
that notwithstanding the fact-that the
United States has nearly twice the
population of Great Britain, and that
its area ig immensely greater, the cap-
italization of the trusts and combines
in the Ilatter country is proportion-
ately greater than in the former. In
the one instance We have absolute free
trade and in the other the extreme of
protection. Mr. Griffin reproduces a
list of trusts and combines from
Hagzell’'s Annual (an” English publica-
tion) formed in recent years. It in-
cludes over eighty consolidated firms,
with' capital varying from $1,000,000
to $100,000,000. The total. capitaliza-
tion is " a shade under $900,000,000.
Such figures are almost startiing to
those who have not given the matter
much consideration and have accepted
without question the statements of free
trade economists.

Mr. Griffin, if he had been inclined
to pursue his subject from a less ‘sta-
tistical point of view, might have
pointed out that combination is the
tendency of industry and trade under
modern . conditions, against which
either free trade- or protection is
powerless. In fact, the wider _the
circle of free trade the vaster the
‘combination is likely to be. The
DUnited States is a vast republic, con-
taining - many states among which
there is a perfect freedom of trade—a
vast field to cover and control, but,
with sufficient capital, just as easy
to control as though it were but one
of ‘the many states. Should - the
boundary line be“broken down between
that country and Canada it would
simply extend the sphere of the trusts
already formed and probably create
one or two new ones.: If there were
universal free trade there would, under
present conditions, be world-wide com-
bines. In fact, some of the big firms
of England have now, in one or two
products, the entire monopoly of the
world's trade. -

We know of men who con- | b

pointed to the fact that ‘Great Britdin
with free trade has a great army of
unemployed, which the:United States
has ' not; and that how to relieve that
army of starvation staring it .in the
face is the most difficuit problem with
which the government has to deal. He
might still furfther have pointed out
that under free trade .rural England
has become ' practically, depopulated
and the once: flourishing industry of
agriculture is in decay. 'In protected
Ameriea, including Canada. and the
United States, farmers are in the very
zenith of their prosperity. These facts
may not bear on-or explain the funda-
mental principles at the bottom of the
theory of free trade or protectioa, but
they .certainly stand up curiously
alongside all the evils that are ascribed
to high tariffs. X

CO-OPERATION IN DAIRYING.

It has several times been stated in

these columns that the development of
the dairy industry in Canada was due
entirely -to co-operation on the part of
the farmers. it was a system forced
on them by the conditions of the indus-
try. It is well known that farmers are
the least respousive td co-operative
methods.. They, however; found them-
selvestbarred out of:the markets of Great
where other nations were favored, by
the inferiority of, their products. In
olden days in Canada the “truck’” sys-
tem was very prevalent.. That is  to
say, farmers took their eggs and butter,
and other ‘*small truck,” to the store-
keeper, who rarely, if ever, gave cash
for such produce.. The farmer “took
it out in trade.” - The storekeeper in
this way got the butter and cheese of
dozens of farmis in exchange for goods.
It was far from being uniform in: qual-
ity or size of packages, and it was,
therefore, difficult to give it any stand-
ard or grade. . There was no premiom
on excellence, and one farmer got about
the same price as the:other, whether
his produce was good or bad. In such
circumstances, Canada could never. hope
to become a large aund successful export-
er of dairy produets, although it was
manifest that the country was naturally
well adapted for the development of a
dairy industry of great magnitude.
. The one difficulty to overcome was the
laek of appreciation of the necessity of
securing uniformity and excellence of the
product. Not one farmer out of twenty,
or rather farmer's wife—because it was
the wife who was inyariably the dairy-
man—was an expert butter maker; and;
worse than that, not more than that per-
centage ‘realized the necessity for im-
provement. ' A very much similar con-
dition in respect to fruit growing once
existed in  British Columbia. Farm-
ers could not be brought’to understand
the necessity for adopting  commercial
'methods; or Af they.did understand, could
not bring themselves to. adopt them.
“The good old way” was good enough
to follow, even though a better way was
pointed out. And yet they wondered
:why certain lines of agricultural pro-
duce did not pay.. Hence the old-fash-
ioned farmer contracted the habit of re-
ferring to everything.except the staple
crops of wheat and oats and barley and
live stock as “truck,’:to engage in which
wlas beneath his dignity -and unprofita-
e. ;

There are always, however, a few
“righteous” ones  in' every community,
and the cheese factery,; still in its incip-
iency as an institution, began to attract
attention.  Snccessful instances of its
operation on the dosoperative priuciple
ed to more experiments.in the same di-
rection, until in a.few years there. was
one in every farming fommunity, - The
farmer ° found that. he' got.' 'good
prices  for his’' ik, and ~ he
had - his  ‘““whey” “upon whic¢h to
feed his pigs, and butter-making, ‘ex-
cept for home use,‘'and in the vicinity
of large towns, wad largely discarded,
and the housewife was relieved of the
drudgery of butter-making.~ Cheese be-
came a°leading itenivof our export to
Great Britain, :

In the natural order of things it ‘was
discovered that the-making of butter
was amenable to the same process of
manufacture as cheese, and was more
profitable, because here was a larger
and more stable demand for it. Now the
co-operative creamery. is everywhere. A
little later still cheese-making and but-
ter-making were combined for the par-
pose of. winter creamery, which is the
most profitable of all, To get certain
conditions of uniformity and quality,
<therwise impossiblé in farming com-
) munities, the co-operative principle was
esgential. . As stated, its commercial
me%'its forced themselves on the people.

