AMERIOAN PENSION FRAUDS.

A Comprehiensive system of Swindling by
Pettifogging Agents.

The New York Sun, in its Washington
oorre.upondeno_o, gives the result of an
enquiry by Distrist Astorney Corkhill into
the methods of penmsion agents in the
United States, which discloses a system of
fraud by which soldiers, and the widows
and orphans’ of deceased soldiers, have
been swindled ous or vaet snmd ot money.
The first move was fisually to send alarge
poster to the postmaster of évery place of
any. size to be posted up in a com-
spicnous place, This poster contained
extravagant statements of the liberality of
the government in awarding Pensions, and
the list of disabilities for which a pension
_might bo granted was so comprehensive as
t-(; include nearly all the common diseases of
ife.

Having by these means tempted a soldier

to write, the sgents next dethand fees for
filing olaime, and persist in the demands,
whether the applicant has any case. or pot.
In many cases after the fee iB paid that is
the last heard of ity Ynless there be a de-
thand for an additional fee, The fraud cor*
sists in duping the ignorant, in leading
them to pay fees for filing claims that are
worthless, and in frightening applicants
into payments by threatening vo arop the
case unless more payments are .
. From evidence already obtdined Mr.Cork-
hill thinks that severa millions have been
obtained from soldiers, their widows and
orphans. by dishonesty of this kind, These
frauds have inereased {mmensely of late,
By dishonest reprézentations o the pension
agetts have induced persons to file Glaims
which they know tg be worthless and which
they filed only to obtain the fee of $10al-
lowed by law. Many tales of hardship have
been told, for nearly all the applicants are
poor, and the small sume they &P reqtired
to send mean verV Berious inconvenience.
In these cases, of course, the loss does not
fall on the government, but there is no
doubt that the same agents who file frandu-
lent claims have no hesitation in filing
frandulent testithiony. Such cases are known
and this means robbery of the government.
_ This frandulent business is found to ex-
ist all over the United States, S-me of
the biggest pension firms have been impli
cited. A female lawyer who has been
suspended from practice lays the blame on
the pension office itself.

DYNAMITE'S DOINGS.

Five Men Killed by an’ Explosion of 1200
Pounds. .
Prrrssure, Oct. 29.—At Brooks’ tunnel
on the Baltimore and Ohio railroad yester-
day 1200 pounds of dynamite exploded,
killing 5 men (the arew of a freight train) a,
shoit distance from the stene. The ifien
were walking along the track. S
The dynamite was stored in a magazine.

‘the river by the explosion. = A the spot

where the magrzine stood a solid rock was
scooped out, 100 feet square and 80 feet
deep. The report was heard/fifty miles dis-
tant. Windows were broken seven miles
away. Three of the killed are George
Reynolds, engineer; Tice, flagman; Ham-
mond, switcbman. /The others are the
biacksmith and helper, names unknown.
Reynolds was blown over the hillside,
Ounly a foot, hand and a portion of a leg
were found in fragments, Others were
gsthered up, but were unrecogoizable. One
of the men was accompanied by his father,
who remained on the train and escaped un-
injured.

4 DEPUTATION WA4IT8 ON THE
o1T¥Y PATBERS.

A Large Number of Them Vote in Favor
of it—The Cow Byre Nuisance in the
East End.

The session of the Eity council last night
was varied by an influential deputation of
Jadies from the Canadian Woman’s Suffrage
association; in the advoeacy of extending

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BACKSTAIRS JOURNALISM.

We should like to know upon what prin-
ciple of expediency—for the principles of
decency seem there long ago forgotten—the
conservative party in Toronto are outraging
the . common sense of the country by the
style of their writings. No journalist saf-
ficiently foul-mouthed to serve the turn
could, it appears, be procured in Ontario; so
the maritime provinces and the United
States have been laid under contribution to
furnish writers who were wiiling, for a con-
sideration, to descend still lower than the
previous depth of the Mail, and to minister
%o the basest passions of socialand of politi-
cal Yfe. The first has now been experi-
mented on for some time here, to the dis—
grace of our city, by an evening paper,
pominally—but merely nominally—uncon-
nected with the Mail, . It has been univers-
ally condemned by the moral and honorable
portion of the community. 1t has been cen-
sured by the pulpit and the press, but its
proprietors, when money Wwas to be made,
cared for meither. It has been, since its
commencement, busily endeavoring to in-
troduce a style of journalism as new ascon-
temptible, and as immoral as either. The
backstairs ot every city mansion have been
traveled in the eager search for that particu-
lar description of news it considers suitab'e
to the intelligence of its readers. Servant

