Apparently Sir 
Hector Langepin, who acted us premier 
for years in the absence of the late 
Sir John A. Macdonald, has been overlooked 
by the Governor-GeneraL If such is the 
case it must be that the Governor-General 
has jpreiudged the charges brought against 
him by Mr. Tarte.

one of the best-known legal men in this 
section and a member of the Paris council 
is missing. About 10 years ago Mr. Ma^ 
Millan began practice in Paris. He succeed - 
ed in the business and office of a lawyer 
named Hart, who “skipped out” shortly be­
fore that time, taking with him severa 
thousands of dollars belonging to ciien ts, 
and has since, it is said, been living comfort­
ably on the other side. Everything seemed to 
go well with MacMillan until within a year or 
two ago, when h^ began to develop an affec­
tion for the “flowing bowl,” which caused 
his friends much anxiety, and which re­
sulted in financial embarrassments. Almost 
18 months ago,it is said,he obtained a loan of 
close upon $1600 from Mr. 8. C. Smoke, 
barrister, of Toronto, in consideration of 
which he assigned to .that gentleman hie 
furniture, library and Business. Things did 
not mend in. the months that followed, 
though on the outside everything appeared 
favorable and prospects were good. Thing* 
went well until May 20, when MacMillan 
left Paris for Ayr, ostensibly on business. 
He was seen in Toronto on the same day by 
a number of the deputationists who were 
interviewing the Premier regarding subur­
ban annextion. MacMillan has not been 
seen in these parts since.

For a day or two bis absence was not 
particularly noticed. Upon enquiry he was 
said to be at Toronto on business, a state­
ment which the office staff firmly believed, 
as it was no unusual thing for him to absent 
himself for days at a time, and without r 
i ncwledge of his whereabouts by his partner. 
When the absence became longer some 
anxiety was felt about his return. This 
feeling gave rise to some suspicion among 
those for whom he was doing financial busi­
ness. Mrs. Cameron of Chicago, formerly 
of Paris, wrote him several times for remit­
tances qf several hundreds of dollars of 
which he had possession. No reply was 
vouchsafed and young Mr. Cameron came 
from Chicago, to find Mr. MacMillan gone 
and no signs of his mother’s money.

Besides this mouev and the mortgage 
granted Mr. Smoke, which is quite a legiti­
mate transaction, it is alleged that the Gouin- 
lock estate is short $1500; Mr. Huson, Paris, 
$700; the Capron estate close upon $2000, the 
bank overdrawn $150 and several other par­
ties smaller sums. The alleged defalcations 
and the debts together will, it is understood, 
amount to close Upon $7000. It is Said that 
most of the money which is not accounted 
for was collected from the various properties 
in the shape of rent, and that in the case of 
the larger amounts he gave the owners and 
representatives notes for the amounts and 
put their moneys, it is alleged, to his own 
uses.

His strictures were 
nevertheless expressed in a manner which 
left little doubt as to what he thought of the 
matter. The report of the Superannuation 
Fund Committee on being placed before the 
synod was adopted. Rev. Mr. Jones, chairman 
of this committee, then moved that to section 
11 of the superannuation fund be added a 
clause providing that, until the capital of the 
fund reached <25,000, all interest from invest­
ments, as well as any special donations, be 
added annually thereto, and that no annual 
grant exceed <200 until the amount of capital 
stated was realised.

He had received, in answer 
request to correct some verbal errors in tiro 
Public School History, » communication 
from the Minister of Éducation in which he 
said that he had in course of preparation an 
English History, proof sheets of which would 
be Forwarded at the earliest opportunity.

The special committee of the synod on 
building, architecture and kindred matters 
was abolished, and the report of the commit­
tee on diocesan buildings was carried.

Separate Schools.
Dr. Langtry laid on the table a resolution 

proposing to petition the Ontario Government 
to adopt legislation to secure for all Protest­
ant denomination» equal rights with Roman 
Catholics in regard to tbexeltgtous education 
of their children, and also “ that this synod 
invites the synods and assemblies ofe the 
different denominations now meeting or 
about to meet to appoint delegates 
for the purpose of agreeing upon as 
wide a basis of Christian teaobingae may be, 
with a view of urging the Government or 
Ontario to make the same a necessary part 
of the curriculum of every public school in 
the land.”

Mr. George B. Boyle wanted the Dominion 
Government to be petitioned to present an 
address to the Imperial Parliament asking 
for such an amepdment to the British North 
America Act as would enable the Province 
of Ontario to amend and establish our public 
school systems in accordance with the wishes 
of the people of this province, and made a 
motion to that effect

Dr. Sheraton said that the great majority 
of public school teachers were God-fearing 
men, and that the moral teaching of these 
schools was all that could be desired. He 
thought that if the various denominations 
would strive to eliminate the jealousies and 
misunderstandings that often arose between 
them and united on the broa£ basis of Chris­
tian fellowship and love an agreement by 
which religions teaching would be imparted 
oould easily be adopted to suit the varied 
tastes of the community.

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A New RaHway Departure.
The conflict between the Canadian Pacific 

Railway Company, the Grand Trunk Rail­
way Company, and the Corpbration and 
citizens of Toronto about the Esplanade, the 
harbor front, a Union Station and collateral 
subjects has for long absorbed public at­
tention to the neglect of other railway mat­
ters of importance.

In the hope that this two years’ war is 
near enough to a satisfactory conclusion 
for ns to give proper attention, we start the 
proposition of procuring the admission to 
this city of another railway, one that has 
special and distinctive claims for considera­
tion.

