Mr. D. Stephenson, the newly-elected
warden, was born near the foot of Church-
street, Toronto, in the year 1835 —within a
quarter of a mile of the Council Chamber
where he was so highly honored yesterday.

Kfirst entered municipal life in January, 1863,

| when he was elected a councillor for Ward

No. 2 of Scarboro township, which he held
for two years. In 1865 he was elected by
the couheil 28 Reeve, which was the custom
at that time. 1In 1866 he was again
returned as councillor. In 1867 he
was elected Deputy-Reeve by a vote
of the townsbip, and continued to
serve as such for seven years. .He then, on
account of moving to Scarboro Junction,
was out of municipal politics for one year,
when he was again elected to represent the
township for one year as deputy-reeve, and
for five years as reeve. Mr. Stephenson
then resigned, wishing to devote his time
to his lumber business, but when East To-
ronto was incorporated as a separate muni-
cipality he was prevailed on to stand for
reeve, to which office he was elected by ac-
clamnation, and hus continued to serve as
such ever since, haviog up to the present
time had only one contest for tbis office.

[MMIGRANT BONUSES STOP.

MOUNTED POPIOR 7T0 BE WITH-
DRAWN FROM MANITOBA.

Customs Officers Will Replace the Police
—~The Northwest School Ordinance
Not Yot Reported Upon-Princess
May’s Horses—Iron Men Interview the
Mintsters on Tariff Matters,

Orrawa, Jan, 23.—It is understood that
the Government hus decided-to discontinue
the payment of bonuseés of §10 each to heads
of families aud §5 each to adult members
which has been allowed for some years
back. When the bonus sysfem was in-
augurated the Allan Steamship Line and
Cavadian Pacific Railway also conuributed,
but four ydars ago they ceased doi"g 80,
and‘at the conference between represénta-
tives of the ruilway and, steamship lines
and the Government held at Montreal
last fall the Government was asked to dis-
continue the bonus system, as 1t did pot
really aid immigration. The matper was
taken into consideration, and it has now
been decided that no more bonuses will be
paid aiter the first of March next.

The Northwest School Ordinance,

The Free Press to-night says: “The
Dowminion Cabinet has approved a report of
Sir John Thompson, Minister of Justice,
recommending that the Northwest school
ordinance he left. toits operations. Tie
report of the Minister of Justice recom-
mends that the Executive of the Territories
be usked to modify the school regulations
80 as to make them less obnoxious to Roman
Catholics.”

This statement is entirely incorrect.
Sir John Thompson has made no report on
the subject of the Northwest schoolordinance
recommending anything. The matter is
not before iin persdnally, but has been re-
ferred to a sub-committee of coudcil, con-
sisting of Hon. T. M. Daly, “Hon. G. E.4
Foster and Hon. A. R. Angers. This sub-
committee has not yet reported and The
Free Press can have no authority whatever
for stating what vhey intend to report.
Several papers have erroneously stated that
the time for disallowing this ordinance ex-
pired on the 21st inst. This§€ not so. The
time for consideration of thelordinance does
not expire until Feb. 7.

The Present to Princess May,

Mr. E. 8. Skead, who was requested by
the committee having charge of the fund
for a wedding present to the Princess May
from the women of Canada to select the
pair of Canadian horses, to supplement the
sleigh, harness and robes already shipped,
has made his choice and the horses are now
in Mr. Skead’s stuble here and will be
shipped from Portland in about two
weeks to the Countess of Derby, who
will present them tothe Princess. Mr.Skead
said that he would not be satisfied until he
got the very best pair of Horses in Canada
and there is every reason to belicve that he
has succeeded, for it would be almost im-
possible to get anything finer that the two
animals he has selecied. They are bay
geldings with black points, perfectly
matched, just half an inch short of 16
hands in height, 5 years old and -as sound
and perfect in every way as it is possible to
have a horse. 4

