The question was, had any right under 
the constitution bee uptake n away from 
any minority ? The Privy Council said 
yes, on behalf of the Catholics. He said 
it wne a great injustice for Mr. McCar­
thy and others to raise the cry that this 
was an attempt of the Catholics of Can­
ada to coerce the Protestants into grant­
ing Separate schools for Manitoba. He 
agreed with those who entertained the 
hope that Manitoba would, through its 
legislature, deal effectively with this 
matter. The Remedial Order did not ask 
for the last pound of flesh, and until 
this parliament had refused to accept 
a reasonable compromise it 
lie in Mr. McCarthy’s mouth 
interpret the order as 
done. It wtas untrue 
the Catholics with originating this school 
question, which began in ante-Confedera­
tion days, when the Protestants asked 
for full çentrol of their schools, and it 
was given just before Confederation. Then 
followed the fair proposition, Why not 
give to the Catholic minority of Ontario 
the same rights as were given to the 
Protestant minority in Quebec ? These 
rights were secured* before Confederation 
and were protected under the Union Act, 
so that the eettlememt was as perman­
ent as legislation could make it.

The minister read extracts from the 
speeches of prominent Roman Catholic 
ministers and others to show they, hear­
tily wished to bring about this amicable 
solution of what had caused much trou­
ble. He went on to argue that each of 
the large provinces had the same rights 
as Manitoba ; that is, the rights they 
possess under the constitution, and 
that it was folly to talk of giving 
Manitoba " unlimited t jurisdiction over 
school matters. No province had it.
They were all limited by the constitu­
tion. He earnestly protested against 
any attempt in this House, or out of it, 
to make it appear this was an attempt 
to force Separate schools on Mfcftitoba, 
and expressed confiden. in the good 
sense of the mass of th: people att large 
to do justice to the C tholic minority 
of Manitoba. He warm! condemned the 
agitators who, like^Mr. McCarthy, had 
lost the confidence of the electors of Hal­
dimand, as he had long before lost ttye 
confidence of his old chief, Sir John Mac­
donald, were trying to achieve populari­
ty and notoriety at the expense of 
Law, order and good feeling.

The Address was then passed without 
a division.

Hon. Mr. Foster gave notice that he 
would move the House into Supply on 
Thursday, and in reply to Sir Richard 
Cartwright said the estimates would be 
ready by that time.

Past President P. H. Drayton pro­
posed the health of the Lieut.-Governor 
of Ontario, and said that in all philan­
thropic movements and whatever tend­
ed to promote the success or advance­
ment of the province the Lieut.-Gover- 
nor was ever to the fore.

CHINAMEN IN COFFINS,

Novel Methods of Smuggling Celestials 
Across the Line.

Montreal, April 23.—A novel yet dan­
gerous mode of smuggling Chinamen has 
just been brought to light by the shrewd 
work of United States customs officials 
from Boston. About a year ago the 
same officials exposed an organized gaug 
of smugglers that “ran” Chinamen into 
the United States on forged passports 
from this city. It was estimated at the 
time fully 200 Celestials, with the aid 
of smugglers, succeeded in escaping for 
some time the vigilant eyes of Uncle 
Sam’s officials and getting safely ensconc­
ed in Boston and New Yorlf.

Not to be outwitted, the leaders of the 
gang put their heads together, and last 
mouth devised another means of getting 
the Celestials across the lines. This time 
the wily Chinaman was consigned to a 
rude pine coffiu, wit#concealed airholes 
and with the aid of a fo'rged death cer­
tificate was safely shipped from St. 
John, N.B., to* Vanceboro, Maine, where 
the supposed corpse would be claimed 
by one of the smugglers. After stay­
ing in hiding . for several days, the 
“corpse,” attired as a female, would be 
spirited away uuder cover of night, and 
before morniug dawned the ‘^corpse” was 
safely lodged in either Boston, Spring- 
field or New Yo'rk. Fifteen were 
run across thus. AYhen this new means 
of entrance into1 the United States be­
came generally known among the resi­
dent Chinamen in Vancouver they took 
steps to instruct their confreres from 
the Flowery Kiugdoto as soon as they 
arrived on the Pacific Coast of the new 
manner of gaining access to1 the land of 
the free. Arrived in Montreal, the 
(Celestials were taken in hand by* the 
smugglers, who shipped them this time 
to Quebec, and from there over the In­
tercolonial Railway to St. John, N.B., 
where other members of the gang “ran” 
them into the States as dead Chinese. 
Arrests are expected.

The mere threat on the part of the 

city to establish its own electric light­
ing plant had^fEë effect of bringing down 
the price from $108 to $74, which 
amounts to a saving of $34,000 a year 
on one thousand lamps. The actual in­
stallation of a plant of our own 
prove even more beneficial to the city. 
We pay yearly to the Gas Company about 
six hundred thousand dollars, and pro­
bably1 half that sura to the electric, 
light .companies for power and light 
supplied private individuals.

000. This sum is $25,000 in excess of 
what the best . procurable plant need 
cost. We say it is no exaggeration to 
state that the saving that citizens would 
effect by introducing competition would 
in three years wipe out the whole cost 
of the plant. Independent of this, how­
ever, we will actually save anything 
from $10,000 to $20,000 at the outset 
if we operate our own plant, instead 
of giving the contract to an indepen­
dent company. We can certainly make 
our own light for $65 per 
lamp, which, with a 1300-ftfcht system, 
means a saving of $13,000 a year. 
But it is altogether likely, in the course 
of a year or two, we will be able* 
to produce a light for $50. In this esti­
mate there is, of course, included a sink­
ing fund that will entirely wipe out the 
costs of the plant. Citizens should not 
be led by Mayor Kennedy’s alleged warn­
ing. We will never have a better oppor­
tunity than the present for breaking up 
the light monopoly that now has Toron­
to at its mercy. If we ever intend to 
get rid of it, we must make a beginning 
some time, and the sooner we make a 
move the better. Mayor Kennedy is will­
ing to commit the city to a debt of $1,-
