The farm is a vast 
laboratory in which the highest 
scientific ability may find scope. The 
establishment of agricultural colleges 
tended, not only to improve farming 
profits, but to dignify the calling, or 
rather to recognize its inherent dig­
nity.

In con­
nection with proprietary medicines, 
our laws, says Dr. Revell, are be­
hind some other countries, notably 
the United States, where such reme 
dies may not be sold as “cures” for 
certain diseases. In addition to 
thôir actual harmful effects on those 
who use them, Dr. Revell is of 
the opinion that the advertisements 
of some of the preparations actually 
induce''"disease by working on the 
imagination of newspaper readers 
And again, some are prevented from 
seeking competent medical assistance 
until disease run its course to the 
point where assistance is impossible. 
And then there is the by no means 
negligible matter of the thousands 
of dollars wasted in the purchase of 
worthless nostrums which might 
far better be spent in providing 
wholesome necessities and amuse­
ments rather than pondering to 
morbid imaginations stimulated by 
he reading of misleading advertise­

ments.—Grain Growers’ Guide.

FEET USED TO BE LARGER.

A Modern No. 8 Shoe Would Hove 
Fitted on Ancient Greek Belle.

Artist» assure us that no Greek 
sculptor would bare ever dreamed of 
putting a nine Inch foot on a five and 
oue-half foot woman. The types for 
the classic marble figures were taken 
from the most perfect forms of living 
persons. Unquestionably the human 
foot, os represented by the ancient 
sculptors, was larger than the modern 
one; and. In fact, the primitive foot of 
all peoples whereof we have any rec­
ord, either of statuary or otherwise, 
was considerably larger than the re­
stricted foot of later times.

The masculine foot, forming an ap­
proximate average of four different 
countries, was about twelve Inches 
long. This would require at least a 
No. 10 shoe to cover It comfortably. 
The average masculine foot today Is 
easily fitted with n No. shoe and Is 
therefore not above ten and seven-six­
teenths Inches. Now, by the old sculp­
tural rule of proportion, a man five 
feet nine Inches In height should have 
a foot eleven and one-half Inches long, 
or one-sixth. Ills height It was of no 
great consequence what size sandnl he 
wore, but he would have required a 
modern shoe of at least a No. 10& for 
a minimum fit or a No. 11 for real 
comfort

Nor women, allowing for the differ­
ence In the relative size of the sexes, 
which was about the same then as 
now, a woman of five feet three Inches 
In height would have had a foot ten 
inches long, requiring a modern shoe of 
the size No. 6 as the most comfortable, 
or a No. 5% as the limit of Comfort-

NOTE AND COMMENT.

Seventeen percent, of the eggo 
produoed in the country are destroy­
ed for want of proper treatment. It 
is not the farmer, the middleman or 
small storekeeper who nays for this 
loss ; it is paid for out of the pocket 
of the consumer.

The Michigan State Senate last 
week on Monday passed a bill to es- 
tabli8h pensions for mothers. The 
measure provides that mothers hav­
ing children dependent upon them 
mav draw not to exceed $3 per week 
for each child on order of probate 
court.

Iceland has no jails, no leniten- 
tiary, no court, and only one police- 
man. Not a drop of alcoholic liquor 
is made on the island. Its 78,000 
people are total abstainers, since they 
wiU not permit any liquor to be im- 
ported. There is not an illiterate 
adult on the island nor a child ten 
years old unable to read.

A rural pastor writing to the 
■Ouardmn says that after paying 
expenses he had nothing left, and is 
really $90 poorer. Amongst ex­
penses $326 is allowed for food for 
hiB family of ten, or about three 
cents a meal for the entire time. Is 
it any wonder that bright young 
men engage in other pursuits ?

Here is another of those unkissed 
and unkissing wives. Her husband, 
a New York school teacher, is suing 
for divorce, and in the process, de- 
Clares that he courted her twenty- 
one years and married her six months 
ago, and in all that time he was nev- 
-er permitted to kiss her. If he 
courted her twenty-one years and 
never kissed her, he richly deserves 
all the penalty he may be Called up­
on to suffer in having married her.

