sun-dial* and the arbitrary division of fore­
noon and afternoon into hours, but the 
nights remained an divided for many cen­
turies. This is the origin of the system 
of chronometry which we have inherited.
It so happens that at the hour of noon nt 
any given place the sun Is south in the 
heavens, and as every individual place on 
the surface pf the earth has its own noon 
except in the same meridian, there are no 
two places with the same noon. Theore­
tically, there is everywhere a difference iiï 
the same State, in the same city, and even 
in the same street. It is only by h com­
promise that the Inhabitant of the same 
large city can use the same time, they 
must mutually consent to use the time 
of some point within tliç limits of the 
municipality. As the railway system has 
pfactically brought all cities into contact 
a compromise on an extended scale Is 
called for. At present we fiud everywhere 
more or lets confusion. The travelling 
public are often greatly inconvenienced 
and they are continually exposed to an 
clement of danger. Fifty years ago the 
Inherited system aiptwered all ordinary 
purposes, but the conditions of the present 
are widely different and the exigencies tif 
the hour demand some modification. No 
question is becoming more important to 
the masses of people, continually ebbing 
and flowing over the land in all directions, 
than the regulation of time. Every per­
son In the community is more or less 
interested, but the railway managers are 
the firet to come face to face with t^e diffi­
culties #bich present themselves. In the 
interest of the corporations they represent 

. and in the punllc interests they arc com­
pelled to consider the means of averting 
the evils which have sprung up and which 
are every day increasing. The regulations 
of time for railway aud civil purposes gen­
erally has for several years engaged atten­
tion. Thoughtful men and scientific so­
cieties have examined the question. The 
American Society of Civil Engineers has 
among other societies, given it careful con­
sideration. Nearly two years ago this 
society determined to consult all person= 
and associations specially interested 
throughout the United State*, Canada and 
Mexico, and invited their co-operation in 
an effort to effect a satisfactory and speedy 
solution of the problem. This action led 
to a general expression of opinions and the 
maturing of a scheme of standard time, the 
essential features of which have been fa­
vored aud adopted by the railway author­
ities. This scheme, which Las been ac­
cepted with almost perfect tronairoity, i* 
is marked by extreme simplicity.

It is proposed that the whole continent 
shall be regulated by time standards coin­
ciding with the 75th, the 99th, the 105th 
and the 120th meridians. If, as it is pro­
posed, the railway managers tike the lead 
in giving effect to the scheme, tliey wijl 
undoubtedly confer a lasting benefit on the 
whole community. Standard time will be 
first l^nown as railway time, but there can­
not he a doubt that railway rime wilt speed­
ily become the recognized time in every 
State. The momVnt lire people become 
alive to the advantages of the new system 
and are prepared to adopt it for all civil 
purposes the change may be made general­
ly or.in localities as may bo determined 
on. If all fhe clocks and watches in tbo 
country were on any one night made a few 
minutes taster or slower to bring them Ao 
the new standard, the people would awake 
In tbd morning withdbt the Mighest con­
sciousness of any change. They would 
only be surprised to discover that every 
individual carried the same time. If a 
person travelled northerly and southerly, 
stopping at a thousand pieces, say lietwern 
AVtiinipeg and New Orleans , he would find 
the hours, miuute* aud seconds everywhere 
in complete harmony.

OH on the Troubled Waters.

Newport, Nov. 19.—“ Yea, sir, we let as 
•many as 600 gallons of oil into the sea and 
thus waved the whole of us.” These words 
wi-re^poken to-day by Captain Parker, of 
British brig Louisa Coipel of Yarmouth, 
Nova Scotia, who arrived last evening with 
his vessel, after experiencing most tem­
pestuous weather. The vessel left Yar­
mouth on tho 7th inst., with general cargo 
for New York. Owing to the severe gales, 
the vessel made for Nantucket shoals, ar­
riving there at about midnight on the llth. 
Two big anchors were dropped, but the 
vessel, dragged, and the Captain, to save 
hia vessel, was compelled to slip these and 
put out to sea. The hurricane still continu­
ing, the vessel lay-to on the port tank. 
The sea was running mountains high, the 

sbing over the vessel from atom 
to stern, and with such force that the deck 
cargo got badly shifted. Tbe Captain aud 
his two officers decided to tap some barrels 
of fish oil which were on deck. The casks 
were rclashed and a large number of holes 
bored into them, so that a stream of oil 
.flowed into the sea. The effect was al­
most instautaneous. The vessel was drift­
ing about six points to the leeward, leav­
ing the oil to the windward. Captain Par­
ker says that in about three-quarters of an 
hour the waves had almost ceased break­
ing over his vessel, and but for the fact 
that he had oil on board the vessel all 
hands must have been lost.

LAWRENCETOWN,v -HICKS pasha’s army anihilaybd BY THB FALSE 
** PROPHET.

