erations. This community would be 
quite sufficient for itself and far more 
prosperous if the money that is made 
here were also spent here. But the 
mail order houses get a good share of 
it. In sending this money away the 
mail order house customer fails to 
take into consideration many matters 
that rightly hold a claim upon his at­
tention.

The home merchant is your neigh­
bor and your friend. He is In touch 
with your affairs and concerned about 
your success. He bears his part in 
building the community and the ad­
vantages it offers, tie pays taxes to 
keep going schools, governments and 
provide improvements. He contribu­
tes liberally to churches and a hund­
red activities of one kind and anot­
her that help to make the community 
a better place In which to live.

Within the past year numerous de­
mands have been made for contribu­
tions for various purposes. Always 
it is the business and professional 
people of Pictou who miist bear the 
big load in these drives. And they 
■do not shirk these demands. We have 
failed to learn of a single instance 
Where a request was made upon a 
mall order house for contribution. 
And if it had been made the request 
would have been ignored. And yet 
there are mail order houses that re­
ceive more money out of this com­
munity each year than do many local 
business houses. The former pay no 
taxes, they build no schools or 
Churches, they pave no streets, they 
add nothing to the progress of the 
life of this community.

This matter was brought forcibly 
to our attention the other day when 
somebody stated to us he had Just 
mailed 840 to a distant house for an 
order of goods. He could have bought 
these goods from any one of a half 
dozen places In Pictou and Just as 
cheaply. He would have had the fur­
ther privilege of inspecting them be­
fore buying and taking them with him 
that day. Yet he sent his money away.

Buenos Aires.—This city probably 
possesses the most curious restaur­
ant in the world. It lies in Pasco de 
Julio, a street frequented by sailors 
and dockers. The whole establish­
ments consist of ,a great pot, about 
one yard in diameter, and an equally 
large fork. Only one dish, called “pu- 
chero," is offered to customers. It is 
simply prepared. The proprietor fills 
the pot with water, lets a few chunks 
of meat and bones drop to the bottom, 
then adds some coloring material, 
partly to give a touch om mystery to 
the whole ; partly to make the meat 
at the bottom invisble.

A fire is now started under the pot 
When the mixture boils a sign is dis­
played, stating that “lunch, dinner or 
supper is now ready.” Each customer 
pays five cents and is handed a huge 
fork, which he dips into the boiling

m “My husband, as a rule, bates sand­
wiches, but this one never fails to 
call forth word of commendation— 
one hard-boiledCanada has large areas of hardwood 

forests, the forested provinces all be­
ing well stocked with maple, birch 

and beech. What uses it can be put1 
to is a problem which is at present 
interesting all concerned with the uti­
lization and conservation of the forest 
says the Natural Resources Intellig­
ence Service of the Department of the 
Interior.

Hardwood logging has been but lit­
tle developed, due in part to the fact 
that there has been comparatively 
little market for hardwood logs, and ! 
also to the fact that they cannot be j 
floated down the streams to the mills | 
as readily as the coniferous species, j

There are, however, many small 
factories in Canada using hardwood 
almost entirely in manufacture, while 
many of our larger industries use 
large quantities of hardwood. The 
growing of the better grades of soft­
woods, however, is causing more con­
sideration to be given to the use of 
hardwoods as substitutes for many 
purposes, and the volume is gradual­
ly increasing.

That Canadian maple is a very sat­
isfactory substitute for American hick­
ory for handle purposes has been de­
monstrated by a large Glasgow, Scot­
land, firm of handle importers and 
distributors. The importers and dis­
tributors. The Canadian Trade Com­
missioner at Glasgow reports the re­
sults of tests made as to the suitab­
ility of Canadian rock maple for hand­
les for miners’ picks, axes, and simi­
lar tools, with the result that while 
the maple was not as strong as the 
hickory it was amply strong for the 
purpose. The firm in question has 
carried on an active campaign to in­
crease the use of maple handles and 
fas succeeded in building up a large 

trade.
The Canadian Trade Commissioners 

at Manchester reports a growing 
trade and a large market for last 
blocks for the making of shoemakers’ 
lasts. These are also made of maple, 
and the amount of wood used for this 
purpose may be estimated from the 
fact that two millions lasts are re­
quired yearly.

There are many other articles 
which might be produced from hard­
wood. especially the smaller lines of 
wood" goods. Maple and birch and in­
terior finish, being very satisfactory 
for the purpose. Hardwoods can be 
used for pulpwood, but owing to dify 
ficulties of transportation and tÿfé 
heavy loss by sinking of the logs, lit­
tle is used in the making of paper.

Amherst.—A declaration in favor of 
Maritime Union was made by Hon. |

His first remedy for 
present Maritime conditions was “Buy 
at home ; second, cheaper power ; 
third, more industries, and finally a ; 
concerted effort for cheaper freight 
rates, more immigration and wider 
markets.”
