The Mvn“zipal School Fund has al-
ways becn distributed partly as a
fixed grant of $25 to the school trus-
tees for every teacher employed for
the full year, the balance being dis-
tributed according to the attendance
of pupils. You will find the actual
amounts for the year ended July,
1912 on page 20 of my Report for
that year, a copy of which I am send-
ing your clerk herewith. The grants
authorized by the legislature for the
support of the Schools for the Blind
and Deaf, have made the amount
available for the public schools less
than it was originally, thus tending
to the depression of the rural schools
although to the benefit of the special
schools.

If your Council can come thus
the aid of your rural schools which
are afflicted by both general economic |
conditions and the legislation ire- |
ferred to, and should adopt the fifty
cent rate as already domne in Cum
land, I should recommend that the
fixed grant of $25 to trustees for each
teacher  employed be raised to $40.
