Argentine.—A 3 centavo stamp of the same type as the other low values was issued
February 18. 3 centavos, orange.

Brazil, United States of —From E. T. Barrows we have received a new stamp of
the value of 100 reis. In the center is a small head of liberty laureated and facing to the
left in a small double circle inscribed “Republic des E. U. de Brazil.” Above the circle
is “Correio” and below “Reis 100 Reis.” The stamp is rectangular in shape, the
spaces outside the inscriptions being filled in with various fancy ornaments and designs.
Perforate 13 horizontally and 11 vertically. oo reis, rose.

British Central Africa.—A 4 shilling stamp has been provided by using the adapt-
able die of the South Africa Company printed in gray with the value in red and “B.C.A.”
surcharged in black. 4 shillings, gray and red ; dlack.

Curacao.—Two more stamps of the new type are in use it is said. 10 ceats, blue.
30 cents, gray.

Diego Suarez.—The Revie Philateligue has scen the following additional values of
the unpaid letter stamps with “Diego Suarez” surcharged in black: 1 centime, black ;
2 centimes, black ; 3 centimes, black ; 4 centimes, black ; 5 centimes, black.

Dutch Indies.—A new issue of unpaid letter stamps with “Cents” below the
numerals of value is beginning to appear. 2o cents, carmine and black.

Ecuador.—The dmerican Journal of Philately has seen the following stamps which
have been used io pay postage on letters, etc.: Telegraph stamp, 1 centavo, green and
red. Telegraph stamp with top cut off, 1 centavn, gray and red, 5 centavos, yellow and
black. Stamp cut from letter card, 10 centavos, vermilion and blue. New stamps are
in preparation, it is said, and they will probably bear the likeness of ex-president Roca-
fuerte, who served from 1839 to 1844.

Fiji—Yrom Vindin's Philatelic Monthiy we learn of the issue of three new stamps.
They are said to somewhat resemble the current 1 penny New South Wales, but have for
a central design the setting sun and a native ina canoe. 1 penay, black ; 2 pence, green ;
5 pence, blue,

France—The new unpaid letter stamps are of the same design as the previous issue
the colors only being changed. 1 centime, black, 35 centimes, bluc ; 10 centin-es, bistre’;
15 centimes, green ; 30 centimes, carmine ; 50 centimes, mauve ; Go centimes, brown on
bistre ; 1 franc, mauve on brown.
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French Congo--\ few more surcharges which we had overlovked.  ‘They are on
the unpaid stamps and the number issued of each is annexed. 5 centimes on 3¢, black,
red, 2500 ;5 centimes on 20c¢, black, 7ed, 2400 ; 5 centimes on 3oc, black, red, 2300.

Gibraltar-—The donthdy fournal gives the following list of the surcharged issue,
showing the number issued of cach denomination. 5 centimos on !5 penny, §7,120; 10
centimos on I penny, 100,320 25 centimos on 2 peuce, 54,720 25 centimos on 234
pence, 240,720 : 40 centimos on 4 pence, 14,520; 50 centimos on 6 pence, 14,760 ; 75
centimos on 1 shilling, 12,400.  Thus it will be seen that of the once thought to be “rare
crror” of 25¢. on 2 pence nearly as many were issued as of the 5 centimos, which only
sold for a few cents.  The 75 centimos will no doubt become a rare stamp before many
years are past.

Great Britain, Levant—The supply of jo paras stamps having been unexpectedly
cxhausted, the 14 penny stamp was surcharged “ jo Paras” in black by the local authori-
tics on the 25th of February and used for a couple of days, when the supply was reccived
from England. They were not sold to the public, but were affixed at the office by the
employees. 40 paras on 15 penny, vermilion, dlack. The 14 penny stamp is used on
printed matter unsurcharged for the ro-para rate, but as the 214 penny rate is held to be
equal to go paras, these stamps are not surcharged, but used solely for printed matter
without any overprinting. .

Hawaii—A newspaper letter from Honolulu under date of April 28, states that the
postage stampss will be issued about May 20, with the surcharge ¢ Provisional Government
of 18¢3.”

Labuan.—Ze Timbre Poste has received the unwatermarked 8 cent stamp with the
surcharge “6 cents™ in black in two lines. 6 cents on 8 cents, violet; dlack. In view
of all these recent surcharges the story that all the remainders of the unwatermarked set
were suld to a dealer louks o little fishy, Either it was a ity tale or there has Leen « new
supply printed.

