A Brratit of WinTeR.—Tho manufacturo of artificial ico has Jong ceased
to be marvelled at,and thoapnouncomen' that a regular system of refrigors-
tion by pipe-line has boen attained will thorefore not bo startling even to the
moro conservative mon of our day. Tho cities of Denver and St. Louis
havo cach a central depot for the preparation of chilled air, which is then
transmitted by pipe to the required spot. Grocersand a‘l dealorsin perish-
ablo food stuffs bave been prompt to securo conneetion with tho head office.

Prosrrrous MasiTona.—A fow statistics a8 to the growth of Manitoba
during lato ycars will doubt'ess interest many of our readers who ere mind-
ful of tho welfare of that Western Provinco. During tho past yoar 20,000
new sottlers, mostiy of a promising c'ass, made thoir komes 1n the farming
soctions, and 150,000 acres of new land ware broken up and partially brought
under cultivation. The population, which in 1886 was cstunated at 1u8,640,
and which in 1891 was 154,442, 18 now sot at 185,000, A good public
scliool system hss been introduced, and somo 700 or moro schuols are in
operalion Ju 1856 thoro was no I'ustal Service that could be reiied on,
now thero are sevoral hundred offices in regular oporation. Railway hines
have oponed up the country and increased trading facilit.es. Thousands of
acros of land aro brought under cu.tivation cach yoar and the great merease
in wheat, oa s and barloy is fut in many grein markets. In tho City of
Winnipeg whero, in 1880, tho city property was only worth 84.200,000, the
amount has to bo multiplied by G to represcnt tho present condition. Tho
commercial busineas has rison from two to forly xaulions, and baok capital
from ten to forty millions Tho population has multiplied 1tsoif by tive,
and tho increase in dwelling houses, business houses, otc., has beon great.
Some 45 factories aro also in prosperous operation. Tho record 1s an
oxcollent ono, and should gladden the heatts of all true Canadians.

A PosainLe Future.—A thoughtfnl article which recently appesred in
an English magozino contsins a curious forecast of the future history of the
world.  Tho theory prosented is tho old one of the * survival of tho fitteat,”
but the writeraopinion as to the identity of tho fittest isa novel one. Tte
nativo races in many countries now inhabited by European or American
immigrants are not dying out. On tho contrary,in Asia and Africa the
hardy acclimated natives aro incroasing in numbor and in intelligonce. A
fow gonorations of improvemement in the condition of tho native, and tho
white pepulation will be found to bo unnecossary and unwelcome. White
colonists in these countrics aro as a rule contont to direct labor, and are

adverso 2 performing tho uctual work in fiolds, mines and faotorios them-
sclves. Wherovor this atate of alfairs oxists, and whero the natives ary
intolligent and toachable, the writor contonds the power of the white elow.
ont is on tho wane. In countries whore tho working peoploare dull and
unprogrossivo tho whito peoplo will continuo to Lo the duminant race until
the natives dio out, South Australinand Canada are tho countries in which
the culonizing classos havo tho bast future nssured them, as the Bushmon and
the Indisn bemng inforior races, havo given sizsy to a fitter peopla. Coina
is to Lo tho great coloniziry country of the fature. By the shuer foreo of
numbors and not of (uality hor peoplo will over-run miny countries. Alroady
thoy aro woll ensconsod iu Svuth Amorica, and they are fust spreading over
portions of Asia where a gonoration ngo their foces woro nover scon. It is
within tho rango of possibiiities that tho colored race will dominate the
Soutborn half of the United States. They nre theto in furce already, and avo
taking advantago of the many opportunities fur odnoation and improvemont
which havo boen afforded them by their white neighbors.  The raro thought
which characterizes tho outlook cannot but arouse deop interest ovon among
thore who hold widely different heorivs as to the future of tho so-called
inferior races.

AustrariaY Fivaxces.—It would scom that tho groatest depth of
comwmerscial depression has n.w been svunded by tho business wornd of
Au-tralin  Since 1888, whou tho series of bank failures began, the culony
has been financilly demoralized  Tho Cumuictcial Bank of Suuth Australia
was tho first to go, and its fall was quickly followed by tho failure ot tho
Bank of Van Diemen's Land, and the now Orniental Baok of Meibourne.
There were 6till the cight great assucialed banks tu depoud upun, but the
unforecen failuro of the Moercantile Bank of Australia ditninished tho num-
ber to sevon  Within tho last threo months threo mutw of tie assuciated
banks, the Commercial, tho English, Scuttish and Ausrauan, and the
Fodcral Bank of Australia, have como tu griof. Tho faitures 1n ail theso
cases have been paralizing to all classes of business mon. The Cummercial
bank wasconsidercd undoubtedly svund, snd as the annuai dividond was 17
per cent tho stock was much coveted. The English, Scutti-h and Austral-
ian Bank had 90 agzencies throughout the cuiuny, and tue disiress caused by
its failure is aliost universal. Tho credit of tho fuur Assuciated Ranks tuad
bave 85 far weathered the storm is doubtful, and the hoavy amoanis which
are being withdrawn by timoraus depusiturs cach day dues not augur well
for their future safoty. Ilundreds uf well established firms have already
fai ed, Mr. Fink, ono of the heaviest capitalists, can only offer vne-fifth of
a cont on the dollar  Mr. Muunro, lately Promier of Victuna, 18 10 a worse
financial position than many a homeloes boggar. Sir George Dibbs, a most
popu'ar aud patriotic man, has now not a cent to his namoe. Huudreds of
rich firmns have gono dowas, therefure thoussuds of lesser mon arv ruined.
Tho savings of yoars ars gono in a twinkhng of an oo Tho agod aro loft
unpiovided for, the orphan children aro destitute. Worst of au there is no
omployment fur tho msszs of laborers, and thore can be none for porhaps
months to come. The whole serios of faiiures and tho consequent demarali-
zation is duo to tho breaking of tho land-specuiator’s bubble. Vaiucs of
land have boon inflated, recognized business princip.es have beon 1goore.,
and a deaperato cffort has boon mado to guard tho bubblo tonderly so ~s to
dolay tho final break. XNow that it has come our friends have no chiance
but to go manfully to work to build again their shattored foriunos.
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PorrLx-Browina ny Macuisgny,— An inicresting experiment {n glass-
blowing is now belog made in the little town of Woodbury, N, Y., whete
the Ashley bottle-making mnchine, which since 1889 has been talked of, is
now at wotk. The machine is not wholly an automatic one, as it requires
the constant altendance of two operators, a ' feeder” and a ! carrier”
The machine mechanically moulds the shape, and by means of compreesed
air blows the interior and delivers it to the carrier, who depesits it In thr
anoesling oven. It is thought that the machine may be greatly improv..,
and that its present output of two bottles a wninute may be itoproved upon.

