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THE DAIRY INDUSTRY.

The reduction in east bound froight rates
on dairy products, announced in I'he Com-
mercinl of last weok, is very opportune.
Produce dealers in Manitoba are just new
facing the fact that wo will have to find a
now market castward fur a portion of our
dairy output. The quartity of bntter and
cheese mado or to be made in Manitoba aud
tho territories this year will be greater than
over before, A large number of new choese
and butter factories have been established
this year and are now daily augmenting tho
supply of butter. In addition to this, the
season has boen a very favorable one for but-
ter, tho grass having been suitable for good
grazing weoks earlier than usual in the
spring, and tho cool weather and plontiful
rainfall has kept the grazing good over since.
The quantity of butter and cheese thie season
will, thereforo, bé considerably in excuss of
tho requirements of the local and weostern
trade, and the only outlot is eastward. There-
du~tion in rates coming at this time, therefore-
will fit in very nicely with the altering con-
ditions of the trade.

Wo bhave shipped a foew cars of butter east-
ward in previous seasons, but heretofore the
bulk of tho stu sent east has been low grade
gwds. Sevural cars of butter were shipped
frum Winniveg last spring, tv Mountreal ur
other eastorn points. This was we may say
all inferior goods, held over from the provious
season, though some of it may have beon very
good butter when it was fresh. Hereaftor it
may be well to cultivato the castern trade by
sending something butter than tho refuse of
this market. One gontloman of oxperience
in the butter trade has advanced the idea that
the local government should take the initia.
tive in introducing some choice Manitoba
butter into eastern markets, ‘The Dominion
guvernment, it will be romenibered, under-
tuok last spricg to export a quantity of Cana-
dian wintor creamery to British markets, and
though the transaction was a losing one
financially, as indeed it was cxpected to be,
yet it may have served some useful purpuse.
Some dealers opposed the action of the Do-
minion government on tho ground that it
was an official interference “with trade mat-
tors, but we do not think it would injure any
of the regular dealers, and if the local govern-
went daw fit to go into a somewhat similar
cntorprise here, we do not think anyone in
the trado would seriously object. The Com-
morcial does mot necessarily advise this
course though we mention it here,

Howevar, tho dairy industry is-assuming
such proportions here that thero is now, or at
least soon will be, room to begin shipments
eastward, either for export, or toeastern Can-
ada markots, and it will bo very interesting
to observo how our butter and .heese will be

THE storm which was felt in Manitobs on
Sunday, July 7, was vistly more severs in
somo of the states south, In Manitoba the
day was vhe coolest eapurieuced here in July
for many years and the wind was very dis-
agrecablo, but it was nothing bere to what it
was in Nebraska, Iowa, Missouri and the re-
gion thercabout, extending as far south as
Texas. Torrents of rain foll and the wind
blew a hurricane, completely destroying
thousands of acres of crops, demolishing
buildings and causing a serious loss of hife.
In all 43 persons are so far reported killed and

"somo of the injured will die, whilo the loss of
property is in the millions.

BrADSTREET'S has o tablo showing bank
clearings in the United States and Canada
fur six months which forms perhaps the best
possible index of the greatly improved busi-
ness conditious, which are now seen to have
extonded to all parts of the two countries.
‘Tho to*al bank clearings at 6l cities in the
United States for the month of Jun. aggre-
gato $1,381,785,081, a decrease from May this
year of 3.4 per cont., but an increase over
June vne year age of 22.4 per cont. ‘Lhe
gain in May, it will be romemnbered, over the
total a year ago was more than 25 per cont.,
but when the fact that thero was one less
business day inJuneis recailed, the rolatively
smaller increase is explained. Twenty one
citiesshuw decreases, prinuipaily i the western
states.

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THE BUSINESS SITUATION.

