IL eise
reviews tbe condition of crope on the
let cf the jnonih, the. progresa of hay-
ing sud harvebiing openatiensi at thit
date, farm labor and the rate of wsges
and the state of pasturea and live stock
in relation ta meat 8upply ana dairy

The month of July was very favor.
able tdr hay-making, the weather bc-
ing 8teady and the temperatune me-
denate, sudl the bulk cf the cru p bas
been saved in excellent order. C lover
recovered te some extend fromt the. se-
rions damage douc te it by winter ci-
posure and eô ring frosts, but in the
masi faver.iIlocalitios the yiold docs
net excced one ton per acre, ana the
general avertàge is much les. Timothy
and miâtd grasses were very hea7y,
sud the unifonm report frottaU sec-
tions 1.s that no better crop lias been
gathened in 20 years

Throughout the western haîf et the
Province fali rheat bas been remark-
ably> beavy, but it bas nlot escaped flie
dangers incident tu a late season of
ripsning. Owing te a rank.growih of
sîraw and occasional ramn 3torms,
the crop loded baaiy inzman, locali.
tics jat as tbe grain ws beginuittg
te harden, and about the samne t.imc
unfortunately, il was struck with rusL.
As a consequonce, the samplo is net
genterally as good as wus looked for,

i8 lalcing in plunîpness and color.
