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THE J3ANK RETURNS FOR MAY.

The returns of the Banks for the month ended 31st
May show a few changes as compared with those for
April. Thei most important is the falling off of $3,-
320,000 in public discounts,evidencing that the extreme
caution exercised for some time past has in no degree
been relaxed. These arestilli however $3,400,000 in excess
of the figure for May 1895 and nearly 75 millions over
those of ten years before. The political agitation has

perhaps had its influence upon bankers latterly, and
though xWhat many of thein believed to lie the worst lias
resulted, we do not infer any very serious fiscal changes
will be effected. But we treat this subject at length
elsewhere. That moneyed individuals are no less pru-
dent is shownl by the increase in ,Deposits after Notice,
these consisting to some extent of accrued dividends
which in ordinary tiies would find more immediate
distribution among traders and suppliers of luxu-
ries as well as of articles people convince
thenselves they cati get on without. The saine re-
mark will apply, though in a less degree, o other de-
posits. The change in the Rteserve Fund, amounting to
$145,000,is due to the addition of $25,000 to that of La
Banque d'Hochelaga, of $20,000 to the Rest of the
Union Bank, and $10,000 to the Ontario's, all as against
the reduction of $200,000 on account of the Bank of
Commerce. The total Rest for April should have read
$26,463,700. We may mention here that by a similar
literal inadvertence the dividend of the Merchants
Bank of Canada for 1895-6 was printed as 7 instead of
8 per cent. Other changes are unimportant, the
foreign balances as the chief among them being due to
the influence of the exchanges and to the policy in
tintes of limnited employnent for funds to look to New
York for temnporary investment. The detailed state-
ments are to be found elsewhere ; the utsual compara-
tive table is subjoined:

THE BANK OF TORONTO.

The annual meeting of the Bank of Toronto vas
held at the head offices of the bank in that city on
Wednesday the 17th instant. The statement of profits
made shows that evxen the strongest banks felt the
pressure of the adverse times. The Bank of Toronto
for years past lias paid dividends of 10 per cent., the
profits usually exceeding what was required to do this
by a handsome sum. Last year the net profits
amounted to $207,065, which is equal to the dividend
at above rate, with a balance of $7,065 placed to credit
of profit and loss. The Reserve Fund of the Bank of
Toronto is $1,800,000, being within 90 per cent. of the
paid-up Capital. The management will find that 10
per cent. harder to niake up than any part of the
whole sum of the ifeserve as, even if business becomes
better and confidence is restored, the profits of banking
are likely to be less than in previous years owing to
the extreine plentifulness of money. The banks are
now paying as much for deposits as they did when
these fuands were far less abundant and far more easily
turned into profitable channels. To make old-time
profits they will have to recognise new conditions by
reducing the rate of interest on deposits ail round.
The smaller banks are talking comfort front the state-
ments of the Bank of Toronto, the Dominion, and
Montreal, which, with their large Rests miglit have
been. expected to do so much better than those with
smaller Reserve Funds. But, wlhen trade is duil, large
resources are not very profitable. The Toronto how-
ever laving cleared its large dividend with something
to spare may justly regard the result of the operations
of the year with, at least, complacency and quiet satis-
faction.

THE IMPERIAL BANK OF CANADA.
The 21st annual meeting of the above Bank was

held at headquarters in Toronto on the 17th inst., and
a Report and Statement presented, which were f ully up.
to the anticipations of those who knew enoughi to fore-
cast the result of the past year's banking business.
The net profits are stated to be $194,945. This is so
near to 10 per cent on the paid-up Capital, being 9.94
per cent, that we cannot but admire Mr. Wilkie's
frankness in placing it at this figure, vhen by post-
poning the writing off of an odd bid debt or so, the
profits might have been declared 10 per cent. Hov-
ever such-a straightforward policy is the wiser, as it is
so manifestly honest as to convey an excellent imptes-
sion. The diyidends at 8 pe' cent,- and a bonus of one
per cent,were provided for and $18,221 carried to Profit
and Loss. For this gratifying result under such ex-
ceptionally adverse conditions as those of last year, the
shareholders ought to feel, and doubtless do feel, very
much indebted to the sagacious and prudent manager,
.Who lias no smuall advantage in having so shrewd and
experienced a Presid.ent, and a strong Board of Direc-
tors. The [nperial holds immediately available assets
equal to over 60 per cent of its deposits, so that it is
clear there has been no intention to strain the resources
of the Bank for the.sake of maling profits. The Im-

