He eats
boiled mush, which takes the place of soup,
a little boiled or roasted meat, rarely vege-
tables, cheese made of goats’ milk, and drinks
ordinary wine. Even on the day of his elec-
tion to the Papacy he sent back the roast beef
given to him, avd asked in its place a second
plate of soup.

Artof Printing Fostered by the Church.

When the art of printing was invented,
years before the so-called reformation, the
church wes prompt 1o uppreciate its valusand
te utilize its services. 1t was the Popes who
essisted the first printers, the workmen of
Faust and Schoffer, on their removal to Rome.

The first printing-press set up in Paris was
at the Sorbonne. The first to patronize Cax-
ton in Epgland was Thomas Milling, Arch-
bishop of Hertford and Abbot of Westminster,
in which abbey Caxton established his print-
ing oftice.

The earliest printing-press in Italy was in
the monastry of St. Scholastica, Subiaco, the
productions of which are much seught for on
account of their great beauty. In 1474 a book
was printed by 1he Augustinian monks in the
monustery of Rheingau. Tn 1480 a printing
press was set up in the English Abbey of St.
Albun’s, and enother in the Abbey of Tavis-
tock.

" Poironed by Revenne Stamps.
(From the Binghampton Republlican.}

Ex-mayor Butler bas been sick for a week
and confioed to bis housein consequence of
being seriously poisoned about his face and
hands by bandling government revenue
stawps used on cigar boxes. On Saturday,
the 28th of June, while the weather was very
hot, apd he was perspering freely, he stamped
and cancelled the stamps on a large number
of cigar boxes. Green dust flew from the
starups and covered his hands and wrists, and
& bandkerchief used by him fer wiping his
face and neck also became filled with the dust.
The vesult was a severe and deep poisoning
wherever the dust touched. He appeared to
be better last evening, but there was evidence
of poison breaking out on one ankle, showing
that it was spreading through his system.
Other cases of poisoning in a similar manuer
have been reported in the public prints. Ex-
Alderman Jackson, of the revenue office in
this city, has heen troubled for about a year
with a skin disesse resembling closely the
poisoned surface of Mr. Butler. .

Italy the Paradise of Assassins and
Thieves.

The following isthe translation of anarticle
which appeared lately in the Fan-fulla, Italian
jourpal, reproduced in the Gazette di Venezia
of June 5, under the title « Statistica Nera” :—
« According to my calculations, which may be
depended on, in our Italy, ¢ the young nation,’
as it is called, there have occurred during the
first ninety days of this year 545 effected asass-
inations. Tbese were the greater crimes
during this period. But there were also during
the rame period 1,409 serious cases of wound-
ing, and 7,015 light cases of the same, which
makes 8,424 cases of stabbing and wouunding,
and produces an average of 93 a day, without
reckoning the firgt 951 cases, The infanti-
cides announced to 70; not ope a day. Rob-
beries of the person amounted to 847, of which
15 were accompunied by assassination. There
were 100 cases of latceny. There were 11,325

- effected robberies, and 1,052 attempted but not
offected. That makes12,377.in the short space
of 90 days, about 130 per diem. .Oar readers

Curious and Scientific.

Bamboo shoots are used as aun an article of
diet in Japan. At & certain stage of their
growth they are said to be so nourishing as to
rival even cauliflower and asparagus.

The Enguneer states that an invention has
been patented by the late chief mechanician
of the small-arms manufactory at Steyer, It
consists of an apparatus by which an ordinary
breech-loading rile can be temporarily con-
vgrted into a repeating arm. The device holds
10 cartridges, and it can.be carried by the
goldier in his pocket. It can be fitted on the
rifle in & moment, and the 10 reunds can be
fired as rapidly as the same number of car-
tridges fromx any magazine rifle,

Mr. Edward Solly makes the following
communication: to Nafure: “ On Thursday,
June 12,8t 11.30 in the morning, a remark-
able shower of rain fell over London, which
might almost be described as ‘effervescing ;'
the drops while falling appeared to be color-
less and perfectly transparent, but on striking
against any solid epbstance they became
milky, and on clese examination it was evi-
dent that this cloudy appearance was caused
by a number of very minute air-bubbles,
which rapidly incrensed in size nnd then
burst.”

Now thesystem of dove-tailing
the'stones into each other i8 s0 complete, and
modern quick-setting cements so excellent,
that the work when put togetber is nearly as
homogeneous ay solid granite.

