IN THE ourrent number of the Cen-
tury Illustrated Monthly Magazine ap-
pears an able article from the pen of a
staunch Protestant, Washington Glad-
den, on the subject of *“The Anti.
Catholic Crusade.”” It is an admirable
review of the question, and is from a
broad and lofty standpoint. The reason-
ing is close and exact ; and it is charac-
terited by a truly OChristian spirit.
After referring to Leo XIII, and his
policy, in terms as highly eulogistic as
ever fell from the pen of Catholic, and

appeals to the Protestant clergy to de-
nounce from the pulpit an organization
that is destructive of the best interests
of Protestantism and hostile to the wells
being of every citizen, as well aa danger-

ous to the State. We would gladly re

view the whole contribution if our space
wounld permit. However, we give the
closing paragraph, as it contains the
essence of the article. He writes:—
“That the prevalence of this insanity

but it may spread widely enough and
last long enough to do incaleulable mis-
ohief, May I not venture to call upon
all intelligent Protestants, and espe-
cially upon Protestant clergymen, to
consider well their responsibilities in re-
lation to this epidemic? Can we afford,
a8 Proteatants, to approve, by our
gilence, such methods of warfare against
Roman Catholics as this society is em-
ploying?

In THE February number of the Ot-
tawa Univensity Magazine, “The Owl,”
the very Rev. Father /Eneaa McD,
Dawson, V.G, LL.D. has an able article
‘on “Ultramontanism and Modern Civili-
zation.” The writer shows most clearly
that there is actually no such thing as
Ultramontanism in the proper accepta-
tion of the term. In fact many writers
make use of the word and have only a
vague idea of what it means. In speak-
ing of secret societies Dr. Dawson has
the following very wise and very com-
prehensive paragraph: “Of all the secret
societies, the Freemasons’ society is the
only one that has won any measure of
respect. There are varieties of it. It
differs according to the countrles in
which it prevails. In France it is
atheistic; in England, on the contrary,
it acknowledges belief in God and rever-
ences the holy scriptures. This fact be-
came manifeat when the Prince of Wales
succeeded Lord Ripon as grand master
in England. On that occasion French
Freemanons made advances to the Eng-
lish and invited them to fraternize with
those of France. The Prince declined
on the ground that the British Free-
masons could not aasociate with infidels.
Instances could be referred to in which
the former, in conformity with their be-
lief, helped to build up the broken altar.
Notwithstanding all this the fact cannot
be got over thal they are a secretsociety,
the chief lodge directing the action of
the less initiated, and thus exercising
power greater than that of the moat
despotic monarch.

" 'TWENTY-THIRD MEDITATION—THEEE DE-
GREES OF HUMILITY.,

First.—The first degree of bumility is
that which is necessary for msalvation,
that I altogether subject myself te the
observance of the law of God, and that
nothing, offers or dangers, can make me

- violate any command which binds under
the pensalty of mortal sin. Let me have
‘before my eyes : Ist. The grievousness
of sin, by considering the malice of the
offence, the bagseness of the offender and
the dignity of the offended. 2nd. The
punishments it brought on Lucifer and
our first parents, and 3rd. The eternity
of torments awaiting it. 4th. How just
and reasonable it is that we be subject
to God and His law. b6th. The reward
promised for the observance of His laws.
6th. The example of the saints, &o.

Second.—The second mode is more per-
fect than the first and consists of not
being more inclined to poverty, &o., than
to riches, &c., provided the service of
God be equal ; and provided I can save
my soul both ways. We will persuade
ourselves that we must remounce all
temporsl pleasures rather than commit
a venial sin, if we reflect on the evil of
that sin : 1st. Next to mortal sin, there
is no ter malice. 2nd. God detests
and abhors it, 3rd. It corrupts all acts
of virtue, it lessens charity, leads to
(x;n‘:gtal sin and is severely punished by

Third —The third mode is the most
perfect and is this, that baving attained
glready to the two former, although the
glory and praise of God should be equal,
yet for the sake of the glory of Christ, I
choose rather with Him who waa poor,
despized and mocked, to embrace pov-
.erty, &c., than the contrary, away from
3Him. Let us reflect, 1st : That for our

+8ake Christ choase for Himself poverty,
signominy and suffering. He did not
sneed it; He drank voluntarily ot the

«cup. Can a faithfal soldier find it diffi-
soult to show by facts that he wishes to
follow his leader wherever he may go ?
2nd. The heart generous enough to make
wuch sacrifices for the love of Jesus will
mever consent to offend God, even by a
venial 81n ; whereas he who seeks not the
third degree, runs risk of been shaken in
the first and second. Forit is hard in
the whirl of life to avoid such faults as
amay lead to mortal sin.

Moreover, as a help it would be well
‘4o use the three colloquies on the medi-
tation on the Two Standards, asking to
be brought to ehoose this third mode of
humility through a desire of imitating
our Lord, provided the glory and praise
of God be_equal or greater.

The third sapposes the first and se-
cond, which must render us perfectly in-
different to created things. He wounld
mistake who would not apply himself to
the acquirement of the 1st and 2nd de-

- grees, and still uapire to the third. The
esire of imitating our Lord most per-
fectly is the purest act of love we can
make. . :

TWENTY-FIFTH MEDITATION—THE PRAYER
IN THE GARDEN.

To follow Christ from the Garden of
Olives to Calvary, we must begin by see-
ing Him in the aot of Fomg from the
Cenocle to the Garden of Gethsemane ;

sweat,

First Point.—Behold Him, as a father
amongst children, going with His Dis-
ciples to the Garden of Olives. It was
His acoustomed place of prayer; Judas
knew it; He knew Judas would expect
Him there, yet He went, through obe-
dience to His Father and love for men.
Anived at the foot of the mountain He
leaves eight of His Apostles there, en-

em to watch and pray, and
having entered with Peter, John and
James, He permits that from that mo-
ment a tempest of tribulation and bitter-
ness should enter His soul, and begins
to experience great fear, disgust, sorrow
and suffering. Fear on account of the
greatness of His future sufferings, scoffs,
blows, contempt, crown of thorns, cross
and all. Disgust for all the things of the
world and man’s ingratitude; sadness
for the iniquities and offences againet
God; persecutions to come, &c.; sorrow
of soul at the scandal His disciples
would give that night, the treason and
unhappy end of Judas, love and com-
passion for His mother, whose agony
was vivid to His mind.

Second Point.—Leaving His three be-
loved Apostles, He goes & little distance
and, prostrate on the ground, prays,
“Father, if it be possible, let this
chalice pass from me; but not my will
but Thine be done,”. He naturally fears
Hin passion and death, but bows to the
Divine will. He repeats the prayer
thrice ‘and then generously offers to
drink the chalice to the dregs. An
angel comes to comfort Him. The
angel, with great respect and venera-
tion, represents to Him the will and
glory of God, the redemption of the
world, the propagation of. faith, the sal-
vation of souls, The Saviour knows all
this, yet the ange]l is an envoy of the
Eternal Father, and He listens with all
humility to his worde.

Leo XIII is 2 man of grand ideas and
plans, one of the latest is that of uniting
the Eastern and Western Churches. In
an aundience granted on June 22nd of the
ast year to the pupils of the new Bene-
dictine college in Rome, he proposed this
to them as one of their future duties.
Leo knows that it was the grand old
Benedictine family that civilized Europe,
and he wants to make use of it for the
regeneration of Sooiety.

Father Antony Martin y Bienes, Gen-
eral of the Calced Trinitarians, died &t
the Convent of the Holy Trinity in the
Via Condotti, at the age of eighty-eight.

AMr. Thomas Sexton; M-P., addressed &
meeting on the evening of the 8th ins$.,
in St.Mary’s Hall, Belfast, under the
anspices of the National Federation of
that city. The hall was well filled.
Seversl congratulatory addresses were
presenled to Mr. Sexton from the vari-
ous orgrnizations of the local National-
jsts. Mr.Sexton said he attached a high
olitical significance to thie welcome they
had accorded him; because to his mind
it mesnt that they were an_uncompro-
mising body of Irish Nationalists, if
there was one in Ireland (cries of “Par-
nell”), and approved the course which
the I[rish party had taken, under cir-
cumstances of trial and trouble and of
difficulty, to advance the National
cause, 8t one time placed in deadly
peril, to the posilion which it had reach-
ed at the present moment and which
made its- ultimate triumph secure.
(Cheers.) He had advocated

Afier
the Tory party had declared that it
would be macrilege to touch judicial
rents or break the contract of a lease,
these men forced them to ask the House
of Commons to pass & bill—which it did
pass—to lower judicisl rents in these
disastrous years, and to fling open the
doors of the fair rent conrts to every
leageholder in Ireland ({cheers).

