THE LESSON OF PHILADELPHIA.
The decline of Philadelphia, as com-
pared with New York, may well point a
moral and adorn a tale for other cities,
Why is it that Philadelphia lags be-
hind New York?

For
a century the undisputed metrepolis of
the continent, she became the cradle
of liberty and first capital of the Unit-
ed States. -During the fifty years that
followed the American revolution; the
Clty of New York was not a serious
rival ;much less a dangerous competi-
tor. Not only did the Quaker City
lead in wealth and popu-latdon,rbuj her
influence in the country was predomi-
nant: To this day, in the country dis-
tricts of the middle west, it is not un-
common to hear_ the expression: It
would take a Philadelphia lawyer to
make that out.” Tobea ‘“Fthiladelphia’
lawyer was to be tre best.
. Pennsylvanla is about the size .of
England, and, like England, is rich in
coal and, other mineral wealth. It is
the richest state in the Union to-lay,

if we eliminate New York City from|

New York. Philadelphia is better lo-
cated for ocen shipping and is much
nearer the great lakes and the rich
middle west than is New York.

What has happened to Philadelphia?
The answer is found in the fact that
upon the advent of the steam railway,
she built, ‘equipped ‘and. surrenddred
herself to the Pennsylvania Railway
Company.-* In Deturn\'s»he finds that
that great system has been adminis-
tered to build up other cities—notably
New York—at her éxpense,

In. the beginning the road received
sweeping concessions, freely given by
the people. ‘They have been confirm-’
ed and strengthened since by corrupt’
politiclans. Not only did the P. R.. R.
enjoy almost a monopoly in ‘the rail-
way business proper, but it gained
control of the canals of Pennsylvania,
and the water front of Philadelphia.
It ruined the canals and blocked the
waterfront, so as to largely destroy
the trans-Atlantic and coasting trade
alike.

" A Lesson From the Past.

It ‘was openly statéd, however, in

back to the city, that the offer was
rejected because a corrupt element in
the council saw no gains in the trans-
action.

Toronto men who have lived here for
-fifty years-do not realize the growth
of the city. It has been gradual to
them, like the accretion’ of their own
adipose tissue. They have not traveled
in ‘the great new districts spread over
with residences’ and becoming them-
selves rapidly encircled with whole
tracts of houses still farther from the
centre. .- The tallest commercial build-
ing in the British empire does nat mean
larger methods, better systems, wiser
conceptions of city government. The
biggest store in the world is merely a
Jocal brag, and not the outward sign
of a population’ that needs scientitic
government and brains to control it.

Strangers from outside the city are
of two classes, but so far they are
chiefly of those who accept thipgs as
they find them and settle down to make
the most ef what thiey have discovered
for themselves. The other class, true
sons by adoption, may perhaps be too
modest yet, but should be strons
enough to take their place beside the

thing better, and are resolved to have
it.
Idle Fears,.

Nothing is more contemptible than
the fear of a great destiny, and it is
one of the arguments -that has been
plied without pause by many otlfe_r-
wise estimable citizens, that they do
not want a giant city here. The same
citizens have been heard on occasion
denouncing Little Englanders and
cheering . for imperial destiny. There
‘is no choice in the case of a city like
Toronto between death and unlimited
growth. Toronto cannot shirk her re-
sponsibility as the capital of the great-
‘est satrapy in the British empire. The
city has a guty to Ontario as weil as
'to “Muddy York,” and a further duty
1to Canada, of which it is the educa-
i tilonal centre.. Hitherto the city gov-
| ernment has not even shown an ade-

*So far as the town granting the
franchise in return for an east Queen-
street service, the company will rind
itself mistaken,” says Councillor Ba-
ker. ‘“‘There are only three blocks of
the town thru which the cars run and
as 4 matter of fact residents belleve
that absence of cars would appreciate
the value of property, as well as re-
move the danger to cnildren. The resi-
dents of* the township, who seceded
from the town, will have to look out
for themseives. ;

*“As a matter of fact, tho, the com-
pany must, under its agreement for a
radial service, providée a service to
Victoria Park, altho it could be limited,
probably, to a l5-minute spur-line ser-
vice. Failure to provide the service
would render the company liable te
forfeiture of the franchise' for the
town, which has five years yvet to run.”

At present residents'on Queen-street
can take a car and for single fare can
transfer up. the Kingston-road, go thru
the upper town and on to Crew’s Hotel,
or vice-versa.

Another suspicion entertained is that
the company may be trying to force
some concession toward securing a
“loop” at the end of the line which,
now that the company is out of Munro
Park, is lacking. ! g
