That It was hasty Is evident. Was It dis­
orderly? Was any considerable camp equip­
ment abandoned? Was there any fighting 
on the way? Such questions, and others 
like them, the public Is anxiously asking. 
Since the receipt of Gen. White’s curious 
first description of the Ladysmith fight, In 
which the British lost 100 men, little re­
liance can be placed on the official de­
spatches.

One night last summer at Camp Niagara 
Major-General Hutton, In speaking of Can­
ada' and her future to The World, said : 
“The time has come when Canada should 
cut adrift from the tow-line attaching her 
to the Mother Country. Canada has now 
grown large enough to take an active part 
in the furthering of the Imperial Idea. 
Great Britain has given to her protection 
long enough In return simply for words and 
sentiments of loyalty. The time I» ripe 
for Canada to give substantial proof of bee 
loyalty as a return for the benefits so long 
derived from the Motherland. It is time 
for Canada to take off her . swaddling 
clothes. She is no longer a child.”

The major-general illustrated his remarks 
by referring to tne then prouuole precipita­
tion of war in South Africa,and hinted 
that In that direction lay Canada's chance.

In the light of recent events, the words 
of the major-general seem like a prophecy. 
There Is no reason to doubt that he knew 
England would have to tight the Boers, and 
bis conception of Cnnaua's duty In that 
event was an advance in the expansion of 
the Imperial Idea. Three Weeks later he 
broached the Idea of a Canadian contingent 
to the officers of the permanent force gath­
ered at Ottawa. There the whole matter 
was talked over, and the very onlcers to­
day on their way to Quebec were listed for 
service.

How true a prophet the major-general was 
Is evident all over Canada to-uuy. Xesterdny 
Toronto did her share In the fulfillment
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given. The War Office bulletins 
garding this last fight, it is claimed, 
were cooked to prevent another shock 
to the English people. Still details 
are very meagre as the censor is doing 
his work rigidly.

Concealment Criticised.
While the concealment of the facts re­

garding Gen. Yale’s retreat can be amply 
^ justified on the ground of keeping the in­

telligence from the Boers, the hiding of 
the news respecting the Hussars and Fusi­
liers, who were apparently captured In the 

1, battle at Glencoe, is severely criticized, no 
Intimation even having been given that the 
officers were missing. The heavy losses 
of the British troops in facing only some 
8000 Boers are commented upon as what 
rifle fire means to-day In the hands of even 
undisciplined men, who can shoot fairly 
straight, and stand thei* ground. Com­
parisons are made with the first employ­
ment of the magazine rifle in the Hlspand- 
American war and It Is considered that the 
American losses at El Caney and San Juan 
would have been much heavier. If the 
Spaniards had doggedly stood their ground 
like the boers.

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Short, But Strong,a small state calling Itself a republic to 
give equal rights to all.*' Bishop Gaughran 
regards the Boers for the most part as Il­
literate and prejudiced to a degree, while 
he Is doubtful of the patriotism President 
Kruger displays In accepting a salary of 
150,000 for acting as chief magistrate of so 
small a nation. The Boers are especially 
prejudiced against the Roman Catholic 
Church, and, according to the bishop, they 
regard Roman Catholics as heathen, and 
think that they worship snakes and wooden 
Images. Bishop Gaughran went to South 
Africa fourteen years ago. The mission of 
which he Is the head has been the means 
for many years of reconciling the differ­
ences between the white and black people 
In that country.

THE RLSSIANAMEllICAN ARBI­
TRATION.

The arbitration that Russia has Just 
agreed to with the United States Is over a 
claim of the latter country for the seizure 
of three sealing schooners off the Siberian 
coast eight years ago. The damages claim­
ed are less Important than the prflfc 
clple Involved. Russian vessels seized 
American schooners that were taking seals 
about seven miles from the Siberian coast. 
The crews were Imprisoned and treated 
with considerable harshness. The Ameri­
can, claims, amounting to about $150,000, 
are ns much for maltreatment of the crews 
as for the value of the vessels. There Is 
an Important point at issue, however, re­
lating to the right of Russia to exercise 
Jurisdiction seven miles from the coast? 
Established international law limits Juris­
diction to three milts. Russia contends, 
however, that this limit was determined by 
the distance which a coast-defense gun 
would carry and that with the Increased 
range of modern ordnance Increased Juris­
diction should be allowed.

