The Array of Warships.
The main squadron of battleships and
crufsers Will be moored two and a haif

: 3 cables apart in one line, extending from

Cowes to Spithead. The channel fleet,
under the command of Vice-Admiral Sir
Harry Holdsworth Rawsom, will form the
eastern portion, and the reserve fleet, under
Rear Admiral Sir Gerard Henry Noel, will
form the western portion. The foreign
war vessels are to be moored southwest
of the British ships, in the onder of their
grrival, and alongside of them will be
moored eight British ganboats, the Ante-
lope, Gleaner, Skipjack, Leda, Rattlesnake,
Alert, Circe and Speedwell.
The Alberta’s Course,

After leaving Trimity pler, the Alberta,
with her attendant escort, will steam along
the deep channel between the coast of the
Isle of Wight and the single line of battle-
ships and cruisers. The main line will be
as follows, beginning at Cowes: Alexandra,
Camperdown, Rodney, Benbow, Colling-
wood, Colossus, Sans Pareil, Nile, Howe,
Melampus, Severn, Galatea, Bellona, Pac-
tolus, Pekorus, Diana, Conqueror, Arro-
gant, Minerva, Nfobe, Herohood, Tratalgdr,
Resolution, Jupiter, Hannibal, Mars, Prince
George and Majestic. ¢

On arrival at Pontsmouth the royal yachts
will remain in the harbor that night.

Minute Guns by all Ships,

Minuce guns will be fired by all the ghips
In the Solent and at Cowes, commencing
when the Alberta leaves the piler. Bach
ship will be directed to cease firing im-
mediately after ¢he tail of the procession

Ships, Will be Manned.

On the approach of the procession, the
shipe will be manned and the guards and
bands will be paraded. The officers will
wear full dress and the men, "“No. 1 rig”’
and straw hats.

The guards will presest arms 'as the
Albenta passes each ship, and them rest
on their arms reversed until the procession
is passed. A detachment of marines and
the Admiral’'s Band will be on board Nel-
son’s old flagship, the Victoria, lying in
Portsmouth barbor.

All the sea front and dockvards will
be manned by marines amd sailors, whille
Barrow Island 18 to be manned by boys
from the tralning ship St. Vincent, and
men from the gunnery ship HExcellent.

Sydney Steel Plant Will Witness
the Imitial Cast of
Pig Iron.

Sydney, Jan. 30.—After full and exhaust-
ive practical tests of the coking qualities
of Cape Breton coal, the officials of the
Dominion Iron and Steel Co. are of the
opinion that when the new washing plant is
in cperation the coke produced will be su-
perior in every respect to the famous Con-
nelisviile coke. As it'is, the only respect
fn which the coke made here is inferior to
the Connellsville prodwect is in the quantity
of sulphur contained, but.even this is only
a small fraction of 1 per cent. in excess of
the Connellsyille article, and it ean easily
be removed by washing and would not in
its present condition affect the production
of a Ligh grade of pig iron. The Domin-
ion Coal Company is at present deiivering
coke containing fully one-half of one per
cent. lese sulphur than its contract pro-
vides, and all indications point to the prac-
tical total elimination of suiphur as the
mines deepen.

One hundred of the four hundred ovens
are in operation, and very little remains to
be dome to the remainder, Coke is being
made at the rate of about three hundred
tons a day, and about fifteen hundred tons
are already Stored, pending the “blowing in™
of the .firet blast furvace. It is expected
that the first furnace wili be “blown” on
or shout -the first of February, when all
the directors of the company will be ore-
sent to see the great works start.

Sufficient quantities of iron ore and lime-

stone have been stored to last until the
 opening of navigation in the spring,
The fact that the coke has turned out
! so wel] praectically settles the question of
the ability of the company to produce the
iron of the quality and for the figures es-
tin'ated, and is a source of gratification
to the officials of the company.

