Fixing Blame

for Disaster at Wanstead

Jurors Hear Evidence Re Employes’ Multiplicity of Duties

Woming, Dac. 29.—(Special.)—The
rible railway catastrophe at Wanstead
on Friday night last, was opened here
to-day, and the testimony of Agent
Carson touching the multiplicity of his
duties, the amazing length of his hours
of work and the meagre assistance
given him by the company is one of

scope of the investigation, and pro-

mendations as to the responsibility of
railroad companies, which overwork
operators. From seven m the morning
until ten at night, he testified, con=
stituted his day's work, and in addi-
tion ke was frequently called upon to
do three or four hours extra duty.
Had Little Help.
Apparently this line of evidence sug-
gested the idea that he frightful ac-
cident after all might have been par-
tially contributed to by the condition
which permitted an operator handling
the passenger trains and jeopardizing
the lives of hundreds of people daily
to work such long hours. It is in-
teresting to note that until recently

this Watford station employed a force
of four men.

ate some reforms, eve ntho it required
the destruction of twenty-eight lives
to inspire the investigation in that di-
rection.

LEVIDENCE TAKEN,

Wyoming, Ont., Dec. 20.—(From our
cwn man on the spot.)—In the little,old
tashioned village hall to-day, filled
with a curious crowd of citizens, the
coroner's jury heard the story of the
astonishing series of fatalities which
drove the Pacific Express to its doom
| during the furious storm of Friday
lnight. Never did a force bf men battle
with adverse circumstances more stren-

half dozen employes -of the Grand
| Trunk, who, during the space of 20
minutes were involved in the desperate
| effort to prevent the calamity which
| destroyed twenty-eight lives at the con-
clusion of the hopeless struggile. As
| the various threads of the remarkable
| affair were revealed thru the evidence
| of the witnesses, an old telegraph
| operator in the morbid crowd whisper-
| ed ‘that the express must have been
| guided to its plunge by the hand of
| the destroying agenl. The coincidents
| were so marked that exclamations of
| astonishment could not be supressed.
At every turn it was a question of
| seconds by which the flying train won
| in the race which ended in the moun-
| tain of debris on the bleak prairie,
{ three miles ¢ast of Wyoming. 'The
| principal witnesses have been examined

On
the whole, an amazing array of mis-
takes that might have developed among
the trainmen, mistakes in themselves
not sufficient to have caused the dis-
aster,but which taken as a whole actual-
ly contributed to the destruction of the
train-load of merry makers. The man-
ner in which the express flew onwgrd,
unswervingly to the rocks, dodging as
if by fiendish ingenuity the quick-laid
plans of the different men to head her
off, and all just by the fractional parts
of a second, left those who heard the
strange recital fairly dizzy-

The jury viewed the body of Fire-
man Ricketts of Sarnia as a prelimi-
nary to the investigation. The muti-
lated corpses had ben: sent to a local
undertaker’s for that purpose, and a
trainman was called to identify the
remains as having been killed Friday
night in the wreck where the express
and freight collided one hundred yards
west of Wanstead. Then Train Des-
patcher Kerr was calied to the stand.
| Tall and slender, with a light mus-
tache and dark blue eyes, Mr. Kerr's
every act indicates his highly nervous
temperament. If he feels the burden
of responsibility for the accident he
failed to exhiit it. He talked deliber-
ately and made every effort to explain
the technical details of the despatch-
ing of trains, and especially the cir-
cumstances surrounding the despatch-
ing of the order Friday night to Agent
Carson at Watford, the proper delivery
of which would have prevented the
collision.

Story of Despatcher Kerr.

The Pacific express, or No. o, as the
ill-fated train was called, he said, left
London down the Sarnia branch one
hour and fifteen minutes late at 9.08.
It would require one hour ta reach
Watford. At the same time an extra
freight. carrying a consignment of
dressed beef, left Sarnia for the east.
Thes two trains he had to get over
the recad as fast as possible, and he
figured out a meeting place at Wan-
stead. He expected No. 5 to reach
Watford at 10, but she got there at
9.4G6. Just before her arrival I had
sent an order to Watford and Wyo-
ming to be delivered to the conductors
of these two trains requiring them to
meet and pass at Wanstead. The Wyo-
ming operator reported the signature
| of the frecight conductor to his order
first, and I completed it and it was
O.K.'d. At the same time I wired the
agent there to wait a minute that T
might hand the order, using the phrase
“may bust it.” This was in response
to the information Wyoming had given
me that the freight was not getting

“You will be,” echoed a voice.

