In presenting to their friends and the public the Twenty-
seventh Annual Report of the Orphans’ Home and Female Aid So-
ciety, the lady managers would desire to acknowledge, with thank-
fulness and gratitude to Almighty God, the success which has at-
tended their efforts for the well-being and future prosperity of the
institution.

At present the number of children in the Home is one hundred
and three, the average number for the year being one hundred.
Since June, 1877, thirty-four have been admitted, namely, twenty-
three boys, and eleven girls ; of these, however, five boys have been
removed by their parents, two apprenticed, one adopted, and one
sent to the blind asylum, Brantford ; two girls have been appren-
ticed, one adopted, one sent to the blind asylum, and one to the
idiot asylum, Orillia.

The success which has generally attended those orphans who
have left the Home, and the satisfactory accounts received of them
during the year, have been a source of gratification to the man-
agers, as well as a stimulus to continued effort on the children’s
behalf. In two instances where the term of apprenticeship had
expired proposal was made, in each case, to adopt the child, a
well-deserved tribute being thus paid to the salutary influence ex-
ercised over the young by home training.

The general health of the institution throughout the year has
been good. In one case, only, was it found necessary to have a
consultation of physicians, that of Mrs. Pollard, who was received
by the Female Aid Society, and found to be suffering from cancer
in the jaw. For this she was successfully operated on by the late
Dr. Hodder, assisted by Drs. Temple and Grasett, and after the
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lapse of some months, during which time she required and received
unremitting care and kindness from the Matron and nurses, Mrs,
Pollard regained her health and is now in a position to support

herselt and those depending on her. The managers would espe-
cially direct the attention of the public to the foregoing circumstance
as an evidence of the valuable assistance rendered in this institu-
tion, to helpless maturity, as well as dependent infancy.

Through the good offices of the Captains of the Steamer
“ Watertown,” and of the Island Ferryboat “St. Jean Paptiste,”
the children have enjoyed several excursions on the water, which,
together with a pic-uic at High Park, given them by the cabmen
of Toronto, disposed of the summer holidays, alike healthfull; and
pleasantly.

Many improvements have been effected in the Home during the
past year, one of the most important being the enlargement of the
schoolroom, the funds for which undertaking were raised solely
through the indefatigable exertions of the Matron and Miss Hub.
bard, who, by means of several musical entertainments, planned
and carried out by them, were enabled fully to meet the expense
attendant on the measure, without being obliged to encroach at
all on the revenues of the Home. The lamps and reflectors were
also purchased from this source. The proceeds of two later con-
certs, one of which was held in St. George’s school-house, the other
at the Home, provided means for the erection of a new fence,
laying the flooring of the hall in oak, a new set of steps, and a
hall door, to be paid for out of the funds of the Institution.

The Committee have much pleasure in bearing testimony to the
unwearying care and attention displayed by the Matron in her
general oversight of affairs, and, also, to the zeal and judicious
management of Miss Hubbard gn the school department, as evi-
denced by the increased order and discipline there maintained.
The children have completed, under the supervision of the Matron,
two hundred and three articles of clothing within the year, thus
proving that habits of industry are steadily inculcated.

The Orangemen of Ontario still evince undiminished interest in
the Home, and through their liberality have added largely to its

resources. Messrs, Clarke & Hewitt, of The Sentinel, generously
offered to print, gratuitously, for the Society, all of which kind-
ness the Board of Management duly appreciates.

Mr. Samuel Platt, with his accustomed munificence, donated
fifty dollars towards the support of the establishment.

The managers feel deeply indebted to Dr. Ogdén, for his solici-
tude about, and attention to all the inmates of the Home requiring
medical aid. They gratefully acknowledge the many gervices
rendered them by their Solicitor, Mr. Huson Murray, as well as tho
advice and personal superintendence of Mr. Kivas Tully, in the
recent improvements. They also feel indebted to the kind friends
who every Sunday devoted a portion of their time to the religious
instruction of the children.

