The body of Michael Morrison, who dis-
appeared on February 1l4th, was found
last evening in the harbor. The autopsy
to-day disclosed the fact that the man’s
neck had been broken, bruises were found
over his stomach in which there was no
water, leading to the conclusion that a
murder had been committed.

At 8 o’clock this morning another corpse
rose to the murface and was identified
by letters as Clifford Murphy, of Halifax.
Murphy disappeared on February 20th.
After pay he said he was going to Hali-
fax eo it was thought he was still there.
His skull was broken in above the left
ear. An autopsy is now being held. Em-
ployment checks served to help the iden-
tification of the man. Both bodies were
decomposed badly.

KING EDWARD VII
MEETS THE
CIAR

Guard of School ‘Children Sur-
rounded The Czar and
Cheered Him Lustily.

Reval, June 9.—The meeting between King
Edward VII and Emperor Nicholas occurred
here to-day with due formality, It was the
first time that an Hnglith monarch has ever
made an official visit in Russian waters.
The Britisk squadron -esdorting the royal
yacht Victoria and Albert with the King of
‘England on board, entered the Bay of Reval
shortly after 10 o’clock this morning. The
customary salutes were fired and after an
exchange of formal visits, the king and the
emperor lunched on board the Russian yacht
Polar Star as the guests of the dowager em-
press. The day was favored by brilliant and
beautiful summer weather,

Thousands of spectators” had gathered on.
the battlement ‘summit of the Mont De La
Chthedral, along thé wooded shore of the
bay and at other points of vantage of the
sea wall to witness the incoming of the ships
of war,

The imperial train bearing the Emperor
of Russia and suite frem Peterhof arrived
here at 8 o’clock this morning.

When the imperial party alighted they
were surprised -to find the disembarking plat-
form surrounded by a guard of the school
children of Reval, instead of a detachment
of troops. Th¥ 'children’cheered enthusiasti-
cally, and this' welcome evidently made &
deep impression upon the emperor and the
empress. ‘Accompanied by the infant czare-
vitch and the little grand duchesses, his sis-
ters, the royal party at once boarded a
launch and wete at once taken out to the
yacht Standart. The Dowager Empress, the
Queen of Greecé, and ‘other notabilities ar-
rived by train’ one hour Jater and were put
on board the yacht Polar Star. The emperor
wore the uniform of a captain in the Rus-
slan navy. The little czarévitch, who was
in high spirits, was clad in a youtbful saflor
costume. .

The
order introduces a new factor in the Fin-
nish . constitution by endowing cabinet
ministers with the right to control reports
and representations made to the emperor
on behalf of the government and the diet
of the grand duchy by the governor gen-
eral or the secretary of state.

In case of
disagreements between the Finnish and
the Russian sides, the representatives of
Tinland cannot approach the Emperor
without the simiultaneous presence of the
Premier or a minister delegated by the
Premier.

Attempt to Burn a
Crowded Cathe-

dralin Moabit,
Germany.

Priests, When They Found the,
Church on Fire Calmed Vast

Escaped Without Slightest
Panic.

Berlin, June 9—An attempt was made yes~
terday to burn down the old St. Paulus Cath~
olic Church at Moabit, belonging to the Dom-
inicans, which was crowded with people as-
sembled to hear a sermon by the famous
Dominican Monk Bonaventuri. About 1,300
persons were present, including more than
a thousand women and children, to hear the
minister.
While the congregation was kneeling in
silent prayer someone informed Friar Bona-
venturi that the church was on fire. With-
out alarming the congregation, he coolly
stepped over to the priest whao was cele-
brating the mass and requested him to close
the service. The priest left the altar and
spoke to his six assistants, who walked down
the alsles and whispered to the pew holders
that an insignificant blaze had broken out
and that they had better leave the building
as soon as possible. . All this time the entire
roof of the church was a mass of flames
and the fire brigade was hurrying to the
burning building. Those in the church, not
knowing the extent of the fire, fortunately,
did not realize their peril and on the clergys’
request made their exit rapldly and in an
orderly manner. The fire fighters discovered
that nearly a dozen firebrands soaked with
petroleum had been distributed about the
roof. The flames were extinguished with
difficulty after a great deal of damage had
been donme. The police suspect a gang of
incendiaries who, it is stated, set fire to
the old Garrison Church, which was destroy-
ed on April 14 last,

In planning the decorations and fur-
nishing of a girl's room it should be re-
membered that it should be dainty and
suggestive of the taste of the young girl
who is to be its occupant.

