I.—This institution shall he known as “The Toronto Home for

Incukabi.es."

Every individual who shall pay 
in advance, and at one time the sum of fifty dollars, shall be entitled to

IV. —All money now in the possession of the Home, or which may 
hereafter be collected or acquired by it, shall be applied (unless otherwise 
directed by the donor) to the general objects, uses and requirements of the 
Home.

and the blank which her death has made will long be unfilled. 
Her kindly disposition and winning smile have endeared her 
to very many, and the brightness of her presence will long be 
remembered in our meetings. We also record with much 
regret the loss, through death, of Mrs. Foley, Dr. Norman beth- 
une and Mr. George Craig, old and highly esteemed members 
of our Board. Dr. Bethune was a member of the first Medical 
staff of this Institution, and both he and Mrs. Foley, throug 
their own earnest desire, spent the last days of life amid the 

comforts and helpful attentions of the Home.
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The number of inmates at present in the Home is 107 ; 
fifty-three have been admitted during the year; thirty-one 
have died ; nine have returned to live with friends ; one was 
sent to the Asylum ; one dismissed for insubordination.

It may be of interest to many to know that one of the 
deaths which excited more than ordinary sympathy in the 
Home was that of little “ Himey,”the cripple boy, who during 
the twelve years of his life in the Institution, became the object 
of much affection, and seemed a part of the inner life of the 
home, which will be much missed.
