London, Feb. 4—The influenza epi-
demic is on the decline here, according
to reports of the deaths last week as
compared with those of previous weeks.
While many -new cases are reported to-
day most of these are diagnosed as a
mild form of pneumonia, of which only
a small percentage is serious. Fears of
a nation-wide epidemic such as experi-

‘wenced in the war days have subsided.

So far it has not developed. into any-
thing like the former“flu” epidemic. At
jts worst there were only about 100
deaths, weekly in London and both
deaths and new cases have dropped off
greatly. |

The disease here so far has not shown
signs of the malignity of the war time
“Au.”

William Logan, winner of the 220
yards event at the International Skat-
ing meet at Saranac Lake, and Irving
Leonard, who made such a good showing
at both the national and international
championship meets at Plattsburg and
Saranac Lake, arrived home on the Mon-

was accompanied by his father, Fred
Logan, a former international champion,
and the latter by Elmer Ingraham. They

RAILWAY THEFTS
NOT SURPRISING

Russian Employes’ Monthly
Pay Less Than Price of

Loaf.

Moscow, Jan. 7—(By mail.)—Thefts '
of goods from Russian railways are sa
extensive that M. Djerjinsky, the Pole
who now directs the railway administra-
_tion, asserts that it will be necessary to
establish a special police force to stamp
it out. Djerjinsky first came into inter-
national notice through his direction of
the counter-revolutionary organization
known as the Cheka during the Red ter-
ror,period in the summer of 19.18.

He recently denounced the railway em-
ployes as speculators and traﬂipkers who
should be jailed. However, it is diffi-
cult to understand how the railroad men
can be expected to work without steal-
ing, for trainmen have told the corre-
spondent that their pay amo !
only 5,000 Soviet rubles & mopth. This
is equivalent to twenty American cents,
Jess than the price of a single pound of
black bread. ;
The American Relief Administration
protected against theft by special
guards, and the Bolshevist g?vcrnment
makes good all losses of American food-
stuffs. But even the knowledge that de-
tection will probably mean dgath has not
prevented thieves from stealing Ameri-
can supplies.
The railway administration asked for
619,000,000 gold rubles for maintenance
of transportation in 1922; but the gov-
ernment allowed only 48,000,000 in the
budget. However, it included a provision
that every department of the govern-
ment shall pay for hauling its freight.

Soviet Russia now has 900,000 railway
employes and the Ukrainian republic
885,000. Great reductions in their num-
bers have been made because of the in-
ability of the food commissars to provide

is

food for more. In fact they are unable

to supply all the food promised to the
reduced personnel.

There is a great cry in Russia that the
railways be put on a paying basis.

Pilsudski, Witos and Tramp-
czynski in Field—Paderew-
ski Undecided.

Warsaw, January 11 — (By Mail)—
Poland, politically, is eagerly looking
forward to the summer elections, when
the first president of the new, republic
will be chosen by a national assembly
composeld of representatives of both
chambers of the Diet. /

chief of state just after Poland was
declared a republic late in 1918, and has
held office ever since under a provincial
constitution, is understood among poli-
ticians to be ome of the presidential
candidates.

THE INTERCOLONIAL

The maritime provinces have “got in-
to the news” in the press of the other |
provinces as a result of the visit of thisl‘
week’s delegation to Ottawa and what
the members said while there concern-
ing the railway ¥situation as it affects
the people down by the sea. Toronto
and other papers are discussing the sub-
ject, but apparently as yet vwithout a
clear grasp of the maritime province
viewpoint. Thay refer to the effect of
high freight rates upon the industries of
these provinces and intimate that the
west will have little sympathy with
any proposal that would tend to make
the national railways more of a burden
upon the country, as a reduction in
freight rates at this end might do. This
is missing the whole point of the mari-
time province contention, which is that
the Intercolonial Railway was a pledge
of confederation and was not to be op- |
erated, and never was operated until
recently, with an eye fixed solely on thc!
balance sheet. This railway was in ai
sense to the maritime provinces what
the canals were to the central, pro-
vinces It was never contended in the
early days that this railway must be
regarded purely from the standpoint of
financial success.

SPAIN SENDS MORE
THAN SHE BUYS

Trade Balance With United
States in Her Favor for the
First Time in Many Yeafts.

Madrid, Feb. 4—The trade balance be-
tween Spain and the United States in
December favored Spain for the first
time in many years. The chief cause
of this change was the increased de-
mand in the United States for Spanish
olives, olive oil, nuts, fruits, cessences
and herbs, while Spaniards were unable
to import much from the United States
up to the end of last year in consequence
of the high value of the dollar. This,
however, has since deprecidted, with the
result that Spanish demand for Ameri-
can agricultural, textile and other ma-
chinery is improving rapidly.

