other Norwegian Explorer 
Figures on His Chances

—

(Canadian Press) THIRTY ARRESTS MADE (Canadian Press)
London, March 4—The Morning Post’s 

Christiana correspondent, Has interviewed 
Borcbgrevink, a well-known Antarctic ex­
plorer, regarding the prospects of the 
Amundsen expedition. After expressing 
the opinion that Amundsen’s route was 
the shortest Way to the South Pole, the 
explorer eaye:

“Amundsen will be confronted by quite 
unknown condition and difficulties. When 
on hie northwest passage, he had the op­
portunity of fishing for salmon and hunt­
ing different wild animals. In the inter­
ior of the Antarctic continent, no life is 
to be found. There is to be met with 
only the most absolute solitude. I there­
fore feel a little uneasy by reason of the 
fact that Amundsen has not a doctor in 
his company.

“I am ignorant as to Amundsen's scheme 
regarding hie route, but rather hope that, 
after having gone straight to the pole, he 
may have succeeded in continuing hie way 
uninterruptedly, crossing the Antarctic 
continent to a point in Weddell’s Bay, 
where the Fram is to meet him. I do not 
think the distance he thus covered would 
be any longer than/by returning to Roes 
Sea. Such a crossing of the continent 
would constitute a fine piece àf work. 
Weddell’s Sea has not been explored since 
1832, when Weddell reached 78 degress 
10 minutes without seeing land. Then he 
returned owing to the heavy ice.

“Tile F ram has gone to fetch Amund- 
sei, but nobody knows what direction it 
has taken. If the vessel proceeded to Ross 
Bay, Amundsen has obviously returned 
the way he went, and the first telegrams 
from him may be expected to come from 
New Zealand.”

Taka oa Double Supply at New York

New York, March 4—The strike in the 
British coal fields has caused heavy pur­
chases here, of practically all the available 
supplies of soft coal in the' coal ports in 
and near New York, and at Philadelphia 
and Baltimore, in order to meet the needs 
of the foreign steamship companies using 
the Atlantic seaboard.

Local coal market prices for immediate 
and prompt delivery have .risen sharply, 
in consequence. It is planned to load 
steamships with a double quantity of coal 
here, so that round trip voyages from this 
side may be completed ' with American 
coal. The space on shipboard, taken up 
by this double quantity of coal, necessar­
ily limits, to that extent, space for gen­
eral cargo.
A Strike in Germany

Bochum, Germany, March 4--A miners’ 
strike, which was totally unexpected, and 
which had not been ordered by the min­
ers’ union, broke.out in three mines here- 
today, the men leaving work because, as 
they assert, unjustified deductions had 
been made from their wages. The incid­
ent is regarded as a grave one, since it is 
feared that it may percipitate a general 
strike of miners on the question of wages, 
which the Jeaders of the miners’ union 
and the mine owners are just now endeav­
oring to prevent in order to take 
age of the British coal strike.

The executive committee of the Nation­
al Miners’ Federation has issued a pro­
clamation censuring the strikers for com­
mitting a breach of discipline by leaving 
work without the consent of the union. 
The proclamation orders the men to re­
sume work, but there is great apprehension 
that the situation will get beyond control.

Tons of thousands of workers have been 
dismissed' and the railway service is dis­
located and disorganized. Like creeping 
paralysis, the stoppage of the coal supply 
is threatening the whole life of the na­
tion. The miners are making- holiday; 
they ate, as they put it, “having their 
fling,” while the nation suffers, the poor 
go cold and hungry, and their fellow 
workers are turned into the streets.

The industrial council has been sum­
moned to meet today. It is a body of 
twenty-six business and labor representa­
tives, and has no compulsory pdwers. A 
statement by the prime minister in parlia­
ment today is expected. Unless the ar­
rangements are altered there Will be no 
discussion between the government and 
the miners’ executive committee until to­
morrow evening. Whatever the executive 
committee decides must be ratified by the 
federation, which usually takes two days 
to assemble.

No settlement is in the least likely be­
fore Thursday or Friday at the earliest.

