Editor of ; the Evening Times:

Sir:—I read with much interest the ; 
communication in your issue of April 26,1 
regarding the annexing of Alaska to Can- j 
ada. One cannot look at the map of Can- * 
a da without realizing “the absurdity of ! 
the present division between British 
Columbia and Alaska.”

The Dominion of Canada came into ex­
istence in 1867 and the same year the 
Russian leases to fur companies expired 
and Russia sold Alaska to the United 
States for $7,200,000. As in the^case of 
Louisiana, the United States profited by 
old-world jealousies ef Britain. But now 
things have somewhat changed. There is. 
no friendship between Russia and the 
United States, but a good understanding 
between Russia and Britain, and a still ; 
better one among the British peoples, in­
cluding tbV United States!

Regarding the United State's and Can- : 
ada, as' Dr. MacPhail says in an article; 
on “The Clea: ing of the slate” in the 
current number of thé' University ‘-Maga­
zine, “probably few persons tfre aware that 
there is not at the present momeht out­
standing between the two countries any 
cause of public disagreement.” In this !

In Halifax as in St. John the city coun­
cil system has been condemned by vote 
of the people.

by their meddling preventing the applica­
tion of business principles and methods to 
city government.

The board of control system has failed 
to give satisfaction in the few Canadian 
eities which have adopted' it. In Ottawa 
especially it has caused great dissatisfac- 
tin. The city council and the board of 
control come into conflict and there is not 
that prompt transaction of important 
business which is desirable. In Montreal 
also, deadlocks between council and board 
have caused much trouble.

Halifax will try the board of control and 
St.> John the elective commission plan. 
It is safe .to assert that the latter Will pro­
duce the best results, and that after a few 
years of unsatisfactory experiment the 
sister city will also adopt the commission 
plan.

Early Spring I Summer MillineryProfessor *E. E. Prince has been appoint­
ed by the dominion government delegate 
representative of Canada at the great in­
ternational fisheries congress, to be held 
in Rome next month.* This congress is 
held every three years at some capital city. 
Three years ago it was held in Washing­
ton, It includes delegates from every civil­
ized country including Germany, France, 
Great Britain, China, Japan, Australia, 
New Zealand and even such small places 
as Siam, Roumania, and Bulgaria.

Canada'has played an important part at 
these congresses in former years. At the 
last congress Professor Prince was elected 
vice-president, and in the absence of the 
president conducted the proceedings of the 
congress on a number of occasions. He 
also made important contributions on the 
fishing industries of Canada and it was 
generally recognized that Canada occupied 
a premier place in the discussion of fishing 
subjects.

The president of the congress at Rome, 
His Royal Highness Peter Di Sfcala, and 
the Italian government are making great 
preparations to give the delegates an op­
portunity to see the important fisheries 
of the Mediterranean sea. Of special in­
terest to the congress is the great fishery 
station at Naples, the greatest marine sta­
tion in the world. Fishing experts hav-e 
received their training at Naples for many 
years from all coùntries, and the fish 
breeding department is the most complete 
in existence. Therefore the members of 
the congress will have this great advant­
age when officially visiting the institution.

Professor Prince expects to be away a 
couple of months and the fisheries of Can­
ada-are bound to benefit by what he learns 
and sees in his experiences at this import­
ant, congress in Italy. Professor Prince is 
Canadian commissioner of the international 
fisheries commission, being associateed 
with President Starr Jordan of Leland 
Stanford university.

A member of the New Brunswick Hydro- 
Klectrio Company said to the Times today 
that they hoped to fiecure letters of incor­
poration and supply St. John with cheaper 
power. The company, he said, 
sought to get control of water rights which 
belonged to the public, but to develop and 
transmit power which they owned out­
right.

They own the property and water rights 
on the lakes and streams in question, and 
can develop the power wherever they 
choose. What they sought from the legis­
lature was power to expropriate so that 
they could put down posts, string wires 
and transmit the power. They will 
seek incorporation by letters patent and 
endeavor to get by purchase the privilege 
they desired to secure by expropriation.

So far gs St. John is concerned they 
would have the right under provincial law 
to enter the city with their distribution 
system, subject to sucli conditions as the 
provincial government might impose. They 
desire, however, to come to an agreement 
with the city council, so that the latter 
will be fully satisfied, and they have held 
several conferences. Thus far, however, 
they have got no definite answer, or come 
to any terms, it is their intention to 
proceed with the enterprise, and they hope 
to make such arrangements as will be sat­
isfactory all round. .
