“The Commission resumed the consideration of the proposed expres-
sion of gratitude to the Church of Scotland, for the visit lately paid to
the church in this country by the Deputation from the Parent Church,
and, after mature deliberation, unanimously agreed to transmit the
following communication, as embodying their views in this matter :

“ Whereas the Synod of Canada, in connection with the Church of
Scotland, did several years ago, repeatedly and earnestly solicit the
Parent Church to send a deputation of her ministers to visit the Colonial
Churches, in order that she might in this way more effectually encou-
rage the hearts and strengthen the hands of those engaged in the work
| of the Lord in this country, as well as to obtain, by means of such

deputation, more full and accurate information regarding the spiritual
condition and real wants of the Presbyterian population in British North
| America: And whereas this wish, so generally felt, and in divers ways
| so often expressed, has, at length, as far as’jt regards Canada, been
| amply realized in the visit which was lately paid to our church bz the
| Rev. Dr. Simpson, minister of Kirknewton, the Rey. Dr. Mac eod,
| minister of Morven, and the Rev. Norman Mnchod, minister of
‘ Dalkeith, the members of the deputation appointed by the last General
Assembly, to visit the colonial churches: And whereas it is universall
admitted” by the People, as well as the ministers of this Synod, that the
ﬂ appointment of said deputation originated with the Church of Scotland,

rom the purest motives ; and as their visit has been productive of the
most beneficial results within our bounds, there ought to be a grateful
acknowledgment made by us of this act of peculiar kindness on the
home. But inasmuch as an expression of the
mind of this church in Synod assembled cannot be given till the month
of July, and therefore could not come before the Venerable the General
Assembly till its meeting in 1847: And as this delay does not accord
with the sentiments entertained on this matter, and could not fail to
Weaken the moral effect of the expression we might give ; under these
Cirqumstances, this Commission feel called upon to assume a dut

¢ Be it therefore Resolved,—

¢ 1. That we, the Commission of Synod, fully and joyfully appre-
ciating the enlightened and truly benevolent motives from which
originated the appointment of the deputation, which, at the last General
Assembly of the Church of Scotland, was commissioned to visit this and
other provinces of North America, beg leave to tender to the parent
church our sincere thanks for this timely and most suitable visit.

€ Q. That holding, as we do, that all good and perfect gifts come
from the Father of Lights, and are all under His controul and direction,
we cannot but give thanks to the All-wise Ruler of the Church, that
under His guidance, the General Assembly were enabled to select such
men as formed the deputation to Canada,—men whose high talents,
diligence, prudence, meekness, and christian zeal, qualified them for
going through extraordinary labours, for giving the best information and
counsel, for comforting the hearts of their brethren, and in all things
accomplishing the ends of their mission (often amidst extraordinary
difficulties) with the greatest candour, tenderness and delicacy.

3. That after extensive inquiry and mature consideration, we are
well assured that the deputation have, under God, been eminently
instrumental in removing many gross misconceptions regarding the

resent position of the Church of Scotland, and many fears as to her
})uture prospects, and strengthening in no small degree the ties that
bind many hearts in this land to the Chuarch of their Fathers.

¢4, That while we, in common with very many of the followers of
the Redeemer throughout the world, sincerely regret that so many
persons of acknowledged worth, should have considered it to have been
their duty to secede from the Church of Scotland ; and although there
may be certain things in her ecclesiastical polity, as an establishment,
against which some of her best friends in this province may have taken
exception ; yet we firmly believe, and joyfully record our conviction,
that as a church of the Lord Jesus Christ, she still holds the truth in its
purity, and possesses ample means for unfolding all the riches of the
gospel for the conversicn of sinners, and the edification of God’s dear
children.

«5. That the meakness, humility, love of peace, and christian
charity, which have been so prominently exhibited in the Church of
Scotland, throughout the peculiar trials which she has of late been
called to endure, are, to us, pleasing indications that she is still animated
by the spirit of her Divine Master, and that He who has often been her
defence in troublous times, will continue to be a wall of fire around her,
and the glory in the midst of her.

6. That while our Synod has all along sought to cultivate a
fraternal christian intercourse with those Presbyterian Churches that
hold the truth as it is in Jesus, so much more, from the nearer relation
in which we stand to the Church of Scotland, have we ever desired,
and do now desire, that the fellowship and connection with that church
may be as fully carried out as the respective circumstances of the two
churches will warrant.

“7. That many of the most tender and sacred recollections which
the children of Scotland cherish in this far distant province, are recol
lections of the sacred scenes they have witnessed, and the truths they
have heard within the walls of the parish churches of their native land.
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“8. That we leave to the deputation, who visited us, the duty
which they are so wel] able to perform, of laying before the Church of
Scotland, the present condition and futyre prospects of our church, and
especially to press on her attention our urgent need of faithful ministers
to occupy the waste places of the vineyard, and break the bread of life
to large portions of people who adhere to us jp almost every part of the
province, but who are at present as sheep without a shepherd.

