These demonstrations show that the aberrations 
of the popular mind about the rights of tyre Claim­
ant and the wrongs of Dr. Kenèaly are much more 
deeply rooted and widely diffused than had been 
supposed.

deep regi^t,—that t tie. time has come when the Pro­
vincial Government, with whom the appointment 
to the office lies, will be compelled by the duty it 
owes to the citizens of St. John to makfe a change 
in the head of the Establishment, and make it with­
out unnecessary delay.

OUR POLICE FORCE AND ITS SHORTCOMINGS.

There has always been in this community a 
strong desire to extend to our Chief of Police and 
his Force the most lejÿent criticism, and the fullest 

of fair play. Rowdies may occasionally 
attack the men, and one or two journals,—one in 
particular,—may indulge in small “ hits” at the ex­
pense of the Chief ; nevertheless, the great body of 
sound thinking, tax-paying citizens, whose voice is 
potential in making or unmaking public officials, 
have shown eveiy disposition to extend to the Chief 
and his Force, on all proper occasions, the full ben­
efit of their moral support. On the part of the 
Police Force, therefore, there can be no complaint 
that the people have been indifferent to their in­
terests or sought in any way to interfere with the 
morale of the men or the independence of their 
head. And still we take the liberty to say, there is 
at this moment the most profound dissatisfaction 
with the management of the Force, as well as with 
the character of the Force itself.

It is at once admitted that of the personal char­
acter of the Chief or his men there is no open com­
plaint, or, as far as we-know, either private com­
pliant or suspicion. It is generally understood that 
the men, like their Chief, are steady, temperate, 
orderly officers. No crime or wrong-doing of any 
description (with the exception of one recent occur­
rence) has been laid at their door. As citisens 
they are above reproach, so far as the public are

WOMEN AS SOLDIERS.
[From the Revue Illustre dee Deux Mondes.]

The present number of the Revue Illustre des Deux 
Mondes contains some curious biographies of the 
women who have served in the French armies as 
soldiers. The most curious history of all is that of 
Therese Sutter, who died at Paris in 1861 at the 
age of 84. In 1793 she enlisted.in the Legion 
Allobrogienne, employed at the siege of Toulon, 
and there distinguished herself for bravery. Her 
excessive freedom of speech gave her the sobriquet 
of Sens-gene. The First Cônsul remembered . an ( 
attack that woman made upon him with her tongue 
when he was a Colonel of artillery. After the cap­
tai™ of Toulon, Therese entered the Fifteenth Dra­
goons and took part in the campaign in Catalogne.
At that time appeared the degree of the Committee f 
of Public Safety, banishing women from the armies j 
of the Republic ; but tills female dragoon had dis-' 
tinguished herself by so many daring exploits that 
an exception was made in her favor. She was in 
the Italian campaign ; and in 1800, after five years 
service, received a pension of 200 francs, with 
which .she returned to Montelimar. Bnt the mono­
tony of a country village soon wearied our heroine, 
and she took service again in the Ninth Dragoons.

land. Mr. Grafton had long cherished thé idea of 
forming a fraternity, the primary object of which 
should be the cultivation of the spiritual life of its 
members, “ following the counsels of perfection 
given by our Blessed Lord to those who are able to 
receive them, in a life of entire dedication to his 
service in voluntary poverty, chastity, and obedi­
ence. (St. Matthew, xix.).” (I have quoted the 
precise words of Father Hall’s letter.) Mr. Graf­
ton, in the course of his visit, opened the subjeet to 
Mr. Benson, and found in him an earnest sympa­
thizer . The result was a compact, leading to the 
foundation of the Brotherhood of St. John the 
Evangelist, a society whose purpose is to form an 
organization of clergymen who are willing to lead 
simple lives and devote all their energies to the 
work of proclaiming the gospel. The elevation of 
the tone of clerical life is one object of the society, 
and earnest missionary work the other.

THE ORDER OF IT. COLUMBA.
The Holy Paraclete,, or the Religious Oitier of 

Repentance, is one of those whose object ie “ to 
restore the religious life Iqr men in the English 
Church ; to promote the profession and practice of 
the doctrine, discipline, wnd worship of the Church 
of the first seven centuries, and to glorify God by 
the training of mission preachers, and the fbrmi- 
tion of schools and orphanages. Because St. Co- 
lumba, speaking mystically, has said, ’A three­
fold cord is pot easily hrokep,’ there *» three de; 
grees in this order.”

“First. Brethren of the third order—laymen 
who observe in their own homes a rule of alms­
giving, prayer and fasting.”

“ Second. Brethren of the second order—clergy 
• who may have the care of souls and are united in 

the observance of a rule drawn from Scripture and 
the Canons of the General Councils called the rule 
of St. Columba- as having been inspired by the 
Holy Ghost, and as being framed on the mode 
the ancient Rule of flt. CplumM.”

The brethren of the first order—clergy 
and lay ni ep who titke- the rfmplè voWH, arid t>|? 
serve the Pile of St. Columbia’!

This St. Columba, take notice, was the Irish 
saint whor after'founding the grçat monastery of 
Dair Magh, now called Durrogh, or Field of Oaks, 
in Ireland, and several smaller ones, composed a 
rule which is still extant in the old Irish tongue. 
King Dermot ofDemitius, being offended with the 
zeal of 8t. Columba in reproving public vices, 
withdrew his favor from him. The Saint, in the 
true epirit ofeanot/ty and humility, left hi# c< 
for his country’s good, lest the revenues of the mon­
asteries he had founded should be withdrawn. He 
went over to North Britain, now Scotland, taking 
with him twelve brothers. These missionàfe. 
verted the Piets to Christianity. They jzve the 
Saint the Island of Hy, or Iona, called frdm him 
Y-Colmkillç, where he built a great monastery 
which for several âges was the chief seminary of 
iWth Britain. Of course St. Colmub* or Gplw#; 
kill was a monk, as well as an abbot, and of course 
his rule enforced celibacy along with other ascetic 
practices, and now after the lapse of twelve centuries 
we find elegant and scholarly clergymen of the 
Church of England enrolling themselves in an 
order to restore die ascetic rule of the Apostle of 
the Piets.

