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had referred to traffic from the went. He desired to 
speak of the return traffic. He might complain of 
the placing of a tarif!'of 25 cents on a barrel of flour 
from Pictou to Halifax per car, and carrying it all 
the way from the went for 25 cent», but what he did 
comnlain of was, that while the road was built for 
the benefit of the eastern province, it was run in 
the interests of the people of the west far more 
than in those of the east, which latter, however, 
was cheaper for wheat, corn and Hour, but when it 
came to a question of sending traffic from east to 
west, in his own county, there were over four hun­
dred people engaged in catching fish for the United 
States ; and if the tariffs were made to suit the 
people, this would all come by the Intercolonial 
and Grand Trunk, whereas it went by the Inter­
colonial to St. John only, and thence by steam­
ship to Boston and New York. He did not say 
this to blatpe the Government, but to call their at­
tention to what was possibly attributed to the offi­
cials. Whilst securing traffic from the west, care 
should be taken to place matters on such a footing 
that cars should not go empty, but should take re­
turn--cargoes to the east, which could not he done 
unless more favorable rates were established.

Hon. Mr. Mackenzie said the Grand Trunk 
rates to Portland were almost the same to Portland 
as t<i Riviere du Lou)i, and hence Government had 
to divide the rate. He was sorry that vessels had 
been driven off' the route. .As to the carriage of 
fish in summer, it could only be done by a refrig­
erator car, but he would give instructions to have, 
if possible, arrangements made for the winter traf­
fic. He thanked the mendier for Northumberland 
fvrjii* suggestions on this matter.

He, at a former time, had been, and 
was now, prepared to show that the Government 
had lost $100,000 to the country. He showed that 
the result of the Government’s policy had been to 
drive traffic from the country which it would take 
years to bring back. He was gratified tq know, 
iîowever, that the bitter experience had not been 
thrown away upon tne Government—experience 
bitter, at all events, to that portion of the country 
where the trade had been injured.

A “ type writer” cost 8125,—being a five 
dollar improvement on the one in the Marine and 
Fisheries ; mats and oil cloth, SÏ18 ; printing and 
binding, 8919 ; postage, $191 ; newspapers and ad­
vertising, $621. Total for the Department, $5,907.

The Department of Agriculture made a bold 
strike for “ Dictionaries (Sauteux),” 8300. Tele­
graphing cost $994 ; “ Extra Clerks,” $3,786 ; 
“Contingent expenses”—very high—8588. “La­
bor and charwork” appear to have received every 
encouragement in this Department, 8861 having 
been paid therefor. The Minister and his aides 
revelled in “travelling expensed,” which cost 8805. 
—and this independent of the travel in connexion 
with the Centennial, the expenditure for which is 
grouped under a separate head. On “chemicals” 
and “towelling” the Department was not nearly so 
severe as Mr. Mackenzie’s, the charges being, res­
pectively, $2.35 and $8.40, but it launched out 
wildly on “ printing and binding,” which, with 
“ printing,” cost 81,908 ; “ engraving and print­
ing,” 8307 ; postages, $762 ; stationery, 8888. “ Tin 
boxes” cost 8148, and file boards, $54 ; -books and 
Maps, $149. Two “model keepers” are down for 
8366 a piece. The total of this Department’s Con­
tingencies amounts to the respectable sum of 
813,500.

The Contingencies of the Post Office Department, 
over which the Hon. Lucius Seth Huntington at 
present presides with much urbanity, appear to 
have been unstinted. Telegraphing is down for 
$1,256. Books and Stationery (principally the 
latter) figure to the extent of $2,536. “ Extra 
Clerks” is a prominent item—$6,154 ; and “ Extra 
work ” an additional $729. This Department 
needed $120 worth of Directories and $273 worth 
of plans, maps 
eral’s own “ cab fares” footed up $124, “ travelling 
expenses” 8435, and postage $586. The Depart­
ment needed $252 worth of “seap, candles and gum- 
arabic,” $73 worth of “ coal scuttles and tinware,” 
and went $24 on “ towels and dusters.” And then 
there are these plums : $4,898“ to sundry persons 
for labor and charwork,” $2,370 for the newspapers, 
$7,821 for printing, printing paper and binding, 
besides $2,886 for Postal Guides for Postmasters. 
Altogether, this. Department absorbed the very 
large sum of $31,820 for Contingencies.

We find the Civil'Service Board needed $937 for 
contingencies,and the Treasury Board $709,and then 
there come “The Departments Generally,” against 
which there stand charges of $550 for “ stores for 
charwomen,” $27 for cab hire, other sums for 
“ travelling expenses” and “contingent expenses,” 
$732 for'cablegrams, more money for the newspa­
pers, and for printing and binding and stationery, 
and lastly the respectable sum of $14,031.10 for 
“ payments to'sundry persons for labor and char­
work ”—a thoroughly respectable item wherewith 
to close the catalogue of contibgencies as understood 
and dispensed in an era of “reform.” The contin­
gencies of “ The Departments Generally ” foot up 
just $16,003.92.

