The message, which was in answer
to-a query sent from here, said a test
vote was taken informally among the
delegates showing that Dr. Sun was
strongly favored.

MASTER OF WREGKED
STEAMSHIP RETURNS

Capt. Archibald, of Empress of
China, Arrives From Orient
on Japan Friday

After having. placed his ship in. ca-
‘pable hands to -be repaired Céfpt.
Archibald, master of the R. M. 8. Em-
press of China, which ran aground on
Awa Peninsula, Japan, last July and
was floated off « few weeks ago, re-

turned on the Empress of Japan from
the Orient on Friday and proceeded
on to Vancouver. The veteran mariner,
who has pfloted the white liner across
the _Pacific over a ' hundred times,
looked the picture of health despite his
advanced age and the fact that he
spent many weary days and nights
keeping vigil over his good ship while
she remained fast on the rocks.

Capt. Archibald had little addition-
al to say concerning the wreck and
floating of the Empress to that already
published.” He states that it will be
several months before the vessel is
again ready for service, as the repair
work will be a most  expensive job,
many plates and frames having to be
replaced and most of her interior re-
fitted. The captain considers the float-:
ing of the Empress one of the .flnest
pieces of salvage work eyer accom-
plished. The liner is.  now:-at the
Uraga dockyards being surveyed and
a 'report on  the :ecost of the repairs
will be made shortly.

Capt. Archibald . with. Chief Officer
Copper were on the bridge when the
ship struck. At an Inquiry held, how-

Panama Maru Clears forDrient
With Full Cargo of Freight

Weighed down. te her éapagity with
over 7,000 tons.of general freight, the
Osaka Shosen Kaisha liner Panama
Maru, Capt.. Muto, sailed from the
Quter Docks. this morning for Yoko-
hama and Hongkong.

She
resented: the insinuation that she was
a ‘walking 'arsenal of deadly germs
who had.caused 26 persons to becon
{ll with typhoid in.the course of ten
vears, and: strongly objected to
doetors examining her for traces
dormant germs. In fact, it required
the efforts of five policemen to securs
her.  She was sent to a hospital, and
there .examined. Brought before (I
court on a writ of habeas corpus, he
case moved the judge 'to expressions
of sympathy, but he agreed with the
medical experts that to permnit her to
be at large waould constitute a grave
danger, and: so, she was once more im-
mured.

It is not:-now stated whether she
been. purged- of germs in the tI
vears. of her imprisonment, or if  so,
whether with her consent. Without the
indignity of having her personal germs
forcibly removed froin-her, Mary Mal-
lon would appear to haveé a good case
against the city of New York. She has
been Imprisoried without due  process
of law, and for no crime, for three
vears, and has been deprived® by
threats of her-right to-make a living
in the way to whieh she ‘has been ac-
custemed.: More - than -that,. her cas
has been bruited: through the medical
schools and hospitals of the land, untl!
she finds:herself -enjoying fame- almos!
as great as that of the Siamese Twins
Few respectable people would consider
$50,000 sufficlent compensation fqor what
Mary Mallon has endured in the past
three: years, and for what she is likely
to endure in the future, verdict or no
verdiet.

Thomp-
son had been on trial for more than a
yvear, one jury being discharged be
cause of illmess of one of their num-
ber. He was Altorre’s attorney, and
according to  Altorre’'s- testimony
Thompsoni#forced thousands of dollars
from him by threats of throwing up
his case.