e referred the other day to some of
the results of this system, which is now
80 generally in-vogue that the people
‘have forgotten how' it all cante about.
The report of the Chief of thesDairy Di-
vision for 1904, -Cttawa, gives the figures
as contained in-the official returns. These
figures do not go back farther than 1890,
when co-operative dairying had already
been thoroughly - established. They
show that in 1890 thére were 1,565
cheeke factories and 170 creameries in
Canada;.and that in 1900 there -were
2,398 cheese factories, 629 creameries,
and 554 combined creameries and cheese
factories; or 3,581 factories in the latter
year, as against 1,730 in 1890, or more
than double in ten years. The valué
of dairy products in 1890 was $10,070,-
879, and in 1900 $29,462,492. This re-
markable increase is_also maintained .in
the exports, the value of which in 1890
amounted to about $2,300,000, and in
1904 to about $29,000,000. With very
few exceptions all this has been the out-
put of co-operative factories and the ouat-
come of co-operation. There is prob-
ably not less than $23,000,000 invested
in co-operative dairies in Canada, and
probably mno single holding represents
‘more than $1,000, a striking instance of
the results which are.possible to flow
from a combination of small capitalists.

ROOSEVELT AND RECIPROCITY.

St. John Telegraph.

President Roosevelt is in favor of reci-
procity with Canada. Also, he is
against it. . This somewhat remarkable
fact appears from correspondence be-
tween Mr. Henry M. Whitnay, who
came near being elected lieutenant-gov-
ernor of Massachusetts the other day on
a reciprocity plgtform, and Mr. Roose-
velt, which Mr. Whitney now makes pub-
licc. Mr. Whitney went up and down
the state crying out that the present tar-
iff was killing Massachusetts by robbing
them of cheap raw material. He thete-
by appealed strongly to the element that
elected Douglas governor last year, and
to, such Republicans as were disgusted
with Lodge and the ‘“‘stand pat” policy
of the senator and - his. friends. Mr.
Whitney, in his speeches, referred to an
interview he had with Mr. Roosevelt a
year ago, in which the President ex-

presged himself as favorable to reciproc-

theb comparison  farthér he could have

ity under certain  circumstances. -~ Mr.
Whitney did not attempt to use Mr.
Roosevelt’s own language, but he made
libergl use of the general trend of the
President’s remarks to him and to others
who were present.

Following the election,/ in which: the
Republicans were successful by a mar-
gin narrow for them in Massachusetts,
a delegation of manufacturers, shoe men
chiefly, went to Washington to wrestle
with Mr. Roosevelt on the question of
free hides. 'ormer Governor Douglas
was their chairman. The President
would not discuss hides, and he took oc-
casion to say that Mr. Whituey had
grossly misrepresented him during the
campaign. Mr. Whitney wrote to the
President at once, disclaiming any I1u-
tention to misrepresent him, and asking
for ‘an interview, in_which he. felt, he
could convince the President that h'«
charge was unjustified. Mr. Roosevelt
replies that he will not grant the inter-
vietv, and charges Mr. Whitney with
fresh misrepresentation. Mr. Roese-
velt says, in part:

“In this letter of November 17, in|
which you make this request, you fur-|

nish additional evidence of the wisdom
of my refusing to commnunicate further
with you; my refusal being based upon
vour evident inability to understand, or
determination to misrepresent, what
say. In this letter you ‘regret more
than anything else-in connection with
this matter that the righteous cause of
reciprocity with neighboring countries,
of so much value to our peoplq and te
the whole of the human race, is not to
have the endorsement of your (my) great
name, and the benefit of your (my) po-
tent aid.’

“Nothing that T have said at any time
has given you the slightest warrant for

. )
making this assertion; and when, in the

very letter denying that you ever wil-
fully misrepresented my previous Te-
marks, you incorporate another deliber-
ate misstatement, you can hardly won-
der that I decline to see you.”

In other words, Mr. Whitney <was
wrong when he said Mr. Roosevelt fa-
vored reciprocity, and he is wrong when
he says Mr. Roosevelt does not favor
it. It is duggested in more than one
quarter that Mr. Lodge may be in some
measure responsible for the pepper 11
Mr. Roosevelt’s letter and his evident
dissatisfaction over the Massachusetts
campaign, Governor-elect Curtis Guild,
a few days ago, wrote to the President,
telling him pluinl‘y that the tide in Mass-
achusetts was setting strongly toward
tariff reform, hnd that had not the Re-
‘publican ‘platférm contained an expres-
sion in favor of it the ticket would have
‘been defeated. The tariff, he feels, must
be reformed by its friends if by anybody.
In his message he may take Mr. Guild’s
hint and steal some of the Democratic
thunder. But Mr. Whitney will be heard
from again. The Republicans are not
likdly to grant the sort of tariff reform
that Massachusetts -will demand,

Tomorrow morning the Queen is due
from San Francisco, and will have on
board the usual season’s complement of
fruits and vegetables for the wholesalers.
The list will include navel oranges, lem-
ons, pomegranates, persimmons, grapes
and sweet potatoes. With the advent of
the local raised tomatoes, the California
varieties “will take a back -seat.

The '‘expected shipment of Eastern nuts
is also due early in the week. A carload
is' en route for the Vancouver‘®and Vic-
toria trade.

In the produce line there is asmarked
scarcity of local crgamery Dbutter, and
prices are holding firm for the Eastern
product. Fresh eggs are practically un-
attainable by .the commission houses, and
poultry raisers are getting anywhere from
50 to 95c. per dozen for all they can bring
in.