- girls have been encouraged to tattle in its
columns the private affairs of the families
with whom they reside. Seeret enemies can
send to . its office the distorted cari-
catures of better men, and find them
faithfully reproduced for the amuse-
ment of the contemptible, and the
disgust of the honest, The commnunity,
not.yet fully aware of the grossness of the
evil introduced, partly amused and partly
shacked, have as yet forborne the - sharp
measures necessary for its suppression, and
the vilest license has followed the forbear-
ance. The character of no man has been
safe. Leading men of unblemished charac-
acter, and of well-known and well-proved
patriotism, have seep most outrageous falsc=
hoods printed in its columns concerning
themselves, their past lives, their attain-
ments or accontplishments—falsehoods they
read with fartoo great contempt to answer
__falsehoods they often knew compiled to
pander t3 the political and personal preju-
dices of its proprietors. It has not been;
it could not be, till Canadian morality is as
low 2s Grub street at its lowest, a journal-
is'ic success, But it has had, though not
a success, & result. Character has been as-
sailed without punishment, the actions of
t1e wellemeaning depicted in an unworthy
Jight, and yet the slanderer suffered t> con-
tinue his trade. A bright thought has
struck the proprietor, and it has been re-
solved that the Mail shall be henceforth
the Peek-a-Boo—in other words, the back-
gtairs spy—of politics,

This policy has been inaugurated in every
late editorial of the Mail, has met with as
equivocal, and has excited as unequivocal a
disgust as its evening model. It does not

RECENT AUTOBIOGRAPHY.

Anthony Trollope’s antobiography recent-
ly published will ‘resawaken ‘some curious
questions. Those questions for instance
which distarbed the literary world when
Carlyle’s autobiography was published, and
which previously disturbed the same world
when Lord Brougham’s autobiography was
given to the light.

For here we have three distinct occasions
on which an intimate acquaintance with
the private lives of men whom we have ad-
mired and esteemed has given a shock to
some of our most cherished ideas concern:
ing them. Heroes whom from childhood
we have worshipped —are brought
close to wus, and henceforth fate
declares to us that they shall be no longer
heroes. . Brougham, for instance, whose
capacity for toil—unrivalled in our day—
won our marvelling- admiration ; Carlyle,
whose teaching on the heroic gave himeelf
heroic claims; Trollope, whose gkill in nar-
rative obtained for him our sincere affsction,
is it marvellous, or is it not, that, learning
the vanity and brutality of the one, the
want of sympathy of the second, and the
3ry-goods clerk method and manner of com-
position, and whiliing reminiscences of the
third, we should mourn to ourselves that
something has been taken off the stature of
our heroes?

It is this question, and perhaps this
alone, that need engage our attention. Ad-
mitted that they have been less heroic, is
the fault theirs or ours? 1In fact are they
less heroes or are we, on a closer view, less
capable than at a distance of distinguishing
heroic proportions ?

For it is the old proverb agiin : No one
is a hero to his own valet, which Lsssing
stated to be accounted for thus, not that
the hero is not a hero, but that the valet is
a valet. :

1t is not flattering to us to reflect that
this m.ay offer us a true explanation, It is
wot a happy thing to have to believe that
if, on being admitted to a - closer intimacy
with men who are (as these hereafter will
be admitted to bej of heroic mould, they seem
less heroic to us, the reason” is not
that they are mnot heroes, but that
weare valets. In other words, that our
attention is so much occupied with the
lesser things that are common to them and
ne, with the trivialities and wretchedness
which they as mortal and as breadwinaers
must undergo with us, that we are not able
to lift our minds, as previously we could,
to a level on which we could have a slight'
conception of the greatness of theirs,

This is not flattering to us. The only
unction in it we can take to our souls is
that some day we will be permitted, per-
haps, by merciful heaven, again to see
what we once saw, that greatness and face
of our hero,

Whi h we have loved long since,
But lost awhile.

'At the same time there are autobiogra-
phies at least which instead of having this
iconoclastic effect, actually build up our
herces into larger figures. These are De
Quincey’s and Ernest Renan’s. The rea-
soa is not far to seek and will probably
confirm our first unflattering estimate of
ourselves. Both De Qaincey and Renan
discoursed of things in regard to themselves
in Which we could not enter with sufficient
previous knowledge to presume to lay down
laws or enter into controversy. In tiuth
they discoursed to us of their inner life and
discoursed in a way that relegated the
literary world by assumption to the position
of valets, a position readily taken and not
yet arisen from. I. that world could apply
itself with an equal faith to great ‘men’s
confidences on a life all its members know

to lamert to itself the decay of its heroee.