After the C.P.R. and G.T.R. wrangle is 
over, the outcome will be the service of two 
commercial railways for Toronto. No more. 
Great systems of railway, we admit, but 
only two. The Grand Trunk takes in the 
Great Western, Northern and Toronto & 
Nipissing. One system. The C.P.R. takes 
in the Toronto, Grey & Bruce and the Credit 
Valley, the other system. We should look 
farther. We contend that this great city 
needs, and should not rest content until it 
gets, at any rate, one railway more. A 
railway that shall have the qualification of 
an Independent commercial road, and also 
be a great coal road. By coal road we mean 
a company that hauls the product of its 
mines of coal over it* own railway to mar­
ket, such as the Lehigh Valley, Delaware, 
Lackawanna & Western, Philadelphia & 
Reading and others.

It our city is to continue right onward dur­
ing the years that are to come in its allotted 
career as a great manufacturing and distribu­
ting centre at least one great coal road 
must come here and establish a large depot 
for coal, with all the elevated pockets, hoists 
and other appliances for the economical 
handling and delivery of coal, in use at such 
depots.

There must be e substantial, tangible re­
duction in the cost of coal to the manufac­
turing and general consumer in Toronto. 
Such is our contention.

Such a railway can only come to us from 
one quarter, La, the Niagara frontier, and 
be » continuation of one of the great coal 
roads that reach Buffalo and the Niagara 
River,

Ministers as Men of Business.
Amendments, additions or alterations to 

canonical law séeo^fo offer a fruitful source 
of discussion. The special committee ap­
pointed by the synod to consider the advisa­
bility of obtaining, if necessary, the power 
to manage or invest all the trust funds Vest­
ed in the synod as one general fund made a 
lengthy report, submitting therewith a canon 
to carry the scheme into effect. Mr. J. H. 
Plummer took exception to the way the com­
mittee which should handle such a fund was 
to be formed. He did not agree with those 
who thought the members of this com­
mittee should be selected from other com­
mittees of the synod. He believed that it 
would be better to elect them without any 
reference to this matter whatever. .In order 
to give effect to his opinions he moved an 
amendment striking ont the clause he con­
sidered objectionable. Continuing he affirm­
ed that there ought to be a greater proper-> 
tion of laymen on this committee. The sub­
ject engrossing their attention was one of 
a purely business character and it 
ought, therefore, to be left —
___ entirely in the hands of the
laity, who were to be expected to deal better 
witn it than the clergy. Anyhow, for his own 
part, he would place more confidence in -the 
abilities of men of business habits, men who 
had always been accustomed to deal with 
the buying up of mortgages and debentures, 
than he would in the executive capacity of 
men whose sphere of labor was entirely re­
moved from such considerations.

Rev. Septimus Jones said that the 
greater number of those present did not re­
cognize adequately the vast amount of work 
this committee bad to oo. When men, like 
the gentleman who had just spoken, came 
from a busy life and devoted their time and 
attentions to the handling of 
benefited no one bat the clergy, he thought 
that that body were under a great obligation 
to them. He substantiated Mr. Plummer’s 
opinions in regard to the business capabilities 
of gentlemen of the cloth. He did not think 
bis ministerial brethren should pride them­
selves on being great financiers. When 
any one complimented him on being 
a business man he was Inclined 
to apologise and gel out of it as quickly as 
possible. From the energy, foresight 
and ability tne clergy had evinced on other 
committees of the synod, he thought they 
would prove themselves equally capable in 
this instance. He, therefore, advocated 
equal representation. He believed that there 
could be no doubt as to the advantages that 
would accrue to the synod from consolida­

The Baccarat Senndnl to be Brought up in 
the Houee of Common».

London, June 18.-11 Is understood the 
Prince of Welee is keenly stunned at the 
adverse press criticisms which have been 
showered upon him from all quartern. 
Especially is this the case in regard to news­
paper comments, which practically accuse 
him of revealing the secret of the Tran by 
Croft scandal, and referring to the fact that 
'the Prince was not asked if he had spoken 
of the affair to anybody after Sir William 
Gordon Camming signed the incriminating 
document, while this question was put to all 
the other witnesses for the defendants. The 
Prince of Wales emphatically denies that he 
divulged the secret to anybody.

In the House of Commons Monday next 
(Liberal) and Henry Pey­

ton Cobb (Radical Nonconformist) will ques­
tion the Secretary of State for War as to 
what action he intends to take in regard to 
the three officers, the Field Matsbal the 
Prince of Wales, Gen. Owen Williams and 
Lieut. Berkeley-Levett of the Scots Fusilier 
Guards, who signed the document which 
practically allowed Sir William Gordon 
Gumming to remain an officer of the British 
army, although he was believed to nave 
cheated at cards, and as to what action he 
intends to take in regard to the same officers 
for having broken the army regulations re­
quiring that such a case should be brought 
to the notice of the commanding officers.

Several Radical members of the House of 
Commons have met and decided to put a 
series of questions to the Government bearing 
upon the responsibility which the Tranby 
Croft party incurred in concealing Sir Wil­
liam Gordon Cumming’s offence, and the 
question of military discipline involved. If 
the replies are unsatisfactory they will move 
an adjournment. It is understood the 
Liberal leaders will hold aloof from the con- 
templated censure of the Prince of Wales.

The Official Gazette announces, under date
of June 10, that the name of Sir William 
Gordon Gumming had been removed from 
the list of officers in the army, as Her 
Majesty has no further occasion for his ser-