To-day was the turn of the iron men, and
representatives of the rolling mills and
biast furnaces bad an interview with the
Ministers of Finance and Trade and Com-
merae, and each party laid their “views be-
fore the Ministers. The owners, of blast
furnaces, it is said,“desire to have the duty
on wrought serap iron, which is $2 per ton,
doublpd, claiming that it is unfgir to place
a duty of $4 on pig iron and qu; half that
amount on the more highly finished wrought
iron seraps. On the ogper hand, the rolling
mill proprietors claim that the furnaces can-
not supply sufficient raw materisl and also
enter into competition with the rolling mills
by manufacturing iron pipes and bar iron,
Mounted Police Withdrawn From Mani-

toba,

As the result of the visit of Hon. Mr.
1ves to the Northwest last summer and of
his personal inspection of the Mounted
Police, which body is attached for adminis-
trative purposes to the Department of the
President of the Privy Council, some im-
poriant changes are being made with re-
spect to thav force. It has been decided
that the Pravince of Manitoba no longer
requires the presence of any part of the
force on her southern boundary, where, 1n
addition to their own duties, the police
have beBn acting as customs|and quarantine
officers, They wiil be withdrawn alto-
gether from the province and their places
on the frontier will be taken by officers of
the customs aud other ‘departments. This
will enablo the force to extend its sphere ot
usefulness northward . into {thé Athabasca
district, which hus beretofore been but
scantily supplied with policd protection and
new posts and patrols will be established in
that region, The police will con-
tinue their patrol along the south-
ern boundary of the Northwest Territories
and will still perform customs and other
duties there. There is npo intention of
making any material reduction in the num-
ber of the torce and the three vacant in-
spectorships will probably be filled up ere
long. Thereis no truth in the rumor that
Mr. Gilpin Brown of Toronto has bgen ap-
pointed 1o no of these positions, although
his appointment is being strongly urged by
some of his Toronto friends. The police
owe u debt of gratitude to Mr. Ives for the
personal interest he bas shown in their
weliare and for several amendments to the
ration ljst, which will greatly conduce to
their comfort.” Amongst thege changes is
the addition of butter to the daily ration,
Heretofore the men have had to buy. their
own butter, but in future they are to be
allowed two ounces a day. Another im-
provement is the substitution in the police
barracks of iron bedsteads and spring beds
for the old wooden trestles, which were
not only hard but liable to be buggy. Hon.
Mr. Ives sees po reason why his
men should mot be placed on an equal
footing, #s far as comfort is concerned with
the regular force, and is making other
minor changes in that direction.

Delorane Artesian Well,

The Minister of the Interior has received
a report from Mr. A. P, Stewart, who is in
charge of the artesian well sunk by the de-
partment at Deloraine, in which he speaks
in the highest terms of the success of the
well, Mr. Stewart says that a water famine
existed in Deloraine when pumping com-
menced on Jan. 10. For the first 24/hours

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the water was very muddy and full ¢f sand.
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Then it began to clear and gradually grew
warmer until it reached a temparature of
80 degrees, at which it remains. The water
smells and tastes exactly like that of the
Banff hot springs; but has not been analyzed
to sce whether it contains the same medi-
cinal properties; It is soft, and does good
for drinking or washing purposes and also
well in stenm, boilers, v is slightly salty
in taste, but'less so now than when pump-
ing was commenced. This salty taste makes
it very palatable to cattle, and-the tarmers
in the neighborhood are taking it away in
puncheons for their stock. All the cisterns
in tho town were full when Mr. Stewart
wrote, and a mesting of the townspeople,
had been called to take steps for providing
a reservoir of some kind for the storage of
a large supply.

IS HENRY CORBY A BIGAMIST?

ABHESf’ED ON A CHARGE OF FALSE
PRETENCOES.

The Complaint Lodged By His Wife, Who
Bigns Her Malden Name To the Infor-
mation Asking For a Warrant For
His Arrest—some Sensational Develop-
ments Expected.

Henry T. Corby, at one time a member
of the firm of Corby & Mitehell, marble
dealers of this city, subsequently & mem-
ber of the firm of Barnes & Corby, bakers
and biseuit manufacturers, st 365 Fort-
street, ' Detroit, was arrested at Grafton,
Ont., yesterday on a charge of ébtaining
$1365 from Margaret E. Waterhouse of
this city under false pretences. Dstective
Davis has left for Grafton to bring the ac-
cused back.

The arrest of Corby is the sequel
to a sensational case which developed
in November last. The‘ complainant is &
daughter of Robert Waterhouse, the well-
known Adelaide-strees tobacconist, who re-
sides at 90 Major-stReet,

On July 13, 1593, complainant was mar-
ried to Corby at Lewiston, but the fuct of
the marriage was kept a secret from the
parents, Miss Waterhouse had $1300 in
her own right and when she became of age
on July 20, seven duys after the wedding,
she gave the noney to her bus-
band. He went to Oregon, but subse-
quently located at Detroit., His wife went
thither to join him when he refused to sup-
port her or to return the money. This was
on Nov, 4 lust. The deceived wife came to
Toronto and acquainted her father with the
fact of her marriage snd her husband’s per-
fidy. "The two returned to Detroit un(Y us
awesuly Corby was arrested. After remnasin-
ing in custody at Detroit for several days
Corby offered to make restitotion, &nd
as o matter of fact turued over
to his wife §1 worth of stock in hig
biscuit. business if Detroit, which the wife
accepted, ebandoned the suit and came
back td Toronto, leaving her husband to go
whithér he desired.