It is not often that farmers have 
an opportunity to borrow money 
from the banks without interest. 
Such an opportunity, however, has 
been extended to the farmers of 
Iowa by a number of public-spirited 
bankers who can see far into the fu­
ture. They have offered to loan 
money to farmers without interest 
who will use that money in building 

1 silos.

Next year the British navy will 
have 29 Dreadnoughts, or one more 
than the number possessed by the 
Triple Alliance formed by Germany 
Austria and Italy. In 1915 Great 
Britain will have 35 vessels of the 
first class to 33 possessed by the 
Triple Alliance. In 1920 Britain 
will possess forty-one ships, all of 
which will be superior in fighting 
power to the original Dreadnought. 
This will be exclusive of the ships 
which the Malay States and Canada 
are expected to provide. By the 
same date, at the rate of construc­
tion provided for in the German 
naval law, Germany will have 24 
-ships of the same class. Thus the 
British navy will exceed that of Ger­
many, not by GO per cent., but by 70 
per cent. These are the British 
Admiralty’s own figures.

Ontario's Wealthy Farmers

committee of the House of Commons that 
the Ontario farmer has ceased to be a 
factor in loans from the banks.

Three cheers and a tiger for Ontario ' 
farmers and Ontario farming !

Time was when the Ontario farmer 
was where the Western Canada farmer 
now is. He had to go begging to the 
banks, tint now the banks come to him. 
Whereas the farmer needed money from 
the bankers, now the bankers are glad to 
get hold of the farmers’ surplus capital.

What a splendid testimony to the 
prosperity of the farmers of this banner 
province.

Interesting Happenings
A little four-year-old boy, George War* 

den, of Brock ville, while climbing a 
fence, was knocked down by lumber he 
dislodged and smothered to death in the 
soggy ground.

A painful accident happened to a farm­
er at St. Antoine, Quebec. While work­
ing in his sugary he stumbled and placed 
one foot in a pan of boiling syrup, the 
skin bçing peeled off. No one was pres­
ent to summon help and .he had to walk 
more than a mile to get medical assist­
ance.

The little fohr-year-old son of Thomas 
Burnstead, ' Meaford, met death in a 
tragic manner recently. Out of childish 
curiosity to see what was inside, the 
little hoy crawled into a heavy iron roller, 
unnoticed by hisjtather, wl:o was oiling a 
bearing. A neighbor alartned the father 
just as he started his horses, but too late, 
for the roller had already started to 
revolve and the child’s head was almost 
severed from his shoulders.

Anson Dabney, a prominent Sprinks 
Corner farmer, who was in Dowagiac, 
Mich., with a load of parsnips, related a 
thrilling tale. He stated that while 
coming up through the Pipestone hills 
he was attacked by a drove of nearly 150 
muskrats, which apparently had been' 
attracted by the odor of the parsnips. 
He promptly threw off several bushels of . 
the vegetables, and, whipping the horses, * 
escaped, and got to the city without 
further annoyance from the little ani­
mals.

A judgment of much interest to the 
travelling public was handed out by a 
Toronto judge last week in the case of 
a claim for loss of baggage against the 
C. P. R. The woman plaintiff had her 
trunk checked from St. Thomas to Tor­
onto, but when she went to claim it at 
the latter place it could not be found. 
She sued the company for $340 but in its 
defence the company held that it was 
liable only for $100 for loss of passenger’s 
goods, according to the conditions print­
ed on the check, but the judge disallow­
ed this and gave the woman judgment 
for her full claim.

A Well-known Railroad Man 
Dead

Sarnia, April 25.—Ope of the oldest 
citizens of Sarnia, both iu point of years 
and residence, in the person of John 
Mitchell, died at his residence, aged 
eighty-one. Deceased was one of the 
most widely known and respected of 
Sarnia’s residents.