London, Nov. 22__ A despatch dated
Cairo, this morning, says the army of 
Hicks Pasha has been destroyed by tbe 
forces of Et Mapdi, the false prophet. 
Fighting is said to have continued from 
the 3rd,to the 6th inst., and to have re- 
suited in the complete annihilation of 
Egyptian troops. It is stated that a Euro­
pean artist Was the only person who escap­
ed. The forces of El Mapdi were estimât- 
ed at 300,000 men, and included Dervishes, 
Bedouins, mulattœs and regulars. The 
battle was fought neat El Obeid. E. Map­
di first sent forward Dervishes that they 
would vanquish the enemy by divine aid. 
Subsequently the regulars joined in the at­
tack and the engagement became general. 
The army of Hicks Pasha, which early in 
the battle was divided into two bodies, was 
subsequently reunited and formed int 
square, which the false prophet broke after 
three days of desperate fighting.

Middleton Comer. House Plants In Winter.

As the season has arrived fçr arrang­
ing the choice plants for beautifying 
our homes throughout the long winter, 
a few practical suggestions may be ao- 
acceplable. Large plants take up so 
much room that it is better to take ger­
anium slips for the house windows, 
and put the large plants into the cel­
lar to keep for the garden in the 
spring. There are two ways of keeps 
ing them ; one is, to take them from 
the earth carefully, so as not to break 
the roots, shake off the loose earth, and 
hang them where they will dry and 
warm in the cellar through the winter, 
and set them out as 
enough in the spring. The other is, to 
bury the roots in earth, set them ups 
right where they will be safe from 
frosts, and water them occasionally 
through the winter. Ivies of all kinds 
need lighfand warmth, and will not 
live m the cellar, so they need cutting 
baoic when brought into the house.

Pelargoniums, that are for winter 
blooming, should be out back quite 
close, taking off all the old stalks, 
leaving only this year’s shoots. Hang 
ing plants are very nice,Ns they can be 
suspended from the tops of the win­
dows and are entirely out of the way. 
Wire brackets and window shelves are 
very convenient in the winter for plants 
that require the sunshine, like the va­
riegated geraniums need a south win­
dow to keep them in good condition 
and beauty, while others thrive finely 
in either east or west windows. Great 
care should be taken to keep all insects 
off the plants, as they will never thrive 
if infested with them. Frequent wash­
ing is the surest preventative, a pinch 
of sulphur buried in each crock will 
help to exterminate insects and kill 
worms that may be in the earth. A 
little sulphur burned in the sitting- 
room is as beneficial to plant health as 
it is to animal health, and ought always 
to be attended to, occasionally, as it 
destroys all fungus growths on walls or 
plant pots, and renders the atmosphere 
pure. Care must be taken not to water 
the plants too much. Heliotropes, 
lilies and ivies require more than any 
other house plants, — Farmer'8 wife in 
Country Gentleman.

Not long since a lady called at our 
door, and asked me what I did to make 
our carnat one look so vigorous and 
healthy ; she told me that she had one 
which she had kept two or three years, 
but it was not growing well and she 
thought she should throw it away.

I have heard several complaints of 
this kind which has induced me to 
write about carnations.

The carnation needs a cool, moist at* 
moephere. A plant will not grow well 
after it is syear old, therefore It is ne­
cessary to take cuttings, which should 
be done early m the spring ; the first 
of March Is a good time. Those who 
have green houses root them in sand. 
It takes about three weeks. As soon 
as danger of bard frosts is past they 
should be transplanted to the open 
ground. If winter blooming is desired 
the tops should be cut off two or three 
times during the summer, and they 
should not be allowed to blossom. 
Treated in this way, they will produce 
busby, vigorous plants, which will give 
an abundance of flowers, fragrance and 
pleasure during the entire winter.

September is a good time to pot 
them, and it is well to plunge the pots 
in the earth and let them remain out 
of doors two or three weeks until the 
roots become well eat 
pots before taking

—It has always appeared to the wri­
ter that the mode of killing fowls by 
wringing their necks was an unnatural 
one, and also an unhealthy one to tbe 
consumer of the fowls. Killed in this 
way, the blood coagulates in the body 
of the fowl, and soon becomes putrid. 
It’s tendency therefore is to render the 
flesh unhealthy. There may be no per­
ceptible taste or smell about it, but 
decay has commenced, and the germs 
of disease have been formed. Instead 
of wringing tbe neck, let the head be 
severed from the body at one blow, 
and the fowl hung up by the feet until 
the last drop of blood has left the 
veins. Whatever poisonous or injurious 
germs may have been in the blood will 
thus have escaped, leaving the flesh 
sweet and wholesome. Wringing the 
neck seems barbarous. When the life 
of an animal is taken let it be done 
with as little suffering as possible.

— If you want to have no trouble 
with heaves in your horses be sure that 
they are fed no dusty and dirty hay, 
which is tbe prolific source of this 
noyanoe. Ordinary clean hay 
always be fed with safety if properly 
cut up, moistened, and mixed with 
ground grain ; but to feed the musty or 
dirty sorts is very injurious. Clover, 
owing to its liability to crumble, often 
gets dirty, even after storage, and 
should never be fed without being pre 
viously moistened.