Liberia.—The old 3 cent inland postage stamp is now printed in a new color accord-
ing to several of our exchanges. 3 cents, red.

Luxemburg.—The lustrirte Bricfmarken Zeitung gives three high values of the
new set: 1 frane, blue violet; 2%4 franes, black ; 5 franes, red brown.

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THE DE COPPET AUCTION SALE.

This was without doubt, one of the most important events in the history of
philately, as it presented to the stamp world the finest array of material that has
ever been offered at public sale. A great deal of credit is due to Mr. De Coppet
for the manner in which he arranged and catalogued his collection, and also for the
excellent manner in which he brought it to the notice of all coliectors as the work
was all done by himself. Unfortunately the catalogue was marred by a number
of rank fraulls and also by a general tendency to exaggerate the condition of the
stamps in the interest of the owner and against the interests of the buyer.

We cannot, however, refrain from voicing the general sentiment that prevailed
at the sale that “a string was tied to every lot ” and that, notwithstanding the
fact of reserves being openly placed on some stamps, they were actually placed
on every stamp in the collection no matter how unimportant or common.

Thisis not the principle that is generally adopted in auction sales in America,
and we hope that this beginning will not be an entering wedge for such methods
in the future.

The total amount realized was in the neighborhood of $30.000.00, but it is im-
possible to form an estimate as to the amount that was actually sold, as we know
of a number of items having been bought in for the owner’s account. We give
herewith a list of the stamps that realized $50.00 and over.

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KINGSTON NOTES.

Having been compelled to visit the old “ Limestone City” on business a few
day ago, I called on several of the Collectors in that city, and so passed a very
pleasant afternoon with them. Some years ago Kingston had more stamp
collectors for its population than any other town or city in Canada. Almost
cvery one of the 4oo cadets at the Royal Military College, as well as the boys
around town having caught the “stamp fever.” Now, outside of the small boy
collectors, there are not morc than five or six who are actively collecting,
although there are dozens of fine collections made years ago by persons there
who have not had a stamp added to them for 10 or 15 years, and yet the
owners cannot be induced to part with them. Several quite large finds of
early U. S. and Canada stamps have been made there lately, and which have
aided some of the few active collectors to enrich their collections by ex-
changing. We spent the afternoon with Mr. R: Sutherland, who has a fine
collection of North American stamps only, he being a specialist in these stamps,
and H. E. Moore, the Secretary of the P. S. of C. Mr: Moore is an art student
at Queen’s, and as his studies take up mostof his time he has allowed his in-
terest in stamps to wane. His collection numbers about 4000 varieties, and
during the long summer vacation he intends increasing and beautifying it.

CANADA WEIGHT AND MEASURE STAMPS.

I have frequently noticed on looking through price lists of Canadian
Revenues that “ Weights and Measure ” stamps are seldom offered for sale even
by Canadian dealers. Occasionally we see a few of the many varieties offered
for sale, but the price is always very high in comparison with other Canadian
Revenues, as Bill Stamps and Law Stamps, What is the cause of this? It is
evident that there must be a scarcity of these stamps. To what is this scarcity
due ? There two great causes:

First—The Inspector of Weights and Measures is required to pay bi-
annual visits for the purpose of inspecting. After being paid the inspection
fee he places stamps to cover the amount on the inspection paper. These act as
a receipt showing that the fee has been paid and cannot be removed until the
next visit of the Inspector. During the ensuing two years the inspection paper
is very often misplaced, although the party owning the articles inspected could
made be pay the fce again. In this and many other ways many of the stamps
are lost,

Second.—~It is expressly ordered on the inspection paper that the Inspector
must use the highes value, or denomination, of stamps, as far as possible. For
instance, if the fee amounts to $2.00 the lInspector is required to use one $2.00
stamp, and not two or more of a lesser denomination. In this manner only one
stamp is used where very often a larger number would be were it not for the
proviso on the inspection paper. These are probably the chief causes for the
scarcity of Weight and Measure Stamps,

publishing them. One of them, a dealer and publisher, has come to grief and
may ere this be in the “clutches of the law.”