Somx Oxk Gor Lxrr.—Notwithstandiog all the hullabaloo which our
American friends have been ralsing over the Hawallan disturbance, and sll
hot-headed editorial paragraphs on the szquisition of that valuable property,
the islands are atill far from annexation, The Stars and Stripes, which for
two months floated from the Government building, has been ignominiously
lowered, the dusky queen is etill in fave> with many of her subjects, and tte
future prospect fur the royalists is not unprowlising. The late ¢ protector-
ate” was evidently not wholly a success, as the Washinglon admioistration
have refused to ratify it, 1t {a probable that the preaent axpect of affairs is
owing to the growl of the British Lion, althouch just what tne utterance of
that noble besst implied is known to but a few initisted partica,

McALLISTER 18 NoT WantED.—Chlcsgo society leaders have been
much incensed by the public utterance of Ward McAllister on a matter
which appeals to the pride of the aristocracy of the pork-packiog city.
Mr. McAllister congratulates Chicsgo on the large number of New York
tourlsts who are soon to visit the World's Fair. He thinks that they cannot
fail to have a most improving effect upon the Chicsgo resldents, and that
the whole social fabric will be greatly benefitted by even a distant astocla-
tion with the elite of New York, The Westera papcrs are of the opinion
that the more distant the associatlon the better for Chicago, and they hotly

" resent the braying of the mouth-piece of the four hundred, and imply that
the World's Falr, while it might lose in advertining, would be benefitted
socially by the absence of the * mouse-colored sss.”

ForWARNED 18 ForzArMED.— The shoddy goods pedlers are about again,
and it is probable that a new liftle game will be worked off on credulous
castomers upless 3 widespread warning can be sounded. The gang which
have recently been doing the Province of Ontario represent themeelves as
agents of & well-known tajloring establishment. They travel singly through
the country, selling cheap tweeds, serges, prints, etc., at exorbitant charges,
stating that a tailor or dressmaker is tzavelling in their wake, and that the
goods will be made up in the latest cut without further charge. Natarally,
this latter individusl does not materialize, and a complaint to the firm in
whose employ the agent was supposed to be unmasks the plot. It is very
seldom that a fraud which is succeasfully perpetrated in Upper Cauada fails
to travel down to our Provinces, snd the only protection which can bs
vouchssfed our pcople is, that in each case they look fully into the matter
before making any contract or agreement,

St ON Tue Traok.—The more complete reports which are avail-
able of the suit brought by the Ann Atbor Rallway against the Brother-
hood of Locomotive Engincers, lead us to believe that the decision of the
judges bears heavily, not only on the boycotting order in question, but on
all other trade-unions, sssoclations and brotherhoods. According to the
decision, an engineer is forbidden to abandon his work in such a way that
the railroad msy be compelled to violate the contracts made with passengers
or {reight owners. The strikers are also warned by the judges that they
will not be upheld by the courts, if, while retalning their positions and atterd-
ing to their duties satisfactorily, they yet induce the employees to quit the
service and thus andermine the compaey in whose employ they are enrolled.
The Brotherhood of Locomotive Drivers have accepted the decision, but it
is probable that & demand will be made that the railway's right to dischsrge
an employee at any time msay be restricted, so that employee 20d employer
may mect alike on sn equal ground.