WINNIPEG, Saturday, July 18.
A hopoful situation continues in viow of
the continued favorable crop outlook, An
oncournging feature is the improvement in
sales of farm lands. The Canadian Pacifio
Railway land department reportssales largely
in oxcess of last year, Sales now aro mostly
in Manitoba, wheroas last yoar remote points
in tho territories, particularly in the Edmon-
ton district were in favor, Advices from
British Columbia of late are very oncoursging
and tho doprossion there appears to be passing
away. Tho lumber trade there is greatly
improved, and business appears to toreviving
generally.  Tho const markets nre overstock-
od with Manitoba dairy butter of both this
and Jast season’s make. There is no usen
sending anything but choice creamery butter
to tho coast. If the mining industry in
British Columbia could once got a good
start it would be quite a help to the Manitoba
and territorial dmry and produce trade:
Winnipeg bank clearingsshow s fair incacase
again this week, as will be seon by tho table
in another column, Cattle exports have in-
creased largely this week, but very fow hogs
are going out lately. Shipments of butter
and cheese in car lots are now going eastward.
Thres cars are reported lately. This isanew
feature in the dairy trade here, as heretofore
no cheoso has been shipped eastward, and only
8 limited quantity of inferior grades of butter
have gone that way.

In the United States this week grains gene-
rally, hog products, coffee and lead are lower.
Bessemer iron is higher, with further ad-
vances oxpected. Steel billets, galvanized
and black sheets, and hides are higher, and
the general tendoney in manufactured goods
is upward.

DRy Goops.—The city retail trade is
somowhat demoralized by cheap clearing
sales ot present, \Wholesale trade is now
moving in _a moderato way, with butter
pricos ahead, but this all hinges on how the
crop comos out, There are no now features
to note, but woolens are firm, owing to lato
advances in wools.

FARM IMPLEMENTS AND MACHINERY,—
There has been a very good sale of mowers
and rakes, and o good many binders have
been contracted for. Some protty large
sales (probably exaggerated) of binders are
roported from some country poiats, but even
allowing for somo strotching, sales will be
considerably larger than last year. Sales of
bindors in this district are nearly double last
year. There has been good sales of elevator
machinery, including engines and boilers of
late, for new clevators being orected
thrrughout Manitoba.

FrUITS—Lomons continue firm, and are
again 50c higher. The ¢amo feature prevails
in oranges, namely, scarcity of the small sizes,
Receipts are running largely large sizes, and
it is 1mpossible to fill orders for small sizes
when everybody seoms to want all this class,
Strawberries are practically done. A few
Oregon cherries are comirg but they -re not
very choice, and there will not be many
more. California apricots are about dore,
Peaches are arriving more freely and are 25
to 50c lower. California plums are beginning
to come in, not many in yet. Mel'ms are
81 cheapor, A few California pears have
arrived and sold at $2.50 per half box, but
thoy were not very choice. New southern
apples are now arriving in barrels. The
quality i3 not yet extra so far, but later re-
ceipts will be better. Tomatoes are down 50¢
per crato. Quotations here are as follows-

sweet £8.25 to 34 per box as to sizo; Messina
lemons, $6.30 to $7 per box; bananas, $2.25
to $3.00 per bunch as to size; Ore;ion
cherries $2 to $2.25 per box.

~  There was & recovery of 8c on Wednes-
day, but prices were weak on Thursday and
Friény. Tho principal cause of weakness is
the fine outlook for the spring wheat cro
in the northwest, on both sides of the bound-
ar? botween the United States and Canada,
Exports of wheat, flour included as wheat,
from both coasts of the United Statesand
Canada amount to 2,317,000 bushels this
week, against 2,877,000 bushels in the second
weok of July, 1891; 4,184,000 bushels in
the corresponding week in 1893, and 2,583,
000 bushels in the corresponding weck of
1892,

WHEAT LoCALLY.—The fecing is very
quiet and thero is nothing doing here.
Attontion is turned toward the coming crop.
New wheat began to move in tho third
weak of August last year, and with favor-
able weather we may look for some new
wheat in sbout the same date thic year,
There are now only about 220,000 bushe)s of
wheat in store at Fort William, and the :otal
at Fort Wilham and all interior points
aggregates about 1,800.000 bushels. A goa.r
agzo stocks at Fort William were about 1,850,-
000 bushels, and two years ngimnearly 2,000,-
000 bushels. The price of Mamitoba wheat
is purely nominal, as we do not hear of any
business. There are no buyers and very
little wheat availablo to be bought. The
price will row gradually work down to an
oxport basis, which would be about 70c per
bushel at Fort William on the present bacis
of values. We quote 75 to ulc as a present
nominal range.