perial did excellently well last year, in spite of draw,
backs, and we gladly record its success,
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THE UNION BANK OF CANADA.
The annual.meeting of the Union Bank was held at

headquarters, Quebec, on the 13th inst. The Report
presented stated the net profits to have been $92,291, a
sum which, under such conditions as have obtained for
a length of time may be considered as a favourable re-
sult of the year's business. It was enough to pay two
dividends of three per cent, and leave $20,000 for trans:
ference to the Rest, and $291 to Profit and Loss. The
Reserve Fund is thus raised to. $300,000, which is 25
per cent of the paid up Capital. The Union Bank lias
resources adequate for making excellent profits as soon
as.the financial outlook is clearer and business becomes
more active. Its circulation is considerably above the
average, being 70 per cent of the limit. It has deposits
for $4,716,300. Thie margin of profit in these deposits
must be small, indeed, when the net profits of the busi-
ness were below eight per cent on one-foirth of their
total. Bankers may well be considering by what ar-
rangements they can make business more profitable.
The Union Bank is ta be congratulated upon having
Mr. Balfour's services at Montreal. Mr. E. E. Webb,
the General Manager, is a highly capable official, and
the Board is made up of shrewd, successful business
men. ThetUnion lias in it the materials for a very
strong and very profitable Bank.

THE STANDARD BANK OF CANADA.
The Standard Bank meeting held at Toronto (head-

quarters) on the 17th June passed off in the usual rou-
tine style. If Mr. Crawford's doctrine is true that,
" perils dark and dangers drear" will surely arise if
bank meetings pass over without criticisn, a large
nuilbr-of banks are in a bad shape, for at the major-
ity of thein no comments are made. What share-
holders alone care for is a satisfactory dividend; if that
is announced all is well; if it is not, then grumbling is
in order; but as it would do no good and might do
harn, the shareholders have sense enough ta keep
quiet. At the Standard meeting the profits ar'e an-
nounced ta have reached $105,658. This pays the 8
per cQnt dividends, and enables $25,658 ta be added te
Profit and Loss. The Standard lias now a Reserve
Fund of $600,000, which we regard ample for the pur-
poses of a Rest, and a good round sun ta liave in use
for profit making. It controls an excellent business,
larger in proportion te its Capital thin others. Mr,
Geo. P. Reid is doing good work as General Manager
in raising the prestige-of the Bank and consolidating
its interests. It is a pleasure te us ta record bhi
success.

IA BANQUE JACQUES CARTIER,
The Jacques . Cartier ,Bank bas been. trimming iù

sails during the past year, not by virtue of necessit)
but througi a due regard for good business principleE
which in a time of financial depression and difficult 3
suggest more thlan ordinary caution and a judiciou!
checking of new operations and enterprises not con-
sonant with a sound conservative management. See
ing no margin for reasonable profit in consequence o
competition, the directors wisely decided in the cours(
of the year ta close certain small branches of the bank
Thus liquidations were brought about which also re.

sulted in the reduction of the year's profits. The nett
earnings amounted to $31,243.65 which althougli net so
large as for the previous year yet admitted of the pay-
ment of a dividend of 6î per cent., and -the carrying of
$7,352.18 ta the credit of profit and loss account. The
reserve remains as last year, $235,000 or 47 per cent of
the paid up capital, while the fund reserved for unearn-
ed discounts also remains as last year, $25,000. The
President and the new.Cashier, Mr. Tancrede Bienvenu,
are ta be congratulated on the energy¯ they and their
confreres have displayed in safeguarding and maintain-
ing the credit of the bank. IL will le seen froni the
annual report which appears in another colunn that
the Hon. Alphonse Desjardins was unanimously re-
elected President.

THE REBATE EVIL.

In the Forty-first Annual Report of the Insurance
Commissioner of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts,
a copy of which we have just received, the subject of
rebates of life insurance premiums is given consider-
able attention. The views of so distinguished an
authority as Mr. George Merrill are sure to attract
vide attention. Many remedies have been suggested
and laws have been enacted to-assist in the suppression
of rebates, but in spite of these efforts the evil lias be-
come so great and its effects upon the business so per-
nicious that only concerned action on the part of in-
surance companies can have any permanent effect.
Tlrough the instrumentality of Mr. Merrill a meeting
of insurance represeÉtatives was held in New York
last autnumn at which a carefully digested plan was
adopted, and a pledge of agreement entered into which
then and subsequently was signed by officers of thirty
c,mpanies. This agreement provided for the appoint-
ment of a referee, the companies to contribute, in pro-
portion te the amount of their business written, for
the expenses of carrying out the work. The terms.of
the pledge were that no one of the subscribing com-
panies would pay or allow or offer to pay or allow, or
permit any person connected with it in any capacity to
pay or allow or offer to pay or allow, any rebate or
preinium in any manner whatsoever, directly or in-
directly. The companies agreed that the decisions of
the referee should be final, and that upon his deter-
mination that, ny agent had been guilty of rebating,
such agent should be dismissed from the service of the
company, and not again employed for the period of one
year by alïy company a party ta the pledge.