White bricks are manufactured from com-
mon red ¢lays at Hull, Esgland. A cheap
material, chicfly magnesian limestone reduced |
to a powder by being burned and slacked, is
ground into the common clay. This mixture
is passed through a series of mixing and
guindiog mills, and then fulls into the molds
of a powerful steam pressing machine, and is
thence laid on the delivery-table, a complete
and almost dry and pressed brick, which when
burned in the kilu produces a white brick.
The ingredients added to the clay are stated
to absorb about 40 per ceat. of the moisture
found in the natural clay, and the grinding is
80 close and complete thau the mixture i»
thoroughly amalgamated, The change
effected in the color of the red clay on being
burned is due to'the preseuce of the substance
added toit. . The oxide of iron combines with
the silidp to form silicate of iron.

To Bave the Anparently Drowned.

Ag this is the season of drownings and
narrow eséapes frum drowning, tho deaths
by this canse would be miuch less pumerons
if the fullowing rules, which are essentially
those circulated by the royal humsane
society, were familiar to all bathing master ;

1. To maintain a free entrance of air into
the windpipe : Cleanse the mouth and nostrils;
open the mouth ; draw forward the patient’s
tongue and keep it forward; and elastic band
over the tongue and under the chin will an-
swer this purpose. , Removeall tight clothing
from about the neck and chest. Make sure
that no foreign body is lodged in the pharynx,
larynx, or wsoplagus. ]

2, To adjust the patient’s position: Place
‘the patient on his back on a flat surface, in-
clined a little from the feet upward ; raise and
support the head and shoulders on a small,
firm cushion, or folded article of dress placed
under the shoulder blades. . Supposing that
natural respiration hos ceaged, proceed.

3. To imitate the movements of breathing.
grasp the patient's arms just above the elbows,
and draw the arm gently and steadily upward
until they meet above the head (thisis for the
purpuse of drawing air into the lunge), and
keepthe armes in that position for two seconds;

Fuariher Particulars,

Havurax, N.S, July 21.—~The government
steamer Glendon usually gets more kicks
than compliments. To-day she deserves
compliment for the efticient manner in which
she performed her work of bLringing from
Sable island the pasvengers of the wrecked
steamor Stute of Virginia. Nobody thought
the Glendon would Le back before Monuiayv
und had she been detained until Tuesduy 3
would oot have been thought remarkable; i.nt
the weather proved favorable, and Lieuteuat.:
Browne, R.N., lost no time in proceedén.:
direct to the island. Leaving Ualifaxat® - -
on Friday she reached the island at three - 1
Saturday. Without any loss of time all -
pasrengers aud a part of the crew, makinz -
total of 79, were embarked.  Among the nuns-
ber was Quartermaster John Stewart, wbo had
his hand smashed between two boats,  ‘This
was the only mishap, beyond the sad loss of
nine lives resulting from the capsizing of the
surt boat, Captain George Moodie, who hLas
commanded the State of Virginia ever since
she was launched, says that he obtained an
observation on Iriday, the day after his sail-
ing, when he was on the course laid down in
his suiling instructions. Soon after this he
ran into a dense fog, which enveloped the
ship until 10 o'clock on Sunduy, loug after
the ship had been strunded.  The captain
kept a close persopal watch, and though
he waited to see any indications of danger
he determined that at eight o'clock Satur-
day evening he would stop the ship and take
soundiogs. 'T'he ship was then going at about
12} knots per hour.  All prepurations had
been made for soundings, but just as they were
ubout to be taken the ship struck and became
fast. The engines were reversed, but without
success ; the passengers were then for the
most part amusing themselves with singing
and reading. They were assured that there
was no immediate danger, and apparently
having the utmost fuith in the oflicers
accepted the assurancoe and there waa a sur-
prising absence of tear among them. Nothing
remained but to wait ns patiently as possible
for the morning, The pumps were running,
and repeatedly during tho night sounded, but
the ship did not leak. When daylight rp-
peared on consulting with his officers, Capt.
Meodie determined to lighten theship, and to
this end cauded the cattle and & portion of the
cargo to be thrown overboard. Meanwhile
two lurgu nnchors and o kedge anchor were
carried ont to some distance forward
of the vessel and sunk in deep water; the
chuinsattached to them were counected with
the donkey engines. An effort was made by
this means to get the vggsel off, but without
success. By this time, Syaduy morning, the
ship begau to lesk; tho ollicers now knew that
they were on one of tho Bablo Island shoals,
but had no knowledge of their bearings.
Guns were fired, which brought to their aid
the superintondent of the island, who with