The speaker,
ridionling the action of the House of
Lords, said they were legislators by the
aecident of birth; th:fr were a little
crew of 400 stripped of all representative
capacity, belonging to one social class, a
body of landlords with a streak of lawy ers
and a gprinkling of bishops. Were they
to be allowed to overrule the will of the
British people? In other words, was the
law to be made by the will of the people
or by the will of a namber of individuals ¢

and with certainty of success. He would
ask them whether faith had been kept
by the Liberal Party with the people of
Ireland?

" GIADSTONE RETIRES.
" ROSEBERY 18 THE PREMIER,

He is Called Upon. by Her Majesty to
Form a Cabinet.

T nm——————

T.oNDON, March 4.—Mr. Gladstone is| g

no longer Prime Minister, First Lord to
the Treasury and Lord Privy Chancellor.
As stated in Friday’s despatches he went
down to Windsor ox that evening and in-
formally notified Her Majesty that he
intended resigning. The final resigna-
tion was not made nuntil after the meet-
ing of the Cabmet held on Baturday
afternoon for the purpose of closing up
the business of the last session of Parlia-
ment and making the arrangements for
the openinﬁ of the coming session, Her
Majesty did not formally accept the re-
signation uptilSaturday afternoon. Then
gir Henry Ponsonby, the Queen’s private
secrelary, came up to London and told
Lord Rosebery of the Queen’s wish that
be accept the premiership, Loxd Rose-
bery was unwilliog to give any immedi-

ate decision. He conferred at length

with his colleagnes in the Cabinet and
delayed his acceptance until evening.
Mr, Gladstone had arrived at the Pad-
dington railway station on his return
from Windsor by & specisl train at 3.30
o'clock p. m. A large crowd had assem-
bled. As he emerged from the railway
carriage he was greeted with roars of ap-
plause, which he acknowledged by bow-
ing and by lifting his hat. It is believed
Mzr. Gladstone will sbortly take & trip on
the continent for his health and _recrea-
tion, remaining abroad until spring.

Mr. Gladstone’s withdrawal from the
premiership opens & most complex situ-
ation in domestic polics. What the con-
sequences will be 1t is now impossible to
foretell, although the air and the col-
umns of the newspapers are filled with
surmise, advice and warning. The career
of the reconstructed ministry will pro-
ceed for some time probably on the linea
hitherto followed. The glamor of Mr.
Gladstone's name will be doubtless of
the greatest use in making clear the way
of the cabinet as long as he shall remain
in or near the arena of politics; but it
raust be remembered that the Govern-
ment majority is small and that Lord
Rosebery, who has never heen an ardent
home ruler, is likely to have trouble with
the Irish members alter the withdrawal
of the old premier’s conciliatory infla-
ence. Henry Labouchers, the fighting
leader of the Radicals, and most of his
supporters, moreover, are_not likely to

“be reconciled to a peer iu the premier-
abip, even under Mr. Gladstone's influ-
ence, especially in view of Mr. Glad-
stone’s final declaration against the
House of Lords. The attitude of Justin
McCsarthy and his anti-Parnellite follow
ors will not be chosen definitely until
their meeting on the eve of the new
mession. At present they are not dis-
posed to take partin the conflict over
the leadership, as they regard the
pledges given by the Liberal parly as
satisfactory to the claims of Ireland.

HARCOURT'S POSITION,

Much depends upon the attitude of
Rir William Harcourt, chancellor of the
exchequer, and Mr. Gladstone’s tried
lieutenant in the House of Commons.
8ir Willlam seems to be the only possi-
ble leader of the Liberals in the Com-
mone. Should he consent to. serve
under Lord Rosebery much of the minis-
terial difficulty would be removed, al-
though minor causes of embarrassment

. would remain. It ie impossible for any
Liberal Commoner to oppose any item
of the Newcastle programme merely
with a view of ejecting & Government
headed by a peer, but if Sir William and
other ministers dislike the plan of the
new regime, & dissolution of Parliament
is more likely than a reconstruction of
the cabinet.

’ THE NEW PREMIER,

Lord Rosebery is young and popular,
He has been conapicuously successful in
foreign politice, & tield where Mr. Glad-
stone, it is claimed, always has been
weak, The Gladstonian policy has

" always been a domestio policy. Lord
Roseberry has the confidence of the up-
per classes, He has shown great tact and
practical talent in the management of
difficult problems. The great coal strike
of the present wintur he metiled after it

- had been in progress for months. Atthe

time of the Unionist defection hie refused
every inducement to join with the mal-
contents, and remsined & firm - Gladston-
uler.. .- "Lord Rosebery

stone. He is an Oxonian, forty-seven
years of age, an agreeable speaker,” and
on many subjects advanced encugh to
satisfly moderate Radicals. A secularist
in-education, he is a rationalist in philo-
sophy, and has been rector of the Uni-
versity of Edinburgh. He acted under
secretary for the Home department and
st commiesioner of works in Mr.
Gladstone’s oabinet in 1884, and as
secretary of state for foreign affairs
in 1886 he directed the settlement of
the questions arising out of the
Servian and Bulgarian  wsar. As

| social leanders he and Lady Rosebery,

who is a Rothschild, are deservedly fav-
orites, while at the same time he has
been considezed inclined positively to-
ward a gradusl diminution of aristocratic
and political civil priviledges. Nearly
ten years ago he was spoken of as Mr.
Gladstone’s legitimate auccessor, because
be is broad and liberal in his opinions,
highly cultured snd, as an aristocrat,
is more likely to lead successfully libe-
ralism, or, rather radicalism, in England,
than men of the Morley and Chamber-
lain type, whose following must be com-
paratively restricted because wanting in
the still potent influence commanded by
titular and family distinction.

The young statesman thus distin-
ﬁyuhed has already given promise of the

igh qualities which the successor of Mr.
Gladstone must needs possess. Like his
honored chief, he excels as a speaker.
Of course, a8 yet, he has had but limited
opportunity of achievement outside of
the thorough discharge of the responsi-
ble departmental work which has been
given him to do. His name is Archibald
Philip Primrose. He is the fifth Earl] of
Rosebery, a Scotch peerage, aund figures
as Baron Rosebery, in the English peer-
age. He succeeded his grandfather, the
fourth Earl of Rosebery, who died
March 4, 1868. At that time he had just
attained his majority, having been born
in London in the year 1847. He was
educated at Eton and the University of
Oxford. His first speech of importance
was in 1871, when, at the request of Mr,
Gladstone, he seconded the address in
reply to the speech from the throne.
The young Earl was president of the
social congress convened at Glasgow in
the year 1874. He was elected Lord
rector of the University of Aberdeen in
1878, and of the University of Edinburgh

in 1880.

LoNDOR, March 2.~Mr. Gladstone, ac-

" companied by Mrs. Gladstone, left Pad-

dington street station at 580 p.m. for

Windsor. It is assumed that daring his

stay he will tender his resignation to the
Queen. Before leaving. Downing street
Mr. Gladstone received Sir William Har-
court, chancellor of the exchequer ; John
Morley, seoretary for Ireland, and & few
other intimate friends. Throughout his
drive to the station he spoke but little.
After entering the railway carriage he
leaned back in a corner, leaned his head
on his band and closed his eyes. He
sesmed to be lost in meditation and gave
only laconic answers to Mrs, Gladstone’s
remarks. A crowd which had gathered
at thestation showed the deepest respect
for the old man. Hardly a word was ut-
tered until the train began to move.
Then everybody-on the platform cheered
and waved his hat. Mr, Gladstone
started from his corner and bowed and
gmiled from the window as the train
drew away. The 2,000 or mors persons
who had assembled at the Windsoxr
station cheered repeatedly when Mr.and
Mrs, Gladstone alighted. Mr, Gladstone
emiled and bowed,then entered the Royal
carriage with his wife and proceeded to
the castle. The streets through which

. the carriage passed were filled with men

o

- have come from

and women who greeted the Premier
with cheers and waving hats and hand-
kerchiefs. Mr. Gladstone had an
audience with the Queen before dinuer
and told her of his intention to retire
from office. The formal act of
resignation, however, may be de-
layed until after the meeting of the
council which the Queen will hold to-
morrow. All the ministers will attend
this council, at which the formal proro-
gation of parliament is to be enacted.
There are but two topics in the political
clabs and jourpalistic reporis this even-
ing. They are the retirement of the
Premier and the choice of his successor,
Rumors and surmises of all sorts are re-
peated from mouth to mouth, but news
with any noteworthy foundation in fact
is very scarce. The newspapers are
printing columns of varied speculation,
but most of this matter is the result of
guess work and throws no light on the
cabinet situation. )

A news sgency of some pretensions to
reliability sent out yesterday a report
that Mr. Gladstone’s secretary had per-
sonal'y informed its representative that
the resignation of the Premier could no
longer be delayed and that its presenta-
tion to the Queen was merely & matter
of hours. The report further said that
at his andience with the Queen on Tnes-
day Mr. Gladstone had told Her Majesty
that his failing eyeaighh, together with
other infirmities of advanced age, made
it imperative that he should lay down
the cares of office, etc. All of this is
untrue. Nothing of the kind occurred
in either instance. To ascertain how
much, if any, truth was contained in
theso statements & representative of the
United Press called upon Mr, George H,
Murray, who, with Mr. G. W, Spencer
Littleton, acts in the capacity of private
secretary to Mr. Gladstone, and submit-
ted them to him. Mr. Murray unhesi-
tatingly repudiated what purported to
him or his associate,
and to emphasize his disclaimer wrote
the following :—

“No such statements were made by
any of Mr. Gladstone’s secretaries yes-
terday. Mr. Giadstone has not yet ten-

_ dered his resignation to the Queen.