THE CANADIAN CONTINGENT.
Great Britain has no written constitution. 

The constitution Is the outcome of a gradual 
evolution. It looks an If the greater Im­
perial constitution la to be evolved In a 
similar way. Questions are arising from 
time to time affecting the mutual Interests 
of the Mother Country and the colonies. No 
formal procedure existe for the settlement 
of these questions, but action le being taken 
In an Informal way on each of them as they 
arise. The PacICc cable, a great Imperial 
undertaking, was decided on without the 
aid of an Imperial constitution, and a be­
ginning has been made In the establish­
ment of an Imperial tariff on the Initiative 
of the Canadian Parliament. There Is no 
machinery by which Canada can be called 
upon to furnish troops for Imperial pur­
poses. Canada, however, has taken the 
matter Into her own hands, and, by sending 
a corps to South Africa, has admitted her 
responsibility to participate In the defence 
of the Empire. The precedents that are 
being established on these questions will, 
In the course of time, develop Into n con­
stitution, which may never be reduced to 
writing, but which will be as binding on 
the different parts of the Empire os the 
constitution which unites the king, lords 
and commons Into a perfect whole.

The great fact In connection with the 
Transvaal contingent la not that Canada 
Is sending out 1000 men to help the British 
In the war against the Boers, but that Can­
ada admits her responsibility as a member 
of the Empire for contributing towards the 
defence and maintenance of the Integrity 
of the Empire. What constitutional form 
this responsibility may subsequently assume 
must be left for the future. Enough for 
the present Is an acknowledgment of our 
responsibility. Time will solve this, as It 
will solve all other Inter-Imperial ques­
tions.

I have al­
ways entertained a very high opinion of 
Sir Charles and I wish him &U sorts of 
good luck.” These words were spoken to 
The World correspondent yesterday by the 
Hon. Peter Mitchell, but before they could 
be conveyed to the great leader of the Con­
servative party, the man who used to be 
known as Bismarck Mitchell had passed 
away. Yesterday Mr. Mitchell was down 
|pwu looking even better thaiL he had done 
jot some weeks past, and he retired to his 
room at the Windsor a little before the 
accustomed hour, inis morning his dead 
body was found on the tioor, and as his 
coat alone had been removed, the supposi­
tion Is that Mr. Mitchell died before mid­
night.

bir Charles Tupper, Sir Hector Langevin 
and Hon. Wm. MacDougall are all that are 
left of the nation's founders.

Hon. Peter Mitchell, Vas born In New­
castle, N.B., in lbaZ4, and was of 'Scottish 
parentage. He was educated there and 
studied law. In 1848 he was called to the 
bar. Not long afterwards he engaged In 
the lumber business and shipbuilding. He 
was first elected to the Legislature of 
New Brunswick in 1856, and remained a 
member of the Assembly until 1860, when 
he entered the Legislative Council. At 
Confederation he tvas appointed to the 
Senate by royal proclamation, and became 
one- of the Government leaders in the 
Senate. He resigned in 1874 and was elect 
ed to the House of Commons. In the gen­
eral elections bf 1878 he was defeated, but 
at the next election In 1883 was successlui. 
He continued in the House until 1891. Since 
that time he has not been In Parliament. 
He was a candidate for his old constituency 
in the elections of 1896, but suffered de­
feat.

As a member of the Government of New 
Brunswick in 1858, he was a colleague of 
Messrs. Tilley, Ritchie, Johnson and Fisher. 
He, with some friends, took a lead in se­
curing the construction of provincial rail­
ways and In effecting other beneficial legis­
lation. When the union of the Maritime 
Provinces was discussed he was selected 
a delegate to the Charlottetown Confer­
ence, where Sir John A. Macdonald, Car- 
tier and Brown and others appeared to 
urge the larger union of British North Am­
erica. He also attended the Queoec Con­
ference, which drafted the terms of the 
Union, and in 1886 was sent to London to 
serve as a member of the London Confer­
ence on the same subject.

In January, 1885, Mr. Mitchell became 
^eroprtetor of The Montreal Herald, which 
be conducted for several years. He after­
wards retired from active politics, and on 
March 1, 1897, was appointed to the posi­
tion of Inspector of Fisheries for the At­
lantic Provim

He married in 1853 Mrs. Geough of St. 
John, N.B. She died in 1889.