FOUR PROPOSITIONS SUBMITTED

Winnipeg, Jan. 30.—(Special.)—A caucus
of the Conservative members of the Legis-
lature was held Tuesday evening, when
four respectlve railway propositions were
submitted to the Government and a con-

clusion reached to accept one of them.
The Govérnment was authorized to proceed
without delay to elose the bargain, accept-
ing the one decided upon by the caucus.
It was also decided that the Legislature
be called for the despatch of business on
Thursday, Feb. 21.

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A GENUINE NATIONAL RAILWAY PROJECT.

Everybody s talking about government ownership of railways, and the last to add
bis testimony is Mr. John Waldie, ‘President of the Lumbermen’s Assoctation. But
nearly everyone who deals with the question seems to deal with it in an academic
way, does not quite suggest how to go about it from a practical standpoint. The
World has a proposal in this latter direction to submit this morning which does not
mean confiscation, but which means a decided onward step In the direction of ulti-
mate ownership and control by the state of all rallways. Our proposal in a word 18
that ¢the Province of Ontario and the City ¢ Toronto, with such aid as they may get
from the Dominion, should bulid a great thru rallway running from the City of
Toronto to Hudson Bay, touching Georglan Bay, crossing the Booth road, which
may soon be g part of the national Intercolonial system, crossing also the thra line
of the Canadian Pacific Rallway and then on to Hudson Bay. This road will not
be much more than 500 miles long. As a basls of this road we propose that the
province and the city should first open negotiations with the Grand Trunk for the
nationalizing of its line between here and North Bay. If the Grand Trunk wounld
take a reasonable price for this road we see no reason why they shou'd not be pald
that reasonable price. 'If they will not take a reasonable price, then let the province
and the eity begin work on & new line. But we believe that Mr. Hays stated not
long ago that he was prepared to sell the old Northern system, and this old North-
ern railway could be very easily improved in its grades and in its alignments and
could be double-tracked to Georgian Bay wherever the best Georgian Bay port should
be decided on. Our idea in short is that a large portion of the existing Grand Trunk
tracks could be used. True, it may be necessary to bring the road down the valley
of the Don to Ashbridge’s Bay, where we think the terminal ought really to be
and where we think the best surveys and lines have been found for a terminal.
From the Parry Sound country north to Hudson Bay the new railway would run for
the greater portion. thrm the finest timber belt that is left in Canada, and this #hmber
belt, properly husbanded, would pay for the rallway over and over again. This ngw
raflway, being owned by the state, would give the Grand Trunk a better connee-
it would give
the Canadian Pacific an entrance to Toronto, and so on to New York, via the
Niagara, which it very much desires to have; it would give the Mann & "Mackensie
rallway, to be known as the Canadian Northern, an entrance to the city of Toronto
independent of its rivals, and it would furnish most of all, to the people of Ontario
and of Canada generally, a satisfactory check on-existing Mnes. Still further, if the
Booth road is to be natlonalized It would give the city of Toronto a connection
with the national system, known as tfie Intercolonial, even tho it would be a little
roundabout. It would put us in touch with the new west and east system of traffie,
away to the north, which seems to be centreing on the city of Quebec as Its legiti-
mate seaport, and in a hundred other directions this national road running from
Toronto, on Lake Ontarfo, touching Georgian Bay, crossing all the great roads above
mentloped and opening up the new country between here and Hudson Bay, would
do more for the people of Ontario, for the city of Toronto and for the whole Do-
minion, than any other project we know of, It is the rallway domplement of our
great national canal system and independent of all existing ral'ways. It would force
its railway rivals to use our canals for a portion of their business. It would benefit
the Province of Manitoba as much as the Province of Ontario, and in every direction
there is mo other proposition before the people of Canada of like interest or of like
value, As to its cost, it Is comparatively small, and if Mr. Kemp of the Board of
Trade, Mr. Waldie of the Lumbermen’s Association aud the hundred other men and
newspapers who profess faith in Government railways are in earnest, they will
ecome forward and support this proposition. If the Hon. Mr. Ross has the gumption to
take it up we will support him in that proposition, or if Mr. Whitney has ¢the gump-
tion to ask the people of Ontario to backhim up In the same_ proposition, we will
be gla dto see it. The proposition is before the people of.Canada, and it only wgnis
intelligent discusaion to see it realized.