“My policy is to add to the progress
and growth of the city. I have no
unkind things to say of my epponents.;

[laughter]—so I will just say three
lawyers.

[Laughter.]

“My friend, His Worship the Mayor,"”
said Ald. Lamb, turning to His Wor-
ship, “is a man I deeply respect, and
1 have helped him in the Council, as
he will admit. I wish him well—s0
well that 1 wish he would retire. 1
would like to see him married to
some beautiful American = heiress.’
[Roars of Laughter.] He would then
be provided for, for life, and would not
have to get up too early in the morn-
ing to go to the Mayor’s office. It is
nice to stay late in bed in the morn-
ing,” continued the alderman, and the
audience greatly enjoyed his sallies.

Turning again to His Worship while
the audience called to him to face
them, Ald. Lamb said : *“Mr. Mayor,
you have failed to carry out any one
single question. You had a chance
the first year and failed. Then you
faijled on the second chance. After
two years of failure you should re-
tire.” [Applause.]

Not a Bitter Candidate,

There was no bitterness in the candi-
date's remarks, and they were received
from a business-like standpoint.

Then Ald. Lanib went on to speak as
a business man, and he told how he
came to.be a business man.

“When I wasg 14 years old I started
work in my father’s factory and look-
ed after an engine and boiler for three
years. 1 became bookkeeper then and
afterwards foreman. When.I. was 21
my father died, .and I inherited a
business .which ' was. almost insolvent,
owing  to .unfortunate business trans-
actions in.which my father had be-
come /interested. 1 stood by the busi-
néss - and ;workéd- hard until I had
inereased it a hundredfold, and was
dble to givé employment to very large
nimbeérs of men, and T never dis-
churged one man from my employ for
a fault, but we did all we could to
rectify the fault. I retired when T
needed rest, and have done some work
in a conscientious way ever since. My
lack of occupation at present is one of
the factors of my coming out, but 1
think a business man should be Mayor
for a year at the present stage of
the city's business. T have great faith
in this city, and T think it will not
be many years before we shall have
a population of 500,000. I was born
and brought up here, but if any of
you gentlemen were not =0 blessed and
you came from! somewhere else to
help and do help to build up the eity
you are just as much entitled for con-
sideration from our citizens as T am.

“My friend and opponent, Mr. Robin-
son, I have known for many years,
and have found him a gentleman with~-
ovt exception in every way. He has
dene wall in filling the vosition of
solicitor for the County of York, and )
while I am up against three lawyers
I must say that I think Mr. Robin-
son’'s knowledge of the law is. superior
to that of Ald. Urquhart or my friend
the Mayor.

Thoughts of Ald Urquhart,

“I don’'t want to criticize Ald., Urqu-
hart’'s municipal career too severely,
but T must say that T have been with
him in Council, and thel first year
he was there he was the aldermen with
resolutions sticking out of every
pocket. [Laughter.] In the second
yvear Ald. Spence had retired, and Ald.
Urquhart took all Ald. Spence had left,
and also tried to take Ald.

Toronto could not succed if the af=
fairs wer managed in the incompe-
tent ways which have characterized
the city business for the past couple
of years. He weferred ito the gas
suit instituted in 1897, and it hasn't
gone to trial yet. Unconecjously. per=
haps, Maybr. Howland was playing
the game of the corporatiens thru a
dawdling and dreaming policy which
was just as good a method of favor-
ing a corporation, as any other. The
purchasing of the Gas Company, com-
mitted to the Couneil by the people,
was' left to a committee who left it
again to the Board of Control, and
fhely still have it. Ald. Spence spoke
strongly of the liberties granted to the
Street Railway Co., because the suit
againet the company was never push-

ed.