Donations have been contributed by several bakers, grocers, con-
fectioners, &c., who, rerembering that « It is more blessed to give
than to receive,” thus kindly assisted in supplying the wants of the
orphans, and lent an additional brightness to the little faces gather-

od round the well-spread board, to partake of the Christmas cheer
so bountifully provided for them.

To all those who have been associated with them in this labor of
love, the Society would, for their further encouragement to aid in
a good cause, simply remind them, for the past as well as for the
future, of the words of the Lord Jesus Christ,  Inasmuch as ye
have done it unto one of the least of these, My brethren, ye have
done it unto Me.” « And whosoever shall give to drink unto one of
these little ones a cup of cold water only in the name of a disciple,
verily I say unto you, he shall in no wise lose his reward.”

Before closing, the Secretary would call attention to the Treas-
urer’s report, in which it may be seen that owing to bequests of
two hundred dollars from the late Mrs. Diehl, two hundred dollars
from the late James Duncan, Esq., of Weston, and sixteen dollars
from the late John Balmer, who died in the Toronto Hospital, the
Society has been enabled to purchase five additional shares in the
Western Canada Loan and Savings Company.

RULES AND REGULATIONS

OF THE

Orvphang’ Fome and Female Aid Society,

TORONTO.

I. That this Corporation shall consist of all persons now 9biects e"t‘y
on the List of Life Members, as published in the fifth an-
nual Report, who are hereby entitled to Life-Membership
without being iiable to further subscription, and of all
other persons whose names appear ou the subscription list
as published in the sixth Annual Report, as contributors
to the amount of one pound currency, and that these are
to have and enjoy all the rights and privileges of member-
ship, so long as they continue subscribers of the same
amount paid previous to the first Tuesday of February in
each year, and no longer.

II. That should any subscriber of one pound currency Election of

desire to become a member of the Corporation, his or her

name must be recommended by two Members to the Sec-
retary, at least one month before each Meeting of the
Corporation duly held for the election of members, and
that at such meeting his or her election be decided upon
by ballot.

III. The Meetings of the Society shall be opened with l;re:g?;u;c
prayer.

IV. The Society shall, for the present, limit its exer- objects of
tions to affording relief and support to friendless Orphans S
of all denominations of the Protestant religion, admitted
under the regulations hereinafter provided.

V. The government of the Society shall be under the Direction to

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ally at the General Meeting on the first Tuesday in June
in each year, and who shall assume their duties as soon
as possible after their election.

VI. The Managers shall meet monthly on the last
Tuesday of each month, to direct all things necessary for
the benefit of the Society. At all meetings of the Mana-
gers, five shall form a quorum for the transaction of busi-
ness of the Society. One of the Directresses shall preside
at all meetings, and if they are absent, a presiding Direc-
tress shall be chosen for the occasion. The Presiding
Directress shall propose all questions, declare the decision,
and have the casting vote. On the requisition of any
three of the Managers, the Secretary may call a meeting
of the Managers at any time, giving at least twenty-four
hours’ notice. Some of the Managers, in such order as
they may determine, shall visit the house at least three
times a week, to order all things necessary, and shall
keep a minute boek, in which they shall record their
observations on the concerns of the house generally, to be
laid before the monthly meeting. They shall investigate
the management of the Matron and the conduct of the in-
mates, inspect their work and direct the domestic pro-
ceedings of the house. If a Manager is by any means
precluded from fulfilling the duties of her office, she shall
notify the Secretary thereof before the next monthly
meeting, in order that a substitute may be named for the
ensuing month. The Managers shall decide upon the
claims of applicants for admission to the house, after a
perfect investigation relative to the circumstances and
situation of the claimant, and shall enquire respecting
those persons who may apply to take any of the children
as apprentices ; and being satisfied of the respectability
and competency of such persons to fulfil the terms of the
indenture of apprenticeship, shall make the necessary
order for apprenticing.