A soft tone of green or some other neutral
shade would be. in the majority of rooms,
the most attractive. Above this have a
flowered frieze, which- should be the key-
note for the decorations to be added later.
It is wise to use a plain paper, as there
are so many photographs, pictures and
plaster casts, as well as other possessions,
that ehe will wish to retain, a great many
of which would not harmonize with a
paper of very marked pattern or vivid
color, ‘ /

When you have put the furniture in
place you can decide what to spend in
order to finish the robm successfully.

In case the carpet is worn out, new
handwoven rugs, harmonizing with the
cretonne with which the room is hung,
would be the most attractive choice.

If the furniture is of mahogany or is
inted white the problem of decoration
is easily solved, as these will go with any
color scheme, but as it i8 not always pos-
gible o change the furniture when a room
is dome up it may be well not to pay too
much attention to the color of the furni-
ture when deciding on the color scheme.

FINANCIAL PANIC HAS |
LEFT NO GREAT WRECKS

Cheering Conditions in the United States Continue and the
Crop Situation is Especially Encouraging---Bache & Co.

Discuss the State of Affairs.

—

New York, June 6.—The effects of the
panic are wearing away—no grievously sore
spots have been left. There are ho vast
wrecks, the scene of misery and devastation
while the disaster was at its height, succeed-
ed by crumbling ruins over which the grass

wwill gradually grow. Th industrial concerns

that yielded to the first withering fury of
the storm are gradually reviving and re-
organizing, as, for instance, the Westing-
house Electric. Banks that succumbed have
to a remarkable extent resumed. The great
trust company, the closing of which in the
first days of panic, from its very magnitude,
sent a shock around the world, has not only
effected resumption, but has anticipated by
months the first two of its extended pay-
ments to assenting depositors. In the mer-
cantile world, failures for a time were ac-
celerated and volume of labilities increased,
_but these are now beginning to fall off, and
in May were $7,000,000 less than in AprilL
Labor has suffered little decrease in scale
of wages. The number employed has been
cut down, but the reports of hardship have
been singularly and unexpectedly circum-
scribed. The winter is over and bread lines
and suffering have been noticeable by their
absence There is a spirit of contentment
and hopefulness here that argues well for
'strike avoldance and cheerful acceptance of
slowly improving conditions. We have never
before had a panic with so little aftermath
of pain, of broken credit, of long-drawn-out
misery. The country wae sound; the panic
was causeless as far as real panic causes
'prevailed.. There was no deep-rooted rotten-
ness anywhere. Lack of capital bad noth‘l
ing to do ‘with it except as foreign capita
began to be withdrawn two years ago through
unreasonable fear. And hoarding of money,
from the same cause, began about the same
time, here, very quietly, unnoticed, steal-
thily, but increasing steadily. This baseless
fear, the cause of all the trouble, was broush;

[the manufacturére and moneyed interests

fully harvested, will bring a resumption
of activities in practically every line of
manufacture, in transportation and on the
stock markets. Several of the leading in-
dustrial and mining compenies report a
favorable increase in their output for the
month of May, and particularly is this
noticeable in the figures published this
week by the Dominion Iron and Steel
Company, which show a total output of
castings and rolled manufactures far in
excess of the corresponding month last
year. The Dominion Coal Company also
reports a good month’s business, as shown
by the increase of tonnage over May,
1907. In nearly all the mining distriets,
especially Cobalt and British Columbia,
the same news is told of increased out-
put, and more satisfactory returns.

There were no railways,
he said, and no carts. Horses and ponies
with packs conveyed goods from place to
place. Gold mines existed not far from
Rykjavik, the cgpital, but there was no
money to develop them. Many of the
islanders had found homes in Canada,
and as many as 30,000 had gone to Mani-
toba and the West. The weather was
tco cold to grow grain and potatoes were
the principal food product.

The long days in summer and equally
long nights in winter are a feature of the
far north and the captain mentioned that
when the Fred sailed it was daylight
from 4 a. m. until 11 p. m. The summer
months, July and August, are practically
all day light. In the long and dark win-
ter the natives can do little out-door
work except fishing.

The Fred is owned in Denmark by the
firm of Carlson & Marstel. The captain
expects to sail for Limerick about the
middle of next week.