The cotton mills of both Spain and
Portugal are working at high pressure,
those in Portugal using large quantities
of both American and Brazilian cotton
and selling their product to Spain, while
using about 1,000 bales
of cotton daily, 95 per cent. of which
is American grown.

The Spanish government, which has
completed revision of the tariff, intends
to avail itself in the future to a much
greater extent of the system of ad val-
orem duties, and to this end purposes
establishing an office in Madrid for fix-
ing values instead of replying to ‘con-
sular invoices.

Meanwhile negotiations for a new com=
merical treaty between France and
Spain are proceeding, and an agreement
announced shortly. The
treaty is expected to & sh the co-
efficient surcharges upon articles from
countries with depreciated moneys, thus
apparently favoring importations from
those nations, but at the same time
will levy duties as though the French
franc, for instance, were par value,,

The gold surcharge will be somewhat
modified for countries such as the
United States and Great Britain, whose
moneys are quoted higher than the
Spanish peseta. What now amounts to
a double sufcharge will be abolished,
thus placing those nations In & better
position to compete for Spanish trade.

Some items of the new tariff are of
interest to exporters in the United
States. Automobiles, since the cabinet’s
further revision of duties, stand at 20
per cent, ad valorem for cars selling be-
low 20,000 pesetas, and 25 per cent. for
those above that sum. (A peseta nor-
mafly is worth 19.3 cents). The cabinet
is considering a suggestion to make’ the
duty on closed cars 85 per cent. Gaso-
line is increased from 10 uesetas to 353
kerosene, 10 pesetas to 33%, and lubri-
cating oil 17 pesetas to 40 per 100 kilo-
grams, but considerable decreases in
the duties of unrefined oils are planned
in order to permit development of the
refining industry in Spain.

But Canadian Animal Leads
All in Butter Fat Produc-

tion.

Urbana, NI, Feb. 3—Fifteen of the
fat prodicing
cows in the world are to be found in
the United States, says Professor W. W.
Yapp of the University of Illinois as a
Associated Press. , The leader of the list
hails from Canada.

The Professor said:—

“The only common ground upon which
it seems advisable to attempt to com-
pare dairy cows is butter fat production.
1t is not possible nor practicable to com-
pare cows on the basis of milk yield, in-
asmuch as the breeds differ so marked-
ly in both quantity and quality of the
milk which they produce. They are very
similar, however, in their total butter
fat production.

“Jt is a long jump from 100 pounds to
1,250 pounds of butter fat. Yet this
amount just about represents the differ-
ence in production between the primi-
tive cow and our present day marvels—
our Super-cows.

“Bella Pontiac, the highest butter fat
producing cow in the world, would sup-
ply butter sufficient to feed twenty-four
average families of four members each
for the entire year.”

The sixteen cows recorded by the Pro-
fessor comprise thirteen Holsteins and
three Guernseys, the latter being Nos. 7,
8 and 13 in the following list:

DOME OVER FLAT WORLD

liva, successor to John Alexander Dowie
as Overseer of Zion and head of the
Christian Apostolic Church, nas com-
pleted the fixing of dimensions of his
flat world, existence of which is now

“PROFITEERING LANDLORDS.”

-La Patrie: “We know of no reason
which eould e pleaded to justify any
increase in house reats this year, unless
it is & paucity of dwellings which puts
the landlords in a position o exact an
excessive rent.  For some years past,
building construetion has not been pro-
portionate to the growth of the popula-
tion, and the majority of landlords have
decided to profit as -much as they.pos-
sibly ean from the difference between
supply and demand. The only excuse
that these profiteering landlords can offer
is that they are no worse than the mul-
titude of men who enriched themselves'
during the war by exploiting the condi-
tions arising from a shortage of pro-
visions of all kinds. It has been sug-
gested that the legislature should inter-
vene in order to bring the too grasping
landlords to treason. We question
whether legislation could effectively rem-
edy the presént situation, which can be
corrected only by an appreciable im-
pulse in the construction of dwellings.
Thig, happily, may be expected in the
course of next season.”

IN WATER DEPT.

28,500 of This Amount Used
" for Sewers and Fire Hyd-

rants—Commissioner Jones
" Reviews Year.

Commissioner Jones, in reviewing the
operations of the water and sewerage
department for the year 1921, said this
morning that it had been a very satis-
factory one. Besides the laying of the
new 36-inch main to Spruce Lake,
which provided an increased supply to
the people of West St. John, several
other works had been undertaken which
assisted materially in the reduction of
unemployment.

The water revenue amounted to $234,~
000, a decrease of $12,000 from the 1920
figures, He ascribed this loss to the
fewer ships taking water this year, as
well as the curtailment of operations by
local industries. Expenditures for labor
‘were about $10,000 less than last year,
withodt the reduction of wages. The
cost of supplies and expenses was cut
down by $8,000. Interest charges were
increased by $7,000.