London, March 4—Factory after factory 
is closing down all over the United King­
dom, as a result of the national coal 
strike, and those responsible for the trou­
ble are simply marking time for the pres­
ent although it. is expected that negotia­
tions will soon be resumed. Besides the 

.miners, considerably more than a million 
of whom have ceased work, it is now esti­
mated that there are upwards of 200,000 
workers in other industries idle, owing to 
tiie strike, and this number is being add­
ed to hourly.

The crews of coal carrying vessels lying 
in the coaling ports are now being dis­
charged . as the ships are unable to get 
cargo, and the railroad employes are suf­
fering in a similar way, because of the 
curtailments of their train services.

TUBERCULOSIS HOSPITAL

Dr. Mahet in today’s Times protests, 
against the proposed site for the hospital 
for advanced cases of tuberculosis.

An investigation has shown that about 
20,000 children in the-.public schools of 
Montreal are suffering from decayed 
teeth. An investigation carried out by the 
First District Dental Society of Detroit 
shows that the teeth of 97 per cent, of 
the school children are in a bad condition 
aa a
the other day some very strong statements 
from a Montreal paper on the subject of 
medical and dental inspection of schools, 
and the following from a Detroit paper is 
equally to the point:—

“Most of our children have never been 
taught to be sufficiently careful of their 
teeth, and the result has been a great deal 
of pain and suffering that might easily 
have been averted by proper care in the 
beginning. Nor is this needless suffering 
the most serious feature. It has been 
shown by actual experience in this and 
in other countries, notably Germany, that 
much of the backwardness of children, 
which used to be attributed to deficient 
mentality, is due to nothing more than 
some minor bodily ills, such as adenoids 
and defective teeth. When the cause was 
removed the effect disappeared and chil­
dren who in olden times would have been 
allowed to drag behind their fellows have 
shown themselves to be as intelligent and 
receptive as any. The medical examina­
tion, toe, has shown a number of cases 
of minor defects of the eyes which might 
have resulted very seriously if they had 
not been attended to in time. The differ­

If you’ll orily mind the paint—mind the 
paint!”

That is the burden of the song with 
which Lilÿ had caught the guileless public 
before the play opened; and that is the 
burden of the play, too.

Lily is drawn with unsparing fidelity. 
She is “straight” good-hearted, radiantly 
lovely as played by Marie • Lohr, slangy, 
and spoiled. Refinement slips away from 
her when she loses her temper and she be- 
comes like her mother, who drops her h’s. 
Naturally when a quite charming young 
lord, as different as possible from the con­
ventional stage-door peer, falls in love with 
her, her people do what they can to get her 
to break off her semi-engagement to 
an equally well-bred army captain who has 
wasted all his money and opportunities in 
dancing attendance on her. The struggle 
between the tWo men, and the lordling’s 
victory, provide the story. All ends hap­
pily if you look no further than the end 
of the play. As to the future of the pair 
it would be as well not to enquire.
It is all done with that consummate stage­

craft that makes every episode serve the 
double purpose of being interesting in it­
self and of contributing directly to the for­
warding of the main current of a story in 
which every effect has its visible and logic­
al cause. That sounds simple enough, but 
the writer, whose unhappy lot it has been 
to read many hundreds of manuscript plays, 
is in a position to testify that not one 
playwright ip a hundred manages to 
achieve it.

The value of the work that sensible and 
experienced women could and would do in 
school management if given sufficient au­
thority, has been exemplified from time to 
time by the innovations made by Mrs. 
Ella Flagg Young since she became super­
intendent of the Chicago public schools.

“Little mothers’ classes’’ is a new de­
parture soon to be taken up by this wise 
woman, whose eyes can see the needs of her 
day and of the younger generation. In 
fifty-six schools these classes are to be es­
tablished and girls are to be instructed in 
the care of babies and young children and 
in the maintenance of sanitary and hy­
gienic conditions for them.

No man superintendent ever would have 
thought of introducing this subject in the 
public schools. The most zealous mascu­
line advocate of domestic science as a part 
of the education of girls always thinks of 
cooking and sewing, particularly cooking.

The death of Mrs. Margaret Rowan, 
wife of Thomas Rowan, of Lincoln, took 
place Friday night.