“9. That we appoint and authorise the Rev. Pet
minister of Caputh, and the Rey. Thomas Clarke Wilson, minister at
Ardrossan, formerly ministers of this Synod, and our esteemed and
beloved biethren in the Lord, along with James Lumsden, Esquire,
Lord Provost of the city of Glasgow, Andrew Wingate, Esquire, mer-
chant, Glasgow, and William Ritchie, Esquire, of Middleton, in Edin-
burghshire, laymen of the Church of Scotland, to appear at the bar of
the General Assembly, which is to be holden in Edinburgh, in May

I need hardly
observe, that by far the greatest difficulty felt by the church, in its
Colonial Scheme, is the present want of PI‘C:K‘{H)]'S, particularly of
Geelic preachers. But the want is, I can assure the Synod and the Pres-
byterians of Canada, not more felt by the Church than by those bodies
whose endeavour it is to rival and oppose her in her disinterested and
unremitting exertions for the spread of the Gospel; while one thing is
perfectly certain, (and this is a fact which I would entreat you and the
whole Chureh in Canada, to mark and bear in mind,) that this is a want
which, great though it be at present, will, in the case of the Church of
Scotland, be far nwore speedily and far more permanently supplied, than
in any other body whatever. ~ I shall only add, that the scheme for the
purchase of glebes, which originated with the Presbytery of Toronto, at
the instance of our much valued and most judicious brother, Mr. Lambie,
is viewed with great favour by the Church at home. This is most
natural, when we consider the ideas of independence, fixedness, and
permanency in all ecclesiastical institutions, with which all our minis-
ters are trained up. Every thing which tends to secure these character-
istics to the Canadian Charch, must unavoidably have a great effect in
procuring for it the interest and confidence of our ministers, and in
directing towards it the views of a regular and sufficient supply of
preachers from Scotland. I have reason to believe that this and every
scheme of a similar character, will receive speedy and effective aid from
this country.”

The Synod called for the Report of the Committee appointed at last
meeting of Synod to consider the subject of a Ministers’ Widows? Fund,
which was given in by Mr. Lambie. There were at the same time
transmitted, through the Committee of Bills and Overtures, Overtures on
the same subject from the Presbytery of Montreal and the Presbytery of
Hamilton. The whole of the Papers, on this subject, before the Synod,
having been read, the Synod referred them to the following Committee,
viz., Mr., Cruickshank, M, McMorine, Mr. W. Bell, Mr. Muir, Mr.
Lambie, and Mr. Urquhart, with instructions to frame a Scheme for the
consideration and adoption of the Synod, and to report on Saturday,

The Synod had transmitted to them, by their Committee of Bills and
Overtures, a Memorial from M. Zneas McLean, Preacher of the
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Gospel, representing that he was laboring at Coteau du Lac, and that
he was anxious to extend his Missionary labors to other destitute places
in the neighbourhood,—and praying that, in order to his greater useful-

ness, he might be ordained as a Missionary. The Synod, having con-
sidered the same, agreed to annex Coteau du Lac to the Presbytery of
Glengary and to remit Mr. McLean’s Memorial to that Presbytery to
act in the matter as they may see meet.

The Synod had transmitted to them, by their Committee of Bills and
Overtures, a Memorial from the congregation of Clarke and Hope, very
numerously signed, representing that although they were within the
bounds of the Presbytery of Kingston, their great distance from King-
ton, the seat of that Presbytery, would subject them to much inconve-
nience, and praying that the decision of the Commission of Synod in
February last, annexing them temporarily to the Presbytery of Toronto,
might be confirmed. The same having been read, the Synod agreed
to grant the request of the memorialists, and annex the townships of
Clarke, Hope, Manvers and Cartwright, to the Presbytery of Toronto.

The Synod called for the Reports of Presbyteries on the Draft of a
Model Constitution for New Churches, which was transmitted last year
for the consideration of Presbyteries; when reports were given in by the
Presbyteries of Toronto, Moutreal, Glengary, Bathurst, and Kingston.
The Synod referred the said Reports to the following Committee, viz.,
the Moderator, Mr. George, Mr. Muir, Mr. Urquhart, and Mr. Ross,—
with instructions to consider the various proposed amendments and to
what extent they can be with advantage embodied in the Constitution,
—to prepare an amended copy of the same for the consideration of the
Synod,—and to report on Saturday.

The Synod had transmitted to them, by their Committee of Bills and
Overtures, an Overture from the Presbytery of Montreal, to the effect
that the Synod would cause to be framed some Forms for procedure in
Church Courts, especially anent Calls, Moderations, and Edicts.

That
every subscriber should have full power to appropriate his subscription
to one or more of those objects exclusively, or to leave his subscription
to be appropriated by the Committee of Management ;—and that a
proportion of the unappropriated subscriptions should be retained, by
Branch or Auxiliary Associations, for local purposes, subject to such
regulations as may be agreed upon by the Provincial Association,
4. That, if the Members of the Montreal Association should unite with
the Office-bearers of the Church in the attempt to form a Provincial
Association, a Central Board ought to be formed in Montreal—a Branch
Association at the seat of each of the Presbyteries—and an Auxiliary
Association in every Township. The Synod further appointed Mr.
James Lambie, Mr. James George, the Hon. Judge McLean, and John
Cameron, Esquire, to be a Committee to communicate with the Montreal
Association, and endeavour to obtain their co-operation in the formation
of a Provincial Association.

The Address to the Queen was signed by the Moderator, in presence
of the Synod; and the Synod directed it to be transmitted through his
Excellency the Governor General. The Address is as follows :—

The Synod called for the Report of the Committee appointed at last
meeting to make arrangements for furnishing supply of sermon to the
vacant congregations in the West, within the bounds of the Presbytery
of Hamilton :—The Report was_ given in and read by Dr. Liddell, the
Convener of the Committee, bearing that the Committee had been
chiefly indebted to Mr. Romanes and Mr. MecKid for services rendered
in the West;— that they had both preached, at different times, at
Hamilton, Saltfleet, Ancaster, Galt, and Guelph, and that Mr. McKid
had also preached at Stratford, North Easthope, Goderich, Afaherstburgh,