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THE BIO TREES OF THE PACIFIC COAST.

I From * Lecture by Rer. H. Johnston, In Hamilton, Ont.]
I am now going to tell yon what you can hardly 

believe. It in almost worth one’s reputation for 
veracity to record some of the marvels of the Pacific 
coast, especially as they relate to plants, fruits and 
trees. Our ladies who take such pains to cultivate 
the rare and lovely fuschia will be surprised to hear 
that they climb to the house-top and have trunks as 
large as one’s arm. On thé Fraser river beets are 
grown some of which weigh over 100 pounds each ; 
the fruits are the largest and ipost luscious. But 
the biggest of all big things, in the way of ^botany, 
are the famous Big Trees. We felt that all the 
forest s we had seen in this country were but under­
brush. When in British Columbia we saw monarchs 
of the forests; the fir tree, rising to the height of 
800 feet, and the cedar measuring a circumference 
of 40 feet. But now the pride of glory was forgot­
ten in the presence of the mammoth' trees of Cali­
fornia. Fancy a tree which required five men 
25 days to fell it, boring it off with pump augers, 
ànd then taking three days to make the proud thing 
fall. After it had been severed from the trunk, 
such was the breadth of its base, Bishop Kingsley 
computed that, on the stump of that tree a house 
could be built for a newly-married couple, giving 
them a good sized jiarlor, dining room, kitchen, 
bed-rooms, a pantry, two clothes presses and a, little 
room to spare. Think of the hollow trunk of 
ther tree through which you coiild gallop on horse­
back for 200 feet, without endangering your silk 
hat, and then come out at a knot hole ! Or, of 
another so large that a stage coach, filled with pas­
senger^ outside and inside, could be driven for 200 
feet though its hollow trunk. Imagine, if yon can, 
the size of one of these fathers of the forest, when it 
Contains more than one-half a million feet of sound 
inch lumber, or of another which would ihâke 
1,000 cords of four-foot wood, with 100 cords of 
bark, which, burning at the rate of a cord a month, 
would last a frugal household just 91 years. There 
Are several groves of these mammoth trees. We 
visited the Tuolumne ; they stand in the midst of 
other trees, that would be considered giants' if set 
down among the trees of our forest. What a new 
idea of the magnificence of nature one gets as "he 
glances at one of these immense trunks, and then 
looks up to try to comprehend their height. Su­
blime eights ! Each tree fills you with wonder as 
you gaze. These trees measure from 70 to 100 feet 
in circumference ; the largest tree is 40 feet in 
diameter. The wood is soft, elastic, straight- 
grained, light when dry, and of a bright cinnamon- 
brown color, which gives a gaiety to the forest, 
making sunshine in the shady place ; the cones are 
very small, not larger than a hen’s egg. The seeds 
are tiny, not more than a quarter of an inch long 
and one-sixth of an inch wide, arid thin as writing 
paper. An apple seed would weigh down a dozen 
of them, and yet these little germs have in them 
wrapped such magnificent structures !

What a lesson I The smallest of all seeds produc­
ing the greatest of all trees ! Thus God proceeds 
from the least to the greatest ! The age of these 
Sequori Gigantiea is something amazing. Many of 
them are not less than 8000 yeqm old. Twenty-six 
centuries have passed since Rome was founded, yet 
before Romulus wan heard of “some monarch, 
father of this" grove, sets forth his tiny shoots.” 
When Plato opened bis academy in the groves of 
Athene when the beautiful Esther was Queen of 
Persia, and Mordecai prime minister, nay, when 
Solomon was in all his glory, they were springing 
up. They were waving in proud majesty when the 
shepherds of the Judean Hills heard the song of the 
Angels, and the glad tidings that Christ was born 
in Bethlehem. They stood the giant cedars of God 
when the Christian Church was founded. What 
tides of history have rolled away since they first 
thrust their spires from the ground ; what mighty 

in those trees 1, Thirty centuries seem look­
ing down upon us from thèse lofty tops. How 
dwarfed and puny ourselves, as we leaned against 
the sides and looked up.. As-long as they remain 
they will be the wonder of the world, and long gen­
erations coming after us will gaze upon them as 
among the most marvellous works of God.

by his vote. Immense sums were raised at differ­
ent junctures kf ithe merchants of Boston and given 
to him to pay for services in their interests. The 
first gift was $10,000, bnt he never afterward stooped 
so low, and hia total income hy political trafficking 
of this kind is estimated at upward of $1,000,000.

Hi public and in private life he was the same 
shameless debauchee. He never waa a worker. 
Hia habite of ae 
rare occasions, in order to prepare for some splen­
did feat of oratory, after which the “God-like” 
relegated himself to his wines and women. He 
knew nothing of industry or self-denial. His whole 
private life waa as destitute of example to young 
mcii as his political life wa, barren" of encourage­
ment to public virtue. Like the majestic ruins of 
Baclbec, evoking the wonder and admiration of the 
traveler who journeys over arid sands and through 
reins and death merely to look at them, but mov­
ing none to stay ; so the triumphs of Webster sur.