Among the Contingencies of the Government 
offices at Ottawa we find $3,004 down for the Gov­
ernor General's Telegraphing ; (6,544 for “ Travel­
ling Expenses” for His Excellency and suite, be­
sides $219 for “ cab hire and sleigh hire ’ $1,302 
for His Excellency's “ subscriptions to and adver­
tising in newspapers postages $695. 
cry” for His Excellency's office came to about 
$1,000; ”books, maps and stationery" foot op 
about $600; “postage stamps and stationery," 
“stationery and engraving,” give another $150; 
and for “despatch bags and engraving," we have 
the snug sum of $936. “ Postages" are down for 
$69$. Other items swell the total of Contingencies 
for this office to $15,822—which is doing pretty 
well in the way of “ reform.”

The Queen's Privy Council, of which the dis­
tinguished Joseph Edouard Cauchon is “Presi­
dent,” spent $359 for telegrams ; for travelling ex­
penses, $511 ; “ contingent expenses,” $1,100 ; the 
stationery account is somewhere in the region of 
$860; cab hire 8194 ; subscriptions to and adver­
tising in newspapers, $746; and other things in 
proportion. The total contingencies amounted to 
$4,554.

The Secretary of State (Mr. Scott) was somewhat 
heavier on telegrams, this service costing his De­
partment $791. His “extra clerks” were also ex­
pensive, viz. : $2,673. Less than $200 covered tra­
velling expenses. 8350 is down for “contingent ex­
penses.” (It is difficult to make out what this item 
in the departmental accounts is intended to cover, 
since every imaginable description of small proper­
ty, such as maps, books, atlases, directories, files, 
wafers, plans, guides, as well as every petty ser­
vice, charwoman's work, cartage, expressage, etc., 
is specially detailed.). Printing and binding cost 
$700; postages, $174; cartage, $314; stationery, 
$467. Mr. Scott’s total is $7,650.

The Department of thq.Interior went even better 
on Telegraphing, on which Mr. Laird expended 
$1,155. " Extra clerks” and “extra work”—prin­
cipally the former—cost 82,199. Subscriptions to 
and advertising in newspapers, $436—a moderate 
sum compared with some other departments, but it 
is said Mr. Laird would only read Government 
journals. He appears to have let fly, however, in 
regard to “ stationery,” "printing” and “postages,” 
which foot np $1,671. Mr. Laird’s total disburse­
ments under this head were $6,138.

Mr. Blake’s Department (ef Justice) spênt 81,163 
for telegrams and only $47 on law books. On the 
newspapers was expended $900 ; stationery, $669 ; 
printing and binding, $550; postages, 8228. His 
total was 84,996.

Mr. Vail's Department shews a new expenditure 
—“ French Dictionaries for the Department, $3.3” 
His “ travelling expenses” only amounted to $184, 
but, then, he travels in Brydges’ Palace Cars,where 
provisions, wines, etc., are furnished free—every­
thing free, except milk. He went as high as $1,372 
for printing and binding, $725 for “ stationery,” 
8296 for “ books, maps and stationery," $803 for the 
newspapers, $210 for postages ; extra clerk and 
extra work, $932. He managed to ran his contin­
gencies np to $5,071.

The Department of Finance, under Mrv Cart­
wright's supervision, appears to have been a fine 
field for “contingencies” and “extras." Telegraph­
ing ooet $1,977. “Extra clerks” received $6,104, 
although the permanent staff was very large. 
Then, for additional “ extra work” by clerks there 
was paid out $2,186. Printing and binding cost 
$1,040; the newspapers, $681 ; stationery between 
$700 and $800 The travelling expenses and con­
tingent expenses seem moderate, about $440 in all. 
The Contingenciee of this Department foot up *14,-

Mr. Mackenzie, as Minister of Public Works, 
did not spare the telegraph wires. Telegraphing 
is down for $2,344. Extra work, extra clerks and 
extra copying cost about $2,000. He went in 
strong on chemicals, say $110, and “soap, candles 
and matches,” $24.71, besides $57.81 for towelling. 
He wss evidently determined on purifying the De­
partment which, of course, had been presided over 
by most corrupt predecessors. He is particular to 
name $3.75 as ^expended for blotting paper, but 
gives no particulars of the $729 spent on the news­
papers. We are assured that $5 was laid out on 
mucilage, hat we have no details of the $2,845 ex­
pended on stationery, or $1,348 for printing and 
binding. $505 went for postages, and only 86.60 
for feather dusters. There was a saving in cab hire 
(only $26.25) in order that Mr. Mackenzie might 
lay out $38 on a “ Dictionary of Architecture” and 
exactly $46.39 on “ French Scientific Reviews.” 
The “ ice supply” was large, 842, Mr. Cartwright’s 
Department only expending $24 on this luxury, 
end Mr.Vail only $6, the same as Mr. Blake, whose 
Department, however, had been saving up money 
in order to invest 81 in a “fire kindler.” Mr. 
Mackenzie’s total for contingencies was pretty 
large, $11,1111.