In this connection it cannot be oo
often pointed out that the

Most Stringent Inspectian Measures
are justified. In Thomas Cunningham,
provincial inspector, of fruit pests,  we
have a man who is enthusiastic about
the future of the industry in this pro-
vince, and one who is determined to
prevent the introduction of bad pests. I
see that he burnt up over 1,200 trees
the other day at  Vancouver, which
were consigned from the States, and
which were infested with woolly aphis
at the roots. The woolly aphis of the
apple (schizoneura lanigera) did not
trouble us a great deal in the east, but
in this western eountry, where -all
forms of plant lice are so bad, it should
be regarded as a serious pest. One form
attacks the tree, and another works un-
derground .on the fibrous roots, being
mot only difficult to. deal with, but fre-
quently causing the death of the tree.
The insect itself is a louse which ex-
cretes. a fine -cottony fibre with which
it covers itself, and which, of course,
makes fighting the pest successfully a
hard business. It is known in England
and Australia as the ““American
blight.” Destruction of infested trees
would certainly be justified. Those who
think our laws are stringent should
look into California legislation.
_Thirty years ago California was be-
ginning to mealize its possibilities as a
fruit state, but the industry at hat
time was a small one. Todav there are
mearly 40,000,000 trees planted, and in
1903 the product was valued at $36,-
000,000. 1t was in 1880 that the state
got its first severe lesson on the mneed
of fruit inspection. In- that year the
“cottony cushionseale” spread like a
fire through the orange groves of Cali-
fornia, and e history of its subse-
quent control by the introduction of a
predaceous insect from Australin which
fed on the scale is one of the romances
of horticulture. The inspection regula-
tions are now the strictest in the umion,
Orchards, nurseries, stores, postofices
and every place or package which could
form a hiding place’ for serious insect
pests are inspected. If a Trecalcitrhnt
owner refuses to destroy trees or do
necessary remedial work, it is done for
him and a lien put on his property to
guarantee the cost. It is true that the
state has not always been ‘partieular.ns
to allowing infected stuff to go out"of
her territory into -adjoining countries,
but we are expected to look out for our.
selves in this respect. The government
is to be congratulated on

Taking a Firm Stand

PULP AND PAPER.

Prospects at S Y Bay—Managir{g
Director Now at the Coast.

J. M. Mackinnon, managing director
of the Canadi.an Pacifie Pu)gb & Paper
Company, will leave tomorrow .ifor
S}va:p.son Bay, to arrange for the be-
ginning of the work on the company’s
pulp and paper plants says the News-
Advertiser. With him will be Mr. D.
McCallum, of this ecity, who has the
contract of clearing for the foundation,
and taking out. the piling with which
to _build the wharves.

From now on work will be prosecut-
ed steadily at Swanson Bay, unti] in a
few years there will be large pulp and
paper miills = operating at that point.
During next year there will be con-
structed a sulphide mill, with a daily
capacity of 25 tons; @ sawmill, board-
ing thouses, storehomnses, and accommo-
dation for the men.' Mhere will also
be required a tug ihoat, and logging
outfits, as these will ‘be mecessary in
bringing the pulp- timber ‘to the mill. In
laying out the buildings”provision will
be made for extensions when conditions
warrant. -

~This will mark the beginning of a
new and ‘important industry in British
Columbia, and the officials ‘of ‘the Com-
pany anticipate that there will be little
trouble in finding a market for the pro-
ducts, especially for the sulphide pulp.
There is every facility for the carryi
on of large works at Swanson

and where there is excellent water for
power purposes and domestic use. The
timber limits are all located contigu-
ous to tide water, and are comvenient
to the mill site.

He says in his announcement to the
public that he has enough proxies to
control absolutely the election of these
two big insurance companies.

Thomas - W., Lawson, who created
such an excitement all over the United
States by the alleged exposures of the
fraudulent methods employed by the
giant corpgrations of the East in
swindling the people who invested in
them, has taken up his fight against
the big insurance <omparnies with as
much energy and spirit as he first dis-
played when he was, brought vividly
before the pubHc eye Sy his opposition
of the trusts and many of the multi-
millionaires of this country.

Is Securing Proxies.

For some time he has beeh: engaged
in the work of securiig’enough proxigs
to control the electidbns of the New
lXork and Mutual Life Insurance com-
panies. He began by issuing a call
to the policyholders to pool their
proxies. He has expended more than
$100,000 in exploitation.work and ad-
vertising within the last thirty days.

“There are more than 200 banks, 20
town or city treasurers and individuals
scattered” all over the United States
that have voluntarily opened up proxy
collection offices; at no expense to me,
and they are each ''sending daily a
batch of from .25 to 700 proxies,” said
Mr. Lawson, when-asked to give a brief
summary of the campaign\he has in-
augurated. “I have scarried all public
meetings with the _ exception of
Schenectady, /In three states, Indiana,
Florida and Texas, the grafters gave
me‘a hard fight.- 1 .carried Indiana
almost . unanimously. he - policy-
holders at Schenectady are privately
in favor of me, but officials of the
General Electric Company, which em-
ploys thousands ‘of workmen, used
their influences against me, but never-
theless a large number of the policy-
holders sent me-their proxies.

Canvassing Their Proxies

While
theése meetings of “the policyhoélders are
in progress, there are posted in all the
cities and towns along the line of the
Southern Pacific notices from the local
fmanagers or all employees to turn in
.their proxies at the office, and I have

rom over 20 diffgrent points received
letters from scores. of employees that
if they .do not do so they wil be dis-
charged. At the same lime, thank
God, I have received proof from the
rallway labor organizations that they
will refuse to do so and will make an
issue if necessary. :

Questioned as to Insurance

“The employees of the Oregon Short
Line, the- Oregox” Railroad & Naviga-
tion Company and the Southern Pacific
have been questioned as to what com-
panies their lives are insured in. “If
they carry polictes in any of ‘the com-
panies that are under fire, they are
asked to give their proxies to Mr.
Harriman’s agents. The demand is
said to be general, over the Pacific
Coast lines. While it is not conveyed
as an . order, it is said that railroad
employees are given to understand that
Mr. Harriman would :appreciate the
favor if their proxies were turned over
to the ‘anti-Lawson’ crowd.  /

“Harper's Weekly, just out, contains
a leading editorial from the pen' of the
coritroller of Harper's Weekly,
Harvey, in which hé says the Ameri-
can people have gone insane becayse
it is- evident they are flocking to
for relief from the insurance graffers.
Inl this editorial he boldly states that
the ‘policyholders ‘would better/ remain

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MINISTER’S SPEECH
TOCONSERVATIVES

ﬂon.R.F.Green Dellvers Address
* at Opening of New Van-
couver Club.