Van Horne had “known more about the
 relative cost of agriculture he could have
told the Northwest farmers that it was
absurd for them to grumble at 40c a bushel
for wheat when many Ontario farmers had
been obliged, to put up with 55c.” The
price is, proportionately to the cost of pro-
ducing the grain, better in Manitoba than
in Ontario. Beginning with interest on the
cost of clearing and fencing an arable acre
in the forest down to the cost of manuring
the Ontario acre heavily for wheat, there is
more loss in 55¢ here than in 40c there.
The reason our farmers sow wheat is that
they thus divide the labor of the year.
They plow in midsummer and sow wheat in
September,which relieves them of exactly so
much plowing and harrowing next spring..
Wheat is also the best vehicle for grass
seeds, Nobody ever believed that wheat-
growing in the] Northwest could goon as &
permanent and perpetual bonanza, The
farmers there, as here, must study the ad-
vantages of mixed husbandry. The day
will come when a war in Europe'or some
mishap to the wheat crops elsewhere will
give them a boom in wheat, but considering
the chegp prairie land, which they boast
has only to be fickled with a plow in the
spring to yield a smiling harveit in the fall,
and their immunity from $he expense of
manuring, the tarmers of the Northwest
have nomore reason to be whining than their
co-laborers here.”

The World agrees with its imformant,
and is disposed to yield to nobody—unless
to the shade of Horace Greeley—in its pro-
found knowlege of rural affairs. Plowing
round stumps and - boulders and mending
snake fences are expensive delights in
Ontario. The prairie farmet’s field, on the
othier hand, is a panorama of parallel fur-
rows without an’obstacle from the rising to
the setting sun, The prime cost of the land
is a bagatelle, There is no tedious removal
of the manure pile to the furthest field on
the farm, and it 18 always the furthest field
that is io need of it, etc. For further com-
parisons consuit the post-prandial utter-
ances of Hon, .

an old-fashioned and ungainly system when
more spproved methods exist and are
in use in all other large cities, The
committee ought to enforce the bylaw
immediately. If for any reason the city
cannot compel the companies to bury their
wires then it should insist on the wires
being strung with some idea of uniformity
and economy as regards the use of poles.

But this
suggestion should not be listened to if the
committee finds it has authority to cause
the wires to be placed undergrouud, The
lighting of vhe streets of course necessitates
poles, but what is to prevent the arc light
wires being carried underground and run
up the trolley poles, the lights being sus-
pended from them? The iron poles do not
possess the glaring deformities of the
wooden ones, If the centre of the city
could be relieved of all but the iron poles a
great improvement would be effected in the
beauty of the streets,

mouthpiece of the Manitoba Patrons, cal-
oculates that 100 acrss of land in the North-
west will produce 1400 bushels of wheat,
which, at 38 cents, amounts to $532. When
all expenses are met it is quite evident
the farmer will have littla left for him-
selt and hig family, - Mr, Braithwaite sum-
marizes the farmer’s expenses as follows:

Now,he must. pay $100 for help and bind-
ing twine, $100 for threshing, and $50 for
breaksges, ete. Then he needs an outfit
worth at least $600, which will require an
outlay of at least $150 to keep up, that is
averaging the life of the outfit at six
years, which, I think, is fair, thus leaving
the man the princely sum of $132 on which
to feed himself and family, that is if ho is
out of debt and his land clear.

Mr, Laurier and the Liberal press pro-

; pose to relieve the farmer by lightening his

burdens. They principally concern tlem-
selves with devising ways and means for re-
ducing the taxes he pays the Government in
the way of tarif duties. The barden of
their policy is that tho farmer is being
taxed to death and that he must be re-
lieved therefrom. But what proposition of
the expense connected with his labor and
binding twine and threshing and so on is
due to the tariff? Certainly but a very
small proportion in any event. >

At most it cannot amount to more than
a couple of cents a bushel on the amount of
wheat harvested. The relief that the
Liberals propose js but a bagatelle. The
saving which they announce they will effect
for the farmer, but which they may not be
able to accomplish, would bring him mno
practical relief. This proposed rolief, how-
ever, is the chief plank in the Liberal plat-
torm.