Mr. Mitchell was born in Edinburgh, 
Scotland, and when a young man came 
to Boston, Mass.; where he was employed 
for some time. Later he came to Canada 
and entered the employment of the 
Great Western Railway about 1355. He 
resided in London for several years, later 
moved to Petrolea, and from there to 
Sarnia along in the early part of the 
sixties. He had resided here ever since. 
He was conductor on the train at the 
time of the ‘Komoka Disaster” and 
resigned shortly after the Accident, re­
entering the service of the railroad as a 
mailclerk. Some years ago, he was 
retired on superannuation.

THE MARKET TYPE OF HOG.
Points to Note When Selecting Sows 

For Breeding Purposes.
In selecting a brood sow there are 

certain points which are so generally 
accepted that they may offer a guide 
to the beginner or to the breeder who 
would improve his herd. Perhaps the 
demands of the packer will serve as a 
good guide in this matter. The experi­
ence of the packer has taught him that 
a certain type of hog Is most profitable 
for him because It will produce the 
largest amount of salable pork with 
tbe smallest amount of waste. Any 
hog that varies from this type Is con­
fronted with a variation In price when 
he goes to the market

The head should be medium In length, 
with a full Jowl, which must not be 
heavy or baggy; the neck must be short 
and full; the shoulders well set and in 
liue with the side; the chest full, well 
let down and wide between the legs; 
the back rounded; the lower line shduld 
be straight and the ribs well sprang, 
but not round. There should be plenty 
of meat on the loin, the sides should be 
straight and the flank low. Too many 
breeders overlook the Importance of the 
flank. A low, deep flank means a deep 
side and middling and means a corre­
spondingly good side and ham. The 
flank Is one of the indexes of a quiet 
dlspositipn, easy feeding and early ma-

Edible Flowers of Butter Trees.
By far the most remarkable of edi­

ble flowers Is that culled from the but­
ter tree of India. The blossoms of this 
singular tree are the chief means of 
sqbslstence with the Bhlls and other 
Indian hill tribes. An average tree 
yields from 200 to 350 pounds of pulpy, 
bell shaped flowers that, when they 
drop off during March and April, the 
hot months of the Indian year, axe 
eagerly gathered by the natives. They 
have when fresh a peculiar and lus­
cious taste, but the fragrance of them 
Is not pleasant and is best and meet 
briefly described as “mousy.” Usually 
they are cured In the. sun, shrivel to 
one-fourth of their size and then re­
semble nothing so much rfS raishuL 
The natives prepare them for food by 
boiling or using them In sweetmeats^-*

turing qualities, and a hog which has a 
good flank and a good head will gener­
ally be found to possess these.

Depth of body is more essential than 
length, although both are desirable. 
The sow which combines depth, length, 
a good top line, low, broad flank and 
stands on good feet and legs will gen­
erally prove to be an excellent brood 
sow, and if she possesses the breed 
character her progeny will be in de­
mand and may develop into prize win­
ners. There fias been for a long time 
an impression that one could not secure 
too much ham on a hog of any one of 
the lard type breeds. This, however, 
is erroneous. The surplus ham, which 
has a baggy appearance, is so much 
waste material, and any surplus that 
can be bred into a hog should go into 
quality. In measuring a hog the dis­
tance from the root of the tail to the 
center of the forehead over the back 
should be about the same as the meas­
urements about the heart and about 
the flank. If one should have in mind 
a box of oblong shape from which the 
corners have been rounded off be 
would have a good idea o*f the proper 
type for the individual hog.

Fire Losses in Canada
The fire loss in the United States and 

Canada for the last ten years has aver­
aged $250,000,000 a year. What could 
you do with that ?

January—#3,913,585, with a toll of 14 
lives lost.

February—$1,640,153, w'ith 21 lives 
lost.

March—#1,710,756, With 22 lives lost.
Giving a total loss in Canada for the 

first three months of the year of $7,264,- 
294, and on top of that 57 valuable lives 
lost ; and the most deplorable and out­
standing feature is the plain statement 
that many of these fires are reported as 
preventable.