We admire the pluck of Mr. Hunter, whose letter to us and statement of the
case we publish herewith, and only wish there were more collectorslike him who
would refuse to submit to be swindled out of their money and say nothing. The
following is Mr. Hunter’s experience :—-

DEAR SIR.—TI understand that you are the Editor of the Dominion Philatelist,
and as you would no doubt like to have anything of interest to collectors, I
enclose herewith a copy of a circular which I propose issuing, a copy of a criminal
information which I sent to the County Crown Attorney, and a copy of reply
from that gentleman.

On the 24th March, I noticed in the February number of the *“Philatelic
Journal of Canada,” an advertisement of a person named H. S Dickson, who I
believe is also the publisher of said Journal, offering a packet (Packet No. 11)
of British North American stamnps for $4.75, I thereupon remitted to him a Post
Office order for $5.00, and instructed the party to send them by registered letter,
Up to date the only reply I have received to my repeated protests against the
delay in sending the stamps, has been a postal card acknowledging the receipt
of the order ; the card is dated the 28th March, and is signed by the initial of
some one representing Dickson, and states that Dickson is “confined to his home
through illness.” On receipt of this card, I reasoned that the man was not likely
to be too ill to instruct one of his staff to send me Packet No. 11, which would
have been a very simple thing to do—nothing very complicated about it, I
therefore came to the conclusion that there was something wrong ; I then wrote
asking for the return of the money or the fulfilment of the order.

Subsequently, the March number of the Philatelic Journal appeared, in which
no mention is made of the allegded illness of its publisher, ¢r any apologies for
the non-fulfilment of orders, but a fresh lot of advertisements appeared, to one of
which is appended a foot-note, i. e. “Orders filled day of receipt.” Now if the
advertiser was so ill as to be unable to take any notice of my order of nearly a
month previous, then the act of inserting fresh advertisements appears to me to

The information and complaint of Richard Harrison Hunter, Accountant,
taken this eighth day of May, eighteen hundred and ninty-three, before the
undersigned, one of Her Majesty's Justices of the Peace in and for the said
County of Carleton, who saith that :—

1st.  That on or aboutthe twenty-fourth day of March, eighteen hundred
and ninety-three, he did notice in the “ Philatelic Journal of Canada” an adver-
tisment of a person named *H. S. Dickson” offering a packet (described more
especially as “ Packet No. 11”) of fifty varities of stamps of Canadian for the
sum of ($4.75) four dollars and seventy-five cents. The particular number
or issue of the aforesaid Journal was that purporting to be the February
number.

and. That the deponent verily believing that the aforesaid person Dickson
had the said Packet Number 11 in stock for sale as advertised, did remit to him
a Post Office order for the sum of five dollars, and did request the said Dickson
to dend to the deponent the stamps by registered letter.

3rd. That deponent has not up to the date hereof received from Dickson,
either directly or indirectly any stamps or the value thereof of any description
whatsoever.

4th.  The deponent on the thirty-first of March, received a postal card
(Exhibit marked No. 1 herewith) purporting to come from Dickson, and
bearing the date London, 283,93, in which Dickson acknowledges the receipt of
Post Office order, and alleges that the delay in filling the order is caused by
being confined to his home through illness.

sth.  That the deponent has frequently written to Dickson protesting against
the delay in the execution of the order.

6th. That Dickson by postal card dated the 2oth of April, 1893 (Exhibit
marked No. 2 herewith) acknowledges the receipt of deponent’s numerous letters,
and ascribes the reason of the delay in sending the packet of stamps is owing to
the disappointment in not receiving a certain lot of British Columbian stamps;
the deponent believes this to be a falsehood and untrue, as Dickson advertises
these very stamps for sale in the March or subsequent number of the aforesaid
Journal—or in other words one month after the issue of the February number.

7th. That the deponent believes that Dickson is the publisher of the
“Philatelic Journal of Canada” which appears to be published in the same
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building as the alleged stamp business is conducted—namely 57 & 59 Dundas
street, London, Ontario.

8th. That the deponent verily believes that Dickson is committing a felony,
inasmuch as he is advertising goods for sale which he is not possessed of, and
that he has received money from the deponent under false pretences, and practi-
cally refuses to make restitution although requested to do so.

Mr. Clark is both a dealer and collector, and
has $1,000 invested in the business, He is 38 years old. Mr. H. F. Ketcheson,
of Belleville, the exchange manager, is employed in the civil service, and is a
member three societies, the C.P. A, the A. P. A. and the Staten Island
Philatelic Society.