THE CoMIng ARBOR DAv.—Many of our Provincisl teachers are look-
ing forward to the celebration of Arbor Day in the near future. Many of
them are also looking backward and coosidering whether their schools have
reaped any actual benefit from the celebration of last year. Perhaps the
masjority of the saplings then planted are now dead, and as 2 natural result
the pupils have lost interest in the scheme. This shattered faith can easily
be revived If the teacher will but show a genuine ioterest in the day’s work
and carefully direct the young helpers. If the trees are to be obtained
from a neighboring wood the roots should be carefully trimmed and the
limbs well pruned. A soll similar to tnatin which tae tree bas been grow-
ing should be prepared, and, if the surronnding ground is poor, a large hole
ahould be dug and filled with a proper compost. The roots should be well
worked into the soll, and a stake or tree box should be put up to protect it.
All of this work canand should be done by the pupils, who, if encouraged,
will take a lively interest in the proceedings. The teacher should merely
direct the work of the *Tree Committee,” but should his or her interest in
the planting fail to be of the geouine order, the scholars will by no means
fail to detect the fulse tone, The full benefit of Arbor Day is never felt in
a school wheze the teacher does the entire work, for the beat lessons to the
yonrog people in busbandry, method and responsibility are missed, aud the

t protection that can be aasured a sapling, a class pride in 13 growth,
entirely lost.

Littie BuT Prucky.—There {s trouble brewing in the little kingdom
of Belgium over the suffrege question, At present the representation is
so purely nominal that out of a population of 6,000,000 but 135,000
peisons have the right to vote for members of the Chamber of Deputies.
The Conservative and Clerical parties are responsible for the hampered
condition of the electors, and they have also required, in order to pre.
vent the possible clection of people’s candidates, that each senator shall
be a taxpayer to the extent of f425 anouslly. The King of Belgium
sides with the mass of the non-enfrsnchised people, and is well backed
in his positlon by liberty-loving France. The resl opposition comes
from the politicel pasties mentioned and from the strong disapproval of
the extended franchisc which Germany voucheafes.

Tuxy Rurs 1x Hauirax.—A new geaneration of men have atlsen who
disapprove of the ordinary treatment of that household tyrant, the baby.
The feellug {s not confined to men of one particular class, but seems to be
shared alike by bouse-breakers and evaogelists. In fature, the babies’
rights and privileges are to be scrupulously gusrded. Receutly, a couple of
burglars, presumably advocates of baby rights, stopped their work long
enough to procure abowl of psp for a howllog infant. \When the little one’s
wants had been attended to, and peace reigned once more, they quietly
resumed their putloining of the household plate with uatroubled conscicnces.
An ardent evangelist, now in Minneapolis, vindicates the disputed right of
baby attendance at revival meetinge. He has 2 corps of bright nurses in
altendance who receive and check the Hving luggage, and when squalls pre-
vail a special detachment of young ushers are sent to assist the pretty girls
fn their arduous duties, It is to be hoped that the iofantlile generation
appreclate the efforts which are being made on their behalf.

Younc anNp SuarT.—The boy King of Servia is a spirited young man»
and one who is not afraid to take upon himself the full responsibility of his
actions. Hitherto the country has been goveraed by regents, as King
Alexander was slill a mioor, Many complaints have been made of abuses
of public trust by the regents aund state officials. The Servian Army has
for some months been at odds with the Gavernment, and the young ruler is
backed by the cntire military force in his present action. Oa April 13th
the King gave s dinner party to the regents: and cebinet ministers, at
which, by way of desert, he asked for thelr immediate resignations. When
the modest request was refused, the party broke up, the guests retlring under
a strong military guard. So far the Revolution has been a bloodless one,
and although & strong attempt will be made by the regents to regain their
powers, it is hardly probable that the Kiog will again be put in leading
treins. The young ruler has already dissolved the old skupchina or parlia-
ment, and has issued writs for a new election, 2nd his prompt action has
won him maoy friends among all classes of his people.

A Ficar Over ParniaMent BuiLpings.—Victoria and Vancouve: are
the rival claimants for the possession of the new Parliament Buildings for
British Columbia. Victoria, the former sud present capitzl, is uawilling to
relinquish her historical honors. The city is beautifully situsted, has a
delightful climate, and is fast becoming a fashionable watering place. The
representatives of Vancouver Island, on which Victoria is siteated, bave still
a fair majority o the Goveroment of the Province, and the prospect of the
succese of Victoria in the cootest is therefore bright. Oa the other hand
the inbabitants of the city of Vancouver aik for a redistribution of seats in
the Assembly. If this request is granted and the representation is allowed
only according to population, Vancouver will essily secure the coveted booo.
Vancouver has also other claims which she urges with much persistency.
Beyond doubt she is the commercial and indusirial capital of the Province.
She has the best shippiog facilities of any Weatern cities, and she has the
foll benefit of all through C. P, R. trade. Esch city threatens to break
with the Province if thelr demands are refused, but it is not probable that
the quarrel will be carried 1o such an extent, Tax-payers will think twice
ere by dividing their Province they double their taxes and assume debts
vastly ont of proportion to their size.

SciextiFic CRuMINALS.—There are few sclentific discoveries made now-
a-days that do not eventually benefit a class of men for whom they were not
originally fntended. A famous chemist recently demonstrated that all
traces of writiog might be removed from paper sud fresh writing be placed
on top of the erasures, so that the forgery would defy detection, and
that the paper, although ssbjected to many tests, would yet present a per-
fectly smooth sutfsce. The process coosists of bleaching out one writiog
and replaciog it by another. Some clever forgers have recently learaed the
process, and several false notes have been presented in the New England
banks. In cach case the signature of the disputed note bac been genuine
beyond doubt, but the note to which it bas been before attached has not
been seen before Ly the slleged maker. An ordinary letter has been taken
by the rascals, the correspondence has baen obliterated, and the notr writ-
ten above the siguature. 8o far the cases tried bave gons against the
dupes of the forgers, as, slthough the process is known to be possible, yet
there is no way by which fraud can be proven {o thecases bsfore the courts.
The new process Las also been used in changing the figures on checks and
for che purpose of forging letters of introduction, As the burden of proof
is put upon the contestor of the forged documsnt, business men thus
imposed upon have a new and difficult tark to perform.