FLoUR.—The easiness reported last week
develuped into & decline on Thursday of 2uc
per sack.

The Parsons Produce
Company shipped this week to Montreal
the first car of cheese ever sent east-
ward from Manitoba. The lot is made up
from two factories and is believed to repre-
sent a fair average quality of the Manitoba
product. It will be interesting to learn how
this cheese is received in the east. J.Y.
Griffin & Co. are also shipping a car of dairy
butter and cheese to-day eastward, and thus
the shipment eastward of dairy goods has
been fairly inaugurated, Cheese prices were
a shade lower last week in Eastern Canada
markets, and again this week prices were a
shade lower at the leading markets, 8c being
the price paid at several inarkets and as high
as 8 8-16 at Ingersoll, These prices average
3 to }c lower than a week ago and } to 4c
lower than two weeks ago.

LIVE STOCK.

CATTLE.—Esxports of live stock have in-
creased considerably and those that went
forward this week were mostly Manitoba
farmers’ cattle. Gordon & Ironside shipped
two train loads (including one to go forward
to-day) or in all about 520 head, Of these
about 800 were farmers’ cattle, picked upin
car lots from various districts, and the
balance were western range cattle. There
were also two trains from the Manitoba
Northwestern country, shipped by a combin-
ation of local dealers from thatsection. They
were mostly butchers’ cattle and numbered
about 650 head in all, It is said thatsome
were not in first class condition and would
have been the better of a few weeks feeding
yet. Outside advices are not encouraging
this week for cattle. Locally we quote 2} to
23c for butchers and up to 34c for export
stuff, Some butchers were received which
cost 2%0 off cars here and one load we heard
cost 124c per ewt, higher than this, but the
tendency is easier.

Hoas.—The weather is too warm to ship
hogs and very few are moving. There were
only a few car lots in, One car went east,
attached to a load of cattle, aid one car went
west to Calgary, with a few for the local
trade, Prices here are about the same, but
better advices are received from outside.

Cables this week reported cattle easy at
Liverpool at 11} to 113c for hest Canadian
cattle. Sheep weaker at 11§ to 123c. At
London best Canadian steers were quoted at
11{c and sheep 114c.

At Toronto on Tuesday export cattle were
slow at 4 to 4§c. Choice scarce. Batchers
cattle ranged from 2} to 4}. with good scarce,
and too many common. Hogs firm at $4.70
to $4.75 for best bacon. Sheep 34 for export
and 3c for bucks. Lambs, $2.00 to $3.25 per
head.

At Montreal on Monday, hogs advanced
sharply 20 to 85¢c, to $1.60 for best. No
export cattle selling. and butchers stuff went
at 24 to 8%c. On July 11 at Montreal, the
market was reported dull and easy for cattle
at former values,

The volums of business in British Golam-
bia has increased to large proportions; larger

than-ever before in Vaucouver, whilst busi-.

ness in the older cities is fu ly up to past
prosperous years. Profits, however, aro v
small and seeni to bo growing smaller asbusi-
ness increases, Just at prtsent produce from
Manitoba and Territories i3 solling at disas-
trous prices. The farmers and the produce
merchants are both to blame, Two years
ago thoy begaa to ship very poor butter in
hero in Jarge quantities and there was no caro
in packing it. It islodged in the commission
house callars. A wauld-be purchaser comes
along and runs the scoop in this tab of varia-
batter. He brings out three or four
ifferent colors on the scoop. He smiles. He
prospects again and touches bottom, smells
tho end of the scoop, makes a wry face and
exclaims, ** Cart grease.” Others come,
through the same performance and make the
same remarks. Wil the shipper get 12 cents
net for his varisgated butter with the coal
oit taint? No, he willget nothicg. But will
be one cent & pound:out of pocket, for it costs
four cents Lo lay the butter down here, and
it only brought three cents a pound for the
local Chinese trade. And there is a pile of it
on hand in Vancouver yet, for although
honest commission merchants wxote to overy
butter shipper instracting them how to pack
batter and citing the great difference in price
between the poor and good grade article, poor
stuff still-censinued to come in, and the lot
that reached here lat fall is still in the cellars.
In fact, this summer over half & ton has been
roceived of this dairy refuse. That is one
side of the question, now lot us look on the
other side. The shippers are not alm%et.her
to blame. Last fall a great deal of butter
cams here consigned to sellers witha first lien
on it by the bank. Shippers would sell their
butter to & firm, and raise money atonce atthe
bank on their shipment. When the butter
reached here the firm would somotimes rofuse
to tako it, and the bank would sell it at any
price at all, to get rid of it and clear them-
selves. Theso sacrifice prices are generally
Lopt secret bat sometimes leak out. One
instance which actually happened will suffico