Massachusetts was the first American State to enact
an anti-rebate law. In declaring that there should be
no discrimination made by any life insurance company
transacting business in the State betveen insurants of
the sameclass and equal expectation of life Massachu-
setts evidenced, as Mr. Merrill points ont, no disposi-
tion to control or manage -n any degree the affairs of
such corporations; but, aý the mortality line is fixed by
laws utterly beyond human control, and as mathemati-
cally certain as any rule of the universe, it follows that
the natural cost of life insurance canot be made
variable upon the saine selection of lives by the methods
of conducting business practiced in life insuriin'ce coin-
panies. There may be a wide variation in the natter
of investments, interest earnings, and expenses but the
natural cost remains. To this'each policy holder must
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contribute his share. Massachusetts aflrms that in-
surance companies shall charge the same rates of
premium for the sanie insurance to one member of the
company as to another, and the sanie to all policy-
holders to whoni its certificates are .issued, no iatter
whether within or without the borders of Massachu-
setts. No exception can be taken to this sound prin-
ciple. If a policy is given away in Australia or South
Africa, for instance, it as surely costs a citizen of Que-
bec his share of the mortality w.hich is as certain to
accrue upon such policy as if it were given away to his
next door neighbor witbin this Province.

The anti-rebate laws, however, cannot be effectually
enforced without the active co-operation of the insur-
rance conipanies, and Mr. Merrill hopes and believes
that the agreement between the companies will be con-
tinued ; but the practice of rebating has become so
gigantic an evil, that, unless it is thus ended by those
imost interested in strangling it, heroic measures on the
part of the legislatures nust and surely will follOw.

THE EXPORTATION OF HAY.

Although it will not be kaown definitely until about -
the first or second week in July, it is feared that the
hay crop in Canada this season will be considerably be-
low the-average of the past three years both in quan-
tity and quality. The cool, dry weather which pre-
vailed during May and the first half of June, thougli
physically very grateful and delightful, checked the
headiig.out and shaping of the grasses to such an ex-
tent thnt it is very doubtful whether more favourable
conditions save in the cast cati now have mnuch effect.
This is the more to be regretted inasuincli as there is

every probability that the denand for hay i Great
Britain and on tie Continent will be large this year.
The showery weather in England veek before last
caime too late to benefit the first crop, which is a gene-
ral failure; but if the showers continued it was thought
that a good second crop was possible. It is the second
crop which is the chief factor in fixing prices in Eng-
land. ILt makes or mars the colonial bay trade. At
prcsent'the value of hay in Liverpool is reported to be
not mnuch over 72s 6à per ton (2240 pounds) net, e.i.f.
All that wvas bid on the Oth inst. was .5s ex quay; and
no one, it is said, vould give more. It should be noted
that the. Liverpool market is better than the Lon-
don.

Last year there was an abundance of hay in Canada
for exportation, but as Australia, South Africa, Chili,
and the Argentine Republic all competed for the Eng-
lish narket prices declined sharply and there was little
mnoney in the business for our people. This year, how-
ever, all these counties have suffered more or less fron
drouglt and have to itmiport rather than export hay.
Were Canada to have a good crop, the misfortune of
thtese countries would be to ber advantage; but althongl
tiere will doubtless be quite enougli hay to supply the
demuand for home consumuption bore it is doubtless
whebther there will be mîuch available for exporta-
tion.