his meii Was now scen ot tho shora. A bogd
was sent ashoere to inform him of the state of
affinirs, then one of the islond surf bonts was
lrought across the island, sent Lucto assisr--
the passengers to the shore.  The boat on
une of her trips was capsized in the surf and
nine women and five children besides the mert
in charge were thrown into the water. As
before reported, four of the wowmen and the
whole five children perished, the boat righted
and the moen were able to assist the others to
hold on untl! the boat was washed ashore,
when restoratives were applied. Her majesty’s
despateh boat Grifin sailed st seven o'clock
last night for Suble Ialand to assist in saving
the cargo of the wrecked steamer State of
Virginia and to ULring up & portion ot the
survivors.

10th instant. - On tberI1th they experienced
#,'dense fog, which epntinued up to Saturday
at’8 p.m., when the steamer ran agraund on a
sand bank; seven miles from the end, on the

‘south side of Sable island. 'We tried to getofl, |

without success. On Sunday  merping, in
order to lighten her, we commenced throw-
ing cargo overboard. We fonnd it was of no
uge, however, the steamer settling down in
thesand. We fired six minute guns, which
brought ‘the governor of the island-=
Mr. - McDonald—to : our assistamce ' in
the. surf boat. : This- boat took ashore
aleven wWomen, four men . and the
Port, Bunkerton, aud drove to New .Glas-
gow, whence they came Dby train to
Halifax. On Sunday night the vessel had
settled down in the sand. Thers- was
six feet of water in the mainhold, nine feet
in the engine room, and mnine in the after
hold.. The weather was fine, but the pros-
pects. of getting the veesel off were not
very bright. The cargo consisted eof 104
head of cattle, American preduce and a
genstRl  cargo. A number of cattle,
which had been.throwa averboard tc lighten
the steamer, got safely ashore, and part of the
cargo was also washed ashore. The erew of
the wrecked steamer consisted of the follow-
ing named : Captain, George Moody ; purser,
James W Robinkon ; chief officer, Angus Mc-
Vicar ; second.officer, W M Gult ; third officer,
J D Jack ; fourth officer,J B McKenzie; chief
eugineer, John Bay; second engineer, Juhn
McKenzie ; third engineer, J Stewart; fourth
epgineer, A Paton; surgeon Walter Burns;

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The Melancholy Drowning Accident. -
- QUEBEU; Jdiy 19.—Inteiligence has reached
bere: of  a -melancholy® drowning accident,
which occurred in the river opporite Pointe
aux Trembles, between eight and nine o’clock
last.evening.. Pointe aux Trembles-is in the
_éounty of Portneuf-on theriver,nbout 21 miles
from this city,and witbin a short distance
of Pont Rouge, on the North Shore railway.
A party, consisting mostly of youbg people,
_left the wherf at this place last night at § for

| & -Bail on the river in a yacht belonging to

Octave Delisle, clerk in Messrs. P. Gurneau
& Frere;of this city. The party nimopered
in all 15, amongst whom were three ladies.
It comprised the yacht's owner, Mr. Delisle,
and wife, Athanasa Dulisle, his brother, Jean
Larue, Miss Eimina Matte, Mr. Gauvreay,
Dr. Ernest Delisle, Ferdinand Blais, Xavier
Garnean, Louis Gauvin, Louis Lefcbvre and
his son, Miss Emily Larue, and another or
two. A large number of friends had assem-
bled upon the wharf to see the happy party
off, and remained witnessing and admiring
the rapid course of the little vesgel. Twenty
minutes after the yacht had left the wharf the
market steamer St. Antoine (Capt. Bergoron)
steamed out into the streamn on the way to
this city. Very suddenly, while the
yacht was about turning on a tack,
her sails were caught by a gust of
wind, which seemed to place the vessel
immediately beyond the control of her crew,
and before she could be righted, and to the
borror of those on board as well as of the
people ashore and passengers by the steamer,
the yacht keeled completely over, throwing
into the river the whole of its living freight.