G. H. MuggrAYy.”

From this it is evident that the news
a.%enoy mentioned is making the most
of all the available sensations—ready
made or made to order—witkout regard
tu reliability or plausibility.

That Mr, Gladstone will resign very
shortly is without doubt true, but his re-
sgnation has not yet been announced.
Delay in making such announcements
is & matter of etiquetfe. No miniater,
and no one is better acquainted with the

. written and unwritten laws of propriety

in such matter than Mr. Gladstone him-
self, can Yroper]y announce his resigna-
tion untii he has made his resigna-

. tion an accomplished fact by tendering

- it to the Queen. Upon the formal re-

ceipt of Mr, Gladstone’s resignation it
will become the duty of the Queen to.
immediately summon to her presence
other statesmen with a view of selecting
his successor. Dissolution of Parlia-
ment will not_necessarily follow. Mr.
Gladstone will dine with the Queen this
evening and sleep at Windsor to-night.
On this occasion he will probably tender
his resignation and discuss the matter of
appointing his successor. But, thenews
agency to the contrary notwithstanding,
he has done neither yet.

THE RADICAL PROTEST.

. LovpoN, March 2.—The Radical agita-
tion over the selection of Lord Rosebery
as the successor of Mr. Gladstone con-
tinues unabated. A majority of the
Radical leaders, while preferring a Com-
moner, are disposed to acquiesce in the
leadership of Lord Rosebery, but the ex-
tremists vehemently oPpose his appoint-
ment, deolaring that if Lord Rosebery is
made Premier the existence of the new
minigtry will not be prolonged beyond a
week. Even some of the more moder-
ate Radicals express fear that Mr, Glad-
stone’s withdrawal means the breaking
up of the party which his pereonal influ-
ence has held together. Major-General
Sir John Clayton Cowell, master of the
Queen's household, visited the Treasury
department this morning and held an
extended conference with- Right Hon.
Edward Majoribanks, patronage secre-
tary to the trrasury. After the depart-
ure of the Queen’s representative. Mr.
Majoribanks had an interview with Mr-
Gladstone. The conference was with ref-
erence to the arrangements fox Mr. Glad-
stone’s visit to Windsor to-day.

In a letter to the Liberal whip, Mr.
Labouchere says : Duaring the Tory ad-
ministration the fact that the Premi. r
was in the House of Lords was a = ock
complaint of the Radicals In and vut of
Parliament. Mr. Gladstone’s popularity
was largely due to the fact that he was
regarded as the peogle’s minister, scorn-
ing even old age, while holding the pre-
miership. Without his being in the
House of Commons we also complained
the party could not censult in regard to
its future leader, and we cannot admit
for a moment that either the Queen or
the Cabinet can select our leaders in se-
cret conclave, It is obvious that the
Queen will select the man most grateful
to the court instead of to the people.
The secrecy maintained in regard to Mr.
Cliadstone, the semi-official denials up to
the last moment, the manner in which
his successox was sprung upon us, and
tue hoosw oue sitting, have a very ugly
aspect and smack of cabal and intrigue.
That the Queen has & right to
gelect the premier is more true in
theory than in fact, and it is probable
that within the next few years, if we re-
main united, we shall sweep away the
hereditary chamber. When we welcome
them in the House of Commons as elect-
ed members they will have the samae
claim as others to lead ua, Until then it
would be more patnotic if a Liberal peer
choszen by the Queen should decline to
gerve.” Mr. Labouchere said further he
regarded unity of party as paramount to
leadership. Peraonally he believed the
clrims of Sir Wm. Harcourt to the pre-
miership were paramount to those of any
other.

. P. O'CONNOR SPEAKS,

* LoxpoN, March 2—Mr. T. P. Q'Connor
to-day said : “I regret personally, and in
behalf of my party, the prospects of
losing our leader, and I still more regret
the indisputable fact that he is vanish-
ing from public life. In view of the cer-
teinty, however, that his resignation was
inevitable in the near future, it was the
wisest step that it should ocenr imme-
diately. It is doubtful that his strength
could oulagt the coming seesion, and it
in atill more doubtful that he could have
endured the hardships of & general elec-
tion. If the Liberal party were left in a
state of doubt regarding the leadership,
it would fall into demoralization and
leave the field open to scheming and in-
triguing to the lasting prejudice of the
party.” Mr. 0'Connor was asked what
commenls he had to make on the state-
ment made by the Freeman’s Journal
that Herbert Gladstone would succeed
Mz, Morley a8 chief secretary for Ireland.
He deolined to give any definite expres-
sion of his opinion, but said if such an
appointment was made it would be ac-
ceptable to the Irish party. He believed
Herbert Gladatone, who was converted
to Home Rule years before his father,
would make a gaod chief secretary. In-
deed, he could not bring to mind any
one who would be likely to fill the office’
more msatisfactorily. Mr. O’Connar said

Referring to the Earl of Rosgberry's suc-

A Definition ot the Attitnde of the Party
in view of Mr. Gladstone’s Proba-
ble Resignation.

LoxpoN, March 1.—When Mr. Glad-
atone entered the House of Commons at
3.30 o'clock this afternoon he was greeted
with a storm of cheers which lasted
geveral minutes. He walked directly to
his usual seat and beld a whispered con-
sultation with John Morley, chief secre-
tary for Ireland, and Sir William Har-
court, chancellor of the exchequer, who
sat on either side of him. Lord Rose-
bery, who is looked upon as the coming
premier, cccupied a seat in the press

gallery. ‘ .

The Speaker put the question that the
amendments of the House of Lords to
the Iocal Government bill be congidered,
when Mr. Gladstone arose and addressed
the Honse in what in many respects was
the most remarkable speech he has de-
livered for many years. He showed no
sign of waning power except for an occa-
gional alight huskiness in his otherwise
resonant voice. _

Mr. Gladstone began by saying that
tbe Government had reached the conclu-
sion that the time for passing bills back
and forth from one House to the other
bad ended and had decided upon a
definite course. *To continue the pro-
cess would be loss of dignity to both
Houees, and the Government has decided
to stop the operation and take a decided
course. The Government had the choice
of rejecting the House of Lords’ amend-
ments and abandoning hope of passing
the bill, or of accepting them under pro-
test with the hope of soon reversing
thems. The Government sadopted the
second choice. The action of the House
of Lords regarding the bills of this ses-
sion has raised & t}ues ion of the gravest
chavacter. Two of these bills, the Home
Rule bill and tae Employers Liability
bill, accupied the attention of the House
in committee 100 days. They involved
vast labor, Members of the House of
Commons have worked threugh this ses-
sion almost double the length of time of
any session on record and with an un-
called amount of intensity. This labor
was for the purpose of enacting bene-
ficial legislation. The House of Lords,
without giving it much consideration,

WRECKED THAT LEGISLATION.”

Mr. Gladsione said he remembered a
book published in 1880 called * Fifty
Years of the House of Lords.”” The con-
tents of the book left upon the mind of
every Liberal a painful but firm con-
viction that the action of the House of
Lords during these fifty years had been
grievously unsatisfaotory. After further
reviewing the action of the Lords in the
pagt on various vital questions, Mr.
Gladstone said :

“We have now come to_a more acute
stage. The question now is whether the
judgment of the House of Lords is not
only to moadify but to anaihilate the
whole work of the House of Commons.
The Government has not been anxious
to precipitate or unduly accentuate a
crisis. It has been anxious rather to
gave something from the wreck. We
are, therefore, compelled to accompany
our acceptance of the amendments of
the House of Lords to the present bill
with the declaration that the differences
between the two Houses cannot con-
tinue. Without using any bard words or
without presuming to judie motives,
we feel it our duty to state the indisput-
able fact that the issue is raised between
a deliberative assembly elected by the
votes of seven million men angd a differ-
ent kind of an assembly, though it were
ocoupied by some men of virtue and
talent. That controversy, onee raised,
must go forward to its issue.”