All the big proposals before Council.
Ald. Spence said, had caused His
Worship to dawdle and. dream, and
the only thing -the Mayor had done
was to acept for the ¢ity by his cast-
ing a vote a patent medicine, and
he thought the Board of Control would
likely need. it

Ald. Spence referred humorously to
the Mayor's expectations that he would
be in the field as a temperance and
Liberal candidate, and said it was an-
other of His Worships dreams. There
was no truth in it, and it was only
a case of “the wicked flee when no
man pursueth.”” . He said the Mayor
reminded him of a slothful man when
the lion is in the way. In this case it
was a Lamb and not a lion. [Laugh-
ter.] He indicated that he would sup=~
port Ald. Lamb, altho Ald. Urquhart
was a good man, and would be better
for a while as alderman for Ward 1.

Ald.’ Spence closed  with something
which soundefi flike “Smile on the
prettiest, bow to the witiest and vote
for the best of them all.”

Ald. Urquhart's Position.

There was a bugg when Ald. Urqu-
hart’'s turn came, for some of those
present did not know him.

The nomination meeting in Dingman's
Hall for aldermanic and trustee candi-
dates for Ward 1, was largely -attended,
it was by no means a, demonstrative
gathering, and the speakers were at-
tentively listened to: thruout. Capt.
George Yennell presided.

It was decided to limit the speaking
of the proposers to one minute each,
and the candidates to ten minutes, Ald,
Stewart, the,first called upon, was in-
troduced as “Grandpa” Stewart, a title
that he boasted of in his remarks.

'This had the effect
of scaring the companies. and ever
since we have had the light at $74.87 |
per lamp. This simply meant a saving|
of about $35.000 a vear.

Another Grent Saving.

Then he referred to waterworks coal. |
He noted that expensive hard coal was
being used at the waterworks, and
thru his knowledge of business he
knew that soft coal would do, so he
went to work and was successful in
getting the screenings and soft coal
used, with the result that the city ef-
fects a saving in the neigbhorhood of |
$20,000 a year. He further instanced |
the occasion when the dealers combin-|
ed to put up prices on the city. He|
had gone to Buffaln, and had. on his|
own responsibility, knowing, of course, |
that the citizens would endorse it. pur- |
chased a plentiful-supply of coal. |

For the benefit of the labor men, '
some of whom had not seen eye to
eye with him on Technical school mat- |
ters, he pointed to his introduction of
a bylaw to provide for payment by
civic contractors to their workmen of
union wages.

Then The Free Press goes on
to say that there will be something,
sure,~—subsidies among them—for ne
one could expect a railway to bridge
“{he long stretoh of wilderness between
Winnipeg and Ontario” without assist-
ance; wulso, ghat “if the people of
Canada think it would be a good thing
to have one or more transcontinental
roads they will probably have to give
aid to secure them.” Butin giving this
aid the country will be much “more\
critical”; “it will be necessary here-
after for railways to make out a very
clear case for aid, and, likewise, to
offer specific advantages to the public
in return therefor.” But there is to
be “aid.” This is the thing that Mr,
Sifton and his organ take for granted,
and which, nevertheless, they are at
such effort to gild over. Why must
there be this public aid for another
transcontinental coad? Please tell us
that. Don’t begin to prepare the way
for *“ald” wuntil you have to. Why
take it for granted? And if public
money is to be spent in another trans-
continental road, why not put that
money in a national railway? Why are
Mr. Sifton and The Free Press so dis-
trustiful of a line owned by the people?
Is The Free Press, and is Mr, Sifton
distrustful of the ability of the Liberal
party to administer a national system—
are they distrustful of Mr. Blair? How
careful they all are to say that there
must be aid, public aid, and that such
public aid must not go to public-owned
railways! Refreshing, quite!

Nor do we think it was well advised
that Events, published at Ottawa,
whould designate ms ‘“‘western mug-
wumps” all those people in the Cana-
dian west who are airing the griev-
ances of that country in the maitter of
transportation. According to Events,
and the editor is supposed to be very
near to Hon. Mr, Sifton, parliament
and the government are getting tired of
the western demands for a cure of their
railway troubles by public ownership.
We thought Mr. Sifton was sent to
parliament for the express purpose of
voicing the people of the west. He
seems to be voicing the exploiters who
are seeking public “aid” for private
railways.