VIL. The Treasurer shall keep a register of the Sub-
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seribers and Donors, and shall receive all moneys and Dutiesof the
keep an account of the same and of the disbursements, an s
abstract statement of which shall be presented to the
Managers ai each of their monthly meetings, and a full
statement, with the vouchers of all receipts and disburse.

ments for the year, shall be given to the Managers, to be
audited by them, not less than eight days previous to each

annual meeting of the Society. The Treasurer shall also
-inspect and certify the account of the Matron previous

to each monthly meeting, and pay no bill without an

order of the Manager at such meeting.

VIIL The Secretary shall keep a list of the Managers, Dutiesof the
and give them notice of the monthly meetings. She ——
shall commence the business of each meeting of the Man-
agers by reading the minutes of the preceding meeting,
and the statement of the Treasurer. In case of the sick-
ness or absence of the Secretary, a Secretary pro tem.
ghall be chosen by the Managers from among themselves
at such meeting. The Secretary shall keep a record of
the children’s names and ages, the place of their birth,
the religious profession of their parents, and the time and
circumstances under which each child enters and leaves
the house; and shall, at least once in twelve months,
enquire, by writing or otherwise, into the state of the
children apprenticed by the Society, and, should the per-
son who becomes responsible for the superintending care
of them neglect to fulfil the promises made, she shall
inform the Managers thereof. The Secretary shall keep
such other books and records as the Managers may re-
quire, and conduct the correspondence of the Society.

She shall place in the room in which the Managers meet
the names of the Managers, with their places of abode,
that any person may know to whom to apply respecting
the admission or taking away of any of the children.
And, lastly, she shall prepare an annual report of the
proceedings of the Society, to be approved of by the
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Duties of the
Matron,
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Managers, containing a statement of accounts and man-
agement, to be read at the general meeting of the members
of the Suciety, to be held on the first Tuesday in June in
each year ; of which annual meeting she shall cause adver-
tisements to be inserted in the newspapers of Toronto, at
least three weeks previous to the said first Tuesday in
June.

IX. The Matron shall be elected by the Managers at a
monthly meeting, who shall decide on the amount of her '
salary (unexceptionable certificates having been previously
furnished), and she may be removed without notice, if
occasion require. The management of the domestic affairs
shall be vested in the Matron, under the supervision of
the Managers, who shall provide such other aid as the
wants of the house may from time to time require. No
relative or friend shall interfere in the management of the
children, nor visit them except in the presence of the
Matron, nor at any time when such visits are disapproved
of by the Managers. A School shall always form part of
the establishment, and religious instruction of the Church
of England shall be included in the daily education of
the School. School hours shall be from 9 to 12 a.m.,
and from 2 to 5 p.m. There shall be such diet as may
be approved of by the Managers or Medical Advisers.
The hours of rising and retiring shall be at 6 and 9 in
summer, and 7 and 8 o’clock in the winter. The Matron
shall pass through the dormitories after the hour of retir-
ing and see that the lights are extinguished and removed,
The discipline shall be strictly parental in its character,
and the order and decorum of a well-regulated family
shall be carefully observed. ~The Matron is to be par.
ticular in her attention to the clergy and strangers who
visit the house, and she shall not be absent or sleep out
of the house without permission from one of the Man-
agers. Upon the representation of the Matron of the
failure in duty of any of the persons hired, she shall be
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at liberty (with the consent of the Managers), to dismisss
them from service. All cases of disobedience to the
orders of the Matron by the inmates to be represented
to the Managers.

X. The objects of the charity shall consist of three Regulations
classes—1st. Orphans; 2nd. Children without a Fathets mimion o6
3pd. Children without a Mother. Preference shall T
made of applicants in the above order. All applications
for the admission of children shall be made in writing to
the Managers (under cover to the Secretary), and must be
approved of by them ; and the admission of the different
classes shall be according to the priority of the applica-
tions. The election of the candidates for admission shall
be determined by the Managers at their monthly meetings,
and to such an extent as the funds of the Society will
admit. Any of the Managers may, nevertheless, in their

discretion, admit children into the house in thu irterim,

subject to such approval. Children admitted into the
Home shall remain under the care of the Matron for at
Jeast one year previous to their being apprenticed, unless

circumstances may require this rule to be deviated from.