The surplus in the water department
amounted to $32,000, $28,500 of which
was appropriated. for sewerage mainten-
ance and fire hydrants, leaving a balance
.of $3,500 expended.

Rome, Feb. 4.—Another ballot for
the election of a successor to Pope Bene-
dictine was. taken by the conclave of the
Sacred College this morning, but with-
out result, no candidate receiving a suf-
ficient number of votes.

Smoke began to appear from the chim-
ney of the Sistine chapel a little before
 twelve o’clock. The expectant crowds
watched eagerly from the moment the
first wisps showed themselves, but the
smoke at once began to afsume the tell-
tale dark color whch indicated that
there had been no choice by the Sacred
College at the morning’s balloting.

Rome, Feb. 4—A report was circulat-
ed at eleven o'clock this morning that
the choice of a new Pope had been ar-
rived at by the Sacred College. This
was based on a rumor that no food had
been ordered for further sessions of the
cardinals. Prelates about the Vatican
who are not taking a part in the con-
clave say that such a quick election
would point to the choice of Cardinal
G i, who was secretary of state un-
der the late Benedict XV.

According to custom, the supply of
food sent into the cardinals while in con-
clave is restricted after they have sat
three days, and after five days they are
served nothing but bread, wine and

ALDS MANY YEARS TO AVERAGE LIFE
\ By R. W, Beal

Much has been said and volumes have
Jeen written describing at length the
many kinds of baths civilized man has
indulged in from time to time. Every
possible resource of the human mind
fas been brought into play to fashion
new methods of bathing, but, strange
as it may seem, the most important as
well as the most beneficial of all baths,
the “internal bath,” has been given lit-
tle thought. The reason for this is prob-
ably due to the fact that_ few people
seem to realize the tremendous part that
internal bathing plays in the acquiring
and maintaining of health.

If you were to ask a dozen people
to define an internal bath, you would
have as many different definitions, and
the probability is that not one of them
would be correct. To avoid any mis-
conception as to what constitutes an in-
ternal bath, let it be said that a hot
waler enema is no more an internal
bath than a bill of fare is, a dinner.

If it were possible and agreeable to
take the great mass of thinking people
to witness an average post-mortem, the
sights they would ¢ce and the things
they would learh would prove of such
lasting benefit, and impress them so
profoundly, that further argument in
favor of internal bathing would be un-
necessary to convince them. Unfortun-
ately, however, it is not possible to do
this, profitable as such an experience
would doubtless prove to be. There is,
then, only one other way to get this in-
formation into their hands, and that is
by acquainting them with such know-
ledge as will enable them to appreciate
the value of this long-sought-for, health-
producing necessity.

Few people realize what a very little
thing is necessary sometimes to improve
their physical condition. Also they
have almost no conception of how little
carelessness, indifference or neglect can
be the fundamental cause of the most
virulent disease. For instance, that
universal disorder from which almost all
humanity is suffering, known as “con-
stipation,” ‘“auto-intoxication,” “auto-
infection,” and a multitude of other
terms, is not only curable, but prevent-
able, through the consistent practice of
internal bathing.

How many people realize that normal
functioning of the bowels ‘and a clean
intestinal tract make it impossible to
become sick? “Man of today is only
fifty per cent. efficient” Reduced to
simple English, this means that most
men ary trying to do a man’s portion of
work on half a man’s power. This ap-
plies equally to women.

ing their bodies their proper care.

Would, you believe that five or ten!:
minutes of time devoted to systematic |
internal bathing can make you healthy
and maintain your physical efficiency
indefinitely? Granted that such a sim-
ple procedure as this will do what is
claimed for it, is it not worth while to
learn more about that which will ac-
complish this end? Interpal Bathing
will do this, and it will do it for people
of all ages and in all conditions of health
and disease.

Whip-Hand at Washington

Today the American farmer strangely finds himself simultaneously at the ebb-tide of his »
mic fortune and at the flood-tide of his political power; and it is to his poverty that he owes the
covery and assertion of his strength. As a result of this paradox President Harding calls a great con-
ference at Washington to devise ways to rescue our rural population from imminent disaster, ax§ al-
most in the same breath protests against the domination of Congress by the agriculiural bloc. News
dispatches describing the desperate plight of the farmer appear side by side with others averring that
the farmer holds the whip at Washington as never before in the nation’s history, and that his dicta-
tion amounts to a “super-government,” an “invisible empire.”

The symbol and instrument of their power is the famous “farm
bloc,” a group of Republican and Democratic Senators and Representatives who come from the agri-
cultural sections of the West-and South, and who are said to hold the balance of power in Congress.