The Department of Marine and Fisheries spent 
a Bind Cover $2,000 for Telegraphing, $420 of which 

paid to Dorchester office, the Department hav­
ing removed to the “ Corner” for a consider­
able portion of the year. Among the Contingen­
cies of this Department were $8 for “ Books on Na­
tural History ” and $90 for an Encyclopedia. 
Why Mr. Smith sanctioned an expenditure of $60 
for “ Morgan’s Parliamentary Companion” 
not understand. It may have been done in order 
to reduce the cost of Almanacs, on which the Mar­
ine and Fisheries spent only 75 cents. The Minis­
ter’s travelling expenses during the year amounted 
to 8560, Mr. Tomlinson’s only $15. It is probably 
a sign of a flourishing exchequer and a brisk busi­
ness to find $344 paid out for “cheque books.” 
The newspapers did well, the Department paying 
for subscriptions and advertisements 81,996.11. 
Stationery cost $995 ; postages, 8657 ; printing and 
•ed binding, $2,345. We find the first charge in any 
of the Departments for a “Type Writer” here in the 
Marine and Fisheries-$120. Mr. C.W.Weldon, of 
St John, received 8150 for “professional services, 
Fishery Prosecutions.” The only "purification”’ 
needed about this Department last year was 85 for 
cleaning laboratory ; towels, 86.76. Extra clerks 
coat (1,767,—which includes $522 for Mr.V. Nich­
olson, who, if we mistake not, is the Ministers 
Private Secretary. The total for contingenciee is 
large: $11,911.

In the Receiver General’s Department a note­
worthy item is $400 for the travelling expenses of 
the Minister (Mr. Coffin). Cab hire is down for 
$2, and contingent expenses (no details) $880. We 
lave items of books, $3, atlases, $20, extra work, 
$9.68, and then lump sums, unexplained, of $435 
for the newspapers, stationery, $157, printing and 
binding, $333. Postages cost $326. The “ice 
supply’' cost $6 and the “ water supply” $6.20. 
Mr. Coffin’s Department managed to run up a total 
of $3,669.

. The Department of Customs was run on a gen­
erous scale. Mr. Burpee appears to have sanc­
tioned larger expenditures for Directories, Han- 
aaeds, “maps and stationery,” guides, etc., than any 
of his colleagues. His own " travelling expenses”

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NEEDED INFORMATION.

Mr. Domville deserves the thanks of all the peo­
ple of the Maritime Provinces who are not dyed- 
in-the-wool Grits for his attempt to'compel the Ot­
tawa Government to give the large amount of ne­
cessary information in regard to Inter-Colonial 
Railway management, which Mr. Mackenzie and 
Mr. Brydges have designedly withheld from Par­
liament and thé people in their official Reports. 
We place on our first page, 1, the comments of Mr. 
Domville and the Premier, when the former mov­
ed his resolutions ; 2, the full text of Mr. Domville’a 
motions for papers.

It will be noticed that Mr. Mackenzie pretended 
that the information could not be obtained except 
afgreat expense.' All who know the extent of the 
official staff employed at Moncton will readily un­
derstand what a hollow pretence the Premier has 
set up an an excuse for not furnishing the facts in 
the Government's possession. It is only necessary 
to say in reply to the Premier’s subterfuge : 1, that 
if the accounts have been properly kept, not the 
slightest difficulty need be experienced in securing 
the information desired,—such information as the 
Directors of a private Company would be bound to 
furnish the shareholders, if called for ; and 2, that 
the staff at the several head-quarters of Moncton, 
Montreal and Ottawa, which costs the Dominion 
838,000 annually, is abundantly large, sufficiently 
unemployed, and entirely capable of compiling re­
turns ten times as numerous and as intricate as 
those called for under Mr. Domville’s motions ; 3. 
that the absence from the public accounts and de­
partmental reports of nearly all the information 
which Mr. Domville seeks, makes it absolutely ne­
cessary that the details which the House of Com­
mons, at Mr. Domville’s instance, has now ordered, 
should be furnished without delay or evasion or dis­
tortion.

When these necessary facts are given to the 
country the true meaning and results of the manage­
ment of the Government railways by Messrs. Mac­
kenzie and Brydges, wi(I be revealed in their true 
light, and we do not hesitate to assert in advance that 
the returns, if made, will establish the truth of nearly 
every criticism of the Railway management that 
has appeared in the Moncton Times and The 
Watchman. We are not sanguine, however, that 
the Government, if left to itself, will lay the infor­
mation called for before Parliament this 
The Premier’s prevarication justifies us in 
believing that he will, in defiance of the 
spirit of the House’s order, withhold it 
uadi be can no longer afford to defy both the 
House aad public opinion. But we are hopeful oi 
there being a sufficient number of fair minded 
in the House to compel Hue Government to obey 
the orders of the House, especially when the result 
of obedience will be a great public gain, a decided 
acquisition to the stock of knowledge of Interco­
lonial Railway matters at present available. We 
hope Mr, Domville will persist in his demands 
until this mod necessary information is brought

If the Government does not get the best of the 
debate, it does the next best thing for its reputation 
in this quarter. It manages to control the tone of 
the telegrams to the St. John daily press.