Ve

At the opening of the new Con-
servative Club quarters in Vancouver
on . Thursday _evening, Hon. R. F.
Green, chief, eommissioner wof lands
and works,~ delivered an  interesting
speech. According to the News-Ad-
vertiser’'s report, Mr. Green was re-
ceived with great enthusiasm - when he
rose to address the meeting. He con-
gratulated the - association on getting
into new guarters, and in this connec-
tion. regretted that more embers of
the government were not present.
That was the intention when the open-
ing was first' mentioned, and Premier
MecBride charged hi m,particularly to
express the premier’s ‘sorrow .at not
being able to be present.
was pleased to see such a large and
representative gathering, and he was
sure the association was starting ®ut
under the right auspices, which spoke
well for the future success of the club.
After a long experience in the political
arena, he was positive that ‘if the
party went into the field with good
organization almost any fight could be
won. : ;

As to the provincial government, of
which he was a miember, he would let
its actions speak for themselves. He
4ould mot say -the government was
perfect, as everyone was prone to
make mistakes, but the endeavor was
to carry on public affairs in such a

manner as would reflect crfedit on the

party. He emphasized the point that
to’ win unanimity was necessary. The
whole question was the wishes of the
majority or of the party, and attention
should not be paid to the in ual,
who might be disaffected because some
particular end was not accomplished.
The action of the government was for
the good of the country as far as it
was able to perform, and support
should always be accorded those in
power. If unanimity prevailed in the
party .and each member got out and
worked for the common good, instead
of three Conservative provincial gov-
ermnments the party would be in power
all over Canada. The principles of
Conservatism were the principles for
Canada, as was shown by their adop-
tion by the Liberals after they came
into power.

Concerning the present government
Mr. Green said that in the premier of
the province the party had a man .of
whom it might well be proud. . Born
and raised in the province, his sole
effort was in the interests of British
Columbia. He had accomplished al-
most a herculean task in the way in
which he had accomplished things
since he went into power. Greater
confidence now existed and altogether
the province was in a far better’cen-
dition than two years ago, when Hon.
Mr. McBride assumed the reins of gov-
emment. ° Mr. Green said he had just
returned from a trip to the interior.
Two years ago conditions were bad,
people were chary of investing money
and little was doing, but today there
was a great change. This is largely
due to the efforts of the government,
and as an earnest of the people’s feel-
ings, the government candidates were
returned at ‘the bye-elections. As an
instance of this there was present at
the meeting Mr. Willijam Manson, who
had been returned infa constituency
where three years agd the Conserva-
tive candidate not only lost his de-
posit,"but was beaten 3 to 1.

Manson had been elected on a majority
of 564. This showed healthier and bet-
ter conditions and greater unanimity

THE ALPHABET IN RUSSIA.

After eight years of labor, says the
Nuova Antologia, the definite results
of the recent general census of the
Russiak people are finally made' pub-
lic. This census completed on the 28th
of January, 1897, is the first undertak-
en om’a modern and strictly scientific
basis in the dominions of the Czar.
Now that awaited figures stand befare
us, one may see that the predictions
of the:>must hopeless pessimists have
(as usual) fallen far short of the truth.
Through the agency of its central com-
mittee on statistics, Russia openly con-
fesses that out of the entire population
examined for the census, numbering
126,586,525 persons of both sexes (ex-
cluding Finns), exactly 99,070,436 are
illiterate.

‘When it is remembered that the an-
nual increase in the population from
1897 to 1905 is, in round numbers,
1,600,000, one may infer, without fear
of arrest, that at the present day there
are more than 100,000,000 inhabitants
of Russia who cannot read or write.

Out of the 26,269,585 Russian persons
of both sexes who have managed. to
acquire scholastic training, or by hook
or crook have learned at least to read
and write, only 104,321 hold academic
degrees; 99,948 have attended a high
school or other institution of wecond-
ary education; 72,441 are graduates .of
military schools, and 1,072,977 have re-
ceived . elenentary: instruction in the
four classes of the common schools. If
these figures be added up, it is seen
that the sum total of Russian educa-
tion is represented today by. 1,349,687
persons of both sexes—that is, by only
about 1 per cent of the whole popula-
‘tion. In short, Russia is not drowned
in the A. B. C.’s.

Balfour and
Dissolution

Weakness of Liberals Suggests
Varlous Possibllitles to
Thg Times,

Many Unionists Belleve Premier
Will Prefer to Dissolve
House.

London, Dec. 2.—The Times this
morning remarks that owing to the
weakness of the Liberals in the House
of Lords since the death of Earl Spea-
cer, many things are possible, It says
that Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman
will find the strain of leading the
House of Commons, in conjunction
with the duties of the premiership, teo
much for his strength, and will ere
long go té the House of Lords, as Dis-
raeli did in 1876, leaving Henry Her-
bert Asquith to lead the House of
Commons as%his representative.