The policy of the Conservative Govern-
ment, on the other hand, is to increase the
price of the products the farmer has to sell.
This it tries to do by creating a home mar-
ket for his produce. Its policy is to estab-
lish manufactures snd create in-
dustries that will populate the coune
try and afford a near-by mstkot]
for products thatZotherwise must compete
with the pauper labor of the world, InOn-
tario the Conservative policy has been
largely successful in affording the farmers
such a market for a great variety of pro-
ducts, The farmers here do not have to
depend on wheat alone. They find in the
cities aud towns a population that demands
a variety of farm products, and it is in the
sale of these,-more than of wheat, that they
look to for their profit.

GRAND COUNCIL OF THE P.P.A,

Annaal Oonvention of the Order in Ses-

Hamivrox, Jan, 23.—The anoual grand

uncil of the P. P, A. began to-day at
2Welock in Association Hall.

The large number. of country delegates
present at the convention doesn't jibe with
the story that the order is principally con-
fined to the cities.

The strangers seen on the streets—pre-
sumably P.P.A, delegates—are, in the
main, fine-looking fellows, and are appar-
ently very much in earnest in respect ot the
cause,

It is likely that Mayor Stewart will wel-
come the delegates and })rnenc to them the
metaphorical freedom of the city.

INSURGENTS SUCCESSVUL

Ia the Viclnage of Rio, But Peixoto Says
the 'War Will End Thursday,

Rio JaNEirRo, Jan. 19, via Montivedo,
Jan, 23.—Onthe night of Jan. 15 the insur-
gents recaptured Mocangae Islands with
three small cannon and 130 prisoners. The
killed and wounded numbered 50, The in-
surgents lost 14 killed. The insurgent war-
ship Aquidaban brought to Rio bay 600
mon, who now occupy Conceicso and Mo-
cangue Islands. An unsuccessful attempt
to land at Nictheroy was made by tlte in-
surgents on Jan, 16. Government troops
tried to re-take Mocangue islands on
the night of Jan. 17, bus failed.
The friends of the insurgents are elated
over the recent successes of their side and
their contributions of gold are increasing.
Their mail carrier says that he has carried
off from here a total of £1,000,000 sterling,

The steamer Wordsworth carried to Per-
nembuco an agent ofthe insurgents who is
to try to ship on thGovernment cruiser
Nictheroy and then make an attempt to
destroy her., .

A Government official said to-night that
President Peixoto and Admiral da Gama
bad agreed to submit their differences to
tae United States for arbiteation, but that
certain well-paid officers were trying to
prevent the agreement from being carried
out. President Peixoto expects that the
war will be ended by Jan. 25.

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SUGAR MADE FREE.

The Hawalinn Question Froth Twe Points
of View—The Atsitude of Con-

gress to be Defined,

W asHINGTON, Jan, 28.—The sense of the
House in the matter of free sugar was again
made manifest when the amendment’ of-
fered by Mr, Warner (Dem., N.Y,), put-
ting refined sugar on the free list, was re-
affirmed, while that of Mr. Robertson
(Dem., La.), samendment putting a. tax on
sugar, wae defeated, vhus leaving all sugar
free.

The greater part of the day was given up
to a consideration of the free coal schedule,
but the only result achieved was to show
the existence in the Democratic ranks of a
number of bers with protectionist pro-
clivities, The amendments were all de-
teated and Hitt’'s retaliatory amendment
was ruled out. :

The iron ore schedule was then taken up,
but the House was unaBle to dispose of it
in the time that remained before recess, so
it went over until to-morrow.

The Bill in Houss Next Monday.

When the Wilson Tariff bill comes into
the House proper from the committee of the
whole next Monday the present under-
standing is a motion will be made to re-
committ it to the Commictee on Ways
and Means, with instructions which are
not yet fully outlined. Messrs. Sperry
(Conn.) apd Haines (N.Y.) are quoted
as saying that there are 60 Domocrats who
will support this motion.

epublican votes for two reasons, as stated
by one of the leaders.

THE HAWAIXAN SITUATION,

Two Phases of the Question Discussed by
the Sepate,

The Hawaiian question presented itsolf
to-day in the Seuate in two separate and
distinet phases. It canfo up first in the
shape of a resolution reported from the

Committee on Foreign Relations declaring |,

it to be unwise und inexpedient, under
axisting donditions, to consider at this time
any project of annexstion of the Hawaiian
territory to the United States; that the
Provisional Government having been duly
recognized the highest international inter-
ests require that it shall pursue its own
line of policy, and that foreign intervention
in the political affairs of the islands would
be regarded as an_act unfriendly to the
Government of the United States.