Dusiness iv alinost all lines continues to bo very dull, This is, of courso,
largely accounted for by tho useottled snd cold spring weather, which, with
tho bad condition of the country roads, proventa freo nccess snd oxchange of
cotnmodities, It must, howovor, bo romomboiod that this is the bolween.
soneons poriod, when busines is at a compsrativo staudstill, and consumors
buy only what is needed to supply immedisto demands. Consequontly, the
geueral quiotude now oxperienced cannol be looked upon as at all unusual,
nor is it more miatked than in former sencons at dietributing centres
throughout tho Dominiou. Trado in general shows no chango in volumo
over last week, and no important differenco is expected until the wosther
becomes ruore eottled and the ronds improve, Business just now {s mninly
confined to filling sorting orders for current wants, Stocks in tho hands of
country merchante, os a rulo, sre tun down protty low, and requiro vory
general replonishing to meet the varied wante of cuatomors,

It is ovident that thero is eomething out of order in the financisl world.
This ig sought to bo accounted forin varioue ways by different parties occu-
pyiog similar positions ju tho distribution of funds. Svine maintain that
ono of the chiof causes of the unquestionablo striogency of money is the
large amount of speculativo socuritios that aro being carried at prices that
cannot poseibly show a profit, which causcs a disposition on tho part of
batkers to curtsil thoir call loans as much as possible. Others attribute the
scarcity of mouoy to extra demands from legitimato eources, and point out
that these must tnko precedenco over csll requitements, Somo bsnkers
atate that they have smple funds to meet tho needs of their customers for
oll legitimate purpoees, and that they anticipate no advance in discount
ratec on good commercinl documeonta.  Mercantilo bortowers, howover, allego
that financiers are less liberal in thek advances and moroe particular in their
ecrutiny of collsternl, owing, probably, to the euspected offerings of accom-
modation aper, which is believed 10 bo used in larger quantities thsn
usual, Ihe silver law of the United States is oleo a great disturbing
influcuco in the financis] affairs of this couotinent, and Secretary Carlylo's
acticn in auepending the issue of gold cortificates has by no means tended to
improve the situntion. Nor ia the temporary expedicnt of the Wushington
Govercment to replenish the supply of gold by tho salo of Government
bonds to be regsrded as a remedy for the chronic troublo which, in
our cstimation, can only bo cured by tho repcal of tho Sherman law,
Until 1his is done th.o muney markets of this continent will be in an unset-
tled condition.

WerkLy Financiat Review or Hexny CrLews axp Co., Nkw YoRk,
April 22, 1893.—** Aflairs in Wall Street show no marked changes from the
conditions noted in our advices of lest week. Comparatively little ¢loog’
stock hasc me on the market, and tho ¢ beara’ have found that, though
prices yielded under their attacks, they quickly recovered upon their
attempts to cover their salee.  Among holders, there is a firm under-
tone, but no disposution to force an advanco unde: existing unsettled
conditions The floating supply of stocks held ov spiculation appears
to bo cobservative in amount, end as a rule the holdings are in
strong honds.  As usual, tho wesk points appear principally in the
‘industrial’ group, among which sowething is constantly occurring to
saggest doubte, while investors give them a wide berth. The signing of
the Anti-Monopoly Bill by Governor Flower is rogardod as a strong blow at
such of the ‘combines’ as are operated within New York State, Ruilroad
aecutities, though relatively low iu price, are steadily gaimng in status, This is
due partly to the continued slow rate of new construction and the consequent
relative curtailment of new lssues of this class of investmonts ; partly 10 tho
hope that Congress may in some wasy slloviate the pressure of tho Inter-State
Commerce Law and awhorizs pooling ; and partly to the coming large and
profitable traflic connected with tho World's Iair ; at the moment, however,
there is not much disposition to buy them on speculation, owing to the
unsottling of confidenco from oxternal causea,

Tho weak polnot in tho market continues to be tho gold movement, about
which thore is still much uneasiness, The thing eapecially foared 14 not any
real trouble in tho treasury finances calculated to seriously sffect the Govern-
ment credit.  Woll Street has no misgivings that the United States can
suffer {rom impsirment of public confidence or from any inability to take
caro of all and every form of its ohligations. 1t knows too well what the
resources of the Governmont are and what is the world’s estimato of them
to fal] into such norrow misconcoption. Tho thing feared is that tho
reserves of the banks may bo eo drained by the exports of gold as to compel
a further reduction of loans and discovuts snd a consequent seclling of
gecurities held on specuiation.  This latter possibility is so real that it would
bo folly to belittle it. 1t is the serivusnesa of this possibility that makes
down-town interests so anxious that the Goveroment should sell an amount
of bonds in Europe suflicient cither to arrest tho export of gold or to bring
back eome of the large amount we have exported. Whether this deriro wil}
be gratified remains to be seen.