to illustrate. A northwest shippur sold z .

-hoico Iot of creamery butter to a cummission
merchant hero, bot it came through the bank,
the shipper having already realized a small
smount of moncy realatively on the ship-
ment, from the bank. When the butter ar-
rived hore for some reason the parchaser
refused to take it and the bank soldittoa
retail merchant for 7 coats a pound, whoin
tarn seld it to his customers for 25 centsa
und. These and other causes tended to
upress tho market and the unprincipled com-
mission merchant did the rest. Their plan
-f action being explsiued by another truein-
rident, A firm who used to do business some-
~ Lere botween _here and Toronto, was wung
Lt Iany %cam agu W rail av tho cummissivn
r.bbers in B. C. "'And he said to the country
shippers, ¢ Listen, I will go to the coast and
become myself.a commission merchant, and 1
will bo an honest commission morchaat, sond
your butter and eggs and cheese to.me anll

-listen to mermaid songs

will follow the golden rule and you will get
top prices for overything and‘ave will both
make monoy.” Ho reached the coast in due
timo and started business, and the confiding
shippers sent him so many consignments that
he scarcely had room enough to store them
away in his cellars, Aud much butter was
sent, and; the shipper before sending it saud
bofore sending it, “iQuote us_to-day's prices
for creamory and dairy,” and o high price
was quoted for best croamery and dairy, say
for illustration 15 aud 20 cents. And pur-
chasors came, And when thoy said they had
bought their butter elsewhere and mentioned
their prico, he said,**T would Have sold it to
you for much less.” and when they said they
had not bought the butter, he would say, */Go
to my cellar and take your pick of dairy butier
fo 18 cents, creamery for 16 cents,” and he
was always below the market from one to
three cents, and every time the other com-
mission merchants met his prico he would
dive Jower still. And he waxed richer ond
richer and the northwest shippers waxed
poorer aud poorer. For the commission mer-
chant was getting his commission but the
shippor was sometimes only getting a paltry
few conts a pound above his expenses, and
somotimes nothing, though always getting
experience. But the commission merchant
who was dishonest saw how he had tons of
butter spoing on his hands, and he had to get
rid of it. And when he guve those fascinat-
ing quotations to shippers he was quoting for
prime Al butter not the horrid stuff that was
sometimes sant. Perhaps a lesson to shippers
can ba read somewhere between the lines.
Two things should be observed. Deal with
houses that have a reputation, and do not
n _of firms you know
nothing of from theexperionce of your friends
or yourself. Always send good butler, care-
fully packed. It is dishonest firms that bear
the price of butter, don’t deal with them and
they will have to go out of business. Thers
are & very small number of dishonest firms .
in British Columbia, but that small number
are enough to demoralize the marketif ccedu-
Rns shippers continue to consign goods to
om.