In te year ended June 30th, 1895, Canada exported
to Great Britain 5L,933 and to the United States 1.37,-
514 tons Of hay, the value Of which was $492,683 and
$019,914 respectively. Canada's miext largest customers

were Newfoundland and the British West Indies, the
total amount of hay exported being 200,000 tons in
round numbers, the value amounting to over a million
and a half of dollars. The hay exported to England
froni Montreal for the year 1894 was 31,482 tons
valued at $384,842, and for the year 1895, 26,206 tons,
the value being $272,882. The decline in prices ac-
counts for the falling off in the aniount exported no-
ticeable in the figures for 1895. Hay was one of the
principal articles affected by the decline in prices.
Had the prices been as good in 1895 as in 1894 the
total value exported last year would have been $1,871,-
000 instead of $1,539,691. Though the exportation of
bay to England bas not been as profitable a business
as it promised to be shippers are not discouragel, but,
on the contrary, are inclined to think that ultimately
it will prove an extensive and lucrative business. In
London clover is preferred to timothy ; and though
farmers do not get as mu-ch per ton for the former as
for the latter, clover yields more to the acre than
timothy, so that in the end the producer obtains as
much for the one as the other. Besides clover enriches
the land, whilst timothy impoverishes it. The present
difference of $5 per ton in the price is most unusual,
No. 1 timothy selling at $13 to $13.50 and clover $9 to
$9.50, It is not likely that clover will remain as low
as this. Indeed an advance all round is very likely.

STR1AW PAPER.

Many readeis will remember the paper made from
straw conmmonly in use during the sixties by the larger.
dailies, especially iu Toronto. There is again a pro-
posal to return to this material, notwithstanding the
alnost universal employment of spruce for paper
making. Dun's Bulletin has the folloving : If we
hear, one of these days, that wood has become suddenly
superseded as·the staple material for paper, let us pre-
pare not to be surprised. Experimnents are being car-
ried on in sonie of our mills to discover, if peradventure
aiyway eau be found, how to make paper economically
out of the enormous quantity of wheat straw of the
North-West. That straw has an excellent fibre. IL is
for the ingenius paper expert to worm himself in'o the
secret of making.that fibre into strong, cheap paper.
That once discovered, the question of the export duty
on pulp vood would vanish froni practical politics.
Last year the North-West-Manitoba and Territories-
yielded a crop of 00,000,000 bushels of wheat, with a
tremendous crop of straw. To be sure, if straw were
turned to this use, some mode of fertilizing the land as
cheap as that of returning the straw to it would have
to be discovered. The Paper thus Review theorizes on
The efforts of Canadian wood pulp manufactarers to
obtain an export duty of $2 or more per cord upon wood
pulp, find some support in the Canadian Gazette; the
view talken being to discourage the export of the raw

.material fromn Canada and encourage its manufacture
into pulp in Canadian mills. At present the United
States- tax on imported pulp is ten per cent., while
pulp wood is free. A Canadian export duty would, it
is claimed, *induce the¯'United States to reinove their
duty. This the Câliadiaa association think voiuld give
them control of the trade. At present Canada exports
about 500,000 cords of pulp wood yarly so that bhç
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proposed export duty would yield a revenue of $1,000,-
000 annually. The exporters of pulp )'ood, of course,
object to such an'inmpost. As it is, they have their
hands full th9y say, to compete with the pulp wood
sellers of Virginia and Maine. Her exports of raw
material, i.e., pulp wood, practically all of which goes
to the United States, have been as follows : 1890,
$108,998 ; 1891, $219,458 ; 1892, $380,092 ; 1893, $392,-
262; 1894, $408,359. These figures show a constantly
increased export of. raw imaterial. The pulp wood ex-
ported in 1894 would be capable of producing mechani-
cal pulp to the value of £400,000 sterling, or about five
times the value of the pulp wood --now exported. If
converted into chemical.pulp the export value would
be no less than £700,000 sterling. As it is Canada is
doing an increasing export trade in pulp as well as in
the wood. The exports of pulp stand thus : 1890,
$168,180 ; 1891, g280,619 ; 1892, $355,303 ; 1893, $455,-
893 ; 1894, $547,217 ; 1895, $590,974. The British de-
mand for wood pulp is largely on the increase. The
importsfor 189C, for example, were of the value of £1,-
574,400 (297,098 tous), an increase of £150,000 over
1894.

BOGUS PAINTS AND OILS.
It would seem that the low prices of pure white lead and

linseed oil which have prevailed for a long time past left as
little margin for the adulteration of paints as -to offer no en-
couragement for the sophistication of aither the pigment or
bh vehicle. It'is, therefore, surprising to find, by careful
inquiry, that the market is still largely supplied with imita-
tion leads and worthless compounds in the semblance of
paint, masquerading as "pure lead in oil," or under other'
misleading and fictitious labels, and that adulterated linseed
oils, or bogus oils containing no linseed, are to be found in
every interior town.