At the moment of the accident the yacht
was near the middle of the St. Lawrence,
about a mile from the village and a little
more than half that distance from the steamer
8t. Antoine. Had a moment of time been
usclessly wasted at this juncture the loss of
life would have been even greater than it is.
Without an instant's delay Captain Bergeron
changed the course of his steamer and
made directly for the scene of the
disaster. His example was followed
by those on ths wharf, who set out
in several boats to vender assistance.
Amongst the earliest upon the scepe from the
village was the worthy parish priest, Rev.
Fatber Rousseau, who risked the dangers of
the gale, and gut out immediately in & small
boat for the fatal spot. A steamer arrived
some time, however, before any one from the
village, and on nearing the spot threw out a
number of deals, and lowered two boats.
Captsin Bergeron acted throughout with
great wisdom and discretion, and it is prin-
cipally owing to his commendable conduct
that any of these on board the yacht were
saved from a watery grave. His son, 100, acted
with great heroism, and assisted materially in
rescuing the almost exhausted survivors
of the catastopbe, who were fouad upon the
vessel's arrival floating upon the surface of
the water.

The yacht having completely overturned
and floated away, there was nothing to hold
on by, and none were able to maintajn their
own weight but those who were practical
swimmers, excepting, perhaps, Miss Elmira
Mutte, a youny lady of Pointe aux Trembles
who was held above water by a gentleman
swimmer,both being rescued by the crow of the
St. Auntoine, only just in time to save two
lives. Seven of the fifteen were successfully
‘taken from the water by steamer's boats, and
conveyed on board, whence they were taken
ashore in other bouts on the arrival of the
latter from the wharf,

Amongst the seven thus rescued from the
jaws of death are:—Mixs Eimira Matte, Mr.
Octave Delisle, the yatcht's owner, bis brother
Mr. Athenase Delisle, Mr. Gauvreau, drag-
gist of this city, Mr.Jean Larue, of Peinteaux
Trembles, apd another or two. The list of
dead is as follows :—afrs. Octave Delisle, o
this city, wife of the yacht's owner, and.
but a year or two murried. This lady
was & daughter of the late AMr. Garneau
sergeant-at-arms in the legislative nssembly
of Quebec; Misg Emile Larne, aged 21, daugh-
ter of the seigneur of Pointe aux Trembles, a
very refined and educated young lady, and re-
luted to several well koown fumilies in this
city ; Louis Lefebvre, school teacher, aged
from 36 to 40 years, married and father of
four childien | Mr. Lefcbvre was head mniter
of the villuge academy ; and Louis Lefebqre,
jr., hisg’son, a lad of about 14. years; Louis
Gauvin, of the same place, a geutieman aged
about 48, and who was living upon his private
‘means. He leaves a widow, but no ohildren;
Xuvier Gurnean, aged 29, unmwarried, a master
biacksmith of Puinte aux Trembles; Fordi-
pand Blais, of the same place, sailing master
of the yacht, aged 26, and unmarried ; Dr.
'Ernest Delisle, the village physician, a pro.
mising young doctor of 32 years, who leaves
awidow, formerly Miss Larue, and two chil-
dreu. The only desad body recovered last
night was that of the school teacher,” Mr. Le-
{etvre, which wasfound floating on the water
at the scene of the accident, S

On board the steamer which arrived here
about half-past ten o'clock last night, were
several Quebecers. They state that the scene
at the time of and after the accident was a
most distressing one, and one thut they can
never forget. Analmost universal gloom hes
been cast over the viliage, so painfally
afllicted by this melancholy affair.

In this sec-
tilon of the country the appearance of the
mineral is not generally known, and it will
likely be some time before the inhabitants wiil
Ve =uificiently posted to be abie to discover it for
themselves. Mr. Vennor rays there {8 an im-
pression prevalent through the couutry that
phosphate Is to be looked for in connectlon with
the limestone bands, and a great dexl of useless
search has been made in This direction. The
true phosphate rocks, on the coantrary, occur
constiderably above the limestones, whleh con-
taln the Nrst traces of the mineral, and are of
themse ves barren, as & genersl rule, tn celeare-
ous matier. These limestones, however, wh-n
tl‘ﬂ.(l:;(l vut,showclearly the ran of the phosphate
rocks.

A CAMP IN ZULULAND.