Mr. Gladstone said he was rejoiced
that this issue had been postponed in
many cases, partly owing to discretion
and reserve. In the use of the enormous
privileges which the House of Lords had
on various ocoasions showed, he wss
afraid that the epoch of that reserve, dis-
cretion, and eircemspection had ended.
Otherwise the members of the Opposition
must feel that in some way or other

for the tremendous contrariety and in-
cessant conflict on matters of high prin-
ciple and profound importance. Between
the representatives .of -the people and
those filling the non-elective chamber he

admitted that ' the: House of Commons !

of ita own oase. There was a higher au-
thority than the House of Commons.
There was the anthority of the nation,
(cheers and counter cheers), which must
in the last resort decide the crisis at
once.. The Government - would regard
the decision as absolutely final, The
time had come, Mr. Gladstone con-
tinued, to invite this decision of the
people. The ciroumstances under which
the decision would be invited constituted
a question of the gravest charscter. His
own duty for the present lay in attract-
ing attention to the fact that in consid-
ering the amendments of the House of
Lords, the House of Commona dealt with
an inseparable part of the question, The
smending of the Parish Councils bills,
viewed in this_light, had become & pro-
foundly acuteissue, which would demand
and receive settlament at an early date
from the highest aunthorities. If the
Government should ask the House to
accept the mutilated bill the advice
would be given under a grave sense of
respongibility. The Government were
properly unwilling to do unnecessarily
anything which would stimulate the
sharpness of the present crisis. They
hesitated, therefore, to consign to de-
struction the only Eortion remaining
from the arduous work of the expiring
session. (Loud Liberal and Radical
cheers.)

MR, BALFOUR AND MR. CHAMBERLAIN.

i [Mr. Arthur J. Balfour, leader of the
Unionists, was cheered by the Opposition
as he rose to reply to Mr. Gladstone. The
speech just made by the Prime Minister,
he said, amounted to a declaration of
war upon the House of Lords. He did
not fear the Prime Minister’s oovert
tbreat. If the Government would ap-
peal to the country the Conservatives
would welcome the attempt to make
public opinion of the House of Lords the
isaue.

Lord Randolph Churchill spoke next
for the Conservatives, If the Govern-
ment should choose to begin at once the
battle royal on the constitution they
never would get to the Newcastle pro-
gramme or the budget or even the
Queen’sspeech. This declaration of war
on thespur of the moment was founded
on a slender basis, If the Lords had not
amended the Parish Councils and Em-
ployers’ Liability bills the Prime Minis-
ter would not have proposed nor even
suggested their destruction. Apparently
the minister had not cared to destroy the
Upper House on account of the rejection
ot the Home Rule bill. It was absurd to
denounce thisand proclaim a protracted
sgitation throughout the country for the
abolition of them merely because the
two houses disagreed over 2 few amend-
ments. There was no justification for
this holding up the House of Lords for
the execration of the people. Liberals
would find that they had made a fatal
mistake in joining the movement whose
goal was the abolition of the Upper
House.

S. Storey, Radical,delivered a vigorous
speech againat the House of Lords.

After the debate Edward Majoribanks,
Chief Liberal whip, announced that the
House would be prorogued on Monday
until March 12.

AN IRISH VIEW

LoxNpoN, March 1,—Thefollowing state-
ment of the committee of the Irish Par-
liamentary party was given out late last
night. The purpose of the statemeni is
to define the attitude of the party on the
main Isish question—Home Rule—in
the event of Mr, Gladstone’s withdrawal
from office : * So much excitement has
been created by rumors concerning the
position of Mcr., Gladstone that it may
be well to point out that the lrish mem-
bers remain calm, because in their judg-
ment there really is no mystery in the
matter, no occasion for surﬁmse or sen-
sation. Everyonse, especially every poli-
tician, who is not blind to the manifest
facts, must have been well aware for no
inconsiderable time that the retirement
of Mr. Gladstone from the office of Prime
Minister, or at least some modication of
his position, resulting in lighter labors,
if not in lighter responsibility, had to be
kept in view as an event that could not
be long deferred. The one wish among
the Ivish members is that Mr. Gladstone
may continue in the post of supreme di-
rector as long as he finds it possible to
doso. They believe he will so continue
until he finds himself unable to further
ersevere. But at his great age, with its
urdens of infirmity, the time when he

.can no longer discharge to hiz own satis-

faction the arduous duties of the premier-

Bon Secours; Father Balestra of Genoa,
and a deputation from the College of
Mondragone.

Father Benedetto di Milia da Calitri,
formerly Capuchin missionary in Eng-
land, armed with special faculties by Mgr.
Sallug, Secretary of the Holy Office, has
received the abjuration and admitted io-
to the bosom of Holy Church Mra. F. L.
Radley and her daughter, Miss H. A.
Radley. Signora Metry del Val, wife to
the Spanish Ambassador to the Vatican,
and her daughter acted as sponsors to
the converts respectively.

On Sunday last the Holy Father pro-
mulgated in the Hall of the Throne of
the Vrtican Palace, in presence of the
Cardinals, Prelates, and Counsultors of
the Congregation of Rites, the Decrees
anthorizing the praceeding with the bes-
tification of the venersble servants of
God, Anthony Grassi, priest of the Ora-
tory, of the diocese of Fermo, and Jean
d’Avila, the famous spiritual director of
St. Theresa.

The annual anniversary Maas for the
repose of the soul of Pio Nono, put off
from Ash-Wednesday, has been celebra:
ted with the usual pomp ab the Vatican.
Cardinal von Hohenlohe, dean of the
Cardinal-Priests created by the late la-
mented Pontiff, officiated, and, Leo XIIIL
assisted at the throne. At the end of
the service a small catafalque was placed
before the throns, and the Pope, vested
in cope and red stole, gave the absolu-
tion.

The Jubilee festivals of His Holiness
texminating on Sunday, the solemn T'vi-
dunm will be concluded on that date at
the Church of the Gesu in Rome. A
ceremony will also take place in St. Lau-
rence in Panisperna, where Mgr. Joachim
Pecci received his episcopal consecration
half a century ago. On the Sunday
morning the committee of the Jubilee
will make a distribution to the poor of
20,000 tickets for bread, 2,000, for meat,
and 2,500 for soup.

NUNS DIE OF FEVER.
CUTTING A WIDE SWATH AMONG THE RELIG~'
IOUS OF PORT OF-SPAIN,

The Catholic News of Port of Spain,.
Trinidad, issued under date of January"
26th, says: 1t is our painful duty to
announce the deaths of two more nuns,
at the Convent of St.Joseph, this city,
which makes four fatal cases at that in-
stitution of the fever which had atricken
about ten of the Sisters barely a month
a.%o. ‘Wae begin, however, with the death
of the Very Rev. Mother Olympe, of the
Port of Spain Convent, whichZhas found
the deepest echo of all in the commun-
ity. She had fallen in the last days of
December, and after a long and uncer-
tain battle with the fever, she finally
sucoumbed on Sunday morning last at
about ten o’clock. Her funeral, at five
o’clock the same afterncon, was one of
the most imposing fanctions of the kind
which has been witnessed in Port of
Spain, His Grace the Archbishop offi-
ciated, and the members of the clergy
assisting and in attendance were the
Very Rev. Father Lemire, C8p.8,, supe-
rior of St. Mary’s College; the Rev. Fa-
ther Julien, C.8p.S; the Very Rev. Fa-
ther Hilaire, 0.P.; other Dominican
Fathers and Fathers of the Holy Ghost
Congregation.

Thaee days before the death of Very
Rev. Mother Olympe, Very Rev. Mother
‘Misericorde, superioress of the Arima
Convent, who had fallen ill with fever
while in attendance on the former, pass-
ed away to her eternal rest at the con-
vent here. Shedied on Thursday after-
noon, the 18th inst., and her funeral, at
which His Grace the Archbishop offi-
ciated, took place the next morning at
8 o’clock. Thedeceased nun was greatly
esteemed and popular not only in Arime,
where she conducted the convent with
such marked ability and sucoess, but in
Port of Spain also. Her loss will be se-
verely felt in Arima.

DEADLY SOUTHERN POLITICS.