WHAT THE MINISTER CAN DO.

The Minister of Railways has a duty
to perform.

The menace to railway travel in
winter lies in late trains. There has
been a steady stream of late trains on
both the Grand 'Trunk and the Cana-
cdian Pacific ever since the cold weather
ret in three weeks or so ago.

Why are the trains late in cold
weather?

That i the thing for the Minister
and the Inquest to ascertain. Are there
enough railway hands employed? Is
there sufficient equipment? 'What gbout
the work required of telegraphers and
agents? Are the trains too long? Are
there enough sidings? What about |
double tracking? Isn’t it time the tele-
graph system was supplemented by the
telephone? |

Now, Mr. Blair, send for the time
sheets of the two companies and tabu-
late, in the first place, how many trains
have been late since the cold weather
began. Then find out the cause of the
lateness in these trains.

PRESIDENT ROOSEVELT AND
ARBITRATION.

President Roosevelt . has reaffirmed
the doctrine of arbitration as the bhest
way of settling international disputes.
Within the last three days he had de-
clated that The Hague Board of Arbi-
tration is the proper tribunal before
which Great Britain and Germany
ought to take Venezuela and have
their claims tried and an award ob-
tained.

The people of (Canada would like
very much to know what objection
President Roosevelt has to the same
tribunal settling the Alaskan boun-
dary dispute, in which we have vital
interests. In order to know what the
Tresident’'s views are on this subject,
we think the moment is most oppor-
tune for the Canadian government to
represent to the Imperial government
that the arbitration of the Alaskan
should be immediately ar-
for; and if it cannot be ar-
ranged for, then that the United States
should be asked to give a reason for
its refusal to arbitrate this dispute.
The United States must maintain its
standing before the rest of the world
as much as any other nation. Hither-
to that country has had an easy way
of handling international questions. It
always reserved to itself the right to
refuse ratification of the treaties that
its envoys have negotiated, while other
countries have felt themselves in honor
bound to ratify what their envoys have
engotiated. The Canadian government
has a very good case to present to the
home authorities, namely, that they
can quote Lord Salisbury and the pre-
sent Foreign Secretary, Lord Lans-
downe, as of the opinion that the Ni-
caraguan Canal dispute should only be
settled on condition that the Alaskan
boundary dispute was settled at the
same time. ~They {failed to stick to
that ground for some reason not yet
made known to the Canadian public.
Our government, as we said above,
should put themselves on record in a
very plan despatch to the home au-

we wish to knew, if arbitration is not
to he had, what reason the United
States can give for refusing it.

The Canadian government, in .mak-
ing such representations to the home
authorities, could well use the follow-

ing closing paragraph from Mr. Thos.
Hodgins' article in The Contemporary
Review:

The United States have made
themselves the champions of, and
have declared their national faith
in, “the honorable rest and justice
found in international arbitra-
tion.” Their congress has invited
negotiations from “any ern-
ment with which the United States
has, or may have, diplomatic rela-
tions, to the end that any differ-
ences or disputes ansing between
their two governments which can-
not be adjusted bY diplomatic
agency, may be referred to arbi-
tration, and be peaceably adjusted
by such means,”’ Great Britain has
responded that “Her Majesty’s gov-
ernment will lend their ready
co-operation to the government of
the United States upon the basis of
the foregoing invitation.” At The
Hague Peace Conference they
pledged their nation “to use their
best efforts to secure a pacific set-
tlement of - international differ-
ences;” and joined with Great Brit-
ain and other nations *in affirming
that, “In questions of a legal na-
ture, and especially in the inter-
pretation of international conven-
tions, arbitration is recognized by
the signatory powers as the most
effective, and at the same time the
most equitable, means of settling
disputes which diplomacy has fail-
ed to settle.”” Diplomacy has fail-
ed to settle this boundary contro-
versy, because it proposed what
Ex-President Cleveland has de-
nounced in another case as “exten-
sive spoliation.”

After urging Great Britain into
arbitration over the Alabama
claims and the Behring Sea fish-
eries, and especially after driving
her into arbitration over the Vene-
zuelan boundary dispute (which in
no way affected their territorial or
national interests), will the United
States now refuse to be faithful to
their own precedents, or to give ef-
fect to their compact with Great
Britain and kindred nations, as
expressed in The Hague Peace
Convention?