XI. Children are to be retained in the Home until Regulations
> : for Appren-
they are twelve years of age, unless a particularly 2o0d ticing Chil-
situation shoull offer for a child of an earlier age, when i
the case may be discretionary with the Managers. The
friends of the children are allowed the privilege of pro-
curing situations for them, if they can do so on as favour-
able terms as the Managers. Subscribers to the Society
shall always have the preference in the choice of appren-
tices. Children on attaining the age of twelve years may
be apprenticed to such worthy Protestant families as give
satisfactory evidence to the Managers, by the certificates
of clergymen, that they are proper persons to have charge
of orphan children. They may also be apprenticed to
any trade, provided the same satisfactory evidence be

adduced regarding the character of those to whom they
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are to be bound. Each child on leaving shall be fur-
nished with a copy of the Bible and Prayer Book, and
be provided with a decent suit of clothes adapted to the
season. No child shall be bound to a tavern-keeper or
person keeping a boarding-house, and no female child
shall be apprenticed to an unmarried man; and, lastly,
it shall be particularly covenanted and agreed that a
written statement shall be transmitted once a year to
the Secretary, of the welfare and condition of the child.
Three months after the time of the several annual pay-
ments becoming due, if they are not then paid, notice
shall be sent to the clergyman who recommended the per-
son as a master, previous to enforcing the discharge of
the debt. The form of Indenture of Apprenticeship is
appended hereto.

to the Rules and Regulations. And the said donor, on
the death, apprenticeship or removal of the said orphan,
may nominate another in place thereof, so that such
donor shall always be entitled to have one orphan in
the house during the d.onor’s lifetime.




FORM OF INDENTURE FOR MALE ORPHANS.

Tais INDENTURE, made the day of in the year of our
Lord one thousand eight hundred and between the ORPHANS'
Houme aNp FeMaLe A1p Sociery, of Toronto, incorporated by Act of
the Provincial Parliament of Canada, 14 and 15 Victoria, chapter 34,
of the one part ; and —— of the other part : WiTNEssErH, that the
said Corporation (by and with the consent of the minor hereinafter
named) hath placed and bound a minor child, aged years
and months, as a to and with the said party of the second
part, from the day of the date hereof, until the day of
which will be in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred
and during all which time the said child shall faithfully serve
the said party of the s.cond part, and in all things demean himself
as a good and faithful ought to do. And the said party of the
second part in consideration of the labor and services to be received
from the said child, doth hereby promise and undertake to feed and
clothe the said child in a fit and proper manner, according to the
respective station of the parties ; to bring up the child in the princi-
ples of the Protestant Religion, according to the doctrine and disci-
pline of the Church of England; to instruct the said child in
reading and writing ; to teach and instruct, or otherwise cause to
be taught and instructed, the said child in the art or trade of
after the best manner that he can to pay to said Corporation,
each year, until the expiration of the present Indenture, from the
date hereof, the following sums, viz :— at the expiration of the first
year, twenty-five shillings currency ; of the second year thirty shillings
currency ; of the third year, thirty-five shillings ourrency ; of the
fourth year, forty shillings currency ; of the fifth year, forty-five
shillings currency ; to be by the said party of the first part
placed at interest for the beriefit of the said child and his use when
this Indenture shall expire. And also, said party of the second part
with said money, shall transmit a statement in writing to the secre-
tary of the Corporation, of the condition and welfare of the said child,
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And lastly, at the expiration of the period of apprenticeship or ser-
vice, shall provide the said child with a good and new suit of clothes,
suitable to the condition of the said child. Provided always, and
it is hereby expressly understood, that in the event of the death of
the said party of the second part, under whose care the said child is
hereby placed, or of treatment inconsistent with the obligations of
this indenture, the party of the first part reserve to themselves
the right of resuming their control over the said minor, or taking
such other measures for securing his right: as they may be advised.