DOMINION PARLIAMENT.

The event of the week at Ottawa is Mr. Cart­
wright’s Budget Speech and the announcement of 
the imposition of additional taxes by a purely “re­
form” Government Mr. Cartwright acknowledges 
to a deficit of about $2,000,000,—that frightful 
thing which the Toronto Globe used to denounce in 
all the moods and tenses. Notwithstanding the de­
ficit, the Government has been forced by Opposi­
tion pressure to deal witii the Oil Çuty, which it 
refused to tonch last Session, which, indeed, by a 
pure Party vote, it insisted on retaining. The 
Government has now been compelled to reduce the 
customs duty from 15 to 6 cents per gallon, and, in 
order to “protect” the home industry, it has taken 
off the Excise duty altogether,—thus following 
precisely the course advocated by the Opposition 
Press some six weeks ago. Had that course been ** 
adopted last year a very large stun of money would 
have been saved to consumers. The new taxes are 
two cents more per lb on teas, two cents per gallon 
on ale, placing cigarettes under the same duty as 
cigars and making some small alteration in the 
duty on cotton yarn. Mr. Cartwright thinks these 
changes will make up for the loss of $150,000 dirty 
on petroleum, and he proposes to make reveiffig 
and expenditure equal by reducing the expendi­
ture for public works. And this is absolutely all 
that a model Government can do to stimulate the 
spirit and energies and industries of Canadians in 
a time of unparalleled commercial and industrial 
depression I

There has been some sharp firing between the 
Government and Opposition leaders, for a report 
of which we await the official Hansard. The Gov­
ernment daily papers in St. John are probably 
waiting, too, especially for the Opposition speeches, 
as they are careful to receive nothing by telegraph 
that shows an Opposition member has made a 
speech. They don't get, for instance, such facts as 
the following which we take from the Ottawa des­
patch to Thursday's Halifax Herald

Mr. Kirkpatrick charged the Government 
having spent over $100,000 on Fort Francis locks 
without ever sending an engineer ; and an engineer 
went down and condemned the wMe Work.

Mr. Mackenzie explained that the work was an 
important one, and would be completed this year.

Mr. Masson pointed out that the engineer said 
the work would take two years.

In reply to Dr. Tupper, the Premier made ex­
planations as to the value of the works in regard 
to the Pacific Railway.

Sir John A. Macdonald said that in this 
there would be $500,000 of public money spent on 
a work which would not be of the slightest use to 
the Pacific Railway.

Mr. Kirkpatrick pointed out that at Lake of the 
Woods and Rainy River, Sifton, Ward & Co., have 
received $230,000 for work done there.

Mr. Mackenzie said there must be an error in the 
accounts, and he would enquire into it.

The large amount of space which we have de­
voted to facts and figures which appear in the 
Public Accounts, compels ns to hold over many in­
teresting statements for another issue. We should 
add, perhaps, that the “John A.” Secret Service 
Scandal has been thoroughly exploded. Mr. Mac­
kenzie has gone back on the Toronto Globe and 
the viler portion of the Grit Press by at 
agreeing with Sir John in declaring that the latter 
had never handled any of the money at all, the 
funds never having been out of the bank until 
checked out by Sir John and returned to the 
Government.

$2,500; Post Office Printing, $18,000. This is 
only down to the end of June last. Hie P.O. print­
ing between June and December probably swells the 
total by $3,500 more, making all told about $32,000 
of the public funds which this “ patriot ” has re­
cently received for his self-denying labors and his 
sufferings in behalf of this afflicted country 1

In connexion with the disbursements of the 
Penitentiaries of the Dominion there appears in 
the Public Accounts such an item as this :—

---------“ Warden : Sundry accounts, for main­
tenance,” etc.

200 THE PROVINCIAL LEGISLATURE.

It is pretty generally understood that two mem­
bers of the Assembly who voted with the Govern­
ment last Session are now in Opposition. One of 
these is Mr. Butler, of Queen’s,who is moved by Mr. 
Ferris, M. P., who wishes to handle about $500,- 
000 of the public money iu the shape of a subsidy 
to the “Central ” Railway, the Government not yet 
being a consenting party. The other, Mr. Rogers, 
of Albert, is moved by Senator McClelan, who has 
a grievance on account of the supposed location of 
the Albert Railway. On the other hand, Mr. Mc­
Kenzie, of Restigouche, appears to have left the 
Opposition ranks; the members for Kent'are pro­
bably not so bitterly hostile to the Gov 
formerly ; and Messrs. Murchie and Robinson, two 
Government supporters who were absent last Ses­
sion, are now in their seats. The Government, 
therefore, is probably safer this Session than last. 
We had almost forgotten Willie. The Opposition 
hâve him ; and we violate no confidence in saying 
they have given him to understand that he must A 
follow, and not presume to lead. Willis objected 
to the House naming a day for going into Supply, 
but the Opposition left him alone in his glory on 
that occasion.