In some Unionist quarters it is con-
sidered possible that Premier Balfour
may yet elect to dissolve parliament
rather than resign. Some L‘ibera.ls do
not hesitate to attribute to’ the pre-
mier a deep-laid plot to spring the
surprise of a general election on the
country at an inopportune moment for
the sake of gaining a tactical advan-
tage for his party by forcing the elec-
tion before the new register of voters
comes into operation in January. Itis
further alleged that the hints of

The Premier’s Intention to Resign
have been spread to conceal his’ real
motiyes from the country.

No matter,what decision may be an-
nounced next week, it is a fact that
both parties already are in the throes
of an electoral campaign. The lead-
ers are making nightly speeches ' in
their constituencies. A feature of the
oratory on both sides is the endeavor
to force into prominence the party
differences of the respective opponents
over the fiscal and “home rule ques-
tions.” The Unionists are representing
Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman and
his Liberal followers as tied to the
heels of John Redmond, while the Lib-
erals are assiduously emphasizing the
divergencies in the views of the Union-
ists :
For and Against Protection
As far as party organization is con=
cerned, both sides are well prepared
for- the elections, but there is an ex-
treme likelihood that the varying views
on the fiscal policy will produce a crop
of three-cornered contests which will
render any attempt to forecast the re-
sult a difficult matter.

Feeling in the Unionist ranks still
rules high. Lord Hugh Cecil, leader
of the Conservative free traders, in
addressing his constituents at Green-
wich last night, said that Joseph
Chamberlain was engaged in an en-
terprise which if- it were allowed to
succeed would ruin the Unionist party.
The Unionists, he said, must bewa
of getting ‘such a stone around thefr
necks as the Liberals had in home rule
and if Mr. Chamberlain’s policy con-
tinued the Unionists would a decade
hence be struggling with just such an
old man of the sea on their backs.

INTO THIRD EDITION.

Father Morice’s Book on Britishk Col-
umbia in Demand in Canada.

The third edition of Father Morice’s
book, “The History of the Northern
Interior of British Columbia,” has just
made its appearance says the - Vancou-
ver world. It possesses many advan-
tages over the previous editions. For
one thing it contains , twenty pages
qoore; for another it corrects some fifty
errors of previous authors and three
new appendices of reading matter have
been added. Some new matter has also
been added, thus making the book more
interesting than ever. The book beginsg
of course, with the earliest historical
times of the prairie and ends with its
trinmphant paean of praise, ‘“Laudetus
Jesus Christus.” ;

The fact that in little more than a
year Father Morrice’s book has run
into its third edition is ample proof of
its work. Its author is certainly a
man of remarkable ability and intel-
ligence. For nearly twenty years he
has labored as a missionery to the In-
dians of the northern interior of British
Columbia. He is a member of the Phil-
stitute and of the Geographical Society
Natural History Society of British Coi-
umbia, member of the American Ans
thropological association and a corres-
ponding nfember of the Canadian in-
stitute an dof the Geographical Society
of Neuchatel, Switzerland. Perhaps mo
one ever wrote a finer history of tife
early settlers in the province than did
Father Morice. Fraught with the tile
of doughty deeds and the lives and as-
pirations ‘of brave men and true men,
the book holds the rveader enthmalled.
The writer has a wonderful knowledge
of itish Columbia and uses it to its
full vantage. His knowledge of hu-
man mnatures no . less great and he
sketches the characters that appear on
the pages of his book with a tender
and “sympathetic interest. Altogether
the third edition makes even better
reading than the first and that is say-
ing a great deal

MORE HORSES CONDEMNED.

Glanders Working Havoe on Equines
; on the Mainland.

Dr. Tolmie, head of the Dominion
veterinary inspection department in this
province, has just returned after a trip
through the interior inspecting stables
at all points on the route for indica-
tions -of glanders. He reports that at
Peachland and Vernon the disease has
attained considerable proportions and
many animals have been condemned at
both points. Systematic efforts are
now being made by the department to
blot out the epidemic and the results
so far have been productive of good.
It is necessary, however, for some time
to keep close watch at all points, and
to this end thes Dominion authorities are *
‘being asked to _send additional “forces
into" the provincé.

During his stay in Vancouver sev-
eral horses were condemmed and more
placed under inspectioh. Dr. Tolmie
considers that the fight againstthe dis-
ease in the Terminal city has resulted
in the lowering of the chances of its
spread to a great degree. Some of the
additional help from the east will be
located here ,and with the increased
staff an even iore vigilant watch than
has e:iecently been kept will be main-
tained.

8o
Prince Hilkoff, the Russian secretary
of railroads, told me when I talked
with him about that line just before
the war with Japan. The Canadian
Pacific was originally laid with fifty-
six pound rails; that is, with rails
~which weighed fifty-six pounds to the
yard. - This has all been changed and
the road now has as heavy rails and ali
the improvements of the New York
Central or the Pennsylvania. The
Grand Trunk is being lgid with rails
which weigh eighty pounds to ‘}he yard
and its grades will be the least, so
Mr. Morse says, of any trans-continental
iige. The road will be completed in
1911. \ s
How Canada Builds Railroads

‘ Before I tell you the story of the
road, let me give you a thumb-nail sketch
of its manager. It will show- you the
kind of men who are moving things in
Canada today. The vice-president and
manager of this great enterprise is about
eight years _younger than President
Roosevelt. He is about as tall asg our
president, and not quite so heavy. He
looks younger than he really is, and ev-
ery molecule of his anatomy seems to
be fed with red young blood. Like the
greatest.of Canada’s railroad men, he is
American born and American bred. He
came from Lafayette, Ind., was educat-
ed as a mechanical engineer, and had his
training on the Wabash and other of our
*vrtems befere he took ahazge of the

i}

engineéring department of the Grand
Trunk. He came to the Grand Trunk
through his friendship for Charles M.
Hays, its president, with whom he has
been closely associated for many years.
Mr. Morse has a big head, a smootn,
open face and a bright, clear blue eye.
He talk§ well and is enthusiastic over
the Grand Trunk Pacific and its possi-
bilities.