The resolution went over till to-morrow,

The second phase in which the Hawaliian

uestion was presented was aspeech by Mr.
%nllom (Rep., Ill.) based on Mr. ¥rye's
resolution of non-intervention, and severely
eriticising the administration.

The Pleffer resolution, asserting that the
Secretary of the Treasury has no authority
in law to issue and sell bonds as proposed
in his recent notice, was referred to the
Committee on Finance,

The Senate Finance Committee to-day
authorized Mr. Voorhees to appoint a sub-
committee of five senators to take chargé of
tho hearings that will be held when the
tariff bill comes over from the House.

McCresry, Republican Chairman of House
Committee . on Foreign Affairs, has pre-
pared and to-day introduced in the House
a resolution defining the attitude of Con-
gress towards Hawail, The resolution was
referred to the Committeo on Foreign At
fairs and will receive considerstion at
Thursday’s meeting,

The resolution says: That the aotion  of
the Minister in employing United States
naval forces and illegally aiding in over-
throwing the constitutional government of
Hawaiian Islands in January, 1893, and 10
setting up in its place a provisional govern-
ment, not republican in form, in opposi-
tion to the will of the majority of the
people, was contrary to the traditions of
our republic and the spirit of our constitu-
tion and should be and is condemned;

That we heartily approve ot the- prin-
ciple announced by the President of the
United States, that interference with do-
mestic affairs of an independent nation is
contrary to the spirit of American institu-
tions; that the annexation of the Hawaiian
Islands or the assumption of a protectorate
over them by our Government s uncalled
for and inexpedient; that the people of
that country should have absolute freedom
and independence in pursuing their own
line of policy, and that foreign intervention
in the political affuirs of the island will not
be regarded with indifference by tho Gov-
ernment of the United States.

GOLDWIN SMITH ON THE PLERISOIT.

Mowat Can Defer the Question Without
Offending Prohibitionists, .

LoxpoNn, Jan, 23.—Mr. Goldwin Smith
writes The Westminster (Gazette remarking
that he hopes the result of the voting in
Ontario on the plebiscit will not be given
undue importance, The vote has no legis-
lative tone, and was merely a mode O
ascertaining the popular opinion. The vote
was probably & political expedient adopted
by the Provincial Government,

INPERIAL SUBSIDY

ship Line—If Granted, Another
Y Boat To Be Bult,

Loxpoy, Jan. 23.—The Marquis of
Ripon, Secretary &t State for the Colonies,
vesterday received a deputation consisting
of Sir Charles Tupper, Canada’s High Com-
missioner, Mr. James Huddart of the Cana-
dian-Australian Pacific Steamship Line and
the agents-goneral of Tasmania, New
Zeanland and Victoria.

Able speeches were made urging the Im-
perial Government to subsidize the Cana-
dian-Australian steamship service to the

_ extent of £25,000 yearly for 10 years in
order-that the service might be sustained.

If this were done assurances were given
that the company would undertake to
build another steamship which would be
available as an armored cruiser in time of
War. : :

. The company would also undertake that
all future steamers Wwould be similarly
built,

1t was urged that the Government would
save by granting this subsidy, as the de-
crease in the subsidies hereafter paid via

- the Suez Canal rcute would be greater than
the subsidy asked for the Canadian-Austra-
lian live.

Thie importance of the route to mails,
passengers and trade and also to the ad-
miralty snd for communication with the
Fiji Isiands was pointed out.

Mr. Huddart said that without ap im-
perial subsidy of £25,000 the company
could not comply with the Admiralty con-
ditions, as such steamers as are used in the
service cost £200,000 each.

Zhe Marquis of Ripon promised the depu-
tation that he would give the matter his
consideration and bring it before the Cabi-
net.

The British ' Postmaster-General, the
Righs Hon. Arnold Morley, has recognized
the new route and has given instructions
that all Australian letters marked ‘‘via
Canada” are to be sent by itein fature. In
making this announcement the Postmaster-
Geuneral u the imperative need of the
much-talked-of and long-promised fast At:
lantic service. ;

CITY TELEPHONE STATISTICS.

Toronto is a Groat Telephone City and
the Business Keeps Growing.