Tho lotest advices from Washington indicate that Secretsry Catlisle is
dispused to shape his financial courso upon principles so as to sfford no
specisl consideration for tho immediato interests represented on the stock
exchange. From such semi-ufficial intimations as aro forthcoming, the
Sccrctary apposrs o bo dirposed to suffer some considerable impairment of
the $100,000,000 reserve rather than 183uc bonds. It is mot to be gawnsaid
that a reserve is intended to be made availablo and not to be a mere warning
dead-line ; and that one of ils uses is to provide for a temporary sbnormal
cmergency, when thero is reason to expect that, upon the adjustment of the
transient irregularitics, the funds will flow back tothe treasury which have
beon recently forced out. The verdict of public opinion would be that of
spplause in the event of the “ free gold ¥ fund recovering ite normal dimen-

sions evon thoogh it bo by adding 25 to 50 millions to the public debt by a
bond iesue,

Tho secrotary appeata to oxpect from tho bsnks a measure of support
under the cxigonoios beyond whit ho has eo far reccived from them ; and
perhaps not without somo reason. So far, the banks, in mooting the oxport
doeand for gold, have as far as potaiblo avoided drawing upon their own
doposits in tho treasury, and have proforred to demand gold for their greon-
backs and treasury notes of 1800 ; the eilcol of which has been to drain the
treasury’s own stook. RRoally, thoreforo, the banks are largely reaponsible
for tho prosont low condition of the gold resorve. It is not easy to concelve
of » rosson for this courso that will justify iteelf to public opinion. In
choosing this policy thoy have not in sny degree provented tho impairment
of their reserves ; all they havo accomplished has boen to conserve the gold
portion of their ¢ lawful monoey’ whilo diminishing the paper portion. If
tho banks are to be understood as meaning by this discriminstion that they
distrust tho logal tenders aud foel it thoir duty to hoard gold, at whatever
risk to the treasury, public opinion is not likely lo commend thoir prudence
in doclaring such a demoralizing vordict. Tho silonce nud inaction of the
Associated Banks seem to need eomo formal explanation, if misapproheneion
and possiblo sorious mischief are to bo avoided. It has not beon usual for
thut poworful body of finsnotora to lightly ignote the convenioncs of the
:rouury and the oredit of tho Government in sceking to protect their own

ntereste,

Dnry Goovs.—This week has shown but littlo chango in tha wholesale
trade, the cold and backward spring having an advoree effect upon buth the
wholesalo and retail departmonts, and, as a consequence, sorting orders havo
been quite few. Novottheless, prospects are improving with regard to the
city trade, but from rural districls orders show but little increass, as the
roads have not reached a state that induces or enticos trado, Farm produce,
such as butter, eggs, etc., it increasiog in the volume warketed, and this
will sgon havo a strong offect on tho city retsil trado. Oan the whole, the
volume of businoes this spring compares favorably with that of a year sgo.
Alroady, some doalers ato out with fall samples, but the houses which carry
+he largest ranges ure holdiog back umiil prospects improve. Retailers are
not yet in a good buying mood The underwear for fall shows considorable
improvemont over that of last year in point of finish, apposrance and
quality, Ribbed goods are being displaced in medium grades by plain
goods, and only cheap grades of ribbod goods are in strong domand. Fancy
stripes in plaine are more numerous than in previous seasons. Remittances
are not as good as thoy might be, but as the season advances and produce
commences {o move, an improvement will undoubtedly be cxpericnced.

Breavsrurrs —There is no changoe to note in flour in this market.
Businoss is confined to supplying local current wauts and doalers are buying
sparingly. I'ricos are more or less nominal, as thoy would undoubtedly be
sbaded to offect the salo of & round lot, The market is smply supplied with
oatmeal for present wants, which are of the ordinsry local character. The
demand for feed ie fairly good for tho eoazon of the year, but under more
liberal offorings, values sre oasior. In Chicago wheat has boen very dull
and prices declined about §c. In England whoat has been quiot and noth-
ing is dving io corn. French country matkots havo been easior. Weather
in Epglap . has been showery.

Provigions.—Tho local provision msrkot it extromely slow, and prices
sro moro or lees nominal. 1log products generally continuo rathor quiet,
cspecially pork, on which holders show a disposition to mske some conces-
sions, but meats and lard move out in s small jobbiog way to supply local
consumptive wauts at about steady prices. At Chicago pork boas been vory
firm, but prices Lavo advanced only slightly. In beef some doalers raport
a good trade, whilo others say it is barely fair.

Burrer.—Tho local market for butter keeps fairly steady. A little now
medo croamery and dairy has been received from the Upper Provinces, but
it is not as yot in sufficicut volumo to affest prices hore. Old slock is in
smsll supply and easy in values. Receipts of new butter made noar here
continuo small, and are oll tikon up readily at ateady figures. In London
tho market for butter is in 8 most dopressed conditlon, though soms mor-
chants calculato that thoy sce a rift in the clouds in the near future. The
last of tho Austraiiin is on the water, and sgents of other say, * good " that
it is g0,  Still this knowledge has not imparted any activity to buyers that
has made its effect in prices. Tho lowest rango known in that market has
been reached, and slthough oceasional buyers como in to mako a profit out of
the low levols, any attempt to put prices up meots with the cold roproof of
conscious ability to gu olsowhero to bo satisfied. In Glasgow s pretty fair
clearance of stucks has beon brought about by tho low values, buyers put-
ling in large orders at tho low levels in the expectation of being cslled
upoun for highor ones very soon. It is reported that the Goverament of
Victoria, Australis, iseo sick of the bounty on butier business that it has
decided to givo it its quic/us. Tho amount which exporters have olaimed,
owing to the heavy shipments cxcocding the 3,000 tons limit assigned to
it by tho Government ostimatlet, is so groat that extra parlismentary powers
will have to be given to the cabinet to enable thom to pay it, and the
oxporters have besn informed that if thoy ars not content to take half theit
dus, the bonuses will bs knocked off, This msygive the trade a rest next
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soason, Our friends across tho Pacifio have certainly playod up tho game
too high thissoason,