The lumber trads is on_the edge of a big
boom. Your correspondent reccntly pro-
phesied in The Commercial that the price
of lumber would advance on the coast at the
conclusion of the war in the Orient when the
increasein thedemand wasdue. Ferthroeyears
B.C.lumbermen have been practically struggl-
in%along topay theintercstson theiradvances
and their stumpage dues. The most pros-
perous firms not more than making a living,
but; they were hoping for better times every

-year and did not want to give up valuable
connections. Their patienze has had its re-
ward. From indications and the numerous
charters ahead, there will be more lumber
ships in port within the noxt twomonths than
over before 1n the history of the province.
In this connection the Brunnstte mill fire at
Sapperton was nothing short of a calamity.
Like the other maulls they had been struggling
for years agaost great odds, and were reputed
tu have the largest and best connection of
any of the lumber firms. Iu two hours all
their hupes and ambitiuns were swept away
by the devastating flames and just on the eve
of better times, when their long straggle
against hard times was to be .rowarded.

Last Sunday was about
tho most disagreeable day experienced in this
country during July that we remember of,
but no damage was reported to the crops. In
some sections the crops are reported a littlo
earlier than last year, and in other sections
they are & littlolater. Tho average is about
the same. Last year was an eariy harvest
Notwithstanding the great amount of ramn
which has fallen nearly all over the country
this scason, there were some sections,
particularly in the western portion of the
wheat country, which were in need ofrawm.
A etrip south of Brandon needed rain and
forther west again there were strips of coun-
try in need of rain, but this want was
relieved at the ond of last weck. In central,
eastern and southern Manitoba, the only

.complaint has been a little too much rain,
but the crops will be all right with average
_weather for the rest of the scason.

The grand total of stocks of available
wheat, both coasts of the United States and
Canada, July 1, this year, as repurted by
Bradstreet's, amounts to 60,117,000 bashels,
which is about 18,000,000 bushels less than
wero so held one year ago, and 15,000,000
bushels less than two years ai . ButonJuly
1, 1892, the total of United States and Can-
- adian stocks of available wheat wasonly
85,659,000 bushels, on July 1, 1891 the total
was 22,185,000 bsuhels, 29,211,000 bushels in
1890, 21,002,000 bushels in 1889, and 35,887.-
000 bushels in 1888, while on July 1, 1887,
eight years ago, availablo wheat stocks
ref to amounted to 54,890,000 bushels.
From this it is plain that while stocks in this
country have fallen ofi about 20 per cent, as
compared with the quantity held one and
two years ago, they are still about double the
average quantity held on July 1 for four ard
five years preceding 1898. Stocks of wheat,
both coasts of the United States and Canada,
decreased 12,703,000 bushels last month,
contrasted with  7,0L7,6U0 bushels in June,
1893,

For six months of the calendar yoar the
reduction in available supplies, United
States and Canada, has amounted to 66,899,-
000 bushels, compared with a falling off of
87,852,000 bushels in the first half of 1894
98,525,000 bushels in o corresponding peno&
.of 1898, 42,524,000 bushelsin a like portion
of 1892, and contrasted with a reduction of
available supplies. both coasts, in the first
half of 1891 amourtingto 37,458,000 bushels,
The decrease of stocks during the pastsix

months has been the heaviest on record,
66,899,000 bushels.

Evaporated Apples.

Anyone who has followed the market
roports, week by week, will know that the
season just closed has not been favorable to
apple evaporators. Prices of their product
have ruled low, and even at a decline from
values of former years, evaporated apples
have been neglected. Stocks were large at
the beginning of the seasun, it s true, but
this was not the secret of the markets failure
The cause of the declino lies rather in the
large quantity of dried peaches and apricots
thay have been ampurted frun the state of
California. Ono firm, probably the largest
fruit dealem iu the rity, a-sort that they
have suld more California dried fruit this
vear than evaporated apples. This circum-
stanco i3 certainly unprecedented in the
history of the trade.

The demand for dried peaches and apricots
18 at present cunfined to the city trade.
Country retailers are, however, finding it
advantageous to carry stocks of this class of
fruit, and the trade may reasonably be ex-
pected to grow next season. The California
fruit has been retailed at about 12c¢ rer
pound, but higher prices will probably rale
next year. Whatever be the future of dried
apricots and peaches on this market, the fact
remains that California dried fruit has
seriously injured trade in evaporated apples,
and many apples will be carried uver 1n cold
sturage wuest season. Toronto Monotary
Times.