For years the paints brought most conspicuously to the
notice of the consumer have been the ready mixed products,
and the demand created for these compounds has' opened a
field for fraud that has beon largely occupied by the cheap-
est mixtures. These have, in the long run, proved co'stly to
consumers, and have caused thom, in the absence of a cor-
rect understanding of the relation which such paints bear to
pure pigments, eitber to regard the whdle list of latter day
paints with discredit, or to place themselves unreservedly at
the mercy of the paint quack. Unfortunately, the consumer
naturally knows but little concerning the characteristics
which make a paint most desirable fôr use, under certain
specified conditions, and is seldom led to make personal in-
vestigation of the subject. 'His stock of information, has
therefore, been derived mainly from the circulations of the
mixed paint mnnufacturers, which have been largely directed
against lead, or from a blind trust in the intelligence and in-
tegrity of the dealer in paints with whom he dealt. To
whatever extent these efforts have created an 'impression
that ready mixed compounds were better than pure lead, or
have caused the consumer to rely upon the statements of
some uAlnkowu maker as ta the quality of bis product, they
have lof t him an easy prey of unscrupulous mixers or von-
dors, and, as we have said, have resulted in experience s
whiôh have fostered a distrust of all paints, and thus proved
dotrimeâtal to the interests of makers of honest goods.

-The necessity for the latter class doing some educational
work among consumers, as well as among those dealers who
have no special familiarity with paints, but handle them
simply as merchandise, bas been apparent to mnany,
but 1has been undertaken-by very fevir. Some two years ago
one 'prominent company began sncb a -work ln the;ad-
vertising columus of-the class of publications whieh-reached

the homes of consumers, and any one familiar with the
business, vho has observed the character of the advertising,
cannot have failed to be impressed with the benofit wvhich it
is likely to exert upon the trade as a whole. The company,
from its prominent position among the industrial corpora-
tions of the country,\and with the prestige of the long lino
of old-establisbed brands of white lead which it controls, was
in a position to speak with confidence upon this subject, and
when it took up the cudgel in behalf of pure. white lead Ià
began an educational effort which was certain to command
attention. The company in its utteiances bas shown no an-
tagonism to any other forai of paints, excepting in so far as
they were based upon unscientific methods and misleading
claims, but bas supported the position wlilch the more in-'
telligent and honest paints have assumed. On the other
band, the plain facts concerning paint adulterations with
which the consumer bas thus been inade familiar have led to
a keener discriminations on his part in favor of pure and
durable paints for lis buildings. The efforts of the company
in the course is has taken and followed with no little bold-,
ness, have, therefore, been equally for the public benefit and
that of the mnakers and distributors of honest paints. They
might well encourage more of the latter to similar effort, in
which the makers or pure linseed oil might join with results
that would be salutary in their effect upon the quality of
mnuch of the oil that is sold to consumers throughout the
country.

The combinations of mineral and non-drying animal and
vegetable oils that are being sold in nany localities, if em-
ployed lu the mixing of paints, howe'ver pure the pigment
may ho, cannot fail to yield results on wood or ironwork
which must be disappointing. If the claim that such oils
were pure linseed is allowed to go, unchallenged, the reputa-
tion of pure oils as a vehicle for paint is damaged, and the
opportunity for makers of compounds is -correspondingly
widened. The value of a paint depends alike upon the in-
tegrity of the pigment and the oil, and the sophistication of
either cannot fail to ho damaging to both when thoir identity
is lest in a mixture for painting. At the saie time, the,
safety of dealers, no less than consumers lies in the use of.
suci paints and oils as bear the brands of makers whose re-
putation and commercial standing are known and are beyond.
question. The most* successftl dealers and painters of
to-day are those who hâve confined themselves to goods
froin makers whose guarantee of purity they could unhesi-
tatingly accept, and thoir success proves how largely the
public use and toleration of inferior products is the result
of ignorance rather than choice.-Oil, Paint and Dru9 Re-
porter.

THE STiAWBE1RRY SEASON.
Canadian fruit dealers are congratulating themnselves that

California does not interfere with the strawberry trade of
the Dominion. So far as peaches, apricots, 'plunis and
cherries are concerned California bas a most disturbing and
demoralizing effect on our fruit ingustry. These fruits are
produced in such vast quantities in that State that Canada
is used by it as a slaughter market wherein to get rid of the
surplus stock. The American strawberries that reacli Can-
ada come from the adjoining States, but as they are much
earlier than our own there is no competitioi, the supply fail-
ing before the first Canadian strawberries are on the market.
Thougih the}American berry is regarded as very fine, the -sup-
plies this season have not been delivered here in good shape,
and the Canadian article met with iucreased appreciation as
a result. In Ontario the crop bas been excellent, notwith-
standing the reports of a blight in some districts. So far.the
demand has been steady and large, and the prices have been
well nfaintained. The wholesale prices in Montreal bave
ranged bétween 7 and 9ý cents except 'on Tuesday last when
an account of the elections all Montreal groceries in conmon

with bar-roons bad to be closed. The auction-room prices
have run a little lówer, averaging 5.1 to 8 cents.