A correspondent of the Cape Times, of Cape
Town, gives the following avcount of & camp
or laager at the seat of the Zulu war:—Ouar
laager ou the Amatikulu gave a specimen of
the form in which, now that commanders are
cautious, laagers are generally formed on the
march. It was late Lefore the rear of the
column arrived at the river, but before dark-
ness had quite fullen the hundred waggons
were drawn, ead outward, into four faces of a
quadrilateral area, within which the sixteen
hundred draught oxen, or thereabouts, were
collected, and the horses of the mounted men
belonyging to the escort picketed. In front of
each face, and at a distance of twenty-five
yards or s0 from the wagons, 8 trench bad
been dug (that uight we used a trench of a
former laager) eighteen inches deep, thus
formipg with its raised banks a shelter three
feet high for the soldiers stationed within. On
this open interval between the trench and the
wagons, the fires were lighted to prepare the
evening meal and the conlies were soon busily
employed couverting trekoxen into soup nnd
stew, and makiog the soldiers’ chief comfort
—strong, fragrant tea and cofice. I don't
believe & man can possibly appreciate the
value of tea, or its perfection of tlavor, until
he has drunk it, black and steaming, out of a
tin panuike, with the light of n camp-fire re-
vealing the intense satisfuction with which
his fricnds enjoy the cheering dranght. When
nothing better is to be bad, tes is supremely
good. Dut you don’t sit long over supper or
dinner table in Janger. At half-past 8, as the
bmgle sonnds, all lights are put out, all fires
extinguished, all tongues silenced (bar whis-
periug), and the soldiers lie like an army of
mumies, wrapped clorely in their blankets,
at the side of the sheltered trench,  Ofticers
who may be indisposed for sleep (though nfter
a long day’s march there isseldon: much reluc-
tance to court nature's sweet restorer) enjoy
in groups a social pipe under the wugons,aud

And 8o nll night everything is still, except
for the occasionul challenge of the sentinel,
and the cry <All's well!” passing hour Ly
hour, from post to post. An hour betore the
earlicst duwn the reveille ringa through the
cump, and then une adwires the perfect dis-
cipline of tlie regular soldier. In lexs time
than it takes to write the words, the lines of
recambient mummies are all astic. No word
is spoken, no noige or bustle made, but at
once, in the twinkling of an eye, the trenches
are lined with men, and every rifle is grasped
in hand resdy for the enemy, shonid the
enemy be disposed to try his strength again
with an iatrenched force. On Sunday mght
we occupied a new langer, the wagons of our
convuy being brought ver to our charge. In
the afternoon, the 88th and Blunifs were hard
at work with the spade digging the trenches;
but they worked smartly, snd the thing was
goon done. For rome reason, to an’ cutsider,
inscrutable, the officer who selected the site
for the langer, chose the upper part of a slope
of & basin,from the rim or summit of which an
enemy could command thres sides of the
langer, at a distance of abont twenty yards,
exposed to fire. Of course, no enemy was
expected that night; or, sceing that wo had
a force on ench pide of the river (the 57th
having arrived from Chelmsford in the after-
noon), in addition to the garrison of the fort,

It is
generally argued that the fever cannot rage as
it did last year, because but a smsll pum-
ber of people remain who have not had
it, and becavise of the unusually effective
sunitary regulations being enforced,  Streets
aud alleys are clenred of refuse matter, gar-
bagze removed, and the clodivg and bedding
of invalids destroyed with more promptness
than ever before. There is also encourage-
ment in the fact that the fever is not so ma-
lignant us before. The doctors all agree
that it yielde more readily to treat-
ment, and, as proof, cite the fact
that though some seventy or eighty perdons
are down, but eleven deaths bave occurred.
Thousands of perple hovered about the Louis-
ville depot all night, waiting trapsportation ;
the midnight train wus scent out loaded, and
crowds lelt waiting the remainder of the night
for the morning traing, all of which were
packed. The board of bealth did not hold a
weeting to declure the fever epidemic, as
tolegraphed, but, oncouraged by the mild
type of the disease, such an action was de-
ferred for several days.

The doctors, in their rounds this morning,
fuiind the fever rapidly spreading; twelve
new cases and five deatbs are reported during
the Jast 24 hours, making in all 35 cases and
13 deatbs officially reported.

Lightning Bodu; .