Mempuis, March 3.—~The most sensa-
tional tragedy in the history of Missis-
sippi occurred at Kosciuskgo, the county
geat of Attallo county, to-day. S. A.
Jackson, a member of the Btate Legisla-
ture and one of the most promipent
Democratic politicians in the atate, was
shot and instantly killed, and Samuel
Russell and William Sanders, two inno-
cent bystanders, fatally wounded, by
Rev. W. P. Rathiffe, also a member of
the Legislature and one of the leadera of
the Populist party in Missiesippi. The
tragedy was the culmination of a politi-
cal feud of long standing, which was
brought to a climax by a bitter contro-
versy. Ratliffe published an editorialin
his paper, the Vindicator, reflecting on
Jackson’s vote in the recent contest in
the Legislature over the election of a
successor to United States Senator Walt-
hall, Jackson replied in a card in another
paper, in which he denounced Ratliffe as
a liar, The two men met at the court
house in Kosciusko to-day for the first
time since the publication of Jackson’s
article. There was a large erowd on
hand attending & bankrupt sale by the
sheriff, No one noticed the meeting of
the two men until they began scufliing
in the court house door. Both Ratliffe
and Jackson pulled their revolvers and
began & terrible duel to the death, When
the smoke of baitle cleared away Jacke
son was found with a bullet hole in his
forehead, while his right arm near the
shoulder was shattered by a glancing
shot aimed at hishead. A few feetaway
lay Samuel Russell and William Saunders,
two bystanders, with mortal wounds,
Russell was shot through the head and
expired in a few minutes. Sanders was
shot in the thigh and is expected to die
before morning. Ratliffe discharged
every chamber of his revolver and, find-
ing that he, had no more ammunition,
he cooly stood and watched the writhing
of his victims until the.sheriff arrested
him and took him to jail.

When Phxton took charge of the
 burning chariot of the Sun, his father,
the Day-god, advised him to take the
* midway aa being the safest,” and Ovid
tells us that the heedless youth came to
smash for having undertaken & task be-
yond his powers and for having disre-
garded the advice of Apollo. The Rev.Mr.
Amaron, M.A,, B.D., hasltaken in hands
the reins of * L’Aurore "—the Dawn—
and is wheeling his chariot above the
horizon. To him applies the advice
given to Phsmeton, to avoid extremes, and
evidently he is bent on ignoring it. The
result will simply be that, very soon,
some second Ovid will have to write
upon Mr. Amaron’s literary mauso-
leum:

' Riesitus est Amaron,
Currus aurega religionis ;
Quam si non tenuit,
Magniz exoldit ausis.”
“ Here lies Amaron, the driver of a re-
ligious chariot, which, if he did not guide
eafely (hold), he failed in & great un-
dertaking.” This Aurora of his xecalls
the remark of a French statesman, when
speaking of its namesake in Paris, * It
" is the Dawn of perdition.” It seems to
us that it resembles somewhat the Au-
rora Borealis; the flickering, shifting,
ohaunging, mock brilliancy, uncertainty
and baselessness of both, are most ap-
parent to even the least attentive ob-
server.

In order to herald the Dawn of hisnew
crusade Mr. Amaron went up to Qttawa
and held forth in the Bank Street Pres-
byterian Church on the “S8ituation in
Quebec and its needs.” He iwas an-
nounced as 2 prominent writer and theo-
logian. As to the first we have yet to
-gee,whether prominence is the only char-
“aoteriatic of the writer or not ; as to the
second we are at a loss to find any theo-
logical erndition in the gentleman’s
works, But men, nowsadays, are called

* theologians regar 'less of the meaning of
the term; providing they can spout
texts of Scripture and hurl historical
misétatements at Rome, they become
Dootors of Divinity and profound theo-
gians, Probably one of them would not
be able to construct a syllogiam or de.
velope a theorem—but that don’t mat-
ter. In our time we meet with “pro-
fessors ” at every corner; a teacher of

or & theologian by no means indioates
what he actnally is or what his merits
and standing xeally are. But supposing
Mr. Amaron to be a deeply-read master
of the * science of all soiences,” that dces
not take from the fact that he is not
over careful in his statements regarding
the Province of Quebec and the French
Canadians, Some years ago he was in-
cumbent of the Presbyterian Church in
Aylmer. Most certainly it was not there
that he got possession of the facts that
he sece fit to place before his Ottawa
audiences. But since his departure from
that town he has been rubbing against s
number of French-Canadian evangeNsis
and probably has picked up his mistaken
ideas from them.

He says that “the personnl work of
the missionsries (Protestant) among the
French accounts for 7 the augmentation
in the number of perverts: from Rome.
The truth is that the increased number
of French Protestants in Canada is due
to the natural inorease in the popula-
tion of the country and the large influx
of Protestants from France as well as the
advent of & colony of French infidels,
and off shoots of the soocialistic anti-
In the mnext place Mr,
Amaron olaima that tbe French Cana-
dians who left Canada were driven out
of it by the Catholic Church. Now two
classes of French Canadiana have gone
away from this country to make homes
abruvad—and s large number of them are
returning to again take up their abode
in this very Province. One class~—very
few in number—oonsists of Freneh Pro-
testants ; the other class is composed of
French Catholics. To say that the
Fronch-Canadian Catholics emigrated
from Canada on account of the Catholic
Church is 8o absurd that the mere men-
tion of it oreates an amusing smile, If
it were to escape from the domination of
the Catholic Church these French Cana-
diana would not have formed such
Catholic centers as are to be found in
different parts of tbe American Republic
—for example in Lowell, Worcester and
other large cities, The very first act of
these French-Canadians was to secure
ohurches, presbyteries, convents, schools
and consequently priests and nuns to
keep alive the flame of Catholic Faith
and to train their children in the ways of
their fathers. Therefore to say the
Church is driving that class away, is to
talk the rankest nonsense and to set at
deflance the most glaring facts of history.
It is that same Church which has estab-
‘lished, along every river in Canada, its
colonization centers, and has its missjon-
ariesin the remotest parts of the country,
opening up new commercial avenues,
turnipg the wilderness into a garden
and planting the croes in the midat of
avery group of Canadians. From the]f,
shores of Lake St. John, in Quebee, to
the rock; that frown on Lake Temigami,
"in Ontario, the Catholic Church is at-
tracting eolonists to the fertile spots,
where to-day stands the pine foreat, but
where in & shorl time villages and towns
will flourish. Does that look like driving
the French-Canadians out of the country?
That same Catholic Church has just re-
cently appointed missionaries in each
distriot of this Province to encourage
agrioulture. A joint pastoral of the
Archbishops and Bishops has been issued
to that effect. This does not look like
forcing the people out of the cvuntry.
Bat argument is only thrown away in
this case. In fact the contention of Mr.
Amaron i8 80 preposterous that no
serious prerson would lend any welght to
it..

shadow of a truth sbout it. Had they
been driven from the country by the
Church they would not still be here in
as great numbers 28 he claims. But de-
cidedly some of the French-Canadian
Protestants have gone to the United
States ; but they have done 80 because
they sought a more Frotestant atmoe-
phere, they -felt a certain amount of
shame amongst their own, and the
soenes and surroundings —that all
seemed to upbraid them with their lack
of Faith—became uncongenial. These
and other similar causes made it more
pleasant for them to locate amongat
people who knew them not, and amongst
scenes that are not calculated to awaken
sentiments of humiliation and disgrace.
Had the Roman Qatholic Church inter-
ferred with them, they would not be in
the pesceful enjoyment of their different
churches and misgions. In truth the
Church in no way ever troubled them
nor sought to influence them beyond
being willing to accept them back, if by
the grace of God they ever opened their
oyes to the errors of their ways. Has
the Church ever tried to drive Mr- Ama-
ron ont of the province? In fact, were
it not that ss a journalist we came to
the knoweledge of the existence of
“L’Aurore,” we would neverhave known:
from our Church, that such a man as
Mr. Amaron ever existed. In fact, the
whole trend of his Ottawn lecture is his-
torically, as well as otherwise, incorreot.
He seems to be in & very zealous mood
and determined, “ by hook or by crook,”
to bave a few blows at the Catholic
Church. It would be advisable for him
to be exact before becoming a jour-
nalist and an apostle of any oause. Ex-
tremiats ¢an sccrcely ever be exact; but
the fact of their minds being prejudiced
and their syes blinded by the dust of
their own contradictory theories, by no
means exempts them from the duty of
dealing fairly with the public or gives
them & permit to lead any section of the
community into error.

'DEVIL V8. CHURCH.,

When last we touched upon this sub-
ject we treated the question of the Re.
formation. The Evil One having failed
in his attempt to destroy Christ’s Church
through the means of the Pagans, the
early Heretics and the Mahommetans,
had recourse to- Luther and Rsbellion.
We already have pointed out how like
the fall of Luocifer himself was that of
Luther; both caused by pride and dis-
obedience—hboth were irrevocably Iost.
In this article we wish to show, in a brief
manner, that Protestantism has been a
fallure—or, at least, that the Devil has
failed with that instrument to crush the
Church against which he has declared
unceasing war.