Parliament is not to = meet until
March. The gravity and the number
of the subjects to be taken up is given
out as the reason for the lateness of the
sesgion. Sir Wilfrid’s illness has also
something to do with it. Those mem-
bers who travel to and from Ottawa
every week will appreciate the fact
that they will escape this year the
dangers that these cold weather journ-
eys entail. But why does not parlia-
ment meet in October and November,
with a recess over December, January
and February? It would suit the public
better. We never could appreciate the
necessity of our legislators doing their
work in coonskin coats. A coonskin-
coat legislature is not likely to rise
above coonskin politics.

- —

Mayor Howland is busy taking credit
to himself for what the city did in tir
way of providing fuel and tiding the
ypublic over the famine caused by the
coal strike. On looking up the records,
however, The World finds that Ald.
Sheppard was réally the mainspring
of anything that was done, and that
it was his special committee which
secured nearly all the fuel that was
distributed to the eitizens. The only
coal secured by the Mayor and the
Board of Control was the Scotch and
Welsh coal, the poorest of all the civic
fuel. It is just as well when credit is
being asked to give it to the proper
party, and The World bas no hesita-
tion in asking the public to recognize
Ald. Sheppard on this ground.

“It is much to be deplored that there
are those who have been educated to
the low level of holding themselyes
out as hogs ready to be bought in the|
market by the highest bidder. It is
much more to be regretted that there
are those occupying apparently hon-
orable positions as barristers, solicit-
ors, merchants and constables who
prostitute their i tion for a consid-
eration, sell it and work amongst this
purchasable commodity, making it
possible for them to degrade them-
selves -by their readiness to buy them,
This regret is further deepened when
those who sit in high places supply
the money, without which this de-
bauching could not be carried on, and,
with the knowledge that it is thus be-
ing used, greedily accept all the bene-
fits that flow from this unhallowed
and degrading means. Possibly, how-
ever, the lowest depth of infamy has
been recently reached when the rules
of our province, without compunction,
seek to obtain the advantage of pur-
chased and perjured evidence. The
baseness thus percolates from the top
thru the agents to the purchasable
commodity, and makes a seething mass
of corruption which should be hateful
to every man in our community.

Nothing Repudiated.

“Ample opportunity has been given
to repudiate this method of seeking to
retain power. But no agent has been
been repudiated. No official has beem
dismissed. No victory won thru this
means has been refused. All that has
been done has been approved by ac-
cepting without question whatever
has flowed from a carnival of corrup-
tion that makes one blush as the
story is told.

“The country is weary of the Baron
Munchausen stories of what our rul-
ers say they have done in Greater Oon-
tario: and of the statements ad nause-
am of the wonders wrought by grants,
concessions, subsidies of our own pro-
perty, for a substantial quid pro quo
to retain in power the Duke de Bragga-
docios or the Counts de Rodomontades
whose never silent trumpets ostenta-
tiously proclaim their mighty works,

We regretfully look back upon an
old Ontario far greater than the pre-
sent, -Yecause of the righteous, just
and honest government of Sir Oliver
Mowat. We are quite prepared to ac-
cept an Ontario smaller in area but
far greater than the Ontario as it
stands to-day, because of the political
morality which was then our just
pride and strength. If we weigh that
which some are pleased to call
Greater Ontario in the true balance,
as against the Lesser Ontario, we
should find that right, justice and
truth being in the one balance, the'
Lesser Ontario as it stood then is farl
greater in the true sense of the word
than it stands at present.

People Tired.

“People have grown tired of the
mere talk of attempts to make pure
the political atmosphere in our prov-
ince. This talk becomes hateful when
it is found in the lips of those whose
power is based on such corruption—
whoee acts cause it—and whose power,
if properly exercised,should have ended
it long since.

sequently there were a few pieces of
amusement. Candidates were ques-
tioned, and at no time was there a
1ull in the proceedings. The ward dis-
plays seven capdidates for aldermanic
honors and thrée for school trustee.

T. A Scadding was the returning of-
ficer, and when he closed. the nomina-
tions, the veteran Frank Somers was
elected to the chair, and the audience,
which was after varlety, limited the
candidates to five-minute speeches.