Mr. Marshall has brought up the subject of the * 
Dominion Government's evasion of its responsibil­
ities in the matter of the maintenance of the, minor 
criminals of St. John who are sentenced to the 
Penitentiary. Mr. Marshall is showing great pluck 
and pertinacity in fighting this question through, 
and we have no doubt he will in the end convince 
Mr. Blake that the matter has not been finally dis­
posed of. The Attorney General backs up Mr. 
Marshall, holding that it was inconsistent for the 
Parliament of Canada to assume the control of

on the
Provinces of the most costly prisoners punished 
under the Dominion Statutes. If Parliament can 
say that the Provinces must take care of prisoners 
getting only a sentence of two years, it can say five 
years as well ; it can, moreover, provide long terms 
for small offences and saddle the Province with 
prisoners. He believed Canada should take care 
of the prisoners convicted of indictable offences, 
and leave only prisoners convicted of offences 
against municipal order to be provided for by the 
counties. There is evidently a new and important 
aPestion looming up for the Ottawa authorities to 
handle.

The Provincial Secretary has been bringing 
down return after return, all tending to make 
clearer the financial position of the Province. Hon. 
Mr. Covert can no longer complain of the Govern­
ment being “reticent” on this point. The Secretary 
has also laid the Estiihates for the current year 
before the House. These provide $50,000 for the 
new Normal School building ; $18,000 for a Pro­
vincial Exhibition ; $10,000 for the redemption of 
Provincial Debentures, besides the ordinary ap­
propriations for the public service. .As much is 
provided for roads and bridges as was expended 
last year, and there is a saving in Immigration 
expenditure and some other services.

Several bills have been advanced a stage or two, 
and some have been defeated. A Bill to .incorpo­
rate the “ Brothers of the Christian Sqjiools,” 
popularly called “ Christian Brothers,” was, strange 
to relate, committed to Mr. Elder’s safe keeping, 
and he has had it put through the House in good 
shape. The Globe and other unfriendly journals 
will now perceive that Mr. Elder’s “ utmost mod­
eration” was not a sham. Ths Brothers were fully 
entitled to legal recognition in this way, and their 
Bill could not have been given, into better hands.

The important Bill of the Session will be the 
Bill to provide for the establishing of Municipal 
Corporations throughout the Province. Of course, 
it will be made compulsory, as it should be ; and 
looking to the probability of its becoming law, the 
Legislature should be careful how it encourages 
bills to establish new Parishes by dividing old 
ones. The Legislature should adopt a firm, deci­
ded policy in this matter of County Government 
and throw on the rate-payers of the Countieepe 
responsibility of the management of their local af­
fairs, irrespective of the opinions of Grand Juries 
and Quarter Sessions. There is not a County in 
the Province whose rate-payers are not able to 
elect better men to manage such matters than the 
Magistrates who now rule the roast. We hope to 
hear that the Bill is Law before another three 
weeks have passed.

Quite a Breeze.—The announcement that Dr.

Worth Knowing.—The Government of Cana­
da, when applied to last year for a loan of old rails 
for the Spring Hill and Parreboro’ railway, refus­
ed them on the express ground that the line would 
be a competitor with, not a feeder for, the Inter­
colonial Railway. Applying the same principle 
to the “ Central ” Railway the same result will 
follow. If the “ Central ” be built from Weldford 
to Fredericton, it will be a loss to the Inter-Colo­
nial Railway of all the traffic between the St. John 
river and the Gulf of St. Lawrence district, which 
now takes or leaves the I. C. R. at St. John. 
Again : if the road, running from Fredericton to 
the Grand Lake, instead of joining the I. C. R. at 
Weldford, should run down through King’s and 
St.John to St. John City, and if, moreover, the 
River du Loup Railway—of the same gauge—be 
extended to River du Loup, as intended, the I. C. 
Railway will then have % very Important competi­
tor. In either case, there can be no loan of old 
rails under the decision which the Government 
gave on the Spring Hill and Parrsboro1 applica­
tion. This is bad for the “Central ;” but there 
will be more old rails to divide among the other 
applicants.

Another Defeat.—And now Kamouraska, P. 
Q., just vacated by Mr. Pelletier being called to 
the Ministry and sent to the Senate, has been 
carfie^ by the Opposition ! A melancholy 
fact 1 Mr. Pelletier y as appointed to the Senate 
several weeks ago, but up to the day qf the election 
had not taken his seat, having been engaged in 
canvassing Kamouraska for the Government can­
didate, with the result here stated. The Opposi­
tion candidate had a majority of 39. On the same 
day, in a Grit stronghold in Ontario (South Wel­
lington), where the Grits won two years ago by 
430 majority, they carried their candidate for the 
Ontario Assembly with just 12 votes to spare in a 
poll of 2,231 ! It’s the same story everywhere.