I asked him to tell me something of
the railway and its relations * te ~the
government. - Said he:

“The road has two divisions, an east-
ern and westerr division, The eastern
division runs from the Atlantic ocean
t0 Winnipeg. It is 1,800 miles long
and will be constructed by the Canadian
government. 'The western division runs
from Winnipeg to the Pdcific ocean. It
is #lso 1,800 miles long and is t ebs bulit
by the Grand Trunk Pacific Company.

“When the Canadian government has
completed the eastern -division ef the
poad, by its contract with ys it |is
bound to lease it to the Grand Trunk
{Pacific for fifty years. For the first
seven years we pay nothing but the
working expenses, and for forty-three
years thereafter we annually pay 8 per
cent. on the actual cost of construction.
As to the western division, that will
be built with our own money, but the
government guarantees our bonds te
the extent of $13,000 per mile when the
road crosses the prairies, and to three-
fourths of the actual cost of construc-
tion 'when ‘it goes over the mountains.”

A Grain Chute

“But is there no 14nd grant. with
the railroad, Mr. Morse?’

“Not on the main line. We have a
branch going down through New On-
tario to Port Arthur.  This is kmewn
as the Lake Superior brauch. It will
be wused merely as the outlet éf eur
great wheat traffic to water transpor-
tation, dand will rather be a’' ‘mighty
grain chute than a passenger line, or
it we get from the provincial govern-
mment $2,000 in cash and 6,000 acres of
jand per mile.” j

“But is it not dangerous to agree to
pay 38 per cent. on any railroad built by
any government? The chauces * for
graft and boodling will be great.”” .

“Not in this case. The Tailway must
be constructed -under our supervision,
and all contracts for work and sup-
plies . will be competitive:. We ecan
even bid upen the work ourselves, and
we shall be vitally interested in° mak-
ing the cost as low as consistent with
good work, as. we have to pay an inter-
est won-lt for fifty years.”

“What becomes of the road at the end
of that time?”’ &

“The government agrees eityer to
take that branch of it, giving us oper-
ating rights with the western division
and the Grand Trunk system, or to re-
new our lease for another fifty years.”

“What will it cose to'make the road?”

“It has been estimated that it can be
built for $123,500,000.:This is supposing
that the mountain divigion can be built
for $30, a -mile, and the mountain
section for from fifty to sixty thousand
dollars & mile. This is what our sur-
veys show to be the probible cost.
The prairie section of the line can be
built for twenty or twenty-five thousand
dollars a mile.”

The Climb Over the Rockies

“How about the grade? Do you not
have a big lift in getting across the
Rockies?”

“No; we will have a better grade
than - any other continental line. . Our
grade will nowhere be more than four-
tenths of one per ceunt.,, or twenty-six
feet to the mile. That means less than
six inches anywhere in one hundred
feet. This is on the prairie section. In
the mpuntain section it will nowhere
exceed minety-one feet to the mile, It
will be 20 per cent. less than that of
any other road over the Rockies.”

‘What 'will be your highest pass?”’
“ILess than four thousand feet,” re-
lied Mr. Morse. “The Canadian Paci-
c has to lift its through trains to 5,299
feet, the ‘Great Northern to 5,202 feet;
and the Northern Pacific to 5,567 feet.
The Union Pacific crosses the mountains
at a higher altitude than any other road.
It goes up to 8,247 feet, and the Atchi-
son, Topeka & Santa Fe to 7,623 feet.
The Southern Pacific crosses a little
over 5,000, but it falls in one place 2638
feet below tidewater. ‘We shall have
the lowest lift and ‘hence can dperate
at a lower cost.”

“Will you have trouble getting cver
the mountains?”’ .

“The chief trouble is going down the
Pacific side. The grade is easy from
the prairies to the top, but we shall
have to wind this way and that Jowa
the western slope.”

“As I understand it, the western di-
vision will -be‘ong entirely. to thé Grand
Trunk?” :

“Yes; it will be constructed by the
Grand Trunk Pacific Company, with
the government guarantees, as I have
stated. On the mountain section the
government will pay’the interest on
the amount of its guarantees for the
first seven years, and if there should be
a default of interest during the next
three years it will -pu{ that also, but
such last payment will be capitalized
and eventualy held back by the  com-
pany to the government.”

The New Wheat Empire

““As to the prairie section,” continued
Mr. Morse, that will pay the interest
on its bonds from the start. That couan-
try is so rich that settlements wili
spring up all along the road, and we
shall be hauling out millions of bushels

of wheat and other products within a |zl

year or so after the ralls are laid. I

The
two places are much as St. Paul and
Minneapolis were years ago. They
should unite and wark together. It is
somewhat the same with the flour-mill-
ing and exporting towns’of Port Arthur
and Fort William, on Lake Superior,
They are close together and their rivalry
is as bitter as the feuds of the mountains
of Kentucky and Tennessee.”

“What is to be the future ef your
terminal on the Pacific?”

“9) yere will be a great city there,”
said the vice-president of the Grand
Trunk Pacific system. “We have not
yet picked out the exact spot, but we
shall seen do 80, and our plams will be
such that the town will be a beautiful
one, It will be so. arranged as .to
admit of expansion along ratienal and
artistic  lihes. - “The best:of landscape
gardeners will aid wus, and the pert will
be beautiful, as well as mest conveni-
ently and commercially arranged. The
whole  city will'be plauned eut upon
paper before a street is ‘surveyed; it
will be dene somewhat as Dalny was
planned by the Russians before it had
either raflroad er citizens.”