The Bell Telephone Company have now
got one-third of their wires’ underground,
The company have no poles in Yonge-street
up as far as Bloor, none in King-street be- |
tween the Don and Spadina-avenue, and
practically there are mo poles in Queen-
street, At the pres¢nt time the poles ars
being taken down /in Spadina-avenue, St.
George, Church and Charles-streets.  They
will all be taken off the streets mentioned
in the agrecment with the city in advance
of the time required therein. The com-
pany’s pay roll in Toronto foots up to about
$125,000 a year. They have 325. employes
in the civ>. Four thousand five hundred
subscribecs are connected with the sys-
tem, which is just about twice as
many . as asre connected with - the
telephone system of Buffalo. Three-fourths
of the telephones have been perfected with
% metallic cireuits¢ The company’s new
switchboard at the central office will soon
be completed. This, with their switch-
boards in Parkdale and-Yorkville, wiil give
the company a capacity of 10,000 telephone
pervices. The increase in the number of
sabscribers proceeds uniformly from year
to year. Last year there was a net’increase
of 350 subscribers.

The Lifeboat Service,

Editor World: Replying to Mr. George
L. Stephen, who asks in your issue of to-
day whether a proper lifeboat can venture
into a sea where d vessel is stranded snd
breaking up, I would point out that a
vessel may be stranded in 10 or 15 teet of
water or more, according to her draft, and
if ot some distance from the shore it would
be not only feasible but necessary to use a
lifebosast to rescue the crew. Your corres-
pondent was quite right in pointing out
that it might be better to usg the liteboat
before the vessel stranded if possible and
that the rocket apparatus would be more
suitable afterwards. KEverything depends
on locality and circumstances as to which
of the two is the more practicable. The essen-
tial features of the lifeboat are, as I pointed
out before, that she should be unsinkable,
uncapsizable and selt-bailing, so that she
will live in surf or other broken water that
will swamp or capsize any other open hoat,
In illustrating these conditions I mentioned
stranding because it is a common form of

. marine disaster due to stress of weather,
but I had no intention of limiting the use of
the lifeboat to such mishaps.

FINANCE AND TRADE,

A feature of the markets yesterday was
the decline of nearly six per cemnt. in the
price of Sugar Trust on the New York ex-
change. The large majority in the House
in favor of free sugars accounts for the de-
cline. The Wilson bill is not likely, how-
ever, to pass the Senate, and there are yet
in store maoy ups and downs for the

speculators in sugar.

The World ot Saturday last devotes a
colamn to the announcement in The\Can-
ada Gazette showing an increase of mearly
$4,000,000in the aggregate trade of the
Dominion for the six months ended Decem-
ber 31st. A very gratifyiog statement in-
deed, considering the unsatistactory state
of trade in other countries, and the strin-
gency prevailing in our own, which must
soon disappear if we are to be favored with
a continuance of the results of the past six
months, The figures, however, represent-
ing the varieus items of export furnish food
for reflection. It will be seen that the in-
crease in agricultural products is §1,935,924,
while the decrease in animals and their
products is $09,788, This, in a méasure,
may be accounted for by the embargo
placed upon the shipping ot Canadian
cattle, which would not, however, affect
the trade that might and should be done
between this country and England in beef
already prepared for the consumer. The
prejudice which for a time existed in the
British market, against meat imported
from this side of the Atlantie, has entirely
disappeared. Why should we not there-
fore avail ourselves of all the advantages
consequent upon the condensation of that
very important product for shipping pur-
poses? 1f the Canadian market (which it
is sometimes claimed) be found too small to
profitably absorb. the various other pro-
ducts which the animal supplies in addition
to beef, the English market 1s open to re-
ceive the surplus of thess on the same
terms. Take for example the hides and
horns; what an amount of space might be
saved in shipping these in condensed bulk
us compaced with what must be provided
and paid for when they are sent to market
on the back and head of the animals! Con-
densation and a t reduction of
freight will apply eunly to all others.
Ridiculous as the ground for such a state-
ment may seem, it nevertheless has founda-
tion in fact. 1f the Canadians are forcod
into an increased development of what may
be called the manufactyred article by a con-
tinuance of the rutrictlilhnl placed upon the
shipping of their live stock, then all the
better for Canada, for the reason that it
will_prevent the impoverishment of the
country, which to a certain extent 'is going
on by the shipping of its store cattle to be
fattened abroad, very probably upon the in-
crease which the product of the farm is
made to show by the figures in question.—
Legal and Commercial Exchange.