Chresg.—The movomont in cheeso horo is limited to {L> wants of local
deslers, for which stocks in hand are ample.  Chocsomanufacturers aro mak-
ing extensivo preparstions, and tho output this scason is expested to bo
greatly increared. In London clioose is vory dull, Tbore hes beon alittle
enquity for fineat grades, and hero and thero an advavee of & shilling on
tho rocently loworod lovels has boon established, fancy lots Leing in very
smsll compass,

Kaos.—The egg markot remsins about steady. Roceipta are liboral, but
thero is an nctivo demand which provents stocks (rom acoumulating much,
and 1%¢. to 13c. is sbout tho basls of case lot ssles for frash nlock,.altl:ough
a fow eales aro roported to have been made at 114c. Thoro is tothing to ssy
about eggs in London, oxcept that thivgs are as thoy waore ; floods of supplics
and bottom lovels. Good domsnd, but poor returus. Mr. Robert A,
McGuinness, egg importer, of Liverpool, Eogland, is now visiting difl-rent
patts of the Dominion. In a recont interview he is roported t have said
that Prince Edward [sland and tho other Maritimo Provinces ship considerablo
quantitics of oggs to Eugland whioh ase of very good sizo and quality and
much spprecisted.  Mr. McGuinnesa is now on his way to tho eggecction of
Outario, snd ho adviecs shippers using tho largo cases of 120 dozsan capacity
to pack the oggs in throe layors inetead of four, as has hitherto boon done,
By this monns thoy got bettor ventilation snd are preferred by buyere. To
bo sdapted to this chsvge tho csses require to be mado less dosp but wider.
Lggs should bo packed in nice, bright and ewcot oat-bulls, and never io

CHEAP MINING IN 3IONTANA.
Editor Engineering and AMining Journal :

S1r.—Tho following statements appeared in your piper of February
18th, showing how cheaply oro is mined and milled at Dougiass Island,
Alaska: *Yor 120,002 tons of ore mined and milled, the total costs,
including goneral charges and insurance and freight on bullion, amounted
to $158,324, or $1.32a ton. Mining, principally quarrying in benches in
an open cut, costs 65 cents per ton ; milling and concontration, 33 cents
perton ; tho chlorination of 2,703 tons of sulphurels, 19 cents per ton, or
$8.42 per ton of sulphurots. General oxponses at the minoawountto 8 conts
per ton, and those in San Francisco to 2 cents perton. The total of $1.32 was
mado up by bullion, froight and insarance charges amounting to 5 cents por
ton.”

This is undoubtedly cheap work, but when it is considered that at the
Treadwel) mine tho ore i3 quarricd rather than mined, and that the company
bas a 400-stamp mill, which, by opoerating on such a gigantic scale, is able
to do work at the least possible cost, tho expense of producing gold in the
properties of the Golden Loeaf Company, of London, Eogland, at Empire,
25 miles west of Ifo.cna, Mont., will bear favorablo comparison with the
cost of producing gold at tho Treadwell mine.

During the year 1891 thero wero troated in this mill 53,700 tons of ore,
and thero wero about 1 500 more tons of oro broken in tho stopes, tho cost
of mining was calculated upon the number of tous of oro worked. Tho
number of tons treated was fixed by weighing as often 23 was deomed
neco:sary (uover less than twice a month), tho oro in the tramway cars.
Tho men who loaded tho cars wero instructed to keep them as neatly oven
full as possibie, and tho loader and the receiver cach kept and reported
weokly tho number of cars sont t> and received at the mill, and any
considerablo varistion in tho amount of ore in the cars w.s also noted.
The moisture was deducted from the wo'ght of the ore, and it was fixed,
after much oxperiment, that oach cirload contsined 53 tons of dry ore.
Tho oro in the Bell Boy, which was parchased in 1892, was weighed in tho
waggons, and tho amount of moisture deducted.