The Ontario strawberries will last probably until about the
5th July and the Quebec crop until the 15th, while the Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick barries can be procured -until
nearly the lst August. This variation in the seasons extends
the Canadian snall fruit period to a considerable length and
is of great genaral advantage to the coimmunity. But while
three or four carloads of strawberries are received daily
in Montreal froin Ontario during its season not
more than five carloads are received all together
froi Quebec and the Maritime Provinces. The crop
is never large in the last and the local. demand is always
equal to the supply. The strawberry grown in the vicinity
of Quebec City and round about Kamouraska is noted for its
fine flavour and tenpting appearance, and it is .to he re-
gratted that the supply is not more bountiful. In Ontario
the strawberry is cultivated to a large exient and the
exportations to the other Provinces and the adjoin-
ing republic are of increasing magnitude. The exact figures
are diflicult to obtain as barries of all irinds are grouped to-
gather in the official returns. But of the $107,330 worth of
barries exported to the United States for the year ended 30th
June 1895, strawberrias no doubt was the largest item on the
list. There is no reason why this export trade in barries
should not he greatly expanded.

In the fouîrth lino of our leading article last week the word
"sevon" should read eight, tis being the rate of dividend paid
during the ycar ta the shareholders of the Marchants Bank of
Canada.

THE EVERLASTING TURK.
Coiienting on the massacres of Christians in Crete, the

London Salarda// Reciew says :-" The Turk bas made such
a criminal fool of himnself in Armenia that all Christendon
is prepared to take sides against hin, and to sympathize
warmuly with anybody who sieds his blood. The apparent
fact that in Crete thus far tan Turkrs have been slain for
every Clristain " nassacred" makes no difference with out-
side sentiment. We are all in the mood to bave Tu:ks killed.
But it will do no harm, all the saine, to understand the situ-
ation as it exists. The various Christian populations who
are in one way or another subject to the Turk, are infinitely
shrewder than he is, and they have acquired, by experience
and observation, a very accurate knowledge of what may he
described as his mental and moral mssechanism. They know
how to wind him up, so to speak, and how to set hlim going
in any desired direction. '4hey eau ieep him quiet and aven
amiable, and maike mnoney out of his lethargia incapacity
for affairs, so long as its suits their book to do so. When
their interests point in the other direction, they are masters
of the trick of bringing himu out into the streets forthwith,
word in band, with a mad beast's lust for slaughter and
outrage. It amounts to a rule in the Ottoman Empire that,
whenever Christians are being raided and butchred by the
Osnanli Turk, it is because somae group of " Christian" agi-
tators bas deeed the moment opportune for giving the
world a fresh object-lesson in Turkish brutality. Doubtless
thera e inucih to b-said in defence of this employment of
artifice against brute strengti. Each time that the experi-
ient succeeds in provoking a war, or European intervention,
soie furthir curtailnont of the Turk's power in Europe re-
suits. And that ho may soon he driven out, bag and bag-

gaga, ias comae to he the innermost desire of all of us."

TOBACCO AND CIGARS.
The continued troubles in Cuba continue to have a con-

siderable intluence on prices. The New Yomlr Tobacco Leaf
says • What of prices ? Are cigars to advance, and il so,
who is taire the initiative ? These uaries appear simple

enough at first sight, but upon conscientious investigation
they will be found somewbat difficult to solve satisfactorily.
That cigars will advance is generally considered to he cer-
tain, but to wbat extent and wben it is to become general
all along the line, not aven the best posted in the trade will
hazard an opinion. No one knows, and no one would tell
even if he did know. The only elemant of certainty in the
situation is, that no concerted action bas been taken by
manufacturers; and it is almost equally certain that none
will he takan in the future. Each firm will work out its
own salvation and decide.upon a course of action best suited
to its own conditions. A few bouses have already put
prices up, and others talk vaguely of being forced ta follow
suit in the near future. Thus each will watch and wait
upon his naighbor, and act just as circumstances direct. It
nay, however, be pretty confidently stated that no general
increase will be felt for somae time to come-in a month may-
he, or maybe three or more. That's vague, but it dafines the
situation. As to the initiative; there will he none; at least,
not one recognized as such. Each bouse will take its own.