‘It is supposed that a lightning-rod protects
a building by taking to itself and carrying

into the ground the flash that otberwise would
work destruction. This, however, rarely

happens, for a thunderbolt nsually contains
far too much electricity for the conducting

capacity of. the ordinary rod, and very fow
houses that are actually struck, even though
well-furnished with rods, escape unipjured.
The lightning-rod acts, not by conducting the
flash, but Uy preventing it. If a sharp point
be presented to a body charged with electri~
city, it produces what is called a silent dis-
charge, and quictly draws all. the electricity
away. How this occurs, and why a point
skould exercise such a peculiar effect, is not
well understood, bus it is to this principle that
the lightning-rod .owes: it efficienzy. The
highly electrified ;thuoder-cloud passing
through the air, secks to relisve itself,and the
electricity finds the most convenient paths
through the tallest trees and highest buildings.
But if the house be armed with numerous
sharp points, the sudden and :destructive
eftects are usually prevented, and the electri-
city discharges silently, doing no damage.
The injurious practice of insulating the rod
where it touches the sides and roof of the
-gtructure is rapidly diesppearing, ag indeed
it shoutd. The small glass insulators form no
barrier agninst a thunderbolt, and often do
considerable injury in- preventing ths rapid
and easy  escape of the silent dis-
charge. . Lightning-rods should therefore be
kept well pointed, and a good earth connec-
tion carefully maintained ; for & bluut rod, or
-onethat is imperfectly grounded is a danger-
ous thing, and exposes the building to cen-
siderable rizk.

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Fashionsand Man Milliners in France,

Grenville Murray, in a recent “Round
about France” paper, contribnted to the Lon-
don Daily News, treats of « Faghions and Man
Milliners” in that country. . 'Milliners of both
sexes (he says) seem to be assuming a yearly
increasing importance, and their bills like-
wise. I am old encugh to rvemember the
time when you would as scon have expected
to mect a shop girl in silk as a notary ina red
cout ; nowadays all classes of women, except
servants and workmen's wives wear silk, and
what is more, they alladoptthe latest fashions
with surprising promptuess.  The Duchesse
d'Upetelle sports o new-fangled gown to-day,
and in six weeks at the latest its pattern will
have been copied by two hundred thousand
Parisian women.  There is no such rage for
tashion as this in London; but on the other
hand, I must repeat the obeervation that
French servants have to much taste too dis-
figure themselves, as certain Eoglish house-
maids do, by tricking themselves out in cheap
finery. The nniversal costume of the French
servant girl and working women is a white
linen cap and n gown of printed cotton or
calico, with perhaps ‘a silk La Valliere
kerchief of a grey color to wear on Sundays.
Merino is sometimes worn, but not often. The
French servant girl is geuerally much better
off than her British sister, for shie carries three-
fourths of her wages to the savings bnnk, and
never iests till she has collected at least
twenty pounds, wherewith to purchase herself
a debenture bond of the city of Paris, entitling
her to the chance of winning a gros /lof of
£6,000 at the quarterly drawings.  Mecan-
while she is not indiflerent to the attractions
of dress; but she is imbued with a native
good sense, which teaches her the propricty
ot attiring herself according to her station.
She is too thrifty to spend more on drers than
she can aftord, and she would think herself
ludicrous if, sffecting 1o array bersell like a
lady, she dressed otherwise than in the height
of fashion, and wore gloves or boots that were
not of the best quality aud maost perfect fit.
Once a French woman rises into the class in
which it becomes incumbent on her to wear
a Lonnet instead of cap, then she must bave
everything to mateh, and her milliner's bills
beconie a serious item in her budget.  Oa the
whole, though, I believe that French women,
for all their smartness, spend much less on
dress than English women. This may be be-
caure they only dress to go out of doors or to
receive company. An English Jady comes
down specially errayed to breakfast, and is
ready from that matutinal hour to greet any-
body who mny knock at the door; a Freneh

indulgent compnssion from the weaver that
I felt- like the md&n who Iignorantly
thought that the  shin bone of a
raint purchased ' from the catacombs of
Kiew was  dear at a thousand roubies.