The world loves novelty and ths wor'd
craves for liberty ; anything that will
draw man out of the everyday groove of
life, or else make him feel that he is
freer than he ever was before, is sure to
enlist his attention and carry him off his
feot—at least for a time. The Devil

knows all this better than the most ex-

perienced of men could know it, and he
made use of his knowledge in the case
of the Beformation. The cry of Luther
was something new ; the supposed free-
dom from all rehgmus restraint was

something captivating; and, as a- conse-’

quence, the p'an succeeded most admir-
ably at first, So did the persecutions of

the Pagans sucoeed for a time, but the
‘Church . triumphed ;.

Churoh ‘came . out - of ‘the contest
stronger: than ever; so, we will ses, it
was with the Beforma.tmn, in its early
days, but the first great tidal wave re-
ceded and never again did it reach its
highwater mark upon the Rook of
Peter.

The novelty attracted thoumands to
the standard of Luther, and their enthu-
giasm lasted until that novelty began to
wear Off.  Then they sought something
still newer, and each one set out upon a
track of his own, until the result was
such a number of conflicling novelties,
that they agreed only on one point—their
opposition to Reme. Combined with
that delicious sensation of the new was
the supposed liberty that came with the
revolt against the suthority. Hundreds
and thousands-of hypocritical Catholics
longed for an opportunity to cast off
restraint, but were too cowardly to take
the firat steps themselves, while very
willing to follow like sheep any one
bold enough to raise the standard of re-
bellion. In what they called ‘“yeligious -
liberty” these people saw all thai
license which they had long wished to
enjoy. Some were anxious to give full
play to their passions; too long had
they fretted under the restraint placed
upon them by the church ; and any ory
that served as & pretext wes gladly seized
upon by them. The idea of no more
papal authority to check and to guide
was a glorious piece of news for the men
who wished to act according to the incli-
nations of the flesh., The confessional
was an unpleasant tribunal for men
who sought the indulgencs of every avil
passion, and the idea of no mors confes-
sionals was something to be encouraged
with all their might. The attendanceat
Mass interfered with their amusements
and the rules of mortification preacribed
by the Church grated upon their
natures ; how Lappy they were to get
rid of all these. The thought of purga-
tory, and above all, that of hell, was very
unpleasant; but once each individual
possessed the right to interpret God’s
word 88 best suited himself, it became
an easy matter to stifle conscience and
to get rid of a belief in the eternal
punishment due to gin. Like the
desexrt bird, that thinks when he hides
his head in the sand his pursuers can no
longer see him, they imagined that be-
cause they forced themselves to believe
in the absence of all these great truths
that the trutha, therefore, ceased to exist,
This great license—oalled spiritual or re-
ligious freedom—was sufficient of itself
to draw thousands away from the Church
and to swell the ranks of the rebel army.
But, by degrees, the novelty wore off,
and, by degrees, men grew satiated with
& freedom that gave neither rest hera be-
low nor hape or consolation for hereafter.
And as a result we find that the Refor-
mation, after its fizet haif century of
wonderful success, began gradually to
weaken, and during the after years—
from that period down to the present—
Protestantism made no perceptible ad-
vance. In fact the reaction was as
marked as was the first great ontburst
of enthusiasm. It is true that the num.
ber of Protestants in the world increased ;
but greater waa the increase in the num-
ber of Catholics. That augmentation of
nombers was not due to the prinoiples
of the Reformation, but to the universal
fact of the great multiplication of the
human race. .And if the number of in-
dividual Protestants bscame larger, with
the lapss of years, still the inflaence and
power of Protestantism have been equ-
ally on the decline. _This is due mogtly
‘o the inborn weakness of the' prmclple
upon whmh t.he whole fabric:is built. It
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is the effect of ‘that-disunion that is to
be perceived in‘the Protestantism of the
world, from its:very commencement.

That liberty of conacienas, or, in other
words, that freedom of interpretation, is
the cause of the failure of Protestantism,
To-day we could not count the sects,
each brandishing the fragments of ite
broken creed againat the others ; in fact
each individual is a sect in himself, for
each one has as much right—acoording
to their teachings—to interpret the
Word of God a8 has his neighbor. And it
matters not whether his neighbor be a
oclergyman or & layman, he is not any
more entitled to be believed as correct
in matters of faith than is the other in-
dividual. Not one has any authority to
interpret the doctrine of Christ. Conse-
quently none can olsim any degree of
certainty. A.and B. are school fellows ;
A, decides to study medicine and B. to
study for the Church. In a few
years B. preaches from the pulpit
and A.sits in a front seat and listens.
A.doea not agree with B.'s interpretation
of the Scriptures, and, on the principle of
individnal interpretation, he has just as
much right to bis opinions and views as
has B. to his ideas on the subject.
Although B, is a professional preacher,
atill he olaims no Divine and infallible
suthority to pronounce upon the Word
of God. Therefore, on one fundamental
dootrine, A. refuses to agree with B.
They become immediately two sects—
they differ, and having no cential point
around which torally, they ge on diverg-
ing through life, It is this absence of
a central authority—and the consequent
and inevitable divisions—tbat must
bring the shaky structure of Protestant-
ism to the ground. On this account has
it been a marked failure. Spasmodic ef-
forts axe made, at times, to unite the dif-
forent sects; but each attempt is only
another source of greater disagreement,
and every oonvention for that purpose
has only broken up to leave the mem-
bers more and more divided.

During the first half century of Pro-
teatantism its success was phenomenal ;
sinoe then it has been at astandstil) ; to-
day it seems to be taking the downward
grade. The moment it takes the turn we
may prepare te mark s corresponding in-
crease of Catholic strength and influence.
Already has the last decade given us
evidence of a mighty onward Cathollo
movement, Apaism and Ppaism are
but the consequences of the apparent re-
trocession of Protestantism and the
equally remarkable expansion of Catho-
licity,

The Devil has actually failed again in
his attacke upon the Church; he has
played one of his strongest cards when
heawoke the spirit of revolt in Luther;
but he cannot expect to contend suocess-
fully with the Omnipotent. As we have
seen, he was doomed to defeat, and so
will it be in every case until the end.
Why? S8imply because Christ foretold
that “ the gates of Hell should not pre-
vail,” and that He would be with the

Church unto the end of time,
]

' GLADSTONE RESIGNS.

YPerhaps in all the political history of
the last half century, the present is the
most important crisia that has been ex-
perienced in Great Britain. As we
write all eyes are turned toward one
grand central figure, that of England’s
foremost statesman —Hon, W. E. Glad-
stone. The question of his possible
resignation is no longer 8 mere “ary of
wolf;” the Grand Old Man has finally
taken the decisive step, and has resigned
the Premiership. Upon his course de-
pends hundreds of most vital intereats
that axe now at stake, and many new is-
sues will now arise. There are many
phases to this importent situation, and
there are many stand-points from which
the results may bestudied, The gravity
of the crisis is intensified, on acconnt
of the respective positions, strength,
policies and methods of the two great
parties that struggle for supremacy
in the arena of British politics.

The picture is not without its pathetic
as well as its sublime aspect. There.is
something indescribably sclemn and
grand in the contemplation of an old
man, bending under the weight of four
score and four years, retaining =ll the
physical and mental vigor of mid-life,
with an activity beyond many of his
younger associates, with mighty plans
yet unfinished, and wonderful projects
that have only reached the stage of
preparation, with the fate of a whole
race almost depending on his auccess,
and yet threatened by one afflietion that
has caused, we hope only for a time,
his disappearance from the stage, and
the possible frustration of many & noble,
well-1aid and deeply-studied scheme for
the amelioration of a people’s condition
and the eolidification of the British
Empire. Were he to die in harness, to
lay down his sword only at the call of
death’s trumpeter, and to leave his fol-
lowers still in the heat of contest rushing
on to viclory under the impetus that
hin presence, his voice and his in-
spirlng sattitude would impart, then
~—great as the loss would be—a
certain consolation would be his and
a certain degree of triumph would be
the share of his faithful soldiers. But
to sit calmly in the shade and hear, per-
haps, the olash of arms and the cries of
conflict that would tell him, may be
too positively, the failure of his most
cherished plans and frustration of his
most sanguine designs and hopes, is a
fate that seems cruel and crushing to so
great & man. Like the Chieftain
O'Byrme, in Davis’ “Hmeline Talbot,”
from out his solitude in such an hour
he might oy aloud :

 Oh! for the mountain side,
Buckler and brands ;
Freely I would have dled
Heading my bands !