Controller McMurrich told of tl'!e in-
terest he had manifested in e’ city
during the year. As vice-president of
the Board of Control he had attended
146 out of 149 meetings, and at most
of them he had had to preside because
the Mayor was not present. He had
been at the City Hall nearly every day.
The bylaw for the improvement of the
waterworks plant found great favor
with him, and he reported that the
gas agreement and the Metropolitan
agreement were progressing. This in-
formation failed to enthuse the audi-
ence. He was an active advocate of a
new sewerage qupestion, and it was
somebody else’s fault that it had not
made greater strides.

Controller Loudon told hew he had
tried to keep down taxes. He quoted
a lot of figures to show that the con-
trollable taxation was lower in 1002
than it was in 1900. The school board’s
extravagances, he alleged, was greatly
responsible for the increase in this
vear's rate. He strongly denounced
exemptions to private schooss, which
were really business enterprises, and
he would further press for abolition of
these exemptions. He would support
the waterworks bylaw, and was of the
opinion that the city at large should
pay for mains.

Controller Loudon denied that the
Board of Control ever refused an offer
to the city of hard coal at $7.90 a ton,
but he was not at the secret session of
the board in the Mayor's office when
the offer was turned down. He was
quite right in stating that it was not
at a public meeting.

Ald. 0. B. Sheppard took credit for
relieving the city from the coal fam-
ine, and he was to a large extent jus-
tified in doing s=o, as he quoted the
mirutios of 'September, 1902, 'which
showed that he and Ald. Flubbard had
had a committee appointed to go into
th- cozl ard wood business. Mayor
Howland Ywas annexing Ald. Shep-
pard’s thundet when he took all the
credit for helping the city out with
the cogl business. ' The alderman con-
gratulated himself and the citizens
that if it had not been for the estab-
lishment of the mumicipal fuel yards
the dealers would now be getting $2
a ton more than they are.

Ald. Sheppard denounced the jollying
with the gas agreement., and he said,it
cost the citizens $85,000 last year. He

had fought hard for 80c gas and would |

buy out the comipany at a fair price.

Mayor Armstrong sald he was pleased to
meet the ratepayers. Ibe town had seen a
year of great industrial development—a year
which mi ghit be termed permunent progress.
He suid e 'was lookiug for a tnrd term
u‘ud asked If insurance compunics or banks
}'imugori their wanagers every two years.
Teey dud not, and .or equally good reasons
he could nét see why the people of Torouto
Junction swould turn him down. He was
now in pegodation with a firm that was
wililng to pay $1000 an acre for 10 acres
of land, the site for which was already
picked out. This firm wou.d employ be-
tween 150’ and 200 men—not gg's or yfrutlls,
I)ut‘ men—and would consume 2% tous of
coal per day. Where they would g t such
an amount he did not know. He referred
to what has been termed the Gurney deal.
Iii- was formerly in negoiuailon with he
Gurneys about locating in Torento Junction,
iwmre thé Council wus made awure of it,
They wanted a free sice, and when a spe-
clal bill was before the legislature a clause
was luserted which the legisluture threw
out, giving the town the r.gat to give free
sites to manufacturing industrics. The

 Gurneys were first recommended to pur-

chase the McCormack property frem the
town, but it was too small, The site upon
which they are now situated was Jhen
chosen, but tbe Gurneys would not pur-
chase. The Mayor and Mr. Carrick bought
it, paying $1125 each for it. Mr. Carrick
and the Mayor were offered $3500 for the
property. Later the Mayor was offered
2300 from a large institution for his share,
and he offered to buy out Mr. Carr.ck's
share at $2300. The Gurneys then decided
that they would come, and he got $1700 for
his share in tbe property. He had been
cengured for appointing A. J. Anderson
as Town Solicitor in opposition to the sux-
gestion that the vacancy be left open until
January. There were three suits pending,
all of which bad been won for the town.
The salary of the solicitor is $900, and the
taxed costs in these suits amount to $800,
The sasessment of the stock yards and
reference to the new abattoir, which will
need 20 acres of land, the capital of which
all comes from Chicago, was also referred
to.