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GOVERNMENT AND THE PRESS.

It cannot be denied that the Mackenzie Govern­
ment takes a fatherly interest in the Press and the 
Printers, evidence of its unbounded generosity 
being apparent on every page of the Public Accounts, i 
We have gone carefully over the details-of the ex­
penditure for the year 1875-6 with an eye single to 
the presence of the printing, advertising and sub­
scription charges, with the following result. We 
find that the thirteen Departments, the Governor 
General’s Secretary’s office and the Treasury Board 
paid for printing, subscriptions and advertising— 
these items only which appear among “ Contingen­
cies ”—the large sum of $20,184. This does not 
include any printing done through the Queen’s 
Printer, which forms really the bulk of the work, 
or the heavy items of advertising, such as are 
charged in detail in the Post Office Report or 
in lump sum in the Intercolonial Railway Report. 
The heaviest amounts paid for “ subscriptions and 
advertising” under the head of Departmental “Con­
tingencies ” were in the Customs, Post Office and 
Marine and Fisheries—the former running up to 
$6,856, or one third of the whole amount changed 
in this way to all of the Departments. “ Printing, 
Binding and Distributing Laws ” cost from $13,000 
to $15,000, while “ Printing, Printing Paper and 
Book binding” costs $70,000 ; “ Miscellaneous” 
Printing about $2,000, and “ To meet estimated ex­
penses in connexion with Consolidation of the Laws” 
about $8,000. Allowing one half of the $3,000 that 
ii paid for “ Newspapers and advertising ” in con­
nexion with Parliament to be for the Government
papers, and we have $1,500 more for the Govern­
ment’s friends. It is very difficult to get at the 
exact amount paid out of the Inter-colonial Railway 
for Printing and Advertising, as nowhere is any de­
tailed information given, but a lump sum appears 
under -the head I. C. R. “ General Charges,” 
— “ Printing, Advertising, Ac.,” — $18,687,— a 
a pretty large sum and quite in keeping with 
what Public Rumor says about the accounts of some 
St. John newspaper offices. The Railway printing 
and advertising in the Maritime Provinces was 
divided between the leading newspapers on the Gov­
ernment side,—the Globe, Telegraph, News,Chronicle, 
Citizen and Recorder getting the lion’s share. The 
advertising and printing of the P. E. Island Rail­
way appears to have cost between $1000 and $1500. 
The Port Office printing and advertising cost a 
healthy sum,—$32,486, of which $994 was spent in 
P. E. Island, British Columbia and Manitoba, 
$1,417 in Quebec, $1,935 in Ontario, $12,066 in 
New Brunswick, and $16,073 in Nova Scotia. Of 
the large sum spent in our own Province, over 
$10,000 was paid to the St. John Freeman (Speaker 
Anglin’s paper) and of the $16,000 odd in Nova 
Scotia over $14,000 went to the Halifax Citizen, 
owned by Mr. A. G. Jones, M. P., Mr. Vail, the 
Minister of Militia, Mr. Peter Ross, and other 
model “reform” politicians. The Post Office print­
ing gave the Citizen office all the profit that it 
earned, and when this source of supply was stopped 
these “model reformers” left “ the newspaper busi­
ness” and the Citizen changed hands. The French 
papers of Quebec fared well. S. Marcotte, of the 
L'Evenment, appears to have received in one sum 
$3,313 for “ printing,” and his name comes up re­
peatedly. “ Sundry persons,” it would seem, re­
ceived $5,557 for advertising in connexion with the 
call for tenders for the Lachine Canal improve­
ment ; the country ought to have their names. 
The lame “sundry persons” appear again in con­
nexion with the “ Welland Canal ” for “ advertise- 