“What kind of surreundings has Port
S on?’ 1 asked.

“Finé!” 'replied Mr. Morse., ‘I was
there last year. The trip north from
iVancouver is as full of grand scenery
as any part of the Norwegian coast.
That is- what travelers say who have
vigited both places. The climate of that
part-of British Columbig is affected by
the!J apan current, and the vegetation is
greén all the year round. The islands
are mountainous, €nd you wind in. and
out among them under great walls of
green. It is indescribable.”

Shert Cut to Japan

“Do you expect to command a fair
share of the Oriental trade?’

“Most assuredly we do. = We shall
have the shortest route to the Orient,
and the shortest cut from western Eu-
rone across North America to Japan,
{Ohina and Siberia. ‘All the great trans-
Pacific steamers saili by the north-
ern rouwte from San ranciseo, Port-
land, Ta a, - Seattle and Victoria
have to go about 500 miles northward
along the line of the great circle om
their wa{ to Japan. They have to come
to our latitude to cross over by the
shortest way. @ We save all that dis-
tance. We can make the trip from
Port Simpson to Yokohama in at least
one day less than it ean be made from
any other of the Pacific coast ports. Our
trip across the Atlantic is also shorter.
‘The distance from Liverpool to Halifax
is a little more than 2,400 miles, while
tne distance from Liverpool to New York
is 3,060.

“\When the road is completed and
our steamers are running we shall have
from 500 to 1,000 and more miles of an
advantage over auny other route between
England and Asia, and the trip can
be made iu one or two days’ less time.
Passengers from New York can go to
Montréal and thence ever our line t¢
Japan and sdve more than 508 miles
over San Francisco via 1Jhicago, and 1,-
800 miles over the route from that port
via Galveston. Buffalo can save more
than 600 miles via San ¥'rancisco and
more than 700 via the Canadian Pacific
and Vancouver. We shall have. fast
steamers across both oceans, and I doubt
1ot we shall have what tle other lines
will consider more than our share of the
trade.” 3

. “How about your prop>sed line to
Alaska?”

“That is a_ matter for 1lie future,”
replied Mr. Morse. We shall have
plenty to do for the mext few years in
construeting the main line and its
branches. The. Alaska lire may go
from Hazeélton, in British Columbia,
northward to Dawson and the Klon-
dike. in the meantime that part of
the Rocky mountaine througk which
our line is to pass has "never been
scarefully prospected, and old miners
who have visited parts of it tell me
the indications are that it is wender-
fully rich in all sorts of valuable min-
erals. We may open up a new Klon-
dike in that ion..  lundeed, a great
part of that cohitry is almost entirely
unknown.”

This Understood to Have Been
Decided on by Beard eof
Fire Underwriters,

At the time the city council, had the
question of a full paid fire department
under cousideration it was stated that if
the city fathers arrived at the decisien
to make this move it would result in a
reduction of the insurance rates through-
out the city. .In comversation with an
insurance agent recently a  Colonist re-
porter learned that instead of the in-
suranc® rates being rednced they will be
made higher. This decision was reach-
ed after a great deal of copsideration by
the representatives of fire insurance com-
panies in this city. Although it had
been understood that the rates would
be reduced if a full paid fire department
was organized, it is mainly on account
of the present water supply that the
rates have gone up. Although Victoria
is considered by the insurance agents to
have a good supply of water there is no
force to the stream.

“What is the use of water if there is
ng forge to throw it into a building?”
a&ed the agent. ‘‘On Government street
at the present time there is only an av-
erage of 45 pounds pressure, which is
not sufficient to throw the water any dis-
tance.’

‘Although the rates will be raised in
this city, they will not be so high as in
Vancouver. The rates for Victoria will
average about 23.5, while Vaneouver will
run about 25.7.

In the Terminal City conditions are op-
posite to what they are in this city, the
trouble on the mainland being a good
force of water but no supply.

Report Brought by Mald of Or-
leans Discredited -- Dakota
Reaches Port.

(LARGE LUMBER CARRIER.

Vessel to Carry 1,000,000 Feet to Be
Built For Seattle-’Frisco Route.

The largest, finest equipped and
fastest steam schooner ever planned
for trade on the Pacific Coast will soon
be built for the Seattle-San Francisco
run. The company is at present en-
gaged in the lumber trade and is one
of the several concerns represented by
L. H. Gray & Co,

Mr. Gray said that the vessel will
carry 1,000,000 feet of lumber when in
commission d have accommodations
for 50 first-class and 40 steerage pas-
sengers. The craft will be the latest
type and constructed of steel through-
out. -The specifications will call for
a vessel with a speed of 12 or 13 knota.

The lumber trade between Puget
Sound and California ports is new
increasing rapidly, and the ships al-
ready in the fleet are carrying millions
of feet of lumber to.San Pedro, San
Francisco and Port Los Angeles. The
vessels in operation at the present
time ecarry in the neighborhood of
750,000 feet each.

ROANOKE’S PREDICAMENT.

Is Derelict off Southern Coast With
Damaged Rudder,

Somewhere off|the coast of Humboldt
«wounty, in Northern California, the steam-
ship Roanoke is béing tossed on the waves
tonight by a gale of Arctic chill, wuile the
fate of her three score passengers hangs
in the balance, says the Portland Oregon-
ian of Wednesday.

The big steamship is again at the mercy
P of the sea and the jury rudder which was
rigged up yesterday has been shattered,
according to reports from incoming craft
just before midnight. She must fight un-
alded through the night for her life. If
she withstands the heavy seas until morn-
ing, her safety is practically assured.