The writer oxamined the accounts of tho mine and found that tho cost
of miniog and milling a ton oro in 1591 was as follows: Mining, $1.005;

PURCHASE OF BROAD COVE COAL MINES. Oro recoived from Torbrook Iron Co..e.cceviienesrecrcsarerees e 27,114

Mr. William P. Hussey, coal morchant, of Danvers, Maca., atriyed ip
this city on Monday night. The arrival of sn ordinary Amorican in this
city is an every day occurronce, but as Mr. Hussoy is interested in our coal
mines, and a3 a reporter of the Chronicle ascortained that Mr. Hussey had
on his person a sum of money of no mean proportions, his arrival became at
once of moro than ordinary interest. A Chrouicle reporter was soon on Mr.
Hus-oy’s tracks, snd last night learned that Mr Hussoy had disposed of the
money which he brought with him. ‘The facts are as follows :

About a year and a half ago Mr IHussey bonded whatis known as the
Broad Cove coal mine from the Inverne:s Coal, Iron and Rsilway Company
for o large sum of money. At the time ho paid a deposit of ten per centon
the purchase prico. Yesterday ho paid the ba ance, which amounted to
over 8$100,000. The transfer was offected tbrough Jobn Y. Payzanot,
barrister, president of the company. and Mr. W. H. Wiswell, tho secrotary
and treasurer. The Chronicle roporter had the privilege of examining the
cheques, which were made out for 310,000 ecach. Last night the roporter
called upon Mr. Hussoy at tho Ha ifux Hotel. Mr. Hussoy was surprised
at tho information of the roporter, but novertheless said he was willing to
grant an interview on the subject. )

In answer to a question put by the roporter he sisid thet ho had
gucceedad in forming o company of foreign capitaiists who were interested
in the development of the Broad Cove coal mines. They purpose opening
the mines and placing this coal in tho market as soon as possible. It has
been estimated by the most reliable coal expests in this country, and the
geologists of the Dominion Government, that tho property contains one
hundred and forty million tons of coal.

Mr. R G. Leckio, general manager of the Springhill coal mines, has
examined this property and etat s that the coal is superior in quality,
void of su.plus snd phosphorous, and to be the best cooking coal that has
come under his observation either in Canada or in the United States. Mr.
Wilson, mansger of the Sea Bay coal mine, states that the coal of Broad
Cuvo 18 suporior in quality to any in this country, and weil suited for
various purposcs, such as steam, gas, domestic and blackemith use. Froma
practical oxporicnce as overssor and owner, he is in a position to speak of
the excellout facilities that Broad Cove offers for cconomic working, and
also the fino quality of the coal. With 40 yesrs® oxperience in coal mines
in Scotlsnd, tho United States and our own Nova Scotis, be ssys he has
nover seon any property that can be worked to such great advantage, and
has placed this coal f. 0. b. at 50 cents aton. He further states that one
of tne great natural advantages of Mr. Hussey's property is that a great
many mil.ion tons of coat lay above tho natural drainsge, and can be mined
without the use of pumps, etc.,s8 no perpendicular shafts need to bo sunk,
the mine being seif draining. This cosl makes very little ash and no dense
black smoke, and is suited for all purposes The Dominion government
has granted a subsidy to the loverness and Richmond railway, in which
Mr. Hussoy is interested, for the construction of a line of railway from the
Broad Cove mines to the nearest point of shipment, which will make this
property the most valusble in Nova Scotis. The mine is located in the best
agricultural district in Cape Breton, and there is no difficulty in producing

Somo prospecting was dons at Carribou, in the rear of Pictou Town,
bot no details of the work have been reccived.

GYPSUM.

Tho output of gypsum continued much the sams. The Victoria Gypsum
Company, of Baddeck, report as follows, per W. F. McCurdy :—

Wo have shipped during the past aeason (of 1892) 11,900 %ons, (olever
thousand nine hundred), 1,660 of which were quarriea and shipped from
our quarries at St. Ann’s, and the balance, 10,240, from our quarries at
Port Bovis.

The gypsum shipped from St. Ann's was for land plaster. The quaality
of gypsum from Tort Bevis is most oxcallont, being exceedingly white and
puro, and the plaster of Paris made from it has reached s high reputstion
in Philadelphia, and in consequence our ordera for next season have been
largely increased.

Wentworth Rock.

This quarry belongs to the Wantworth Gypsum Co., and is situated iu
Wentworth, about four miles from Windsor. The yearly output of this
quarry is about ono hundred thousand (100.000) tons. It is s fine calcining
plaster, and is used by all the principal calciners in New York.

THE RELATION BEIWEEN ORE DEPOSITS AND THEIR EN-
CLOSING WALLS.

Editor Engincering and Mining Journal :

Sir: In arecont number of your paper I notios an article by Mr. H.
W. Fairbanks on the above-nsmed subject, in wkich he describes * the
conditions obtsiniog in some of the more important mining districts of
California £5 see if wo can understand what they do tesch.” The problem
proposed for solution is: “Do certain wallrocks indicate rich mines, and
are the metals derived {rom these wallrocks or from desp-seated regicns,

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whoso nature we do not know1" Iis conolueions are that the wallrock

has no influenco whatever on tho character of tho doposit, and that the

metale are derived from regiona of great dopth. 1o also concludes ttat the

ouly relstivn between ore depoeits nnd the bodics of eruptive rocks feequently

found with them is thal the existenco of the latter facilitated the forming of

tho fissurcs,

In the firet placo it should be stated that an influenco of tho wallrock

on a mineral deposit does not necessarily indicato lateral secrotion, aa Mr.