PRINTER'S RISKS.
It is high time somae effort at discrimination were put

forth in respect of insurance rates on printing offices. As
thera are "eggs and eggs," so thare are wide differences
among the spawn of Faust, if we may use the tarin. The
Review of London, England, in its press of June 3rd says
"the printers are gathering themselves together to consider
whether they shall or shall not form a new fire office. It is
falt that the premiums press very heavily on the trade. As
to which we are not prepared to argue. The only point is,
whether the premium is equal to the riskr, taking things all
round. We hava not the least doubt that a certain section
will maintain that premiums ought to he reduced."

COLOURS FOR THE FALL.
The new colour card for the fall of 1896, says tie Chicago

Dry Goods Reporter, is out nearly a week ahead of the cor-
responding one of last year. As was expected, prominenca
is given to foliage green, of which there are six shades occu-
pying first place on the card. Cerise is givan again-in three
toues. Thera are six purpla shades, divided equally between
the bluishand reddishs cast. The staple light blues, pinks,
browns and grays are as usual. Tho yellows and creams are

"the same as last fall and the old navys are also on haud.
Old rose is represanted in a handsome shade called Louis XI.
The novel feature of the card is the ombre effects. These
were also seen on the spring card but soma later tones have
beau added. Both plain and fancy ombres are shown in
gray, violet, green and red shadings.

STEAMER SWALLOWED BY QUICKSANDS.
The British steamer Glenayron, which struck on Outer Dia.

mond Shoal, Cape Hatteras, several weeks ago, lias beau swali
lowed up in the quicksands which form the shore. After
striking she broke in two, amidships, and lias since beau gradu-
ally disappearing from view, Masters of vessels who have
recently passed the Diamond report the Glenayron out of sight.
The treacherous sands of 1Hatteras have made it impossible
heretofore to keep a light on the bar, but the Government is now
trying to do something.

-ELECTION ECHOES.
Even the elections fait the depression. It le said that thora

never was a time when so little money was expended Iu a gene-
ral or any political coitest. In Montreal the deposit of one cari-
didate was seized for debt, in all probability an old disputed ac-
count. A few chques for'$100 each were freely exposed by a
cauvasser to tempt the indifferent to give likewise;,but whether
it was believed thera was à contra chaque, or that thé donor was
promised a senatorship for. this and other personal assistance,
the bait was quite ineffective. One of the most indefatigable
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supporters of the late Party handed over sixty 5 dollar bills on
voting day, the contributions of sixty members of a political
Club in the city, who now echo with a slight variation the
words of Hodge and his razor in the story. The name ;" Mr.
George A. Cox, president of the Bank of Commerce, is freely
mentioned in connection with - the portfolio of Finance
Minister.

Pacifie lias been a shade casier, in symi-
pathy"with London, but the earnings of
the Company having slown encouraging
increases; the decliuos were indicative of
nothlng so much as a limited volune of
trade. The otlier principal trading lias
been in Gas and Montreal Street Ry.
while in bankr stocks, Morchants, Coi-
mnerce and Montroal have each comte in
for a shareof attention. The noney mar-
ket Is quiet, and the general rate for
mongg on call is now 5 per cent. Bankers
are not too anxious to lend money on
stocks, considering in sone cases that que-
tations are qlute liglit enough for value
and having no wish ta assist in any tndue
inflation of the market. News fromt out-
side markets Is on theo wholo encouraging,
although business is duill. In London the,
settlement showed f ew large " bull" ce-
caunts open, and prices consequently are
firmer, A favorable feature lias been the
adoption of a ".spund noney " plank in the
platfori adopted by tic Republican con-
vention in St. Louis, which has caused a
more inteest in Amnericans. Canadians have
been woll supported on the whole,
although Pacille lias bean somewhat
depressed, presumably on account of
the rosui't of the Canadian general elec-
tions. MonŠy is etill as plentiful and cheap
as ever, and English " Consols" have again
sold at a higher price. The New York
mnarket has also been moie eoçouraging,
though values have sagged at tnies.