One thing is ‘certnin, that the prices
of ladies costumes are not iegulated
in the lesst by the length of skirt,

that is, by the amount of material em-
ployed in the making. At the new year short
skirts are to come into tushion again and
those curivus plated tweezers used in loop-
ing up the present long ones will be dis-
carded;'but wo may all depend upon it that
there will be no docking in the length of
the bills. This reminds me of a remark
made by Prince Metternich, lately Austrian
ambassador in Puris, to the charming lady
who was the best dressed grande dame of the
second empire. «Inotice,” suid his excel-
lency, “that your bonnets grow smailer and
smaller, and the bills larger and larger. One
of thess days the maker will bring nothing but
the bill.” '

While it is true that our means of making
heat tolerable are tufinitely less than those of
1ndig, it is equally certain that the heat which
we are exposed to is, in the worst years, al-

endured there, where EBurapeans oftentimes
sre pursuing occupations fully as anxious and
arducus as any perforined here, where more
than four or five days of excessive lieat is ex-
tremely unusual. In Madras, for instance,
there is a hot syn ncarly every day in the
year, which, after 10 n. m., can scarcely be
lorne with safety, and the great part of the
wight Is frequently as hot as the day.  Madray
bas practically no cold weather, and Bombay
lut about two months, but Bengal
bas g distinet hot and cold season.  1a June
the tempersture i3 110°  Fahrenheit in
1he shade, and the bumidity goes down to
25 per cent of saturation Dy sitting behind
a netted grass sereen ina shady room, with a
fapner blowing in damp air, the tempernture
can be reduced to 80 S In lower Bengal and
the northwest provinees the periodical rains
ret in during June, and bring relief from hat
windg, but both the day cond nieht tempera-
ture remning about 92°. Dy the middie of
Octobier the eold weather bas ret in, bnt from
11 to 3 o'clock the sun is always uncomfort-
nbly hot. Still the fnct of this change of sea-
son bas a very favorable eflfect on Kuropeans,
who do notage in Bengul nenrly us rapidly
18 in the other presidencies.  Coustitution
and their extraordinarily temperate diet en-

lady, on the coptrary, fits at home all day in
a peiynoir pgnin. This does notmean that she
is slatternly, for the pelyuoir is w very
becoming gurment, and if quilted with satiu
and trimmed with lace it may be made very
expensive ; but in general it is an econvmicnl
thing, made of merino or some ceru siudl
fitting loosely to the figure, and most con-
venient for home occupations,  In summer it
may be cut out of seme light stufl striped
pink or blue, and its plaioness can always b
relieved by a smart bow worn atthe neck, I
do not profess to decide which is the best, the
Eoglish syriem or the French; all T can say
is that French busbands would have to fly the
country if their wives rigged themselves in-
doors as they do to go out,

The Parisian grande dime, who goes a great
dent into socicty, and must have ber war-paing
on at all hours of the day, is not a thrifry
crenture but an extravagant one, and spends
her lite, like the old Athenians, in contriving
or talking of some new thing.  In hevsight
the milliner is an oracle whore behests must
be obeyed blindly, and if it pleuses hin to

the United States, on the contrary, there Is a de-:
crease in the pumber of failures by 1,767, and in
the total amount of liabllities by $65,u53,878, as
shown by the statement that the faflures
‘in  the first ' six months in 1878 - were
5,825, with Jiabilitles of $130.832,785,  against
4, in  number and , 779300 In  lia-
bilities during ‘the past six months of 1879.
In the United Stutes tbe faflures for the second
quarter ln the present year are 1,53 in number,
and $22,000,000 in amount of liabilities.

Numcrous faltures retard buslness ventures
in s greater ratio than any other single circum-
atance while the probablil ¥ of lessened diras-
ters begets fafth in the future, and this feeliog
of safety contributes nlmost as much as an in-
centive 1o transactinns as the hope of gailn. The
decline in values and the absenee of remunera-
tive profits experienced In ali branches of busi-
ness during the last two years served to intengify
the nnxlefy always felt when losses by fallure
are freyuent or even probable ; put now that 1he
figures above sulunitied reveal such a marked
improvement, as compared with the losses chro-
nicled in previous sears by bad debts, another
element is added to the growing confidence al-
ready manifesting itself, especlally wben taken
in connection with the present steadiness in
prices and improvement in values of many
staples, and the evident growth in the volume
of buslucss,
It shouid be remembered that the trade de-
ression and *hard times” were felt in the
Tnited States & conslderable time before they
were felt in Canada, hence it. 1s only natural that
signs of tmprovement and restored prosperity
should be visible there at a correspondingly ear-
lier perlod than in the vominlon. It s 10 be
hoped thab the next half yearly report wlll show
an equally favorabte recovery in Canada.