It was to be hoped that the crisis might
yot be weathered successfully and that
the castastrophe of much a:retirement
might be averted for at least a time.
Here we are on the rim of the century,
and there stands the most imposing
figure in the field of the world’s politica.
When Macaulay spoke of the Church aa
being old before the birth of the longest
line of dynasties on earth, he touched
upon the grandest historical evidence of
the perpetuity of that Christ-established
inatitution. It is thus by contrasting
the age, experience and works of an
establithment or of an individual
with the comparative unimportance of all
that cluster around the one or the
other, that a fair idea of thelimportance
of the hoary structure or the venerable
man may be formed. Gladstone was a
man whose name was known to the
world a8 a student, litterateur and states-

mah when many of thegreat measures,
which have long since passed into his-

~

tory, were carried. He was Promier of
Great Britain before Mr. Balfour—the
present leader of the opposition—was
born ; he was Chancellor of the Ex-

.chequer when Lord Randolph Churchill

was in his cradle; he was a Conservative
before the existence of the present Con-
servative parly and the “mighty essay-
ist" had enshrined hira in history as
the Tory member who might yet prob-
ably become a Liberal, in days now so
remote that we, of this generation, look
upon them as already dimmed by the
mists of distance; he was an *old man,”
and his political career was supposed
to be closing, when men who are strug-
gling with him fo-day were at their
mother's knees; he gave up the leadex-
ship of the Liberal party and retired into
private life, intending to quietly “hus-
band out life’s taper to the close,” at 4
time when the principal members of the
present House of Commons were in short
clothes and playing with nursery toys.
Hig retirement then shattered the party
that he had been the all-powerful instru-
ment in building up; his return to the
field served to rally the scattered frag-
ments around his standard and to re-
kindle the flame of enthusiasm in his
followers. He was 80 progressive when
a Tory that he led his party as far as it
could possibly go without breaking the
bonds tbat have ever shackled it; and
when he could lead it no farther he
gsevered his connection therewith and
joined the ranks of the more advanced
section of politicians. He retained snfll-
cient of that worthy respect for olden in-
stitutions and long established customes
to blend with his Liberalism a ceriain
amount of the conservatism of his earlier
days, and thus did he check the unwise
or ill-calculated extravaganoe of extreme
Radicalism. In a word he was sufficient
of a Liberal, in his earlier days, to im-
part & new life and fresh vigor to the old
stage-coach system of Toryiem ; and he
was sufficient of a respecter of the past
and lover of the venerable, in his later
years, to blend the progressive and reac-
tionary elements in & strong phalanx,
armed with all the ideas and methods
that more modern times had created.
From the experience of the past he
had learned lessons which he put into
_practice during the last ten years of his
life. He had seen, with the eye of a
deep student, the wrongs that had been
committed in the legislative action of
Great Britain regarding Ireland, and he
beheld, with the eye of a seer, the future
results upon the British empire, when
amends would be made for so much

injustice. Thus contemplating the
gituation with this two-fold vision
he determined to conseorate the

Inst years of his life to the accomplish.
ment of & glorious purpose, and fo the
delight of all friends of Home Rule and
fair government, a8 well as to the dismay
and consternation of all enemies of that
cause, he buckled on his armor, un-
sheathed his sword, and, like the aged
Brian Boru, rushed into the centre of the
conflict, jeading, planning, inspiring and
cheering to victory.

Of the patriot brave,"—
And the day-god has beheld countless
mutations in the universe aince the
Brian of our day struck at the * Black
Raven” that has been pecking the life
out of & nationality ; and it almost seems
that, like the conqueror of the Danes,
the modern leader is to fall beneath the
stroke of & sad fate before the flag he
has carried will float in triumph above
the legislative halls of an Irish Parlia-
ment - - - -

It is true Lord Rosebery, as Minister

of Foreign Affairs, has displayed a much

more hostile and, perhaps, firm policy
than the Premier; but Rosebery looks
continually to the Empire; even at the
sacrifice of the home government. In
that capacity he was undoubtedly a
mighty bulwark, for & man like Glad-
stone, whose attention was centered
principally upon the shaping of a con-
ciliatory and strengthening home polioy ;
but the danger is that Rosebery—as
Premier—will have full power to indulge
his pet schemes and inclinations, and
with his Foreign teleacope will perpetu-
ally be found studying the distances
and interests abroad, while reg-
lecting entirely those other and
most vital questions that affect the
British Isles in particalar. He would
devote his energies and (alents to the
care of the limbs and extremities; while
he would ovverlook and neglect the
heart and the more vital organs of the
system, In fact, England, Ireland, and
the whole British Empire ocannot ill
afford the loss of Gladstone, and despite
his years and infirmity—for he has only
that one affection of the eyes—his would
be yet the safest, surest, truest, moat ex-
perienced and most powerful hand that
can befound to hold the helm of state.
Since Gladsione has retired we trust
that it ie merely for a short time, until
that unfortunate affliction will be over;
if bis retirement is forever, we see in it
& grave calamity to all who have staked
their hopes upon the accomplishment of
his purposes. But if in the near future
be should return to the field and be will-
ing to continue in the leadership for &
time, we are prepared to join in a heart-
felt Te Deum of gratitude to heaven for
the inestimable national and political

boon.

Pat them into' an enameled pan just
large enough to hold them, and cover
them with syrup made of sugar and wa-
ter boiled together with a few cloves,
and colored pink with cochineal. Put
the pan into s moderate oven, and let
the apples stew very gently till they be-
come goft and clear without breaking.
Remove them from the pan very care-
fully, and boil up the syrup in which
they were stewed till it thiokens suffi-
clently, adding a little more sugar if
Decessary. When the apples are guite
cold arrange them on a dish, fill them
Wwith apricot jam and put on the top of
each a teaspoon(ul of cream or the same
quantity of whipped cream ; then pour
the syrup around the apples. < _

HOME TRAINING.

THE SOWING AND THE REAFING OF GOOD
: OR EVIL.

Home is the origin of all civilization.
It has a direct bearing on the school-life
of a child. His mind can be formed al-
most from infancy, if what is told be
true, for one truth is the basis of
anothexr. As he advances in years, he
also advances in a knowledge of simple
faots which will be stored up in his
memory, If his mind be not over:
burdened or confused, he will soon be
able to discriminate between objects
and to observe the properties peculiar
to each. His education will be thus be-
gun even before his schoollife com.
mences, and the studies he enters upon
will be comparatively easy. How neces-
sary it is, then, that the bome iraining
should be good! How carefully should
the mother watch over her child, noting
the first evidence of passion or evil in-
tent and promptly cbecking it, setting
constantly before him good.example as
well a8 precept !

Our ancestors were wiser than we in
some respeots, particularly in not humor-
ing the caprices of their children. Chil-
dren, nowadays, do not repose entire
trust in the love their parents bear to-
ward them ; they must have evidence of
it. And while the mother vainly thinks
she is growing in the child’s affection by
yielding to his every whim, she is in
reality hardeniog his heart in selfishness
and causing him to withdraw his love
from her and centre it upon himself,
The fear of occasional correction is use-
ful, but to bring up a child entirely
through fear would be an act of great
injustice to him. It is nearly certain to
engender cunning and deceit. The in-
fluence of home is strongly marked
throughout the child’s entire school-life.
It is a mistake to suppose that children
learn only from their appointed instruc-
tors —they acquire knowledge more
readily from their companions. Their
characters are strongly affected and their
views of life shaped by their early asso-
ciates,

THE PAST YEAR.

Statement of its Aftairs by the President
and Cashler at the Annual Meeting~
1ts Volume of Busilness Increased
During the Past Twelve Months,

The general meeting of the share-
holders of ILa Banque du Peuple was
held in the bank’s boilding on 8t. James
Street, Monday afternoon, to receive the
annual report of the directors. There
were present ; Jaques Grenier, president,
in the chair; Geo. 8. Brush, vice-presi-
dent; Hon. A. W, Ogilvie, Messrs. John
Crawford, H. Beaugrand, W. B, Evans,
J. Y. Gilmour, Noylan Delicle, Arthur
Prevost, John Morrison, Louis Arm-
strong, G. B. Muir, Charles Lamothe,
Samuel Bell, Charles Lacuille, Miocbael
Butrke, N. B. Desmarteau, A, W, Steven-
gon Alphonse Leclaire, H. B. Warren, J.
B.Resther, Cbas, Wittmann, P, P. Martin
and Damasse Masson.