$2,448.” The Ottawa Free Press crops up 
everywhere. One item with which it is charged is 
$2,776 for printing a supplement to the Marine 
and Fisheries Report, For printing, preparing 
bonds, advertising and printing financial state­
ments in connexion with one of Mr. Cartwright’s 
Loans, $8,990 was expended. Borland, Desbarats 
A Co. received $5,500 for printing Patent Record. 
$721 was paid French and? other printers and 
papers in connexion with the Philadelphia Exhi­
bition. In connèxion with Immigration, A. Som­
erville, connected with the Press, received $648 
for “literary services”—of the same character, we 
presume, as the services recently rendered by 
Carroll Ryan (the Ottawa Jele&raphic correspon­
dent of the St. John Telegraph and Halifax Chron­
icle) in the preparation of a Government pamphlet 
on the North West country. In connexion with 
the North West Police, “ sundry persons” 
paid for printing and advertising $555. Advertis­
ing for the Militia cost over $2,500, of which $1,- 
200 was for an advertisement asking for tenders for 
clothing. The Volunteer Review was paid $565 for 
advertising General Orders, and $156 for Dress 
Regulations. The Bay Verte Canal cost something, 
too, for printing. The Montreal Herald Com­
pany (of which Minister Huntington is a stock­
holder) got $534 for printing John Young’s report, 
and the St. John Telegraph $122 for printing J. W. 
Lawrence’s report. Mr. Cartwright’s Budget 
Speeches cost something for printing. For jirlnting 
one the Ottawa Times (which had been bought and 
paid for by Messrs. M. Cameron, Burpee, Smith and 
other notable “reformers”) received $866, and for 
printing the same in French tite Ottawa Free Press 
charged $265. In “ Dominion Lands” account 
$3,441 is charged to four newspaper firms for ad­
vertising and printing, the heaviest item being 
$1,303 to the Standard Co., of Victoria, B. C. In 
connexion with “Canals,” $9,047 is charged for 
printing and advertising—nearly all the Govern­
ment papers sharing. $1,437 was paid for adver­
tising alone in connexion with calls for tenders for 
work on the public buildings at Ottawa. $3,776 
disbursed for the same purpose on account of the 
Pacific Railway. For some' advertising about 
“East River, Pictou,” “sundry persons” obtained 
$343, and “ the Lake Superior and Red River 
Route” was worth $225 to sundry others. $2,108 
was paid “sundry persons” again for advertising 
in connexion with publiq buildings in course of 
construction or being repaired at different points, 
and Harbors and Piers, Dredges, etc. There are 
various other items which swell the total by many 
thousands, in connexion with “ Inspections and 
Surveys ; Charges on Revenue—Customs, Excise, 
etc. ; Inspection of Staples, Minor Revenues, etc.

We summarize the contents of the Public and 
Departmental 'Accounts, as Jar as we have received 
them, in their bearing upon the relations existing 
between the Government and the Press, as fol­
lows :—

Under the head of Departmental Contin­
gencies, there is charged for Printing, Ad­
vertising and Subscriptions—exclusive of 
Printing done through the Queen’s Printer, $96,709 

Post Office (as per P. M. G’s. report), 
Inter-Colonial and Island Railways,about 20,000 
And this is exclusive of the 

mass of Printing done through the Queen’s 
Printer and the Parliamentary Contractors,
—such as the “ Votes and Proceedings,” 
and other Sessional Parliamentary papers.
—the Departmental Reports, Confidential 
printing, Publishing the Laws, etc., all of 
which goes to the Government’s favorite 
contractors and which costs probably 

It is quite safe to assume that the present Gov­
ernment is distributing among its newspaper and 
printer supporters about $240,000 annually.

ACCIDENTS I. C. R.

Although Mr. Schrieber reported to the Govern­

Conductor 
Crocket had a coal train on the main track ready 
to leave for the North, when he was run into by an 
empty coal train, (Conductor Campbell) which 
came in from Minmichi and of whose coming the 
officers of Conductor Crocket’s train had not been

, the collision, repaired to the
spot immediately, and at once commenced to storm 
at the officers of the incoming train, declaring that 
they ought to be in the penitentiary, Ac. He at 

^nce discharged, or suspended, Conductor Camp- 
#>«11» and would have done the same, we are told, 

with the driver, had not Mr. Whitney interfered. 
As it is not the custom of the railway to institute 
a proper iavestigation of such occurrences aa this, 
it will be impossible for the.public to learn from 
official sources where to place the blame of the ac­
cident, and in the absence of such information, it 
will hot be improper for us to say that the facts, as 
fully as we can gather them, entirely exonerate the 
officers of both trains from all blame. We are told 
that advices were received from Campbell ton about 
one o’clock in the night that a special train was 
leaving Miramichi for Moncton, and the officers on 
duty in'tho night were made aware of this fact. 
But when these officers left their places in 
the morning and were succeeded by others, the 
latter (owing to the want of system at head­
quarters—the prolific cause of the innumerable 
accidenta) were not informed that such train was 
coming, and so Conductor Crocket was ordered to 
go North and instructed jto keep clear of regular 
traiqs but without orders in regard to specials. 
Mr. Schrieber’s invaluable accident-preventing 
semaphore was down and the out-going officers had 
no reason to appr^end that a special was coming 
in. In like manner the officers of the incoming 
train, seeing the semaphore down, had every rea­
son to believe that the track was clear, anti they 
followed the usual course in coming slowly to the 
Station. Without danger signals being shown they 
could not possibly know that a train was on the 
main line until they go sq near that a collision was 
inevitable. This accident was the direct result of 
want of system and good management, and the sub­
sequent proceedings were simply the carrying , out 
of the invariable rule to make a scape-goat of some