The Roanoke reached the bar at 4
o’clock yesterday afternoon and started in.
When well over the bar a wave struck
her astern, carrying awday the rudder and
tae rudder post. The tide was at an ebb
and the vessel was carried to sea.

A8 soon as she struck the Roanoke flew
the danger signal and the tug Ranger and
the life saving station responded. It was
dark before they reached thi disabled ves-
sel, so they stood by all night. It was
so, rough this morning that it was impos-
sible to transfer the passengers to a tug
and bring them to this port.

The Roanoke was not damaged further
than the loss of the rudder, so it was de-
ecided to rig a Jury rudder and' psoceed
to San Francisco under her own steam.

SIGNALED “FAREWELL.

Crew Missing.

she attempts to describe it.

Nobody ever successfully described this
woman show. Nobody has' ever been able
to account for it. Here are the boxes
lining an Atlantic City boardwalk; here
is the “proletariat’’ along the promenade;
here is the beauty and fashion of New
York’s exclusive society in the stalls, Any-
body with $1 in lawful money ecan meet
the Four Hundred face to face and touch
the hem of their garments. With his
copy of a weekly society journal in one
hand and a lead pencil in the other he
can check off each bit of gossip and each
bit of scandal from the human documents.

He can inspect the ‘wrinkles that Mrs.
A.’s masseuse is wearily engaged in elim-
fnating. He can see the hair that Mrs. B.
lhas rejuvenated. He can see, the shoulders
that Mrs. C, is making such heroic efforts
to preserve. ‘He can watch the glitter of
Mrs. D.'s diamond dog collar that ‘‘weighs
more ‘than a pound.” He can see the very
rope of pearls which Mrs, E.’s friends are
swondering how her husband could afford.
In the background he can see all “the
Harrys and Willies and Reggies and Jim-
mies that serve as supernumeraries In the
passing show.

And the humble factory girl who has
looked upon the pageant is happy for a
whole year in the knowledge that “I seen
Mrs. Vanastorbilt, and she ain’t much!”

More than a trifle vulgar is this woman
show, according to the antiquated no-
tions of old-fashioned folk, but in these
strenuous times what is the good of hav-
ing Paris gowns and Paris hats and Tif-
fany jewels if one cannot exhibit them?

Cosl Lake Fuel Output — Big
Game in the White Horse
Dlstrlct.

P o

Dawson exchanges of recent date contain
the following items.of interest: :

The Coal Creek coal mies, below Daw-
son, will produce 4,000. tons of coal this
winter, The output will be Rauléd by the
trains from the interior to teh river, and

to Dawson early in the sgrmg. is an-
nouncement is made by J. A. Willlams,
superintendent of the mines. ;

The winter work will begin in a few
weeks, or just as soon as the river closes
and it is possibie to get supplies and men
to the property. :

A recent arrival from the country wes
of White Horse states that a great guan-
tity of game now exists in that region.

“‘Sheep in particular are numerous in
that country,’’ says the arrival. ‘‘One one
of the creeks we saw as high ag 300 sheep
at one time. It was a magnificent sight.
‘We shot but few of the moble fellows. We
had no use for them, and it would have
been wanton slaughter, and, after all, we
were there looking for gold more than
for sheep or other game.

‘‘Mountain sheep are numerous all dlong
the tange of mountains-immediately back
of the coast. It is well known that fre-
quently sheep wege seen and killed on the
high peaks in the vicinity of ‘Skagway, and
often killed dlong the route of the White
Pass railway in earlier days.

“In the Alsek country and beyond we
saw bears every day or two, and sometimes
would see’ several in one day. Most of
them were black bears, but occasionally
there would be a grizzly or some other
species.”’ ;

T. D. McManus died at 3 o'clock this
morning in the Good Samaritan hospital.

The
pheasants take their percentage—and it is
a4 large one—from the strawberries, pota-
toes, grain, and, at present, from the car-
rots on the farm, yet apparently it is
practically necessary to put up a mnotlce
to inform the peripatetic sporteman that,
there is a fence round the place and that
no one can shoot there without leave, The
daw, I believe, calls for one notice for
every forty acres; but from the way shoot-
ers have talked to me this season, when
stopped on my place, they seemed to 'think
there should he one about every one han-
dred yards.

Big‘Shipmcnu of Wheat. and Flour to
Come to Vancouver for Distribution.

L. P. Strong, secretary of the Alberta
Pacific Elevator Company, is in the city,
and is making arrangements for the ship-
ment to this eity of Alberta graln, says
the Vancouver ''News-Al@vertiser. Messrs.
. Gardiner Johnson & <Co. have been
appointed the agents of the company in
Vancouver. The B. C. Distillery, ‘'Ltd., a
local concern, has purchased 25,000 bush-
els of wheat from Mr. Strong’s firm, which
was. in direct competition with the Wash-
ington growers.

“Alberta is rapidly #lling %p with
wheat growers,” Mr. Strong remarked yes-
' terday, ‘“‘and while three _years ago mno
wheat was ralsed, this year there will be
between one and a half apd two million
bushels. Some of this year's crop will go
into the ground again as seed, and the re-
mainder eithersshipped to the Coast, Win-
nipeg,, or ground into flour in Calgary or
at Enderby.

“Both grain and flour will be shipped
by our firm through Vancouver to the Ori-
ent,” he said, “though I hardly think much
‘of the flour Wwill be manufactured in this
¢ity. There are milling industries in Cal-
gary, and there will be an excellent mar-
ket among the farmers for the by-produets.
I believe that large elevators will be erect-
ed here to serve in the export trade, and
the business should assume large propor-
tions. There are sglendld prospects for a
wheat market, both in British Columbia
and in the Far East, and as soon as Can-
ada can supply the grain the Orlent will
look here for its supply.”