Faitbsoks seems to think. It may be due to that, or it may be duo to a

difference in the precipitating powor which different wallrocks oxercise on

the solutions circulating in the fissure,

1 am slso afraid that there {s eomo misapprehension In Mr. Fairbsnks'

mind as to the theory of ¢ laterzl sceretion.”” It is not st sil ncceassry,

according to ils advocates, that tho metals shou!d have been leachod from an

eruptive sock. Professor 8andberger's rosearches on the veins of Schap bach,

for instarce, have shown that many of the motsls In the veins were also

contained in the micas of the adjoining gueiss, He hes also shown the

existence of many of the heavy metals in various s2dimeutsry rocks in the

victoily of mineral deposits which he hss inveitigated. A complete praof of
latersl secretion in any given instance is ovs of the most difficult things to
furnieh ; if however, as has beon done in many cases, it is found that emall
quantities of the metals of a certain minoral doposit are found in one of its
wallrocke, and that the other one contsina o appreciable traces of them, the
prabability is cortainly groat that tho depasits have been extracted from the
first mentioned wallrock, either by lateral secretion propor (by percolsting
surface watets), as sdvocated by Professor Sindberger, or by leachiog by hot
minersl waters ; in the latter cige it is not st all pecestary that tho metals
should have been oxtracted from thy walirock immediately adjsiniaing the
ore shoot, for the circulating waters could casily havo tripsported the
substances dissolved for 1ong distances.

1t is a great ervor to beliove that all deposits have been formed in one snd
the samo way. Nobcdy has, as far as I am aware, claimed thst eruptive
rocks are invariably connected with mineral deposite; it is certainly very
common, bowever, and, on the other hand, thers are many regions of intense
disturbance in which the absence of both volcanic rocks and mineral deposits
is very noticesblo. This Mr. Faitbanks really admits, for he says that
* mineral deposits are more frequently found in regious of great disturbance
and of volcapic activity.! Thete must, however, be not ooly chemical
aclivity, but thers must be a source from which the metals may be concen-
trated. ‘The crystalline rocks cerlainly do contsin these metals in small
quentities, snd ss we may bo suro that they cintinue down to great depths,
the presumption appesrs strongly in favor of the view tbat the ores have
frequently been extracted from them, either at tho sucrface, st moderate
deptbs, or at great depths, That in many cises a distinct connection exists
between the character of s mineral deposit and its walls is too well known a
fact to be explained away in a few words.

That in case of the gold deposits of California the auriferous veina exiat
in slmost any kind of rock is certaloly an indisputable fact, snd tha question
as to where the gold came from must as yet be considered unsolved ; only
by detailed and patient investigations can wo hope to throw any light at al
on this complex problem.

With all the diversity in tho occurrence of gold in California there are,
however, indications showing that the wallrock hss not been without
influence ; such are, for instance, the absence or posulisr character of the
veins in the grinits mass of the Sierra Navads, or in the smaller granite
masges in tho gold belt proper. In cenain veins near Ophir, Placer County,
a distinet connection exists batween the ore shoots and zincs of earlier,
pyritous impreguation of the amphibolite forming the wallrack.

Very prominent is the influence of the wallrack in the persistent balt of
copper deposits, sometimes auriferous, which follow the diabise balt of the
foothills from Yuba to Tuolumue counties, The connection of copper oros
with diabace and the frequent deterioration of the veins when reaching
another rock are some of the best known facts in our knowledge of mineral
doposits.

Mr. Fasirbanks mentions as proof of his views the msny auriferous quariz
veins in Southern California occurring in gneiss, usuaily with amorphosed
sedimente, 1t appears to me that this serios of deposits is on the contrary,
a prosf of an influenco of the wallrock, for they do not, as & rule, occar in
the granite rock forming the larger part of the raunges in that region, bat anly
in tho emaller areas of metamorphic rock inclosed in the granite. This rule
also bolds good for many suriferous veins in the northern part of Baja
Califoraia, with which I sm scquainted.

Two of Mr, Fairbanks' arguments deserve a further mention. Speaking
of the veins of the mother lode he sayas, ** The chemical action which led to
the distiaction of the minorals from their original, highly disseminated con-
dition through rock masees must have taken place at far greater depths than
it is possible to reach in mining undertakings.”” This implies that tho pres-
cot surface was also the surfaco of the country st tha timo the depoait was
forrmed, an obviously err ncous supposition, tinco it in the case of the vein
in question disrogards the extensive erosion which must bave taken place
since the depaaits were formod ; Mr. S. F. Emmons has proved, ia tho caso
of tho Loudville deposits, that they must at the time of this formation have besn
covered by about 10,000 ft. of superincambent rocks. Tho statement quoted
is moreaver wrong i itself, einco wo know that hot springs can, evon near
the sviface, leach and concevrtrate tho melals contained in adjoining rock
massee,

The next argument is as follows ; ** If the gold has beon leached from the
adjacent walls, how is the presence of the eulphur "—in the sulphides
usually seeqgciated with the gold veins—*to bo sccounted for? I do not

know that analysis has xsvoaled it as » primary conslituent of intrasives,”
1t is very erroneous to suppose that sulphur is not contained as an original
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conatituent of massjve rocks. In amall quantities pyrite and pyrrhrotite are
extromely common as primary minerals in disbases, dlorites and gabbros.
Some gabbros ovon contain such masses of tho latter mineral as to bo
available as nickel ores. Modorn investisators sll agree as to the primary
charaoter of thess sulphides. I might also call attention to the frequent
occurrencoe of minorsls contsining sulphur as nosite and hauynite in reccnt
eruptive rocks. Furthermore, a great number of the California quariz veine

do not occur in masaive rocks, but
rocks, frequently very rich in pyritee.
In conclusion, it appears as if Mr.