Thursday Ev'g, June 25th, 1890.
The one characteristic of the local

wholesale trade bas again been its dull-
ness. Merchants in almost every branch
of trade have the same report'to make of
politics having for the tine being taken
the place of business, and the few orders
that are being received are only to'fll the
most urgent requiremnents. An encourag-
ing feature of the situation, however, is
the general hopefulness. Orders in the
principal. linos, notably boots and shoes
and dry gods for fall account have se far
corne in very slowly, but now that the
battle at the poils bas been fought and
won, tiere is every indication that business
generally will very soon re-assume its
normal appearance, Merchants are so
convinced tint ln some cases they are
making preparations accordingly. There
are still a few traders, however, who wili
lold of buying, on the plea that theywish
ta sec what the new Government will do
ln the way of " tarif tinkering," but these
are few, li majority realizing that noth-
ing can be doue this year in this direction
at any rate. Of the result of the change
of Government ta trade generally, It is still
too early ta speak, though Con'servative
merciants generally appear'to take their
defeat with a very good grace, and ex-
pressing the opinion that the Liberal
leader will net the part of wisdom and "go
very slow"'in the direction of tarif refprm.

In -store 25th June at
noan, 283 bris, pots, 29 bris pearis.

BEANs-Trading la still small, and in the
absence of material activity prices are
more or less nominal. Small lots are of,
fered at 85o and larger quantities at 75c-
with very few sales effected.

BooTs AN> SHOEs-Manufacturers report
a slight improvement, but orders for fall
account are still coming in veryslowly.
A decided improvement is, however, ex-
pected .within a few days, as business
again resunes lis normal aspect, after the
recent "election fover." Retailers report
a good business in fancy summer footwear
priecipliy, vhile wholesalers and manu-
facturers report collections as somewhat
improved.

The stability of the leather market is
gratifying ta manufacturera, as they are
warranted now in quoting prices ta their
customers through catalogues. One Ameri-
can house that last year did not send out a
catalogue at all, because prices given one
week had ta b- cancelled the next, la now
preparing the largest catalogue that it has
ever lssued. The demand for pointed toes
has increased. It ls thought by the well
informed that the tide la about ta turn the
other way, and that another year will see
the shoe wlth a more rounding toe in favor.
Such a change will be welcomed by maun-
facturers, as the expense of making the
needle toes does not allow an average pro-
fit at the prices they bring. The rapidity
with which the extreme pointed shoes have
been taken hold of by the trade ias
brought to light the fact, that in footwear
at least, country towns are not far behind
the cities in styles.

CEMENT AND FriRBicKBa rrivals this
week were 8,400 bris. Englisi cament and
117,bo-1 firebricks. No Belgian cement
arrived. Business continues as dull as
ever, and the prospects are that tbis season
will prove a record-breaker in this respect
There are few large buildings or public
works il course of construction, and no
immediate prospect 'for improvement is
seau.

TALLow-The firm position of tallow re-
corded lately ln New York developed dur-
ing the past week into a more positive rise.
There were sales on Thursday of 200 hhds.
at 3%e., followed by a sale of 100 hlhds. at
83%c., and at the close shippers were ask-
ing for cable refusais at Y8c Iigher, while
malters refused ta consider anything
below 8¾c. Ifadtlhisadvance been based
solely upon the foreign outlet, it
would have been reasonable ta expect a
roactlon as soon as the urgent export de-
nand and the supposed short interest wore

supplied, but the position lias been
strengthoned by an improvement also in
the home trade. Leading manufacturera,
bath east and west, who were skeptical
concerning the stability of the advance at
the outset, now flnd thenselves short of
material, and have entered the market in
comnpetition with exporters, and this may
be regarded as the most significant feature
of the present situation. Thera eau bc no
doubt tiat inelters in ail parts of the coun-
try have accuniulated considerable stocks
during the prevalenco of prices which
they hava regarded as lower than was
warranted by the condition of the market.
That the present basis of prices, or, say in
the vicinity of 34c., will induce thea ta
unload with enough freedoni ta check the
upward tendoncy somewhat, la indicated
by tie offerings made at that figure.
Morcover, continental buyers cai draw
fromt tie London stock of Australian at
about the parity of 3yle. in tis market,
and this figure is looked upon, as we write,
as being about the Ihmnit ut which the fat
can be hold liore with any degree of confi-
dence. Muîch will, of course, depend upon
the course of prices on lard and Cleo. oil.
If the advanco fails ta affect themr some-
what pormîanently a reaction on tallow is
pratty certain to follow, despite tie pro-
portions of the present deaiînd. The pub-
lie auctions l London on Wednesday last
showed a rather easy tone, and out of
olterings of about 1,200 casks less than one-
quarter were sold, at a decline equaiNto
about Y4c per pournd. Tre stock thore lias
been but little affected by recont transac-
tions, but has ail along been held above
the parity of prices in the U. S.

Wooi,-Busiess is only of a hand te
mouth character, and no very important
sales have beau noted. Prices are about
as before quoted. The Boston market is
reported fliri with business inactive.