Mr. Maguire, of the College street horse
market, states that he has still orders ahead
for carriage horses, but the supply continues
uneatisfuctory—that is to say, that there are
plenty of horses to be had, but not of the
right class; they are all too small.  During
the week some half a dozen carriage beasts
bave changed hands by private sale on the
corporation horse market—one grey team was
sold to Mr. Edgar Snow, of Boston, for $170;
one bay mare at $130, for use in this city;
one bay horse at 357.50, and another of a
similar stamp at $60; alsoa fine Canadian
pony &t $65.

At the weekly auction sale yesterdav, Mr.
Maguire sold one bay carriage horse at $57.56.
There are only four or five American buyers
now at the American house, and during the
week there were only two shipments made
from these yards. DMr. Snow, of Bos-
ton, shipped a couple of cars, and Messrs.
Louis 4nd Curtiss, of Hartford, Conn,
shipped a car-load. 'The list of borses ex-
ported to the United States through the U. 5.
consulate-geveral here during the week end-
ing to-day is as follows: July 14th, 4 horses
at S280 ; 15th, 20 at $1,652 ; 17th, 4 at $199.50,
12 at $1,010.50, 2 at 5600, 8 at $720; 18th, 3
at $295.

There were, therefore, 53 horses altogether
shipped, at a total value of $4,757, against 132
horses, at a total value ot $9,933, for the
week previous, showing n decrease of T9
horses and $5,176.

Receipts of hay and straw at the market on
College street have been very light during the
past weelk.

Halifax Trade and Commerce.

(From Our Own Correspondent.)

HauiFax, July 18.—The movement of fish
inwards this week has not been so heavy as
last week, and shipments also have been less
in dry fish, but we bave sent out nearly as
much mackerel a8 we received. A large
part of the fish now comiog in will be held
in store, both for perfecting the cure in many
cases, and also on the varying chances of the
markets. This is the time of receiving, and the
buyers will look to the regulation - of
prices that will remunerate them for
their tiroutle. Prices of fish therefore
must move dowaward for a while, except
where scarcity of catch in any kind may
create a season of better rates. Only two
cargoes moved out to the West Indies, the
Eagle for Jamaica, and the Lorne for Porto
Rico; while the only movement to the States
was that of 1,732 barrels mackerel and 79
barrels sulmon by the Carroll, for Boston.

Dry Fisu.—Receipts for the past week end-
ing 14th inst. were 11,018 quintals, and ship-
ments—all to the Wess Indies—were 2,131
quintals. Cod bhas sold, ex-vessel, aslow as
$3.90, and prices raoge at $¢to $4.25, tale-
quale. Arrivals now coming in,and light ship-
ments will reduce these figures. Mackerel un-
changed, and grades under large and medium
threes are weak at quotations. Receipts for
the week were 2,645 barrels, almost entirely
from near ports, and shipments 2,239 barrels,
of which 507 went to the West Indies, and
the remainder to Boston. Herring have been
quiet, with little trade, ex-vessel, the
last week’s receipts being -only 203
barrels, and shipments 325  barrels,
all of which were in West India car-
goes. Alewives were in fair demand;
receipts, 385 brls and the shipments 150 brls,
to Jumaica. Salmon are as high as $16, if
gellers hold them ; but the arrivals that will
present themselves every day after this will
make prices close to our figures; Boston
market is high, but the cause is temperary.

Cobp O is quiet, and shipments have been
nil, while receipts were only 2,100 gallons,

Frour axp MgeaL.—There is very little in
store, only 2,145 barrels having come in dur-
ing the past week, 945 of which arrived trom
Boston; but it is believed that a good denl is
on the way. Cornmeal is unchanged, and ar-
rivals have been only 873 barrels. )

OaTs.—Prince Edward Island grades are
scarce, and would go higher if it were not for
the presence of the large quantity of Quebec
oats, of a low grade, in the market. Receipts
of oats during the wéek were 1,500 bushels,
from Prince Edward Island, and this quantity
is quoted at 50 cents as the highest figure.
Cape Breton oats touched nearly as good a
market, ' '

Svear is firm ; receipts in this port were 317
hhds, 48 barrels, and 3 tierces, by the Candora
and Brilliant, from Porto Rico, and the For-
tune, from Jamaica.

Ix Drucs, we have only to mnote the fact
that the removal of the duty in the United
States on prepared quinine has cansed an
advance in English, French and German mar-
kets that will make figzures higher here, and
although prices for small cunent demand are
not yet advanced, a spectlative purchase
could not be made in any quantity at our
quotations.