The meeting was opened by the presi-
dent, wbo made a few remsarks introduc-
tory to the statement of the affaira of
the bank to be read by the cashier. He
drew attention to the very satisfactory
condition of aflairs, as shown by the pro-
fits of $108,915.49 for the year, ull bad
and doubtful debts having been provided
for and the costs of mapagement de-
duated. Qus of this sum dividends at the
rate of 6 per cent per annum had been
paid, amounting to $72,000, and $50,000
oarried to the reserve, raising that fund
to 600,000, or fifty per cent of the
capital. The demand for money for
mercantile purposes had kept the capitat
fully employed at remunerative rates,
As evidencing the solid situation of the
Bank, he said that while the circalation
of all the banks of the Dominion bad de-
creased during the past year, theciroula-
tion of La Banque du Peuple had increas-
ed by $61,610. There was, on the other
hand, an increase of deposits not bearing
intereat which was natural, coneidering
the stringency of the money market,
This increase, however, amounted to but
$91,000, while depositors had been re-
oeiving interest on §544,5645, more than
last year,

The gross receipts of the bank were
16§ per cent., as compared with 14 per
cent. last year. The net profits did not
make 80 favorable a showiog, being only
9 per cent. on the capital againat 13 per
oent. last year., This was accounted for
by the adverse results of two law suits,
which bad ione against the Bank,

- &t Oberammergau, but the Rev. James

F. Downes, of 8t. Patrick’s Church, Brad-
ford, and formerly of St. Patrick’s, Hud-
dersfield, has written a mediseval mys-
tery play with the above title, the music
to which he has alro composed. As the
circular forwarded states, it is ‘built
much upon the lines of the Oberammer-
gau Passion Play, although far from
equalling that famous mystery play in
the length of time condensed in the per-
formance or in the number of persons
employed.” The play consists of six
short acts, with a grand tableau at the
conclusion, illustrating the kingship of
the Infant Christ; and most of the acts
are preceded by a procession of choris-
texs, supposed to represent the men of
Carmel. All the characters in the play
are taken by persons, we should say, un-
der Lwenty years of age, as their inno-
cence best accords with the sacred per-
sonages porirayed, The characters rep-
resented are, among others : Our Blessed
Lord, the Blessed Virgin Mary, Saints
Joseph, Michael, Gabriel and Raphael,
Angel of Annunciation, the Kings of the
East, Holy Simeon, High Priest, Anna,
the Prophetess ; Shepherds, Elders in
the Temple; Robbers, including Titus
{impenitent thief), Deanias (penitent
thiet), Apgels;, attendants, and others.
The dialogue is written in a styleso
plain and simple that almost the young-
o8t may understand, and it embraces the

" leading incidents in the infant life of

Christ, up to the point of His disputing
with the Doctors in the Temple, and his
I_Iingshig in the tableau at the conclu
sion. The hymns which are sung by
the chorus of Carmelites are taken from
various sources, and these and scme
other portions of the play Have received
s musical setting in Father Downe's
best vein. The finale chorus, which is
in the nature of & song of triumph, is
particularly meritorious. The music is
written for two piano-fortes and har-
monium,

With the view of aiding in an effort
to reduce the debt on the splendid new
schools erected in Rebecca street, off
St. Thomas' road, West-gate, Bradford,
known as the Scranton Memorial Schools,
a series of performances were arranged
to be given in the large room of the
schools. It is & large and handsome
room, and at one end of it a large stage—
the largest in the town after the theatres,
The fittinge have been done by a first
class stage manager; and the room is so
arranged that, when not requirad for
other purposes, the stage part can be
screened off and utilized as & class-room.
The room is excellently adapted for a
performance of stage plays, except that
1t has not a sloping floor, and with the
present styles of headgear in force it is
difficult for everyone to see clearly what
is transporting on the stage. -

The first performance was given last
week, in the large room, before a fairly
large audience, which will doubtless in-
orease when the merits of.the play and
the perfommance are fully known, Tre-
cisely at eight o’clock the two pianists,
the Rev.Jobn Downes and Mr. Echers'ey,
and the harmonium player, Miss Davey,
one of the teachers in the school, com-
menced playing the light music with
which the score starts, while the chorus
of Carmilites emerge from hoth sides
of the stage, and, having taken wup
a position in front ‘of the curtain, sing
‘& four verse hymn commencing, “Hark !
a joyful voice ia telling.” The second
verse, which commiences, “Christ is com-
ing! from thy bed Earth-bound soul
awake and spring,’ is taken as & solo,
The third verse is taken as a semi-chorus,
‘and the last &8 & full chorus.
‘ourtain riges, the three archanyels,
‘Michael, Gabriel, and Raphael, appear
in a “cloud scene,” in glorioua apparel,
conversing in the mystery of the Incar-
nation ; and when they leave the stage
the oclond scene cloth lifts, displaying a
slope of the hiils near Bethelebem, with
a partionlar bright star shining in the
firmament over the city. There are
shepherds in the fields, and suddenly
there is & great commotion among them
as the multitude of the heavenly host
appears, snd all join in singing “Glory
to God in the Highest,” to a very fine
sotting. The Carmalites enter again and
sing sanother bymn, descriptive of the
birth of Christ in-tne manger, one verse
_sung as & solo, and when the curtain lifts
there is displayed the interior of & stable,

-

in which are seated . Mary and Joseph,
with the infant Christ in a receptacle for
hay. Then the shepherds, guided to the
spot by the Venus-like star, arrive, and
pay their adoration, and the Kings of
the East, with their attendants, follow,
and present their gifts, while the shep-
hexds sino their song of praise, unaccom-
panied. The Carmelites again reappear,
and sing two verses af an eight-line
hymn, in one part of which a duet is
sung by two of the choristers, and the
rest of the hymn as a chorus, full of de-
seriptive musio.

Scene then represents the vestibule of
the Temple in which the presentation of
the Iniant Jesus in made to the High
Priest, Holy Simeon. The fourth hymn,
which opens in the minor key, but at the
middle changes into the major, describes
the flight into Egypt, and prepares the
audience for the robbers’ cave, in which
are assembled the members of a band,
and in which it is said that Joseph and
Mary with the Infant Christ, took refuge

-on the way to Egypt. Titus, the impen-

itent thief, would rob them of all that
they have, but Desnias, the penitent one,
is struck by the beauty of the Virgin
and Child, and tbrough bhis entreaties
the holy party are allowed to go on their
way. In thiescene the robbers, eachfof
whom carries a sort of spear or lance, ex-
ecute & dance to the intense amusement.
of the audience. Then the Carmelites
introduce another song descriptive of
their grief at the loss of the Child Jesus,
and the curtain rises on the vestibule of
the Temple, showing Mary looking for
her Child, and without any break an-
other curtain rises and shows the inte-
rior of the Temple, with the Child Christ
seated on a throne, and on each side in
semi-circles the Doctors and learned
men with whom he is arguing. In the
midst of it Mary and Joseph arrive to
claim the Child, Who gently chides her
for being so anxious about Him, and
then caresses her. Then follows the
final choras :

* All hall to Thee, O Infant King,

Thou art the Lord of earth and sky,
Thy sweetness we forever sing,
Thy grace and matchless majesty.”

There axe three verses with a chorus,
and while the Carmelites are singing this
song of triumph the curtain again rises
and displays a grand tableau, showing
the kingsbip of the Infant Christ. High
up is the boy Christ, orowned and scep-
tered—Mary on one side and Joseph on
the other, and behind, but raised so as to
bring them .into strong relief, the three
Archangels — Michael, Gabriel, and
Raphael. At the feet of Christ is a
group of angels dressed in white, and on
each side are the characters of the play,
who join insinging the hymn of triumph
as the clouds veil Him from the specta-
tors gaze. -

Such is the general outline of the play.
We have no names of the children who
took part beyot d two, namely, those who
took the characters of. Christ and the
Virgin Mary. The former was repre-
sented by a little girl named Gertrude
Murran, not yet six years of age, and
everyone must have been struck, a8 we
ouraelves were, by the marvellously in-
telligent way in which the child-part was
taken. Miss Muiran, who possesses a
beautiful face, not only recited her lines
well, but was equally clever in the mat-
ter of geature and emphasis.in following
out the argument with the doctors on the
mystery of the Godbead; there was a
loud ontburst of applause when the cur-
tain fell, marking the intense apprecia-
tion of the audience. The part of the
Virgin Mary was taken very devoutly
and naturally by Miss Corry, a young
lady who was very successful through-
out, both in the recital of her part and in
her. general acting. The dialogue gen-
erally was very clearly given by all the
children, and certainly it was a source of
very great pleasure to the audience,
quite apart from the spectacular display
to which it was accompanied. Tke
“ dressing” of the characters was in every
respect wortby of the play, and great
taste was displayed as regards colour.
Indeed everything was of the best, and
the final scene of all was exceedingly
effective, especially the grouping of the
characters, Messrs. Riley Brothers work-
od the “light’”’ arrangements. The only
diversion in the whole of the play is the
grotesque dance by the robbers in the
cave referred to,

Amaong those present at the perform.
ance were Dr. Gordon, the Bishop of
Leeds; Canons Motler, Simpson and
Paissant ; together with a number of the
Fathers of the Church at Bradtord and
other places. :

At the conclusi_on of the play the au-

dience seemed " desirous of -having the
last chorus repeated, but the curtain ‘was
merely raised to show the group. The
Rev. Father Downes was warmly called
for, but he merely came to the front of
the stage and bowed his acknowledg-
ments, We ought to say that Father
Downes has painted most of the scenery,
with the aid of the Brothers Oates, who
have rendered him great assistance.