CELEBRATED FOUR-FOLD BOSOM SHIRTS,One of the pleasant things to do this past win­
ter-winter seems to have passed here—has been 
to go through the snow a foot deep into the Botanic 
Garden, belonging to the Government, and see the 
tropical trees and plants growing there, 
westerly from the capitol, stretches public grounds 
one or two miles, crossed by the highways, and in 
the Easterly portion of this ground are located the 
conservatories of the Botanic Garden. There yon 
could see bananas growing, vigorous ivys on the 
outside, while within were also bright red blos­
soms, South American creepers in blow, reaching 
entirely across the ceiling, trees from Australia, 
trees with curious names, the “ wool tree,” “ cotton 
tree,” “dragon tree,” “ God tree,” etc., the “ fan 
palm,” with trunk as green as a cabbage stalk and 
seeds looking like grapes,one species ten feet high, 
at the base, two feet in diameter, three feet up, one 
foot in diameter, leaves shooting out from the aides 
and top, with bald stems, six feet long, and then 
the fan spreads its spear-like leaves ; one tree thirty 
feet high, yet its green, tender looking trunk only 
two inches in diameter, seemingly so frail, one 
northern out door blast would snap it as if it 
maccarari ; a sago nalm, only three feet high, yet 
trunk two feet in diameter at the ground ; a hat 
palm, swathed in a bark looking like coarse hair ; 
a plantani, whose bark was swail-like, with leaves 
seven feet long and one and a half wide ; curious 
tree ferns ; a negress washing aloes. Outside are 
plants thriving with no artificial heat, only pro­
tected by glass. The conservatories are chiefly 
heated by warm water in pipes.

of the1 In 1817 an asylum for deaf mates was founded 
at Hartford, Conn. It is worthy of note that all 
kinds of charitable hospitals and asylums were 
unknown to the world until the spirit of Christian­
ity caused their existence; unknown to ancient 
Roman, Carthaginian, Greek, Egyptian, Jew, 
Babylonian, Hindoo or Chinese ; unknown to pa­
gan or other than the religion that proclaimed 
“ good will to men. Rev. Thomas H. Gallandet, 
the first principal of the Hartford Asylum, had 
studied in France the system of communication 
for deaf mutes by means of natural signs ; a system 
that was developed and applied about 1760, by 
Abbe de 1’ Eppe and subsequently perfected by 
Abbe Sicard. The institution here is national ; 
found in 1857 ; the principal a eon of the Hartford 
Gallandet; (he grounds contain 100 acres; value 
of grounds and buildings over one third of a mil­
lion of dollars ; their location north of the city ; 
the buildings of attractive appearance. The main 
central building is said to be a fine specimen of 
the Gothic architecture of the 14th century; it is 
faced with the brown Porthund stone of Connecti­
cut, which resembles the English Porthund stone.

. r The building is so familiar to the nation, so far 
as engravings and photographs -can familiarize its 
shape and proportions to the eye, it may interest 
to recall some of its general features. Rare, in­
deed, is it that the general effect of the external 
look of a public structure is so pleasing. The 
«tyle of architecture and the color of the stone are 
both extremely graceful, strength, grace and beauty 
combined. The material is brown reddish sand­
stone, obtained near where the Seneca creek emp­
ties into the Potomac, 23 miles distant, the same as 
that used io Trinity Church, New York, though 
brought from a different locality. Its architecture 
is Norman, such as prevailed six centuries ago, 
when the Norman was merging into the Gothic, 
being the first unecclesiastical building of that 
period’s style ever erected in this country. It is 27

The Smithsonian grounds, containing 
acres, with lawns and groves, drives and footways 
and nearly 200 varieties of trees and shrubs, must 
be in early summer and fell of the highest grade of 
ratal aud urbim loveliness. They were designed 
by A, J. Downing, to whose memory is there erect­
ed a vase whose exquisite beauty is much extolled.

THE NATIONAL MUSEUM
is located in the Smithsonian building, and is un­
der the charge of the Smithsonian Institution, hut 
it| is supported by the United States, and it con­
tains about all there is of any interest to a visitor 
iq the building, the rest of the apartments being 
chiefly used for the accommodation of the offices oi 
d|e Institution. The Museum occupies the central 
portion, called the main hall, Gothic hall, etc., and 
contains specimens of birds, fishes and other ani­
mals, minerals, ores, curiosities, antiquities, etc., a 
large share of them having been brought home by 
over fifty expeditions sent out by the U. »S. Gov­
ernment. As general names or classes of things 
«oggest nothing very definite to one's thoughts, 
perhaps a specification of some of the articles will 
interest. Here are, a small marble tablet from the 
temple erected at Marathon by Miltiades to com­
memorate his victory over the Persians, B. C. 490; 
a marble sycophagus brought from Syria in the 
Constitution, having been the original" repository 
for the remains of the Roman Emperor, Alexander 
Severus, and was offered to General Jackson for 
his tomb, but he declined it as unrepublican ; a 
cast of the extinct megatherium from Buenos 
Ayres, the largest type of the sloth family of the 
pre-hietoric period, looking ovér 15 feet long and 
5 feet wide ; a cast of the extinct glypxtodon of the 
anuadilio family, apparenty ten feet long from 

ith to tip of tail ; a cast of the hadrosaurus, re­
sembling the megatherium, bti\ taller and slimmer,
